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By ironic coincidence the
Administration’s Medicare bill 
was approved by an over­
whelming majority in the 
House of Representatives just 
before the Texas 65 plan of 
health insurance became avail­
able for another 15-day period 
in this state. Coming to our 
attention simultaneously, these 
two programs present an in­
ducement for comparison of 
their merits.

Since the beginning of Medi­
care’s promotion it was op­
posed by several basic objec­
tions. Its benefits are very 
inadequate by comparision 
with hundreds of voluntary 
health insurance plans that are 
already available. Its costs are 
higher, it applies in many 
cases to people who do not 
need help, the cost of support­
ing it is imposed on people 
who already have loads of 
expense, its administration by 
the government 'constitutes a 
convenient start to all out 
socialized medicine.

On the other hand, we have 
a voluntary program of proven 
merit. No sign could be more 
conclusive than the one we 
see before us. Texas 65 is 
growing. Sales are good be­
cause people know that the 
plan meets a definite need in 
an adequate way. And sales 
no doubt would be consider­
ably better if more of the eld­
erly folks were able to buy 
the protection.

That in general presents the 
current picture of health in­
surance for the aged in this 
country. Many, actually mil­
lions, already have adequate 
coverage. They don’t need fed­
eral help. They are showing 
that they can and do take 
care of themselves. So the 
only problem facing the nation 
it to help those who need help.

Believe it or not, that is 
the very plan offered to our 
legislators as a substitute for 
Medicare. Doctors of the coun­
try proposed a plan, known 
as Eldercare, to assist needy 
people in securing medical and 
surgical insurance from es­
tablished commercial firms.

To see our representatives 
make the choice they did is 
downright frightening. Facts 
in abundance were before 
them showing that they were 
adopting the poorer program. 
Nevertheless they submitted 
to Administration pressure and 
obligingly rubber stamped the 
socialistic brainstorm con­
cocted by ADA. They were 
giving way to the terrifying 
trend of political philosophy 
that we the people are ignor­
amuses whose destiny must be 
directed from the cradle to 
the grave by super intellects 
of Washington bureaucracy.

Even so, there is reason to 
wonder whether public con­
cern or political self interest 
inspires the socialistic shen 
anigans. Invariably when a 
great program is brought 
forth to guarantee a more 
abundant life for less privi­
leged people it is accompanied 
by creation of fat new admin 
istrative positions and addi­
tion of thousands of new em­
ployees. The really substan­
tial benefits are enjoyed more 
by people appointed to help 
than by those who are sup 
posed to receive the help.

A  fair example of what is 
happening was revealed this 
week in an official inquiry 
of administrating the war on 
poverty. Testimony revealed 
that hundreds of people have 
fat jobs, with salaries ranging 
from $10,000 to $30,000 a year, 
but the work of relieving pov­
erty remains hopelessly bogged 
down.

Similar conditions have been 
revealed by inquiries into 
Urban Renewal. Some people 
get big salaries and big deals 
but it’s doubtful whether the 
poor folks actually involved 
in the projects were helped as 
much as they were hurt.

A new program to watch 
now is federal aid to education, 
which became law with LBJ’s 
signature Sunday. How much 
of the $1.3 billion w ill be 
used for administration and 
how much w ill go to the 
schools?

And what will be the ad­
ministrative cost of Medicare 
when it becomes law? A  huge 
program like that should really 
build up the bureaucracy. 
Whether we like it or not, a 
powerful political e m p i r e  
seems to be in the making.

ners and processors gave warn­
ing early this year of what 
might happen. But Mr. Wirtz 
ignored die warning. His ef­
fort to enlist needed labor 
from the four (million unem- 
ployd was a fiasco. These re­
cruits, largely from (he cities 
and from industry, had no 
skill, no stamina and no stom­
ach for stooping, for heavy 
boxes of produce of for 50- 
foot ladders, and few will last 
the season. Many, who hailed 
a trip to California or Florida 
as a vacation at the growers 
expense, simply went over the 
hill when they found the worn 
too onerous.

The approaching cut-back in 
food production is estimated 
to be greater than that of any 
drought, any freeze or any 
other natural disaster ever re­
corded in the U. S. Its impact 
on farm operations is already 
such that many growers, now 
unable to plan production, are 
cutting back acreage, convert­
ing land to non-farm uses. 
Some are even moving across 
the border to Mexico.

Fruits an d  vegetables — 
whether fresh, canned, frozen 
or otherwise preserved — will 
be scarce and high-priced. And 
even now, the ranks of the un­
employed that are of such con­
cern to Mr. Wirtz, are being 
swelled by truckers and work­
ers in the food processing in­
dustries.

But even more disturbing 
than the famine of 1965-66 
(which it now appears too late 
to prevent), what of the fu­
ture? Are we to continue on 
short rations at high prices 
and continue to strain rela­
tions with the neighbors — 
both north and south — and 
by authority of bureaucratic 
edict? Or will the Congress 
finally come to the aid of the 
plain people its members are 
elected tnd handsomely paid 
to serve?

ROCK OF FACT
What’s happened to food 

prices since the turn of the 
century? The answer’s easy, 
you’ll probably say. They’ve 
gone up and up, to sky-high 
levels.

That is true, if you apply 
only the inaccurate and mis­
leading slide rule of dollars- 
and-cents to the food price 
trend. An infinitely more ac­
curate picture is proved by 
The American Economic Foun­
dation. In 1900, the work week 
was about 48 hours, the aver­
age pay was about $11, and 
$5.50 of it went for the fam­
ily ’s food. Now the average 
pay is in the $100 a week 
neighborhood, and the work 
week is 40 hours. The cost of 
food averages about $20. That 
amounts to about 8 hours 
work — one third of the work- 
hour cost that food demanded 
in 1900. So, measured in this 
way, the cost of food has been 
reduced by two thirds.

