Now, who's trigger happy?
T hat seems to be a reasonable 
question this week in view of 
a statem ent by David L aw ren­
ce in his syndicated column 
Monday night. He says: “Now 
it tu rns out, despite all the 
criticism  of the Arizona sena­
tor, authoritative sources in 
W ashington say tha t the 
A m erican com m ander-in-chief 
in  Europe actually has been 
given instructions perm itting 
sm all nuclear weapons to be 
em ployed in defense against 
certain  kinds of attack.”

It will be recalled th a t this 
is precisely the policy recom­
m ended by Candidate Gold- 
w ater early  in the political 
campaign. His contention was 
th a t in case of attack by com­
m unist forces the general 
should be em powered to use 
sm all nuclear weapons, which 
are there and ready for use, 
ra th e r than  lose precious time 
w aiting for word from Wash­
ington. It was clearly speci­
fied  at the time that those are 
battlefie ld  weapons, conven­
tional weapons serving gener­
ally the same purpose tha t ar­
tillery used to.

For that G oldw ater was de­
nounced as reckless and tr ig ­
ger happy, a dangerous man 
who w ould risk plunging the 
w orld into a nuclear war. 
L B J added tha t there is no 
such thing as a conventional 
nuclear weapon. Every effort 
was m ade to snowball the is­
sue and convince the nation 
tha t G oldw ater’s judgm ent 
could not be trusted. B ut now 
comes this o ther developm ent 
indicating tha t Goldw ater’s 
idea m ust have been all right 
in  the first place — b u t ap­
paren tly  no word adm itting 
th a t he was right. Instead, you 
can bet, the propaganda mill 
w ill continue the sam e old 
line.

Cases like tha t no doubt in ­
fluenced the Cincinnati Inqu ir­
er on Tuesday to state tha t no 
candidate in the history of 
Am erican politics has been so 
m uch m aligned and m isquoted 
as Goldwater. By the dozens 
his statem ents are tw isted or 
quoted out of context to make 
him  appear illogical or incon­
sistent. The practice started  in 
his race for party  nom ination 
and it- has intensified in his 
race for presidency. From it 
all one fact is sadly apparent. 
The adm inistration, w ith  its 
sorry record of the past four 
years, has little  to stand on, so 
it has to create another issue 
as a smoke screen — its tw ist­
ed image of Goldwater as a 
dangerous m an for the office.

A nother well known m isrep­
resentation is the charge that 
G oldw ater advocates scrap­
ping Social Security. Actually 
th e  exact opposite is true. 
G oldw ater’s record shows that 
he has favored the system and 
his announced policy is to con­
tinue favoring it through m e­
thods that are actuarially 
sound and will retain  its ben­
efits into the future. The same 
cannot be said for P resident 
Johnson whose inflationary 
policy tends to reduce the va 
lue of SS benefits and whose 
Medicare plan adds a load that 
could w reck the system en tir­
ely.

Voters who are concerned 
about that issue had better 
think w hat will happen to 
their benefits as the value of 
money declines, and how big 
the wage earner’s tax will be 
w hen the additional load of 
socialized medicine is piled on 
the system.

Who do you think is more 
likely to wreck the Social Sec 
urity  system? Whose idea do 
you think is likely to keep the 
system  — and our treasury 
solvent so that your share will 
be available when the time 
comes for you to collect?

Some basic facts need to be
rem em bered in connection 
w ith  this presidential cam ­
paign. A group of disgruntled 
and frustrated king-m akers in 
the East who m anipulated the 
GOP for years turned sour 
w hen grass roots people took 
over party  control and nom i­
nated their own choice for 
president.

The big shots can’t tolerate 
that. If they can’t rule they 
must ruin. It doesn’t m atter to 
them  that conservatives of the 
party  backed their choice in 
m any previous campaigns. 
They won’t show the party  
loyalty they used to get from 
others. Instead they join the 
opposition and call on their 
high powered Madiaon Avenue 
publicity machine to help do 
the dirty  work. That circum ­
stance suggests a reason why

More Efficiency 
Expected in New 
Postal Schedule

Postal patrons at M uenster 
are not getting some of the 
service they used to, b u t they 
are getting more efficiency 
than ever before. For ju st a 
small sacrifice in service, says 
Postm aster A rthur Endres, the 
post office departm ent has el­
im inated lots of expense, and 
m ade com pensating im prove­
ments.

Last Saturday was the first 
day of stream lined m ail ser­
vice for M uenster. The post 
office received mail once, at 
6:50 a.m., and dispatched it 
once, at 5:30 p.m. Before that 
there w ere five receipts and 
four dispatches daily. The post 
office departm ent has made an 
enormous saving on its hau l­
ing expense.

