
Solemn religious service next
Tuesday in  M uenster’s Sacred 
H eart church w ill thank  A l­
m ighty God for blessings on 
th is com m unity through the 
p ast seventy five years and ask 
His blessings for m any years 
to  come. A fter th a t a com m un­
ity  b irthday  p arty  will contin­
ue through the  rest of the  day, 
providing a special o p p o rtu n ­
ity  for form er residents, p a r ti­
cu larly  the old tim ers, to  re ­
new  old acquaintances and  re ­
call m em ories dear to their 
hearts.

The event is the diam ond 
jub ilee of the founding of the 
com m unity, a p roper occasion 
for this colum n to re fer w ith 
p ride to M uenster’s progress 
since the  day w hen it was just 
a designated location on the 
open prairie.

M uensler's h istory  is defin ­
itely  a success story, the kind 
of steady solid success th a t re ­
sults from  constan t effo rt ra ­
th e r than  the boom th a t em er­
ges from  a suddenly discover­
ed bonanza. It can be said tha t 
one of the m ost im portan t fea­
tu res in M uenster’s past is its 
persisten t striv ing  tow ard a 
b e tte r  future. From  the begin­
ning of the settlem ent the pio­
neers worked together, helping 
each other in  the trad ition  of 
good neighbors w hile creating 
facilities and services to en­
rich th e ir com m unity life.

T heir spirit of cooperation 
led to developm ent of an ou t­
standing parish p lan t as the 
cen te r of the com m unity’s re ­
ligious and social life. Co-op­
eration  likewise resu lted  in e s ­
tab lishm ent of early  services 
such as m utual fire insurance 
protection and a m utually  
owned telephone company. As 
the  years passed th a t same sp i­
rit w as reflected in  estab lish ­
ing a local m arketing  system  
and cheese factory, organizing 
the present bank, originating 
the present extensive ru ra l e l­
ectrification system , estab lish ­
ing soil conservation practices, 
and building the M uenster 
M emorial Hospital. As M uen­
ste r people proudly recall a 
fine record of progress they  
can also recall a fine record 
of pulling together.

T hat factor is principally  re ­
sponsible for this city’s con­
tinued growth in recent dec­
ades w hile m any ru ra l towns 
w ere going backward. S tarting  
from  scratch in 1889, the tow n 
b u ilt up little by little  to a 
population of about 600 in its 
golden anniversary  year. And 
in  the  past 25 years it  has 
doubled in  population. Also 
during  the q u arte r century  it 
has bu ilt m ost of its present 
hom es and business firms, 
m any as replacem ents of the 
old hom es and business houses, 
m any as new  additions. The re ­
sult is th a t M uenster is mostly 
a new  town, w ith  its  overall 
good looks enhanced by pave­
m ent th a t is w ell above av er­
age in  m ileage and quality  for 
a tow n of this size.

A list of some of the town's 
p rincipal buildings, all bu ilt 
in  the  last 25 years, is a fa ir 
m easure of the  tow n’s and  
com m unity’s progress. T here’s 
the  hospital, Sacred H eart 
Church, B enedictine Convent, 
Sacred H eart High, M uenster 
Public School, post office, te le ­
phone building, tw o superm ar­
kets, two car agencies, electric 
co-op, dress factory, The Cen­
ter, bank, varie ty  store, Ham - 
ric’s and Charm  Shop, a lum ­
ber yard, city hall, plus several 
sm aller buildings and a nu m ­
ber of im provem ents to older 
buildings, plus m ost of the res­
idential buildings.

And that still does not tell 
all the  story. R ural progress 
has been  equally im pressive. 
The area around M uenster has 
dozens of new  farm  hom es and 
m any others th a t have been 
b rough t up to date  by ex ten ­
sive remodeling. O ther farm  
im provem ent likewise reflects 
the com m unity’s p r o g r e s s .  
M ore and b e tte r barns, m ach­
ine sheds, etc., fencing, te rrac ­
ing, w aterw ays and b e tte r 
farm ing m ethods th a t have 
brought gratifying increases in 
crop yields. And, especially 
valuable in recent weeks, a 
system  of reservoirs to control 
flood w aters.

All in all, Muensler's story
is a very gratify ing one, and  it 
gives a special glow to nex t 
w eek’s diam ond jub ilee obser­
vance. A highly appropriate 
thought for the day is congra­
tu la tions for achievem ents of 
the  past, best w ishes for con­
tinued  progress in  the future.

There w ill be a slight d iffe r­
ence from  last y ea r’s insta lla­
tion, M oster said. L ights on a 
string w ill all be the sam e col­
or. Last year colors w ere m ix ­
ed on every  line. The colors 
are blue, green red, yellow and 
orange. They are controlled 
autom atically  by a tim e clock.

Farm Census Will 
Provide Data for 
New US Record

The 1964 Census of A gri­
culture, now being conducted 
by the B ureau of the Census, 
in Cooke County, w ill bring up 
to date the  farm  and ranch 
statistics last collected in 1959.

Here are a few of the m any 
facts recorded in the 1959 
agriculture census for this 
County:

There w ere 1,406 farm s and 
ranches in 1959, com pared with 
1,700 in 1954. The average size 
of farm  and ranch was 332.2 
acres in 1959, com pared w ith 
277.2 acres in 1954.

The value of products sold 
by the C ounty’s farm ers and 
ranchers in  1959 was $8,240,408. 
The value of all crops sold 
was $1,703,476. The value of 
all livestock and livestock pro­
ducts sold was $6,536,932.

The 1964 national Census of 
A griculture is the  18th in a 
series which began in 1840. Be­
cause of the rapid  changes 
Ameican agricu lture has been 
undergoing in recent years, 
Census B ureau officals regard 
the cu rren t census as one of 
the most significat ever taken. 
They ask every farm er and 
rancher to cooperate in com ­
piling an accurate record of 
these changes by filling out 
the census form he receives in 
the m ail and holding the com­
pleted questionnaire un til a 
census taker calls for it.
