A plea for peace until after
the election has been issued
by Negro leaders of New York
and a special effort was made
to point out that the real pur-
pose in the request is to avoid
creating antagonisms which
might hurt LBJ in the race.

Implications in the state-
ment are apparent. There is no
intention to settle down per-
manently and live like civi-
lized human beings, just to
call off the rough stuff tem-
porarily to influence the elec-
tion. After that, no matter
who wins, the Negro leaders
think it's all right to resume
the trouble making.

Political reasons behind the
suggested moratorium were
made crystal clear by Roy
Wilkins, executive director of
NAACP. “In our view the
election contest which is shap-
ing up is a more imperative
reason for a moratorium on
demonstrations than any local
or state condition that has con-
fronted our organization here-
tofore. We believe racism has
been injected into the cam-
paign by the Goldwater forces.
The senator himself maintains
his position that civil rights
matters should be left to the
states — clear enough lang-
uage for any Negro American.”
Asked whether that statement
was a call for defeat of Gold-
water, he said “I think that’s
a safe assumption.”

Just to keep the record
straight, Goldwater did not in-
ject racism nor civil rights into
the campaign. He made a
special trip to the White House
to ask that civil rights be left
out by both sides and the
president would not agree. At
that meeting the president
evidently thought the new law
was an asset to him. As things
are going now, however, John-
son may be glad to ignore the
issue.

It's more correct tp say that
Negro rioters have injected
racism into the campaign, and
Negro leaders did not improve
the situation by requesting the
temporary truce for purely
political reasons. Resentment
was growing all over the na-
tion and it was not minimized
by Wilkins' statement.

We have reached the point
where Negro misbehavior is
a bigger issue than civil rights.
Innumerable incidents of Negro
rowdyism before and after
passage of the law are bother-
ing voters far more than the
law. In view of all that, it's
like adding insult to injury
to be told by a Negro leader
that a period of good behavior
is intended only to help the
favored candidate, and the
mob action will be resumed
after that.

L. B. Johnson, the clever
politician, may discover this
year that he has overdone his
political manipulating. In his
bid for colored votes he de-
manded too much in the law
and tolerated too much in
Negro misbehavior. The racial
mess is his problem. ‘It could
be his liability instead of his
asset.

Regardles of who wins the
election, however, this column
thinks Roy Wilkins and the
other colored trouble makers
will encounter quite a sur-
prise when they attempt their
post-election rowdyism. Things
will be different then. John-
son or Goldwater, whichever
it is, will live up to his oath
of office, which means keeping
law and order as well as guar-
anteeing rights. If Wilkins
uses his head he'll continue
the mortorium after the elec-
tion.

Congrats to Conrad Ade-
nauer, the grand old man of
Germany for telling people
over there to keep their noses
out of the American election.
He was refering especially to
the unfavorable publicity Gold-
water has been receiving from
German writers, echoes of the
critical stuff spread for months
by the liberal press over here.

We suspect Adenauer would
have said much more had he
not chosen to keep out of the
affair. He could tell how some
New Deal eggheads from this
country advised a welfare state
government in Germany after
the war, but observant politic-
ians like himself would not
have it. They had their try at
socialism under Hitler., They
had a look at free enterprise
and what it did for this coun-
try. So they declined the help
of our welfare state advisers,
who have since been busy
helping our government with
its welfare state promotions.
Adenauer could have told them
that Goldwater’s principles and
those by which Germany rose
to post war greatness came
from the same source, the A-
merican free enterprise system.

Pump Troubles
Fixed on Hospital
Sprinkler System

Water from the conservation
reservoir west of the hospital
seems to be fine for the hos-
pital lawn, but the original flex-
ible installation of the system’s
pump has not worked out so
well. A submerged pump was
suspended below a framework
mounted on floats, and a flex-
ible (plastic) pipe carried wa-
ter from the pump. The pipe
could not take the pressure,
or movement, or something.
It broke several times.

So a stationary installation
has replaced the other. The
submerged pump is in a cas-
ing at the shore line and a pipe
reaching to deeper water keeps
a supply of clear water avail-
able for the pump. And rigid
(steel) pipe leads from the
pump to the sprinkler system.
Apparently the trouble is eli-
minated.

Hospital board members are
well pleased with the lake
water for sprinkling. They
think it is better for vegeta-
tion than the city's treated wa-
ter. Even more important, it's
free, except the cost of pump-
ing.

Flexible group-
ing is employed, and when a
child shows a change after
completing a level, he is re-
grouped accordingly.

This test indicates a start-
ing point for a level of learn-
ing. A child learns best on
his own instructional level. If
a child is on a frustration
level, he will not learn at all.
To avoid this is the purpose
of the initial placement test.

The goal of the school is to
help every child succeed. When
parents cooperate with the
teachers in working for the
best interests of the children,
success is inevitable. Continu-
ous progress will become not
only a goal of the school but
a reality for every child.

Court Asserts
Co-op’s Right to
Generate Power

The statutory right of electric
cooperatives to generate their
own power was reaffirmed
July 29, in a ruling by the
Third Court of Civil Appeals at
Austin.

The decision reverses in part
the judgement of 126th Dis-
trict Court Judge Jack Roberts
in a case filed by the Attorney
General of Texas against Up-
shur-Rural Electric Coopera-
tive of Gilmer. The suit,
brought on behalf of South-
western Electric Power Com-
pany, Shreveport, sought to
prohibit Upshur from con-
st-ucting its own generating
plant at Ore City near Gil-
mer in northeast Texas.

