Present signs point to a
near cinch that Medicare will
be the law of the land before
the present session of our con-
gress closes. In spite of over-
whelming evidence of ill ef-
fects resulting from govern-
ment interference with medi-
cine in other countries, in
spite of widely publicized dis-
approval by doctors and hos-
pital personnel in this country.
in spite of a much better plan

recommended by the medical ||
profession, in spite of the fact |}

that Medicare will add a heavy
load on the Social Security
system — in spite of all those
very valid objections, subser-
vient legislators are meekly
going along with the demands
of our socialistic and bureau-
cratic administration.

It's easy to,understand why
American Medical Association
members were talking about
boycott at their convention.
They know that Medicare is
just .the beginning of a
complete socialized medicine
system for this country. They
feel, as most of us do, that
this is a foot in the door and
it will be only a matter of
time until the rest of the body
comes through.

Even if they could reason-
ably hope that the socialized
medicine trend would go no
farther, they can see plenty
of headaches ahead just-in
the Medicare system. Com-
plying with official regulations
will require endless red tape
and endless snoopervision by
federal personnel whose job
is to see that all the claims
sent in are justified. Hours
and hours of the time that
used to be available for help-
ing patients will be taken up
in paper work.

Anyone can see what the
result will be. All patients,
those under Medicare cover-
age as well as the others, will
inevitably receive less of the
doctor’s time. And that prob-
lem will be compounded by
the fact that a larger num-
ber of patients will report for
attention simply because they
expect Uncle Sam to pay the
bill.

People who have had to
wait for their appointments
can imagine what to expect
when the patient traffic
builds up. At the same time
they ought to wonder if doc-
tors can do their jobs as well
under the increased pressure
of red tape and bigger patient
loads. After all doctors are
only human, and human ef-
ficiency has its limits.

From the government'’s view-
point the program likewise has
its problems. The first is ad-
ministration, which will re-
quire the addition of thou-
sands of personnel to the fed-
eral payroll. Of course it is
probable that this isn’t con-
sidered a problem at all, but
rather the first objective.
Bureaucracy glories in adding
more bureaucrats. As in so
many federal programs that
have been created, it seems
that benefits are intended
more for the bureaucrats than
for the public. Just the same,
the extra thousands will go
on the payroll and their sal-
aries will become a big item
of additional government ex-
pense.

Next there’s the additional
expense resulting from abuse
of the system. Like all the
other relief programs that
have been introduced, this one
is sure to bring out a multi-
tude of chiselers. And if of-
ficial attitude remains as it
has been, there will be little
effort to deny phony claims.
The bureaucrats will pay off,
apparently on the theory that
such policy increases the num-
ber of happy voters.

Now consider who will pay
all of that cost. It will be add-
ed to social security assess-
ments, which already are get-
ting mighty big. It will be
paid by people under 65 who
have to pay their own medi-
cal expense in addition to the
Medicare program. k

At this time employee and
employer together pay 7V4 per
cent on earnings up to $4,-
800. That’s up to $348 a year.
Present law provides an in-
crease to 9% per cent for both
starting in 1968, an increase of
$96 a year. But if Medicare
is adopted, it is proposed that,
starting next year, the cur-
rent rate apply on earnings up
to $6600. For many that raises
the tax figure $130.50 as a
starter and $148.50 more in
’68. And eventually the com-
bined tax rate climbs to 11.5
percent, which means as much
as $759 a year. In each case
the employee turns in only
‘half the amount stated. But,
let’s be realistic. Money turn-
ed in by employer actually has

Council Expects
Short Hearing on
Tax Equalization

Members of the Muenster
City Council are confident
they will have a short meet-
ing next Wednesday night,
July 7, when they will sit as
a board of equalization to hear
complaints about the year’s
tax assessments.

Almost every taxpayer in
the city has received a card
advising of a raise in property
evaluation, and every such
person has a right to know
why the raises were made.

