-

According to a speech de-
livered by  Vice-President
Rockefeller on the occasion
of a West German celebration
of the US Bicentennial, the

#Administration finally is wis-
ing up to a few facts regard-

ing the motives and the
strength of the Soviet Union.

He told a Frankfurt raudi-
ence that “the era of old
world imperialist empires has
gone, “and yet we find our-
selves faced with a new and
far more complex form of im-
perialism, a mixture of Czar-
ism and Marxism with colon-
ial appendages. Whether we
like it or not, a continuing at-
tempt is under way to orga-
nize the world into a new
empire on which the Soviet
sun never. sets. This new
form of imperialism involves
ideological, diplomatic, eco-
nomic, political, subversive
and military structures im-
portantly dominated from
Moscow.”

In the same speech Rock-
efeller said the growth of the
Soviet navy was challenging
freedom of the seas and that
“the time is at hand to great-
‘ly accelerate the rebuilding
of the free world’s naval
power.”

This kind of talk is a ma-
jor surprise ccming from any-
one with authority to speak
for the Administration, It is
far from harmonizing with the
customary line about getting
along with USSR and that
other line insisting that we
are on a par militarily with
the Russians. Frankly, this
seems a lot more like the cam-
paign speeches Ronald Rea-
gan has been making.

And it seems possible that
Rocky’s talk may be a result
of Reagan's campaigning. Lots
of people are getting the idea
that detente is a big phony
as Reagan has been telling
us, also that the balance of
power is gradually shifting to
the other side . . . after which
there is increasing danger of
the Reds showmg their mus-
cle.

West Germans assumed
that Rocky’s blast can be
credited to' campaign politics,
and so do lots of people over
here. But we’d rather think
this indicates an awakening,
with the president and' vice
president finally realizing that
the present Rlussian pretense
of getting along is only. a
temporary phase in the same
old plan of taking over the
globe.

This view makes sense and
it ought to be American policy
rather than just campaign
strategy. We need to hear more
of it from both Ford and Rea-
gan as well as Carter so that
our people will have no doubts
about_the situation. Then, no
matter who wins in Novem-
ber we can look for improve-
ment in national policy.

Recently in Chile, William
Simon, secretary of the US
Treasury, was ~both compli-
mentary and critical to the
military junta running the
country. He praised the gov-
ernment for its_ efforts to re-
establish a free (;nterprxse
economy but complained that
it is not enough to assure US
economic friendship wunless
accompanied by personal and
political freedom. Perhaps re-
lated to the suggestion is the
fact that almost a hundred
political prisoners have been
released.

Before passing up that
statement it seems only pro-
per to note that political pri-
soners were still there to be
released long after the right-
ists had taken over the coun-
try. Communists do not oper-
ate that way when they take

Replaci

Though no definite date is
set for construction of the
four lane surface road re-
nlacing the two lane overpass
just west of Main $treet, plans
for it have taken definite
shape and project procedure
is under way.

One step in the process was
the showing of preliminary
drawings and aerial photos in
a special meeting conducted
by Texas Highway Depart-
ment personnel last Thurs-
day afternoon in the TP&L

chance for suggestions from
the public.

After that the wusual se-
quence includes drawing the
construction plans and secur-
ing the necessary right of way
by the city. Funds for the
project have not been appro-
priated but they are in sight
and horefully will be avail-
able when the other prelimin-
aries are finished.

Six members of the ngh-
way Department were pres-
ent to ' present drawings,
statistics and details. They
were three members of the
Falls office: Billy
Dickenson, design  engineer,
Roy Lanford, right of way
eangineer, and Dale Terry,
oublic affairs officer, along
with three from the Gaines-
ville office: Charlie Hilde-
Srand, resident engineer, and
Judy Lutkenhaus, and Ralph

regulation paved shoulders 10
feet wide. Overal]l traffic
width will be 62 feet Main
to Maple and 82 feet Maple
to the bridge as compared

Also a part of the job is a
widening of the bridge at the
north side. Possibly that will
be done before road construc-
tion allowing space to get on
the bridge from the detour
route during construction.

