
It is hard ly  necessary to say
th a t th is colum n is delighted 
over the outcom e of Saturday’s 
election. The favorable vote by 
a 5-2 ra tio  w as m ore than  
just an approval of the hospital 
d istrict and tax. It w as a 
strong endorsem ent. It leaves 
no doubt w hatever th a t the 
people of this area w ant their 
hospital and th a t they are 
w illing to take on the re ­
sponsibility of paying its ou t­
standing debt.

It also indicates a wide 
s p r e a d  practical attitude 
tow ard th e  problem  at hand. 
People com pared their share 
of th e  hospital’s deb t w ith 
the  m any benefits it offers 
them , and they  decided th a t 
the  proposed debt re tirem ent 
p lan  is a good deal. It was as 
simple as that. They chose not 
to  be scared off by the  r e ­
m inder th a t they  w ould be 
taxed, and revealed clearly 
th a t they  consider th is tax  a 
bargain. They placed our hos­
p ita l in the category of various 
public services th a t deserve 
support of the  general public.

In a way our election was 
sim ilar to  the  original cam ­
paign for funds. Those who 
voted FOR w ere saying th a t 
they  are w illing to  m ake a 
sacrifice to  help keep the hos­
pital. In  most cases they  w ere 
voting an extension of previ- 
sous donation and pledge.

There was a difference, of 
course, in th a t the  election in ­
volves responsibility of the 
com m unity as a un it w hereas 
th e  fund cam paign involved 
separate  responsibilities of 
only persons who approved.

This difference was a big 
bone of contention to some 
people. They claim ed it is not 
right for a m ajority  of people 
to  impose an  obligation on the 
m inority, and they emphasized 
th e  point strongly in their ef­
forts to stop the district p ro ­
posal in  the state legislature. 
The attitude is understandable. 
Hum an na tu re  objects to help­
ing a project one does not ap ­
prove. But an equally strong 
claim  can be presented on the 
o ther side — th a t it is not 
right for a m inority  to d e­
prive the m ajority  of facilities 
it wishes to have,

County to Vote on 
2 New Buildings 
At County College

Voters of Cooke County in 
a special election O ctober 19 
will decide for or against a 
proposed expansion program  
for Cooke County Ju n io r Col­
lege.

The Board of Regents of 
the  Jun io r College at th e ir 
m eeting Monday night ordered 
the  election to  be held on a 
$300,000 bond issue for con­
struction of a classroom bu ild ­
ing and physical education 
building.

The bond issue, as proposed, 
does not involve an  increase 
in the present tax. As e x ­
plained by John  H. Parker, 
CCJC president, the  tax  To 
support the bond issue w ill 
begin afte r the  present col­
lege bond tax  is retired . The 
tax  for the  proposed project 
is to  begin seven years from  
now and to  continue for ten  
years.

Cost of the two new b u ild ­
ings is estim ated at slightly 
less th an  $500,000. A federal 
g rant is expected to provide 
$194,990 and th e  bond issue 
will provide th e  rem aining 
capital.

Paul Campbell, p resident of 
the college board  of regents 
said th a t more space is u rgen t­
ly needed at CCJC. P resen t 
enrollm ent is over 750 day 
students and the  to tal enroll­
m ent is more th an  1000.

That is the arrangem ent ap ­
proved by voters last week 
b u t it is not necessarily the  a r­
rangem ent th a t m ust apply all 
the  way. The tax  is a sure way 
of getting our job done, how­
ever it does not ru le  out a
