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Congressm an G raham  P u r­
cell in th is w eek’s le tte r to 
his d istric t takes issue w ith 
“critics on the left” who con­
tinued  sniping a t P resident 
Johnson following disclosure 
of the letters exchanged by 
him self and Ho Chi M inh on 
negotiating a settlem ent of the 
V ietnam  war.

R ightfully Purcell praises 
th e  president’s sincerity and 
his compassion in seeking a 
settlem ent th a t w ill end the 
conflict and establish condi­
tions th a t both sides can live 
w ith  honorably. It w ould be 
w onderful if he could accom ­
plish that. He deserves credit 
for trying, and those who 
criticize him  for it are far 
out line — especially when 
they imply we should knuckle 
u nder the arrogant dem ands 
of Ho Chi Minh.

"If anything, our President
has leaned over too fa r back­
w ard  in seeking to bring North 
V ietnam  to the conference 
tab le ,” says Purcell. I t ’s p leas­
ing to see him  express that 
a ttitu d e  ju st as it was p leas­
ing to see him  find fau lt w ith 
critics on the left. He seems 
to  be moving closer to critics 
on the right, who have backed 
Johnson’s over - all motives 
all along b u t insist tha t his 
gentle m ethod is a waste of 
tim e. T hat’s fine. L et’s hope 
th a t lots of others, including 
the  P resident w ill move w ith 
him .

T here 's only one way to get 
respect out of the reds. T hat’s 
to  clobber them . Use nuclear 
bombs, if necessary, says G en­
eral LeMay. Go for uncondi­
tional su rrender so th a t they 
can’t foul up the peace term s 
as they did in Korea. Well, the 
P resident has been sufficiently 
provoked, a l s o  sufficiently 
frustrated , to change his m eth­
ods. L et’s hope the changes 
will come soon.

I t’s a well know n fact that
N orth V ietnam  is the aggressor 
in this w ar bu t enjoys the 
im m unity  of sanctuary while 
our troops struggle w ith  e lu ­
sive Viet Cong in the swam ps 
and jungle. A hopeless s itu a ­
tion if allowed to go on this 
way, but a simple problem 
to m ilitary  men. Ju s t h it the 
source of trouble. If m ilitary 
supplies and targets of the 
north  are knocked out the 
Cong will soon be out of busi­
ness. The w ar doesn’t have to 
drag on.

W hile W ashington ponders
adoption of a Selective Service 
system  th a t would be more 
fa ir and im partial, or a t least 
less objectionable, lots of peo­
ple are w ondering w hy it 
dosen’t th ink  more of volun­
ta ry  enlistm ent. W hy not 
study ways of m aking m ilitary 
service more appealing so 
th a t the country 's defense 
needs can be m et by young 
m en who w ant to  belong? 
Many economists as well as 
high ranking m ilitary people 
insist th a t such a plan m akes 
sense.

At this time, it is estim ated, 
over ninety per cent of the 
young m en inducted into m ili­
ta ry  service leave it as soon 
as they have com pleted their 
serivce. The cost of constan t­
ly train ing  the new inductees 
is enormous, and it represents 
an  enorm ous loss as the men 
re tu rn  to civilian life. So the 
big question is how much more 
ought to be offered as induce­
m ent in order to keep the ac­
quired  skill and technical 
knowledge available for the 
coun try ’s service?

No doubt, the m ilitary ex­
perts could provide the ans­
w ers to th a t question. And 
most likely they could also 
show that it’s cheaper in the 
long run to increase re -en list­
m ents by higher pay and fringe 
benefits than  it is to train  
group after group of new d ra f­
tees.

But tha t's  only the half of
it. The possibility of develop­
ing a m ore efficient fighting 
force increases as already 
trained  soldiers stay on the 
job and continue improving 
th e ir skills. Such a fighting 
force could handle its m ili­
ta ry  assignm ents more effect­
ively than  the less trained 
youngsters. T here’s little  doubt 
th a t it could do a b etter job 
w hile sustaining few er casual­
ties, That in itself is sufficient 
inducem ent to justify  the 
change, even if it w ould cost 
m ore than  the  present method.

