Vice-President Hubert Hum-
phrey, in Dallas during the
past weekend, again made ref-
erence to the wunfortunate
prominence of publicity so of-
ten given to persons and e-
vents which put our country in
a bad light before the world
and furnish a wealth of fodder
for communist propaganda.
He was referring of course to
the thorough coverage given
draft dodgers and draft card
burners and peace demonstra-
tors and treason speeches and
treason interviews with red
news agencies, etc. etc.

Another glaring example is
that so-called war crimes
trial in Stockholm, promoted
by the crackpot Bertrand Rus-
sell and attended by some
twenty self appointed judges
whose only motive was to
create propaganda favoring the
Soviets. The real tragedy
there isn't what those phonies
said and did, but that 200 re-
porters were there giving the
event an importance to which
it was not entitled. By the
standards of responsible journ-
alism, the reporting on that
job was all wrong. It shouild
have gone all out in denounc-
ing and exposing the fakes
instead of lending respectiabi-
lity to their false and malicious
statements.

Perhaps that sort of stuff
is a natural result of journal-
istic tradition. The unusual
event is news. And the sordid
events are still unusual, so
they get the attention. Crim-
inals, traitors and screwballs
get big publicity by doing
things that decent and normal
people would not do.

We know that such things
do not make up the true story
of America. But we also know
that such things are exploited
elsewhere to make America
look bad. Well, why not change
the journalistic policy? Why
not restrain the sensational-
ism and put more emphasis on
the good news?

Vice - President Humphrey
shares the opinion with many
people that over emphasis on
dissent over here has already
prolonged the Vietnam war,
by creating the impression a-
mong enemies that our coun-
try is badly split and will
be forced to quit soon. While
common sense should tell
Hanoi it can't win our own
news releases imply it can out-
last our determination to win.
Meanwhile men are dying
needlessly.

The approach of Memorial
Day should help at least a
little to strengthen American
resolutions about the current
war. It revives memories of
the men who fought and died
in all of our country’s wars —
of the men whose sacrifice
had a meaning because it was
made in defense of freedom
and human dignity. The same
motives still apply. Our men
are still fighting the forces
of evil. Only more so this time.
They are opposing the force
that has openly admitted its
intention to enslave the world.
By our present effort we are
keeping faith with feeedom'’s
defenders of the past. Despite
the twisted thinking of our
doves, this war, even though
it’'s on the other side of the
world, is our affair as much
as any we have been engaged
in. If we are at fault at all
it is in our failure to make an
all out effort for victory.

Talk is beginning again that
recent escallation increases
the danger of Red China get-
ting into the conflict on North
Vietnam’s side. It's the old
familiar line of those who
would scare us into decreasing
pleasure on the enemy, the
kind of psychological warfare
