The Texas Farm Bureau in
its report of last week’s hear-
ing on migratory farm labor
in the Rio Grande Valley takes
issue with the investigating
Senate subcommittee. M. F.
Frost, a state director of the
TFB, said “It was a disgrace
to democracy to see the biased
manner in which Senators
Yarborough, Kennedy and
Williams conducted them-
selves.”

He charges they were not
interested in listening to the
farmers’ side of the story con-
cerning labor disputes in the
Valley. They gave union rep-
resentatives much more time
per witness than agreed before
the hearing began. They also
asked Farm Bureau, citrus and
vegetable growers, and ship-
pers not to read or discuss
their statements at length but
to summarize them hurriedly
in the interest of time. To the
FB member the hearing look-
ed like a kangaroo court to
down grade the Texas Rang-
ers, Governor Connally, the
Valley growers and Starr
County officials.

Needless to say, statements
issued by the three senators

made the opposite kind of
news stories. Growers were
pictured as profiteers, the

Rangers were pictured as
brutes, the Governor was pic-
tured as biased for failing to
rush to the aid of the work-
ers. Much is made of the fact
that the defenseless migratory
people have to work for a
wage that is pitiful compared
with normal American pay.

From here it appears that
both sides of the controversy
include a great deal of the
pot calling the kettle black.
Faults can be found on both
sides. Because of their puny
pay — and the union’s or-
ganizing experience — work-
ers are ready to listen to the
unions and turn against their
employers. On the other hand
growers get tough as unions
try to move in and practically
take charge of their crops and
properties.

The clash seems to be a
repetition of many well known
chapters in British and Ameri-
can economic history. Some
employers are unscrupulous.
They give starvation pay as
long as they can. It's their own
fault when workers finally re-
volt and organize and demand
more than they would have
gladly accepted before. Some
such conditions possibly exist-
ed to bring on the troubles in
the Valley.

Still, in fairness to rank and
file growers, one wonders
whether conditions were act-
ually as bad as pictured. If
so, why did Mexican nationals
come across the river to take
the jobs? The item of a 40
cents per hour wage is also
puzzling. Was it the standard
rate or was it rather a mini-
mum received by lower level
workers? Normally in such
jobs piece work rates are of-
fered as inducement to more
productive workers. Owners
prefer that method because
it gets more done. Did it ap-
ply in the Valley? If so, what
did better workers earn? And
who really stirred up the most
ruckus the workers or
those trying to organize them?
... or the growers resisting
the economic pressure that was
being imposed on them? What-
ever the answers, it must be
understood that relations could
hardly be orderly or friendly.

Considering the attitude of
the investigating committee
it’s very likely that workers
of the Valley will get official
help and encouragement in
organizing. But when that’s
accomplished will they really
gain? One grower testified
that he is receiving $18 a ton
for a crop and harvesters are
getting $15 a ton for their
work. A wage raise will put
him out of business unless he
can sell for more. And that
will be hard to do when he
has to compete with imports
from Mexico.

The outlook, as seen by the
Farm Bureau, is that Valley
growers will have to go strong
for mechanization in order to
eliminate hand labor as much
as possible. It will be their
only way to compete with im-
porters.

The net result is that union
organizers appear to be pric-
ing their members out of the
labor market. In the end they
will be hurt more than helped
wage. Very
likely also, the marginal grow-
era of the Valley may find
thcy m’t m in

Dog Owners Asked
To Buy Licenses
Before August 1

Dog owners of Muenster are
reminded that August 1 is the
deadline for complying with
the city ordinance on licens-
ing pets.

City Manager Steve Moster
pointed out that the city has
reduced its license fee to $1.00
per year in a special effort to
immunize against rabies and
get all pets under control
Formerly the fee was $5.00 for
the first tag and $2.50 per year
for tags after that. The price
reduction was made to encour-
age more licensing, which in
effect is more protection a-
gainst rabies. A current rabies
vaccination certificate is re-
quired to get the dog license
— and it is especially urged
now because dogs are more
susceptible to rabies infection
in hot weather.

The principal reason for
licensing, Moster said, is to
put one’s pet on record as one
that will not cause rabies in-
fection. If it has a current tag
it has a clean bill of health.

Another reason is to make
responsibility for pets a mat-
ter of record. If one becomes
a nuisance the owner can be
traced by the license tag.

Dogs without tags are sub-
ject to being picked up and
can be disposed of if not
claimed within 48 hours. If
claimed, a charge of $1.00 per
day must be paid for care of
the dog and it must also be
licensed.

Persons who report nuisance
dogs to the city are asked to
cooperate in their capture.
City personnel are usually
strange to the dogs and have
trouble catching them. People
who are known by the dogs
can usually handle them with
little trouble.

Texans to Vote on
Six Amendments
On November 11

On November 11, Texans
will vote on six proposed con-
stitutional amendments placed
on the ballot in this order:

No. 1 — Allowing counties
to put all tax money in a
single general fund.

No. 2 — Permitting cities
and other governmental units
within hospital districts to levy
taxes for participation in men-
tal health and mental retarda-
tion community centers.

No. 3 — Reviving the vet-
erans’ land program and au-
thorizing $400,000,000 in bonds.

MOSCOW CALLS

THE SHOTS
The January 16, 1967 — re-
member that date — edition

of The New York Times con-
tained a two-page advertise-
ment under the headline:
“Foreign Trade — Two Way
Traffic.”

