Answering a popular demand
for less spending rather than
more tax, President Johnson
suggested a few weeks ago
that the federal highway pro-
gram be slashed fifty per cent.

Governor Connally did not
like the idea, saying that it
will idle 30,000 people in Tex-
as, disrupt the continuity and
balance of our state’s highway
program, and will delay im-
provement of highway safety
standards.

Then the governor made a

remark which puzzles and

4 worries us. “It is somewhat
difficult for us to understand
4 how a reduction in expendi-
tures for highways financed
from the trust fund for which
taxes on motorists have al-
ready been levied would be
of any advantage to the bal-
ance of the federal budget. It
is assumed that there would
be no corresponding reductions
in highway user taxes to bal-
ance the reduction in federal
and highway expenditures. If

¥ such tax reduction is contem-
plated, it would be possible for
the states to add such levies
to their tax programs to keep
the state economy in balance.”
<

Logic like that seems un-
beatable. It's generally under-
stood that federal highway
funds come from the federal
‘ tax we pay on motor fuel
K and should have no bearing
. whatever on the federal bud-
g get. On the other hand if the
- highway program is curtailed
i the tax should be reduced pro-
i portionately. As Connally sees
A it, either the state is due the
‘ money or motorists are due a
lower rate. It's that simple.

But LBJ's suggestion did not

read that way. He gave the im-

B pression that the highway ap-

2 propriation is part of the over

it all national budget, not, as

we've been told, a separate

b fund acquired by taxing mo-
torists.

The situation seems to be
very similar to our social se-
curity situation. In both sys-
tems we were told that our
remittance went only to a
certain fund and would be
used only for a certain pur-
pose. However social security
hasn’'t been cperating that
way. Uncle Sam took the
money, used it as he pleased,
and the fund now has nothing
but IOUs. Can someone as-
sure us that the highway fund
hasn't been used the same
way?

Our guess is that the high-
way fund is flat broke and
LBJ was only facing reality
: when he suggested the high-
o way budget slash. Our guess,
furthermore, is that the en-
! tire country faces an economic
h breakdown unless the right
people soon muster the com-
mon sense and courage to halt
our inflationary spiral. There
must be a reduction of deficit
spending with its absurdity of
a constantly increasing na-
tional debt. We are presently
more than $330 billion in the
red. Our annual interest bill
is greater than the entire cost
of government used to be.

In the President’s current
hassle with Congress he de-
mands a 10 per cent increase
of income tax, because he de-
clines to cut any part of his
Great Society program. Con-
gress told him to slice the pro-
z gram instead. “You do it,)”
k.S said LBJ, and it’'s not being

sliced, not yet, at least in the
Senate, Too many of those
guys are like LBJ himself.
They appreciate the vote-buy-
ing power of appropriations.
Each one zealously stands up
for his own pork barrel pro-
ject. In the end they go in
cahoots and pass the pork
around to everyone. And the
taxpayer gets the bill, of
course.

One of the facts that burns
us up is the president’s re-
mark that his proposed 10 per
cent additional tax will re-
duce this year’s deficit from
about $29 billion to $20 bil-
lion In other words our
government has budgeted to
spend about $129 billion, but
has only $100 billion of revenue
in sight, and now asks for an
estimated $9 billion from us
taxpayers as a buffer against
the financial disaster he is
inviting.

Even so. the resultina defi-
cit of $20 billion cannot be de-
fended. There is no reason
a, e for any government going into

Muenster

other sinews of war, without
which the North Vietnamese
could not carry on.”

Three days after this dis-
patch appeared in the press,
the Defense Department re-
leased its weekly report of
American casualtiles in Viet-
nam — a report which showed
the toll of dead and wounded
for the previous week was the
highest yet recorded in that
bloody war.

And the ships in Haiphong
harbor, immune from attack
on orders from Washington,
unload their deadly cargoes —
“without which the North
Vietnamese could not carry
on.”

NOT CONSENSUS

Nobody, to our knowledge,
has made a precise tally of the
number of times President
Johnson has used the word
“concensus” in describing this
or that decision of his ad-
ministration. But he has cer-
tainly used the term often e-
nough to establish that one
word, concesus, as hallmark of
his Great Society.

And therein lies a tragedy,
for the simple reason that no
concesus is possible when very
great segments of our society
do not express opinions —
out of fear.

Nobody is more mindful of
this fear and resulting silence
than the working newspaper-
man

The reporter, for example,
who attends a convention of
manufacturers somewhere this
month, and tries to get a
roundup of opinion as to what
the strike in the automobile
industry will mean to the
economy, will get the silent
treatment. “Don’'t quote me,”
will be the three little words
he will hear most often.

Prominent businessmery don’t
want Big Brother retaliating.
almost never will they permit
their names to be used. Many
will not even comment an-
onymously.

The newspaperman at a farm
convention faces the same
problem. Washington pretty
effectively controls the agricul-
tural economy of this country.
Who wants to be quoted pub-
licly, when a whole army of
Department of Agriculture a-
gents can disrupt or destroy?

