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Depending on a person’s
point of view, Tuesday of this
week was a day of glory or
a day of shame in the Soviet
Union. It was the fiftieth an-
niversary of communism in
that country, a day on which
the Kremlin’s party members
pointed to great achievements,
a day on which millions of in-
formed people in and out of
Russia pointed to dismal fail-
ures.

Eugene Lyons, an editor of
Reader’s Digest, who spent
six years as a correspondent
in the USSR, tells the story
in his new book “Workers’
Paradise Lost,” a condensa-
tion of which appears in the
current issue of Reader’s Di-
gest, The book is most reveal-
ing and should be regarded as
“must reading” by anyone
who really wants to know
what happened to the Russian
people while their country
was developing into a great
world power.

To begin, one must accept
the fact of Soviet progress in
many respects. It has made
great strides scientifically and
militarily. It competes with
United States for global lead-
ership in both of those cate-
gories. It controls about a third
of the world’s population. It
is an awesome contender for
world domination.

But the Soviet claim to
greatness ends there. On the
basis of its contribution to
civilization or to the welfare
of its own people, it is the
greatest failure of world his-
tory. It is a nation built on
terror, treachery, cruelty, des-
potism and social and eco-
nomic
horrible example of the per-
petual misery inherent in a
totalitarian society.

Despite boasted advances in
scientific and military fields,
the economic and social levels
of its people are lower than
in 1917. Formerly an export-
er of foods, it is currently an
importer. With 75 per cent
more cropland than the United
States and four times as many
farm workers it produces less
than half as much grain. The
livestock population is lower
than fifty years ago. Collect-
ivized farming, stubbornly
continued after decades of fail-
ure, leaves vast areas almost
barren by comparison with
small family gardens which
peasants are allowed to work
for themselves. The effects of
socialistic mismanagement are
dramatically evident year af-
ter year but still they make
no changes.

The industrial picture is
equally pitiful. By comparison
with other modern countries
wages are low and living
costs are high. Bare necessities
of food, clothing and housing

require all of most people’s
income. Few have anything
left for luxuries.

That primitive level of liv-
ing is accompanied by con-
stant fear. People must be
eternally cautious of word or
deed that arouses suspicious
of the secret police. Above all
they must carefully avoid any

The present program com-
plies with the wish of county
stockmen who recently voted
to have the county certified
as free of brucellosis. All beef
cattle must be tested in order
to get the certification. Dairy
cattle do not need to be tested
if they have received a nega-
tive ring test.

An organized testing pro-
gram will be set up in the
county early in 1968 to finish
the eradication program.

County Program to
Ban Brucellosis
Starts Next Week

The Brucellosis eradication
program in Cooke County will
begin next week and will con-
tinue into 1968 until the job
is finished. An announcement
by Area Veterinarian Dr.
Horn set November 15 as the
starting date and suggested
that livestock owners arrange
with their local veterinarians
for the testing. The cost of
testing will be paid by state
and federal funds:

According to word received
by Dr. Larry Tisdale the pro-
gram also includes payments
for wvaccinating heifer calves
aged 3 months to 1 year. All
beef cattle over 12 months are
to be tested, except those be-
tween 12 and 30 months which
have been vaccinated.

The present program com-
plies with the wish of county
stockmen who recently voted
to have the county certified
as free of brucellosis. All beef
cattle must be tested in order
to get the certification. Dairy
cattle do not need to be tested
if they have received a nega-
tive ring test.

An organized testing pro-
gram will be set up in the
county early in 1968 to finish
the eradication program.

Six constitutional amend-
ments are on the ballot in the
following order:

1. To authorize counties to

place all their tax revenues in
a single general fund, rather
than separate, special-punpose
funds.

2. To get local political sub-
divisions which have hospital
districts spend tax money for
mental health and mental re-
tardation services.

3. To revive the wveterans
land program through an ad-
ditional $200,000,000 bond is-
sue, permitting war veterans,
including those of the Viet-
nam conflict, to purchase land
on low-interest, 40-year-pay-
back loans.

4. To permit counties to pay
medical benefits for their law
enforcement officers injured in
line of duty.

5. To authorize a $75,000,000
state bond issue (supported by
an admission fee at selected
parks) for park land buying
and development.

