SOM SOS AOBRSTKOICTIS
D uring the last half of No­

vem ber and in  December, 
some 75,000 farm ers and 
ranchers will receive either a 
crop or livestock questionnaire 
from  the Texas Crop and 
Livestock 9 cP°r t*n g Service. 
A ccurate estim ates have a l­
ways been of great im portance 
to producers and are even 
m ore im portant in light of the 
supply-dem and situation fac­
ing agriculture today. Data 
collected in  this survey will 
provide an accurate picture of 
agriculture for each county 
and for the state  of Texas. 
Each farm er receiving a ques­
tionnaire is urged to fHl out 
carefully  and r e t u r n  it 
prom ptly to the A gricultural 
S tatistician in Austin. Indi­
vidual reports are confidential 
and used only for state  and 
county estimates.

Every landow ner should 
th ink  carefully before pu tting 
any new  land into cultivation 
in 1975. Most land in  our area 
should not be farm ed in clean 
tilled crops w ithout terraces, 
contour farming, crop residue 
m anagem ent, c o n s e r  v ation 
cropping system, etc. Land 
should not be farm ed under 
any circum stances if it  has 
perm anent lim itations such as 
serious w ind and w ater ero­
sion, subject to overflows, or 
stony and very shallow soil 
conditions. Everyone supports 
fu ll agricultural production as 
a principal m eans of checking 
food price increases and food 
shortages; how ever w e need 
full protection of the land 
along w ith  full production. 
Your local Soil Conservation 
Service technicians can advise 
you about pu tting  any new 
land into production.

M odem  farm ing helps to as­
sure you tha t there  w ill a l­
ways be plenty of p u re  w ater 
from your kitchen faucet. The 
quality  and cost of the w ater 
in your house depends on con­
servation on the w atersheds 
which are largely controlled 
by the landowners. Each one 
of us has a direct s take in con­
servation program s not only 
through food b u t also through 
water.

A nother benefit you may 
enjoy is more wildlife. Most 
w ildlife habitat is on private 
farm  land. Good farm  conser­
vation practices, combined 
w ith  wildlife m anagem ent and 
game law  enforcement, have 
brought deer to alm ost every 
area of Texas.

So it doesn’t  m a tte r w here 
you live or w hat you do, your 
quality  of life depends in large 
m easure on fan n ers  and 
ranchers and the  land they 
operate. T heir stew ardship of 
n a tu ra l resources benefits you 
ju st as surely as if you lived 
on th e  farm. Everyone has a 
stake in  conservation fa rm ­
ing.

Fall Plowing Is 
Essential to Good 
Grass Seedbed

W ith the coming of w inter 
we need to th ink  of getting 
ready for pasture establish­
m ent in the spring and the 
preparation th a t m ust come 
ahead of actual grass planting. 
Year by year progress has 
shown tha t advanced planning 
and preparation often d e ter­
m ines the results of our work 
in grass establishm ent.

Field experience on hund­
reds of farm s in the Upper 
Elm-Red Soil and  W ater Con­
servation D istrict shows that 
fall land p reparation  is the 
best insurance you can have 
tow ard getting a good stand 
of grass. A t the same time 
it has proven th a t poor and 
late land preparation has 
caused more failures in grass 
planting than  any other fac­
tor.

This points out to all who 
plan to p lant grass in the 
spring of 1975, th a t deep plow­
ing now will be to your ad­
vantage in getting a good 
stand of grass. Early fall plow­
ing will tend to bury many 
seeds of com peting p lan ts and 
tu rn  up roots of perennial 
weeds for w inter freezing.

A fter this deep plowing job, 
the land should be left rough 
or cloddy through the fall and 
w in ter m onths to catch any 
rain, snow or sleet th a t falls 
and to prevent any soil losses 
by erosion. Ju st p rior to p lan t­
ing the plowed land m ay need 
to be plowed with some type 
of light cultivation to destroy 
w interw eeds and grasses. This

p re-p lan ting  operation w ill al 
so level and smooth the 
land before the planting is
started.

Over the past 20 years a lot 
of land in this conservation 
district has been established 
to im proved pastures. Those 
who are having the best suc­
cess, p repare their land in  the 
fall p rior to  planting in early  
spring. It is not wise to in 
vest from  $25 to $30 per acre 
in grass p lanting and fertiliz 
ing if the seedbed has not 
been properly prepared. Good 
pastures don’t come about ac 
cidently bu t resu lt from  wise 
planning, w ell prepared seed­
bed, the use of good p lan t­
ing stock, efficient planting 
methods, weed control and 
good m anagem ent afte r the 
pasture is established.
