50 Years Ago in WWII 

Fifty years since the painful days of WWII. memories have not 
dimmed nor has the pain lessened for those who lived through the trauma 
of waiting for information that was long in coming and sometimes never 
came. Memories are still as poignant as if it was "only yesterday." 

By December 1943, the "Honor Roll" of Muenster men serving in 
WWII reached 176, with two Gold Stars, designated on the banner hung 
to the side of the main altar in Sacred Heart Church, making the total of 
178. 

On Dec. 22. 1944, the Service Flag held 221 Stars, nine of them were 
Gold Stars. 

Muenster residents, just like other Americans in 1941-44, experienced 
the same fears, loneliness and crushing losses, overshadowed by the 
blessings of pride and patriotism. 

Pride, patriotism and prayer came as healing graces to support and 
guide families and their young men. 

Through the cooperation of families and friends of these men. The 
Muenster Enterprise has been privileged to print the stories of many or 
them during the past year. In respectful memory. and in observance of 
the 50th anniversary, we are requesting stories and memories from 
relatives, or from the men themselves, to be printed as special features in 
The Muenster Enterprise. Several relatives have called to say that their 
stories are not quite complete but will be forthcoming. 

As the anniversary year draws nearer to a close, we appeal for more 
responses in succeeding weeks, from servicemen, from parents, or 
brothers, sisters or friends, to honor the young men who served. After 
each story that we printed in The Enterprise, response from readers, 
young and old, was gratifying.

As a result of input at the Jan. 13 

special meeting of Cooke County 
Commissioners Court, Cooke 
County Judge Paul Hesse will 
appoint someone to the office of 
Justice of the Peace, Precinct 4 for 
the duration of the time that Royce 
Martin is suspended from office. 
Martin was suspended January 10 
by the State Commission on Judicial 
Conduct. 

The suspension came after Martin 
was indicted by the Cooke County 
grand jury on two charges on Jan. 5, 
1995. According to information 
released by Cooke County District 
Attorney Janette Haverkamp's 
office, Martin was charged with 
tampering with physical evidence: 
and with engaging in organized 
criminal activity for theft over $750. 
This is a second degree felony and 
if found guilty Martin could be 
punished with a jail term of two to 
20 years and a fine up to $10,000. 

"Our objective will be to provide 
county government justice of the 
peace services to the residents of 
Justice of the Peace Precinct 4 in the 
best practical, efficient, cost 
effective manner during this 
temporary period and to keep the 
office open if possible," noted 
Judge Hesse. Cooke County 
Attorney August Boto advised 
Judge Hesse that Commissioners 
Court had three options. 

Option one is to ask Justice of the 
Peace Bill Freeman, Precinct 1, 
Place 1 and Justice of the Peace 
Dorthy Lewis, Precinct 1, Place 2 to 
agree to share the case load and 
attend to the Valley View office on 
a rotating basis. 

Option two is to ask Justices of 

his wife, Michelle, and their three 
children, Zachary, Brenda, and 
Stephanie. The children attend 
school in the Era ISD. In 1983 the 
family moved to Cooke County and 
in 1986 they made their home in 
Era. Zielinski is a resident of 
Precinct 4 which was one of the 
requirements for the appointment. 

It was in 1979 that Ed Zielinski 
graduated from law school. He is 
licensed to practice law in New 
York and Texas. His 15 years of 
courtroom experience are in federal, 
state, and county courts. 

Also Zielinski served as Captain, 
prosecuting cases in the United 
State's Army Judge Advocate 
General's Corps and was a special 
assistant to the United States 
Attorney. He served the United 
States Banluuptcy Court as a trustee 
which was a quasi judicial position. 

Zielinski plans to keep his solo 
law practice open while serving as 
pro tem justice of the peace. He said 
that this is not unusual. 

Judge Zielinski is a member Saint 
John's Parish in Valley View and is 
actively involved in ABBA (All 
Babies Born Alive).

Ed Zielinski was sworn in as pro 

tem justice of the peace for Precinct 
4 at 1:30 p.m. Wednesday, Jan. 18 
by Cooke County District Judge 
Jerry Woodlock. He was appointed 
to the position by Cooke County 
Judge Paul Hesse. Members of the 
Commissioners Court were notified 
of the appointment Tuesday 
evening. 

The temporary appointment 
became necessary after the Texas 
Commission on Judicial Conduct 
suspended Royce Martin from his 
duties of office. Martin was 
suspended without pay on Jan. 10. 
He was indicted by the Cooke 
County grand jury on two charges. 
The charges are second degree 
felony and if convicted Martin will 
loose his elected position. He was 
re-elected to office in the November 
election. 

