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The present relationship be-
tween the Philipino government
and our own is an object of pride
to every American. Even before
our soldiers have finished the job
of cleaning out. the Japs, in fact
before the liberation of the is-
lands was begun, the natives were
assured that they would be free
men on August 13 of this year.
Now comes news that they. are
not in a special hurry for their
independencer and suggest post-
{»glslng _the deadline until July 4,

. There are at ledast two reasons
why 'this incident is destined to
adorn the pages of history. It is
remarkable for a sovereign nation
to give a colony its independence.
It is equally remarkable £or a col-
ony to postpone acceptance of
such a gift. ,

Another detail worthy of note
is the Philinino offer to grant'na-
val bases to the United States. No
strings attached. Just an invit.
ation to move in. Cynics might
interpret that move as a selfish
scheme to secure the protection
of our navyv. But it is also an ex-
pression of confidence. The Phil-
ipinos know we have no aggres-
sive designs on them.

Philipino confidence, a natural
outgrowth of a half century of
fair treatment was magnificently
shown from the very beginning of
the war. Of all the colonials in
the Orient they were the only ones

who joined forces with the mo-]

ther country to resist and repel
the invader. Their loyalty is a tri-
bute to Ameriean rule.

The entire affair is especially
significant at this time because
it stands out in such sharp con-
trast with -the policies of other
nations. It proves that our lead-
ers were not merely mumbling
idle words when they spoke of
restoring freedoms and a better
wav of life.

While these agreeable, generous
relations are under way between
us and our former colonials, other
countries are arousing new an-
tagonisms in their ambitions to
extend their sphere of national
power -— not over their former
colnnials but over former indep-
endent peoples left destitute by
the ravages of war.

Russia’s behavior

There is little in her present at-
titude to acknowledge
owes this countrv a debt of eter-
nal gratitude for helping defeat
Germany. A few days ago the
Red press was unduly caustic
about American delay in seizing

war criminals., It made no allow- |

" mob. Russia’s obstinacy in the

Polish incident, her controversies
at San Francisco, her domineer-
ing attitude in the Balkans, her
frequent _unfriendly comments, all
of these things raise the ques-
tion whether she is striking a
hard bargain or only creating
animosity to serve as an excuse
for declining to help in the Jap-
anese war. The cooperation we're
eetting is certainly poor payment
for our generous help in Russia's
hour of need.

Perhaps it isn’t a mere coinci-
dence that Yugoslavia under
Marshal Tito’s leadership insist-
ed on the administration of Tries-
te. As a Balkan favorite of the
Communist regime, Tito has the
support of Stalin, a connection
which explains his present power
and the obscurity of a former
Yugoslav patriot,

At the beginning of the war
we heard wonderful stories about

.the heroic feats of Draga Mihail-

ovich. Practically bare handed he
and his guerillas were dealing
misery to .the German invaders.
Then Tito, well supplied with Sta-
lin's ecuipment and blessing, came
upon the scene. For a while there
was trouble between factions, then
Mihailovich faded out of the news.
The hero of a few vears ago is
a forgotten man today, maybe a
hunted man.

The way some high ranking
Nazis are scrambling to save their
necks latelv . is worth a laugh.
Typical of low minded .criminals,
they are forsaking their former
jdeals and trving to absolve them-
selves by casting blame on others
or bv dencuncing their allegiance

Pvt. Andy Stelzer, son of Mr.
and Mrs. Matt Stelzer, as a mem- |
ber of the Fighting 69th Infantry
Division, saw plenty of action in

'Europe before the surrender of
. Germany. He went = overseas on
|Jan. 1, 1945, after having receiv-
ed his basic training at Camp
!Hood.

! Only a few weeks after landing
in England, the 69th Division, com-
manded by Major General EF
Reinhardt, was seeing action fonr
the first' time in the inner Sieg-
fried defenses. By March 27 it
had broken through the crumbl-
ing line, crossed the Rhine River
and captured the historic fortress
of Ehrembreitstein citidel of the
American Army of Occupation af-
ter World War 1.

Standing poised on tht west
bank of the Rhine after its drive
into the Rhineland, the 69th sent
a combat team which included the
companv to which Andy was at-
tached, across the river., Threat-
ened by the encircling American
forces, the enemy garrison hold-
ing the fortress area began to
withdraw rapidly, eastward.

Encountering but light opposi-
tion from the rear guard elements.
the combat team completed a pin-
cer-like movement around the
fort and captured 163 prisoners.
The fortress fell to the 69th on
March 27 and was one of the 42
localities that was cleared by the
combat team in a two-day oper-
ation.

flag was raised by a svecial hon-
[or euard of the 69th Infantry
Division.

