Smoke detectors have been 
available to the public since 
the 1970's, but according to a 
report issued recently by the 
Texas Fire Incident Reporting 
System (TEXFIRS), more than 
half of the 178 residential fire 
deaths in Texas last year 
occurred in homes without 
smoke detectors. "Smoke 
detectors save lives. A working 
smoke detector can give you 
time in a critical situation 
where minutes can mean the 
difference between life and 
death," said Gary L. Warren, 
Sr., executive director of the 
Texas Commission on Fire 
Protection. 

To 	emphasize 	the 
importance of smoke detectors, 
Governor George W. Bush has 
proclaimed Oct. 6 - 11 as Fire 
Prevention Week in Texas. 
The Texas Commission on Fire 
Protection offers the following 
advice regarding smoke 
detectors: 

Working smoke detectors 
save lives. Proper placement, 
routine testing and regular

Make placement a 
priority. Homes should have 
smoke detectors on every floor 
of the home, including the 
basement, and outside each 
sleeping area. If you sleep with 
your bedroom doors closed, 
install a smoke detector inside 
each bedroom. (Closing 
bedroom doors when you are 
sleeping helps to slow the 
spread of smoke and fumes if 
a fire develops.) Detectors 
should be installed in any 
other areas of your home 
where people sleep. On floors 
without bedrooms, smoke 
detectors should be installed 
in or near living areas, such as 
family rooms and living rooms. 

Detectors that are wired into 
the home electrical system 
should be installed by a 
licensed fire alarm installer. If

your detector plugs into a wall 
socket, make sure it has a 
restraining device to keep its 
plug from being pulled out. 
Never connect a detector to a 
circuit that could be turned off 
at a wall switch. 

Since smoke and deadly 
gases rise, detectors should be 
placed on the ceiling at least 
four inches from the nearest 
wall, or high on a wall, four to 
12 inches from the ceiling. 
The four inch minimum is 
important to keep detectors 
out of dead air spaces, because 
hot air is turbulent and may 
bounce so much it misses 
spots near a surface. Don't 
install detectors near a 
window, door or fireplace 
because drafts could detour 
smoke away from the unit. In 
rooms where the ceiling has 
an extremely high point, such 
as vaulted ceilings, mount 
the detector near the ceiling's 
highest point. 

Maintenance is a must. It 
is very important to maintain 
your smoke detectors by 

first line and four second line 
cardio-pulmonary emergency 
drugs; discuss the electrical 
therapy applied in 
cardioversion and  
defibrillation; identify the 
ACLS decision tree algorithm 
to apply in a CPA; record 
pertinent information for 
documentation in CPA; discuss 
the communication with family 
members and staff concerning 
news of a sudden death.

Replacing batteries — If 
your smoke detectors are 
battery operated, replace the 
batteries according to the 
manufacturer's instructions. 
Do this at least once a year or 
whenever the detector 
"chirps" to alert you that the 
battery power is low. Make 
sure no one disables your 
smoke detector by borrowing 
batteries for other uses. 

Cleaning — Just as you 
clean your home, your smoke 
detectors need to be cleaned. 
Make sure that you follow the 
manufacturer's instructions 
about cleaning. Cobwebs and 
dust usually can be removed 
with a vacuum cleaner.

It is not all unusual to see 
unused dairy barns and other 
structures that have been, 
more or less abandoned, as 
their owners have retired, or 
changed to other types of 
agriculture. 

Other relics, used in the 
past, but long unused and 
forgotten, are the concrete 
dipping vats that were much in 
use when I was born, and 
before. 

Personally, the only memory 
I have of my Dad having cattle 
dipped was circa 1926. My two 
older brothers drove all the 
cattle from the home place, to a 
farm then owned by John 
Bayer Sr., and now owned by 
Gary Hess, south of Muenster. 

Mr. Bayer had one of the 
vats there, and for a fee of 104 
per animal, he furnished the 
vat and the arsenic solution 
used to destroy any ticks that 
the cattle carried. 

These vats were at least 8 
feet deep, and just wide enough 
to accommodate large cattle, 
but too narrow to allow them to 
turn around in. 

asset to the community and 
has never asked for city help, 
the council voted to waive all 
penalties.

The solution had to be deep 
enough to allow complete 
immersion as the animals were 
forced to jump in, and at the 
same time contain the splash, 
to avoid waste. 

