'uesday. Hospital staff, 
'hysicians, and board members 
ttended.

ospitals, said Post. Level I is a 
omprehensive trauma facility, 
here are five in Texas.

"Basic trauma facilities 
provide resuscitation, 
stabilization, and arrange for 
appropriate transfer of all 
major and severe trauma 
patients to a higher level of 
trauma care," continued Post. 
"Hospitals cannot use the term 
trauma facility, trauma 
hospital or trauma center 
unless they have been 
designated as a trauma facility 
by the Texas Department of 
Health. 

"These facts and the 
commitment of Muenster 
Memorial Hospital to provide 
optimal quality care, and 
knowing that there are heavily 
traveled highways going 
through Muenster, it was 
essential for the hospital and 
its staff to become better 
educated and better equipped 

problems in the park was 
tabled until a Park Board 
meeting could study the 
problem.

Henry Weinzapfel, president

unborn." Organizers explained 
that the crosses are meant to 
serve as a memorial to the 
millions of babies killed by 
abortion. The crosses are also 
meant to educate the public 
about abortion, they added. 

Included among those 
attending the county-wide Life 
Chain event were at least five 
pastors from area churches and 
representatives from at least 
six communities and their 
surrounding areas. A number 
of pro-life religious 
denominations were also 
represented. 

While this was the fourth 

Seven 
passersby offered "thuml 
ups", waves, or friendly honk

Taxpayer Relief Act of 
1997 

by Duane Knabe, CPA 
The Taxpayer Relief Bill of 

1997 was passed by Congress 
on July 31, 1997. Partially 
because of its tremendous 
bipartisan support (House: 389-
43; Senate 92-8), it was signed 
into law on Aug. 5, 1997. 
Taxpayers and tax professionals 
must learn many changes in a 
short period of time since there 
are over 800 Internal Revenue 
Code amendments and nearly 
300 new provisions of which 
150 are already effective. 

The range of taxpayers 
affected by this law is probably 
even more substantial than the 

(`number of law changes required. 
The numerous changes affect 
individuals, families, investors 
and businesses. Key provisions 
include capital gain reductions, 
child tax credits, educational 
incentives, savings and invest-
ment incentives, alternative 
minimum tax reform, estate and 
gift tax reform, as well as 
numerous extensions and 
technical corrections. 

The price of this Act is the 
additional complexity of the 
Internal Revenue Code. Also, 
Congress's previous goal of tax 
simplification has been com-
pletely ignored. This is apparent 
even if one just considers the 
interaction of the new child tax 
credits with the existing earned 
income credit or just considers 
the capital gain breaks or the 
new IRA alternatives. These 
provisions, alone or in conjunction 
with the others, make it much 
more difficult for taxpayers to 
undertake planning strategies on 
their own.

time period for trauma code 
patients. 

• The Emergency 
Department is well—organized 
and contains ample 
resuscitation supplies for the 
adult or pediatric patient. 

• The trauma flowsheet is 
well—developed and supports 
complete 	nursing 
documentation. 

• The Trauma Coordinator 
completes follow—up calls to 
obtain information on all 
trauma patients transferred 
from MMH. 

• The over—all trauma 
program at MMH is well—
organized 	and 	fully 
operational. 

Level IV trauma centers are 
required to have 24—hour duty 
schedules of nurses and other 
staff trained in trauma care. As 
part of this designation MMH 
has available state—of—the—art 
equipment for treating the 
trauma patient. 

Muenster Memorial is an 18' 
bed acute care hospital which 
serves a population of 18,000 
plus. In the past 12 months 546 
trauma related visits were 
made to the hospital by 
patients. 

Trauma is the leading cause 
of death for people 44 and 
younger in Texas. An average 
of 30 Texans die each day from 
trauma injuries. Since 1989, 
the trauma death rate in Texas 
has steadily decreased from 
59.2 people per 100,000 to 51.3 
in 1995. This decline in death 
rates is in part due to the 
creation of this statewide 
trauma system by the TDH 
which has developed guidelines 
for four levels of trauma 
facility designation.

$28,050 master plan grant 
by Stephen Broyles, City Administrator 

Mayor Henry Weinzapfel reports that on August 21, 1997, the 
Texas Community Development Program State Review 
Committee of the Texas Department of Housing and Community 
Affairs (TDHCA) approved the preliminary funding 
recommendation for FY98 of a $28,050 grant for the City of 
Muenster. These funds are to be used in preparing a master 
plan for the city for the next 20 years. However, these funds are 
not official until the federal budget is approved by Congress. The 
City of Muenster will provide $3,000 as a match for this grant. 
These funds should be available by March 1998. 

