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Somewhat confusing to us land­
lubbers is the revelation that two 
new giant battle cruisers the Al­
aska and the Guam, exceed many 
battleships in length and tonnage 
and carry 12 inch guns as com­
pared with 8 inch guns for heavy 
armament on other cruisers. Be­
sides they have antiaircraft bat­
teries far more powerful than nor­
mally found on cruisers. If all that 
is true, why aren’t the ships ident­
ified as battleships, or pocket bat­
tleships? If weight and size and 
fire power do not determine the 
classification of ships, what does?

However, we won’t be fussy
about under rating our ships as 
long as they continue to turn in 
records such as that of Halsey’s 
task force during the past few 
weeks. Looking over that we are 
justified in a smug feeling of sat­
isfaction. It does our hearts good 
to realize that our navy has ac­
complished the very thing our 
enemy threatened to accomplish a 
few years ago.

The “ day of infamy” at Pearl 
Harbor has been avenged time and 
again until the final score is so 
overwhelming as to dwarf the 
puny initial advantage acquired in 
that opening attack. What’s more, 
our navy’s method of attack in 
most of the battles was the direct 
opposite of that employed by the 
Nips. After a blunt challenge It 
went out boldly looking for the 
enemy. The only sneaking done 
was that by the Japs in their ef­
fort to avoid a meeting. Like cow­
ardly rats, they had to be sought 
out and exterminated, either sing­
ly or in packs.

For all practical purposes the
Jap navy has ceased to exist. There 
aren’t likely to be any more large 
battles, only occasional nuisance 
raids in the nature of suicide at­
tacks by the few subs and small 
surface craft still afloat. They 
may exact a few more allied lives 
but they will not delay the inevit­
able doom already closing in.

The refusal of the Potsdam con­
ference to admit Franco Spain in 
the United Nations smacks of a 
sour grapes attitude. Russia failed 
to establish the communist party 
in power there so it phenagled to 
have official recognition denied 
to the successful party. The reason 
given is that the government of 
Spain was established with axis as­
sistance.

Stalin is making good use of 
that one little amendment to the 
original draft of qualifications for 
membership in the league. At first 
the document denied membership 
to countries set up by aggressor 
nations but Russia had the word 
“ axis” substituted for “ aggressor” 
to make room for some of the gov- 
erments set up by herself.

Getting back to the Spanish pro­
blem — records from the beginn­
ing of the trouble show that the 
communists started the whole 
mess by manipulating an election 
and strong arming their way to 
power. The opposing faction con­
tested a n d  civil war ensued. 
Whereupon the reds of Russia sent 
heir* to their brethern in Spain. 
Germany and Italy, fearful of Rus­
sian domination, offered to help 
Franco. In the end Franco won 
and the control of Spain went over 
to the faction that should have 
had it in the first place.

Russia has no right to beef 
about the Spanish situation. It 
meddled there as much as the 
axis oower did. But facts like that 
are readily ignored in the game 
of international power politics.

In an airplane plant in Calif­
ornia there’s a large placard say­
ing that by the rules of aeronauti­
cal engineering a bumble bee can­
not fly, but the bee knows nothing 
about these complicated rules so 
it goes on and flies anyway.

Now it’s time for someone to 
either take the sign down or add 
another sentence. For the engin­
eers have decided they were wrong 
in the first place and the bumble 
bee isn’t really breaking any aer­
odynamic rules in his meander­
ing^ A pleasing vindication to the 
humble insect after being accused 
of unorthodox behavior these sev­
eral years.

A statement attributed to Win­
ston Churchill that the French 
German armistice was helpful to 
the allied cause and Admiral 
Leahy’s letter revealing that Mar­
shal Petain had several times ex­
pressed his hope for Nazi defeat 
put a slightly different tinge on 
the famous French treason trial, 
at least according to the American 
standard of justice. Testimony like 
that is no more in harmony with 
the charges than is the defend­
ant’s reputation for many years of 
gallant service to his country.

Under the circumstances it 
seems unlikely that the aged mar­
shal’s accusers will be able to 
prove “beyond a reasonable doubt” 
that he was knowingly and delib­
erately guilty of treason. They

I The water service charge was 
raised from $1.00 for the first 
1,500 gallons to $1.25 for a mini­
mum of 1,000 gallons. The remain­
ing rate structure for larger am- 

j  ounts was left unchanged. It runs 
i 30 cents per thousand gallons for 
1 3,000 after the first one thousand 
gallons, and 25 cents on additional 

i The new rate is effective August 
15, for the month July 15 to Aug. 
15.

