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Opinions and complications being
aired on the subject of job guar­
antees for veterans foreshadow a 
good deal of confusion, and pro­
bably a great deal of trouble as 
well. Already the big boys in 
Washington are wondering what 
to do about the unusual situation. 
Suppose a man who replaced an 
inductee were later inducted, 
Would both be entitled to return 
to the same job? Suppose the firm 
had to lay off men and the induc- 

’ tee, because of his place on the 
seniority list, would have been in­
cluded. Does it have to rehire him 
anyway?

Something on the order of this 
latter difficulty has already been 
encountered in P e n n s y l v a n i a .  
There a company took on fifteen 
discharged service men. But other 
employes, insisting preference sho­
uld have been shown to men of 
ranking seniority, struck in pro­
test. What can the company do 
about it? Either way it decides it 
runs into a fuss—with the union 
or with the government.

Obviously the original purpose 
behind the guarantee of jobs can­
not be questioned. Selective Ser­
vice officials wished to offer an 
assurance that no man because of 
enforced service to his country 
would have to worry about econ­
omic security upon his return to 
civilian life. However, too few 
thought of the complicating pro­
blems.

This situation, like so many
others, seems to give emphatic 
testimony to the fact that the gov­
ernment can very easily go over­
board in its efforts to do things 
for people—especially when they 
are the kind of things that should 
be left to bhe contracting parties 
In the end it will give little actual 
help to the veterans but will cause 
a great deal of grief for the em­
ployers. As with the Fair Employ­
ment Practices act, regulation will 
be a constant source of trouble, 
even when the employer has no 
intention to discriminate.

As we continue to adopt these 
regulatory measures we’re due to 
find more and more evidence that 
regimentation is more of a burden 
than a help. Men who hand down 
the decrees are not in a position 
to foresee the problems that will 
come up- Furthermore they* hav­
en’t the right in a system of free 
enterprise to dictate who will hire 
whom.

To our way of thinking Selec­
tive Service picked the wrong way 
of expressing gratitude to service 
men. If, as the regulation implies, 
the nation is indebted to its vet­
erans— and few will deny that it 
is—it would seem that the entire 
nation and not just former em­
ployers should make the necessary 
sacrifices to compensate them. 
Give the boys additional bonus or 
mustering out pay or whatever 
seems fair but let it come out of 
the public purse.

And then, after the official con­
science is satisfied that it lias 
done its duty for the fellows, turn 
them loose and let them get along 
on their own merits like they did 
before induction. After all. nine 
out of ten will be more pleased 
anvwav to shift for themselves, 
and they’re not likely to have 
rv' ” ,'h svmoathv for the shiftless 
few who expect the government 
to lead them through the rest of 
their lives. Veterans like the rest 
of us will be taxpayers and they 
won’t like paying the ernjense of 
needless official interference.

As a final thought, the Selective 
Service decree was hardly neces­
sary in the first place. Few if 
any employers will need any spec­
ial coercion to take back their for­
mer workers as soon as they are 
discharged. And those who are be­
ing told to do it against their 
wishes will find a way somehow 
to evade the regulation.

To look at the strike news from
Detroit a person would think un- 
l^n bosses have not even learned 
the war is over. Now they’re hold­
ing up production of new auto­
mobiles just like they did essential 
materials for the boys at the front.

In a wheel factory 4,500 men 
have gone on strike, thereby caus­
ing the forced idleness of a few 
thousand more men farther along 
on the production line.

And of all reasons for the 
strik". this one is because of a dis­
pute over the regional war labor 
beard’s refusal to reinstate three 
union officials.

Obviously industry isn’t suppos­
ed to have a chance in these labor 
fusses. It gets clipped coming and 
going, no matter who causes the 
trouble.

What’s the significance behind 
all this phenagling? Could it be 
part of a sinister plot to so dis­
courage industrialists that they 
will eventually throw up their 
hands in disgust and leave the 
way open to socialism? Unless 
something is done to halt the ad-

Joseph Danglmayr, 81, resident 

of this community for 52 years, 
died at his home at 5:10 p.m. 
Tuesday following a long illness.

