The mil-
itary - clique will be disbanded,
arms will be confiscated, and .in-
dustry capahle. of armament pro-
duction will be banned. It is hard
to imagine any nation’s rise to
power in the face of such handi-
caps.

What the speaker probably haad
in ming is sweating out the re-
strictions until allied vigilance re-

laxes and then proceed on the'|

same old plan of conquest. A
scheme that could work under con-
ditions of the past few decades—
but there is little chance that
those conditions will return.
Henceforth, we hope, there will be
means of discovering and dis-
couraging aggressive tendencies in
all nations$. At least that is our
understanding of the purpose be-
hind the world security council.

Another Japanese quotation
worthy of note is that of -Premier
Suzuki. He said “this day has be-
come the dav that never, never
will be forgotten by the Japanese
people.” Obviously he also hiats
at a day of vengeance, but he may
have been correct in an altogether
different sense. The day may be
remembered as one of deliverance
from the tvranny and suffering
caused by the now defunct milit-
ary machine.

Perhaps the rank and file of
Japanese do not realize it now, but
they are at the threshold of the
best opportunity they have ever
known. The allies have already
announced their intention of en-
couraging free speech, free press,
free enterprise and personal free-
dom as distinguished from the
regimented, militaristic, feudal
system that was in effect since
the turn of the century. As indiv-
jluals the Japs may confidently
regard their -surrender as the
dawn of a new and better era. In
time they may even consider their
present victors as benefactors and
acquire a sense of loyalty com-
parable to that of the Philipinos.
Not so long ago, we recall, fierce

tribes of those islands had to be |

subjected by armed force. In the
war just ending those tribes were
conspicuous as the only native
population coming to the support
of a mother country.

Sentiments- like this in behalf
of the Jans mav be a bit prema-
ture at this time. Nevertheless pos-
sibilities for just such develop-
ments are incorporated in the
Potsdam declaration, and we know
from experience that public re-
centment toward the enemy will
grow thin in a vear or two after
the wer. It always goes that way.
Our public will be opposing firm
supervision and close observation
of the Japs long before our offi-
cials are willing to relax their
vigilance.

Unfortunately the lot of the
awerage Jap is being jeopardized
hv the shameful performance of
Hirohito and his ton notchers in
negotating peace. First there was
the delay in replying to the Allied
peace offer. Then after surrender,
the reluctance to cooperate with
MacArthur and the deliberate fail-
vre to end hostilities on scattered
fronts. Such obvious display of

bad faith is no ‘less contemptible |

than some of the Jap standards of
warfare. Unless it ends soon we
may find the war flaring up anew.

Now that the time of reconver-
sion has arrived Con is g0ing to
stick our his neck and predict that
the dire warnings about economic
confusion have been mostly false
alarms. This prediction is based
on confidence in the integrity and
good judgment of the American
public. :

While admitting there are some
who fizzled away their lush earn-
ings of the vast few years, we be-
lieve the vast majority laid aside

‘@ reserve for the rainy day. They

will be able to také a brief lay-off
in their stride. Many will even
welcome it as a convenient opport-
unity for a deserved rest or for
long -delayed improvements about
their homes.

The same applies to men getting
out of the service. Their muster-
ing out pay olus their accumula-
tion in bonds and savings ac-
counts can sustain. them for sev-
eral months.

‘Fill ‘'Exr Up’ Back
In Usage As Gas
Rationing Ends

Canned Vegetables And
Fruits Also Off Ration
List; Others To Follow

“Fill ‘er up” is back into usage
again. The old familiar phrase is
being heard repeatedly since Aug.
15 when OPA announced the im-
mediate termination of gasoline
rationing, which went into effect
in November 1942,

At the same time OPA lifted the
rationing of canned fruits and
vegetables and. fuel oil.

The end of the war brought the
forecast that shoes will be off the
ration list by the end of the vear
and that nylons are due by
Christmas, with elastic girdles to
be back on the market by next
year.

The War Production Board said
the long awaited day for most
critical items is still four to six
months away, and forecast some-
thing like this:

Nylon Hose are expected by
Christmas.

Elastic girdles will not be plent-
iful until 1946. <

Sheets and pillowcases: Slightly
better supplies are expected as
early as September with consider-
able improvement -during the last
three months of the vear.

Shoes: Increases of civilian sup-
plies are anticipated within days
or weeks with the possibility of
rationing ending soon.

Rationing of meats, fats, oils,
butter sugar and tires will con-
tinue until lowered military re-
quirements and increased pro-
duction bring civilian supplies in
balance with civilian demands.

County Agent Urges Use
Of “Safe’” Insecticides

“In small Victory gardens there
is advantage in relying as far as
possible on the “safe” insecticides
that are used in dosages which
kill insects and are not poisonous
to men and animals, ‘‘says B.T.
Haws, County Agent for the A.
and M. College Extension Service.

Rotenone and pyrethrum are
not plentiful this season and sub-
stitutes may have to be used, es-
| pecially » on large - plantings, but

- safety factors make these mater-

ials particylarly desirable for use
in home gardens. At close quarters
the application of an arsenical to
one crop may endanger another
belause of the drift of dust or
spray. ‘“Nearly all gardeners will
require at least one nicotine pre-
paration for use against sucking
insects (particularly aphids). Nic-
otine is an active poison and
should be used and stored care-
fully,” Haws says.

