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NCTC Foundation hits one million dollar goal 
In an exciting moment 

during its annual Donor 
Appreciation Banquet Tuesday 
evening, the North Central 
Texas College Foundation, with 
the generosity of long–time 
friends and associates who 
announced two new gifts for 
endowed scholarships, revealed 
to the crowd that it had 
reached its $1 million goal 
during the festivities. 

"We have been working hard 
towards this goal, and it 
wouldn't have been possible 
without those who love North 
Central Texas College and who 
contribute not only their time, 
but also their money to the 
Foundation," said Dr. Ronnie 
Glasscock, president of NCTC. 
"The Foundation has assisted 
many North Texas students 
over the years, this past year 
we were able to award over 200 
scholarships to students, and 
we couldn't be happier to make 
this announcement tonight 
with everyone who has made 
such a difference." 

The Foundation got the boost 
to put the funds over the 
million dollar mark with a 
$15,000 contribution and the 
generous establishment of the 
Urban and Jane Endres Family 
Scholarship in memory of their 
son Stephen Frank. There was 
also a $1,000 contribution from 
Louis and Lee Simons, the 
Simon's contribution will be 
matched by ARCO bringing the 
total assets of the Foundation 
to $1,001,884. 

The Endres family of 
Muenster is well known at 
NCTC. Urban Endres was first 
elected to the NCTC governing 
board in 1966 where he served 
for five consecutive six–year 
terms.

tax statements will be mailed 
soon by Cooke County Tax 
Appraisal District. The actual 
1998 effective tax rates will not 
be set until late August or 
early September, after next 
year's fiscal budgets have been 
approved by the various taxing 
entities. 

The tax rate for Muenster 
Water District will show a 
.28553 tax rate on the tax 
statement. This is an increase 
over last year's tax rate of 
.2489. However, the approved 
1998 tax rate will be reduced 
about 25 percent from that 
shown on the published tax 
statements. Therefore, when 
reviewing the estimated tax 
rates for Muenster Water 
District, multiply it by 75

As a 
result, tax payers will receive a 
reduction in the approved 
Muenster Water District 1998 
property tax rate.

A 10 to 12 percent increase 

in values for the county is 
estimated by Will Presson, 
chief appraiser for the Cooke 
County Appraisal District 
(CCAD). Presson told the 
CCAD board members at their 
April 23 meeting that the 
appraisers had re–worked most 
of the commercial property in 
the Gainesville ISD and are 
working the rural properties. 

More than 15,000 notices of 
appraised values are expected 
to be mailed to property owners 
in the county by the deadline of 
May 15. Between now and the 
end of July is the CCAD's busy 
time. They are mailing notices, 
certifying the tax roll, and 
calculating the tax rate. 

According to Presson, the 
CCAD's lawsuit with Tom 
Thumb had been settled and a 
mediation with Wal Mart was 
scheduled for April 29. 

There are five people 
appointed to this year's 
Appraisal Review Board (ARM. 
Presson noted that originally 
they had agreed to have five 
members and an alternate. At

Rural residents have a 
major role to play in 
protecting not only their 
drinking water, but also the 
City of Muenster's drinking 
water as well. By becoming 
familiar with the ways ground 
and surface water can become 
polluted and the management 
practices that can prevent 
pollution, we can all be 
assured of a continued safe 
supply of drinking water. 

Pesticides play en 
important tole in agriculture. 
They have increased farm 
production and enabled 
farmers to manage more acres 
with less labor. Voluntary 
action to prevent pesticide 
contamination of drinking 
water will help ensure that 
pesticides remain available for 
responsible use 

Pesticides work by 
interfering with the life 
processes of plants and 
insects. Some pesticides are 
also toxic to humans. If a 
pesticide enters a water 
supply in large quantities, 
which could 'happen with 
spills, dumping, or back-
siphoning accidents, acute 
health effects could occur, 
depending an the toxicity of  

the pesticide. Contaminated 
water used for drinking water 
supplies may cause chronic 
exposure (prolonged or 
repeated exposure to low doses 
of a toxic substance), Chronic 
exposure may be hazardous to 
humans and livestock. 

