Hope was running high at 

Pe third annual Cooke County 
relay For Life held last Friday 
nd Saturday at Muenster's 
fornet Stadium. Survivors 
poke optimistically of the 
ecent strides being made in 
nding cures for cancer. 
Mother Nature beamed on 

he event as pleasant 
emperatures prevailed. This 
/as a contrast to the wilting 90 
3 100 plus temperatures that 
ave marred recent weeks. 
Co—chairmen Cherilyn Bayer 
nd Mary K. Endres 
nnounced that more than 
61,000 had been raised. The 
oal had been set at $55,000. 
:ach year the money raised 
as increased by at least 
10,000. The first year $40,000 
/as raised. 
"The turn out for this year's 

:ooke County event far 
xceeded anything we ever 
xpected," remarked Mary 
:ndres. "Relay For Life has 
rown from a goal of $35,000 in 
996 to exceeding $61,000 this 
ear. We are thrilled with the 
upport we have received from 
ndividuals, teams, and 
iusinesses throughout Cooke 
:ounty. Relay For Life is 
neant to be a celebration for 
ancer survivors, and the fact 
hat we had 83 survivors in the 
.pening lap reflects that. It is 
in honor to be a part of the 
:mike County Relay For Life 
ind the American Cancer 
iociety's fight against cancer." 

Cherilyn Pollard noted that 
he funds that are raised in 
3ooke County are all 
lesignated for use in Cooke 
1:ounty. "There is a growing 
lumber of cancer patients 
icing served in this county, 
lue to the increased awareness 
hat the Relay For Life has 
trovided," said Cherilyn. 
American Cancer Society 
unds are spent to provide 
'atient Services programs such 
is Road To Recovery, Reach To 
lecovery, and Dialogue; for 
Vational research programs 
ind grants; and the ACS also 
riakes available prevention, 
ietection, and educational 
programs to schools, clubs, 
ausinesses, and health 
prganizations. We are planning 
to increase these programs in 
Cooke County this year." 

Currently volunteers are 
needed in two specific areas —
Comprehensive School Health 
and Tobacco Awareness 
Programs, said Cherilyn. 
Anyone interested in 
volunteering their time to 
these needed programs should 
contact either Cherilyn or 
Mary K Endres. 

The 	83 	survivors 
participating in the Survivors 
lap exceeded the 1997 count by 
24. There were 36 teams 
participating. 

At 6 p.m. Friday the Relay 
kicked off as participants were 
welcomed. Cherilyn Pollard 
read the American Cancer 
Society's mission statement. 
Mary Endres thanked everyone 
for braving the damp, chilly 
weather to attend. "Seeing the 
large number of bright yellow 
survivor's shirts on the track 
definitely brightens this 
overcast day," she noted. 

Endres then shared a 
conversation she had with her 
eight year old daughter, Emily. 
Mary's mother was recently 
diagnosed with cancer and in 
explaining this to their 
children the Endreses told 
them that grandma's x—ray had 
a spot on it and she would be 
going to a special doctor to try 
to get rid of the "spot" of 
cancer. Curious about the 
situation Emily questioned her 
mother a few days later. One 
question was, "What does it 
mean when you are cured of 
cancer?" Mary said, "I told her 
that it means the cancer is 
gone. And Emily's response 
was, 'So it's like God takes a 
big eraser and erases all of the 
spots.' I felt like that statement 
summed up our battle pretty 
well. We are here today 
working for that "big eraser" 
that will erase all of the cancer 
"spots" from our loved ones x—
rays, CT scans, and lab work. 

Cancer survivors, dressed in 
matching yellow shirts, walked 
the opening lap of the relay. 
Each survivor's name, city, and 
the number of years that he or 
she has survived cancer was 
announced as the group made 
the loop around the track. 
Several appropriate songs were 
played as the lap was 
completed. It was a time for 
reflection, celebration, hope, 
and giving thanks. 

