which is preferable, revenue 
bonds or obligation bonds. 
Endres explained, 'There are 
some unknowns with respect 
to the bonds such as the fact 
we're three months after the 
tax rate was set. They want to 
do revenue bonds, but to do 
revenue bonds and get enough 
taxes to back the bonds and 
make the rate come out 
reasonable even though there 
is no direct correlation. They're 
not pledging the taxes, but 
never the less they're going to 
have to increase their tax rate 
to help shore up bonds. To try 
to issue the bonds under that 
system, you'd have to issue the 

bonds with the uncertainty of 
waiting until next September 
when the tax rate is set and 
then hope there wasn't a roll 
back after that which is not a 
real good idea." 

There are really only two 
options right now according to 
Endres. One is to wait and not 
issue the bonds until after the 
September tax rate is 
established and see if there 
will be a roll back. The second 
option is to issue general 
obligation bonds. He noted 
that he felt these might be 
cheaper. General obligation 
bonds would require an 
election. It will be Gainesville's  

decision, said Endres. 
Attorneys are drawing up a 

timeline to show how the deal 
will progress over the next 
year. It should be ready by 
January. There will be a joint 
meeting of the boards to 
discuss it in January, said 
Endres. 

An 18 member board of the 
entity that runs the interlocal 
agreement has been suggested. 
All would meet jointly each 
month. There has been some 
reticence on the part of some of 
the Gainesville Board, said 
Endres. Another possible 
option would be a nonprofit 
corporation which would be  

formed by the interlocal 
agreement andjointly 
managed by the two boards. 
There are some questions 
about this, he explained. 

Board President Don 
Flusche noted that he's heard 
few negatives on the proposed 
merger. "I think that the 
county is in favor of 
this," Endres remarked. "I 
think that when it's explained 
that we can do revenue bonds 
anyway but we're trying to 
save the county tax payers 
some money by doing general 
obligation bonds — when your 
choice is vote it down and we'll 
do it anyway, except it will 

cost you more money in the 
end, I think they'll vote for 
saving money. That's a blunt 
way to put it, but that's the 
bottom line.° 

The first town hall meeting 
to discuss the proposed merger 
of the county hospital district 
is set for Jan. 3 at 7 p.m. in the 
Hood Community Center. 
Board members agreeing to 
accompany Endres were Don 
Flusche, Duane Knabe, Jerry 
Hess, and Werner Becker Jr. 
These meetings are to 
schedule throughout the 
county in the next few months 
to give residents the

Voters in the Lindsay School 
strict will go to the polls on 
b. 12 to decide if there will 
a new gymnasium on the 

cool campus. At the Dec. 14 
and meeting trustees took a 
ited stand in voting to 
tiate the first bond election 
30 years. The bond is for 2.4 
Ilion dollars to build a 
alti-purpose Center and 
mnasium Complex. 

kccording to LISD Principal 
ry Hamilton, an extensive 
ility study by architect Fred 
hs supports the Boards' 
'lings that this expansion of 
ilities is necessary. "Several 
eks of committee meetings, 

surveys, student 	and 
personnel interviews, and 
various proposals have led the 
Board of Trustees to ask the 
voters of the District for a 
Multi-Purpose Center and 
Gymnasium Complex," said 
Hamilton. 

An enrollment of 500 
students ranging from 
kindergarten to twelfth grade 
who use the sole gym for 
physical education, extra 
curricular basketball, 
cheerleading, and drill team 
workouts. Scheduling can 
become quite a problem at 
times according to school 
officials. PE classes are held 
during the school day so  

basketball players must 
practice outside regular school 
hours. Lindsay has 
approximately 150 junior high 
and high school basketball 
players. This requires that 
some practice before school 
and that some evening 
practices go as late as 8 p.m. 

"When the weather is nice, 
we don't have too many 
problems, but with winter and 
basketball season, gym usage 
doubles and even triples," 
Hamilton said. He noted that 
the District rents gym time 
from NCTC and transports 
students to the college to help 
get in enough practice time. 

