The Cooke County Farm 
Bureau held their annual 
convention on Monday, 
September 13 at the Center 
Restaurant. After the serving 
of a steak dinner, members had 
the pleasure of listening to 
Texas Farm Bureau president 
Bob Stallman speak. 

"The message about 
agriculture isn't all that 
pleasant," Stallman began. 
"Across America you hear that 
there are good times. 
Everything is rosy in the urban 
and suburban areas. But just 
outside, in rural America, it 
can be called a crisis. -  The 
president noted that farmers 
and ranchers don't have a lot of 
control over government 
actions, no control over market 
and other situations, but Farm 
Bureau is here to help work on 
solutions to all the problems. 
"We (Farm Bureau) can't do it 
ourselves. We need your 
support," Stallman continued. 
"687 of the people believe the 
government should help 
aviculture. We have the 
public's support." Stallman 
said the main purpose of Farm 
Bureau is to improve net farm 
income - to help make this a 
better world for agriculture as 
we enter into the millennium. 

Gene Hall, also of the Farm 
Bureau state office, told of his 
recent trip to Cuba. "It is no 
longer advisable to use food as 
a weapon of diplomacy, but 
should be used for peace." The 
trip is a step to encourage 
Congress to change their 
embargo policy with Cuba, who 
imports food products from 
Europe and Asia, when they 
could ship just a few hundred 
miles from Texas Ag producers. 

Hall had dinner with Fidel 
Castro. Going "with mixed 
emotions," he discovered that 
Cuba welcomes the chance to  

trade with the United States. 
Getting into county business, 

Martin Krahl was presented a 
plaque for 35 years of service 
as a Cooke County Farm 
Bureau director. Taylor Vestal 
noted the county, so far this 
year, had 418 new members 
and 2715 renewals. Mike 
Bartush reported for the Young 
Farmers and Ranchers, and 
Karl Haubold told of the 
meetings he attended as a 
member of the Ag Lead 
Program. 

Robert Klement, policy 
development committeeman,

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Muenster ISD Board to 
reconsider drug program 

September rebates 
drop for Muenster

The Muenster ISD Board of 

Trustees met last Thursday 
hoping to take action on the 
proposed drug program. An 
attempt to implement the plan 
failed after approximately 30% 
of the affected parents refused 
permission for their children to 
be tested. 

Superintendent Steve Cooper 
noted that the board needs to 
reconsider the program. Very 
few forms came back with 
comments, though one noted 
was -Well take care of our 
business at home, you take 
care of yours." Board president 
Clifford Sicking suggested that 
the forms should have included 
the question -Why or why not?" 
the parent supported the plan. 
Some people would say there 

is a problem and would like the 
school to help, but they'd 
handle it at home." Sicking also 
noted that some believe there 
is a lack of confidentiality in 
the district. "Looks like we 
have to shelf the program and 
send out questionnaires," 
Sicking added. No action was 
taken on the drug program. 

In the superintendent's 
report, Cooper noted, "We are  

in the new facility! Lower 
grades continue to shift from 
building to building, with all 
classes hopefully settled within 
a week. The board decided to 
have an open house for the new 
high scnool, Sunday, October 3, 
from 2-4 p.m. 

Cooper also noted that 
Muenster will sponsor the 
district golf meet, junior high 
district track meet, and the 
elementary academic meet. 

Gwen Trubenbach, 
elementary teacher noted there 
are 248 students in grades K-5 
and 23 in pre-K. The largest 
class is the fourth grade with 
42 students. 

Several action items were on 
the agenda. The board 
unanimously voted to accept 
the Cooke County Appraisal 
District's budget for 1999-2000. 
There was an approximate 6% 
increase. 

In other action: 
• The board approved 

several transfers. The district 
now has a total of 71 transfers. 

• Gainesville is starting a 
full Alternative Education 
Program (AEP) and wants  

county schools to take part. 
Cooper noted that Muenster 
can approve this program as an 
option. If there is an AEP 
student, the district can send 
them to Gainesville. Last 
school year Muenster's AED 
students were taught from 4-8 
p.m. 

Sicking asked for a motion to 
make Gainesville's offer 
available. It passed 
unanimously. 

• Approved FIXX-MY-PC for 
data hook-up in the new high 
school. They had the low bid of 
$12,450. 

