At the August 4 special 
meeting the Board discussed 
the possibility of offering a 
special senior citizen discount.

Endres reminded the Board 
that the consensus had been to 
not offer the discount due to 
the uncertain year that the 
hospital is facing. Board 
President Don Flusche had 
requested a formal vote to 
show on record that it had 
been considered. The vote was

Cooke 
County 
adopts tax 
rate increase

Commissioners Court held a 

special meeting on Wednesday, 
Sept. 1. A public hearing was 
held on the proposed tax rate. 
The public who attended 
numbered eight and they had 
little to say. 

In a 5-0 vote Commissioners 
Court approved the proposed 
tax rate of 41 cents per $100 
valuation. Last year's rate was 
40.35 cents per $100 valuation.

During the Aug. 31 meeting 

of the Cooke County Appraisal 
District (CCAD) Board of 
Directors Leon Klement 
stepped down from his position 
on the Board and into the 
shoes of the "public". This was 
done with the approval of the 
Board's attorney. Klement 
wanted to bring a non agenda 
item to the Board's attention. 

"The reason I want to 
personally bring this up is I 
think that people need to fully 
understand what happened up 
there (in the ARB hearings)," 
Klement said. "It's kind of the 
tail end of a bigger problem 
that we've (CCAD) had all 
summer. We've had some 
trouble with the ARB 
(Appraisal Review Board) 
maintaining our values. They 
picked to do the really good 
one last." 

Klement was referring to the 
Aug. 16 decision of the ARB to 
reduce the value on IMAC 
properties in Muenster front 
$933,529 to $206,480. The 
property was originally owned 
by AMPI which incorporated 
with Dairy Farmers of 
America (DFA). DFA then sold 
the property to Dr. M. S. 
Reddy of IMAC. 

At one time the AMPI 
property was valued at close to 
two million. That value was 
dropped to $933,529 because a 
lot of the equipment was taken 
out, said Klement. "It was a 
hardship for all the taxing 
entities, but they all absorbed 
it and went on," he recalled. 
This year Dr. Reddy decided to 
protest his values.

There have been a lot of 

changes around the Myra 
Volunteer Fire Department 
recently. The department will 
shortly be a certified medical 
first responder with a new 
fire/rescue truck, new fire 
equipment, new medical 
equipment, and approximately 
20 newly trained firemen. 

A dream for nearly 10 years, 
a new fire truck has now 
become a reality. From initially 
opening a fire truck savings 
account in about 1990 the 
Myra VFD has accumulated 
the funds to obtain a truck and 
chassis from the Texas Forest 
Service and have a modern 
tank/pumper/rescue unit built 
and installed on Unit 130. 
Truck funding came from a 
generous community and a 
grant from the Texas Forest 
Service. 

The new Fire/Rescue vehicle 
exists because a group of men 
and women in the Myra 

The ARB held the IMAC 
hearing and made the 
reduction after all the entities 
had their certified tax rolls. 
Muenster Hospital District 
had already set their tax rate 
based on the certified roll, 
before they knew about the 
change, he said. 

Its not going to be the most 
financially devastating thing 
that's happened to those 
people over there, but it is an 
extreme occurrence of what 
we've had from the ARB all 
summer. This pretty much 
tops it off." 

According to Klement the 
property consists of 12 acres of 
land bordering Hwy. 82 in 
Muenster. There are three 
buildings, one with cold 
storage. Klement noted that 
there are houses valued at 
that price. 

"I know we can't officially 
discuss this as far as a 
business item today, but it 
shocked me and troubled me so 
much that I wanted to 
personally bring this up," 
Klement continued. "This is 
about as glaring as it gets." 

Records indicate that ARB 
members voted three in favor 
and two against the reduction. 
Those voting for it were Angelo 
Nasche, Bill Dareing, and Bob 
Henderson. Casting votes 
against the reduction were 
Kevin Sandmann and Brenda 
Mobley. 

Board member Donna Doty 
remarked that the CCAD 
Board under the law was 
unable to discuss the value of 
any land. Board President 

community called -volunteer 
firemen" are dedicated to 
helping their fellow neighbors 
in the community. These 
firemen undergo continual 
training to improve their fire 
fighting and medical first 
responder skills. Recently, as a 
result of a community fund 
raiser and a grant front 
Prudential Life, an Automatic 
External Defibrillator (AED) 
was purchased along with an 
oxygen kit, backboards, 
bandages, and other medical 
equipment. The medical 
equipment is carried on board 
the new fire truck. 

