Cooke County's League of 

Women Voters hosted 
members of the administration 
and boards of the Muenster 
Memorial (MMH) and 
Gainesville Memorial (GMH) 
hospitals on Thursday, March 
16. Participants adhered to the 
League format which allows 
for oratory by individual 
panelists on specific topics, 
followed by written questions 
from the audience. Merging of 
the two hospital districts to 
form a county hospital district 
was the topic. 

GMH Board member Dave 
Sanders spelled out reasons 
that the merger should take 
place. MMH Administrator 
Jack Endres explained the 
various steps required for the 
merger to be achieved. 

Charles Bayer, MMH board, 
gave reasons that Muenster 
needs a new facility. He said 
that the Muenster Hospital 
was built in the 60s and wasn't 
designed for modern health 
care as it is today. Also the 
facility was built when it was 
common to use asbestos to 
promote fire protection. 'That's 
the way they were all built," he 
noted. "The asbestos has 
remained through all those 
years. If you don't disturb it 
it's fine, but you cannot 
disturb it. Adding on would 
disturb the asbestos." 

Sanders stated that GMH is 
landlocked and that the 
parking area is insufficient. 
"We need desperately an 
expanded emergency 
department, he noted. Surveys 
taken from patients pointed to 
the need for improvements in 
the emergency department, he 
claimed. Most of the rest of the 
hospital received positive 
comments, he added. 

GMH Board member Earl 
Russell said, "I believe that the 
people of Cooke County want 
to have a locally based, locally 
controlled hospital. A national 
firm skilled in that type of 
work was engaged by GMH to 
do a study to determine if this 
area would support a new 
facility and whether it would 
be more feasible to remodel or 
build new. It was a carefully 
done study and the group had 
nothing to gain one way or the 
other. "They decided that it 
was a hands down situation 
and they should start with a 
whole new facility," he said. 

Russell said that GMH 
found in a project a while back 
that if they do anything to the 
existing facility, a whole host 
of government mandates will 
have to be adhered to in the 
present facility. As long as it 
isn't touched, they don't apply, 
he explained. GMH learned 
that remodeling their present 
facility would take three to five  

years just to bring it up to 
standards. "We wouldn't have 
any patients left here at all," 
he remarked. Everybody would 
have to be going to Denton or 
to Sherman. So in the process 
of trying to fix the hospital, we 
would actually kill it." 

MMH Board President Don 
Flusche claimed that a new 
facility would attract 
physicians and specialists a lot 
easier. He said that there are a 
lot of people in Cooke County 
who are going to need to be 
taken care of and the best 
physicians were wanted. 

When prospective businesses 
and industry looks at an area, 
the type of health care 
available is a big 
consideration, he said. 

Russell gave details on the 
location of the new facility and 
why it was selected. GMH 
Administrator Andy Anderson 
explained how the facility 
would be paid for and what the 
pros and cons of Revenue 
Bonds and General Obligation 
Bonds were. 

Saying that they were 
striving to be self sufficient, 
Anderson remarked, "We're 
not asking for funds to help us 
operate it, we're asking that 
the community help us build 
it. That's what our motivation 
is, to help us build it. You help 
us build it, we'll put the 
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Mayor calls Town Meeting to rescue hospital district

Those who attended a 
meeting at Muenster City Hall 

Il
st Friday evening were 

eeply concerned about the 
Future of health care in the 
local community. Muenster 
Mayor Henry Weinzapfel 
called the meeting. He asked 
that all who would like to keep 
the Muenster Hospital District 
and possibly the Muenster 
Hospital try to attend. Many 
who attended had spent a 
number of years serving on the 
hospital board in the past. 

Plans formulated during the 
meeting included selecting and 
promoting one or more persons 
to run for the seats on the 
hospital board which are up 
for election on May 6. The 
deadline for filing was noted to 
be Wednesday, March 22. John 
Aytes remarked that he felt 
that it was very important to 
get a voice on the Hospital 
Board that was of similar 
persuasion as those present. 
"We need people to run for the 
Board to carry our voice and 
ideas to the current Board 
with new members," he said. 

A discussion followed to 
determine who might be good 
candidates. Weinzapfel, Aytes, 
and Rufus Henscheid were 
appointed as a committee to 
seek candidates and be sure 
they were signed up in time. 

