
County prohibits 
outdoor burning 

Cooke County Judge Bill Harris took action Tuesday, July 
18 and declared an emergency ban on outdoor burning in all 
unincorporated areas of Cooke County effective immediately. 
In accordance with provisions Chapter 418 of the Texas 
Government Code, a state of disaster was declared by Judge 
Harris based upon the imminent threat of widespread or 
severe damage, injury, or loss of life or property resulting 
from wildfires. This emergency prohibition is effective until 5 
p.m. July 24, 2000 or until a proclamation is made by the 
Commissioners Court. Commissioners Court is scheduled for 
9 a.m. July 24. 

"I became concerned yesterday (Monday) when I heard that 
a volunteer fireman passed out from the heat while fighting a 
fire," remarked Judge Harris. He also heard reports of a fire 
burning in Gainesville near homes and of green grass 
burning. "The grass is getting more volatile every day," he 
said. "It's so hot that green grass will burn. I became highly. 
concerned that someone would accidentally start a fire and I 
didn't want to wait until Monday to take action. I'm concerned 
about the firemen, people's homes and the farmers with hay 
down." Harris noted that Commissioners Court will address 
the situation at the regular meeting scheduled for Monday. 
He expects the Court to issue a ban on outdoor burning which 
will be effective for 90 days or until it rains. 

Burning of any combustible material outdoors by any 
person. is prohibited. Enforcement upon notification of 
suspected outdoor burning includes sending a fire department 
to contain and or extinguish the fire; as soon as possible a 
duly commissioned peace officer will be sent to the scene to 
investigate the nature of the fire; violation of the 
proclamation constitutes a Class C Misdemeanor which will 
be prosecuted in Cooke County. 

Fire fighting in 100 degree plus temperatures poses added 
danger of heat exhaustion and dehydration to firemen who 
must wear firesuits which are hot and heavy. 

Area suffers from weather 
Many of the younger generation can't remember it ever being so dry. Those with more life 

experience can reach back into the past and recall the scant rainfall conditions such as 19.06 
inches in 1956; 21.32 in 1963; 23.01 in 1952. Last year was dry, but there was submoisture 
which helped sustain vegetation to some degree. This growing season was dry from the start 
and there wasn't any submoisture left to lend assistance. The ground was so parched that 
cracks from last summer's insufficient moisture remained through the winter and spring. 
Recent rain gave some relief and created runoff to fill low ponds and lakes. The 2.19 inches of 
rain that fell in the first part of July has been quickly absorbed by scorching 100 degree plus 
temperatures. 
Cooke County Commissioners Court declared an emergency ban on burning effective 

Tuesday, July 18. It prohibits "the burning of any combustible material outdoors by any 
person." 

It is interesting to study the rainfall chart kept beginning in 1946 by Steve Moster and then 
his wife, Mary. When a drought breaks it usually does in a big way. In 1957 the total moisture 
was 51.80 inches; 1964 saw 41.56 inches; 1953's total was 32.45. Two out of three of the driest 
year's on record here had rainfall well above average the following year. The totals for this 
year have been officially recorded by Janette Hess at her home in Muenster.

Callisburg area and has served 
on the Callisburg ISD board of 
trustees. 

Board Chair Marvin Knight 
remarked that he and several 
of the Board members had 
received positive comments on 
the preliminary budget. It isn't 

significantly higher than the 
previous year's budget. 

After some discussion the 
Board agreed 5-0 to add 
another $1,000 to the budget 
and earmark it for the 
Appraisal Review Board (ARB) 
to use for attorney fees. Debbie 
Cartwright of Austin has 
agreed to serve as the ARB's 
attorney when needed. It is her 
specialty. 

With the $1,000 addition the 
budget will increase only 1.4 
percent from last year. Board 
member Michael McHorse 
Chief Appraiser Doug 
Smithson and his staff on the 
great budget. Smithson 
remarked that most of the 
entities indicated their 
pleasure in the CCAD being 
able to maintain a budget very 
close to that of the previous 
year, especially since it 
included a move to a new 
building and installing a new 
computer system. 

The CCAD's approved 
budget will be sent to all 
entities involved for approval. 
At least 50 percent must 
approve it for it to pass, said 
Smithson. 

During its 7:30 p.m. 
meeting, the CCAD approved 

the 2001 budget as amended 
with a vote of 5-0. 

Nita Harlow said that she'd 
heard that appraised values of 
property in Valley View had 
gone up more than 30 percent. 
Smithson explained, "What 
you're looking at are some 
areas that we need to address 
that haven't been appraised in 
some years and also an influx 
of values coming out of the 
Metroplex. Our job is to 
maintain what is market 
value, not necessarily the 
percent of increase. It depends 
on the area and what it is. You 
may also be looking at values 
that reflect new construction, 
not just total reappraisal." 

