Muenster Hospital 
Administrator Jack Endres' 
employment contract was 
terminated by the hospital 
board of directors Tuesday 
night. The issue was 
discussed during closed 
session, then the meeting 
was re-opened and Endres' 
termination was approved 
by unanimous vote. Most of 
the full house present for 
the first open session stayed 
and was present after the 
closed session to hear the 
decision. Board member 
Angelo Nasche immediately 
moved to adjourn the 
meeting. MMH anesthetist 
and former administrator 
Herman Carroll asked to 
make a comment and 
stated, "You are losing the 
best administrator you'll

At the suggestion of 

Commissioner Phil Young, 
Cooke County 
Commissioners Court is 
considering the institution 
of Burning Regulations. 
Young suggested using 
burning regulations similar 
to those now used in Denton 
County. 

"On days when the 
humidity is very low and 
the winds are very high no 
burning is allowed," Young 
noted. "Their rule is to call 
in to Dispatch like Bob 
Harbin our EMS director, 
he has a scale on humidity 
and dryness and what the 
Forest Service recommends 
and take those three factors 
and come up with a number 
of when you can burn and 
you can't burn." 

County Judge Bill 
Freeman asked if that was 
for all burning. Young said 
it was mostly brush fires. 
Trash barrels must have a 
screen on top. County 
volunteer fire departments 
are kept very busy with 
people who light a trash 
barrel and leave it when the 
ground is saturated. When 
the grass is up so high and 
a spark ignites it you have a 
wildfire on your hands and 
can't get a truck out there, 
he explained. 

If the regulations are 
adopted it would be a Class 
C offense to burn when 
conditions are dangerous. 
People would be responsible 
for calling and checking 
before lighting fires. If 
adopted there will be a 
designated grace period 
before fines are issued.

One in five high school 
girls has been physically or 
sexually abused by a dating 
partner, significantly 
increasing their risk of drug 
abuse, suicide and other 
harmful behavior, a study 
suggests. 

The research published in 
a recent Journal of the 
American Medical 
Association stems from 
surveys of 4,163 public 
school students in 
Massachusetts, but the 
authors say the results 
likely apply to teens 
nationwide. 

According to recent 
estimates from the U.S. 
Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention, 22 percent 
of high school students are 
victims of nonsexual dating 
violence, with girls slightly 
more likely to be victims. 

The results also mirror 
domestic violence rates 
among adult women, 
although some statistics 
indicate young women and 
teens are especially prone, 
perhaps in part because 
they generally have more 
dating partners. 

The study also suggests 
that a disturbing number of 
adolescent boys "have 
adopted attitudes that men 
are entitled to control their 
girlfriends through 
violence," said lead author 
Jay G. Silverman of 
Harvard University's School 
of Public Health. 

The study was based on 
results of statewide surveys 
given to students in grades 
nine through 12 in 1997 and 
1999. More than 70 percent 
of the girls who participated 
were white, about 10 
percent were Hispanic, and 
about 6 percent each were 
black or Asian. 

Participants were asked if 
they'd ever been shoved, 
slapped, hit or forced into 
any sexual activity, 
including rape, by a date..

-- About eight to nine 
times more likely to have 
attempted suicide in the 
previous year. 

-- Four to six times more 
likely to have ever been 
pregnant. 

-- Three to five times more 
likely to have ever used 
cocaine. 

-- Three to four times 
more likely to have used 
unhealthy dieting methods 
such as laxatives or 
vomiting. 

The data don't indicate 
whether date violence is a 
cause of teens engaging in 
unhealthy behaviors or 
whether already troubled 
girls are more likely to date 
violent partners. 

Silverman said some of 
the statistics and previous 
research suggest the 
violence likely preceded the 
unhealthy behavior. 

Dr. Marla Kushner, 
director of adolescent 
medicine at Chicago's Weiss 
Memorial Hospital, said she 
suspects the problem may 
be more widespread than 
Silverman's data suggest 
since so few blacks were 
sampled and previous 
studies found that blacks 
were more likely than 
whites to report such 
violence. 

