program for facilities 
maintenance and repair and 
janitorial services is 
inadequate. Employee 
surveys, campus visits by 
the Committee members 
and interviews with 
maintenance personnel 
indicate that numerous 
major problems exist in 
these areas. We believe the 
Lindsay superintendent has 
the ultimate responsibility 
for maintenance and repair 
and janitorial problems and 
should be accountable for 
the overall condition of the 
facilities in the Lindsay 
ISD," states the Lindsay 
ISD Board Maintenance/ 
Facilities Committee in its 
report summary. 

Members 	of the 
committee were Richard 
Connett, Damian Krahl, 
and Carol Conaway. They 
volunteered for this service 
at the May Board meeting 
along with Danny Nortman.

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CCAD reviews budget 
in 1991 or '92. "This is not 
an audit, it's not a review, 
and we're not expressing 
any type of opinion. This is 
the minimum required by 
Texas Education Agency 
(TEA) which still oversees 
the successor and interest to 
the County Education 
Districts that haven't been 
abolished through time," he 
explained. He said he was 
talking with Smithson 
about abolishing this one 
since it is a cost that must 
be passed back to the school 
districts. 

Smithson said that it is 
surprising, but money still 
trickles in from the CED. As 
of Aug. 31, 2001 the cash 
balance was $4,150.00 and 
delinquent taxes of 
$66,000.00 total assets net 
of that $23,000.00. He said 
school districts would have 
to buy their share of the 
receivable balance. Any 
delinquent taxes collected 
from it after they buy back 
their share will go directly 
to the school district it 
belongs to. Letters will be 
drafted and sent to each 
school district. Abolishing 
the CED was not on the 
agenda and will be 
addressed at the next 
meeting. 

Edgin discussed some 
items in the letter 
distributed by the audit 
firm to all Board members. 
He noted that the note on 
the building purchased by 
CCAD had a balloon 
payment due on March 6, 
2004. He suggested looking 
at refinancing it earlier 
rather than later due to the 
rates being reasonable, 
especially for a tax-exempt 
entity. 

Business Manager Ruth 
Barnhill reported that of 
the 4,100 tax refund checks 
sent out by April 1 for the 
Muenster Hospital District, 
only 216 were still 
outstanding. The total 
amount left unclaimed is 
$12,000.00. It is hoped that 
these will all be cashed by 
August 1, she said. It was 
announced that Smithson, 
Barnhill and Peggy Moore 
would attend the MMH 
Board meeting on June 25 
to explain CCAD's part in 
the refund process. 

Smithson reported, "I've 
been pleased with the 
appraisers and what they've 
got accomplished this past 
year including the number 
of appraisal notices that we 
mailed out this year versus 
last year. As of to date we're 
up to about the same 
number of protests we had 
last year. This week is the 
final week.

indefinitely. We have some 
things that were reported 
two years ago that are not 
fixed. 

• Make repairs when it 
needs to be done, not two 
years from now. 

• Takes forever to get 
something done. 

• We don't know who to 
notify about problems. 

• Bathrooms in gym lobby 
and at football field need 
attention and made ready 
when we have activities. 
These areas are such an 
embarrassment to LISD 
when they are not clean for 
guests. 

• Elementary smells like 
urine a lot. 

• Dripping ceilings are 
hard to ignore. Bad smells 
are uncomfortable. 

• Simmel does a 
wonderful job. You need to 
keep Alexander away from 
him. He keeps him from 
getting his work done. 

• Elementary restrooms 
are nasty. 

• Elementary is very 
dirty. Same for the 
cafeteria. 

• Buildings are clean, AC 
and heat works - we don't 
have problems, quit trying 
to make them. 

• Need someone in 
elementary who knows that 
you should use hot water 
and soap and disinfectant -
not cold water with a dirty 
mop. 

• We shouldn't have to 
leave notes to get anything 
done by janitorial staff. 

• Superintendent's job to 
see that Alexander is held 
accountable. 

• Have heard reason that 
things don't get done is the 
Board won't give needed 
funds. 

• Mr. Winn is supposed to 
be our leader, but what or 
who can make him lead? 

Of the 32 surveys 
returned, eight were from 
elementary, eight from 
middle school, 10 from high 
school, and six from other. 
Seven people saw 
maintenance of facilities as 
improving, 19 as declining, 
and three as staying the 
same. 

