As of Jan. 6, Muenster is a 

part of the Texoma American 
Viticultural Area (AVA). Dave 
Galvin of Ravenna,Texas pro-
claimed this news at the 
Muenster Chamber of Com-
merce Installation Banquet 
on Wednesday, Jan. 11. 

Galvin coauthored the pe-
tition to have the north —cen-
tral Texas counties of Cooke, 
Montague, Fannin, and Gray-
son established as the 
Texoma viticultural area. The 
area covers 3,650 square 
miles on the south side of 
Lake Texoma and the Red 
River, along the Texas-Okla-
homa Stateline. The newly 
established viticultural area 
contains four wineries and a 
number of small vineyards 
with approximately 55 acres 
planted to vines. Both native 
Texas grape varieties and 
Vitis vinifera thrive in the 
proposed area. 

Viticultural areas are es-
tablished for the purposes of 
allowing vinters to better de-
scribe the origin of their 
wines and consumers to bet-
ter identify wines they may 
purchase. 

According to Galvin, the 
Napa Valley in California, 
which is America's premier 
wine district, earned the des-
ignation of AVA in 1982. 

The process took almost 
three years from the begin-
ning of the application until 
its approval by the U.S. De-
partment of Treasury - Tax 
and Trade Bureau on Dec. 7 
2005. 

In proving the area to be 
appropriate for grape grow-
ing the application noted, 
"Historical evidence in the 
petition for the proposed 
boundaries includes the con-
tributions of the Texoma re-
gion to world viticulture. Re-
nowned 19th century 
viticulturalist Thomas Volney 
( T.V.) Munson chose the 
Texoma area as the site for 
his experimental vineyards. 
An expert on native grape 
varieties, it was reported that 
he was particularly excited by 
the varieties of native grapes 
found within the region, call-
ing the area his "grape para-
dise". He developed over 300 
new grape varieties from the 
wild grapes growing along 
the bluffs of the Red River 
and its tributaries. Today, the 
T.V. Munson Memorial Vine-
yard at Grayson County Col-
lege in Denison, carries on 
Munson's legacy. The vine-
yard grows 65 of the 300 
grape varieties developed by  

dressed next. Michael 
McHorse, outgoing Board 
member and 2005 president, 
supervised election of the new 
president.

"Because of the importance 
of native grape species to the 
viticultural history and iden-
tity of the Texoma region, the 
petitioner bases the southern 
boundary in part on the dis-
tribution of wild grapevines 
through the area. The pro-
posed Texoma viticultural 
area southern boundary ex-
cludes some southern por-
tions of the four counties 
since wild grapevines gener-
ally do not grow on the south-
facing slopes beyond the ridge 
that divides the Red River 
and Trinity River drainage 
basins."

Larry Anderson of J.W. 

Anderson Associates pre-
sented his company's audit 
report for Muenster Memo-
rial for the fiscal year ending 
June 30, 2005. The report was 
a clean report with no prob-
lems found. 

"This year salaries are 44% 
of your overall operating cost, 
benefits about 8%. That con-
tinues to be in line with what 
we see in most of our other 
places," said the auditor. 

Anderson said that the 
numbers of days of cash on 
hand looked very nice com-
pared to last year. Last year 
the District had 10 days 
worth and this year it is up 
to almost 30 days worth of 
cash on hand. 

According to the auditor, 
MMH's expenses this year 
were paid as follows for the 
total operating expenses of 
$5.6 million Medicare 64%; 
Medicaid 2%; other patients 
23%; grant money 5%; and 
tax money 6%. 

After the report was com-
pleted Board President 
Kenny Klement remarked, 
"That was the best presenta-
tion we've had in a while." 

During his report, Admin-
istrator Lynn Heller said an 
updated telephone system at 
Muenster Memorial Hospital 
features a direct dial number 
to each patient room. It's a 
nice modern system and 
we're real proud about that," 
he remarked. 

CareFlite presented the 
Hospital with a windsock to 
be placed in the area where 
the helicopters come in. While 
it was being installed, the 
Hospital put in a new light 
that didn't stick out as far 
making it safer for CareFlite. 

Heller said that there are 
plans to rework the front 
entryway to make it a one-
way drive through. "People 
are driving through both 
ways and it's not a good situ-
ation," said the administrator.

CFO Dick Teeter reported, 
"We had a fairly good month. 
Our revenue was down a little 
from the last three months, 
but it was still up over 
$600,000. We were above bud-
get by a little bit. Our adjust-
ments were down this month 
$117,000. Net  revenue of 
$499,149. Our expenses for 
the month totaled $363,554, 
so we had a net operating rev-
enue of $135,595, plus our 
taxes gave us $179,372."

_dike USNR-Retired, a native 
if Muenster, has coauthored 
in intensely fascinating and 
nteresting book on "Squad-
:on 13 and the Big Flying 
3oats", along with other men 
who piloted the four-engine 
?B2Y Coronado airplanes 
town by the squadron. All 
who became involved worked 
lard to turn this book into a 
2ompelling eyewitness 
zhronicle of the War in the 
Pacific, WWII, 1939-1945. 

One example of the inten-
sity of accounts in the book, 
is a description of a PB2Y 
Coronado low level and high 
level bombing raid on Wake 
Island in February 1944. 
Eighteen Coronados made 
four raids over a 10-day pe-
riod. The planes flew 2,100 
miles to a pinpoint in the 
middle of the Pacific, the 
longest bomber trip in WWII 
up until that time. Only the 
lead plane used its radar, to 
hone in on the island while 
the others struggled to main-
tain the tight formation. One-
half of the overloaded sea-
planes came in low, beneath 
enemy radar, and dropped 
their time-release bombs 
(eight-second delay), from a 
height of only about 200 feet, 
as turret guns strafed the 
buildings below. The rest of 
the planes came in at 8,000 
feet. 