That is a remarkable achieve­
ment. And it does not take 
into consideration other values. 
We eat better, tastier, more 
balanced meals than ever be­
fore. And convenience foods, 
ready or practially ready to eat 
in the form they come from 
the market, have made deep 
cuts into the time the house­
w ife spends in the kitchen.

What is responsible for this? 
The Foundation divides the 
credit — the technological 
progress on our farms; a rev­
olution in transportation; a 
steady reduction of costs in 
food processing and packaging; 
and finally, the extraordinary 
improvement made in the e f­
ficiency and economy of food 
retailing. The food chains, for 
example, commonly earn as 
little as a penny of profit on 
each dollar of sales.

It is not unreasonable to 
assume that this percentage 
comparison of wages and prices 
would carry through on other 
chain store merchandising.

News N ote: Confusion in 
changeover dates and times 
should be eliminated.

IT'S TIME TO UNSCRAMBLE TIME
The uniform time legislation introduced in both houses 

of Congress to end clock confusion is long overdue.
On Sunday April 25, America will again live on “scrambled 

time.” More than 100 million Americans w ill advance their 
clocks to daylight saving time, while 90 million people will 
not change.

“This annual time scramble complicates the operations 
and scheduling of the transportation industry. It confounds 
the television viewer, bewilders the vacationing traveler and 
aggravates the businessman,” Senator Norris Cotton (R.-N. H.) 
said. “A  flood of missed appointments, and late arrivals will 
plague many Americans,” he continued.

Let’s see what happens:
15 states start daylight saving time the last Sunday 

in April and end the last Sunday in October.
16 other states either start or end daylight savings 

time — or both on different dates.
Of the 31 states, 15 observe it on a statewide basis, 

while the others have local option.
And across the country isolated areas observe “wildcat” 

DST without offioal sanction. Some states do not observe 
it at all.
This legislation to have time and date uniformity where- 

ever daylight saving time is adopted should be encouraged.

HOW MUCH IS 
$127 BILLION?

The way we get it, President 
Johnson will spend $127 Billion 
cash dollars in the year start­
ing July 1, 1965.

Texas 65 Health 
Insurance Plan 
Is Available Now

Governor Connally noted in 
his proclamation that more 
than $4 million has been paid 
in claims to over 22,000 sen­
ior citizens of the state of 
Texas since the voluntary 
health insurance program was 
started in November of 1963.

“These figures indicate the 
program is apparently filling 
the need for which it was 
created,” the Governor stated.

The Texas 65 Health In- 
suranc Association was auth­
orized by unanimous vote of 
the 1963 Texas Legislature. 
Its mission is to offer low 
cost, voluntary health insur­
ance to the senior citizens of 
the state who have previously 
been unable to purchase health 
insurance coverage either be­

Eighty-two percent of Texas 

grasslands are now infested 
with some kind of woody 
plant. On fifty percent of 
grassland this brush is so thick 
that the better native grasses 
cannot grow without some 
form of brush control.

These facts were revealed 
by the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice in a recent publication 
called “Grassland Restoration 
—The Texas Brush Problem.” 
They also point out that heavy 
grazing and drought have 
played a major roll in bring­
ing on this present brush 
problem.

SCS personnel assisting the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conser­
vation District point out that 
this tr^nd or change is taking 
place in this area. Locally, ap­
proximately 10,000 acres of 
brush were controlled last 
year.

Different methods of control 
were used: however, one meth­
od seemed to stand out above 
all others. This method was to 
pushed the unwanted brush 
into ditches *or windrows and 
follow this with a large o ff­
set disk. This method works 
the soil to a depth of six to 
eight inches and destroys a 
high percentage of under­
ground roots. The soil is left 
in excellent condition for seed­
ing or sprigging.

County cost-share assistance 
is available to assist cooper­
ators in controlling their brush. 
Cooke County pays up to $15 
per acre while Montague pays 
up to $12.50 per acre. It has 
been observed by SCS per­
sonnel that regrowth is great­
ly reduced when this method 
is used. Where conservation 
contractors have been allowed 
to doze and plow, they have 
been charging very little for 
the plowing above the dozing 
cost.

Some cooperators have es­
tablished these areas to ber- 
mudagrass by scattering the 
roots and fertlizer just ahead 
of the dozer and off-set disk. 
The area is then drug or pack­
ed with a roller to firm the 
seedbed.

For furthur information on 
this method of brush control, 
as well as other good methods, 
call or come by the local Soil 
Conservation Office.

Offered to Cities 
Served by TP&L

Texas Power & Light Com­
pany is now making available 
to cities and towns served by 
the Company a planned pro­
gram of community evaluation 
called ‘Operation Check Up." 
Announcement of the program 
was made here by Fred Lynn, 
district manager for Texas 
Power & Light. Company.

The purpose of this program 
is to provide interested local 
organizations or groups with a 
means of surveying existing 
community facilities and act­
ivities and defining needed im­
provements.

The first phase of the pro­
gram involves completion of 
a simple but extensive ques­
tionnaire prepared by TP&L 
community development spec­
ialists in consultation with the 
Texas Municipal League, the 
Economics Research Division 
of Texas A&M University, pro­
fessional city managers, engin­
eers and planners.

When the questionnaire has 
been completed, it w ill be 
submitted to Texas Power & 
Light Company for an objec­
tive scoring and tabulation. 
The questionnaire w ill then be 
returned to the local participat­
ing organization along with a 
general tabulation of informa­
tion submitted by other com­
mittees throughout the area 
served by TP&L. The source of 
each questionnaire w ill be 
identified only to the commun­
ity which supplied the inform­
ation.