At the same time it has sta r­
ted a system which, it hopes, 
will give the fastest and most 
economical service in post of­
fice history. Its new slogan 
“mailed at 5, delivered at 8” 
applies to a large percentage 
of mail in  the country. It ap­
plies especially to mail going 
250 miles or less and m uch of 
it going farther. It may apply 
even to mail to either coast. 
Some regular mail goes by air 
when a plane’s contracted load 
is not taken up by air mail.

The big difference in the 
change, says Endres, is that 
mail now moves at night and 
is available the next morning 
when most people expect de­
livery. Previously some of it 
moved during the day, often 
reaching its destination ea r­
lier. But then most of it w ait­
ed until the next morning for 
delivery to patrons. Only a 
small percentage of mail that 
used to move by day was ac­
tually delivered the same day, 
say3 Endres.

That small percentage, how ­
ever, is causing some com 
plaint here. Newspapers that 
used to be in P. O. boxes in 
the evening are no longer 
there. Afternoon papers come 
the next morning. In that con­
nection Endres points out that 
mail schedules are draw n up 
for best handling of first class 
mail. Publications do not de­
term ine schedules but just ride 
along at a reduced rate.

In the present system mail 
is collected by truck from post 
offices every evening and car­
ried to a sectional center. E ar­
ly in the m orning mail from 
the sectional center is sent to 
post offices in the area. The 
center serving this area is at 
Denton. Mail from M uenster 
is picked up by the truck  at 
5:30 in the evening, except 
Sundays, when the pick-up 
at 4:30. Mail for M uenster is 
received daily at 6:10 and nor­
mally it is in patrons' boxes by 
8 o’clock.

Garbage, Trash 
Disposal Service

11.12 in. Rainfall 
Tops Old Record 
For September

The w ettest Septem ber in 
the recorded history of M uen­
ster rainfall has ju st ended.

According to official W eath­
er Bureau records kep t by 
Steve Moster, the total for the 
past month is 11.12 inches, and 
the figure for Septem ber 1962 
was 11.11. However it still falls 
short of another m onthly re ­
cord. April 1957 had a total of 
12.43 which came shortly after 
completion of several flood 
control reservoirs on Elm 
Creek and clearly dem onstra­
ted their value in controlling 
down stream  damage.

Saturday’s rain provided the 
additional measure to p u t the 
m onth’s reading over the top. 
It was 1.29 inches and the to­
tal before that stood a t 9.83.

Total rainfall for the year 
at this time is 30.68 inches, 
slightly higher than  the aver­
age for the first nine months.

BAIL OUT THE UN?
WHO, US?

A dm inistration officials told 
UN Secretary U T hant during 
his recent W ashington visit 
th a t Russia m ust pay up its 
$55.7 million arrears to t h e  
UN — or else. Or else the 
U.S. w ill press A rticle 19 of 
the UN C h arte r under w hich 
a m em ber owing two years or 
more of its m andatory pay­
m ents loses its vote in the As­
sembly. Russia is now eligi­
ble for this trea tm ent because 
of its refusal to pay its share 
of UN “peace-keeping” activ­
ities in Africa and the Near 
East.

But Mr. Thant, whose W ash­
ington visit followed one to 
Moscow, has told his W hite 
House hosts th a t t h e  bully 
boys in the K rem lin  (to 
whom he m entioned the m at­
ter) said they w ould pull out 
of the UN if they lost their 
Assembly vote.

Two other points of equal 
significance, we th ink a r e  
these:

There are some other dead 
beats in the UN also, its total 
deficit now standing at more 
than $122 million — an am ount 
tha t could throw  this gobal 
clam bake into its final -spin.

And Adm inistration spokes­
m en in W ashington have p re­
sented to Secretary T hant the 
predicition (not to be consid­
ered a threat) tha t if t h e  
USSR fails to pay up — and 
keeps its Assembly vote nev­
ertheless — US financial sup­
port of the UN is going to 
take a nose dive.

We can only assume that 
this realistic outlook for UN 
solvency — if not its very 
survival — is b a s e d  on a 
shrewd, if unofficial apprais­
al of the patience of the A m ­
erican voter and taxpayer. 
And when t h e  tim e comes 
that W ashington judges the 
voter has about had it — 
th a t’s the time for something 
to give . . .  or, in this case, 
to quit giving.

HOUSE CLEANING NEED

If Flo ida voters needed any 

fu rth e r rem inder of why this

JOHNSON'S LAWYER 
'TAKES THE FIFTH'

Capitol Vending Company, 
which has filed a $300,000 suit 
for damages against President 
Johnson’s protege, Bobby B ak­
er, secretary to t h e  Senate 
Democratic majority, was re ­
fused permission Tuesday to 
subpeona three high officials 
of the Johnson adm inistration.