Upshur proposes to generate
its own power for distribution
to its members rather than
continue to buy wholesale
energy from Southwestern.

A loan for the construction
was approved more than a
year ago by the Rural Elec-
trification Administration in
Washington.

Southwestern attorneys ar-
gued that the proposed plant
would be in violation of the
Texas law under which electric
cooperatives are incorporated
since members of Upshur al-
ready are receiving “central
station service” since the power
distributed to them by their
cooperative comes from an
established private utility.

The appellate court’s decision
rules that the lower court erred
in its interpretation of that
part of the law.

J. R. Cobb, General Manager
of Texas Electric Cooperatives,
statewide association of rural
electric systems, said, “It is
gratifying that the Court of
Civil Appeals has reaffirmed

'the right of electric coopera-

tives to generate their own
power, a right specifically
granted by Texas law, over the
efforts of those who would
make of rural electric systems
captive customers for all time.
We feel this part of the ap-
pellate court’s decision clarifies
the prerogative of electric co-
operatives to make decisions
for the benefit of their mem-
ber-owners without being
challenged by prejudiced in-
terests who desire to further
solidify their monopoly in the
supplying of electric power.”

PERMIT TO HAVE
CHILDREN?

The days of “1984” may not
be far away. At least that’s
the conclusion which may be
reached from some of the
proposals for collective action
to control the lives of the peo-
ple which pop up from time
to time.

H. Bentley Glass, professor
of biology at Johns Hopkins
University, told an audience in
Los Angeles the other day that
the married couple of the fu-
ture may need a special per-
mit to have children.

“The right to have children
can’t remain unlimited,” he
was quoted as saying.

Glass outlined his view of
the future something like this:

Before anyone could get
married, the couple would
visit a “genetic clinic” for

chemical tests to show if they
were likely to have defective
children. If they passed a
marriage license would be
issued, and the couple would
have an automatic “right” to
have one child. The family
would gain a tax exemption
for this first child.

A second child would be
licensed, but there would be
no second tax exemption. A
third child, if the state were
to permit it, would be pen-
alized because one exemption
would be removed.

But if some independent
couple were so uncooperative
as to have a child without
obtaining a license, there
would be a severe penalty —
perhaps setrilization.

EROSION OF PERSONAL
INDEPENDENCE

“If you put $100 away in a
sock in 1939 and left it there,
that $100 has shrunk to $44.90.”
Thus reports the Portland,
Oregon, Journal, using U. S.
Labor Department figures as
its authority. And this massive
erosion of the dollar’'s pur-
chasing power has been the
cause of grave hardship to
great numbers of people —
especially the elderly living
on fixed incomes who have
not shared in increased ‘wages
and other income.

Beyond that, the Journal
makes this vital point: “.
the shrinking dollar also tends
to cause an even more serious
erosion of personal independ-
ence. It is a real discourage-
ment to savings for independ-
ence, and as a result of the
shrinking dollar and the deficit
spending attitude of the gov-
ernment more and more peo-
ple are looking to Washington
for their old age and even
for the ‘rainy day’. Erosion of
personal independence can
only result in a nation grow-
ing weaker, not stronger.”

The cheapened dollar has
been a major cause of the ex-
tension of the Welfare State,
with all the destruction of in-
dependence that implies. And,
despite the Administration’s
avowed optimism, continued
deficit spending threatens what
is left of the dollar’'s value.
There are plenty of danger
signals on the horizon.

Americans have learned you
can’'t get something for noth-
ing. But let a group of Rus-
sians come to America and see
what valuable information they
get for nothing. In November,
eleven Russian scientists in-
inspected our nuclear research
facilities at the Brookhaven
National Laboratory at Upton,
New York. The group’s leader,

ialists the design of a machine
we now have in the early
stages of construction we will
be able to make some correc-
tions in the design.”

The motivating force be-
hind this project is the Nation-
al Agricultural Chemicals As-
sociation. And a distinguished
list of other organizations,
such as the National Safety
Council and the Department
of Agriculture, are cooperat-
ing.

Reading the label, of course,
is the first step. Then comes
storage — pesticides must be
kept out of the reach of child-
ren, irresponsible or uninform-
ed people. Then they must be
applied precisely as directed.
Finally, adequate provision
must be made for disposal of
used containers. It is suggest-
ed that the best means of do-
ing this is to bury them at
least 18 inches deep in an iso-
lated area away from water
supplies.

This is an education project
of the highest importance. Ov-
er 350,000 tons of pesticides
are used each year to control
decstructive insects. The acci-
dents they cause are totally
unnecessary and are the result
of sheer carelessness. So, when
you use a pesticide, read that
label and take the other sim-
ple and esgential precautions.

TEST SHOWS SEAT
BELTS EFFECTIVE

Do seat belts save lives? In
one study, users of the safety
devices sustained about 35
per cent fewer severe and fa-
tal injuries than did non-users,
according to the American
Medical Association. Belts
have been installed in about
4.5 million U. S. autos out of
the 70 million in use. But if
all car occupants used them,
the AMA says in “a conser-
vative estimate,” traffic fatal-
ities would be reduced by 5,-
000 a year. The organization
debunks the old thzory that
it's safer to be thrown clear
of a wreck; actually, it says,
a person thrown out of a car
is five times more likely to
be killed {han one who re-
mains in it,