Most of the people already
have their answer. An article
in the Enterprise last week
explained that the city meeds
more revenue and the method
adopted to get it is to raise
the value of all lots, whether
vacant or occupied. That con-
situates practically all of the
raises, except where justified
by changes of last year or
newly found inequalities. _

Several persons have been
to the city hall since then to
compare their assessments
with others based on equal val-
ue. Without exception they
have been pleased. The atti-
tude is that a tax raise is okay
if it applies equally across the
board. Lack of other evidence
of interest is taken as a sign
that little if any objection is
likely at the hearing.

The city council selected lots
as a basis of its tax equaliz-
ing in order to bring the tax-
able value on land more in
line with the actual value.
Accordingly it raised all com-
mercial lots 150 per cent and
all residential lots 50 per cent.
Business locations along Main
Street and the highway were
upped from $200 to $500 per
lot. Other business locations
were raised from $100 to $250.
Residential lots with sewer
available went up from $100
to $150 and others went up
from $50 to $75.

Total raises were $25,031.67.
On its tax rate of 1.50 per
hundred the city expects to
collect $4,216.26 more in taxes
this year. y

2¢ a pound with an average
yvield of 20 to 30 bushels per
acre, Yet when he goes to

town, the 2¢ a pound wheat
costs him 9¢ a pound to buy
back as flour. Whenever he
needs a new tractor or other
piece of equipment, he has
to pay three or four times as
much as he did formerly while
the price of farm products
has remained the same or
in some cases is less. One of

my neighbors said that right
after the war he took eight
600 pound calves to the sale
and used the money to buy
a new pick-up. Several months
ago, he was trying to trade
for a new one when calves
were a little cheaper, and he
said that, counting taxes, he

would need more than 30
calves to pay for it.
I have talked to some of

the Grade A dairy farmers and
they said if they could get a
steady job in town, they would
sell out; pay off the 7% to
8% interest, mortgage, and
work in town; and at the end
of the month they would be
money ahead with a lot less
work and worry.

How about the men work-
ing in the oil fields? Just look
around and see the large num-
ber of people working in the
oil fields and a.large percent-
age of them are concerned
about their future employ-
ment. Most of the oil fields
are being water-flooded and
they will start playing out in
approximately five years. In
ten years the majority of them
will be through. Can Muens-
ter find employment for these
workers with new industry or
something, or are they going
to have to move someplace
else for a job?

It looks to me as I sit un-
der this old hackberry tree
thinking, that our town will
soon be filled with old worn-
out farmers; young farmers
that went broke because of low
income, as compared to high
cost of tools, equipment and
machinery. interest, taxes, in-
surance, etc., and the oil field
workers that will be out of
work as the water-flooding
depletes the oil fields..

IT CERTAINLY
ISN'T CREEPING

We decided we should check
and identify, if we could, some
of the property and produc-
tion facilities owned by gov-
ernment.

We found to our surprise
that the Atomic Energy Com-
mission, a Federal Government
Enterprise, owns more ma-
chine tools than three giant
automotive manufacturing con-
cerns, General Motors, Ford
and Chrysler combined.

A last year’s news release
gave the U.S. defense depart-
ment’s estimated values of the
property and equipment it
owns at $171 billion with some
6 billion being added annually.

Government ownership of
real estate is not neglected
either. Our government owns
outright some 800 million acres
of land or about one out of
three in the nation. It owns
some 421,000 buildings but this
isn’t enough to take care of
growing bureaucratic appeti-
tes, so untold thousands of ad-
ditional buildings are leased.

Taxes to support this mam-
moth enterprise are levied
against private citizens to the
tune of some 35 percent of
the total national income.

One out of every six em-
ployed persons in the U.S.
depend on government for a
paycheck.

One out of every five dol-
lars spent in our nation for
goods and services is spent
by government.

One dollar out of every four
dollars and a half of personal
income is accounted for by
direct \government payments.

We found that almost every
type of business in the coun-
try has some form of federal

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WHAT PRICE PATRIOTISM?

They were men of means and well educated — yet they
signed the Declaration of Independence knowing full well
the price they’d pay. What happened to them?