The detour is a separate
paving project preceding the
big*job. For west bound traf-
fic it turns-left at Main and
goes to Cross, then to Maple
and turns left at the north
side of the right of way and
gets back to the road at the
bridge.

A bonus value of the pro-
ject is the detour pavement on
Cross and Maple. The High-
way department will leave it
for the city. However the por-
tion from Maple to the bridge
will be partly removed leav-
ing a bicycle path six or
eight feet wide as 'an alter-
nate route for kids to the city
park. ‘A passage under the
bridge will enable them to
cross under from the north
side and enter the park at the
west end, near where the old
fighter plane is on digplay.

The alternate route to the
park is planned in consider-
ation of people who worried
about the hazards of Kkids
crossing the road’s fast mov-
ing traffic. The bike path is
regarded as a pleasant and
safe route for the youngsters.

The remainder of the detour
will be a great improvement
on the present route to the
city park, but ironically, at a
time when its need dimin-
ishes. When the four lane road
is finished drivers can leave
it at Maple to go to the park.

The matter of providing
surface water for the City of
Muenster reached a significant
stage of development Mon-
day night when a preliminary
engineering and economic
study by Don H. Fleming and
Associates was presented be-
fore a joint meeting of the
Muenster City Council, the
Muenster Water District, the
Soil Conservation Service
and the Upper Elm-Red Soil
and Water Conservation Dis-
trict. About twelve visitors
also attended.

The study had been prepared
for the Texoma Regional
Planning Commission and was
financed in part by the De-
partment of Housing and Ur-
ban Development, and also in

part by the Division of Plan-

ning Coordination i the Gov-
ernor’s office. Fleming had
been engaged by the Texoma
commission in January -to
prepare the report which was
presented and accepted Mon-
day night.

In the presentation Flem-
ing used figures of the (ity
water department to show

that the water level in the
Trinity .Shnd formation is
dropping at the alarming rate
of 3.75 feet a year and pro-
duction from the city’s four
wells is declining as many
cities, including metropolitan
areas, draw heavily on the
same formation. Furthermore,
increasing population is in-
creasing the decline.

surface, Muenster gets its
water from the top of the for-
mation and will be one of the
first whose wells go dry, or
it may*be one of the first
who have to abandon wells
because of pollution from oil
fields.

The situation lends urgency
to the problem. When will
the wells fail?* And will Muen-
ster be ready with its alter-
nate supply when the -time
comes? Allowing for land pur-
chase, legal work, engineering
and construction the esti-
mated time for completing
the reservoir is about three
years. After that the time
required to fill it may be
anything between one and
five years. It adds up to a
long time when the source
is obviously uncertain.

Also facing the city is the
expiration of its whater rights,
which were received from the
state water board in Novem-
ber for a period of one year.
Within five months Muenster
will have to state its inten-
tion or forfeit the water right.

The alternate source of wa-
ter is a surface reservoir
which, fortunately, fits in the
Soil -Conservation Service pro-
grams of flood control and
recreation, and because of
which SCS would share about
equally in cost.

Suggested are twg propos-
als, either satisfactory to SCS.
One meets a demand of 999
acre feet, will require 452
acres and cost an estimated
$1,203,705. The other .is for
500 acre feet, requires 418
acres, and the estimated cost

Pur-
pose of creating a special wa-
ter district was because it
has 4 better arrangement for
financing.

A related thought, in case
the lake is not built, is that
increasing demand and de-
2lining supply will require
drilling two more -wells soon,
along with tubing, pumps
steel tanks, pump station, wa-
ter lines etc. Estimated cost
of *that is $210,000, a sizeable
investment in a questionable
water source.

Mayor David Bright speke
for the city in accepting the
engineer’s report, and pointed
out that the deadline for de-
ciding is only a few months
away. He further stated that
a project of this size should
be decided by all of the city
and not by just the counecil
and board. He suggested that
the board and council con-
sider the matter and present
their pros and cons before
open meetings and a hearing
and .finally to have a ref-
erendum to reveal the exact
count, of people for and
against.