And, of course, there 's  still 
another very im portan t con­
sideration — the good old 
A m erican trad ition  of allowing 
people to m ake th e ir choice. 
The professional, career sol­
d iers will be in service be­
cause they w ant to be, and 
th e  others w ill be civilians be­
cause they w ant to. And the

Cable TV 
Is Coming

Cable television is coming to 
M uenster and the service will 
probably be available in June, 
according to an anouncem ent 
th is week by Alvin Fuhrm an 
of the M uenster Telephone 
Corporation.

He said th a t the recent lo­
cal survey on Cable TV con­
ducted by his company in - ! 
dicated sufficient interest to 
justify  the installation.

Though few people said def­
in itely  th a t they w ould sub­
scribe to the service, most of 
them  m entioned dissatisfaction 
w ith  their present TV recep­
tion. The company feels that 
w hen it delivers eight or nine 
channels of good television 
signals the service w ill sell 
itself.

The initial plans call for only 
the principal channels of the 
area. Possible special features 
such as a w eather m onitor and 
facilities for local broadcast 
will not be developed at this 
time.

Fuhrm an said the plan is 
to  m ount the m aster antenna 
on a 250 foot tow er about 
one fourth mile northeast of 
M uenster. That tow er will also 
be the new location for the 
telephone com pany’s mobile 
phone antenna, which is now 
located on the city w ater tank.

W ith about 100 feet increase 
in the height of that antenna 
the range of local mobile 
phones will be increased con­
siderably. As Fuhrm an said, 
a fringe benefit of Cable TV 
will be be tte r mobile phone 
service.

Channels which are to be 
available through the cable are 
3 W ichita Falls, 4 Dallas, 5 
Dallas, 6 W ichita Falls, 8 Dal­
las, 11 Dallas, 12 Madill, 13 
Dallas. Channels 7 Lawton and 
10 Ada are also possible but 
cannot be assured before the 
system  is com plete and tested.

aim the overthrow  or the prep­
aration for the overthrow  of, 
or the bringing about by force 
of a change, in the political 
or social, order of the  w hole 
or any part of the U nited 
States, its territo ries or pos­
sessions.”

The late B enjam in Gitlow, 
one of the officials of the 
Com munist P arty  of the USA 
in 1933, recorded in  his m em ­
oir, “The W hole of Their 
Lives,” th a t some m em bers of 
the  Party  w ere deeply w orried 
tha t L itvinoff had prom ised 
too much in his le tter to the 
President. L itvinoff im m edi­
ately reassured the  comrades, 
and Gitlow quotes h im  as say­
ing: “Don’t  w orry about the 
letter. It is a scrap of paper 
which will soon be forgotten 
in the realities of Soviet- 
Am erican relations.”

Somehow it seems approp­
riate that L itvinoff’s language 
should go into th a t new “con­
sular trea ty ” which the A d­
m inistration is so proud of. 
And then it could also include 
the Yalta agreem ent calling 
for free elections in Eastern 
Europe and reunification of 
Germ any and  Korea.

In m any parts of the  United 

S tates this has been a rough, 
tough w inter. Millions of our 
citizens w ill be glad to  ac­
cept any prom ise of relief 
from the hardship  w hich the 
w eather prophets m ay hold 
out for us. Some such hope is 
to be found in the alm anac’s 
assurance tha t a t 3:47 AM on 
March 21, the sun crossed the 
equinox and w in ter ended.

Although we have kept a- 
live the name, Easter, m any 
may not know th a t th e  equi­
nox, or the first day of Spring, 
was held sacred by  our h ea th ­
en ancestors who honored the 
goddess Easter, patron of 
fertility  and f e c u n d i t y .  
Strangely enough, we continue 
to make displays of rabbits and 
eggs, which w ere once symbols 
of Easter’s in terest in fecundi­
ty, w ithout paying any kind 
of deference to the goddes h e r­
self.