The advertisement was pur-
chased — at a cost of $6,240
per full page — by the Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics.
The Mount Washington Press
of Cincinnati recently called
attention to the advertisement
— and a news story in that
same edition of The Times.
The news story had a three
colmun head: “Soviet Ad Seeks
Wider U. S. Trade.” The lead
paragraph of the story read:
“A two-page Soviet adver-
tisement in the New York
Times today is viewed by ob-
cervers as the most import-
ant positive response Presi-
dent Johnson has yet received
in his effort to build a trade
rridge to the Soviet Union.”
Later on in the story was!|
this statement:

“In his State of the Union
message last week, President
Johnson indicated that he
would press again at this ses-
sion of Congress for passage of
the East-West trade bill...”
Lyle H. Munson of the Mount
Washington Press was in-
trigued by The Times’ claim
that the Soviet advertisement
was a “response” to President

Johnson's effort to build a
trade bridge to the Soviet
Union.

“Knowing something about
newspapers and advertising it
dawned on us that it would
have been a superhuman task
for this ad to have been writ-
ten, laid-out, artwork done,
type set, and copy submitted
in a period of just six days
between the President’s State
of the Union speech and the
publication date (of the ad).
How then could it be a re-
sponse?” he wrote.

“We decided to find out.
We did. For this special edi-
tion the New York Times rate
card stipulated: ‘Closing Date:
Tuesday, December 27, 1966.
All material, copy and lay-
outs must be in New York by
this date.”

The advertisement had to
be submitted on or before
December 27, 1966.

President Johnson appealed
for more trade with the Reds
on January 12, 1967,

Concluded Munson:

“Since the Soviets couldn’t
have been responding to Mr.
Johnson, do you think it pos-
sible that Mr. Johnson was ...
I don’t even want to say it.”

This newspaper has said it
many times, so why not again
and again?

The foreign policy of the
Johnson Administration is
based upon what the Soviet
Union wants it to do. The
shots are called in Moscow,
not Washington.

DALLAS —A 39 per cent|
increase last year in traffic
deaths on Texas interstate
highways has prompted the
Association of Texas Fire &
Casualty Companies to urge
state motorists to take special
precautions when driving on
these super highways.

“We do not say that the in- |
terstate highways are inher-|
ently dangerous,” Russell H.
Ferry, President of the As-
sociation of Texas Fire &
Casualty Companies said, “but
the record conclusively dem-
cnstrates that certain accident-
preventing techniques are nec-
essary. The increase in traffic
deaths was far greater on in-|
terstate highways last year |
than on any other type of|
road.” |

These rules for safe freeway |

and making sure that it is|
safe for you to do so.

6. Avoid sudden stops.

7. Cross winds can be dan-
gerous for persons driving at

lanes cautiously |
signal lane

high speeds. Watch out for
them.
8. As temperatures climb,

slow down as heat is hard on
tires and engines.
9. Super highway driving
can be monotonous. Don’t let
yourself become drowsy or in-
attentive. Both can be fatal.
Stop every once in a while.
Walk around and relax.

10. Be sure your vehicle is
in safe operating condition be-
fore driving at super highway

speeds, as high speeds can
magnify the danger of any
emergency.

Penalties which range from
15 to 90 per cent, depending
on the number and impor-
tance of law violations — will
add up to $6,439,362 during the
rear starting August 1.

These penalties, feeding that
nuch more money into the
guto insurance “kitty”, will
yrevent rate increases for most
irivers.

Public Notice
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING OR-
DINANCE No. 28 RELATING TO
AND PROHIBITING THE - OB-
STRUCTION OF ANY STREET,
STREETS, SIDE WALKS OR
ALLEY WAYS IN THE CITY OF
MUENSTER AND SUPPLEMENT-
ING ORDINANCE No. 28, HERE-
BY DECLARING VIOLATION TO
ENCLOSE ANY STREET, ALLEY
WAY OR SIDE WALK OR TO
OBSTRUCT ANY SIDE WALK,
STREET OR ALLEY WAY AND
PROVIDING A PENALTY FOR
SUCH VIOLATION.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
MUENSTER, COOKE COUNTY,
TEXAS:

Section I. From and after the pas-
sage of this Ordinance, all pre-
vious ordinances relating to street,
alley way and side walks obstruct-
ions are hereby amended as here-
in set forth.

Section II. It shall be unlawful for
any person, persons, firms, cor-
porations to obstruct or cause to
be obstructed, or enclose or cause
to he enclosed any street, alley
way or sidewalk in the City of
Muenster, Cooke County, Texas.
Section III. Obstruction shall mean
to deposit or allow to be deposited,
placed or allow to be placed or
permit any type of materials, in-
cluding, benches, lumber, iron, tin,
chairs, junk, fences, including any

in

type of material or substance which

may in any way obstruct any
street, alley way or side walk or
which may enclose such street,
alley way or side walk.

Section IV. Any person, persons,
firms, or corporations so obstruct-
ing, allowing or causing such ob-
structions or enclosing or allow-
ing to be enclosed any streets,
alley ways, side walks in the City
of Muenster shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and shall be demand-
ed to remove such obstruction im-
mediately and in addition thereto
shall be fined for a sum of not
less than $1000 nor more than
$25.00 and each day shall con-
stitute a separate offense (each
day such obstruction remains af-
ter being demanded to have same
removed shall constitute a sep-
arate offense).

The subject covered in the Ordin-
ance creates an emergency under
the police power and under the
health and welfare of the City
of Muenster, and the rules re-
quiring three separate readings of
Ordinances is here by suspended,
and this Ordinance shall be and
become effectived upon its adop-
tion and passage by the City Coun-
cil of the City of Muenster.