True, the bearded beatnicks
on our campuses speak out, as
do many of their “compassion-
ate” professors. But the men
who run the schools? Probably
not. There are juicy federal
research contracts at stake.

The centralization of author-
ity over every sector of our
society serves to impose a
silence upon the leadership of
each sector. There are thous-
ands of businessmen employ-
ing mil-opinion for fear of
jeopardizing the government
contracts they hold.

How, then, can there be a
concesus, when important
opinions are not even expres-
sed? The silence which the
system imposes in no way con-
stitutes assent. If any sub-
stantial segment of our so-
ciety is literally afraid to
register an opinion publicly,
then we are paying a high
price for our “benevolent”
bureacuracy. In such an at-
mosphere, consensus becomes
nothing more than an echo
chamber.

NO INSTANT SUCCESS

Surprise, surprise!

The answer to the problems
besetting the rioting Negro is
a good job.

Everybody from Ivy League
sociologists to presidential po-
litical hacks have come upon
this answer as if struck by the
sheerest inspiration.

National Review magazine
of August 22 publishes a re-
port by Saul S. Friedman, a
native Clevelander and vete-
ran social worker in that city.

A Negro
social worker commented, “I
can get a job for any person
over 16 who wants one.”

But, many of the workers
were unskilled and they dis-
dained what they called
“flunky” jobs.

“Many unskilled Negroes,”
Friedman writes, “lacking high
school educations, apparently
resented the fact that once
channeled (by some agency) to
a job, they would not find
themselves behind a mahogany
desk with the grand-sounding
title Digital - Computer Pro-
grammer.”

This, then is the problem
with all crash programs to
create instant jobs, instant
culture, instant skills, instant

respect, instant prosperity.

Required front seat safety
belts on every car which has
anchorages as part of the
manufacturer’s original equip-
ment.

Checking for “lash” or “play”
in steering control.

motion. It must also be pos-
sible to turn the wheels from
full right to full left without
jamming or binding. Vehicles
with power steering must be
checked with power on, and
if fluid is below recommended

level, car will not pass in-
spection.

Fifty Years of
Soviet Goofs Told
By Eugene Lyons

Eugene Lyons in his new
book, Workers' Paradise Lost,
presents a balance sheet on
fifty years of Soviet Commu-
nism.

Soviet agriculture farmed
75 per cent more crop land
than the United States with
four times as many farm work-
ers, and producd lss than half
as much grain, for a population
nearly one-fifth larger.

MUENSTER, TEXAS -—Mar-

oney - Thomas Construction
Company of Seagoviile, Texas,
was the low bidder on Flood-
water Retarding Structures
Sites 7B and 9A Denton Creek
Watershed. The bid for the
two structures was $100,999.25.

Site 7B is located on C. A.
Willis and J. W. McCall farm.
Site 9A is located on H. C.
Sockwell and W. T. Reynolds
farm. Both sites are west of
Forestburg, Texas.

These two structures are a
part of the planned ten million
dollar flood prevention pro-
gram on Denton Creek. The
flood prevention plan includes
85 floodwater retarding struct-
ures, 98 sediment -control
structures, 23 miles of diver-
sion terraces, 2,077 acres to be

seeded to native grass, 3,415
acres to be fenced and man-
aged to improve the grass

cover and 32 miles of channel
improvement.

The primary purpose of the
flood prevention program is to
reduce floods and soil erosion.
But there are many other
uses. The lakes provide hunt-
ing, fishing, boating, swimming
and picnicking areas for recre-
ation, Also flood prevention
eliminates flood damage to
roads, bridges and oprivate
property.

Land Rights are secured by
the local people. The Soil Con-
servation Service constructs
the lakes. The project is main-
tained by the Upper Elm-Red
and Denton-Wise Soil and
Water Conservation Districts
and the Commissioners Courts
of Montague and Wise Coun-
ties.

Stored Gas Okay
As Station Burns

An interesting postscript has
been added to the story of the
riots that took place in major
Americian cities. Among
casualties were service sta-
tions and garages often locat-

ed in highly congested areas.
A press release from a lead-

ing oil company tells how a
Detroit service station was
looted and put to the torch

on the first night of the riots
in that city. It became a pile
of blackened masonry and
twisted steel crumpled on the
charred remains of other
equipment. But, the flames
never reached the station’s
main stock in trade — the
18,000 - gallon wunderground
gasoline storage tanks.

The reason the stored gaso-
line did not ignite goes bey-
ond the insulating effects of
the ground. As the oil com-
pany release explained: “It’s
the nature of the fuel, which
requires vast quantities of air
to support fire. In nontechni-
cal terms, the proper gasoline-
air mixture for comustion has
been described as ‘gallon of
gasoline in a silo.””

There never has been a re-
ported instance of fire in the
underground storage tank of
a service station in use. But,
this does not lessen the need
for caution around gasoline
exposed to the air. Oil com-
panies employ countless mil-
lions of dollars worth of equip-
ment to store and transport
their products safely to points
of consumption throughout the
world.