6. To permit non-elective
state officials and employees
to serve on state and federal
boards and commissions if
there is no conflict of duties.

This is the first general
election in Texas since the
“scratch out” method of voting
was eliminated. Now an “X”
indicates your choice.

Young employees do not get
their money’s worth.”

Or to Missouri’'s Congress-
man Tom Curtis: “I am afraid
that Social Security is going to
hit the rocks in another ten
years.”

The arithmetic of the matter
is that the young wage earner
can get a better retirement
program by investing the same
amount of money in a private

insurance company than the
government’s program pro-
vides. And he can be

sure that the funds he pays in
are going to be there for him
to draw upon when he reaches
retirement age, whereas some
of us who have been making
mandatory payments to the
government program for thirty
years have to live with the
reality that not a dime of our
money is waiting for us in our
retirement years.

Sooner or later the mon-
strous Social Security program
is going to have to be phased
out, and a voluntary program
offered in its place, permitting
the individual to choose be-
tween government and private
insurance programs.

OUT OF BOUNDS

The National Labor Rela-
tions Board has too often made
it a practice to impose penalties
which would be beyond the
pale of legal precedent and
practice in a court of law. Now
it has happened again. NLRB
has found that a firm, in its
opinion, has engaged in un-
fair labor practices contrary
to the National Labor Relations
Act. Although the company
involved believes that it is not
guilty of violations and plans
to appeal the case, the NLRB
has ruled that it must mail
a notice of the violations to
all of its employees, post it
on all company Dbulletin
boards, and at a meeting of
all its employees, have a com
pany official read the notice
According to The Wall Street
Journal, the District of Colum-
bia Court of Appeals has rul-
ed that any such forced con-
fession was “degrading.”

This case will eventually be
decided in the Supreme Court,
and it is to be hoped that the
precedent of forced public con-
fession will be reversed. It
jeopardizes a fundamental ten-

ent of human freedom that
no person believing himself
innocent should be forced to
declare publicly that he is

guilty.
THE POVERTY LINE

Poverty exists, there is
mistake about that. But
times change so do values, in-
cluding the definition of pov-
erty, which is a relative thing.

Some comparisons made in
the House of Representatives
the other day are interesting

In 1920 it was concluded that
only 50 per cent of the fam-
ilies in the United States had
a minimum adequate diet or
better. In 1965, 95 percent were
rated as having an adequate
diet. In 1920 only 28 per cent
of the families had gas or
electric ranges; in 1965, 99 per
cent had such an appliance.
An electric refrigerator was
found in only 1 per cent of
the homes in '1920; in 1965 such
appliances were in 99 per cent
of the homes. In 1920 no one
had a television set; today
they are found in 88 per cent
of the homes. In 1920 there
were telephones in only 35
per cent of the homes; today
there are phones in 98 per
cent.

The gains shown in the 45
years between 1920 and 1965
were managed largely by pri-
vate enterprise, not by govern-
ment programs.

World Bridger

In the fall of 1969, the speed,
comfort, convenience and saf-
ety, not to mention the pleas-
ure of air travel will be dra-
matically enhanced. At that
time, this country‘s leading
overseas airline will put the
first Boeing 747 into scheduled
service. This plane will be a
major breakthrough in the
advance of air transport.

Statistics on the perform-
ance and size of this aircraft
are unprecedented. Its engines
produce twice the power of
those used on the smaller
Boeing 707, and they are quiet-
er and more economical. Fully
loaded its gross weight is 680,-
000 pcunds, more than twice
that of the big jets in service

today, yet the 747 will fly
faster by some 50 miles-an-
hour and land and take off

on the same runways as cur-
rent jet transports less than
half its size.

Everything about the 747 is
impressive. But, the most in-
triguing question is what will
it be like to join more than
360 other people in a flight
aboard one of these planes.
The first impression upon en-
tering the aircraft through one
of the four, wide double doors
will be one of spaciousness.
The cabin, 19.5 feet wide, is
partitioned into four sections
and looks more like a large
living room or theatre than a
tubular cabin. In flight, you
can wander down the aisles
visiting with fellow passengers
or stroll to the observation
lounge for an atsronaut’s view
of the world. From the first-
class section staircase leads
to the second deck where pri-
vate staterooms can be used
for conferences or dictation.