Zielinski wasted no time in 
getting down to business. He 
opened Precinct 4 justice of the 
peace office for business 
Wednesday afternoon. It was closed 
for auditing and until a justice could 
be appointed to oversee its daily 
business.

Option three permits the county 
judge, alone, to appoint a qualified 
person to serve as a temporary 
justice for the duration of the 
disability of the absent justice. This 
justice of the peace pro ton must be 
paid an amount equal to the pay 
level of the absent judge. A 
qualified person would be a justice 
or judge who has held office. 

Justices Freeman and Lewis were 
then questioned by the 
Commissioners Court as to their 
feelings on taking on the duties 
from the Valley View office. Judge 
Freeman said that he had just 
returned from Austin where he'd 
had the opportunity to discuss some 
the problems with the executive 
director of the ethics commission. 
"The option of us hearing cases in 
the courthouse for the office of 
Valley View is not an option," 
explained Freeman. "The office is 
not vacant. There is still a judge for 
that office even though he is not 
performing the duties of the office. 
The venue for everything that 
occurs in that precinct is still in 
Valley View. It's not in the 
courthouse. The docket will have to 
be maintained and run there." 

Speaking for himself and Justice 
of the Peace Dorthy Lewis, Judge 
Freeman offered to help in any way 
they could and said that he saw no 
problem as long as Precinct 4 cases 
were heard in Valley View. The 
Commissioners Court asked that the 
Valley View office be open two 
days per week. Freeman said that on  

some Mondays cases would be 
scheduled for all three courts and 
that someone would have to be at 
the Valley View office sometime 
during the morning on those 
Mondays. "We're working real hard 
every day," Freeman said. "Dorthy 
is in a training mode right now. 
Things are busy, but if it will help 
the (Commissioners) Court I 
certainly have no problem with 
trying." 

Judge Ilesse said that Cooke 
County DA Janette I laverkamp and 
Martin's attorney Jim Ilatcher 
expected that the case would be 
brought to trial in July or August. 

Cooke County employee Lisa 
Harris, a clerk in Martin's Valley 
View office for eight years, was 
given the opportunity to decide if 
she was willing to work where 
Commissioners Court thought best. 
"I prefer to see the office kept open 
five days a week, but I will go 
where my job is," she stated. 

Commissioner Richard Brown 
asked the two justices if there would 
be any reason that they would feel 
uncomfortable with Lisa in the 
office five days a week. Freeman 
said that any clerk being in the 
office for a long period of time 
without a judge's supervision, even 
for eight hours. could be put in an 
awkward position of making 
judicial decisions during the day. 
"The next thing the ethics 
commission is going to come down 
on her and its going to come down 
on me because I'm in charge of that 
court," Freeman explained. "I don't 
want to go to Austin and appear 
before that commission and explain 
why I left a clerk sit there for two 
days without any supervision." 

Two Muenster residents were 
injured in auto accidents this week. 
The first accident occurred at about 
1:12 am. Sunday, Jan. 15. when 
Labecah Hess Miller, 23, was 
seriously injured in a one car 
accident. 

According to a report from the 
Department of Public Safety, Miller 
was driving southbound on County 
Road 411 and approaching a curve 
on County Road 424 when she lost 
control of her vehicle as it 
continued into the intersection. llte 
vehicle went through a fence, into a 
field where it flipped and came to 
rest on its root. Ms. Miller was 
ejected from the vehicle. Miller was 
transported to Gainesville Memorial 
Hospital and then Care Flited to 
Harris Methodist Hospital. 

Marlette Fisher, 39, was in a two-
vehicle accident on Tuesday, Jan. 
17 at approximately 3:37 p.m. The 
accident occurred at the intersection

the meeting and many of them 
applauded when Commissioner 
Brown interjected with his opinion 
that the office is at least partly for 
public service and that the public 
could best be served by having Lisa 
there five days a week. 

Freeman said that if the office 
was to be kept open five days a 
week he would have a real problem 
with not having direct supervision. 
Ile felt that there would be 
problems with the ethics 
commission. 

Commissioner Virgil Hess said 
that he thought it could work with 
the Valley View office being open 
two days a week and that Ms. Harris 
would be needed in the courthouse 
to help alleviate some of the work 
added by the justices being away 
from their offices. 