"The same ‘flag that was lowerec
when the U.S. Army of Occupa-
tion left Germany after World
War I, in January 1923, was rais-
'ed during the ceremony, symbol-
,izing the victorious reentry of
| American troops into Germany.
In the years between World War
I and World War II this flag
was vreserved in the war depart-
ment. The flag was flown to the
scene from Washington for the
ceremony and the 69th raised it
over Ehrembreistsein while the
National Anthem was played by
an army band.

Gen. Reinhardt,
commanding the 69th which rais-
ed the flag over the fortress. was
the major in the Fourth Division.

By Congressman Ed Gossett

Washington, D. C. May 25 —
As this is being written the
House is still denating an exten-
sion of the Reciprocal Trade
Agreements Act. This is a com-
plicated and highly important
piece of legislation. Old timers will
recall that the tariff used to be
the big issue between the Dem-
ocratic and Republican parties.
The Republicans contended for
high tariffs to protect American
| industries from competition with
| imported goods. The Democratic
]part.v. on the other hand, conten-
ded for low tariffs to benefit Am-
erican consumers and the country
as 3 whole.

Following World War I, instead
of decreasing tariffs and promot-
ing world trade. we increased tar-
iffs and then loaned large sums
of money to foreign countries. The
necessary stopving of these loans,
together with exceedingly high
tariffs is alleged to have been one
of the chief causes of the collapse
of 1929. In 1943 the first Recipro-
cal Trade Agreement Act was pas
sed as a substitute for the old pol=
itical, log-rolling methods of writ=
ina tariff bills.

Under the Reciprocal Trade
Agreement Act the administration,
through the Departments of State
Commerce, the Tariff Commission
and other government agencies,
started out to make trades or con-
tracts with other nations as to
duties and quotas on imports and
exports. This Act was renewed in
1937 and has been twice renewed
since. It has authorized the Pres-
ident to cut duties by as much as
50 ver cent. Between 1934 and
1939 our exports to trade agree-
ment countries rose by 63 per cenv
while our exports to non-trade
agreement countries countries rosc
by only 32 ner cent. We now have
trade agreements with 28 countries

In order »f importance our best
customers in 1937 were: Unitea
Kingdom, Canada, France, Mexico
Belgium, Argentina. the Nether-
lands, and .Cuba. Javan was our
only 'ezdine customer with whom
we did not have a trade agreement

T have alwayvs voted for the Re-
ciprocal Trade Agreement Acts,
and will vote for the present ex-
| tencion, althouoh T should like to
see certain nrotective amendments
adopted. Indenendent nil men are
afraid of oil imported by large ma.
ior companies who own vast hold-
ings in foreign lands. Cattle men
are ofraid of competition from
Mexico, Canada and Argentina.
Thev <av over half the land acre-
age cof America grows grass and
is pdaptable only to cattle rais-
| ing. Our cattle rooulation in 1940
was 68.800,000 while our -cattle
ponulation now is *81,760,000. Ar-
| gentina has over 31 million head
of rattle.

€ Make hay while the sun shines’’

is something we’ve all been
told many times, but it’s even more
important to make hay before the
bloom shines too bright.

Some farmers make hay just
to fill their mow, but the good
dairy farmer makes hay to fiil
his cows with the right kind of
feed. The time for cutting is
most important. Cut hay early,
if you want it to have the most
possible feed value.

Alfalfa should be cut at one-tenth
to one-quarter bloom stage. Cut
clover at half bloom stage, sweet
clover when the buds show or earlier
and grasses as soon as headed and
before they bloom. *

Soybeans should be cut when
the first podsare filled and before
the lower leaves turn yellow.
Follow these suggestions and
you'll put up really good hay.

just tip the lids of your milk cans
at such an angle.

If you have a milk-house with a
utensil rack your empty cans are
stored upside down, with lids off,
between milkings. When you do not
have such an arrangement, keep the
lids on tight. .

Cans should be kept in a pro-
tected place but there are dust
particles in the air at all times.
If the lids are tilted, some of the
dust may get into the can.

Your cans are washed and cleaned
thoroughly before they leave the
dairy plant. It’s up to you to see
that dust does not get into the can
after it gets back to your farm.

Tests prove that milk cools as
rapidly with the lid on tight
as it does when the lid is tilted
while the can is in the cooler.

And don’t forget, always be sure
to sterilize the can with a chlorine
rinse before milk is strained into it.

Looks like that Jack-of-all-trades—
soybeans—has a chance to do a
rescue job this year. This time soy-
beans can help out on flood relief
and can replace freezing losses.

Reports indicate that there was
some alfalfa damage during the
winter. If your field suffered winter
kill or has been hit by flood water,
soybeans may be the answer.

The crop grows to cutting
stage rapidly and will fill that
need for a high protein hay. Your
county agent will have a list of
the soybean varieties which are
recommended for your area.