After jumping in, the cattle 
swain to a ramp in the exit 
end, and climbed out where 
they were held momentarily, to 
drip on a concrete pad that 
allowed the runoff to drain 
back into the vat. 

All of this was necessary 
because of a small brown tick 
that infected cattle with Texas 
Tick Fever, beginning in the 
mid 1800s and eventually 
threatening all the cattle in the 
Southwestern United States. 

Following a rigid rule of 
regular dipping, cattlemen 
were able to eradicate the 
Cattle Tick, and then, for lack 
of need, most of these old vats 
were abandoned, and, for 
safety were eventually filled in. 

Some remnants can still be 
seen, to my knowledge, on one 
of the Johnny Kleiss farms, 
and on the Powell pasture west 
of town.

She was 
le second oldest of five 
sildren, having three brothers 
nd one sister. Her parents, 
oseph and Louise (Tochter) 
rob gave her the name Clara 
ouise when she was baptized. 
After attending the required 
rades in the Johanneum 
chool near her home, Clara 
tended a Teachers Training 
chool in Menzingen, 
witzerland. She had first 
anted to become a missionary 
India, but instead was later 

arsuaded to join a group of 
relve young ladies coming to 
merica in 1924, to become 
enedictine Sisters. She 
ceived the Name of 
ieresina when she made her 

SR. THERESINA GROB 
first profession in 1926 at 
Convent Maria Stein in 
Pocahontas. In 1898, this 
convent was relocated to 
Jonesboro and the name was 
changed to Holy Angels 
Convent. In addition to her 12 
classmates from Switzerland, 
there was one from Muenster, 
Sister Frances Hofbauer. 

Sister Theresina completed 
her studies for a Licentiate of 
Instruction Diploma from 
Arkansas State Agricultural 
and Mechanical College in 
Jonesboro in 1930. She has the 
distinction of being in the first 
graduating class of this 
institution, now Arkansas 
State University. She taught 
science, mathematics, Latin 
and Spanish for 46 years; with 
thirty-three of these in 
Muenster. Other places where 
she taught were: Holy Angels 
Academy, 9 years; St. Paul's, 
Pocahontas, 4 years. In 1980, 
Sister Theresina retired to the 
motherhouse, where she 
continued a correspondence 
ministry. She numbered among 
her fans, hundreds of Muenster 
Enterprise readers and friends, 
who cherished her "Letters To 
The Editor." Nieces and 
nephews in Switzerland are 
the only survivors. 

Petite and diminutive in size, 
her stature was enhanced by 
her capacity to master five 
languages, and teach math and  

science. Typically, she dearly 
loved the Edelweiss, national 
flower of Switzerland. 

Sister Theresina endeared 
herself to students and adults 
alike. She adopted the Tiger 
football team and gave them 
enthusiastic support. She 
expected good work from her 
students and gave them 
devoted attention in return. 

The Muenster Jaycees 
presented their "Outstanding 
Citizen Award" to Sister 
Theresina Grob OSB for her 
many years of service to the 
parish and community, in May 
1980, at their annual banquet. 

Patients and their families 
remember her frequent visits 
to Muenster Memorial 
Hospital. She always delighted 
in the outdoors and enjoyed the 
walk from the convent to the 
hospital. 

She touched many families 
in so many ways - even helped 
Charles and Carolyn Bayer in 
choosing "Kolonialwaren" when 
their business was new in 
Muenster. The name means 
groceries and wares. 

In 1980 she was honored by 
the parish on the golden jubilee 
of her profession. She also 
observed the 60th and 70th 
jubilees as a nun. Some of her 
nieces and nephews were 
present for both, and many 
Muenster friends. 

Several times during her 
years as a member of the 
Olivetan Benedictines, she was 
privileged to travel back to her 
home in Switzerland for family 
reunions. 

She always enjoyed company 
and celebrations. Always 
retaining her beautiful 
handwriting, she was also 
always alert mentally. 
Although limited physically in 
her last year, in her wheel 
chair she attended her 
birthday party at the convent, 
her feast day and Holy Angels 
feast day during the last week 
of her days on this Earth.

Walkers 
and joggers 
beware!