The 1998 Master Plan will replace the 1979 plan. It will be 
comprehensive and will include the following; a population 
analysis; housing and education needs; land use; recreation 
facilities, such as parks; community facilities such as storm 
water drainage, wastewater treatment plant and systems, and 
Lake Muenster construction and impact; fire protection; 
economic development; zoning and subdivision ordinance 
updates; and a capital improvement plan. Each of these areas 
will be combined into a composite plan integrating the various 
city needs. 

The City of Muenster was among 91 cities competing for these 
grants funds. FY 97 grants funded 23 cities, while FY 98 grants 
will fund 34 cities, assuming that the FY 98 funds match the FY 
97 funds. Thus, 34 cities received no grants funds. 

This is an excellent year for Muenster since this is the second 
community development grant received this year. Our City 
Administrator, Steve Broyles, has done an outstanding job in 
preparing and presenting our grant applications!

NCTC fall enrollment 

reaches new all-time high 
North Central Texas College 

has started its new 1997-98 
Academic year off with yet 
another all-time record for 
enrollment, college officials 
announced this week. 

Fall 1997 enrollment will 
surpass 4,250 - about 100 
students more than the 
previous high for a fall 
semester. 

This record has come on the 
heels of a lot of changes we've 
made here at the college," said 
Dr. Ronnie Glasscock, NCTC 
president.

 Registration counts have 
steadily increased in the last 
several years. In the Fall, 1995 

semester, the registration 
count was 4,097 after all 
cancellations and withdraws 
were accounted for. That 
number jumped to 4,157 in the 
Fall, 1996 semester, This fall, 
headcount reached the record 
number 4,252. 

"Even that number doesn't 
completely reflect the total 
overall numbers," said Regina 
Organ, dean of student 
services. "We have a new 
option for several courses 
which allows students to earn 
Continuing Education Units 
(CEUs) rather than regular 
college credit, so 68 students 
who chose this option aren't 
figured into these numbers. 
Registration counts are strictly 
credit-only courses."

It was important 
that I share this part of my life 
with them." 

Father Gary Swirczynski 
received permission from his 
Superiors for ordination in 
Phoenix. And so, Indians 
participated in the sacred 
ceremony in St. Mary's 
Basilica, to ordain their 
Franciscan Brother a priest. 
The combination ceremony 
included the solemn, holy, 
centuries-old Catholic rites and 
solemn, impressive Indian 
chanters, musicians, dancers, 
and a medicine man, as Father 
Gary took his vows of poverty, 
obedience and chastity. 

In June 1987, he received his 
first assignment, and returned 
to the Gila River Reservation 
where he had worked as a 
Brother and would now serve 
as the head Franciscan Priest. 
He was assisted by a Brother 
and a nun. They were to 
shoulder the heavy load of 
overseeing the ministry of 
nearly 3,000 Catholics in the 
eight villages spread over the 
reservation. They conducted 
convert classes, trained prayer 
leaders and baptism 
instructors to handle certain 
Catholic rites when religious 
personnel were not available. 

They conducted Bible studie: 
and taught sacred music. 

Father Gary Swirczynsk 
admitted the journey between 
his initial calling to be a pries 
and his final commitment wa: 
a difficult one. 

He had left his native For 
Worth home shortly after hie 
school to do maintenance work 
at an Indian School! 

"I saw these guys (these 
Franciscans) in their long black 
robes, working in the scorchint 
heat, and sharing their live! 
with people from the 
reservation," he said. 

His fervent interest in 
Native American Indian 
history had led him to Arizona 
where he could learn first-hanc 
about the Indians. He studies 
at Arizona State University 
and received a degree it 
history in 1978. Later, ii 
Oakland, California he became 
a Novice in the Franciscan 
Order. His next step was tt 
work on the Papage 
Reservation near Tucson. Later 
he entered studies at the 
University of California 
Berkeley where he earnec 
Master's Degree in Theology. 

The Franciscan Orde 
founded by St. Francis of Assis 
is known for its simplicity ant 
closeness to nature. With Gar ' 

Swirczynski, love for the 
Indians and their earthy  
spirituality, the road led to 
ministering on a reservation a: 
a Franciscan priest, in the 
humble church on the Gill 
River Indian Reservation. 

Much of this information wa: 
shared by Fr. Gary's parents 
Ed and Hazel Swirczynski.