I Industrial users purchasing wa­
ter at the water racks for resale 
have the rate raised from 40 cenJt 
to 60 cents per thousand gallons, 
flat rate.

The increase is necessary due to 
the improvement and expansion 
of the city water system and the 
increased cost of operating the 
plant. The sewer rate is not af­
fected at this time.

The commendation is as fol­
lows:

On the 19th of June, 1945, the 
21st Infantry was withdrawn from 
combat and moved to a reserve 
area. The 18th of June marked 
the sixty-third day of continuous 
combat against a stubborn and 
well trained enemy.

During practically the entire 
period this regiment was attack­
ing. Fighting in terrain which fav­
ored the enemy in defense and in 
hemp and cogan grass where the 
heat of day was radiated in an 
unbearable degree, you never on­
ce failed to take an assigned ob­
jective.

The 21st Infantry counted 
2,133 Japanese dead and captur­
ed 14 prisoners. The total of the 
24th Division was 5,149 enemy 
casualties. This regiment, there­
fore, accounted for 42 percent of 
the division total.

It is difficult for me to find 
words to express to you the ad­
miration and respect in which I 
hold you. You and your dead 
comrades, and those of you who 
were wounded in action, have 
kindled in me an intense pride in 
commanding such an organiza­
tion.

1945, has 
authorized the-distribution of this 
Notice to the public to enlist coop­
eration in connection with the 
following matters:

Numerous complaints have been 
presented to the State Bar by 
citizens in this state in regard to 
various persons who are not lic­
ensed attorneys engaging in the 
practice of law. In some instances 
such unauthorized practice has 
resulted in expensive litigation 
and in considerable loss to indivi 
dual citizens.

In order that the public may be 
fully advised and adequately pro­
tected we call attention to the 

1 fact that under the Statutes and 
court decisions of the State of 
Texas, the practice of law is lim­
ited to duly admitted and licensed 
attorneys: and all persons not 
members of the State Bar are pro­
hibited from practicing law in this 
State. It is also unlawful for cor­
porations to practice law.

The Supreme Court has expres­
sly held in the case of Hexter Title 
and Abstract Company vs. Griev­
ance Coipmittee, 179 SW 2nd 946, 
that the preparation of the fol­
lowing instruments constitutes the 
practice of law:

(a) DEEDS conveying land in

which the person drawing the in­
strument owns no interest ana 
does not acquire an interest by 
sdch deeds.

<b) NOTES, MORTGAGES, ana 
DEEDS OF TRUST in which he 
has no interest as borrower or 
lender.

(c) ,  MECHANIC’S AND MAT­
ERIALMEN’S LIEN CONTRACTS 
to which he is not a party.

(d) RELEASES, TRANSFERS, 
S U B O R D I N A T I O N  AGREE­
MENTS or OTHER INSTRU­
MENTS AFFECTING THE TITLE 
TO REAL ESTATE or LIENS 
THEREON in which he does not 
own and is not acquiring an in­
terest therein.

(e) OTHER INSTRUMENTS 
NECESSARY IN CONNECTION 
WITH PERFECTING TITLES.

The practice of law, so limited 
to duly admitted and licensed at­
torneys, also includes, among oth­
er things, the preparation of 
WILLS AND TRUST AGREE­
MENTS, the examination of AB­
STRACTS and rendition of TIT­
LE OPINIONS thereon, and AD­

P  ven if you can’t take a vacation, 
remember that your cow* work 

pretty hard to help reach the national 
milk goal. They need a rent before 
freshening, to be sure they will be in 
good condition for next year’s job.

Extension dairymen are uniform 
in strongly recommending that a cow 
should be dry for six weeks at least 
before freshening. This permits the 
cow to rest for the important job 
ahead and gives her a chance to build 
up her weight.

Alabama point* out it may 
take two week* or more to dry off 
a dairy cow, if you do it right. 
Milk flow may be cut down by 
lengthening the time between 
milkings and by leaving a con­
siderable quantity of milk in 
each quarter. They suggest that 
when the volume falls below a 
gallon per day, to stop milking.