Funeral services were held 
Thursday at 10 a.m., with the de­
ceased’s son, the Most Rev. Aug­
ustine Danglmayr, Auxiliary Bis­
hop of Dallas, officiating at the 
rites in Sacred Heart church here 
and burial was in the local cem­
etery.

Mr. Danglmayr, pioneer resid­
ent of Muenster, was widely 
known. He was one of the original 
stockholders when the Muenster 
State bank was organized in 1923 
and served as one of the first dir­
ectors. The first producing oil 
well in this community was brou­
ght in on his farm in September, 
1926. He was active in religious 
and civic affairs as long as his 
health permitted.

He was born in Krumwalden, 
Wuertenberg, Germany, on Feb. 
3, 1864, and came to the United 
States in 1882, settling in Racine. 
Wis. In 1893, four years after the 
founding of the Muenster colony, 
he came here, settling on a small 
tract of land northwest of the 
town. He resided on the same 
place all the rest of his life. Thr­
ough progressive farming methods 
he acquired more acreage from 
year to year until he became one 
of the largest land ojvners of this 
sector.

On October 27, 1896 he married 
MSss Theresia Mitck here, who 
survives along with seven of his 
eight children. They are: The
Rev. Augustine Danglmayr, Dallas 
Mrs. Hubert Felderhoff, Mrs. Tony 
Felderhoff, Mrs. Bruno Fleitman, 
Joe R. Albert and Herman Dangl- 
•mayr, all of Muenster, and 16 
grandchildren.

COUNTY TAX RATE 
NOT EXPECTED TO  
CHANGE THIS YEAR

The tax rate for Cooke County 
this year is expected to be 56 
cents, the same as last year, 
County Judge Carroll F. Sulliv 
ant has stated.

He explained that members of 
the commissioners court had agre­
ed on this figure but that it would 
not become official until after a 
public hearing on the budget, the 
date of which has not been set.

He expected distribution of 
funds to be as follows: 3 cents 
for permanent improvements; 2 
cents for jury fund; 25 cents for 
general fund; 15 cents for special 
road and bridge fund, and 11 cents 
for regular road and, bridge fund. 
There is no bonded indebtedness, 
he said.

This is the same distribution 
that was made last year, with the 
exception that one cent has been 
taken from the permanent impro­
vement fund and added to the 
jury fun'd, which last year was on­
ly one cent.

Assessed valuations as compiled 
by County Tax Collector Tom 
Hayes for this year, amount to 
$21,210, 620, an increase of $769, 
420 ever last year’s total of $20, 
411,200.

Based on a 56 cent rate this 
would bring in funds for the coun­
ty amounting to $118,779.67.

Total revenue from county, 
state, school and road taxes is ex­
pected to be $343,875.22. This does 
not include revenue from poll tax­
es.

The state rate has already been 
set for tfiie year at 72 cents.

Official Notification Is 
Received By Relatives 
This W eek; Seaman W as  
Missing Since Aug. 1942

Frank O. Yosten, son of the 
late Mr. and Mrs. John Yosten, 
who was reported missing in Na­
val action August 9, 1942, has now 
been declared killed in action by 
the war department. Relatives 
here were advised to that effect 
this week by the Secretary o f  
War. The letter, addressed to Wal­
ter Yosten, is as follows:

“Your brother, Frank Oliver 
Yosten, Seaman second class, Un­
ited States Naval Reserve, has been 
carried on the official records o f 
the Navy Department in the sta­
tus of missing in action since & 
August 1942. lie was serving on  
board the U.S.S. Jarvis when that 
vessel was damaged as the result 
o f enemy air attacks off Guadal­
canal on 8 August, 1942.