If it is necessary to use calcium
arsenate or cryolite, care must be

exercised in preventing accidents.
Care of stored material and care
in application is emphasized so
as to avoid residues on parts of
crops that are used for 'food. Fol-
lowing is a list of precautions re-
commended (1) Do not keep gar-
den or household-insecticides in
the storage spaces used for food
where they might get mixed up.
Mark insecticides clearly and keep
them locked up. (2) Keep insec-
ticides out of the mouth and eyes
wher mixing or applying them.
(3) Keep the body covered when
spraying. (4) Do not leave con-
tainers of poison open or un-
garded. Put them away after mix-
ing a batch, and keep animals and
children away from the mixed in-
secticides. r

very good friend of mine says

he has spent most of his time

trying to figure out how to prolong

his life, but if he doesn’t get the

answer in another five years he’s

going to quit worrying about it. He
was 90 this spring.

A cow, now, is much more inclined
to worry about whether you are
figuring out how to prolong the
number of days each year she can
spend in a good, rich pasture. This
is a fine time to take steps to give
more pasture days to your herd.
Seeding of crops which will provide
fall, winter and spring grazing should
be done in August or early September.

In this area, barley, rye and
rye grass hold preference among
the extension folks for seeding
in August or September, to pro-
vide this additional pasture.
There are several recommended
varieties of barley and rye which
will do the job for you.

Wheat ranks high on the list for
fall grazing in Oklahoma, also, but
Missouri places barley first. Here are
some bulletins which discuss this
problem which you can get from the
extension services as listed:

Experiment Station Circular 193,
University of Missouri, Columbia,
Mo.; Bulletin OP-87, Bulletin OP-89
and Experiment Station Circular
C-116, Oklahoma A & M College,
Stillwater, Okla.*

The first thirfg you do before you
start to shave your whiskers off is
lather your face. Purdue University
says you should do the same thing
for your pasttires. In this case, how-
ever, instead of lather, what y6u
should use is limestone.

Liming a soil gets it ready for
production, just as the lather
gets your face ready for shaving.
Liming ‘‘conditions’’ the soil—
that is, it puts the soil in a
favorable condition to make full
use of nitrogen, phosphate and
potash. It is not a substitute
for fertilizer.

Use of limestone in your pasture
will help legumes to grow and will
improve the quality of other forage
plants, Missouri says. Weeds will be

discouraged because grasses will take
hold better and crowd them out, if
the soil is “‘sweetened” with lime.

You can apply limestone at any
time of the year. Because\quarries
are behind in their deliveries, I sug-
gest you place your order now so as
to be sure to get an adequate sup-
ply as soon as possible. 2

You'll be interested in reading
discussions of lime I found in Cir-
cular 218, Extension Service, Uni-
versity of Missouri, Columbia, Mo.,
and Publication 208, Extension
Service, University of Tennessee,
Knoxville, Tenn.*

Mayoroddities

The enemy has surrendered, so
we can be thankful to know that
our boys in the far-flung corners
of the world have hope to return
home ‘in due course. The respon-
sibility of our citizen-ship will be
even greater to meet the hopes and
ambitions of the returning veter-
ans. Our post-war planning will
become a reality, for it will not be
just planning but actually execut-
ing plans to create employment
and improve every bpossible cir-
cumstance so that we have a bet-
ter community to live in so that
all can enjoy the many inventions
and improvements discovered dur-
ing the wvast mighty conflict.
Those in military service and civil-
ians had to deny themselves of
many comforts when every effort
was avplied to win the war.

Now the time is here to come
to definite conclusions as to the
needs 'of our city. The administr-
tion of our citv affairs are not
disposed to force improvements
and new construction upon the
citizens, there-fore invitation pre-
7ails for suggestions as. to thr
needs for the future development.
In order to facilitate the definite
and specific planning for such im-
provements, the Federal Bureau
of Community Facilities has
granted a loan ‘to the City of
Muenster of $1, 200.00 for the en-
gineering services required to im-
prove our water-works system and
build a swimming pool. Also $1,
200.00 loan is granted to acquire
architectural services in the con-
struction of @ Municipal Building
that would offer accomodations
for a City Hall, City Library, Coun
c¢il and Corporation Court room.
Fire-department, Vault and Office
room, rest rooms, recreation room
for the volunteer fire-department
and supplv and repairs for the
city untilites.

The engineers favor the location
of the swimming-pool on the
North portion of West half of
Block No. 39 being the tract the
city now owns and where the No.
1 City Water well is located. On
this tract a nice park could be de-
veloped, trees, shrubery and flow-
e planted ' to beautify the

ounds and make use of the
water from the swimming pool
to water the plantings. This
would make double use of the
water, be convenient to the
business and resident section of
our City. The water connection
can be conveniently made to the
new proposed water line from the
new City water well to the present
ground : reservoir, thereby avoid
operating the booster pump into
the elevated tank for the water
supply to the swimming pool, and
the water would be pumped dir-
ect from New Well into the pro-
posed pool. At this time the weeds
on the ground and out-buildings
nearby are not pleasing to suggest
this site. However the revenue
from such installation shquld
justify bplans to make this a
beauty-spot of our city instead of
the eye-sore it now is.

It has been suggested to locate
the Municipal Building on the
South-side of the Elevated Water
Tank Tower, where it would not
occupy any ground now used for
any purpose on the City Square
and be centrally and prominent-
ly located for convenience and
practical purposes.

Some are questioning the idea
and say how are we going to pay
for all this planning and construc-
tion. 'We can recall the same ex-
pressions when the water and sew-
erage systems were installed and
we must admit that no one has
found any-one that would want
to part with them now and the
financing has not been a burden
on any individual, even though
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vested in war honds prove con-
clusively that people have been
taking care of themselves.