Properly managing 
pesticides on your property is 
an important step toward 
preventing drinking water 
contamination. If stored in a 
secure, properly constructed 
location, pesticides pose little 
danger to drinking water, 
Common sense suggests 
keeping pesticides out of the 
way of activities that might 
knock over a jug or rip open a 
bag. Short-term storage poses 
a lower risk than year-round 
storage, but storage for any 
length of time can be a risk to 
drinking water. 

Drinking 	water 
contamination can result even 
from small spills in the mixing 
and loading area. Small 
quantities spilled regularly in 
the same place can go 
unnoticed, but the chemicals 
can build up in the soil and 
eventually reach drinking 
water. By mixing and loading 
on an impermeable concrete 
surface, most spilled 
pesticides can be recovered 
and reused. 

Unwashed and improperly 
stored containers can lead to 
drinking water contamination 
if chemical residues leak into

the g. ,and. Use returnable 
containers and mini bulks, 
and take them back to the 
dealer as often as possible. 
Pressure-rinse or triple-rinse 
containers immediately after 
use, since residue can be 
difficult to remove after it 
dries. Pour the rinse water 
into the spray tank. Puncture 
containers and store them in a 
covered area until you take 
them to a regional collection 
event or permitted landfill. Do 
not bury or burn pesticide 
containers or bags. 

Reducing pesticide waste 
makes financial as well as 
environmental sense, but it 
means more than just 
reducing spills. It also means 
not buying more than you 
need to apply, keeping records 
of what is on hand, and using 
elder products first.

A total of $158.7 million in

"April sales tax rebates 
reflect again this month that 
the Texas economy is booming 
and consumers remain 
confident that the healthy 
climb will continue," said John 
Sharp, State Comptroller.

To confirm that an animal is 
rabid, its head must be sent off 
for tissue testing. 

According to Dr. Tisdale, one 
should be suspicious of a skunk 
if it exhibits any of the 
following signs: is out during 
daylight hours because it is a 
nocturnal animal; if it seems 
uncoordinated; has lost its 
natural fear of humans and 
other animals. 

Skunks are the main carriers 
of rabies in this part of Texas. 
He urges people not to have 
baby skunks de-scented to 
keep as pets. The Texas 
Department of Health strongly 
discourages this practice 
because skunks can be 
reservoirs for the rabies virus. 
There is no vaccine to protect 
skunks from the rabies virus 
like there is for dogs, cats, and 
horses. Other wildlife known to 
be carriers of rabies are foxes, 
coyotes, bats, and raccoons. 

If you or someone you know 
is bitten by an animal, you 
should quarantine that 
animals for 10 days. If it dies 
within the 10 days its head 
must be sent to the state 
laboratory for testing to 
confirm whether or not it died 
from rabies. The animal will 
usually die within 10 days if it 
has rabies, said Dr. Tisdale. 

It is also important to notify 
your physician immediately

bite. If your pet or domestic 
animal is bitten, contact your 
veterinarian. 

To protect your family and 
pets, always keep the pets' 
vaccinations up to date. They 
need yearly boosters to protect 
against rabies. Texas state law 
requires that you keep 
vaccinations for your cats and 
dogs up to date, said Dr. 
Tisdale. These must be 
administered by a 
veterinarian. They were at one 
time available for home use, 
but not any longer. 

If you see a sick animal and 
suspect that it might have 
rabies, leave it alone. If it is in 
town contact the local 
authorities so that they can 
deal with it. 

In an article by Solveig 
Fredrickson in the "Veterinary 
Product News" it states that 
according to Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention statistics in the 
United States more than 7,000 
animals are diagnosed each 
year with rabies and more than 
22,000 people receive 
preventive treatment. 
Vaccination can prevent the 
onset of rabies in humans if 
they are begun soon after the 
human is bitten by a rabid 
animal. 

87.78 percent from the

Lower in lignin than 
conventional corn silage, BMR 
silage digests and passes 
through the rumen faster, 
resulting in greater feed intake 
and higher milk production. 

BMR seed does cost about 
three times as much as regular 
corn and produces less 
tonnage, taking about 1 1/2 
pounds more milk per cow per 
day to offset the difference. 
Dairymen are advised to make 
adjustments when feeding 
BMR and ask your seed dealer 
for the best seed for your area.

Folicur 3.6 Foliar Fungicide 
may be applied following all 
applicable directions, 
restrictions and precautions on 
the EPA registered product 
label, as well as these 
additional restrictions. 