Tuesday night's storms hit the Muenster community fast and hard. Winds exceeding 60 m.p.h. brought the 
rain and hail and left light damage in its path. Several large trees were uprooted in the yard of Sylvan and 
Theresa Mae Wanerscheid, just north of Muenster. Other harm in the area included missing tin form out 
buildings. broken branches, ruined crops, and tumbled grain tanks.

Survivors were treated to 

refreshments in the hospitality 
tent after the first lap. Bernice 
Mollenkopf was chairman of 
the Survivors lap and 
hospitality afterward. Mary 
Endres praised her for all of 
the dedicated work she put into 
the event despite undergoing 
treatments for her cancer 
during the past year. 

"She really showed us what 
"I AM WINNING!" means," 
remarked Mary. "She 
organized and planned, even on 
the phone from her hospital 
bed at times." Mary recalled 
that Bernice was in the 
hospital the week before the' 
relay and wasn't released until 
that Wednesday. She wasn't 
home an hour before she was 
on the phone letting us know s 

 where she was with the event: 
and what needed to be done , I' said Mary. 

"This is a super event," 
remarked cancer survivor 
Eileen Fisher of Muenster. 
"When you look around and see 
all these people who have made 
it you just can't help but thank 
God you're one of them. If it 
wasn't for Relay and the money 
raised at relays we wouldn't be 
as far along in cancer cures as 
we are." 

Survivor Dorothy Bengfort of 
Lindsay added, "That new drug 
coming out sounds great. It 
just gives you a sense of hope 
when you hear people that 
have been living 15, 20 years 
as survivors and you're still on 
your second year. So, you think 
maybe you can too. It's 
wonderful. I think all those 
who organize it need to be 
applauded." 

At 10 p.m. the 956 luminaria 
lining the track glowed softly 
as lights were dimmed and the 
names of those who lost their 
battle with cancer and those

There have been several

At 
both residences a window 
screen was removed, but no 
attempt was made to enter, 
said Stovall. 

There have been many 
rumors about someone 
breaking into the home, 
someone with a ski mask and 
of an assault.

On a Wednesday about 10:30 
p.m. in March a prowler 
removed the window screen 
from a residence on West Third 
Street and in May there was a 
report of a prowler on a 

Wednesday about the same 
time. 

All of these reports were of 
windows in children's rooms. 
At none of the homes has there 
been physical attempt to gain 
entry, even when the 
opportunity was obvious, said 
Stovall. There have also been 
other reports of prowlers. 
Stovall asks cooperation of 
residents. Immediate 
notification of the Muenster 
Police will enable them to do 
their job. Remember to call as 
soon as you know there is a 
problem!

Strider air quality standards. 
These standards will affect 
such businesses as gasoline 
stations, bakeries, auto body 
paint shops, etc. just to name a 
few. Engineers estimate that

If the wind is 
blowing toward the north, 
Cooke County has no impact on 
the Dallas-Fort Worth air 
quality. On the other hand, if 
the wind is blowing towards 
the south and since Cooke 
County is in the no non-
attainment area already, the 
air quality blowing towards 
Dallas-Fort Worth is good. 
While further studies are 
underway, the initial scientific 
data and modeling seem to 
support this observatio.0

Leave Law, more commonly known as the Ready Texans program. 

Ready Texans are state employees who have become certified 
American Red Cross disaster volunteers, and are therefore eligible to 
receive up to 10 days a year of disaster leave without any loss of pay, 

vacation, personal leave, sick time or earned overtime. Ready Texans 
help victims of floods, tornadoes, fires, or hurricanes. To become a 
Ready Texan, state employees complete the following two core 

courses: I) American Red Cross Standard First Aid (American Heart 

Association and National Safety Council certificates are accepted), and 
2) American Red Cross introduction to Disaster Services. In addition, 

one of the following courses must be completed: I] Damage 
Assessment, 2] Shelter Workshop/Mass Care, 3) Staffing I , 4] 
Emergency Assistance to Families I and II, or 51 Disaster Health 
Services!. The programs are taught by the American Red Cross, and 
consist of 20 hours of training. 