Meetings, drama rehearsals, 
and cheerleading and drill 

team practices will be held in 
the Multi-Purpose Center. It 
will have study areas, an 
archival storage area, snack 
bar, areas for expanding the 
music program, andpossibly a 
band hall. "We feel that 
Lindsay students are the best 
and deserve the best," 
remarked Superintendent 
Travis Winn. 

Donald Neu, head girls 
basketball; coach, commented 
on the District's needs, "Even 
though we are pleased to have 
numerous students participate 
in our program, with 
continuing growth of the 
student body, we are running 
into more obstacles. It is  

detrimental to our basketball 
program when the younger 
students don't have ample 
time to develop the necessary 
skills to become top-notch 
players. I am hoping the voters 
of Lindsay will take into 
consideration the problems we 
face." 

Fred Sahs of Fred Sahs and 
Associates, Inc. was present at 
the Board meeting to display 
plans for the proposed 23000 
square foot facility and to 
answer questions. Also present 
was Jim Brookes of Southwest 
Securities of Dallas. He 
advised the Board on the 
financial aspects of the bond 
election. The Board was  

advised 	that 	voter 
participation is higher if early 
voting booths are set up at 
various school events where 
parents are in attendance. It 
was agreed that this should be 
done. Early voting runs from 
Jan 26 to Feb. 8. 

As advised by Brookes, the 
Board voted to reimburse the 
District from Bond money for 
any advance work that must 
be financed before bonds begin 
to sell in the Spring.

After notification from the 
city of the trouble caused by 
the campus cafeteria grease 
trap to the Sacred Heart 
Parish grounds, the board 
approved the installation of a 
septic tank grease trap. Cost 
was estimated at $750 and will 
have to be pumped out about 
once a year. 

Two informative items were 
discussed - the Special Ed Co-
op and the building of a "bus 
barn."

Ann Kemplin of Valley View 
is the newest member of the 
North Central Texas College 
governing board, following a 
unanimous vote by members at 
Monday's regular December 
meeting to accept her 
appointment to replace Guy 
Winstead who passed away in 
July. 

Mrs. Kemplin and her fellow 
board members also will carry 
a new designation following 
action at Monday's meeting. 
Rather than "trustees," the 
college's governing board will 
be known officially as the 
North Central Texas 
Community College District 
"Board of Regents." 

The reasons for adopting the 
designation 'regent' are many," 
explained Dr. Ronnie 
Glasscock, president, "not least 
of which is the fact that this is 
the most commonly used title 
for a governing board member 
at most other institutions of 
higher education around the 
state and indeed the entire 
country. 

'This 	more 	proper 
designation will cut down on 
misunderstandings which can 
occur with various state and 
federal agencies, foundations 
and other entities who often 
equate the term 'trustees' with 
boards of secondary school 
systems and proprietary 
schools." 

Cooke County Judge Bill 
Harris was on hand at 
Monday's meeting to swear in 
Mrs. Kemplin. As required by 
statute, she will serve as an 
appointee until May 2000, at 
which time she must stand for 
election, even though the late 
Mr. Winstead's unexpired term 
runs through 2004. She 
indicated, however that she 
does intend to be a candidate 
for the Place 7 seat. 

Also expiring in May 2000 
will be the terms of NCTC 
regents Neil Tibbetts, board 
secretary, and Charles Draper. 

In other business, the NCTC 
Regents heard and approved a 
report on the 1998-99 financial 
audit from Tom Schalk, 
representing the Gainesville 
accounting firm of Schalk & 
Smith. Schalk termed the audit 
lone of the cleanest we've ever 
done."

The 16 students making up 
this elite group came from a 
large field of nominees 
submitted by faculty, staff and 
administration, according to 
Djuna Forrester, a member of 
the college's public information 
office staff and advisor to the 
group. 

Forrester reported that the 
members were chosen after a 
lengthy and rigorous screening 

denoting the school from which 
they graduated. Now the 
nursing caps are gone and 
uniforms are scrubs of varied 
hues and patterns.

"We need a maintenance 
shed for minor repairs, not a

for the front of the bus and 
equipment," noted board 
member Huchton, adding that 
bids need to include a heavier 
6" slab. 

Cooper had three items on 
the superintendent report. 
Paving the school parking lot, 
roughly 150'x600' long has an 
estimated cost of $22,500, 
which doesn't include prep 
work if needed. The county 
commissioner has agreed to do 
the labor, with a bid from Cody 
Williams at $2.25 a square 
yard for labor, chip and oil.