• The lease from the city for 
the water well was approved. 
The cost of $600 a year 
includes utilities paid by the 
city and any repairs by the 
school district. "If we would 
water the football fields with 
city water, it would be like 
watering with gold," said 
Cooper. 

• Monday, September 27 was 
the date set for public hearing 
on tax rate/budget. 

• The board amended the 
1999-2000 	budget 	an 
additional $20,000, to take care 
of all the "extras" in the 
building project.

property tax cuts. 
"I enjoy these meetings

I want to 
understand the issues that 
need to be addressed by the 
Legislature," said King.

Texas Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Rylander issued a total 
of $187.7 million in monthly 
sales tax payments to 1,097 
Texas cities and 118 counties, 
a 3.9 percent increase over the 
$180.5 million allocated in 
September 1998. Year-to-
date, payments to cities and 
counties are running 6.2 
percent ahead of last year. 

"Sales tax collections 
continue to expand as Texas 
communities gain new 
businesses and new jobs," 
Comptroller Rylander said. 

The sales tax rebates 
included $172.5 million to 
Texas cities. Thus far in 1999, 
rebates to cities are 6.8 
percent higher than for the 
same period in 1998. 

Muenster and Gainesville 
lag behind the average. The 
September rebate to Muenster, 
$17,823.87, fell 9.56 percent 
short of last September's  

rebate ($19,709.85). To date in 
1999 Muenster rebate total, 
$161,458.64, is 3.69 percent 
less than this time in 1998. 
Gainesville September rebate 
of $263,615.01 dropped 16.15 
percent from September 1998. 
To date this year, Gainesville 
has received a total of 
$2,554,913.11 in sales tax 
rebates. That is up 3.22 
percent from this time in 1998. 

Lindsay's September rebate 
of $6,132.07 is up 5.88 percent 
from last year. To date the 
Lindsay total this year is 
$71,388.20, an improvement of 
49.08 percent from September 
1998. 

Oak Ridge's September 1999 
rebate of $7,447.33 went up 
21.41 percent from September 
1998. Payments to date to Oak 
Ridge, $55,788.85, improved 
52.59 percent from a year ago.

Junk, within view of the 

public, is like a disease that 
eventually destroys the 
attractiveness, and thus the 
economy of a community. 
Some cleanup and 
beautification laws once 
protected only areas in 
counties of 125,000 or more. 
Because we all have the right 
to equal protection under the 
law, we are all now protected 
against the eyesores and 
economic destruction of trashy 
and junky properties. State 
and Federal law makes it a 
crime to junk and trash 
highways and property 
adjacent to the highway, even 
in the countryside. 

An offense is a misdemeanor 
punishable by a fine of not less 
than $500 or more than 
$1,000. Each day of the rule 
violation is a separate offense. 
Therefore, if a violator doesn't 
clean up or screen his/her junk 
for 30 days, the fines will be 
between $15,000 and $30,000. 
Fines could be enough to 
bankrupt a person or business, 
in which case the property 
may become available for sale 
to someone who would take 
pride in the property, thus 
improving the city and county. 
The legislation considers 
acquiring interest in and 
improving strips of real 
property within, adjacent to, or 
within view of the interstate or 
primary system a means of 
protecting and providing for 
the general welfare of the 
traveling public and promoting 
the safety of citizens. 

"Junk" means old or scrap 
copper, brass, rope, rags, 
batteries, paper, trash, rubber, 
debris or waste — junked, 
dismantled, or wrecked 
automobiles or automobile 
parts; or iron, steel, and other 
old or scrap ferrous or 
nonferrous material. An 
establishment which stores 
junk falls under the definition 
of a junkyard. A person is in 
violation if any portion of the 
junkyard is within 1,000 feet 
of the nearest edge of a right-
of–way of a highway in the 
interstate or primary system. 

The legislature declares that 
it is necessary to regulate the 
erection and maintenance of 
outdoor advertising and the 
establishment, operation, and 
maintenance of junkyards in 
areas adjacent to the 
interstate and primary 
systems to promote the health, 
safety, welfare, morals, 
convenience, and enjoyment of 
the traveling public, and 
protect the public investment 
in the interstate and primary 
systems. 