The new fire truck is the 
latest design in rural fire-
fighting equipment. It has dual 
side spray bumper nozzles that 
can be operated from the 
drivers seat. Deck guns are 
mounted on each side of the 
operating deck to provide for 
water or foam spraying on the 
move. Each deck gun is capable 
of delivering a high volume 

Jane Carlton responded that 
the Board did have the option 
of taking the matter to court. 
The CCAD could sue the ARB. 

Klement asked, "If the ARB 
won't hold our values, who 
will? This just cheats 
everybody. Some people think 
they're going to sneak their 
values through the ARB and 
get something lowered, they're 
just cheating their neighbor. 
All this does is cheat them and 
cheat their neighbor." 

Chief Appraiser Doug 
Smithson, also concerned over 
the great reduction in value, 
had already prepared a letter 
notifying the CCAD Board. 
Smithson noted that the 
$727,049 loss in value would 
result in a $9,597 levy loss for 
Muenster ISD based on a tax 
rate of $1.32. 

"Due to the size and location 
of this plant in Muenster, I 
and others feel the value 
placed on this property has 
been significantly reduced far 
below its market value," said 
Smithson in his letter. He 
recommended that it be put on 
the Sept. 9 meeting agenda 
and that the taxing entities be 
invited for discussion and a 
possibility of appealing to 
district court. 

Smithson also informed the 
Board that an on—site 
inspection had been scheduled 
for Wednesday, Sept. 1 at 10 
a.m. This inspection didn't 
occur. Smithson said he sent 
appraisers, but they weren't 
allowed in the buildings. 

The problem w ill be 
addressed at the September 9 
regular meeting.

kind of opportunity that may 
never come around again, so 
the trustees "took advantage of 
what we view as a win-win-
situation ' for both our college 
and for taxpayers. 

The trustees made it clear 
they wished to continue the 
practice of recent years of 
attempting to close the gap 
between revenues generated by 
the (M&O ) portion of the 
college tax rate and what it 
actually costs to maintain and 
operate the local Campus. 

"We had been able to close 
the M&O deficit down to about 
$30,000 in the past year or so," 
Dr. Glasscock pointed out, 'but 
it has widened back to about 
$168,000 with items included 
in the new budget such as air 
conditioning the gymnasium, 
purchasing a badly needed 
additional 'people carrier' 
vehicle, and various repair and 
renovation projects - many of 
them due to ADA requirements 
for accommodating disabled 
students and staff." 

These items account for a 
significant portion of the 13.2-
percent increase in the new 
budget over that of current 
year up $1.89 million to a 
total of $ 16,219 , 146 for 1999-
2000. 

We'll be giving a much 
deserved five-percent salary 
increase, on average, to our 
faculty and staff. Our trustees 
are working very hard to keep 
up in what has become a very 
competitive market in this 
region not only for top quality 
instructors , administrators and 
professional staff but also for 
competent clerical and support 
personnel." 

Some money also is in the 
new budget , according to Jerry 

Ranking Member on only one 
committee or subcommittee. 

"I am honored to be able to 
serve on both committees as 
Ranking Member ," Hall said. 
"Our work on the Energy and 
Power Subcommittee is 
important for Texas, and I 
have a good working 
relationship with fellow Texan, 
Chairman Joe Barton." 

Hall has served on the 
Science Committee since he 
was sworn in for the 97th 
Congress . He was chairman of 
the Subcommittee on 
International Scientific 
Cooperation for the 100th and 
101st Congresses. He served 
as chairman of the 
Subcommittee on Space in the 
102nd and 103rd Congresses 
and as Ranking Democrat in 
the 104th Congress . A member 
of the Subcommittee on Space 
and Aeronautics and the 
Subcommittee on Energy and 
Environment in the current 
Congress , Hall will now serve 
ex officio on all Science 
subcommittees.

Texas Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Rylander sent a total of 
$272.3 million in monthly 
sales tax payments to 1,098 
Texas cities and 117 counties, 
a 6.4 percent increase over the 
$255.8 million allocated in 
August 1998. Year-to-date, 
payments are running 6.5 
percent ahead of last year. 

"Texas continues to gain 
new business and new jobs, 
and consumer confidence 
remains high as the state 
economy continues to expand," 
said Rylander. 
The sales tax rebates 

included 251 . 9 million to Texas 
cities . Thus far in 1999, 
rebates to cities are 7.0 
percent higher than for the 
same period in 1998. 