Aytes stated, "We're not in 
opposition to the Board. We 
want to help them all we can, 
but we want a voice on there 
just to change that direction 
just a little bit to save our 
district." Henscheid added, 
"We're not asking somebody to 
go up there and have a fight or 
have a confrontation every 
time they have a meeting. The 
message would be seen that we 
want a change." 

Dr. Currier suggested that 
after the group got a voice on 
the Board, that it be a goal to 
have the chief of the medical 
staff added to the Board as an 
advisor. "There are a lot of 
decisions being made by 
businessmen and they're good 
decisions, but when it comes to 
the medical implications, it 
sometimes hurts us," he 
remarked. The chief of staff 
would be an advisor only and 
not have a vote. 

Ray Voth asked about the 
status of proposed Legislation 
regarding the Muenster 
Hospital District and what 
could be done to keep the 
district. Dr. Tom Currier 
explained that the hospital is 
currently in the process of 
drafting legislation to send to 
Austin. He noted that their 
attorney will look at it before it 
goes to the State Legislature 
for the hearings in 2001. 

"The Senate will vote on it 
and it will be a "rubber stamp" 
unless there is some agitation 
against it," said Currier. Next 
people from the Muenster 
Hospital District and the 
Gainesville Hospital District 
will vote on whether they want 
to dissolve their district. If 
both districts get approval to 
dissolve, a vote takes place 
asking if the people want to 
merge the two former districts 
into the Cooke County 
Hospital District. "If either 
votes no, that kills the whole 
thing," noted Weinzapfel. 

In answer to the question of 
"How they can take the 
hospital district away from 
us? Aytes said that he's been 
studying the hospital's 
Enabling Legislation. 
Essentially the Texas 
Legislature formed the 
hospital district, he explained. 
He showed the by—laws of the 
MMH district. 

"I've suffered under the 
same misconception as a lot of 
you and that is that it is a 
done deal because the Board 
has decided to do it this way," 
Aytes remarked. "After 
reading this (Enabling 
Legislation), let me assure you 
that that is not the case." 

Aytes then gave his 
interpretation of what could be 
done. As he understands it, the 
Board by themselves may 
move to dissolve the hospital 
district or you can get a 
request from 15 percent of the 
voting public within the 
district to present a petition to 
the Board and they would have 
to act on that. Either way in 
acting on it they have to come 
up with a referendum, a vote 
of how do the majority of the 
voters in the district feel. "The 
majority of the voters who 
actually vote in the district on 
the particular subject decide 
yes or no, is it going to be 
closed or is it going to be kept 
open," he noted. "It's just that 
simple. They cannot close it." 

The hospital district is in the 
process of going to the 
Legislature in Austin to set it 
up so that if both districts 
agree to dissolve and to merge, 
then the Legislation will be in 
place to create the new 
combined district, said Aytes. 
"It's not the situation that I've 
heard many times that it's too 
late, no sense in closing the  

door now that the horse is out 
because the horse is still in the 
stall," he said. 'We've got to go 
to vote." If the people vote to 
keep the district, it can't be 
brought up for a vote for 
another year. It can be voted 
on each year. 

Henscheid remarked, "What 
we're really here for tonight is 
to keep our district. If you can 
keep the district, you can 
possibly keep the hospital 
open. If we lose the district our 
legs are cut off." Voth 
reminded them how hard it 
had been to get the district. 

"All of the people on the 
Board are good people and 
they want to do what's right," 
commented Weinzapfel. 
"However I think we all agree 
that they've been a bit 
misguided." 

Aytes added, "Even if they 
do want to go ahead with some 
type of combination, they've 
chosen, in my estimation, the 

very worst way of doing. There 
are all kinds of ways of doing 
the same thing without giving 
up your district. Joint venture 
comes to mind as the easiest 
way of doing it. You could do 
everything they want to do 
through a joint venture. They 
have worked long and hard to 
arrive at where they are. They 
do not want to throw a monkey 
wrench in the works with 
Gainesville representatives on 
the Board right now by saying 
we've changed our minds." 

If the local Board is forced, 
either by the vote or by a 
strong enough voice of the 
community, to change their 
way of thinking, then they 
would have to approach 
Gainesville with a different 
plan, Aytes added. 