Smithson 	said 	that 
especially to the east of Lake 
Ray Roberts, some areas 
hadn't been re-appraised in 
seven years. 

Knight said that there are 
areas in the county which 
haven't been re-appraised in  

several years which is 
theoretically against the law. 
He noted that Muenster and 
Valley View are two areas 
which haven't been re-
appraised in several years. 
Knight said it was his own 
opinion that the CCAD didn't 
have the manpower to do the 
appropriate job. 

"That is one hard problem in 
the fact that certain areas are 
not evaluated in four, five, six 
years and then when they 
come in and try to bring up the 
values, it's a big jump," 
remarked Knight. "It's a big 
jump but, it hasn't been 
evaluated properly in the past 
in several years. 

Mrs. Harlow pointed out 
that by law property should be 
reappraised every three years. 
Knight replied, "Yes, I think 
we need to appraise everything 
within three years. We do not 
have the manpower to that, 
not only with the growth. 
We've had fantastic growth in 
this county. I don't think we 
have the manpower to du it 
without the growth. It is not a 
disparaging remark on the 
people here. I just don't think 
they have the manpower." 

After an Executive Session, 
the Board instructed the Chief 
Appraiser and attorney to 
proceed as instructed in the 
Executive session regarding 
pending litigation. 

Knight asked that CCAD 
attorney Peter Low write a 
letter to the ARB regarding 
concerns of the CCAD has with 
ARB. He also asked Smithson 
to contact the attorney in the 
Don Hobbs case to re negotiate 
mediation. 

Discussion among the Board 
included hiring an outside 
consultant to evaluate the 
CCAD's day to day operations. 
Also the current shortage of 
appraisers was addressed. 
According to Smithson they are 
now one short and he plans to 
look for another soon 

The next meeting of the 
CCAD is scheduled for August 
8 at 10 a.m.

In 1997, Senate Bill 1 
divided the state of Texas into 
16 Regional Water Planning 
Groups (RWPGs). Each of the 
groups has been asked to map 
out plans for meeting future 
water supply needs. Cooke 
County is on the western edge 
of Region C, which also 
includes Collin, Dallas,

Denton, Ellis, Fannin, 
Freestone, Grayson, 
Henderson, Jack, Kaufman, 
Navarro, Parker, Rockwall, 
Tarrant, and Wise Counties. 

Region C is to present its 
plan to the Texas Water 
Development Board (TWDB) 
by January 5, 2001. In a news 
bulletin, Region C directors 
announced that "feedback is 
needed from everyone within 
the region so that we can put 
together a plan that takes into 
account all our water needs. 
This will be used as a basis by 
the state as a consideration in 
funding future water projects. 
We must be made aware of 
your needs to include them in 
the regional plan. Public 
meetings will be held in 
September to take comments 
on the draft plan." 

The bulletin mentions that 
water planning is becoming 
increasingly more critical 
because, over the next 50 
years, the state population is 
expected to increase from its 
current level of 19 million to 
more than 36 million people. 
At the same time, demand for 
water is expected to increase 
significantly. Given these 
factors, it is projected that our 
demand will outweigh 
available supply by 2050." 

Planning would seem 
especially urgent for Cooke 
County, because, the bulletin 
states, "by 2010, there will be 
shortages in 10 of the 16 
counties in Region C if no 
additional water supply 
facilities are developed. Collin, 

Cooke, Dallas, Denton, Ellis, 
Freestone, Kaufman, Parker, 
Rockwall and Tarrant 
Counties will experience 
shortages by 2010 without new 
supplies or transmission 
facilities. By 2040, Wise 
County is also projected to be 
short of water." 

Strategies for addressing the 
shortages are summarized in a 
paragraph that stresses 
conservation: "All other 
strategies open to us, such as 
connecting existing water 
supplies, moving from use of . 
ground water to surface water, 
creating new reservoirs and 
even water reuse, bring 
significant cost to the 
community and water users as 
a whole. Through water 
conservation, we can minimize 
the burden of those future 
expenses and extend currently 
available supplies." 

Before submitting its plan, 
the Region C Water Planning 
Group will hold a series of five 
public hearings in Region C 
counties to present the plan to 
the public. The meetings will 
be held from September 5-30, 
2000. The group encourages 
"any interested party to attend 
our planning meetings, the 
public hearings, or simply drop 
us a line with comments and 
suggestions. In Region C, the 
contact is Vice-Chairman 
James Parks, executive 
director of the North Texas 
Municipal Water District, at 
972.442.5405."