The prevalence of date 
rape and other sexual 
assaults prompted the 
American • Academy of 
Pediatrics in June to issue 
updated guidelines for 
pediatricians. 

Citing statistics showing 
adolescents have the 
nation's highest rate of 
rape, the academy said 
doctors should ask patients 
at regular checkups if 
they've ever been sexually 
assaulted.

Gladiolus are grown for 
their showy spikes of 
flowers which come in many 
colors. There are large-
flowering types as well as 
small. 

Glads may be used as 
background plants in the 
garden, or in rows, or as cut 
flowers for the home. If care 
is given to a planting 
schedule, flowers can be 
available from early 
summer until frost. To 
achieve this, the corms are 
planted at various times, 
usually at 2- or 3-week 
intervals, from as early as 
mid-February until the last 
of April. Set the corms 4 to 5 
inches deep and 5 to 6 
inches apart in groups or 
rows. 

Gladiolus prefer well-
prepared garden soils with 
good drainage. As soon as 
plants are 6 to 8 inches tall, 
apply fertilizer, such as 13-
13-13, at the rate of 3 to 4 
pounds per 100 square feet. 
Organic fertilizer sources, 
such as cottonseed meal, 
also work well. Water 
thoroughly when soil 
appears dry, and stake if 
necessary. 

To save gladiolus corms 
for next year, dig the corms 
after the foliage has dried in 
late summer or fall. Remove 
the soil and snap off the 
dead tops. The old or 
original corm may be 
removed and discarded at 
this time. Spread the corms 
out on the garage or 
storage-room floor and allow

to dry for 3 to 4 days. Place 
the corms in boxes with dry 
peat moss or sawdust. If 
large numbers are involved, 
make some boxes that are 3 
to 4 inches deep with 
bottoms made of hardware 
cloth. Store in a dry, cool 
place at a temperature of 45 
to 50 degrees F. Check them 
periodically during the 
winter for signs of rotting or 
rodent damage, and discard 
those affected. 

At least two species of 
gladiolus are considered 
heirloom plants in our area 
and may be left in the 
ground and grown as 
perennials. Gladiolus 
byzantinus, sometimes 
known as cornflags, mark 
many old home sites and 
cemetery plots in Texas and 
the South. Their magenta 
and rarely-white flower 
spikes are smaller than the 
hybrids usually available in 
florists and nurseries. 

Another interesting 
gladiolus is Gladiolus 
natalensis, sometimes 
known as the parrot 
gladiolus. Flowers of this 
species, which is native to 
Africa, are larger than those 
of G. byzantinus, and are a 
brilliant combination of 
yellowish green and red. 

Both of these gladiolus 
may be grown as 
perennials, and usually 
increase in numbers each 
year. They are commercially 
available, however, only 
from specialty bulb sources.

Mac Thornberry 
(TX-13) announced recently 
that he will be hosting his 
fourth annual Academy 
Forum in Wichita Falls 
Tuesday, Apr. 2, for area 
parents and students who 
are interested in attending 
one of the Nation's military 
service academies. 

"The men and women of 
our Armed Forces are the 
foundation of our national 
defense," Thornberry stated. 
"They are winning the war 
for us in Afghanistan and 
helping to keep us secure 
here at home. But finding 
and keeping good people 
remains one of the biggest 
challenges we face - which is 
one of the reasons I consider 
nominating young people to 
service academies a very 
important part of my job." 

Next Tuesday's Academy 
Forum will be held from 
7:00 - 8:30 p.m. in the Bank 
One Tower Conference 
Room, located at 4245 Kemp 
Boulevard in Suite 514. 
Representatives from West 
Point, the Naval Academy 
and the Air Force Academy 
will be on hand to speak and 
answer questions regarding 
their respective institutions. 
Thornberry said that high 
school sophomores and 
juniors would be most likely 
to benefit from the forum, 
but that all students,  

parents and counselors are 
welcome to attend. 

As a member of Congress, 
Thornberry can nominate 
up to five students for each 
service academy. That 
number varies, he noted, 
depending on how many 
students for the 13th 
District are attending an 
academy at the time of 
nomination. Applications for 
nomination must be 
submitted to Thornberry by 
Dec. 1 of a student's senior 
year. Final decisions on 
which nominees are selected 
are made by the service 
academies themselves. 