A maintenance director, 
David Alexander, and his 
staff, Bob Simmel and Nell 
Johnson, handle 
maintenance at LISD. The 
maintenance staff cleans 
the high school and middle 
school. Kessler Cleaning 
Service of Gainesville comes 
in five evenings a week 
during the school year to 
clean the elementary 
building and cafeteria. A 
part-time lawn man does 
mowing, etc. after school 
hours and contracted help 
comes in after football 
games and track meets. 
Also during summer 
vacation months one or two 
additional people are hired 
for maintenance work. 
Damian Krahl 

commented on the survey, 
"One person did not fill out 
the survey, but on the right 
side said it was not our job 
to get involved and that was 
the best survey of the whole 
one. We should have just 
brought it up and said that's 
the way it is, but you know 
what, whose going to? If 
things are wrong then 
something needs to be done 
and that's why we got 
involved at all. 

The old saying is a 
picture says a thousand 
words. We went around and 
took several pictures." The 
Committee went to the 
LISD campus Saturday 
morning before the Board 
meeting and did a walk 
through taking pictures of 
things needed repairs,  

cleanmg or other attention. 
He displayed three poster 
boards of photos they had 
taken. 

Krahl pointed out a urinal 
in the elementary boys' 
bathroom. He said there 
had been a lot of discussion 
from parents around town 
whose sons' shorts rust 
stains were ruining. It was 
discovered that a urinal was 
the cause. It was supposed 
to have been sanded and 
primed, but Saturday was 
still rust covered. Most of 
the toilets in the girls' 
restroom aren't even 
attached to the floor. One 
had water shooting six 
inches up when flushed and 
getting on the floor, he said. 
"Those of you who have 
walked around campus can 
see all those things," Krahl 
noted. 

A bucket sits under a sink 
in the cafeteria and Krahl 
said it has been there for a 
long time. When it gets half 
full the staff dumps it. 
Calking and glazing around 
many of the windows is 
completely gone. 

On the middle school girls 
bathroom wall stall is a 
multitude of graffiti. The 
boys' bathroom has a 
broken stall that has been 
in need of repair all year. 
Cleanliness is an issue. 

There is a window in the 
new high school with 
moisture inside from a 
broken seal. The men's 
bathroom by the gym 
hallway has one stall for 
visitors to use and it has no 
door. One sink was removed 
and never replaced in the 
bathroom. In the visitors 
boys' dressing room cola or 
something has dripped 
down into the locker room 
and not been cleaned. A 
storage facility on the 
football field has rotted 
areas. This was pointed out 
during last summer's Board 
walk through. These were 
only some of the points 
brought out. 

"Really as we toured the 
whole place it just got 
worse," remarked Krahl. "I 
was really surprised at the 
condition of a lot of things -
and troubled to be honest. 
This is what our kids go 
through every day and what 
our public sees and 
hopefully we can fix some of 
this." 

Krahl pointed out that in 
the elementary boys' 
bathroom ids a stall with no 
'divider getWeen the two 
toilets, "My kindergarten 
son came home one day and 
said, 'Dad, you know what? 
We can fit six kids in there 
to pee at one time.' That's 
something that needs to be 
done." 

According 	to 	the 
Committee report plant 

maintenance expenses have 
increased every year since 
fiscal 1995-96 when it was 
$145,958.00 to $245,967.00 
in 2000-01. In 1995-96 
Supplies and Materials cost 
$16,012.00 and in 2000-01 
they cost $31,378.00. 
Conaway said that was a 
50% increase in supplies 
and materials. Professional 
or contracted services saw a 
35% increase during the 
same period. 

"Our budget has definitely 
increased dramatically and 
that's why I went to some of 
the purchasing categories to 
look to see what I could 
find, went through returned 
checks to see what I could 
find," said Conaway." "The 
main thing I identified is 
the director of maintenance 
is still doing the bulk of 
maintenance purchasing 
even though I thought we 
had made it clear that we 
wanted all purchasing 
through the central office. 
When you get into the 
invoices there are no 
purchase orders that I can 
find from the maintenance 
department. Our policy says 
we have to have a purchase 
order system in place on all 
purchases." She also noted 
that the invoices don't 
define how much was 
charged for materials and 
how much for labor. 