The PB2Y Coronado per-
formed without mishap in the 
many and frequent flights 
t hat followed quickly after. It  

set flight time records and 
established itself as a special 
member of the new arm of the 
Navy. The Coronado seaplane 
was the new, huge patrol 
bomber desperately needed 
by the Navy after December 
1941. With the attack on 
Pearl Harbor and the rapid 
Japanese movement into the 
South Pacific, the timing for 
this remarkable seaplane 
couldn't have been better. 

The heart and soul of this 
book come from these VPB 13 
pilots who contributed their 
remarkable accounts. 

Norman J. Luke wrote five 
chapters: "Our Tales of the 
South Pacific", "Mine Lay- 
ing", "The Skipper Chases a 
Betty", "Aircraft Repair", and 
"Windshear". 

"The Good Lord had His 
Hand on my shoulder and 
guided and protected me, and 
I returned much better for 
the experience," said Norman 
Luke.

Oklahoma Governor lifts 
state hay hauling restrictions 

Retail prices for food at the 
supermarket dropped just 
over 3% in the fourth quarter 
of 2005, according to the 
latest American Farm 
Bureau Federation 
Marketbasket Survey. The 
informal survey shows the 
total cost of 16 basic grocery 
items in the 2005 fourth 
quarter was $38.83, a 
decrease of $1.13 from the 
2005 third quarter survey 
average of $39.96. The cost of 
the marketbasket items was 
down 4 cents from a year ago. 

Of the 16 items surveyed, 

Destocking Strategies 
During Drought 

Forage plants have a 
minimum residue 
requirement in order to 
maintain adequate root and 
above ground growth, ensure 
plant health, and make 
effective use of limited 
precipitation. When the 
forage base is taken below a 
certain residue level, ability 
to recover is severely reduced. 
More rainfall is needed to 
sustain forage regrowth in 
overgrazed pastures when 
compared to those with 
adequate standing reserves. 
When limited amounts of 
rain are received and no leaf 
is available to absorb 
sunlight, there will be 
inefficient utilization of the 
precipitation. By the time 
roots can absorb enough 
moisture to initiate leaf 
growth there is insufficient 
moisture left to sustain leaf 
and root growth. Successful 
grazing managers always 
leave sufficient root and leaf 
tissue for plants to respond to 
rainfall. With the conditions 
present this year, substantial 
destocking measures may 
need to be implemented by 
area cattlemen. 

Dr. Ron Gill, Extension 
Livestock Specialist, and Dr. 
Bill Pinchak, Range Animal 
Nutritionist of Texas 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station offer some advise to 
producers who have to make 
some tough herd reduction 
decisions. 

There are four primary 
rules in destocking: 
1. The sooner the problem is 
identified 	the 	sooner 
appropriate actions can be 
taken. 
2. The sooner stocking 
adjustments are made the 
less severe the herd 
reductions will need to be. 
3. Maximize available options 
and minimize long-term 
negative impacts on the 
forage resource. 
4. During drought, maximize 
the 	effective 	use 	of  

nine decreased and seven 
increased in average price 
compared to the 2005 third 
quarter survey. Corn oil 
showed the largest decrease, 
down 27 cents to $2.67 per 32-
oz. bottle, followed by cheddar 
cheese, which dropped 26 
cents down to $3.39 per 
pound, and mayonnaise, 
which dropped 25 cents to 
$3.06 per 32-oz. jar. 

"Although there has been 
some small quarter-to-
quarter variation, food prices 
as reported in the 
marketbasket survey have 

precipitation by having 
enough residual forage to 
capture and utilize limited 
precipitation and reduce 
evaporative loss. 

Common Destocking 
Mistakes 

There are three common 
mistakes ranches make when 
faced with forced liquidation 
of the breeding herd: 
1. Do nothing now in hopes 
rainfall will occur or 
additional grazing can be 
leased until conditions 
improve. 
2. When the decision to 
reduce stocking is made, the 
most common strategy is to 
early wean calves and then 
hope conditions will improve 
and cows will not have to be 
sold. 
3. The practice of retaining 
young cows (less than 4 year 
old females) at the expense of 
more productive middle-aged 
cows (4 to 7 years old), when 
culling is finally initiated. 

Culling spring calves, 
under six months of age, will 
not appreciably decrease herd 
forage demand. Calves only 
consume 15% to 25% of the 
forage consumed by their 
dams. Light weight, early 
weaned calves have little 
value when marketed during 
widespread 	drought 
conditions. 	Use early 
weaning as a management 
tool to improve cow condition 
before calving, not to decrease 
forage demand.

Henry has temporarily 
suspended restrictions on hay 
hauling due to wildfires that 
have destroyed thousands of 
acres across Oklahoma. 
Oklahoma Farm Bureau 
welcomes the news after 
Farm Bureau members 
across the state expressed a 
desperate need for hay to feed 
their cattle as a result of 
these wildfires. 

Gov. Henry's Jan. 3 
executive order states, "that 
because there is a state of 
emergency existing in the 
State of Oklahoma due to 
wildfires occurring statewide, 
it is necessary to assist and 
expedite all efforts of wildfire 

A new long-range plan 
designed to recapture global 
markets while catering to 
"time-starved" domestic 
consumers is on deck for the 
national Beef Checkoff 
program. The plan, expected 
to be released next month, 
was put together by a panel 
that represented all segments 
of the beef industry from 
producers to national chain 
restaurants.