The officials, all known to 
possess substantial inform ation 
a b o u t  t h e  m anipulations 
w hich brought Baker a for­
tune of more than 2 million 
dollars while he was on a 
salary of $19,600 a year, were 
W alter W. Jenkins, assistant 
’o President Johnson; Nicholas 
de B. Katzenbach, acting at- 
to ney general, and Jam es E. 
Webb, adm inistrator of t h e  
governm ent Space agency.

K a t z e n b a c h  successfully 
argued before Judge A lexan­
der Holtzoff in federal D is­
tric t court at W ashington 
that, under a plea of execu­
tive privilege, he a n d  his 
government associates were
ntitled  to w ithhold inform a­

tion about the B aker case. The 
court tu rned  down the con­
tention of counsel for Capitol 
Vending that the justice de­
partm ent, through Katzenbach, 
m ust show th a t it had specific 
authority  from the P resident 
to exercise executive priv il­
ege.

Here we have the rem ark­
able spectacle of the Jo h n ­
son adm inistration pleading, 
in effect, the fifth am endm ent 
w hich would show how deep­
ly the W hite House is in ­
volved in the Baker scandal. 
How high up is Katzenbach 
afraid the disclosures will go?

Before and After Pictures Show 
Waterway Saves Top Soil in Rain

Did your fields and the ad­
joining roads look like the up­
per picture after almost ten 
inches of rain fell in less than 
two weeks? T hat’s a question 
posed by SCS technicians.

Personnel of the Soil Con­
servation Service noticed sev­
eral fields which looked this 
bad and some which looked 
worse.

In the U pper Elm-Red Dis­
trict which includes Grayson, 
Cooke and M ontague Counties 
it is estim ated that more than 
30,000 acres of productive crop­
land suffered as much, or 
more, as the field in the pic­
ture.

Much of this land is locat­
ed around M uenster, Hood, 
Saint Jo  and Forestburg.

The D istrict was organized 
by land owners to help carry 
out a program  for saving the 
soil. No person can look at the 
above picture and deny that 
this farm er needed help — at 
least his land did.

Soil Conservation Service 
personnel were sent here at 
the request of the D istrict sup­
ervisors to assist the land ow­
ner in applying conservation 
practices. County cost-share 
assistance was m ad’ available 
to help get the land protected. 
And tha t poses another ques­
tion: Why then are so many 
acres left to w ash aw ay every 
year? The answer, logically, 
would be: Because the land 
ow ner has not been concerned 
enough about the soil to even 
ask for the assistance avail­
able.

The lower p icture shows the 
same field after it was trea t­
ed to conserve the soil. A gras­
sed w aterw ay was established 
to safely carry excess w ater 
w ithout erosion. Field terrac­
es were constructed to outlet 
on this w aterway. Soil Conser­
vation personnel staked the 
w aterw ay and county cost- 
share paid approxim ately half 
the cost. And the soil was sav­
ed.

This same help and the same 
results are available to all dis­
tric t cooperators now, SCS 
personnel point out and add: 
If your land looked like the 
above photo afte r the rains, 
w on’t you call, or come by the 
local SCS office and ask to 
have your w aterw ay laid off 
and get the land protected? 
The soil is your livelihood 
and the nation’s strength.

Lone S ta r Gas Company has 
made prelim inary plans for 
construction of a 57- mile na­
tural gas transmission pipeline 
of 20-inch d iam eter designed 
to dram atically increase the 
availability of natu ra l gas to 
the com pany’s South Texas 
m arket area, according to E.

Mr. Brown said that the new 
line, extending from Bartlett, 
Texas to United Gas Pipeline 
Company’s Buda Compressor I 
S tation in Travis County, will 
be built in order to obtain ad­
ditional gas reserves for use 
in Waco and the area south 
of Waco. The line costing ap­
proxim ately $3,000,000, will 
have capacity to deliver an ad­
ditional 45,000,000 cubic feet of 
gas every 24-hours. It w ill re­
inforce gas supplies on the en­
tire Lone S tar m arket area 
consisting of some 500 com­
munities, towns and cities in 
Texas and Southern Oklaho­
ma, Mr. Brown pointed out.

Line surveys and purchase 
of right-of-way are now under 
way by Lone Star. P relim in­
ary plans call for construction 
of the new line in the near 
fu ture and completion of the 
line by m id December. This 
schedule will m ake these new 
gas reserves available to area 
consumers during the coming 
heating season, Mr. Brown ad­
ded.