Five signers were captured by the British as traitors and
tortured before they died. Twenty had their homes ran-
sacked and burned. Nine of the 56 fought and died from
wounds or hardships of the war.

Carter Braxton, a wealthy trader, saw his ships swept
from the seas by the British navy. He sold his home to pay
his debts and died bankrupt.

Thomas McKean was so hounded by the British that he
was forced to move his family constantly and to keep in
hiding. His possessions were taken and he was reduced
to poverty.

British soldiers or vandals looted the properties of William
Ellery, George Clymer, Syman Hall, Geonge Walton, Button
Gwinnett, Thomas Heyward, Edward Ruttledge and Arthur
Middleton.

At the Battle of Yorketown, Thomas Nelson Jr. noted
that the British General Cronwallis had taken over the
Nelson home for his headquarters. Nelson urged General
Washington to open fire. The home was destroyed and Nelson
died bankrupt. .

Francis Lewis had his home and property destroyed. The
British jailed his wife and she died within a few months.

John Hart was driven from his wife’s bedside as she was
dying. Their 13 children fled for their lives. His fields and
grist mill were destroyed. For more than a year he lived in
forests and caves, returning home after the war to find his
wife dead and his children vanished. A few weeks later he
died from exhaustion.

Robert Morris and Phillip Livingston suffered similar
fates. Such are the stories and sacrifices of the American
Revolution. These men HAD security, but they valued
libenty more. —Sunray News.

Rural Areas Have
52 Doctors for
100,000 Persons

There were only 52 physici-
ans or surgeons for every 100,
000 persons in rural areas of
the United States in 1960.

This compares with a ratio
of 161 to each 100,000 persons
in big cities and other urban
areas.

So says the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

Dentists also prefer urban to
rural areas. Nationwide sta-
tistice show that there were
only 22 dentists for every 100,
000 rural residents, compared
with and average of 60 for the
same number of persons re-
siding in urban areas.

The USDA says that similar
comparisons can be made
throughout the medical pro-
fession.

Nurses in rural areas num-
ber 195 per 100,000, while the
number in cities is 387. Optom-
etrists number 3 in rural areas,
compared with 11 in wurban
areas. Osteopaths number 1
to 3 ,while pharmacists num-
ber 23 for rural areas compar-
ed with 64 for urban com-
plexes.

KC State Deputy
Declares War on
Peddlers of Smut

Port Arthur, Texas., —The
new head of 33,000 Texas
Knights of Columbus is “ de-
claring war on peddlers of
smut, salacious publications
and pornographic magazines.”

In an address to a meeting
here of all state officers, Dr.
Joseph G. Murphy of LaMar-
que, who took office July 1
as state deputy of the frater-
nal and patriotic Catholic
men’s order, asserted:

“Murder and sex crimes
have been linked to the junk
available to teen-agers on
news-stands. As we learned at
our recent state meeting, this
is a $2 billion a year racket
and 75 per cent of the ob-
scene photos or writing, under
the guise of arnt or editorial
matter, is purchased by child-
ren.

“C. D. Carlson of Lake Jack-
son, a member of the Knights
and an authority on this mat-
ter, has pointed out the prob-
lem is not Catholic nor Prot-
estant, but a moral problem
which may be too big for any

one organization. But Texas
Knights will put their shoul-
ders to the wheel with other
groups, or start cooperative
‘decency campaigns,” to wipe
out this sickening phenomenon
of our age.”

Dr. Murphy, a radiologist
who has a long record of ser-
vice in state and local posts
of the Knights of Columbus,
declared:

“We pasesd a resolution at
our state meeting calling for
a crusade against these for-
ces of evil, and we are charged
with assuming civic and moral
responsibility for taking ap-

propiate steps to protect our
youth and the family life of
our communities from this
lecherous business.’

Dr. Murphy asserted the
Knights of Columbus stood
ready always to defend the
constitutional freedom of the
press but also were “not hes-
itant to fight abuses of that
freedom or any other threat to
our American way of life.”