According 
to early C hristian church tra ­
ditions, the  Sunday on which 
the resurrected Jesus of N azar­
eth appeared am ong His 
disciples a s  a living m an m ust 
follow upon a full moon. It 
is also prescribed th a t th e  full 
moon m ust follow the equi­
nox. So it happens th a t the

Then there is a 
full moon on Saturday, the 
25th. So the very next day 
is w hat m ight be called “R esur­
rection Sunday,” but we p e r­
sist in calling “Easter Sunday.”

Of all the stories between 
the covers of the Bible, none 
is so dram atic as tha t told in 
the Gospels according to  M at­
thew, Luke and John. W hen 
Jesus apperaed among His 
disciples, w ho thought He 
died on the cross, He asked 
them  to touch His wounds. The 
disciples had been dining when 
He arrived, and w ith  them  
He ate broiled fish and honey­
comb. He w alked with them  
in the open. Then He faced 
about, raised His arm s and 
blessed them. W ithout more 
ado, He ascended into Heaven.

The dem ands that w e stop

And this is to tell the men 
in Vietnam  from our town 
that w e’re against stopping the 
bombing — until they tell us 
to declare otherwise.

ROAD TO HAPPINESS
In 1913 Congress enacted an 

income tax, providing for a 
norm al tax  of one percent, 
rising as high as six percent 
on large incomes.

Government Hires 
One of Every Five 
American Workers

One out of five of the United 
S tates w orking force is now 
in governm ent service at lo­
cal, state and federal levels.

As of Novem ber 1966 there 
w ere 2,608,000 people on fed­
eral payrolls and 8,457,000 on 
state  and local payrolls, with 
another 3.2 million m em bers of 
the arm ed forces.

In the  12 m onths ending No­
vem ber 1966, federal employees 
increased from  2.4 m illion to 
2,608,000. This is a m uch fast­
er pace th an  has been re ­
corded for some tim e. S tate 
and local governm ent em ploy­
m ent increased in th e  same 
period from  7,920 to 8,470,000

W hile the papulation growth 
ra te  was only 1.1 per cent, and 
private industry ’s em ploym ent 
grow th ra te  was 4 per cent, 
the  growth ra te  for govern­
m ent em ploym ent was 7.2 per 
cent.

Texas Crime Rate 
At All Time High

Col. Hom er Garrison Jr., d i­
rector of the Texas D epart­
m ent of Public Safety, reports 
that m ajor crim e in  Texas 
reached an all-tim e high in 
1966.

Total was 297,810, compared 
w ith  284,249 the year before.

M urder and hom icide went 
up 17.5 per cent, robbery 10.4 
per cent, burglary  9.2 per cent, 
theft 3.2 per cent and auto 
th eft 11 2 per cent.

Local, state and national e f­
forts to curb  crime, said G ar­
rison, “will be meaningless 
un til each person determ ines 
to  m ake crim e prevention a 
personal issue and lend sup­
port to law enforcem ent act­
ivities.”

he is paying for it. He is begin­
ning to w onder if he w ould­
n ’t  be in a b e tte r position 
if he invested th e  sum  of his 
present deductions in a good 
re tirem ent plan w ith  an in­
surance com pany or an  invest­
m ent house.

Washington, D.C.— (C.F.N .) Each spring, many homeowners 
vow that this year they’ll have a greener, healthier lawn. Many 
will, because there are better lawn products and more informa* 
tion now than ever before on how to mow, water and fertilize 
for best lawn appearance.

One of the essentials, often ne­
glected, is proper feeding, notes 
National Plant Food Institute. 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
says about half the nation’s home- 
owners use some lawn fertilizer, 
but less than half use enough for 
a healthy, attractive lawn.