A most important fact about
the new 747 is not visible.
The speed, efficiency and pas-
senger capacity of this new
jet, it is expected, will reduce
by 30 percent the operating
costs per seat mile. A major
contribution will thus be made
toward the continuing goal of
lowering air fares and en-
couraging broader travel be-
tween the nations. A world of
neighbors with common ex-
periences will someday be a
world of peace.

—In 1948 he was expelled
by the International Associa-
tion of Machinists for parrot-
ing the Communist line.

—In 1952 he was chairman
of a conference to repeal the
Smith Act, under which Com-
munists had been indicated.

—After his explusion of the
Machinists, he became inter-
national representative of the
Mine, Mill and Smelter Work-
ers Union, which had been
expelled in 1950 by the parent
organization, the AFL-CIO, as
a Communist-dominated union.

—In 1962 he was listed as a
former official of the Inter-
national Mine, Mill and Smel-
ter Workers Union who had
been a member of the Commu-
nist Party.

—In 1962 he was cited by the
Federal Subversive Activites
Control Board as a Communist
Party member.

In spite of these references
—or possibly because of them
—he was appointed by Mayor
John Lindsay of New York
City as head of the Neighbor-
hood Youth Corps, part of the
“War on Poverty,” employing
40,000 young New Yorkers. He
still holds that position.

His name is Robert Schrank.
His background was disclosed
by Rep. Paul Fino of New
York who was—to us, anyway
—understandably unhappy.

“The plain truth,” said Rep.
Fino, “is that the so-called
war against poverty is a well-
heeled gravy train for agita-
tors, ‘Black Power’ advocates
and Communists.”

Rules Reviewed on
Voter Registration

Voter ' registration for the
big 1968 election year is get-
ting into full swing. Secretary
of State John L. Hill already
is busy sending out detailed
instructions for county tax as-
Sessor..

As chief election officer, Hill
discussed current problems
with an advisory committee
of tax officials (who are local
registrars) and reviewed sug-
gested ground rules.

He remains firm in his
agreement with an attorney
general’s opinion that voters
must bring or mail in their
own registration applications
or submit them through auth-
orized members of their im-
mediate family.

Bloc or bulk registrations are
outlawed by an October 11
opinion. It brought critical
comment from former State
Sen. Franklin Spears, head of
» liberal-backed drive to regis-
ter five million voters.

Hill encourages house-to-
house registration drives and
says there is no restriction on
the manner or the extent of
distributing application forms.
He is advising local registrars
that:

There is no limit on repro-
duction of sample registration
forms by third parties or
purchase of those ordered by
official registrars.

Solicitors may encourage in-
dividuals to register but must
avoid inducing registration
through false or misleading
representation.

Assistance to the applicant
ic all right (including filling
out forms), but the voter must
supply the necessary informa-
tion himself and sign the form
o: placa his mark no it.

Drives may furnish enve-
lopes and even stamps to vot-
ers, but the applicant or fam-
ily members must mail the
form.

Local registrars should pro-
vide blank, sample forms to
all who request them, but
each registrar may fix his
own policies as to furnish
forms in large quantities to
solicitors.

Spears has called on regis-
trars to ignore the attorney
general’s opinion, and accept
applicationes delivered by
third party solicitors in bulk,
or a group of applications sent
in the same envelope. Spears
claims the opinion is the result
of a “plot” to keep the regis-
tration low

Distress Signal

The Greater New York Safe-
ty Council reminded motor-
ists recently that the most
easily recognizable distress
signal along the roadside was
still a white handkerchief tied
to the car’s antenna or door
handle.

Michael G. Birmingham, di-
rector of council’'s traffic and
transportation division, said
some motorists raised the car
hood as a distress signal. He
said this might be mistaken
by passing motorists, especially
in hot weather, as a sign that
the stalled motorist was simply
cooling his engine.

He advised: “If your car be-
comes disabled or there is
some other emergency such as
sudden illness, pull to the side
of the road and display the
handkerchief signal. It's all
right to raise the hood also,
but be sure the handkerchief
is displayed to indicate you
are in need of help and not
just cooling the engine.”