"I was elected by the people of 
Precinct 1, but I will help Cooke 
County the best I can," remarked 
Freeman. "I don't want the people of 
Valley View upset with me over 
this deal. All I can do is what I can 
do within the scope of responsibility 
with the office. If you're worried 
about service to the people of 
Valley View I'd suggest that you 
appoint an interim judge." 

Filially the decision was 
unanimous to have Judge Hesse 
appoint an interim justice of the 
peace for Precinct 4 allowing the 
Valley View office to be kept open 
five days a week. Lisa Harris will 
continue to work in the office after 
the interim judge is appointed. Until 
that time the office was to be

To the Editor: 
I am writing in reference to the city parks' mowing bid. First of all. our 

hid was not accepted. 
A special meeting was called by the council to discuss the hid further. It 

then was approved. The bid was for $1090.00 per month, which came to 
513.080.00 per year. This figure was compared to what it currently costs 
the city. There are figures showing our bid would save the city and 
taxpayers over $4,000.00 per year. The bid was vetoed a few days later by 
Mayor Bill Miller. It was said the contract was a violation of "conflict of 
interest" and nepotism because of us being related to Arthur Ilennigan. 
This is understandable but, if this rule were strictly enforced, practically 
every business in Muenster would suffer. The rule includes kinship to the 
3rd degree. 

It was also alleged the mowing for the city park and baseball park were 
the easiest jobs. Being experienced in this profession, we find this hard to 
believe. the contract we were given  did not include water wells No. 1, 3, 4, 
5, 6, sewer plant, museum, library, city hall and shop. We feel all of these 
locations could have been done by us, still saving the taxpayers a 
substantial amount of money. 

The contract was not for just mowing and trimming. Below is a copy of 
what the contract included:

needed. Wee, down and clean restroome. 

Control ants in both parks (City will furnish bait.) 

Neap the City informed of damage. to any part of the City 

Park or Baseball Park or any needed repair.. 

Minor ',pairs may be required. 

All street shoulders abutting the City Park must be mowed. 

Area south of the creek must be mowed 

If an area in the park Is being used, assist party to move 

to another area of the park or wait until later to mow. 

All work in the park should be preformed without hindering 

any patron. using the park. 

I guess we all can thank the mayor for going over the city attorney's 
head to the state just to protect the taxpayers of Muenster.

Congress Should Eliminate 
Unfunded Mandates 

T he phrase "unfunded mandate" sounds like something only a bureau 
crat could love. And it is. But say those words to a mayor, county judge 
or state governor and you'll get a pained look, followed by a recital 

of woe. 
Unfunded mandates, decrees from the federal government to establish 

new programs which end upraising local taxes, are universally loathed. Some 
municipalities in Texas spend more than 20 percent of their entire budgets 
meeting such requirements. Texas towns and cities are being forced to spend 
more than $25 billion complying with federal environmental mandates, 
alone, during the 1990s. Dallas spent $20 million on unfunded mandates in 
1993; El Paso spent $26 million and Amarillo spent $27 million. 

Just as irksome is the reasoning behind many of these mandates. Often, 
they are imposed to address what is an assumed — rather than actual —
problem. Why should Abilene be forced to spend $1 million on a clay liner 
for its landfill when the landfill is built on clay soil, and has no leaching 
problems? Why should Plano have to test its water for a chemical which has 
been banned for 20 years, and which has never been found any closer than 
2,000 miles from Plano's municipal water supply? 

As a result of unfunded mandates, state and local governments face 
painful alternatives. Unlike the federal government, they don't enjoy the 
luxury of deficit spending — they most balance their budgets. So they can 
short-change funding for their own responsibilities such as education, high-
ways, health care, law enforcement, or they can increase state and local taxes. 

Governors and mayors alike have raised a litany of complaint that the 
costs of complying with the federal government's environmental and social 
initiatives are distorting their spending priorities and straining their budgets. 
No wonder local elected officials are fed up with Congress for imposing 
unfunded mandates, and resent the federal bureaucracies which enforce 
them. 

But all this is about to change. The Senate is scheduled to vote on a bill 
that would require a majority vote in both houses before Congress could 
impose an unfunded mandate. A similar bill is making its way through the 
House. 

The measure would, for the first time, establish a presumption that 
Congress will not place requirements on state and local governments unless 
it also pays for them. 