Walkers and joggers are a 
common sight throughout the 
City of Muenster. These are 
excellent ways to staying in 
shape while also sharing social 
times together, especially for 
walkers. Recently though, 
there have been some 
dangerous trends noticed. For 
instance, during a recent 
emergency run, the Fire 
Department's emergency 
vehicle had its lights and 
sirens going. The vehicle had to 
swerve around several walkers 
who were walking abreast of 
each other and refused to walk 
single-file or get out of the way 
of the emergency responding 
vehicle. 

Here are a few tips on 
walking and jogging safely: 

a. Wear light colored clothes 
and reflective material at dusk 
or later.

d. When walking at dusk or 
dawn with the sun behind you, 
be aware that the approaching 
vehicles may not see you 
because of the sunlight, and be 
prepared to step off the road 
surface, if necessary. 

e. When walking or running 
alone, don't wear earphones 
which might prevent you from 
hearing approaching traffic. 

f. Keep a watch out for 
potential danger and avoid it 
by being alert.

Part of this effort 
focuses on raising public 
awareness about domestic 
violence. Toward this end, the 
month of October is designated 
as National Domestic Violence 
Awareness Month. This event 
is an opportunity to open not 
only your mind to the reality, 
but also your heart to the 
tragedy of domestic violence. 

Did you know that: 
• Every year between two and 
four million American women 
are battered by their husbands 
or boyfriends. 
• Abused children are four 
times more likely to be 
involved in violent crime. 
• In the United States, 
domestic violence is the single 
largest cause of injury to 
women. 
• In Cooke County alone, 
Friends of the Family, a local 
service agency, advocated for 
275 adults, 355 children and 
114 friends and family who 
were involved in domestic 
violence cases in 1995. 

Domestic violence affects 
many people. Most obviously, 
victims of domestic violence 
suffer emotional and often 
physical harm when abused. 
Many victims die because of  

domestic violence. Children of 
victims often witness the 
abuse which, in turn, has 
harmful and detrimental 
effects to the children's 
psychological health. Often, 
the children are not the only 
witnesses, but are abused as 
well. 

Friends and relatives of 
domestic violence victims 
suffer emotionally with the 
victims. Sometimes friends 
and relatives who try to help 
victims of domestic violence 
are harmed, injured, or killed 
when they happen to be in the 
way of the abuser. Anyone 
trying to help a domestic 
violence victim should contact 
the police or Cooke County 
Friends of the Family Hotline, 
(817)665-2873, for help. 

Those of us who are not in 
the direct path of domestic 
violence may feel unaffected by 
it. However, domestic violence 
contributes to violence in our 
communities and  
neighborhoods and schoolyards 
would be safer if domestic 
violence were not so common. 
Learning that violence was not 
an option as a coping 
mechanism would help all of 
us to sleep easier at night. 

Evasion of the emotional 
costs of domestic violence is 
possible. The financial cost of 
domestic violence (law 
enforcement, prosecution, 
incarceration, medical costs, 
employer costs, employee 
absenteeism, etc.) is a burden 
that we all bear.

Two major drug trials 
recently initiated at UT 
Southwestern Medical Center 
at Dallas may offer hope for the 
millions of Americans affected 
by Alzheimer's disease. 

UT Southwestern is one of 30 
medical centers across the 
nation - and the only one in 
North Texas - testing 
propentofylline, an oral drug 
for Alzheimer's that also may 
be effective for patients who 
experience dementia as a 
result of strokes. If the 
medication proves effective, it 
could improve the condition of 
patients or at least slow the 
progression of Alzheimer's 
symptoms, said psychiatry 
research nurse administrator 
Doris Svetlik. The most 
common symptoms of the 
disease are memory loss, 
confusion, difficulty in finding 
the correct words for articulate 
conversation, difficulty 
recalling names and repetition 
of previous conversation. 

Researchers at UT 
Southwestern are hoping to 
enroll about 15 patients and

The oral medication 
is intended to alleviate the 
major symptoms of 
Alzheimer's. The participants, 
like those in the 
propentofylline trial, must be 
coherent enough to answer 
researchers' questions. 

Svetlik said the clinic also 
has several other drug trials 
under way. Only one 
Alzheimer's medication, 
Cognex, has received approval 
from the Food and Drug 
Administration. About 25

'After Cognex was approved, 
we had difficulty recruiting for 
other drug studies because 
everyone wanted to be on that 
drug," she said. "We're now 
starting to get more interest in 
these new studies as people 
realize that one drug doesn't 
work for everybody." 