They were able to attend 
in St. Mary's Basilica in 
Phoenix, but would have been 
unable to travel to Santa 
Barbara, California, where 
most Franciscan ordinations 
were held. 

"After all," he observed, 
"these are the people who had 
accepted me so readily into

Look at the baby's diapers to determine whether your 
baby is eating enough.

They typically have a 
minimum of four bowel movements a day — most often 
after they've eaten. But these patterns may not develop 
before three to four days of life.

Cattle 
forecast 

Next year is shaping up to be 
a mostly sideways year for 
cattle markets," says Derrel 
Peel, Oklahoma State 
University economist. "Much 
will depend on how the last 
half of 1997 plays out. 

Rising pork and poultry 
production, lackluster U.S. beef 
demand and limited beef 
export growth will keep a tight 
lid on beef prices," he says. 
This will likely offset smaller 

feeder cattle supplies and lower 
corn prices than in early 1996. 

"Average 1998 fed cattle 
prices may rise $1 to $3 from 
1997," he says. "Feeder prices 
may average near 1997 levels 
with the slight rise in fed 
prices narrowing the feeder to 
fed price spread to more typical 
levels. 

"A more pessimistic 
possibility is for fed prices to 
stay flat and feeder prices to 
average slightly lower than in 
1997, particularly if feed costs 
begin marching higher," he 
cautions. 

As benchmarks, USDA 
projects Oklahoma City feeder 
steers will average $73 to $78 
this year, compared to $61.08 
for 1996. USDA projects the 
1998 annual average 
Oklahoma City feeder steer 
price will rise $1 to the $74 to 
$79 range.

A vignette of early 
haymaking illustrates the 
advancements that have 
characterized the historical 
march of American agriculture. 

Haymaking was controlled 
by the weather and largely 
performed by the calendar in 
June July. Early Saxon 
calendars listed July as 
"Heumonath," or hay-month. 

Early farmers vigorously 
debated the best time to cut 
hay. Some said it was best 
when the grasses are in flower 
and others advocated waiting 
until the grasses went to seed. 
They didn't have studies to tell 
them that haying should begin 
with the early bud stage to 
take advantage of top nutritive 
qualities. 

The most skilled of the 
haymakers were the mowers. 
each was rimed with his own 
scythe, suited for his personal 
height and stature. They set 
out at early dawn when the 
dew was thick on the grass. 

Their movement through a 
field was governed by the way 
the grass leaned or was blown 
by the wind. The grass should 
always lean away from the 
mower. 

A good mower averaged 
about an acre a day, depending 
on the type of crop. He was 
instructed to cut as close to the 
ground as possible since the 
greatest weight of the stem  

was nearest the ground. 
Farmers had no research to tell 
them that the leaves, 
particularly in clovers, 
contained the most nutrition. 

But even early farmers 
recognized the importance of 
drying the hay quickly and 
thoroughly. Shortly after the 
hay was cut, it was shaken out 
and tedded manually once or 
twice the first day. Towards 
evening, rakers armed with 
crude, wood implements 
gathered the hay in long 
narrow wind-rows. Then, 
before nightfall, it was placed 
in small heaps for protection 
against dew or rain. 

On the second day, as soon 
as the dew was off the grass, 
the hay was shaken and tedded 
again. In the afternoon, the 
rakers returned again and put 
it in larger heaps for the 
second night. 

This process continued each 
day until the hay was dried 
enough for placing in stacks. 

Usually, five other people 
were needed to work the hay 
cut by a mower. These 
including tedders, rakers, 
loaders, pitchers, and stackers. 
A superintendent directed their 
work from field to field, often 
racing against gathering storm 
clouds. 

Compare these pastoral, but 
impractical haying scenes with 
the modern methods of today.

Farm & Ranch 	
Calving tips 

Here are some things to think about before assisting with 
calving. 

* Obstetric chains should be placed either around the pastern 
area of the legs or above the fetlock and a half-hitch taken below 
the fetlock. 

• Amount of traction and direction of pull are the two most 
important factors in pulling a calf. 

Alternately pulling on one front leg and then the other for a 
few inches at a time will accomplish delivery with the least 
effort 

• Go slow and don't apply excessive traction. 
* Delivery should be completed within two hours after the 

water sac appears. 
*Do not attempt to forcibly remove the placental membranes. 
* Have the proper obstetrical equipment assembled and 

calving facilities in order well ahead of calving. 
* Consult with your veterinarian about recommended 

treatment procures for problems associated with assisted 
calving.