The amount and kind of feed a cow 
gets in its dry time has a most im­
portant bearing on the milk volume 
when the animal goes back on the 
milking list. Since many cows will be 
freshening in the near future, this 
seems a good time to remind you to 
study up on proper feeding methods.

You’ll get some valuable feeding 
suggestions from Bulletin B-69, 
Extension Service, Texas A & M 
College, College Station, Tex., and 
I suggest you send for a copy as 
soon as possible.

Part of the fun of working out in the 
hot sun is the great pleasure a fellow 
gets when he can quit and take a 
long drink of fresh, cold water right 
out of the well. Something like the 
guy who said he enjoyed hitting, 
himself on the head with a hammer 
because it felt so good when he 
quit, I guess.

A lot of the pleasure in that 
drink of water is that it is fresh 
and clean. A cow wants clean, 
cool water too. It is mighty im­
portant to her, to you and to that 
same job the cow has I mentioned 
before—meeting the milk goal.

Stagnant water can be harmful in 
several ways. First of all the cows 
don’t drink as much as they shouljd, 
to keep at top production in hot

summer months. Also stagnant, 
muddy water may contain harmful 
germs. Such water may cause milk 
to be ropey, too.

A water tank where you can keep 
a good supply of fresh water and 
where the cows can get at it whenever 
they want a drink is the best answer, 
if you do not have a clean stream or 
a clear pond or lake which provides 
good water for your dairy herd.

A  fellow can put up with a skimpy 
serving of meat if he has healthy 
servings of fresh vegetables, a mound 
of potatoes and gravy and a good 
solid dessert. A cow feels much the 
same way. If your hay quality is not 
as high as you’d like, you can make 
up for this lack with com silage.

Wisconsin says corn silage is 
right at the top when it comes 
to flavor and actual food value, 
if it is properly prepared. Corn 
silage can make the difference 
between good and poor health, 
if other feed is lacking in all the 
things a cow needs.

Most important is getting the sil­
age put away at the right stage. If 
leaves have turned yellow and ker­
nels are fully dented, such com is 
past the right stage for silage. If 
kernels are still in the milk stage, 
the silage will be soggy and may not 
taste good to a cow.

Wisconsin recommends making 
com silage when the kernels have 
just finished denting and when all or 
nearly all the leaves are green. It 
might be best to start making silage 
a few days before kernels have 
finished denting, since your job may 
last several days. *■' '

For a complete discussion of com 
silage, you may want to get a copy 4 
of Circular 337, from the Extension 
Service, College of Agriculture, 
University of Wisconsin, Madison, 
Wise.* It has a lot of helpful ideas.

Sugar Coupons Can’t 
Be Choosey These Days

A sugar coupon can’t be choosey 
these days. Homemakers who 
sometimes find only brown or con­
fectioners’ sugar on the grocery 
shelf have asked Miss Mildred 
Chapman, County Home Demon­
stration Agent whether these | 
may be used in place of granulated 
sugar in recipes.
Miss Chapman points out that 1 
pound of granulated sugar meas­
ures 2 17 6 cups; brown, 2 % 
cups; and confectioners’, 2 2 / 3  
cups. In the quantities used in 
most recipes, however, t h e s e  
weight differences are not of great 
importance.

Either brown or confectioners’ 
sugar may be used measure for 
measure for granulated sugar in 
puddings pie fillings and baked 
custards. With brown, the flavor 
will be delicate caramel and color 
somewhat darker. Since brown 
sugar custaMs have a tendency to 
curdle, baking at low temperature 
is important.

For plain or fruit flavored ice 
creams, powdered sugar may be 
used; and for chocolate, mocha, 
or butterscotch, brown sugar is 
satisfactory.

Because confectioners’ sugar 
contains a small amount of corn­
starch, it tends to make clear be­
verages, like tea, coffee, or fruit 
punch, cloudy, but is not notice- 
ableoin milk drinks. In beverages, 
the navor of brown sugar is likely 
to be too strong for most people’s 
taste. It can be used with choco­
late flavored drinks.

When brown sugar is used in 
cakes, it is advisable to use a re­
cipe especially planned for it, be- 
sause sugar Influences cake text­
ure. Chocolate, spice, and fruit 
cakes are particularly well adap­
ted to use of brown sugar. Since 
texture of cookies depends more 
on amount of sugar than kind, 
either brown or confectioners’ sug­
ar may be substituted for granu­
lated in the same proportions.