"The vessel was last seen by a  
ship on patrol in the early morn­
ing of 9 August, 1942, presumably 
enroute to a repair base at Nou­
mea, New Caledonia. The Jarvis 
never reached the repair base and 
an intensive search by ships and 
aircraft failed to locate any tracer 
of the missing ship or of the per­
sonnel aboard the ship. However, 
in the absence of conclusive evi­
dence of death, your brother was 
placed in the missing status.

‘‘In view of the length of time 
that has elapsed since your bro­
ther was reported to be missing 
!n action and because there have 
been no official or unconfirmed 
reports that any of the personnel 
of the ship survived or were taken 
prisoners of war, and in view o f 
the fact that the area the U.S.S. 
Jarvis normally would have tra­
versed has increasingly come un­
der Allied surveillance since 9 
August, 1942, I am reluctantly- 
forced to the conclusion that your 
brother is deceased.

“I extend my deepest sympathy 
to you in your sorrow. It is hoped 
that you may find comfort in the 
knowledge that your brother gave 
his life for his country, upholding 
the highest traditions of the Navy

that sinking fund. $4,000,00 of the 
sewerage bonds are held by the 
water-works sinking fund so the 
interest on that amount, oniy 
passes from one fund to the oth­
er.

It can be understood there-fore 
the City has a net bonded debt of 
only $24,410.00 out of the original 
total issues of $53,000.00 a reduc­
tion of nearly $30,000.00, at the 
same time charging the lowest 
water and sewerage rate of any 
municipality in this section. Also 
those concerned must be re­
minded, that the property is rend­
ered to nearly thirty-five percent 
of actual values compared to near 
100% of neighboring cities, also 
many extensions of water and 
sewerage lines have been made, 
two water wells completed. Main 
Street paved and repaired and 
most other streets graveled.

Prospects are favorable to have 
all accounts paid in full after the 
payment of 1945 taxes. That in­
cludes water well No. 2, the new 
pump of 200 gal per minute cap­
acity and the 4000 feet of 4” pipe 
that should arrive during Sept­
ember. The pump and pipe were 
ordered in May and due to the 
circumstances cannot say defin­
itely when to expect their arrival. 
We were fortunate to have had 
the rains during this summer, 
other-wise we may have had some 
restrictions or rationing in the use 
of water.

The question now in our minds 
is what would be a reasonable 
bonded indebtedness Muenster 
should make to raise the funds, 
for the improvements to meet the 
needs for a progressive little City. 
It is suggested that $50,000.00 
bond issue supported by the gen­
eral tax rate, would refinance the 
outstanding sewerage bonds, to a 
lower rate of interest and provide 
funds for the municipal building, 
sewer extensions, street improve­
ments, small amount of storm 
sewer and a new fire truck.

The water-works improvements 
and swimming pool can be fin­
anced with a $50,000.00 issue of 
revenue bonds, meaning that the 
revenue from these projects would 
be expected to liquidate the inter­
est and principal. According to 
the tax income of the past and the 
water and sewer revenue with the 
prospects of the income of the 
swimming pool, the bonds should 
be fully liquidated with in twenty 
years. f

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T  f you want bigger bits of butterfat, 
-*• there’s nothing better for bigger 
pats of butterfat than a better bull.

And that bunch of B’s without 
honey brings me to the matter of 
insuring a better future milk produc­
tion in your herd by care in picking 
out a herd sire.

The best way to judge a bull is 
by the milk production records 
df its daughters. So before you 
select the animal which will sire 
your calves, check back on the 
bull's daughters. If those daugh­
ters are producing at a high rate 
and have done so since the first 
time they freshened, then the bull 
is good enough for your herd.

In the next few months, cows 
which will freshen in the fall of 1946 
will be bred. A year from now, the 
milk producers of 1948-49-and later 
will be arriving on farms.

If you want cows that will make 
more pounds of milk and more pounds 
of butterfat at no more cost than 
ordinary cows, you have the answer 
in the selection of your herd sire.

In making your plans for winter 
feeding, remember that the exten­
sion people recommend that a cow 
be fed on a basis of the quantity of 
milk it produces. If we fed humans 
on the amount of work done, I know 
some folks who’d be living on bread 
and water — and not very good 
skater, either.