Keep your 
hay covered 

Putting a cover over your 
hay can save a grower an 
average of 20 percent, 
compared to leaving bales 
outside. Don't protect your 
hay, and you'll probably lose 
12-20 percent to water damage. 
That's a $12 a ton or more loss 
if you are baling $100 a ton 
hay. Hay that's been protected 
also sells better. 

If permanent structures are 
not available, tarping may be 
the next best option. Tarps 
must be in good condition to be 
effective. They are subject to 
wind damage. A tarp with a 
hole or rip can be worse than 
no cover at all. 

Growers should buy 
ultraviolet-resistant tarps with 
at least 6 ounce per square 
inch of weight.

Windy, warm and mostly dry 

conditions in the area allows 
field work to continue as we 
move into May. 

Showers at the end of April 
provided some benefit , but the 
wind continues to delete soil 
moisture and soil temperatures 
continue to warm.  

Rainfall is needed in most 
areas for improvement of warm 
seasonal grasses which remain 
mostly in good condition. 
Haying and fertilizing 
activities continue. Fields are 
slowly beginning to turn color. 

' One application may be 
made with tebuconazole at a 
rate of 4 fluid ounces (3.7 lb 
a.i.) per acre by either ground 
or aerial application up to the 
10.5 Feekes heading stage of 
growth. 

*A 	qualified 	person 
experienced in the practice of 
integrated pest management 
should be consulted to 
determine treatment needs, 
timing and the quantity of the 
fungicide. 

*Applications will be made 
only by certified applicators, by 
licensed applicators or by 
persons under the supervision 
of licensed applicators. 

*Tebuconazole should not be 
applied within 28 days of 
harvest. Straw cut after 
harvest may not be fed or used 
for bedding. 

*No entry should be made 
into the treated areas during 
the restricted entry interval of 
12 hours. 

*Tebucanazole should not be 
applied to water and all 
accepted precautions should be 
observed when spraying in the 
vicinity of aquatic areas. 
TDA 	has submitted an 
emergency specific exemption 
application to EPA so this 
crisis exemption remains in 
effect until EPA renders a 
decision on the specific 
exemption. For more

ARMY WORMS IN AREA  
FIELDS 

During the fall and winter of 
1997-98, we saw overwintering 
armyworms in small numbers in 
various fields throughout the 
county. The earl) spring rains and 
lush growth of wheat and ryegrass 
in pastures have made suitable 
conditions for armyworm buildups. 
During the past week, we have 
received several repons from pro-
ducers about armyworm spots in 
fields and pasture areas. This week 
large numbers were showing up 
under trees in a creek bottom near 
the Myra Community. Recent dry 
weather should hold down infes-
tations. Moths laying eggs will 
usually seek lush pasture and small 
grain growth. Cool conditions also 
favor development and survival of 
the armyworm. 

Growers are advised to fre-
quently inspect fields to detect 
infestations and if necessary, con-
trol them before extensive loss 
occurs. Armyworms do most of 
their feeding early in the morning 
or late in the evening and during 
cloudy days. During the day, 
armyworms can be found under 
leaf litter at the base of the plant 
and on the soil. Also look for  

chewed leaves as evidence that 
armyworms are present. Fields 
with lush grass, often those well 
fertilized, are most likely to be 
infested. Treatment will often be 
necessary when 3 or more army-
worms are found per row foot. 

Armyworms may continue to be 
a problem if we receive rains. 
Seeded pastures and wheat could be 
at risk, also. 

Armyworm moths are active only 
at night. The front wings are dark 
gray and mottled with white and 
black splotches. Wingspan is about 
1-1/4 inch. Eggs are laid in masses 
of 50-200 or more on grass blades 
and covered with fuzzy, gray 
scales. Eggs hatch in a few days 
and the larvae feed for 2-3 weeks. 
Armyworms can be identified by 
the white upside down Y present on 
the face of the caterpillar running 
between the eyes. Full grown lar-
vae are about 1-1/2 inches long and 
dark green, brown or black.  

Army worms consume about 80 
percent of their total food during 
the final 4-5 days of development. 
Larvae dig into the soil to pupate. 
The adult moth emerges about 2 
weeks later and females can fly 
many miles to lay eggs.