A Ready Texan's volunteer assignment might include making 

visual overview to assess the boundaries of affected areas and the 
extent of damage; working directly with disaster victims to determine 
immediate and long-range needs; and preparing, distributing and 

serving food to victims at Red Cross shelters. Ready Texan volunteers 

were called upon in assisting tornado victims when the town ofiarrel I 

was struck by the tornado in May of 1997. 

After state employees have completed the certification 

requirements, the American Red Cross will send a letter to their 
supervisors stating that they have met the requirements and are eligible 
for disaster leave. In the event of a disaster, the American Red Cross 
may notify the Ready Texan that their help is needed With their 
supervisor's permission, the Ready Texan may serve as a Red Cross 
disaster volunteer.

MISPLACED ROYALTIES 

C rude oil pnces this year dropped to some of the lowest real-doll 
prices since 1986. With profit margins already low, a significar 
number of Texas' — and America's -= on producers have bee 

unable to withstand continuing depressed prices and have shutdown produx 

tion. 
Many of these shut down wells will never be returned to the marke' 

meaning a permanent loss of jobs. This is a real blow to our state's economy 
Such a situation is desperate for producers. but it is equally harmful ti 

America's long-term economic health and national security. 
Against this backdrop, an attempt by the Minerals Management Servic 

(an agency of the Interior Department, earlier this month to raise the valuatio 
of royalties on public lands — a virtual tax increase — came at the worn 
possible time. With prices at historic lows, a royalty increase had the potentia 
to cause even more wells to shut down. This, in turn, could reduce the royal': 
revenue stream to a trickle. And more jobs could disappear. 

What the Minerals Management Service had in mind would have had 

drastic effect on the industry and the tens of thousands of Texas and America, 
families who rely on it for their livelihoods. Congress should make then 
decisions, rather than an agency that doesn't answer to the people. 

So I introduced and passed an amendment to prevent the agency from 
in effect, raising taxes on the oil industry. 

This amendment's requirements should have come as no surprise to th. 

Minerals Management Service. In the fall of 1997. the Senate Intent, 
Appropriation Subcommittee specifically admonished the agency, and re 
qui red it to, "...continue to consult with industry and the states and report bac I 

to the committees prior to finalizing these regulations." 
The agency deliberately ignored the subcommittee's directions and wa 

prepared to go ahead with the new royalties regulation despite what Congres 

had required. 
To this day, it has not reported to the relevant committees. 
Aside from the constitutional issues raised, the Minerals Managemen 

Service unfortunately forgot to ask the critical question: Who would pay the 
added taxes? Ultimately, American consumers would be forced to absorl 
them, in higher prices at the gas pump and higher utility bills. 

I believe that the best and fairest way to exact royalty payments i 
the royalty-in-kind system rather than the complicated valuation system wi 
currently use. This would simplify greatly how the government is paid, saving 
money for both taxpayers and the government. I am a co-sponsor of legisla 

lion that would establish the royalty-in-kind system on the federal level. A 
Texans are well aware, this system has proven a success in our state. 

Bottom line is, higher royalty rates make oil and gas wells les 

productive. When marginal wells shut down, people lose jobs. This county 
needs a strong oil and gas industry. We're now importing more than half o 
the energy we consume. 1 want those energy jobs for America.

The Guadalupe River 
fishery below Canyon Dam, 
primarily the rainbow trout, 
feed on the fire ants in the 
river, and the ants kill many of 
the fish. 

The fish affected were 
primarily in a fifteen-mile 
stretch of the Guadalupe, from 
the tailrace at Canyon Dam 
down to the second crossing. 
TPWD had recently stocked 
250,000, four-inch long trout in 
the Guadalupe River and a 
majority of the dead fish 
appears to be from these 
stocks. Although rainbow trout 
were the primary population 
affected, the sunfish population 
also felt the impact. 

According to Steve Magnolia, 
fisheries biologist for Texas 
Parks and Wildlife, this is the 
third year in a row that this 
situation has occurred.

Morrow reportedly claimed 
he killed the huge deer in Starr 
County, according to a TBGA 
entry form.