Lindsay ISD will no longer 

be a member of the Cooke 
County Special Education 
Cooperative as of September 
2000. At the Dec. 14 regular 
meeting of the Lindsay ISD 
Board of Trustees, Board 
members 	acted 	on 
Superintendent Travis Winn's 
recommendation and voted to 
withdraw from the 
Cooperative and to accept 
Gainesville ISD's invitation to 
be part of a new Special 
Education Cooperative. 

Gainesville ISD had decided 
to withdraw from the County 
Cooperative and form one of its 
own. All school districts in the 
county were invited to join 
them. Winn said that G1SD 
will take about 55 percent of 
the Cooperative's finances 
when they leave. 

"I feel like our District can 
best be served by going with 
Gainesville," Winn told the 
Board. it's going to be more 
expensive for everybody no 
matter what. I'm not sure if 
the Cooperative can continue 
to exist if it loses assets." By 
withdrawing Lindsay will lose 
its share of equipment 

Winn listed Gainesville's 
close proximity to Lindsay as 
one reason for the move. He 
felt that would be better for 
the students. The decision had 
to be made by January 1 to be 
effective in September 2000. 

An agreement could not be 
made by trustees on which soft 
drink vendor to contract with 
Some wanted to go with Coca 
Cola because of the large sum 
of up front money and yearly 
contributions offered. Others 
said students should have a 
choice in soft drinks. Some 
wanted to re-contract with 
Fleitman Drink Sales, Inc.

Sister Berenice Trachta 
CDP, native of Muenster,

While teaching at Our Lady 
Of the Lake College in San 
Antonio, with the help of 
college-student-aides, they 
taught religion to children 
where there was no Catholic 
school. "We taught in beer 
joints, in the cemetery, in 
school yards and restaurants, 
wherever they would let us 
gather." 

Now she holds a Doctorate in

So, a new drug 
to fight these miseries and promising research into other remedies is 
good news. indeed. The most common cause of colds is the human 
rhinovirus. Scientists have developed a drug, AG7088, that has worked 
against 46 types of the virus in lab tests. With respect to the flu, an 
Inhaled drug called Relenza (zanamivir) and an oral drug called Tainiflu 

,Itamivir) were recently approved by the Food and Drug Adminis-
tration. These are drugs that treat both the A and B strains of influenza, 
but they are most effective if taken within 30 hours after the onset of 
symptoms. 

Every year, some 20,000 to 40,000 people in the U.S. alone die 
because of the flu. Yet, many of these deaths could be prevented if 
people would just get flu shots. The best time to get vaccinated is around 
October or November, although getting the shot at any time during the 
flu season is still helpful.

After I got a great eleven point 
buck this year, I kept my eyes 
peeled for a great ten pointer 
that I had seen before the 
season opened. I have not 
gotten him yet. I have passed 
up numerous bonafide cull 
bucks. Please don't throw 
rotten tomatoes at me. I am 
only telling the truth. 

I did purchase and release 
three genetically superior 
whitetail does from a scientific 
breeder and turn them out on 
my property. They have big 
red ear tags. I have asked my 
hunters not to shoot them. One 
of the does eats corn above my 
house on a regular basis. She 
raised twin fawns! Praise the 
Lord! 

What are you doing to 
preserve the genetic quality of 
the whitetail deer on your 
ranch or lease? What can you 
do? 

You can use one of your 
buck tags to shoot a cull 
whitetail buck. You can read 
up so you can know what one 
looks like. One year I took a 
buck that was 4 1/2 years old 
with big bases and just two 
points on each side. That was a

These words will make the 
serious deer hunter squirm in 
his chair! Why is this? 

It is easier to ask this 
question than it is to answer 
it. Every serious whitetail 
buck hunter would like to take 
at least one whitetail buck in 
his life that had a twenty inch 
spread with ten good points. 
Once this is accomplished he 
can rest in his easy chair and 
pass up hunting on a real cold 
morning. He can go to the 
family reunion on November 
10 and not cry about missing a 
good day of hunting.