These laws found in the 
Transportation Code, the 
Highway Beautification Act of 
1965 and the Health and 
Safety Code are there to 
protect us. All we need to do is 
enforce them. We can't be so 
overly concerned with one 
person or one business that we 
ignore our community as a 
whole. People who love and 
want to protect Muenster for 
its future generations will 
comply. The only people who 
will be upset over these laws 
are those breaking them.

Where do seedless 
watermelon come from? 
According to Comanche 
aunty Extension Agent Bob 
hitney, plant breeders first 
Ace one of two sets of 
iromosomes, called a 

Oliploid, -  and treat it with a 
temical called colchicine. 
olchicine, he says, will cause 
to seed to develop a melon 
ith four sets of chromosomes, 
• a "tetrapolid." This melon is 
rown out and the seed 
arvested for the next growing 
rason. The tetrapolid seed is 
lanted and begins to grow. 
leanwhile, a diploid melon 
ariety is planted alongside for 
ollination. These melons will 
row and the seed from them 

be harvested. The cross 
?trapolid plant with a diploid 
lant results in tripolid seed. 
"This plant has three sets of 

hromosomes and is the 'mule' 
f the watermelon family," says 
Vhitney. This seed, when 
lanted, will produce a seedless 
aelon, meaning it is sterile." 
Whitney says growing a 

eedless melon is a little  

different than growing typical 
watermelon. For one thing, the 
seed is fragile and must be 
germinated under higher than 
normal germination 
temperatures. Thus, a seedless 
watermelon is grown as a 
transplant first and then 
moved into the field later after 
getting a good root system 
established. They are also more 
expensive to grow, he says. 

"These seeds cost up to 20 
cents apiece, and growing the 
actual plant in a pot to be 
transplanted costs another 
dime for a total of 
approximately 30 cents," he 
adds. The germination 
percentage is also low for 
seedless, around 80 percent, so 
that cost can go up even more. 
It takes about 1,500 to 1,700 
plants, or about $450 per acre -
a lot of money and still 80 days 
till harvest." 

Finally, seeded melon rows 
must be planted next to rows of 
the seedless melons to ensure 
good pollination.

COW-CALF PRODUCERS: 
Primary Income vs. Non - Primary 

According to the 1997 Censes of 
Agriculture, U.S. livestock and 
poultry sales totaled some $99 
billion. 41 % was from cattle and 
calf sales, 23 % poultry, 19 % dairy 
products, 14 % hogs and 3 % from 
all other livestock. 

Now the U.S. has published some 
comparisons of cow-calf producers 
A survey was made of producers in 
the 23 leading cow-calf states. Only 
14 % had beef cows for their pri-
mary source of income. Average 
herd size was 138 cows for primary 
income operations, compared to 33 
cows for non-primary income herds. 
Primary income producers imple-
mented almost all management and 
technological practices at higher 
levels. For instance, over 90 % of 
these producers castrated compared 
to 68 %, and 66% vaccinated cows 
for reproductive diseases versus 43 
percent. Primary income producers 
averaged higher production: 3.5% 
higher calving percentage, 2.6% 
lower calf death loss, 8.7 higher 
weaning percentage, 24 pounds 
more weaning weight, and 40 
pounds more weaning weight per 
cow exposed to breeding. Profit-
ability was not surveyed. 

WHEAT DISEASE 
PRE-PLANT CHECKLIST 
Most of our opportunities for 

wheat disease management occur in 
the fall. Once the seed is in the 
ground, disease management opt-
ions are pretty limited. Here is a 
check list of things to remember 
from the Kansas State University 
Plant Disease Diagnostic Lab: 
Cron rotation  helps control foliar 
diseases and root rots that survive in 
wheat residue. One year of rotation 
to another crop is enough to break  

the cycle. Following a legume is 
ideal. Following sorghum reduces 
diseases, but often results in 
mediocre yields for other reasons. 
Following corn is frequently 
successful, but it increases the risk 
of head scab, especially in eastern 
Kansas. Following barley or brome 
pasture can increase the risk of take-
all root rot. 
Residue manapement  should be 
considered if you are growing 
continuous wheat. Some tillage is 
usually better than no tillage. 
Volunteer wheat control  is 
important to eliminate the source 
of wheat streak mosaic virus, fall 
leaf rust, and many other pests. 
Proper fertility  (especially 
nitrogen and chloride) can help to 
reduce some diseases. Remember 
that continuous wheat fields are 
more prone to take-all root rot. 
Variety selection  for disease 
resistance is probably the most 
important factor in disease control. 
Certified seed  is inspected to 
ensure it is free of seed home 
diseases like loose smut and bunt. 
Seed treatment  is good insurance 
against seedborne loose smut, 
common bunt, and seedling blight. 
Planting date  affects several 
diseases and insects. Early plant-
ing increases the risk of wheat 
streak mosaic, barley yellow dwarf, 
and take-all.