That trend hasn ' t held true 
for Muenster . To date this year 
Muenster has received 
$143,634.77 which is 2.90 
percent less than at this time 
in 1998 . Gainesville is slightly 
behind the average , but is still 
up 6.04 percent from this time 
last year. Lindsay's total 
payments to date are up 55.02 
percent, Oak Ridge ' s are up 
58.87 percent, and Valley 
View's are up 79.03 percent. 
The county total for cities is up 
7.85 percent. Gainesville and 

Muenster being the two 
largest incorporated towns, 
receive the larger rebates. 

Muenster ' s August rebate in 
1999 was $24,369.64, down 
10.97 percent from August 
1998's $27,373.02. 
Gainesville 's August rebate of 
$362,486.33 showed an 
improvement of 10.41 percent 
from August 1998. The 
$7,296.72 check for Lindsay 
was up 15 . 99 percent from last 
August . Oak Ridge was up 
58.98 percent from last August 
with its rebate of $6,569.17.

In response to Sheriff Compton's answers to my questions 1 i 
the August 27th issue of The Muenster Enterprise, I would 10, 
to add the following: 

I UNDERSTAND that his officers have to travel through the 
Gainesville city limits to go to and from the sheriff's office. 
I AGREE they should atop violators if they see them in the city 
limits,or wherever. What I DON'T understand is, why are the 
deputies parked long periods of time (on duty) in the city 
limits, or on Interstate 35 or Hwy. 82, if they are supposed 
to be patrolling the rural areas of Cooke County? 

I DON'T understand why the only two deputiea on duty at a time 
have to meet for meals or breaks at the same place, leaving 
all the ruralareas of Cooke County with no one on patrol at 
all, unprotected. 

A month or two ago, I called the sheriff's office late at night 
when three pickups of what I assume to be minors and intoxicated 
from the noise they made, drove past no house. A deputy was 
dispatched. Listening to my scanner I heard him arrive about 
40 minutes later which is about how long it would take-as I 
live about 15 miles north-west of Moss Lake. He searched the 
roads (of which there are many) for about 20 minutes, then got 

callon his radio from the other deputy on duty located on 
the far east side of the county to meet him for coffee-05 
THE EAST SIDE OF THE .COUNTY. The officer answering my call left 
and went to meet him, reporting, "unable to locate ^T It takes 
longer than that to search these roads, and then BOTH officers 

DON' 
checked out together on the far side of the county. I 

DON'T understand this either! 

Our county has seen too many of our young people killed in the 
rural areas the last few years. I've called repeatedly to ask 
for patrols at night, especially on weekends, as the roads are 
heavily littered with beer bottles, cans, empty beer cartons, 
etc. We don't need anymore alchohol related death., cattle 
being shot, or mail boxes destroyed on a regular basis. Still, 
after requesting extra patrols at night, I hear on the scanner, 
cars still being stopped in GainerediLe  and on I-35 by the 
sheriff's department. I DON'T understand this either. 

Sheriff Compton said, "criminals drivecars and a deputy is 
duty bound to catch a criminal anywhere he can". Criminals 
drive cars and trucks out here in the rural sections also. WE 
NEED LAW ENFORCEMENT oUT BE MS TOM Gainesville, I-35 and Hwy. 
82 are covered, THE RURAL AREAS NEED TO BE COVERED. There are 
drunk drivers out here too....the litter on the roads proves 
it. I stopped a deputy one Sunday morning a few weeks ago 
at the Moss Lake Marina, told him I'd been requesting extra 

patrol at night (ANY patrol would be good), especially weekend 
nights, and asked him if he would he drive the roads to see 
the amount of alcohol bottles, cans and empty beer boxes that 
had not been there the day before. I told him that perhaps 
if he saw it himself, he could report back to the Sheriff what 
a problem we DO have! He said he would. But I still see the 
same things after nearly every weekend. 

Sheriff Compton stated that in 1998, 430 traffic tickets were 
issued. Now many of those were outside the city limits?

Got to see Ismail, 
the rocket, Ernie Mills, and 
Irvin, among others catch a few 
passes. 

Ritchie Cunningham was 
practicing his place kicking 
and was using a cameraman 
high up on a scissor platform 
about thirty feet back of the 

goal posts for a target. 
After several near misses he 

would have hit him if the man 
had not fended the ball off with 
his hand. We were enjoying the 
action until the team came on 
and the practice began in 
earnest. 

It was then that we began to 
learn about the media - people 
who have rights, but no 
concern for others. The ones 
who were busy taking notes 
about what they were 
watching, and those with 
cameras showed much more 
consideration for the rest of us.