Right now the hospital is 
operating in the black only 
because the revenue is being 
supplemented by $350,000 
generated by taxes, Aytes 
explained. Reserve funds are 
quickly being depleted because 
the revenue doesn't stretch far 
enough to cover the cost of 
things such as new equipment. 
He noted that revenue from 
reimbursement by government 
sources such as Medicare and 
Medicaid are decreasing which 
is putting more of a bind on 
the hospital. 

Discussion centered around 
what could be done to keep a 
district open in the event that  

the hospital was forced to 
close. The question of indigent 
liability was brought up. 
Henscheid said that past 
history showed very little 
indigent expense, but that 
could change in the future. "If 
we join Gainesville imagine 
how much more our liability 
will be," he noted. "Our 
exposure is going to be much 
greater than we've ever 
experienced here." Pat Stelzer 
pointed out that Gainesville 
would be the only public 
hospital along 1-35 between 
here and Parkland. "We'd be 
the Parkland of North Texas," 
said Henscheid. 

While discussing what it 
would take to make the 
Muenster Hospital more viable 
Dr. Currier said that a surgeon 
would help a great deal. 
Weinzapfel agreed, but said

In any direction we turn 
agriculture continuously makes 
an impact on our day-to-day 
lives. For example, farmers and 
ranchers provide us with an 
abundant supply of safe, high 
quality foods and products. 
That quality has earned Texas 
second place in agricultural 
producing states in the nation,

Rim Wildlife Center near Glen 
Rose. 

This was my and Ai een s 
third, and the four others first 
time to visit this one of a kind 
park of some 2700 acres. 

I must say the third tour was 
as interesting as the first, 
although I think I paid as 
much attention to the behavior 
of some of the visitors as I did 
to the animals and birds. 

When a visitor buys tickets, 
the management gives each 
driver several cards and 
explanatory leaflets containing 
rules that the visitors are 
expected to follow, as well as 
warnings concerning some of 
the dangers that can be 
encountered. 

Small buckets of cubed 
animal food are also offered, for 
a price, but the buyer is 
instructed to throw cubes on 
the ground or the road. The 
animals will pick them up. 

Yet there are some who will 
open their doors, and or 
windows and offer the feed in 
their hands, something they 
have been instructed not to do,  

gain that reputation and 
respect for which they should 
be commended. 

When the administrator 
spoke of barely meeting payroll 
each month, I spoke up and 
stated that maybe there should 
be some cut-backs.

April 1st is Census Day! Since 1790, our government 

has been required by the Constitution to count the population of 
the United States every ten years. This year, 2000, will be the 

22nd census. The census is important for many reasons: 

First, billions of dollars of money in state and federal 

funds are distributed based on the number of people living in 

different parts of the country. Most social services programs in 

Grayson and Cooke Counties have a population factor in their 

funding formula. The level of services for programs such as 

Meals on Wheels. TAPS public transportation, the Nursing 

Home Ombudsman, and job training through the Workforce 

development Program are determined by the population in the 

county. 
Second, under the Older Americans Act, funds are 

provided for food. health care and legal services to low income 

elderly people based on census figures_ 

Third. the census allows the government to plan for the 

number of people eligible for Social Security and Medicare 

benefits in each county. 
Fourth. the census provides the government with 

information that is used to help communities get federal funding 

to plan for hospitals, community centers, and transportation for 

the disabled. 

Without an accurate measurement of our population, 

important programs affecting all of us might be underfunded In 
1990, the census may have missed 1.9% of rural residents, 5.9% 

of rural renters, and 4.2% of urban renters. That would be almost 

8,000 people in my district. The undercount may have resulted 

in Texas losing approximately S30 million in federal funding. 

The only way to make sure that our census is as accurate 
as possible is to fill out your census forms. By law, the Census 

Bureau cannot share your answers with anyone - the IRS, FBI, 
welfare, immigration - not even the President. Census takers are 

sworn to secrecy, and your address cannot be sold or given away-

to anyone.

Not any one of them is 
an outpatient surgery. They're 
four to six days or more. 
They're building the wrong 
kind of hospital because in five 
years, 2005, over 64 percent of 
the population will be in the 
upper age group. Twenty-four 
percent will be down below us 
so they're going to build a 
hospital for 24 percent of the 
population. That's wrong. 
That's one of the problems I 
have with it is that the 
consultants aren't looking at 
the fact that the Baby Boomers 
are going to be 60 in five 
years." 