Cardinals are ever 
present, as are Baltimore 
orioles and also orchard 
orioles. All of the orioles and a 
few hummers feed on the 
sugar water Aileen keeps 
handy for them. 

Then there are the 
cardinals. The males are 
usually brilliantly red - the 
hens less so, because, we are ' 

 told, they would be too 
noticeable on their nests. To 
date, we have a number of 
adult 'cardinals that are 
regulars, as well as a family of 
five young ones. All are 
beautiful. 

The mother cardinal brought 
the young to the feeder and 
seemed to say, "Here it is kids, 
you're on your own now!" 

There are a variety of small 
birds, so numerous one is 
wondering where they all come 
from. There are wrens, tit 
mice, juntes, and several kinds 
of finch, to name a few. 

All of them seem to enjoy the 
bird-bath. I enjoy watching 
them. Some bathe gently and 
delicately, while the blue jays 
and some of the larger birds 
manage to splash and throw 
most of the water out. 

Feeding birds has turned out 
to be a rewarding and pleasant 
hobby for us, and inexpensive.

With the new school year 

only weeks away, Lindsay 
ISD's Board of Trustees 
approved several changes in 
personnel and considered 
recommendations in changes 
to student handbook policies. 
They met Monday, July 17 in 
the high school library. 

Principal Jerry Metzler 
suggested several changes to 
the student handbook to make 
things flow better and to 
improve attendance. These 
suggested changes will likely 
be adopted at the next Board 
meeting. He said that the 
handbooks (elementary and jr. 
high/high school) from last 
year were well done in his 
opinion which was formed first 
as a parent, then as a 
principal. 

Metzler said that he 
compared rules to policy and 
looked for things that he would 
recommend changing. "During 
the course of the year Mr. 
Hamilton, Mr. Knight and Mr. 
Winn kept track of things that 
would come and they thought 
might need changed or at least 
looked at," Metzler told the 
Board. "What I sent to you in 
the packet is my 
recommendation for changes to 
those two handbooks." The 
handbooks contain schedules 
and other lists that will change 
and these will be sent out 
separately. 

One notable change is that 
there will be a five minute 
difference in dismissal time for 
the elementary (3:27 p.m.) and 
junior high/high school (3:32 
p.m.). "The five minute 
difference is very handy," 
remarked Metzler. "It lets us 
get the little kids out and on 
the bus. It gets the younger 
kids' parents a chance to pick 
their child up and leave before 
I unleash my high school 
drivers on them." 

The length of the junior high 
and high school period is 
changing from 50 minutes to 
47 minutes. Their lunch period 
will also be five minutes 
shorter this year. Another 
change proposed by Metzler is 
to move lunch times closer 
together so that everyone is 
being served as close to noon 
as possible. 

Efforts will be made to 
tighten up some areas of 
attendance.

Urged to pray frequently by

her mother, she was sustained 
by her faith foundation.... She 
received her First Holy 
Communion on Dec. 8, 1937, 
but was carried to church by 
her father because she had 
stepped on a nail the day 
before.... yes, she was an active, 
impulsive child, always in a 
hurry!" 

".... After elementary school 
she was encouraged by Sr. 
Gertrude to try the Juniorate, 
but her firm response was 'No! 
I want to attend Sacred Heart 
High School and have fun!' 
Which she did!  After high 
school. Teresa Veronica (Sr. 
Romana) answered God's call 
to become an Olivetan 
Benedictine Sister, on Oct. 4, 
1948 and entered Holy Angels 
Convent of Jonesboro, 
Arkansas.... Like so many 
young people, she went 
through the pain of 
homesickness, that cleared up 
surprisingly during Christmas 
vacation at home, and she was 
ready to return to Jonesboro! 

"She became a Postulant on

1949 was invested with the 
habit of the Order and given 
the name of Novice Romana. 
During this time she studied 
the Rule of St. Benedict and 
the constitution of the Order 
and courses to prepare her for 
teaching; and Spiritual 
Formation - the convent bell 
ringing at 4:30 each morning: 
the alert to rise and 
shine, rush to the chapel for 
meditation, Lauds in Latin, 
and Mass.

".... She earned a Bachelor of 
Science degree in Elementary

parents until their deaths).... 
She participated in the 
Diocesan Lay Ministries 
Program for the Diocese of 
Fort Worth....completed a 
course of study at St. Norbert 
College of De Pere, Wisconsin, 
and received a certificate from 
the Theological Institute....