Nominees who are 
accepted by the academies 
receive their education for 
free. In return, they agree to 
serve in the military for a 
minimum of five years after 
graduation. "As I've said 
before," 	Thornberry 
remarked, 	"military 
academies aren't for 
everyone. But for young 
people who are looking for a 
top-notch education and a 
chance to serve their 
country, it's an opportunity 
that can't be beat."

Stiff penalties 
for poaching 
finally pay off! 

Stiffer poaching penalties 
are paying off, says Jim 
Stinebaugh, director of law 
enforcement for Texas 
Parks and Wildlife. The 
Texas legislature passed 
Measures to get tough on 
poachers in both 1997 and 
1999. Violations such as 
killing white-tailed deer, 
mule deer, pronghorn 
antelope or desert bighorn 
sheep without landowner 
consent are punishable by a 
mandatory jail sentence of 
180 days to two years, even

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Crop and weather report Farm & Ranch 
Weed alert: Johnsongrass - the peril in 
bermudagrass pastures and hay meadows 

Johnsongrass is one of the 
most invasive weeds in 
agriculture. Considered one 
of the 10 worst weeds in the 
world, Johnsongrass 
reduces the yields of crops, 
including bermudagrass 
hay, by as much as 45 
percent through shading 
and competing for water 
and nutrients. In addition, 
Johnsongrass serves as host 
and over-wintering site for 
insects and diseases that 
spread to crops during the 
growing season, further 
reducing crop yields. 

"Weeds make pasture and 
hay meadows less 
productive by stealing 
moisture, nutrients and 
sunlight," said David Bade, 
extension forage specialist 
at Texas A&M University. 
"Weeds are particularly 
damaging in dry years." 

Agriculture Commissioner 
Susan Combs is advising 
farmers and ranchers to be 
cautious when dealing with 
solicitors peddling pesticide 
products over the phone. 
The Texas Department of 
Agriculture has already 
heard from producers who 
have been contacted at their 
home by telephone 
marketers offering products 
for the start of the planting 
season. 

"Legitimate pesticide 
dealers may call to see what 
you're going to need this 
year, but most don't initiate 
sales through 
telemarketing," Combs said. 
"Products that are pushed 
over the phone are usually 
touted as more 
concentrated, more effective 
or just cheaper. In many 
cases, producers who take 
up the offer end up very 
disappointed." 

Combs noted that TDA 

Legislation 	to ban 
antibiotics in animal feed 
was introduced in the U.S. 
House of Representatives 
Feb. 27. 

The bill is being co-
sponsored by Reps. Sherrod 
Brown, D-Ohio, Henry 
Waxman, D-Calif., and 
Louise Slaughter, D-N.Y. 
The legislators cite concerns 
that the routine feeding of 
antibiotics to healthy farm 
animals promotes 
development of antibiotic-
resistant bacteria that can 
be transferred to humans. 

If passed, the bill would 
phase out the use of eight 
specific antibiotics -
including penicillin and 

Johnsongrass is also a 
perilous invader in 
bermudagrass stands, 
compromising forage quality 
and hay yield. The weed 
aggressively reproduces via 
underground stems and 
seeds, spreading in leafy 
bunches that may be as tall 
as 8 feet. 

A serious weed pest in all 
annual agricultural crops, 
orchards vineyards, ditches, 
roadsides and fencerows, 
Johnsongrass can produce 7 
tons of rhizomes per acre 
and 10 bushels of seed per 
acre. 

Not only does the weed 
pose these dangers, it can 
contaminate an otherwise 
clean stand of 
bermudagrass, reducing the 
value of hay intended for 
demanding buyers, such as 
horse farms and racetracks. 

frequently gets calls from 
pesticide applicators who 
are unhappy after 
purchasing products over 
the phone. In some 
instances, the product is not 
even labeled for use in 
Texas. Taking extra time to 
know what you are buying 
can prevent headaches and 
possible violations of state 
pesticide laws. 