"We found stockpiles of 
supplies," said Conaway. 
She described soap 
dispensers purchased, but 
never installed, more deicer 
than could be used in 
several years, filters for air 
vents (it was reported that 
the filters now up need 
replacing), etc. Conaway 
said that these things aren't 
new purchases, but from 
several years ago. 

After hearing the 
Summary the Board went 
into Executive Session. 
Action taken when they re-
opened the public meeting 
was to approve the five 
transfer requests as 
recommended by Principal 
Metzler.

At the June 17 regular 

meeting of the Lindsay ISD 
Board of Trustees, Damian 
Krahl gave a synopsis of the 
Board workshop he 
attended at Muenster ISD. 
Superintendents Winn and 
Clyde Steelman, and all of 
the MISD Board members 
attended it. The main thing 
talked about was Board 
climate, running meetings, 
and ethical behavior of 
board members, running 
meetings, commitment to 
service. "The main focus of 
the whole night was the 
care of the children of the 
District to do everything for 
their student success," 
Krahl said. He shared 
handouts with fellow board 
members. 

An employee appealed to 
the Board because her 
request for extended sick 
leave was denied by the 
administration according to 
LISD policy. Winn said 
that approved, then Board 
Policy needs to be changed 
to reflect that. "She has 
some circumstances that 
were unforeseen," he 
explained, "She has some 
circumstances that she 
made a decision to go ahead 
and do some absences and I 
think she was well aware of 
that. At this point in time it 
is my recommendation that 
we don't approve it." 

Personal days without 
pay were taken about what 
was allowed. "Leave without 
pay is not really fine," 
remarked David Arendt. 
"When a teacher leaves we 
are leaving our students 
with, at best, a substitute 
teachers and at worst 
sometimes a babysitter. 
Limit the days to what is 
justifiable and humane 
because when they are 
taken advantage of our kids 
suffer. A substitute is never 
as good as the teacher." 

It was a consensus that 

the Board Policy is liberal 
with the leave policy and 
that a change wasn't 
required. Teachers were 
wanted in the classroom. 
The appeal was denied. 

Lindsay ISD Principal 
Jerry Metzler presented an 
updated enrollment report 
for the 2002-03 school year. 
It is anticipated that there 
will be 10 more students 
than last year. An 
enrollment of 478 is 
expected. He also said that 
teachers are attending 
many workshops. 

In the Superintendent's 
report, Travis Winn 
updated the Board on 
information he received 
from a USDA specialist 
from Montague County. He 
recommended redistributing 
the dirt to create a crown 
for drainage. This would 
have to be done after the 
last football game this 
season. 

Bus needs were discussed. 
Superintendent Winn noted 
that the Board might want 
to consider vans versus mini 
buses for transportation.

Insurance Regulation May Be Considered by Legislature 
One of the legislative proposals that may be considered during 

the 78th Legislative Session in 2003 will be changes to the current 

benchmark insurance regulation system for homeowners' insurance.  

The Legislature established the current benchmark system in 

1991. It allows companies to charge a flexible rate 30 percent more or 

less than the state benchmark. which is set by the Insurance 

Commissioner. The rates are filed for review by the Commissioner and 

are subject to disapproval if they are not just reasonable, adequate and 

not excessive for the risk to which they apply. 

In 1991 the Legislature exempted Lloyd's companies from the 

benchmark rating system because they only comprised 37 percent of the 

market and covered speciality' risks at rates lower than the standard 

rates. Since that time, companies base shifted more of their business 

toward the unregulated Lloyds and reciprocal companies resulting in an 

insurance marketplace that is estimated to be 95 percent unregulated in 

2002. 

Supporters of the current regulatory system say the 60 percent 

flexibility in rates (30 percent above and below the benchmark) give 

insurers adequate ability to react to the market and set pricing strategies. 

State rate regulation is needed to allow insurers to charge reasonable 

rates in relation to the risks they assume while preserving their 

flexibility in responding to loss trends. 

Opponents of the current rate regulation say it stifles competition, 

limits insurers' flexibility to adapt to market changes, and leaves 

consumers with fewer choices. They advocate letting all companies set 

their own rates because they believe competition is more efficient and 

cost effecti e than government intervention They argue that Illinois, 

considered the model of free competition by opponents of rate 

regulation, has more competition because they have more companies 

in the marketplace, providing customers with more choices. 