Proper feeding means fertilizing 
at least once in spring, once in 
fall. There is still time to fertilize 
lawns this spring, says NPFI.

The spring feeding makes lawns 
green and vigorous, promotes 
healthy growth to withstand weed, 
insect and dry weather attacks.

Fall fertilization spurs growth 
of new seedings, strengthens grass 
to withstand winter, and gives 
lawn a fast start the following 
spring.

The right amount of fertilizer 
depends on the kind you buy, 
climate, type of grass, and soil. 
For best lawn response, follow 
directions on fertilizer package.

Proper mowing promotes thick 
turf. Begin when grass is three 
to four inches high. Never clip 
shorter than 1 Vi inches. Excep­
tions are bent grass, Bermuda 
grass, zoysia, and Merion blue- 
grass lawns. Use a sharp mower; 
dull mower blades bruise and shred 
grass, make lawn unattractive.

Water only when needed, says 
the Institute, then soak soil five 
or six inches deep to encourage 
deep rooting. Light watering 
makes grass easy prey for pests 
and drought

Less Work Time 
Required Now 
For Food Budget

The Am erican wage earner 
today can provide good food 
for his fam ily w ith  few er 
hour’s work than  his coun ter­
part in any other m ajor coun­
try  in the world.

Moreover, the percentage of 
income being spent for food 
today is almost tw o percent 
less than  it was in 1960, ac­
cording to Ben C arpenter of 
Dallas, president of the  Texas 
and Southw estern Cattle Rais­
ers Association.

Quoting from a U nited S tates 
D epartm ent study, C arpenter 
pointed out th a t there  has 
been a constant decline in the 
am ount of w orkers’ income 
necessary to buy food.

“Seventy-five years ago, food 
took 58 percent of all the  con­
sum er earned,” he said. “By 
1947, this was down to 25 p e r­
cent, and by 1960 down to 
20 percent. Today, the  con­
sum er spends only 18.2 p e r­
cent of his income for food.

C arpenter emphasized th a t 
never before in history has the 
average Am erican w orked so 
little  — about 17 m inutes — 
to earn enough to buy a pound 
of beef.

Paying tribu te  to the Ameri 
can farm er and rancher, C ar­
penter called atten tion  to the 
fact tha t today less th an  eight 
percent of the Am erican peo­
ple produce the  food and fi­
ber for all the Test.

“This means tha t 92 percent 
of our population is available 
to produce the wide varieties 
of goods and services which 
provide us w ith  the highest 
standard of living any people 
have ever known. On top of 
this, w ithin the last 30 years we 
have fought one m ajor war, 
another m inor w ar in Korea, 
and are now engaged in a th ird  
w ar in Vietnam, and sim ul­
taneously Am erican agricul­
tu ra l production has perm itted  
our standard  of living to  in ­
crease some 50 percent,” C ar­
penter stated.

He said the net income of 
farm ers and ranchers declined 
by 18 percent from 1947 to 
1965 and during the same tim e 
wages to all employees in  all 
m anufacturing industries in ­
creased by 113 percent.

“A recent USDA study shows 
th a t the average household 
paid 17 percent m ore and 
farm ers and ranchers received

seven percent less for the same 
kinds and qualities of foods 
purchased in 1947,” C arpen­
te r emphasized, in  calling a t­
tention to increase in  price 
brought about by consum ers’ 
dem ands for new processing 
a n d  packaging techniques 
which m ake up an increasingly 
larger share of food dollar ex ­
penditures.

The study revealed th a t in 
the 18 year period 1947-65, the 
farm  price of w heat dropped 
three percent while the re ­
tail price of cereal and bakery 
products increased 47 percent. 
The farm  value of m eat pro­
ducts w as five percent less, 
and retail m eat prices in ­
creased by 16 percent.