Specifically, it stipulates that any bill or amendment imposing a federal 
mandate of more than $50 million, nationally, on state or local governments 
must include a Congressional Budget Office (CBO) estimate of its cost; the 
bill must also include funding or identify tax revenues to pay for the mandate. 
Any legislation imposing mandates of more than $200 million on the private 
sector would have to carry a CBO cost estimate as well. 

When this measure becomes law, it will fundamentally alter the relation-
ship between federal, state and local governments. And it will enforce a kind 
of truth-in-lawmaking we haven't seen in Washington for decades, putting 
easy-to-read price tags on new programs before they are foisted on the states. 

This correction in our country's course is long overdue.

This is just one persons' opinion, 
but I feel a little better informed 
since my work gives me a front row 
seat at each City Council meeting. 
I'm not faulting the council in the 
recent and ongoing sewage damage 
issue.

State laws say that the city, as a 
municipal service provider, is not 
liable for damages caused by the 
system such as the heavy damages 
to three mobile homes by thousands 
of gallons of raw sewage from a 
backed-up main sewer line. 

Instances of property damage in 
the past were treated in this way. I 
think this time is different. As 
tearfully stated in Friday's meeting, 
"lhis isn't a broken water heater, it's 
a ruined home." three of them. The 
system and the sewage that did it 
belong to all of us. 

If the insurance companies are all

going to wash their hands of this 
mess (sorry), two things need doing: 
1) the city - that means us taxpayers 
- need to fix the damages. 2) The 
city needs a liability policy that 
protects against this kind of 
catastrophe. 

This problem is not the victims' 
fault and it will be very hard for 
them to recover from this setback. 

I don't think it's a problem of 
negligence on the city's part, even 
though the former city administrator 
pushed hard for a citywide plan to 
renovate Muenster's old sewer 
system. 

The problem is not any one's 
"fault." If the insurance isn't going 
to fix it, then we, the city, should. 
Then, we should fix the policy and 
the sewer. 

I don't like to pay taxes. But, I 
think the local taxes are the most 
important taxes we pay. I hope the 
council will hear from the rest of 
you. 

will be held on Thursday at McCoy

As the historic 104th Congress 
opened with a Republican majority 
for the lint time in 40 years, Rep. 
Ralph Hall (D-Texas) endorsed two 
bills that he has supported through 
seven terms of office - a balanced 
budget amendment to the 
Constitution and a line item 
Presidential veto. 

"I'm pleased that these two issues 
represent the first bill contained in 
the Republicans' Contract with 
America," Hall said. "I've supported 
these throughout my years of 
service, and I'm happy to sign on as 
a sponsor." 

Hall is one of four original 
sponsors of the balanced budget 
amendment and is an original co-
sponsor of the line item veto bill. 
Both bills were scheduled to be 
introduced on Jan. 4. Together they 
form the Fiscal Responsibility Act, 
the first hill in the Contract with 
America 

A two-thirds majority of each 
House is required to propose an 
amendment to the Constitution, 
which then must be ratified by 
three-fourths of the states. Several 
times in recent years Congress has 
considered the issue, but each time 
failed to achieve the two-thirds 
majority. In March 1994, both 
chambers came close - four votes 
short in the Senate and 12 votes 
short in the House. 

"Based on the close vote last year 
and the recent election, I think we'll 
have the votes to pass an 
amendment during this Congress," 
Hall predicted. 

"The time has come for fiscal 
responsibility and accountability. 
It's time for the federal government 
to do what every family in America 
must try to do - live within its 
means. The recent election was a 
mandate from the American people 
to change how government is run, 
and Ito optimistic that the 104th 

Congress will heed that call for 
change," Hall said. 

The balanced budget amendment 
would go into effect in FY 2002 or 
the second fiscal year after its 
ratification, whichever is later. It 
also would permit Congress to 
waive the provisions in the event of 
war or imminent military threat to 
national security. 

"We'll have a lot of work to do to 
produce the spending cuts necessary 
to balance the budget," Hall said 
"It's the only way, though, to force 
Congress to make the difficult 
choices that Americans have to 
make every year when they balance 
their own budgets." 

The line item veto would give the 
President the authority to strike all 
or part of any individual 
appropriation item or any special 
tax benefit. Any reductions would 
automatically become effective 
unless disapproved by both the 
House and Senate. If Congress 
disapproved, the President could 
then sign or veto the measure. If 
vetoed, Congress would have five 
days in which to vote to override the 
veto, which would require a two-
thirds vote. 

"This is another method of 
reducing wasteful government 
spending and eliminating pork-
barrel projects," Hall said. "People 
are tired of special projects that 
benefit a particular region or 
particular group being tacked onto 
major bills that are assured of 
passage. This will help eliminate 
this abuse." 