The cause of Alzheimer's is 
still a mystery although 
researchers have made 
progress in understanding the 
role played by genes. The new 
generation of medications 
target various sections of the 
brain that degenerate during 
the course of the disease. 

Alzheimer's disease affects 
approximately 4 million 
Americans. The UT 
Southwestern clinic currently 
sees about 300 patients.

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Fire safety stressed 
for farm and home 
The Cooke County Farm 

Bureau joins County Judge 
Paul Hesse, area firefighters 
and other businesses in 
promoting fire prevention and 
safety during Fire Prevention 
Week Oct. 6-12. 

Farm Bureau commends all 
residents who have made the 
extra effort to clean up by 
removing all trash, whether 
solid or liquid, to improve 
personal safety by avoiding 
fires and other hazards. 
Thanks to our educators, also, 
who encourage clean-up and 
paint up efforts which improve 
our communities. Let's not 
stop with this annual 
emphasis! Let's look at weekly 
and/or monthly safety 
emphasis issues. Let's make 
fire safety a daily habit. 

Protect yourself by keeping 
fire a friend: 

• Read and follow 
instructions with portable 
heaters. Place them where 
they won't ignite combustibles 
or be tipped over.

Place one in or on all vehicles, 
motorized equipment and 
other machinery. 

• Consider installing a 
sprinkler system in all new 
construction. 

• Consider a separate locked 
building on a concrete pad 
(slab) engineered for spill 
containment, for storage of all 
pesticides, herbicides and 
other farm chemicals. Locate 
the building, if possible, to 
avoid toxic smoke reaching 
surrounding homes, shops, or 
businesses. 

• Consider storing all fuels 
50 feet or more from all 
buildings. Keep the area clean 
and place a fire extinguisher 
nearby. Mark each tank with 
"Caution", "Flammable", plus 
contents. Example: Gasoline, 
Diesel fuel, Kerosene, etc.

AFLATOXIN IN SORGHUM  

Over the last eight years, all of 
the Texas State Chemist Office's 
data suggested that the amount of 
sorghum contaminated with afla-
toxin was relatively small and, 
when contaminated, the level of 
contamination was less than 100 
parts per billion (ppb). 

However, this year's sorghum 
crop is different. Dr. George Lati-
mer says that contamination of sor-
ghum appears much more extensive 
than in previous years and their 
laboratory has found values above 
400 ppb. Dr. Latimer recommends 
those who wish to use sorghum in 
their rations need to test product 
before use and those who sell need 
to test the shipment before delivery 
to ensure that its label accurately 
represems the level of aflatoxin 
contamination. 

Remember that feed grade sor-
ghum can circulate freely and 
unlabeled only  if the aflatoxin 
contamination is less than 20 ppb.

A two-night Fall Recertification 
Shortcourse for Pesticide Applica-
tors will be held Oct. 16 and 17 
from 6 to 9 p.m. in the Little The-
ater at North Central Texas Col-
lege. Each night producers will be 
offered three Continuing Education 
Units toward recertification of their 
pesticide license. This will give 
producers an opportunity to get a 
total of six CEU's if they attend 
both nights. 

A variety of topics will be cov-
ered including Beneficial Insects, 
IPM, Result Demonstration Work, 
Pasture Management and Herbi-
cides, Laws and Regulations, and 
Right to Know. 

In addition, Commercial and Non-
Commercial Applicators holding 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
licenses may also receive Contin-
uing Education Units. 

The recent rains have been 
welcomed by producers, but the 
greenup process has brought 
many infestations of army 
worms and the fear that what 
little crop is available will be 
defoliated, reports the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service. 

Forrest Mitchell of 
Stephenville, Extension 
research entomologist, said 
this year's wetter climate could 
be conducive to the fall army 
worm, but he added that 
currently this is only 
speculation. 

James Robinson of Overton, 
Extension entomologist, said 
they have had more 
applications this year than in 
the last 20 years. Ile said some 
producers have sprayed three 
times to get the army worms 
under controL 

The army worm is normal for 
this time of year. When it 
feeds, Robinson said, the army 
worm larvae strips the foliage 
and then moves on to the next 

Cattle sales