When you figure out how much 
feed you’ll need to take your cows 
through the winter at top produc­
tion, check the milk production 
records of each cow. Each animal 
needs as much high quality forage 
which it will eat, plus one pound of 
grain for each three to five pounds 
of milk produced.

The exact amount of grain to 
feed depends also on the quality 
of the roughage and the breed 
of cow. Holsteins and Brown 
Swiss need a pound of grain for 
each four or five pounds of milk, 
but Jerseys and Guernseys need 
a pound for each three to four 
pounds of milk, Missouri says.

I suggest you get copies of feeding 
bulletins from your county agent, 
and you might like to write for Cir­
cular 405, Extension Service, College 
of Agriculture, Columbia, Mo., and 
a new Special Circular called ‘‘Feed­
ing the Dairy Herd” just published 
by the Extension Service, College of 
Agriculture, Madison, Wise.* - 

And by all means watch for the 
winter feeding article in the Septem- 
ber-October issue of the Kraftsman. 
It is a most interesting and helpful 
discussion of this important part of 
your program. If you do not get the 
Kraftsman regularly, write Uncle 
Bob at 500 Peshtigo Court, Chicago 
90, 111., and I’ll mail you one free.

Nearly starved todeathone summer 
a lot of years ago. Worked on a farm 
which had a long-armed boarder 
who could reach the length of the 
table, with no trouble at all.

In case you’ve got any “boarders'* 
in your herd, I suggest you check 
your feed supply and see if you can 
profitably replace such low produc­
ing cows with a well-bred heifer.

There’s a fine hay crop this year, 
but it is a bit early to talk about the 
size of the grain crop. Just how much 
you’ll have for your winter feeding 
is something you will want to check 
into at this time.

If your feed supplies don’t look 
too plentiful for your herd, you 
surely would be using the supply 
you have to better advantage if 
part of It feeds a new and promis­
ing producer, rather than going 
to a low producing cow.

Heavy milk producers use feed 
more efficiently than do low pro­
ducers and return more dollars in 
milk lor the dollars in grain and 
hay consumed.

Better look into this item before 
you start your bam feeding program.

Switching the motor to the rear 
could make for a more compact 
power unit and also permit the 
front seat to be moved forward 
for better visibility.

And the motor itself needn’t be 
the huge thing it has always been. 
Airplane construction has shown 
that the weight can be neld down 
as low as a pound for each horse 
power. By that ratio every car can 
have far more actual power than 
at present and then oe geared up 
for resonable cruising speeds with 
less motor speed or strain. It’s 
high time that automobile engin­
eers give more thought to econ­
omical operation and long life in­
stead of flashy inefficient perfor­
mance.

That possibilities are abundant
for a more prectical car has long 
been evident from a comparison 
of trucks and passenger cars. 
While a car with a gross weight— 
including passengers— of less than 
4,000 pounds runs less than 20 
miles on a gallon of gas and wears 
out at 60 or 70 thousands miles 
a truck with a gross weight of 20,- 
000 pounds runs 10 miles to the 
gallon and gives good service for 
well over 100,000 miles. There’s 
only one explanation. Too much 
of the passenger oar’s efficiency is 
sacrificed for spunk.

The break in car production 
caused by the war has given des­
igners an opportunity to come 
forth with radical changes incor­
porating improvements they have 
always known about. Let’s hope 
they will have the courage to ao

something about it. Far from 
meeting disfavor, as some of them 
seem to fear, they’ll find the pub­
lic surprisingly grateful.

Now we can guess at the real
reason behind Britain’s unhappin­
ess over this country’s decision to

end lend-lease agreements. Either 
it anticipated President Truman’s 
proposal to charge o f i  all lend- 
lease obligations or it had inten­
tions of making a similar proposal 
itself. In other words our worthy 
allies wanted another few million 
dollars worth of goods for free.