CATCHING BASS DEEP 
When bass go deep, many 

anglers leave them alone. 
Fishermen have a tendency to seek 
out shallow fish because they arc 
much easier to fish for Plus, there 
arc a lot of anglers who actually 
qua fishing during the winter 
months when most bass can be 
found in deep water 

Depths of 20 to 30 feet can be 
very productive during the winter 
season. Fish in deep water tend to 
be isolated away from the frequent 
weather fronts that occur dunng 
this time of the year Plus, fish tend 
to bunch up in deep water schools. 
So when located, it is very possible 
to fill your stringer from one loca-
tion. Rely heavily on your electron-
ics. A good Fish finder will be your 
#1 tool for locating these winter-
time schools. A weighted jig, worm 
or spoon will be your best bet 
under these conditions.

Playing ping pong can be 
hazardous to your health. At 
least when it's compared to 
hunting. It seems hunters are 
very safe sportsmen, according 
to the National Safety 
Council's 1996 Safety Facto 
booklet. It reports more people 
are injured playing ping pong 
than while hunting, with only 
half the participants! 

Bowlers receive over 
seventeen times as many 
injuries as hunters. In fact, in 
1996 there were fewer than 
eight injuries per 100,000 
hunters. 

These low numbers can be 
reduced even further by using 
common sense in the field. 
Hunter Education courses are 
free or inexpensive, and a call 
to your state Game and Fish 
Department will put you in 
contact with a Hunter 
Education instructor who can 
teach you how to be a better, 
safer hunter. 

Of course, one of the first 
rules for handling any firearm 
is to know how your gun works 
- read the manual and 
familiarize yourself with the 
features of your firearm. And 
always assume that any gun is 
loaded. Never point a gun at 
any person or allow the muzzle 
to swing around in the 
direction of people. If you are 
carrying or holding a firearm, 
you must assume responsibility 
for it at all times, which means 
you must constantly be aware 
of where a bullet would travel, 
should the firearm discharge. 
Making sure there is not a 
round in the chamber until just 
before you are ready to fire the 
gun will prevent an accidental 
discharge. 

When you are done shooting, 
unload your firearm and leave 
the action open. If you are 
hunting, have the magazine 
loaded, but don't chamber a 
round until you're ready to 
shoot. 

Never rely on your gun's 
safety. When the opportunity 
for a shot comes, take a 
moment to figure out where the 
bullet will go if you miss your 
target. Even the humble 22 
can send a bullet over a mile! 

When target practicing, 
choose a spot with a safe 
background, like a dirt hillside. 
Take into account the fact that 
bullets can ricochet or pass 
through walls and brush. 

While you have complete 
control over your own behavior 
when handling a gun, there are 
also measures you can take to 
make sure that you are safe 
around other hunters. 

One of the best precautions 
you can take is to wear  

florescent orange. Statistics 
indicate that when hunters 
wear florescent orange, 
accidents are reduced by 50 
percent. There are also many 
excellent camouflage patterns 
that incorporate blaze orange, 
so you can blend in with the 
habitat but still be highly 
visible to other hunters. Be 
sure to check hunting 
regulations in your state, as 
wearing hunter orange is 
required in some areas. 

Taking your youngsters with 
you on a hunting trip is one of 
the best ways to form close 
bonds with them, but a hunting 
trip is not the time to begin to 
teach your child about gun 
safety. 

All youngsters should attend 
Hunter Education courses and 
should be taught how to handle 
a firearm safely before they are 
ever taken into the field. Of 
course, even if your children 
have been taught gun safety, 
all guns should be kept under 
lock and key at home and 
separate from the ammunition. 

Handgun hunting has gained 

Nearly 80 percent of Texas 
exotic animals roam within 
high fences. 

High fence operations 
account for three-quarters of 
all exotic animal ranches, but 
less than one-third of the total 
acreage is devoted to exotic 
ranching. 

The great majority of Texas 
exotic animals live in the South 
Texas Plains and Edwards 
Plateau regions. Deer species 
account for more than half of 
the exotic animals in Texas. 