My 
high school friend Robin 
French asked me to go hunting 
on their family ranch. It was 
21,000 acres under high fence. 
They did not lease it out. 
There were big bucks 
everywhere. His father hunted 
with me. He found me a buck 
that had a twenty one inch 
spread with twelve points. I  

buck to get out of the herd' I 
don't want full grown four 
point bucks 

You can purchase and 
release genetically superior 
whitetail does from Scientific 
Breeders. You can call me at 1-
830-234-4120 for more 
information on how to do this. 
This might be an expense that 
a number of hunters could pool 
their money on. It would sure 
get you Brownie points from 
the area landowner(s). A single 
doe costs about $700. A wild 
doe is worth about $100 for 
hunting. Maybe you could sell 
seven and get one. 

You can ask your game 
warden and state 
representative to support 
Scientific Breeders anyway 
they can! I am not a Scientific 
Breeder so I am not looking for 
support for myself. Hopefully 
the laws can be streamlined sc 
that it will be easier to raise 
genetically superior whitetail 
by breeders

Workshops to 
analyze calf crop 
performance 
Ranchers interested in 

completing a Standardized 
Performance Analysis (SPA) of 
their 1999 calf crops can attend 
workshops beginning in March. 

The Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service is giving 
ranchers in the state the 
opportunity to complete this 
production and financial 
analysis by offering workshops 
in seven locations. 

The workshops include one 
on April 26-27 in Ardmore, 
Oklahoma. 

The opening session will 
begin with an overview of the 
Texas Cow-Calf SPA. 
According to James McGrann, 
extension agricultural 
economist, ranch managers use 
the SPA to measure 
performance and manage 
improvements of their cow-calf 
operations. Presently, data for 
151,000 cows are maintained 
on 215 Texas herds through 
this analytical tool. 

Throughout the day, district 
extension specialists and 
county agents will assist 
producers in organizing their 
data for the analysis and using 
SPA production and financial 
software. 

The registration fee is $150 
per ranch and includes the 
software and educational 
materials. The fee is $100 for 
ranches who have completed 
the analysis in the past. 
Registered operators will be 
sent forms to organize their 
data before the workshops.

prices at market 
To get the best price for your 

feeder heifer, take several 
precautions in preparation for 
sale. 

Cattle feeders avoid light 
carcasses, preferring medium-
framed heifers; make sure your 
heifers are open; use 
management practices such as 
dehorning, preconditioning and 
weaning. Marketing 
characteristics such as lot size, 
fill weight and uniformity also 
affect price. 

Pesticide applicators have several 
options for getting the continuing 
education units (CEUs) necessary to 
renew their license. Many pesticide 
applicators face a February 28, 
2000, renewal date. Producers need 
to look at their license for proper 
renewal dates. The term of the 
license is posted. The Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service and 
several private vendors offer 
traditional classroom CEU courses. 
However, Susan Combs, Texas 
Secretary of Agriculture, and the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
are exploring more convenient ways 
to help applicators keep current on 
changing regulations and products. 

The Ag Ed Group and Advanced 
Professional Education made home 
study an option a few years ago. 
Private applicators can take classes 
via video for 10 hours but must 
complete the other five credits in a 
classroom. 

Private applicators also may earn 
the required credits by passing a 
200-question recertification exam 
that includes questions on 
information covered in continuing 
education courses. If an applicator 
passes the exam, a certificate of 
completion for 15 CEUs is issued. 
The exam costs $50 per attempt. 

The latest option is on-line 
courses. PestNetwork.com  is offer-
ing up to 10 credit hours on-line for 
a-fee.

"Too much alcohol is one of the factors, along with fatty food, 
that cause blood vessels to narrow. The alcohol acts like a 
poison," says Dr. Richard Lange, a cardiologist at UT 
Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas. "In addition, alcohol can 
directly damage the heart muscle, a condition called 
cardiomyopathy.° 

Once the heart is injured this way, it may beat dangerously 
fast and can cause a heart attack or heart failure, Lange says. 

A recent study reported that deaths from heart disease rise 
dramatically after Thanksgiving and peak around New Year's 
Day. Researchers believe that this may be at least partially due 
to overindulgence in all the holiday goodies, including alcoholic 
beverages.