With fall season around the comer,  a  new wave of potential 

allergens will be unleashed. Pollens such as ragweed and others float 

around ready to induce itchy watery eyes, runny nose and sneezing 

for environmental allergy sufferers. 

Approximately 18.6 million infants, children and adults in 

the United States have seasonal or perennial allergies. An estimated 

$224 million is spent annually for medical services and $300 million 

for medications, and some 28 million days each year are lost because 

of restricted activity or absence from school or work. 

How many times have you been treated for an infection 

whether viral or bacterial after a bout of allergies? Probably more 

often than you realize. Allergic responses as seen in seasonal or 

perennial allergies have the potential to depress your body's immune 

response to viral or bacterial pathogens, and introduce a viral or 

bacterial infection. Then a "simple" allergy has the potential to 

become a disabling short or long-term illness.

They should not be used if you have a history of hyperten 

sion, have glaucoma, coronary artery disease, or taking a 

MAO inhibitor. 

• Antiinfective agents are used for secondary bacterial 

infections. 

• Analgesic agents, such as acetaminophen or ibuprofen, used 

to reduce symptoms of pressure headache until symptom 

control is achieved. 

• Consider allergy testing and allergy immunotherapy if you 

have severe persistent allergies.

The oil industry, since 1927, 
has been the leading employer 
in the Muenster area. Many 
men from here and the 
surrounding area have earned 
a livelihood in the oil patches 
and some have made it their 
lifelong career. 

A number of local young men 
coming home from the service 
entered the industry as hands, 
while some, more venturesome, 
bought equipment and went 
into the business for 
themselves, and some did, and 
are still doing quite well. 

When the depression began 
In 1929 and continued in 
earnest through the early 
thirties, the oil business was 
pretty well shut down. Jobs 
were scarce and no was money, 
but there were always some 

• who tried to make things 
happen, and make a few bucks 
too. 

It was not unusual for a 
group of men to come together 
and promote a wildcat well. 
Some would only supply labor 
while others were prevailed 
upon to furnish a drilling rig, 
another would supply fuel and 
some would gamble some cash. 

If the venture found oil, all 
would share in the profits. 

Update on Education Legislation 
Education was one of the most important issues during tl 

76th Legislative Session. In this column I will discuss various bil 

that affect our school districts. 

HB 1104 - The Education Code is amended to require th 

each school campus improvement plan must provide for a progra 

to encourage parental involvement. If a campus performance 

rated low-performing, the school district may be required to prep; 

a report regarding the parental involvement program at the camps 

as well as a plan describing strategies for improving parent. 

involvement at the campus. 

HB 269 - This bill prohibits a school district fro] 

penalizing or discriminating against an employee for serving c 

jury duty. The school district is required to pay the employee 

regular salary while he is engaged in jury service and may nc 

reduce the employee's accumulated personal leave time. 

HB 618 - Under this new section, the superintendent -- 
 required to notify the parents or guardian of each student if a 

inappropriately certified or uncertified teacher is teaching the clas 

The notice is required for teachers who are serving on a 

emergency certificate or who do not hold any Texas certificate 

permit. 

HB907- This bill, which became effective at the beginnin 

of the 1999-2000 school year, requires a person who is 18 years 

older and is enrolled in public school to attend school each day. 

the person has more than five un-excused absences in one semeste 

a school district may revoke the person's enrollment for th 

remainder of the year. Prior to the enactment of HB 907, there WE 
not a way to enforce attendance of a student who is beyond the ag 

of compulsory attendance. 

SB 870 - Requires the Texas Education Agency to produc 

and provide to school districts sufficient copies of a comprehensiv( 

easily understood document that explains how an individualize 

education program (1EP) is developed. The document must explai 

the rights and responsibilities of the parent concerning the proces 

so they may participate in an admission, review, and dismissu 

(ARD) committee meeting.