The cut would be phased in gradually, with a measly 
55.2 billion in tax relief next year and only S156 billion over the first five 

years. As Charles Ksauthamrner mantes, "this hardly tears up the tax code." 
Without the tax cut, Americans will pay 522.8 trillion in federal taxer 

over the next decade. With the cut, they will pay "only" $22.2 trillion. Ye 
opponents would have us believe even this modest reduction is too much. 

To help stage-manage this sleight of hand, the president and his alliet 

have continued to make solemn pronouncements about the need to "save' 

Social Security and Medicare, implying—if not outright declaring—tha 
Congress's "gigantic risky tax scheme" would somehow jeopardize this 

goal. How so, since two-thirds of the projected surplus would be set aside 

for Social Security? As for Medicare, it is the White House that has 
proposed an expensive new prescription-drug benefit that would place the 

program on even shakier financial ground. 

So with 52 trillion in a Social Security "Iockbox," lawmakers art 
deciding the fate of the remaining 51 trillion. 

Which brings us to the final question: -whether," in the words o -

Harvard University Economics Professor Martin Feldstein, -the remairunk 

third should stay with taxpayers themselves or be given over to new 

government spending and income-redistribution schemes." 

Those naive few who think the government won't spend our taa 

overpayments should consider this sobering fact Congress already i, 

preparing to spend nearly all of next year's projected $14 billion surplus 

Two "emergency" spending bills alone-57.4 billion in farm aid and SI.4.f 

billion to fund the Census—would consume almost 512 billion. What wil 

happen when Congress gets around to the "non-emergency" spending, the 

traditional election-year pork barrel projects used to buy re-election? 
Lawmakers can preach debt reduction all they want, but their action, 

are what count. Congress spent $20 billion of last year's Social Security 
surplus on dozens of hometown projects, corporate welfare and othe, 
redundant and obsolete programs. Lawmakers are expected to go at leas 

530 billion overboard this year, having earmarked funds for—among other 

things—plant growth in outer space, improving peanut "efficiency," anc 

grants for manure handling and distribution.

A convenient new option for 
those interested in completing 
a hunter education course is 
now available in the form of a 
home study book and video. 

Instead of spending 10 hours 
in the traditional classroom 
course, hunters now have the 
option of completing 
approximately six hours of the 
course at home, at their own 
pace. Final certification 
involves one day of hunter skill 
(field and live-firing) and 
hunter ethics exercises, and a 
score of 80 percent or better is 
required on the written exam. 

The Outdoor Life Hunter's 
Field Guide was developed 
jointly by Texas Parks and 
Wildlife (TPW), the Nevada 
Division of Wildlife, and 
Outdoor Life, and is distributed 
by Creative Publishing 
International. The home study 
materials are sold individually 
as a book, in video format, or as 
a set with an additional 
workbook. 

The home study materials 
are similar to the material 
covered in the classroom  

course, with an emphasis on 
hunter ethics, outdoor skills 
safety, respect for game laws, 
gun safety, landowner rights, 
respect for nature, survival tips 
and first aid awareness. 

Although a hunter education 
course is not required to 
purchase a license, all Texas 
hunters born on or after Sept. 
2, 1971, are required to meet 
these hunter education 
requirements: 

• Hunters 17 and older must 
successfully complete a hunter 
education course. 

• Hunters between the ages 
of 12 and 16 must successfully 
complete a hunter education 
course or be accompanied by a 
licensed hunter 17 or older. 

• Hunters under 12 must be 
accompanied by a licensed 
hunter 17 or older.

SMALL GRAIN NITROGEN 
Producers have a variety of 

sources available to supply needed 
Nitrogen to small grain for both 
pasture and grazing. We have 
known that it takes about two (2) 
pounds of actual nitrogen to 
produce one (I) bushel of wheat 
grain. Also one (1) pound of 
nitrogen should produce 15 to 20 
pounds of forage dry matter. 
Sources of Nitrogen include 
anhydrous ammon ia (82-0-0), Urea 
(46-0-0), ammonium nitrate (34-0-
0), UAN (28 to 32-0-0) and 
ammonium sulfate (21-0-0-24S). 

In the county we've applied this 
needed Nitrogen in a variety of 
methods which include all applied 
in the fall to applying Nitrogen in 
split applications. Split appli-
cations tend to be a preferred 
method. This method allows for 
better utilization of needed Nitro-
gen by the plant. With split 
applications you also have less risk 
involved in Nitrogen loss due to 
weather factors and grazing than