In an interview after the 
meeting, John Aytes stressed 
that the purpose in calling the  

coming out losers. I do ❑ 't feel 
like we're losing a hospital, I 
feel that we are contributing 
our hospital for as an 
investment for the future. I see 
health care in Cooke County as 
more successful and being 
made more available, not less 
available by this merger." He 
said that Muenster people are 
not depending on the 
Muenster inpatient hospital 
needs. They're depending on it 
for their outpatient needs and 
those services would remain. 

Plans are that after the 
merger and the new facility is 
opened Muenster Hospital will 
serve as an urgent care 
facility. Physicians office 
would be housed there. 
Laboratory and x-ray services 
would be provided as they are 
now. 

Anderson outlined several 
possibilities for uses of the 
GMH plant after the merger. 
It would not be retained by the 
new district, but would be sold 
for some other purpose.

in the Muenster ISD

A common practice in buying 
piece of equipment, such as a 
actor, is to negotiate a lower 
It-chase price. A lease is

tions of leasing include: 
• Closed-end leases. A lessee 
n return the equipment at 
e end of the lease with no 
iligation. Most closed-end 
ases allow the lessee to 
irchase the equipment for the

Producers should have an idea 
of how much the piece of 
equipment is going to be used 
before signing an agreement. 

They are about to make it 
where leasing equipment is 
about as practical (as buying)," 
Outlaw said. "(With a lease) 
you are always driving new 
equipment and decreasing your 
maintenance costs. For some 
people who don't like making a 
payment, buying it and 
keeping it makes a lot of sense. 
On the other hand, you can 
lease a brand new model for a 
couple of years, then turn 
around and lease another new 
piece of equipment." 

Dr. Danny Klinefelter, an 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
said there are some cases 
where landowners will buy the 
equipment and lease it to the 
tenant. 

"The reason is because the 
landlord frequently will be in a 
higher tax bracket," Klinefelter 
said. "Some are retirees that 
have money tied up in 

Ag Briefs  
Supreme Beef Processors, 

Inc., a Dallas packing plant, 
was the subject of a standoff 
with USDA's Food, Safety and 
Inspection Service. 

Because of failure to comply 
with regulations, the USDA 
withdrew its inspectors in 
November and canceled 
contracts to purchase school 
lunch beef from the company. 

The USDA was attempting 
to shut down the plant, but a 
federal judge issued a 
temporary restraining order, 
requiring the USDA to return 
its inspectors. 

USDA has required Advance 
Food Company of Enid, 
Oklahoma to recall 211,000 
pounds of steak for country 
frying and fully cooked cubed 
beef steak. 

The recall of almost a 
quarter-million pounds of 
breaded steak products was 
done because the label didn't 
warn buyers about the 
presence of buttermilk and 
whey. Some people are allergic 
to the dairy products.  

certificates of deposits or 

bonds. They are getting .1 
percent on their money. If 
tenant goes out, he will li, 
borrowing 10 percent money 
But what if the landlord buys 
the equipment, leases it to the 
tenant and builds in a finance 
charge of 7 percent?

Both the landlord and the 
tenant are better off." 

These are tax implications to 
consider. A basic lease is 
considered an operating lease 
where the asset that is leased 
is considered rental property. 
Lease payments are treated as 
operating expenses for tax 
purposes. An example would be 
leasing a no-till drill for two 
months during planting. 

A capital lease, where the 
lessee builds ownership of the 
equipment while leasing, is 
treated similarly to the 
purchase of an asset financed 
with a loan from a commercial 
lender. Equipment dealers may 
offer attractive incentives to 
lease or buy new equipment 
during certain times of the 
year 

"They have the ability to give 
no interest deals just like cars 
or no payments for the end of a 
period (of time)," Outlaw said. 
'You have all of these types of 
enticements depending on the 
specific type of equipment and 
if it's been sitting around. It's 
just one of those things where 
you have to step back and put a 
pencil to it and see which one is 
going to work." 

Cattle prices 
up, for awhile? 
The cattle cycle appears to be 

on the verge of providing some 
very good prices for a while. 

Poor wheat pastures forced 
stockers into feed lots sooner 
than usual. A mild winter and 
cheap feed had cattle coming to 
slaughter with a lot of weight 
on them. 