Donald Patman 	the 
president of Texas Farm 
Bureau noted that the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency displayed 
"unbelievable arrogance" in 
finalizing sweeping new water 
rules regulating "total 
maximum daily load," of the 
nation's rivers, lakes, and 
streams. 

Patman said, "The rule 
would be a crippling blow to 
Texas agriculture and it is in 
defiance of Congressional 
intent." 

The 	Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) has a 
new proposal to reduce the 
current sulfur levels in diesel 
fuel from 500 parts per million 
(ppm) to 50 ppm, or even as 
low as 15 ppm. 

The EPA draft proposal 
could: 

• Increase 	supply 
disruptions, particularly in 
rural America, by effectively 
reducing refinery capacity. 

• Force many refiners to 
produce more costly ultra-low 
diesel fuel for farm and other 
off-highway uses due to 
distribution 	limitations, 
particularly at the farm and 
ranch level. 

• Jeopardize the economic 
viability of farmer-owned 
refineries, leading to further 
concentration in the petroleum 
industry serving rural 
America. 

Predictions show costs for 

On June 30, Congress had 
passed a measure as part of 
the supplemental spending bill 
that would have prevented 
EPA from implementing the 
rule. Patman said the EPA's 
action was political 
gamesmanship, since 
President Clinton was due to 
sign the supplemental 
spending bill, which would 
forbid the implementation of 
ale rule. 

This rule is so stringent 
that agriculture and forestry 
in this state may not be able to 

farmers and other rural 
consumers could range from 5 
cents more per gallon if sulfur 
levels are set at 50 ppm, or 10 
cents more per gallon if levels 
are set at 15 ppni. 

In order to mitigate these 
potential problems, the 
American Farm Bureau 
Federation has recommended 
that EPA: 

• Set an on-road diesel fuel 
sulfur cap of about 50 ppm, 
which would be a 90 percent 
reduction from the current 
level. 

• Maintain a higher off-
highway diesel fuel standard 
in order to minimize costs to 
farmers and provide refiners 
with maximum flexibility to 
produce diesel fuel. 

The EPA proposal is 
currently under review at the 
White House Office of 
Management and Budget.

The controversy arises over 
so called non-point source 
pollution, where the agency is 
attempting to regulate 
pollution without a clearly 
defined source, such as sewage 
treatment plants or factories. 

"This rule treats the 
farmers, ranchers and 
foresters of this nation just 
like a sewage plant, factory or 
other entity with a discharge 
pipe," Patman said. "We have 
come to expect nothing better 
from the EPA." 

Patman said that great 
strides have been made in 
improving water quality with 
voluntary, incentive based 
programs. 

American Farm Bureau 
President Bob Stallman, also a 
Texan, said that the new rule 
is so unworkable that 
litigating it will likely result in 
further delays in improving 
water quality. 

House repeals 
"Death Tax ", a 
victory for 
farmers and 
ranchers 

The U.S. House of 
Representatives, by a vote of 
279-136, passed the Death 
Elimination Tax (H.R.8). In 
addition to repealing the 
"death tax" in 2010, the 
legislation retains stepped-up 
basis for up to $5.6 million of 
assets when the tax is 
repealed. 

"It is a great victory for 
farmers and ranchers, -  said 
Donald Patman, president of 
the Texas Farm Bureau. "The 
current estate tax burden 
makes it progressively more 
difficult for each succeeding 
generation to keep an 
agricultural operation going." 

Under the bill, all sizes of 
estates would retain stepped-
up basis for $1.3 million in 
assets. If an estate were larger 
than $1.3 million, the heirs 
could choose which assets 
retain the stepped-up basis. 
There would be an additional 
$3 million of assets eligible for 
stepped-up basis on estates 
transferred between spouses, 
that would bring the total 
value of assets retaining 
stepped-up basis for spousal 
transfers to $4.3 million. 

The bill also reduces all 
estate tax rates by 15 percent 
over 10 years and lowers the 
bottom effective rate from 37 
percent to 18 percent. 

The top rate is cut from 55 
percent to 53 percent in 2001 
and to 50 percent in 2002. All 
rates are reduced by 1 percent 
in 2003-2006, by 1.5 percent in 
2007 and by 2 percent in 2008-
2009. The unified credit is 
changed to an exemption in 
2001, which lowers the bottom 
estate tax rate from 37 percent 
to 18 percent. 

Similar legislation is under 
consideration in the Senate, 
where Texas' senior senator, 
Phil Gramm, has made a 
priority of "death tax" 
elimination. 