The best advice is to buy 
pesticide products from your 
local licensed dealer," 
Combs said. "These are 
folks who can answer all 
your questions regarding a 
product's safe use, its 
effectiveness and its success 
in your particular area." 

If a producer wants to 
know if a pesticide product 
lives up to the claims from a 
phone salesman, they can 
always call the Texas 
Department of Agriculture's 
Pesticide Division at 1-800-
TELL-TDA. 

tetracycline - over a two-
year period. 

The National Cattlemen's 
Beef Association urged that 
"this important issue be 
approached with a scientific 
and risk-analysis-based 
perspective." NCBA asserts 
that the issue is not about 
banning the use of 
antioiotics in animal 
agriculture but rather 
managing them so as to 

ma intain efficacy.

Johnsongrass (Sorghum 
halepense) is a member of 
the Poaceae family, It is an 
introduced creeping 
perennial which reproduces 
by seeds and stout 
horizontal rhizomes. The 
plant reaches between 2 to 8 
feet tall. The stems are 
smooth, pithy, stout and 
leafy. The leaf blades are 
bright green and flat, with 
conspicuous midveins and 
membranous ligules. The 
flowers and seeds are in 
large, open, reddish-purple 
panicles. 

CATTLE ON FEED 
Cattle and calves on feed 

for slaughter market in 
Texas feedlots with capacity 
of 1,000 head or more 
totaled 2.85 million head on 
Mar. I, up slightly from a 
year ago, unchanged from 
the Feb. 1 level. Producers 
placed 410,000 head in 
commercial feedlots during 
Feb., up 17 percent from a 
year ago but down 15 
percent from the January 
2002, total. 

Texas commercial feeders 
marketed 400,000 head 
during February, down 7 
percent from last year and 
20 percent below the 
January 2002, total. 

MILK PRODUCTION 
Texas milk production 

totaled 432 million pounds 
during February, down 
slightly from last year's 
production of 434 million 
pounds. January 2002 
production totaled 460 
million pounds. 

The number of milk cows 
during February averaged 
310,000 head, down 28,000 
head from last year and the 
same as January 2002. 
Production per cow 
averaged 1,395 pounds 
during February, up 9 
percent from last year but 
down 6 percent from the 
1,485 pounds during 
January 2002.

nationwide increased 9.3% 
fri m 1999 to 2000. 

Wheat producers expect 
below average yields due to 
damage caused by 
greenbugs and lack of 
moisture, Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
reports. 

"It's a disappointing year 
for small grain," said Dr. 
Travis Miller, Extension 
agronomist in College 
Station. "If moisture 
conditions improve, we'll get 
a better crop forecast, but 
right now it doesn't look 
good." 

September rainfall over 
much of the state produced 
good stands for the early-
planted crop, he said. 
However, subsequent dry 
weather caused much 
damage. December and 
January rainfall revived 
some of the stands, but 
others were already lost. 

Below-freezing 
temperatures the first week 
of March did a lot of damage 
to the wheat crop in Central 
and South Texas. Freeze 
damage in the Panhandle is 
still being evaluated, Miller 
said. 

We don't hold hope that 
the conditions will 
significantly improve," he 
said. "Significant rainfall in 
some areas of the state 
might improve it, but 
overall it's not looking like 
we're going to have a crop 
like last year." 

An effort to make repeal 
of the estate tax permanent 
is being mounted by 
Republicans in Congress, 
with strong support from 
President Bush. "Put the 
death tax to death," the 
president told producers 
attending 	National 
Cattlemen's 	Beef 
Association's 	annual 
convention last month. In a 
recent non-binding test vote, 
56 senators indicated they 
support making the repeal 
permanent. However, 60 
votes will be needed to 
overcome Senate procedural 
hurdles. Two of the 12 
Democrats who supported 
repeal last year, sided 
against it, citing a different 
environment. "We had a big 
surplus," said Sen. Jean 
Carnahan, D-Mo. "We just 
have to look at this with a 
different eye." 