The most commonly discussed alternative to the current regulatory 

scheme is to make all carriers, including Lloyds, subject to file and use 

regulations. Under this system, an insurer sets a rare that it believes to 

be actuarially sound on the basis of its internal performance data with 

no reference to a state benchmark, and files it with the Insurance 

Commissioner. Under that system, the Commissioner may not 

disapprove a rate unless it is excessive, inadequate, unfairly 

discriminatory, or unreasonable. New York and Michigan use this 

es stem.

I hope 
to work with those I become 
acquainted with and offer 
some ideas and practices 
that make their dreams or 
new ideas possible. I have 
experience in small and 
large businesses from a 
market based economy. I 
have recently finished 
college, which expanded my 
understanding of the 
theories used in business. I 
feel I can offer experience to 
help build plans for many 
different businesses both in 
manufacturing products or 
service industries. I could 
help in establishing policies 
and procedures to carry out 
a business plan.

When facing hard times, 
settling a debt for less than 
you owe can make good 
financial sense, but it can 
also come back to haunt 
you. "When you settle a debt 
or if a creditor forgives a 
debt by writing it off, the 
amount that was forgiven 
needs to be reported when 
you file your taxes," said 
Mike Kidwell, vice president 
and co-founder of Myvesta, 
the nation's only financial 
health center. "The amount 
is considered income since it 
was originally loaned to you 
but now you do not have to 
pay it back." 

After settling a debt your 
creditor should send you 
and the Internal Revenue 
Service a Form 1099-C or 
1099-A at the end of the 
year. Both forms are for the 
reporting of miscellaneous 
income. When you file your 
taxes you'll need to record 
the amount on those forms 
along with your income for 
the rest of the year. 

"Even if your lender didn't 
send you the proper form, 
you don't want to gamble 
that they didn't send it to 
the IRS," Kidwell said. "If

• You have defaulted on a 
loan and the debt was 
written off. 

If you have people 
negotiating on your behalf 
to help settle a debt be 
careful who you are dealing 
with," Kidwell added. 
"Many companies will tell 
you to stop paying your bills 
so that it will be easier to 
negotiate a settlement. Not 
paying your bills is never a 
good idea. You'll ruin your 
credit and you could end up 
owing thousands more."

Texas' safety belt law went 
on the books in 1985, seat 
bell use in the state's urban 
areas has topped 85 percent, 
the Texas Department of 
Transportation announced 
recently. 

The traffic survey results 
showing that more Texans 
are buckling up came less 
than a month after TxDOT, 
the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, and the 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration 
launched the state's largest 
ever public education 
campaign and seat belt 
enforcement crackdown. 

For a two-week period, 
from May 20 to June 2, an 
unprecedented barrage of 
TV and radio commercials, 
billboards and movie 
theater slides warned 
Texans to buckle up or face 
hefty fines. Thousands of 
extra law enforcement 
officers patrolled Texas 
streets and highways to 
locate and ticket seat belt 
violators. 

"Our efforts paid off, and 
we're delighted that so 
many more Texans got the 
message to buckle up," said 
Sue Bryant, TxDOT traffic

"In cities 
with heavy 'Click It or 
Ticket' advertising and 
stepped up law enforcement, 
we saw significant increases 
in the number of drivers 
and passengers using their 
safety belts." 

In 10 Texas cities, 
observational studies 
conducted by the Texas 
Transportation Institute 
indicated a safety belt 
compliance rate of more 
than 86 percent, up from 80 
percent before the campaign 
was launched. The 
compliance rate among 
drivers was 87 percent, and 
passengers buckled up at a 
rate of 83 percent. 

If we can maintain at 
least an 85 percent safety 
belt use rate statewide 
throughout the year, we 
save an additional 241 lives 
and prevent thousands of 
injuries every year in 
Texas," Bryant said. 

Not all motorists heeded 
the "Click It or Ticket" 
message. State troopers, 
police officers and sheriffs 
deputies issued more than 
61,000 citations for seat belt 
violations during the special 
enforcement period. Officers 
also recovered 45 stolen 
vehicles, arrested 988 drunk 
drivers and apprehended

Game warden Shawn 
Moore of Temple is more 
than just a little glad that 
Texas Parks and Wildlife, 
Department has policies 
requiring wardens to wear 
life jackets and kill switches 
on the water. 