C arpenter pointed out that 
there is only 2.6 cents w orth 
of farm -producted corn in a 
29 cent package of corn flakes, 
and th a t the one pound loaf 
of bread which sold at retail 
for an average price of 20.6 
cents in 1965 contained w heat 
having farm  value of 2.7 cents.

"Much atten tion  has been 
focused on the fact th a t prices 
paid to farm ers and ranchers 
for anim als producing m eat
have increased substantially 
since 1965,” he said. “How­
ever, there has been a ten ­
dency to overlook the fact 
tha t the farm  value of m eat 
products in 1965 had fallen 29 
percent below 1947 prices. C ur­
ren t prices of beef cattle,
while substantially  h igher than 
the  low point reached in 1956, 
are still considerably below the 
price levels 15 years ago in 
1951.”

The Paper World 
. . .  Then and Now

P aper may have been in ­
vented in China in the First 
Century, bu t today, annual 
consum ption of the  indispen­
sable m aterial in th a t country 
averages a m ere six pounds 
per person, says the  American 
Paper Institute.

Russia is doing a b it b e t­
ter, w ith an annual per capita 
usage figure of 42 pounds. In 
Sweden and Canada, two large 
paper producing nations, the 
annual per capita figure is 
about 300 pounds.

Highest of all, however, is 
th e  figure for the U. S. — ap­
proxim ately 530 pounds per 
person during 1966. T hat year 
the U. S. paper industry spent 
$1.2 billion on new mills and 
equipm ent in order to produce 
the estim ated 100.000 different 
paper and paper-board p ro ­
ducts th a t are on the  m arket.

soil and to hold moisture. 
O ther things to be considered 
in establishing grass is fertility  
and weed control.

Grass is a crop. Grass m ust 
have the  necessary m ineral 
elem ents — nitrogen, phos­
phate and  potash in order to 
grow. If the soil does not have 
an adequate supply of the ele­
ments, they m ust be added 
to get the desired results.

“Weeds m ust be controlled 
if the grass m akes a desir­
able growth and cover. Weeds 
rob the grass of m oisture and 
fertilizer. M any D istrict Co- 
operotors are using chemicals 
to control the  weeds early,” 
Chaney stated.

The District supervisors state 
tha t grass establishm ent and 
m anagem ent is an  im portant 
part of the flood prevention 
program. The be tte r the cover 
on the soil the less runoff there 
will be, and less soil will be 
lost by erosion. “Soil and w a­
te r  conservation is the  m ain 
objective of the  D istrict,” 
Bayer said.

Frequently , m isshapen 
dentition  can only be correct­
ed by orthodontic treatm ent, 
which m ay be lengthy and 
costly. And, if a child’s ap ­
pearance is seriously affected 
by unsightly  teeth , em otional 
problem s may result.

On the in itia l d en ta l visit, 
the  dentist will check for any 
signs of beginning decay and 
other den tal problems. He will 
also give your child — and 
you — instructions for proper 
home care. U sually the  first 
appointm ent is a “get acquain t­
ed” period and is designed to 
m ake the child receptive to 
trea tm en t at regular intervals.

P aren ts som etim es m ake the 
m istake of th reaten ing  or 
bribing a child w hen p rep ar­
ing him  for the firs t visit. As 
a result, the child becomes ap­
prehensive and m ight develop 
fear of den ta l treatm ent. Mod­
ern  dental trea tm en t is near­
ly painless, and, if the child 
has regu lar den ta l care, it is 
unlikely th a t he will develop 
a seriously painful dental prob­
lem.

On the  o ther hand, parents 
should not avoid duscussing the 
child’s first den ta l exam ina­
tion. In  sim ple term s, let him 
know w hat to expect in the 
den tal office, and you m ay be 
pleasantly  surprised to  find 
that he will enjoy his new ex ­
perience.

One m ore suggestion: Make

th a t first den ta l appointm ent 
for early  in the day. Y our child 
will be w ell-rested then  and 
m ore cooperative.