"I'll continue to work with 
members of both parties to achieve 
these goals," Hall said. "And I look 
forward to consideration of other 
reform bills that will fundamentally 
change what's wrong with 
government and begin to move our 
country in the right direction."

Early childhood 
screening Jan. 27 

On Jan. 27, from 8:30 to 12:00. 
an early childhood screening will be 
held at B.T. Washington School to 
identify children who may have 
handicapping conditions or might 
have low potential for success in 
school. 

A child who needs to be screened 
is one who does not appear to act, 
see, hear, speak, understand or learn 
as others of his age. 

Children who are handicapped 
are eligible to attend school from 
age 3, from birth if visually or 
hearing impaired. If you have a 
child who is suspected of having a 
handicapping condition and is three 
(3) years old, please call the special 
education office at 665-0773 for an 

appointment. If your child is 
younger than three but you are 
concerned, call Project Kind at 665-
1464. The tests include vision and 
hearing and motor ability 
procedures, as well as some 
learning tasks. 

Before screening, each child must 
have a permission slip, signed by a 
parent, giving consent for screening.

While spending a few days 
visiting Aileen's sister, Jane, in 
I loliday, Florida over Thanksgiving, 
we took a side trip to Silver Springs 
near Ocala, to see the springs and to 
ride the glass-bottomed boats. 

This is a rare place. There are 
many different species of water 
fowl and animals making their 
homes in or near these waters. 

The water is clear and clean, 
making it possible to see the bottom 
and the fish and vegetation clearly, 
to a depth of over 80 feet. 

The amount of water gushing out 
of the several springs is enormous, 
one spring credited with producing 
some 9 or 10 million gallons of pure 
water daily. Together the springs 
flow a river of water that moves 1513 
miles to join the St. Johns River and 
empty into the Athuitic Ocean. 

Our boat captain pointed out 
some of the different kinds of fish, 
mullet being the largest and most 
numerous, as well as being a 
desirable food fish. Mullet also 
thrives in salt water and can be seen 
jumping in and out of the water in 
parts of the Gulf of Mexico. 

The captain also told us that due 
to the clarity of the water, the TV

Almost everyone will agree that 
children need to be immunized 
against disease. But do you realize 
that up to 60 times more adults than 
children die from illnesses that can 
be prevented by vaccines? 

Our commitment to immunizing 
children has drastically reduced the 
incidence of diseases such as 
diphtheria, tetanus, whooping 
cough, rubella, mumps--even 
measles. Polio has all but 
disappeared. Deaths from these 
childhood diseases are few--less 
than 500 a year in the U.S. 

But vaccine-preventable diseases  
that more typically strike adults-- 
such as influenza, pneumococcal 
infections and hepatitis B-related 
liver disease—kill up to 80,000 in 
this country annually. 

Last year, pneumonia and 
influenza claimed the lives of 3,668 
Texans. This combined category is 
a perennial among the state's top 
ten causes of death. 

In fact, a recent report from the 
National Center for Health 
Statistics showed life expectancy in 
the U.S. declining last year, partly 
as a result of pneumonia and 
influenza. According to provisional 
data for 1993, life expectancy 
dipped 0.2 years from 1992 to 75.7 
years. Flu epidemics also were 
responsible for the last life 
expectancy decline in 1980. 

Despite these disease threats, few 
adults actually receive the 
recommended vaccines. And 
thousands--make that millions-- 
literally bet their lives that they will 
not become one of next year's 
disease statistics. 

The reasons vary--from a lack ot 
understanding about disease risks to 
the scarcity of government 
programs and insurance policies to 
cover costs of adult immunizations 
They are complicated by the fact 
that adults' risk of infectious 
diseases varies with age as well as 
lifestyle and other factors. But the 
facts remain. If you're 65 or older 
or if you have a chronic condition 
such as diabetes or heart, lung or 
kidney disease, you should see your 
doctor about a flu shot--every year 
before the start of flu season. You 
should also have had pneumococcal 
vaccine--but one dose should do for 
life. 

Adults born after 1956 should 
have one dose of measles-mumps-
rubella vaccine. College students, 
health care workers, some travelers 
and a few others--almost everybody 
in the case of a major measles 
outbreak--should get a second dose. 
And all adults should have the 
three-dose series of tetanus-
diphtheria immunizations, plus a 
booster every ten years--make that 
five years if you suffer a substantial 
or deep puncture wound. 