Species of exotic deer, 
antelope, sheep and wild boar 
have established large 
breeding populations and 
range freely in some parts of 
the state. Some endangered 
animals have found what may 
be their last refuge in Texas. 
For example, the scimitar 
horned oryx, which may be 
extinct in its native Africa, now 
roam in the Texas Hill 
Country. 

Besides these foreign species, 
the term exotic also applies to 
species living where they are 
normally not found, such as big 
horned sheep in Central Texas 
and to species brought back to 
where they formerly lived, such 
as American elk or American 
bison in East Texas  

popularity recently, and 
handguns-like all guns- require 
safety precautions. Never 
accept a handgun from anyone 
without checking for yourself to 
see that it is unloaded and 
never carry a handgun with a 
round in the chamber. If you 
fire the gun and nothing 
happens-beware! It could still 
fire, even several seconds later. 
Keep the gun pointed in a safe 
direction, carefully open it, 
remove the defective round and 
discard it in a safe place. If 
you're not readily familiar with 
the mechanics of the gun, take 
it to a gunsmith. 

When hunting, you need to 
consider each occasion 
separately. Many good hunters 
often have highly enjoyable 
expeditions without ever firing 
a shot. 

Americans have a long 
tradition of safe, ethical 
hunting and you and your 
children can enjoy a lifetime of 
pleasurable, accident-free 
hunting adventures if you 
know and practice all gun 
safety rules. 

According to the Exotic 
Wildlife Association, exotic 
animals now represent a $100 
million segment of the Texas 
agriculture industry. They 
provide meat for the table, 
game for hunters and pleasure 
for wildlife lovers.

When baling hay, producers 
should use every step possible 
.0 get the best quality and 
quantity from the field or 
sealth and nutrition problems 
:ould occur next winter. 

The plant needs to be cut at 
lie proper stage of maturity. 

Ifhe harvesting of hay at the 
-ight time maintains the hay 
stand. 

Proper maintenance of 
cutting equipment will 
efficiently cut the forage clearly 
and help prevent leaf 
shattering. Hay should be cut 
after the dew has evaporated 
and the topsoil is dry. This will 
reduce soil compaction and 
speed up hay drying. Longer 
lay stubble quickens hay 
drying and improves pick-up. 

Rake windrows only when 
lecessary to prevent increase 

When weaning, a calf 
experiences much stress. To 
reduce separation anxiety at 
weaning, use the across-the-
fence system. Once the cows 
and calves are separated, they 
are allowed to have some 
contact with each other across 
the fence for several days. 
Leaving the animals in 
pastures is better than dry, 
dusty lots during weaning. It 
helps to leave a few older 
calves with the younger to 
provide reassurance and 
leadership. Both cows and 
calves will leave the fence to 
eat with the cows returning to 
check on their calves. As soon 
as they rub noses and sniff, 
most of their anxiety will 
disappear. After 3  or  4 days,  

invasion, none at all," Heilman 
said. "The light we see with our 
eyes is broken into two 
components: direct beam 
sunlight (normally 80%) and 
diffused sunlight (normally 
20%). The smoky haze carried 
on the wind from the fires 
hundreds of miles southward 
has brought about a reduction 
in the direct beam sunlight and 
an increase in the amount of 
diffused light. It is a known 
fact that a 50/50 direct-diffuse 
light ratio is more efficient in 
terms of photosynthesis (the 
food making process) than the 
usual 80-20 ratio." 

of leaf loss. The ideal windrow 
formation for round bales is 
between one-half and near full 
width of the baler pickup. This 
aids in uniform bale 
arrangement within the baler. 

Hay should be baled at the 
proper moisture level. The 
moisture content depends on 
the type of hay, density, size of 
bale and drying conditions 
after baling. Too little 
moisture can lead to severe 
yield loss, while too much 
moisture leads to spoilage. 

Bales should be stored in 
well drained areas to minimize 
spoilage. The bales should be 
stored end-to-end in long rows. 
Covered bales or indoor storage 
will reduce spoilage and 
increase hay quality. Bale ring 
feeders should be used to 
reduce losses.