Last weeks scattered shower 
made stock cow and cow-calf 
pairs $10 to $25 per head 
higher at the Muenster 
Livestock sale Thursday, while 
pairs sold $20 to $40 high at 
Gainesville Livestock Market. 

Lightweight feeder steers, 
300-400 pounds sold for $1.15 
to 1.40 while the heavy weights 
averaged between .78 to .84 at 
the Muenster Sale.

WHEAT OUTLOOK  
This past week we held a wheat 

tour to various plot locations in the 
county. Very little disease pressure 
was observed and this is due largely 
to our dry weather. Insects and 
weather play a big role in a wheat 
disease outlook. Some diseases were 
favored and some were suppressed 
by various weather conditions 
throughout the growing season. 

The first thing that happened 
was the warm, dry fall. This 
allowed a buildup of oat-bird cherry 
aphids, which carry barley yellow 
dwarf virus. Entomologists tell us to 
expect an above-average year for 
barley yellow dwarf. Early symp-
toms are a subtle stunting and slight 
yellowing of the leaves. The classic 
symptoms of yellow or purple leaf 
tips will not become obvious until 
around the flag leaf stage of de-
velopment. 

The dry fall weather should have 
had a suppressive effect on diseases 
like soilbome mosaic and spindle 
streak mosaic. Both cause wheat to 
be stunted and chlorotic, especially 
in low portions of fields. Most wheat 
fields were too dry to allow 
infection. Likewise, the fungus that 
causes take-all root rot needs 
moisture in the fall to cause in-
fection. Expect a below average year 
for this disease as well. 

The next factor to consider was 
the mild winter weather that allowed 
many wheat leaves to remain green 
all winter. This favored leaf rust, 
which overwinters only in living leaf 
tissue. However, we found little leaf 
rust and only slight flecking in the 
plots. 

Powdery mildew is another 
disease that should be favored by the 
mild winter. Fresh pustules of 
powdery mildew was noted in the 
plots in some varieties last week. 

The third weather factor was the 
relatively warm rains received in 
late winter over much of the county. 
This moisture probably allowed 
initiation of new infections by leaf 
rust, powdery mildew and Septoria. 
It may take several weeks before 
new lesions become apparent. 

(It's A Stag 
Cattle on Feed 

Cattle and calves on feed for 
slaughter market in Texas feed 
lots with capacity of 1,000 head 
or more totaled 2.83 million 
head on March 1, up 8 percent 
from a year ago, down 2 
percent from the February 1 
level. 

Producers placed 430 
thousand head in commercial 
feedlots during February, up 8 
percent from a year ago and 
down 9 percent from the 
January total. 

Texas commercial feeder 
marketed 490 thousand head 
during February, up 11 percen 
from a year ago. Monthly 
marketing's were up 5 percent 
from the January total .  

The last factor Is the predicted 
weather panern for the spring. It is 
supposed to be warmer and drier 
than usual. This would tend to 
suppress the development of foliar 
diseases like leaf rust, Septoria leaf 
blotch and powdery mildew.

FIELD DAY  

Dairy producers will examine 
practical applications of innovative 
diary management at the Horizon 
Dairy in Hico, Texas, during the 
Southwest Dairy Field Day, May 11, 
2000 from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. 

"The DeJong family operates a 
2,000-cow dairy with average daily 
milk production of 23,500 pounds of 
milk," said Dr. Sandra Stokes, 
Extension dairy specialist based in 
Stephenville, Texas. " Horizon began 
an aggressive expansion and 
improvement program two years 
ago, adding two 400-cow free stalls 
with the goal of converting their 
entire herd to a free stall system. 

They also are pioneering waste 
management techniques. Producers 
can compare housing systems, dis-
cuss the advantages and dis-
advantages of freestall beds versus 
drylots, and view a new maternity 
ham." 

This free program, sponsored by 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, also includes continuing 
education credits for waste man-
agement. No pre-registration is re-
quired. To reach the Horizon Dairy, 
take Highway 281 south from Hico 
to the intersection of Highways 281 
and 219. Turn east on 219 and 
travel approximately four miles.

PROFILE OF THE FARMER  
March 19-25 is National 

Agriculture Week and the follow-
ing is to recognize the farmer for 
his contribution to America. 