President 	Clinton 
maintained his threat to veto 
the legislation, saying it would 
cost the Treasury $750 billion 
in the 10 years after full 
repeal.

Regional fire 
coordinators with the Texas 
Forest Service have reported 
several recent wildfires 
associated with hay baling and 
with the use of spark-
producing equipment around 
rapidly drying vegetation. This 
time of the year finds farmers 
and ranchers out in the 
pastures cutting and baling 
hay. 

Ninety-nine percent of the 
fires that occur while baling 
hay are the result of bearings 
going out, says R. V. Maddox, 
agriculture and industrial 
sales representative with 
Texas Timberjack, Inc. in 
Lufkin. Maddox recommended 
that you inspect your baler for 
hotspots every 25 bales, keep a 
large capacity fire extinguisher 
mounted on each side of your 
baler, and most of all, have 
someone with you to keep an 
eye on the baler while you are 

SOFT WHEAT TRIALS  
Wheat is one of the oldest 

cultivated crops for the U.S. and 
certainly has a history as old as the 
settlement of North Texas for our 
area. New varieties take approxi-
mately 13 years to be released to 
producers. This includes a breeding 
and selection process and seed 
increase and represents a large 
investment by plant breeders. Wheat 
harvest is just completed and 
farmers harvested wheat from some 
30,000 acres in Cooke county. 

Each year Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Research Scientists and 
small ,grain breeders, Dr. David 
Marshall and Russell Sutton, 
establish research plots in wheat, 
oats, and barley on blackland 
locations in north Texas. For the 
past 6 years Cooke county producers 
have provided land for these 
research projects designed for 
evaluation of yield, growth habits, 
forage production, disease and insect 
resistance. Our thanks to the Selby 
Farms at Era. For the support of 
these 1999 State Breeding Trial and 
nursery. In addition to current 
registered varieties there is an 
evaluation of new lines that are 
currently being evaluated for 
possible future release. One of the 
major traits that Dr. Marshall looks 
for is the resistance of wheat 
varieties to leaf rust. This year in 
Cooke county we experienced a 
severe infestation of stripe rust. 
Stripe rust is not considered a severe 
problem in our wheats because it is 
a cool weather pathogen and the 
heat of late spring usually eliminates 
this problem. However, this year we 
had a cool, wet spring and had some 
yield loss due to the continued build 
up of the fungus on county wheat.

in the field. The key, according 
to Maddox, is to catch the 
problem quickly and not allow 
the fire to grow out of hand. 

Chuck Morrison, agriculture 
parts manager with Texas 
Timberjack, noted that the 
bearings are all sealed, which 
makes inspection difficult. 
"Just because your baler is 
new doesn't mean it will not 
catch on fire from bearing 
failure, so monitoring your 
bearings is still important," 
Morrison, stated. 

A representative of a 
manufacturer of round hay 
balers said ongoing efforts on 
product improvements have 
reduced the risk of sealed 
bearing failure. The Texas 
Forest Service highly 
recommends that you talk 
with your dealer to obtain the 
latest safety information to 
minimize the risk of baling-
related fires. 

There may be a possibility of 
reducing your insurance cost if 
a fire extinguisher is installed 
on your haler. You should 

In most instances the crop yields 
were very good over the county in 
2000. The biggest yield problems 
were associated with a high 

_incidence of crown rot or take all in 
wet, low areas of some fields. Also, 

strip rust caused more problems for 
producers than were expected. 

The following chart shows yields 
of various soft wheat varieties 
harvested on four locations 
throughout the blacklands of north 
Texas. The Prosper and Dallas 
locations are located on lands that 
belong to Texas A&M University in 
Collin and Dallas counties. The 
continued support of area farmers 
make these resources possible and 
our thanks go to them. We will 
publish results of hard wheat, 
barley, and oat trials in future 
weeks.

"Last year, a hay baler fire 
claimed a baler, house and 
barn full of hay on a central 
Texas farm," stated Mary Kay 
Hicks, state fire prevention 
coordinator. 

	

The 	fire 	prevention 
coordinator also noted that 
sparks from welding and 
cutting equipment have caused 
recent wildfires in the state. 
To avoid accidental spark- 
caused fires, remove 
vegetation from the work 
area. Have plenty of water or a 
fire extinguisher on hand at 
the work site. Where removal 
of vegetation is not practical, 
wet down the work area before 
beginning. If work will require 
extended time, rewetting of 
the area may be needed. Keep 
a person with you to watch for 
sparks igniting the grass, she 
said. 

"It is almost impossible to 
see, hear or feel a fire start 
while you are welding under 
that shield," Hicks said.