When culling a herd -
check these areas; Mouth -
is it solid, broken, a 
gummer?; Eyes - are they 
clear, free of cancer, no 
pinkeye scars?; Feet - are 
toes even, not grown out, no 
corns, walk normally?; 
Teats - appear normal, no 
huge teats; verify pregnancy 
status and check overall 
appearance - no lumps or 
bumps, her appearance, 
attitude. 

Greenbugs have been a 
major problem to the wheat 
crop, Miller said. These 
aphids suck juices from 
plants and infect them with 
viral diseases, such as 
barley yellow dwarf virus. 
Greenbugs also inject a 
toxin that causes 
dessication and damage to 
the plant. 

"Crop conditions are 
pretty poor right now," he 
said. "At this point it's 
unrealistic to think that we 
will achieve the kinds of 
yields we achieved last 
year." 

According to the Texas 
Agricultural Statistics 
Service Web page, Texans 
harvested 108.8 million 
bushels of wheat last year, 
or an average of 34 bushels 
per acre. 

It is too early in the 
season to estimate the cost 
of the crop loss, Miller said. 
Until harvest begins in 
June, yields are hard to 
predict. 

He said there is a small 
increase in acreage from 5.6 
million acres last year to 
more than 6.4 million acres 
this year. 

As a grain crop, wheat 
can be harvested or it can 
be used as forage for 
livestock, Miller said. 

"In spring, growers make 
the decision to harvest for 

A bill to ban the sale of 
horsemeat for human 
consumption has been 
introduced in Congress by 
U.S. Rep. Connie Morella, 
R-Md. Rep. Morella said the 
American Horse Slaughter 
Prevention Act is needed 
because the number of 
American horses going to 
slaughter has increased 
significantly in the past 
year. "More than 55,000 
horses were slaughtered'in 
America last year to satisfy 
consumer demand 
overseas," said Morella. 
"Thousands more were 
shipped live to Canada and 
Mexico for slaughter there." 
She said the trend may be 
due to European and 
Japanese concerns about 
Mad Cow Disease and the 
subsequent desire to find 
"safer" sources of meat.

grain or continue to graze 
for the rest of the season," 
he said. 

Dr. Brent Bean of 
Amarillo, Extension 
agronomist, said planting 
season there is from Sept. 1 
to Dec. 1. Optimum planting 
time for grain production is 
Oct. 1. 

"Most planting was done 
on time, but crop was slow 
to establish due to lack of 
moisture," he said. 

Wheat is grown in most 
parts of Texas, Bean said. 
Forty-five percent of the 
state's wheat is grown in 
the Panhandle. The High 
Plains and the Rolling 
Plains produce two-thirds of 
Texas' small grains. 

He anticipates many 
dryland fields in the 
Panhandle will likely be 
considered a failed crop, and 
farmers will collect 
insurance on those. 

Bob Robinson of Amarillo, 
district Extension director, 
said most wheat is in poor 
to fair condition. Some 
dryland wheat will be 
destroyed. Wheat that 
received rain will benefit, 
but more is needed to really 
improve prospects. 
Greenbugs continue to he a 
problem. 	Joe Pena of 
Uvalde, 	Extension 
economist, said some wheat 
and oats are showing high 
to severe damage from the 
late February and early 
March cold spell. Some 
wheat fields were shredded 
by hail. The rainfall, 
however, may make possible 
some wheat and oat 
production. 

Expanded 
production not 
seen till 2005 

Beef production probably 
won't expand before 2005, 
USDA Chief Economist 
Keith Collins told 
participants at the 2002 
Agricultural Outlook Forum 
Feb. 21. He said the Feb. 1 
cattle inventory indicated 
that little heifer retention is 
taking place. "Thi4 would 
imply that the number of 
heifers which will be 
available to be bred in late 
spring or early summer for 
calving next spring will be 
about the same as last year. 
Thus, if the liquidation 
phase of the cattle cycle is to 
end, the majority of the herd 
retention will have to come 
out of calves born this year. 
These animals would be 
bred in 2003 for calving in 
2004. If this occurs, it is 
likely that beef production 
will not expand before 2005. 
The major constraint to 
expansion remains forage. 
Given dry conditions in 
many cattle areas, 
producers appear to be 
holding back on expansion."