A kill switch is a 
mechanism whereby a cord 
is attached to both the boat 
operator's life vest and the 
ignition and if the person 
falls overboard, the engine 
is automatically cut off. The 
most common types of 
boating accidents can be 
attributed to excessive 
speed and lack of a proper 
lookout, according to TPWD 
data. In some of these types 
of accidents, the opdrator is 
ejected, making the use of a 
kill switch of utmost 
importance. Originally 
invented to avert an 
incident of a driverless boat 
heading into a crowded 
swimming area, the device 
is now considered one of the 
most important accessories 
aboard a vessel. Anyone 
operating a personal 
watercraft, (like a jetski), is 
required to have a kill 
switch attached while 
operating on public waters. 

Recently, Moore and other 
wardens were out with 
TPWD's current class of 
game warden cadets on 
Decker Lake. The class was 
going through boating 
maneuvers.

Hello lady beetle, 
oodb e aphids! 
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South Texas corn yields 
are expected to be lower due 
to freezes earlier this year 
and continued drought 
conditions, Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
reports. Producers had lost 
some stands and went back 
to replant, but they were 
running out of moisture 
because of the dry spring. 
Only about 8 percent of the 
corn will have ears that will 
fill out in DeWitt and 
Colorado counties. Another 
harmful factor was heavy 
wind, sometimes blowing 
from 30 to 35 miles per 
hour. 

Ninety-five percent of the 
water that is used by a 
plant is used to cool it or 
transpire through the 
leaves. When you have a lot 
of wind, it just increases the 
amount of water that is 
used. The wind and lack of 
rainfall created a lot of 
stress, so the ears are 
shorter and grain fill is less. 

The water that is 
currently available will help 
stalk growth and may take 
the corn into pollination, 
but there is not enough 
water to make a corn crop 
without additional rain. 

Insect infestations in the 
corn lowered yields as well. 
Chinch bugs were common 
in most areas this season. 
They occur when there are 
dry conditions. 

Chinch bugs get down 
next to the soil line where 
the leaves go into the stalk, 
and they pierce the plant 
and remove water as well. 
Many areas reported large 
numbers of chinch bugs, 
and producers had to spray 
for them. 

Corn earworm is another 
one we have every year, so 
there's nothing unique 
about it. But, if you have a 
smaller ear anyway and 
then you've got a worm that 
punches into the ear and 
eats what you've got, then  

it's a lot more destructive. 
As a result of the drought, 

wind and insect damage, 
yields are expected to run 
from zero to 70 bushels per 
acre in the Coastal Bend 
and South Texas area, with 
a majority of it being less 
than 70 bushels. 

The drought has caused 
problems with a shortage of 
feed for livestock as well, 
yet the corn crop could help 
to resolve this problem. 
Corn plants can be green-
chopped or made into silage 
or round bales, and a lot of 
the corn this year is being 
used to augment the hay 
supply. 

In other areas of Texas, 
grasshoppers continue to 
invade crops and pastures. 

Dr. James Robinson, 
Extension entomologist in 
Overton, said many field 
crops, pastures and hay 
meadows in Central Texas 
have treated for 
grasshoppers since mid-
May, and more are expected 
to be treated as summer 
progresses. 

Entomologists are now 

Texas livestock health 
officials are increasing 
disease surveillance for 
cattle tuberculosis (TB), and 
one of the targets is 
Mexican-origin roping 
steers. 

"Texas is at a particular 
risk for cattle TB, because, 
each year, livestock brokers 
import nearly a million 
feeder cattle from Mexico, 
where cattle TB is still a 
serious problem. A number 
of these Mexican-origin 
steers are selected for 
roping practice, 
competitions or rodeos.  

reporting moderate to 
severe grasshopper 
infestations in 107 counties 
in Texas. The infestation is 
still concentrated in Central 
Texas. However, the 
Panhandle and Far West 
Texas are reporting 
increasing problems in 
pastures and crops and 
their situation is expected 
to become more severe with 
the passing of time, 
Robinson said. 

The conditions across the 
state are not in the 
emergency category at this 
time, he said. Some areas 
have received rainfall that 
has been helpful in 
producing crops and forage 
in spite of the grasshopper 
infestation. 

NORTH TEXAS: Soil 
moisture is very short to 
adequate. Grasshoppers are 
beginning to be a problem in 
pastures as well as gardens. 
Corn is in need of rain. 
Cotton is squaring. Wheat 
harvest continues. Forage 
producers are finishing 
second hay cutting. Fly 
problems have decreased. 