To sta rt your child on a 
lifetim e of good dental health  
at home, m ake certain  he al­
ways brushes his tee th  p rop ­
erly a fte r m eals and  after 
snacks. If he’s in the  habit 
of eating a lot of sweets, cut 
down on them ; sw eets are a 
m ajor cause of decay. And, 
he should be drink ing  fluori­
dated w ate r to  help prevent 
decay. If your com m unity’s 
w ater is not flouridated, the 
dentist can suggest a lternate  
m ethods for your child to re ­
ceive fluoride’s benefits.

Dental decay is the most 
prevalent disease of childhood. 
About 50 per cent of all two- 
year-olds have one or more 
decayed teeth  and by the tim e 
they begin school, they have 
th ree  or m ore decayed teeth.

A recent report from  the 
federal P roject H eadstart p ro ­
gram  revealed th a t den tal care 
was the preschool child’s most 
needed health  service. If you 
can’t afford dental care for 
your child, contact your local 
den tal society. They can give 
you inform ation on program s 
in your area th a t assist p a r ­
ents in obtaining this im por­
tan t health  service for their 
children.

Teach your child how to 
care for his den tal health  at 
home and, if he’s already th ree 
or older, m ake his first den ­
tal appointm ent now. His den ­
tal realth  is too im portant to 
be neglected.

YOUR INSECT ENEMY

Mosquito Prepares For Action
Americans in many parts of the nation may again be threat­

ened by a mosquito population boom this summer. These vora-

mine his health just as they 
have for centuries.

On th o u s a n d s  of valuable 
cropland acres in the west (be­
cause of irrigation) mosquitoes 
reproduce abundantly and be­
come a menace to man and 
animals. Beef cattle held on 
summer Dasture in  this area 
lose w e ig h t, a n d  milk flow 
drops. Livestock p ro d u c tio n  
suffers in many parts of the 
nation b ec a u se  of the mos­
quito.

The threat to humans from 
mosquitoes as carriers of en­
cephalitis ranks as the major 
summertime insect p ro b lem . 
Previous years’ tragic experi­
ence in Texas and other states 
with the mosquito is causing 
more Americans to take notice 
of this dangerous enemy.

Mosquitoes th r iv e  d u r in g  
periods of rain that leave jpools 
of water standing in fields, 
around homes, and buildings. 
Mosquitoes must have water 
in which to lay eggs. If un­
controlled, these larvae hatch 
to breed millions more. With­
out control, the mosquito pop­
ulation can soar.

Many co m m u n itie s  h av e  
found that clean-up of weeds 
and e l im in a t io n  of standing 
water areas are helpful. This 
helps d e p r iv e  mosquitoes of 
breeding places.

But clean-up, itself, is not 
enough. Spraying also is im­
portant to kill both larvae and 
adults.

Last year, in many areas 
w h e re  m o sq u ito e s  w ere  a
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health hazard, h o m eo w n ers  
and entire communities relied 
on malathion insecticide for ef­
fective control, A major reason 
is that this broad-range insec­
ticide has the ability to provide 
quick kill of both larvae and 
adults. Even those that have 
previously shown a resistance 
to other chemicals can be con­
trolled by malathion.

Equally important to  p e s t  
control officials is this fact: 
Malathion has extremely low 
toxicity to man and animals. 
I t  is classed as non-persistent. 
T hat means the insecticide can 
kill mosquitoes quickly; then 
residues disappear as soon as 
the job is done.

Increasing numbers of indi­
vidual homeowners are turning 
to spraying. They are aiding 
their communities to  rid their 
premises of m o sq u ito e s  and 
other small flying pests. They 
have found it’s the best way to 
strike back effectively against 
mosquitoes— pests that return 
each year to exact their toll 
from our population.

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1 Cent Sales Tax 
For Cities Okayed 
By Legislature

AUSTIN, Tex. —Texas cities 
now have won a t least half 
th e ir  b a ttle  for au thority  to 
levy a one per cent sales tax.