In addition, 	hepatitis 	13 
vaccinations are recommended for 
health care workers, persons 
receiving blood products or 
undergoing hemodialysis, 
heterosexuals with more than one 
partner, homosexual and bisexual

As a newly-appointed member of 
the National Vaccine Advisory 
Committee, I will advocate keeping 
adult immunizations a national 
health priority. The committee 
recently made several far-reaching 
recommendations--from educating 
health care providers to supporting 
research for new vaccines--that 
should encourage more adults to 
take advantage of the disease-
protecting powers of 
immunizations. 

But, for today, you are ultimately 
responsible for doing the 
responsible, adult thing. If you're 
old enough to remember Groucho's 
quiz show--the one with the duck 
who knew the secret word--you're 
old enough to be smart enough to 
get your shots. And even if you 
can't recall "You Bet Your Life," if 
you're old enough to gamble, you're 
old enough to know better than to 
risk something as precious as your 
health.

and national affairs on behalf of 
agriculture," the proclamation reads. 

"Farm Bureau is a grass-roots 
organization. Its foundation is the 
county unit. There are 211 
organized county Farm Bureaus in 
the stale including the Cooke 
County Farm Bureau," the 
proclamation states. 

Robert Klement said the local 
county Fann Bureau has 2,841 
member families and is seeking to 
exceed that figure in 1995. 

Ile said that the Farm Bureau is a 
general farm organization that seeks 
to improve income and living 
conditions of farm and ranch 
fatuities. It represents the fanner 
and rancher at the local county 
courthouse, in Austin and in the 
nation's capital, Washington, D.C. 

procedures. 
• Tenants or landowners are 

entitled to benefits of federal 
legislation on any farm that is in 
compliance with the provisions of 
the farm program, regardless of the 
status of their other farms. 

• Participation in any federal or 
state water projects shall not 
adversely affect a grower's 
participation in any USDA farm 
program. 

• There should he no 
environmental mandates for 
participation in the federal farm 
program. 

• The current system of 
commodity specific crop acreage 
bases should remain intact. Base 
acreage should be determined on a 
five-year moving average of planted 
or considered planted acres. There 
should be a conversion to a "whole 
farm" base or similar system which 
consolidates all program and 
allowed non-program crops. These 
crops would include oilseeds 
(soybeans, sunflowers, safflower, 
canola, sesame, castor beans and 
guar). Some experimental and 
industrial crops would be allowed 
under the Fann Bureau plan. 

• Producers should be allowed to 
plant any combination of program 
and permitted non-program crops 
on whole farm bases. 

AFBF delegates said they want 
proven yields used in calculating 
deficiency payments and target 
prices maintained at the current 
levels. 

They also stated a preference for 
maintaining the farmer-owned 
reserve as it is presently structured. 

The recent drop in the value of

Prairies need 
to be eaten 
To an individual blade of grass, 

being eaten is a terrible thing. 
However, grazing is an integral 

part of the prairie ecosystem. 
Kansas State University scientists 
have found the activities of cattle to 
be important in maintaining the 
stability of rangelands. 

"These animals increase the 
diversity of plant species on the 
prairie," said David Hartnett, a 
Kansas Agricultural Experiment 
Station plant ecologist. "This 
variety of plant species may help 
grasslands withstand environmental 
changes, such as drought and fire, 
better." 

One study involves grazing cattle 
at low, moderate and heavy 
stocking rates. 

Computer game 
accents farm 

Starting up a farm is no game.  
But CTN Farm Works, an 
international farming software firm. 
hopes the software game it has just 
released will be a source of down-
to-earth education as well as 
entertainment for anyone who wants 
to learn more about farming.

Players don't have to know much 
about farming to enjoy the games, 
notes Teegardin. They should 
know - or they will soon leant - that 
you don't plant corn in the middle of 
winter and you don't leave crops in 
the field to rot." 

Game players must also figure 
out what type of pesticide to use, 
whether it is cost effective to spray 
for bugs, and whether to borrow 
more money from the bank. They 
decide what farm implements 
should be purchased, and they must 
deal with varying weather 
conditions, from floods to droughts. 

"This game reflects real fanning 
challenges and it is fun, too," notes 
Teegardin, adding that the new 
game was written by software 
engineers and programmers who 
know farming. "We know parents 
and grandparents will like giving 
this positive, educational game to 
their children and grandchildren. 
And we're sure they will enjoy 
playing the game as much as kids, 
too."