Injection Tip 
Always use a clean, sharp 

needle of the right size and 
length for the application when 
injecting livestock. Dull, bent 
or barbed needles create more 
tissue trauma and increases 
the risk of breaking a needle off 
in the site. Run your thumb up 
the tip of the needle after each 
injection to check for burrs. 
Never straighten or re-use a 
bent needle. Replace needles 
every 10 to 20 injections or 
whenever they become 
contaminated, dull, bent or 
barbed.

Perry says 
TxD OT allows 
mowing, baling 
along highway 
right-of-ways 

Agriculture Commissioner 
Rick Perry announced that the 
Texas Department of 
Transportation has notified the 
Texas Department of 
Agriculture that farmers and 
ranchers can now and bale 
forage along Texas highway 
rights-of-way. Procedures 
covering mowing and baling 
are in place in each TxDOT 
district office. 

Dry conditions across the 
state have made this forage 
source of fuel for potential 
wildfires. 

"Texas farmers and ranchers 
appreciate TxDOT's 
cooperation during these 
adverse conditions," Perry said. 
"Mowing and baling of these 
rights-of-way help remove a 
fuel source for potential 
wildfires plus allow producers 
access to additional forage for 
their livestock." 

The Texas Forest Service has 
classified more than half of 
Texas as being under high or 
extreme wildfire danger. 

Farmers and ranchers 
wanting to mow or bale rights-
of-way adjacent to their 
property should contact the 
district engineer in the 
appropriate TxDOT district 
office. TxDOT usually limits 
mowing and baling to areas 
along rural roads or to other 
areas along highway rights-of-
way that will not create a 
safety hazard to travelers. 

Information about current 
dry conditions, including 
addresses of the 25 TxDOT 
district officers, can be found 
at "Crop and Weather 
Updates" on the Texas 
Department of Agriculture's 
website (www.agr.state.tx.us ). 

Texas and Southwestern 
Cattle Raisers Association's 
new Horse Identification (HIP) 
program will be up and 
running by June 15 says 
association President C. Coney 
Burgess. 

"The value of a rancher's 
horse is measured by dollars 
and sense," says Burgess. "A 
horse is an essential working 

partner who develops a lot of 
cow sense and responds 
intuitively to act as one with 
the rider." That same bond 
exists with horses used for 
recreation--a $1.7 billion 
industry in Texas. 

Cornerstone of HIP will be 
the horse identification 
database at TSCRA's Fort 
Worth headquarters. A special 
form has been developed to 
describe the identifying 
characteristics of each horse.  

other law enforcement 
agencies. 

Critical to the recovery 
process are TSCRA's Brand 
Inspectors who are stationed at 
the two horse slaughter plants 
in Texas. These inspectors 
record information on each 
animal that passes through the 
plants and transfer the 
information to the 
headquarters database. 

"Prompt reporting of a 
missing animal is crucial," 
declares Burgess, "to ensure 
that the descriptive 
information is in these 
inspectors' hands before the 
thief gets the horse to market." 

Burgess emphasizes that 
TSCRA may investigate only if 
the horses reported stolen meet 
the criteria of theft as defined 
in Section 31.03 of the Texas 
Penal Code or Title 21, Sec. 
O.S. 1716 of the Oklahoma 
Penal Code. Horses on which 
there is a question of 
ownership due to civil dispute 
or civil litigation will not be 
considered stolen by TSCRA. 

A TSCRA horse industry 
membership will cost $80 per 
year--the some as a minimum 
TSCRA membership, says 
Burgess. The membership 
includes scanning of one horse 
picture; pictures of additional 
horses may be scanned for $5 
each. 

Included are the type, sex, 
breed, color, age, weight, 
height, markings, brands, 
tattoos or electronic 
identification. 

If the horse is reported as 
stolen, this information will be 
faxed to slaughter facilities, 
listed in the TSCRA Theft 
Bulletin and made available to 
TSCRA's inspector force and