Nearly two million people farm 
or ranch in the United States. 
Almost 90 percent of U.S. farms 
are operated by individuals or 
family corporations. More than 15 
percent of the U.S. population is 
employed in farm or farm-related 
jobs, including production 
agriculture, farm inputs, processing 
and marketing, and wholesale and 
retain sales. 

According to the 1992 Census 
of Agriculture, 47 percent of the 
farmers were 55 years of age or • 
older which was up only two per-
cent from 1987. During the same 
period, there were two per- cent 
fewer farmers under the age of 45. 

Forty-two percent of U.S. total 
land area is farmland (945.5 
million acres.) In 1900, the average 
farm size was 147 acres compared 
to 491 acres today. 

The top five agricultural 
commodities include: cattle and 
calves, dairy products, corn, soy-
beans and hogs. U.S. farmers 
account for 42.7 percent of the 
world's production of soybeans and 
34.4 percent of the world's 
production of corn. 

Farmers and ranchers are 
independent business people who 
provide for their families by 
growing and producing food and 
fiber. They use modem production 
techniques to increase the quality 
and quantity of the food they 
produce. In the 1960's one farmer 
supplied 25.8 persons in the U.S. 
and abroad. In 1994, one farmer 
supplied food for 129 people in the 
U.S. and abroad. 
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Comptroller Carole Keeton Rylander announces new sales 
tax exemption on over-the-counter medicines starting April 1

consumers will no longer pay 
sales tax on most non-
prescription pills, potions and 
ointments kept in the average 
home medicine cabinet to treat 
minor illnesses and injuries, 
Texas Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Rylander announced 
this week. 

The tax break is expected to 
save Texas families about $160 
million in state and local sales 
taxes during its first full year, 
2001. 

"Exempting 	over-the- 
counter medicines from the 
sales tax is long overdue," 
Comptroller Rylander said. 
"Prescription drugs have been 
tax exempt since the state 
sales tax was enacted in 1961. 

Keep Texas 

Paying sales tax on non-
prescription medicine is a 
bitter pill to swallow. The tax 
burden on working Texas 
families is too high. This new 
tax exemption on over-the-
counter medicines is a way to 
ease the tax burden and help 
families stretch their budgets a 
little farther." 

To be tax exempt, a product 
must be a drug or medicine: an 
article or substance intended 
for use in the diagnosis, cure, 
mitigation, treatment or 
prevention of disease or 
suffering. The drug or medicine 
must be intended for human 
use and must have a National 
Drug Code (NDC) number 
issued pursuant to U.S. Food 
and Drug Administration 
regulations. 

Approximately 100,000 
products manufactured by 
about 800 companies qualify 
for the sales tax exemption. 
The following are examples of 
product categories that will be 
exempt from the sales tax. The 
list does not include all tax- 

exempt drugs and medicines, 
but is intended for use as a 
guideline: 

Allergy treatment products, 
analgesics, antacids, Anti-
diarrhea and anti-nausea 
products, anti-microbial 
products, antiperspirants, anti-
rheumatic products, anti-
vomiting products and 
vomiting inducements, blood 
fortifiers (hematinics), 
bronchodilator and anti-
asthmatic products, cold 
remedies, and cough 
suppressants. 

Also dandruff products, 
dental products (medicated), 
ear care products, eye care and 
contact lens products, 
hemorrhoid products, 
laxatives, prophylactics, 
sedatives and sleep aids, 
stimulants, sunburn 
prevention and treatment 
products, vitamins and 
minerals, and wound care 
dressings and supplies. 

"Any product that has an 
NDC number, meets the 
definition of a drug or  

medicine, or prevents disease 
must be tax exempt," 
Comptroller Rylander said. 
"It's not a matter of 
interpretation, it's a matter of 
the law." 

The sales tax exemption does 
not apply to medical 
equipment, appliances and 
devices such as thermometers, 
heating pads, toothbrushes and 
dental floss. However, the 
legislature voted specifically to 
apply the new sales tax 
exemption to blood glucose 
monitoring strips. Previous law 
exempts orthopedic braces, 
such as neck and back braces, 
crutches, wheelchairs, hearing 
aids and their batteries, 
hypodermic needles, and 
syringes from the sales tax. 
That will not change.