Between events, these 
animals, which often have a 
four- to five-year life span, 
occasionally are commingled 
on pastures with local cattle 
herds, including calves that 
may later become Texas 
feeder cattle," said Dr. 
Linda Logan, Texas' state 
veterinarian and executive 
director for the Texas 
Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), the state's 
livestock health regulatory 
agency. Dr. Logan also 
pointed out that these 
Mexican-imported roping 
steers sometimes are in 
close proximity to dairies, 
breeding operations and 
other at-risk animal 
populations. 

"Although Mexican-origin 
cattle are tested for cattle 
TB prior to entering Texas, 
there's always a possibility 
that the animals were 
exposed to TB bacteria 
shortly before importation. 
In this scenario, the cattle 
would be incubating 
infection and not test 
positive for the disease," she 
explained. "To reduce this 
potential risk for disease 
introduction, we are strictly 
enforcing TAHC 
regulations that require 
Mexican-origin roping 
steers to undergo a retest 
for cattle TB prior to 
entering competition and 
annually thereafter." 

Dr. Logan explained that 
the cattle TB skin test must 
be conducted by an 
accredited veterinarian, 
who injects tuberculin into 
the skin near the animal's 
tail, in an area called the 
"caudal fold." The 

Judge rules 
beef checkoff 
unconstitional 
On Friday, U.S. District 

Judge Charles Kornmann 
ruled that the $1 per-head 
national beef checkoff is 
unconstitutional because it 
violates First Amendment 
rights of free speech. The 
program raises about $85 
million per year for 
promotion and education 
expenses. 

The ruling said cattle 
producers should not be 
required to pay for 
commercials that they 
oppose-a violation of free 
speech. He also ruled that 
beefpromotion materials 
paid for by cattle producer 
checkoff dollars directly 
benefit other parties, 
including retailers and 
restaurants. 

"When we initiated 
checkoff dollars everybody 
thought we were going to 
get better prices. But it 
never helped the U.S. 
producer," said South 
Dakota cattle producer and 
lawsuit plaintiff Bob 
Thullner. 

The National Cattlemen's 
Beef Association will appeal 
the decision.  

Recent high aphid 
populations on landscape 
plants have been a boon to 
ladybugs and other 
beneficial insects. 

According to Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
entomologists, all stages in 
the life cycle of ladybugs --
more correctly called lady 
beetles - are present in 
large numbers on urban 
trees. In some cases, these 
beneficial bugs are alarming 
to less-experienced 
gardeners. 

"We are getting calls daily 
from folks wanting to know 
what to spray to kill these 
black and orange insects," 
said Dr. Mike Merchant, 
urban Extension 
entomologist at Texas A&M 
Dallas. "Of course, they're 
worried about the very 
insects they want -- the ones 
that eat the pests." 

Lady beetles are among 
the most effective predators 
of aphids and other insects 
that attack trees and 
flowers, but what many 
people are confused about is 
the appearance of immature 
stages of the insect. 

"Lady beetle larvae don't 
look at all like the nursery 

veterinarian examines the 
site 72 hours later for 
swelling that might indicate 
that the animal had been 
exposed to TB. If the 
animal has no response, the 
accredited veterinarian will 
provide the owner with a 
document that can be 
presented as proof of 
testing. 

If, however, swelling, 
thickening or a lump is 
detected on the "caudal fold" 
test, a second skin test must 
be run on the animal's neck 
by a state or regulatory 
veterinarian. The animal is 
free to move if this second 
test, called a "comparative 
cervical" is negative. A 
positive response on the 
"comparative cervical" test, 
however, is a strong 
indication the animal may 
have cattle TB. The animal 
must be slaughtered and its 
carcass carefully examined 
for internal TB lesions. 
Tissue samples are collected 
and forwarded to the 
National Veterinary 
Services Laboratory (NVSL) 
in Ames, Iowa for 
laboratory confirmation. 

Since summer 2001, two 
of Texas' 153,000 domestic 
cattle herds have been 
diagnosed with cattle TB, 
and the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture will cancel the 
state's TB-free status in 
early June. "We can get our 
'free' status reinstated in 
two years, but only if we 
find the last of any infection 
and conduct tight disease 
surveillance," Dr. Logan 
pointed out. 