Both houses of the Legisla­
tu re  passed the bill. I t ’s now 
ready  for the G overnor’s sig­
nature . F inal step is approved 
by local voters.

Failure of the bill to  obtain 
a  tw o-th irds m ajority  vote of 
th e  Legislature m eans th a t

the  law cannot go into effect 
u n til 90 days afte r ad journ­
m ent. This m eans that it p rob­
ably will be Septem ber be­
fore any city can hold an elect­
ion on the subject.

A pproval over heavy ap­
position was a m ajor victory 
for Gov. John  Connolly and 
officials of the Texas M unici­
pal League. Legislature p re­
siding officers Lt. Gov. P res­
ton Smith and House Speaker 
Ben Barnes also strongly 
backed the controversial m ea­
sure.

These are im portant features

of the bill:
Tax can be levied only on 

those item s covered by the 
present two p er cent state 
salse tax. (It w ill not fall on 
auto purchases.)

City governing bodies can 
subm it th e  issue to  election on 
th e ir own m otion or by pe­
tition  of voters.

Voters also can petition  to 
get rid  of the levy a fte r two 
years.

S tate com ptroller will su­
pervise collection (along w ith  
state sales tax) and refund one 
per cent, less adm inistration

Protect Your Children Against 
Measles, Says The AMA

C H I C A G O — N o w  is th e  
tim e to  have your children  im ­
m unized against measles if they 
have no t a lready received this 
p ro te c tio n , says th e  A m erican  
M edical Association.

M any paren ts are surprised 
to  learn  how dangerous this com ­
m on childhood disease really  is.

An estim ated 250 A m erican 
c h ild re n  d ied  from  m easles in 
1966. M o re  th a n  150 su ffered  
measles encephalitis, som etimes 
called  sleeping sickness, o r b ra in  
fev er. E n c e p h a li tis  f re q u e n tly  
leaves children  w ith  perm anen t 
disabilities, including m ental re­
tardation , deafness, and  blindness.

F u tu re  tragedies can  be p re­
vented, because safe and  effective 
measles vaccines are now avail­
able. In  the past four years, these 
v a c c in e s  h av e  h e lp e d  c u t th e  
m easles d e a th  ra te  in  half.

I t ’s p o ss ib le  th a t  m easles 
could be erad icated  in  the near 
fu ture if  m ore paren ts protected 
their children  w ith im m unization.

T h e  AM A recom m ends th a t 
every infant be vaccinated  when 
he is about one year old. All ch il­
d ren  over this age w ho have not 
been vaccinated  and  who have 
no t had  measles, should be im ­
m unized now.

I t  is e sp ec ia lly  im p o r ta n t 
th a t children  in nurseries, k inder­
gartens, and the first two grades 
o f elem entary school receive m ea­
sles im m unization. These young­

s te rs  h av e  th e  h ig h e s t risk  o f 
in fection .

M eas les  im m u n iz a tio n  is 
safe, inexpensive, and easily per­
formed. See your doctor for his 
recom m endations.

If  enough children are p ro­
tected by im m unization, measles 
will disappear. I t’s tim e to  get rid 
of this fam iliar, bu t often danger­
ous, and sometimes deadly child­
hood disease.

One m ight even go a little  
fa rth e r and suggest a possible 
source of added com pensations 
— the fund now used for GI 
benefits. W ith an  increase of 
professional soldiers t h e r e  
would be few er discharges and 
few er dem ands on the fund. 
Well, why not d ivert some of 
th a t m oney from out-of-serivce

careers to in-service careers?
Figuring all the angles, one

is inclined to th ink  the Se­
lective Service m ay not be 
needed to m aintain  a fighting 
force. C areer soldiering d e­
serves lots of thought for 
g reater economy, greater e f­
ficiency, g reater national se­
curity, and g reater personal 
satisfaction for the  soldiers 
themselves.