We cannot provide 'zero 
risk' in a global trading 
environment, but by re-
testing and ensuring that 
imported animals are 
disease-free, we can reduce 
disease risks for Texas 
livestock producers."

book pictures of sweet 
ladybugs," said Merchant. 
"The larvae are usually 
black and orange and rather 
fierce looking with spines on 
the sides and back. They are 
very active, and if you 
watch them closely you can 
see them chasing down 
aphids and turning them 
into lunch-meat." 

Not a pretty picture 
perhaps, but bad luck for 
aphids is good news for 
gardeners. 

"A few weeks ago we had 
many calls about giant 
aphids on oak tress," said 
Dotty Woodson, county 
Extension agent for 
horticulture in Tarrant 
County. 

But 	according 	to 
Woodson, aphid calls have 
dropped off significantly in 
recent weeks, possibly due 
to the growing population of 
beneficial insects. 

"Where there are plenty of 
aphids, there will be plenty 
of lady beetles, especially 
where pesticide use is 
down," she said. "We seem 
to be seeing more and more 
lady beetles every spring."

On June 7, Sandra Day 
O'Connor, first female 
Justice of the U.S. Supreme 
Court, was inducted into the 
National Cowgirl Hall of 
Fame as part of the 
Museum and Hall of Fame's 
Grand Opening celebration. 
Upon receiving her 
induction medal, Justice 
O'Connor, who grew up on a 
cattle ranch on the 
Arizona/New Mexico 
border, said: "As a child I 
grew up hoping to be a 
cattle rancher myself one 
day...My career in time took 
a different turn, becoming 
the first cowgirl to serve on 
the U.S. Supreme Court, 
and I now find myself riding 
herd on lower court judges 
instead of some cattle." 

Immediately following 
Justice O'Connor's 
induction, she joined 42 
other Cowgirl Hall of Fame 
honorees, U.S. Senator Kay 
Bailey Hutchison, U. S. 
Congresswoman Kay 
Granger, Texas Governor 
Rick Perry, Fort Worth 
Mayor Kenneth Barr and 
President of the new 
Museum, Kit Moncrief, in 
cutting the ceremonial 
ribbon. The festivities 
marked the official opening 
of the new 33,000 square 
foot museum in Fort Worth, 
Texas, which honors and 
documents the lives of 
women who have 
distinguished themselves 
while exemplifying the 
pioneer spirit of the 
American West. 

On Saturday, June 
8. more than 1,400 men, 
women and children, led by 
cowboy singer Michael 
Martin Murphey, paraded 
through the Cultural 
District on foot and 
horseback, in the Grand 
Opening Cowgirl parade, 
The Cultural District is 
home to some of Fort 
Worth's most renowned 
institutions including the 
Kimbell Art Museum, the 
Amon Carter Museum, the 
Modern Art Museum of Fort 
Worth and the Fort Worth 
Museum of Science and 
History. It is also home to 
Fort Worth's Western 
Heritage Plaza and the Will 

Rogers Memorial Complex, 
which hosts the 
Southwestern Exposition 
and Livestock Show (one of 
the premier rodeo and 
livestock shows in the 
western United States). 
Following the conclusion of 
the parade, more than a 
thousand members of the 
National Cowgirl Museum 
and Hall of Fame toured the 
new building for the first 
time. 

On Sunday, June 9, the 
Museum opened to the 
public. Francine Reed (who 
performs with Lyle Lovett) 
and Michael Martin 
Murphey sang both the 
"Star Spangled Banner" and 
"America the Beautiful" in a 
special flag-raising 
ceremony including a 
Native American blessing of 
the building performed by 
Sundancer Eddie Sandoval 
from Fort Worth. Overall, 
more than 3,500 individuals 
toured the Cowgirl's new 
home on its opening 
weekend. 

Since its inception in 1975 
in Hereford, Texas, the 
National Cowgirl Museum 
and Hall of Fame has 
recorded, preserved and  

celebrated the dreams, 
determination and 
successes of the American 
cowgirl and the spirit she 
embodies. The Museum's 
archives currently house 
information about and 
artifacts from more than 
400 remarkable women. 
The current 159 Hall of 
Fame honorees include 
pioneers, artists, writers, 
entertainers, 
humanitarians, 
businesswomen, educators, 
ranchers and rodeo cowgirls 
including: 	Sacajawea, 
principal guide for the 
Lewis 	and 	Clark 
Expedition; painter Georgia
