"Back when I was a kid I 

rabbit hunted and squirrel 
hunted with a bow some. I 
developed a passion for it. I 
like the more challenge of the 
sport, I guess," commented 
Robert "Bobby" Lutkenhaus 
on hunting with a bow and 
arrow. 

There are many afternoons 
that Bobby can be seen out-
side his home squatting or 
standing near a target with 
bow in hand. He especially 
practices before hunting sea-
son and before archery tour-
naments where he enjoys 
competing. The chest muscles 
must be toned. They can be-
come very sore if the shooter 
doesn't practice. 

"I enjoy doing it, but I shoot 
a lot because I need to keep 
my muscles in shape and it 
keeps me focused so that 
when I go to tournaments I 
can do well," said the bow-
hunting advocate. "And when 
I go hunting I can put it 
where I want it." Bobby said 
that a whitetail deer is the 
largest animal he's taken 
thus far with his bow hunt-
ing skills. He proudly showed 
a photo of a 14-point buck 
with an 8 112 inch drop tine 
on the left side, and a four-
inch drop tine on the right 
side. 

This sport that fascinated 
Bobby since his childhood 
eventually evolved into a 
part-time job. He decided that 
besides hunting and compet- 
ing in shooting tournaments, 
he'd enjoy making his own 
longbow. 

Bobby enlisted 0.L. Adcock, 
a bowyer he'd met at shoot-
ing competitions, to custom 
build him a longbow. Adcock 
lives in Roswell, New Mexico, 
but competes in some of the 
same tournaments in this 
area, as does Bobby. 

The two became friends 
and Bobby eventually ex-
pressed his desire to make his 
own longbow. Adcock offered 
to teach Bobby the art since 
he had a used press available. 
Adcock had partnered with 
John Harvard to patent a new 
design in longbows. A & H 
Archery, LLC got its patent

New Mexico became 

Bobby's destination. There he 
spent three days learning the 
bowyer craft and another two 
hunting bear. Adcock taught 
him the basics for making 
longbows, and when Bobby 
returned home, they commu-
nicated by phone when ques-
tions arose. 

That was two years ago. 
Now Bobby makes bows for 
family, friends, and customers 
found at competitions and 
from his Internet site. He 
named the business Predator 
Longbows. 

Refleic/deflex design is the 
style Bobby makes. He ex-
plained, The old style 
longbows, which is the 
Howard Hill type longbows, if 
you laid them on the table, 
they'd be straight. Whereas 
these have the curved limbs 
and then they have the 
curved riser." 

Why does Bobby prefer the 
reflex/deflex style? "A whole 
lot less hand shock and more 
enjoyable to shoot, and a little 
more accurate," is his answer. 

There are numerous steps 
in the longbow production 
process. Initially the wood 
laminations must be cleaned. 
Laminate strips are then 
glued, pressed, and baked. 
Bobby has an oven for that 
purpose in his workshop."You 
have to hold it between 150 
and 180 for four hours," he 
noted, "That's what sets the 
glue up and bonds it all so it 
will withstand the repetitious 
shock that it goes through." 

There are six strips that 
range from 50 thousandths to 
60 thousandths. One is 100 
thousandths by .002 per inch. 
It drops off two thousandths 
per inch, being thick in one 
area and dropping off to a 
very thin strip at the end. The 
riser is made from a 36-inch 
2x2 piece of wood. "Any good 
hardwood will make a riser," 
said Bobby. Bolivian Rose-
wood was the wood variety 
from which his current 
project's riser was being 
made. 

Pointing to the strips in the 
middle of the bow, Bobby said, 
"You're not going to believe

Local political candidates 

appeared at the League of 
Women Voters of Gainesville 
Forum on Thursday, Feb. 16. 
An estimated 70-75 people 
gathered in the Fellowship 
Hall of the First Christian 
Church in Gainesville. 

In Cooke County, the 
March Primary elections 
drew opposed races in the Re-
publican bid for County 
Judge and the Precinct #2 
Commissioner race. Frieda 
Fiske challenges incumbent 
Bill Freeman for the Repub-
lican nomination. Seeking 
incumbent Bill Cox's job as 
Precinct #2 commissioner is 
Steve Key. The winner of the 
Republican nomination will 
then face the lone Democrat 
on the ballot for that position, 
Nathan Hansard. There is no 
Democrat seeking the job of 
County Judge, so the Repub-
lican garnering the most 
votes in March will have the 
job. 

There are two candidates 
for the ',Precinct #4 County' 
Commissioner position, but 
on opposite ballots. 
IncumbentVirgil Hess has 
held the position for 15 years 
and is on the Democratic bal-
lot. Drew Springer of Muen-
ster is the only Republican 
candidate for Precinct #4 
commissioner. That race will 
play out in November. 

Tom Carson of KGAF Ra-
dio performed moderator du-
ties for the evening. All can-
didates participated. 

Each candidate had a 
three-minute introductory 
statethent. Three questions 
prepared by the League were 
asked based on questions and 
issues solicited in advance 
from the publid. Two minutes 
were allotted for each 

this, but these two in the 
middle — that's not wood. It's 
Action Boo. Bamboo cut in 
quarter inch strips and glued 
back together." The Action 
Boo in the inner limb core of-
fers a choice of amber or natu-
ral coloration. Although 
Bobby always chooses Action 
Boo for the inner limb core, 
Maple, Osage, or any other 
good wood can be used. 
"When you go to doing that, 
you add more weight to your 
limbs. Action Boo is so light 
it performs better," he com-
mented. 

Outer layers consist of fi-
berglass. "That's what keeps 
everything from actually ex-
ploding," Bobby noted. After 
the bow is pressed, the over-
lay is glued on. Feathering it 
blends the riser to the limbs. 

The clear fiberglass•llows 
the beauty of the wood under 
it to show. Bobby lets the cus-
tomer select their preference 
of wood. Each bow is unique 
due to the selection of the 
various parts. 

Poundage is also an indi- 

candidate's response. Ques-
tions collected from the audi-
ence were then asked. Can-
didates had three minutes 
after the question and answer 
period for a summary state-
ment. 

County Judge 
Fiske now lives at Lake 

Kiowa, but is a former 
resident of Dallas. She is an 
attorney of 23 years and 
served as a Dallas municipal 
court judge for 13 years. 

Fiske cited making streets 
and homes safe as a must. 
She wants to add funds to the 
Sheriff's office and the Dis-
trict Attorney's office to 
"make sure that we can be 
safe when we leave our homes 
and that our homes will be 
there, not having b'een de-
stroyed by fire while we were 
gone. We need to make the 
resources available to all of 
these first responder services 
to guarantee our safety, com-
fort, and quality of life." She 
then said that she is a fiscal 
conservative and believes in 
spending money very fru-
gally. 

vidual choice. Bobby advised, 
"A beginner really needs to 
start out with a low pound-
age bow and do that for a year 
or so to get the muscles built 
up. Then they can consider 
stepping up in weight if they 
think they need something 
heavier. Never start out with 
a heavy bow. It's like weight 
lifting, You don't go in and try 
to pick up your maximum 
amount and do it 50 times. 
You start out lower and work 

Currently Bobby is shoot-
ing a 45. He dropped back to 
45 from 55 because his shoul-
der suffered when shooting a 
55 at tournaments. 

Another individualized 
thing is the draw length. 
Draw lengths may be 26, 27, 
28, and 29 "You've got to be 
able to build a bow at 50 
pounds whether its 26 inches, 
or 27, or 28, or 29," he said. 
"There is a formula to follow. 
When you order a bow out of 
a book that is a factory built

Since there are more things 
that are wanted than there's 
money for she would priori-
tize. Items that are a must 
would be furnished and said 
that would be a decision of 
the Commissioners Court as 
a whole. 

Safety, and plans for devel-
opment design seemed to top 
her list. She feels that money 
could be brought in by at-
tracting businesses to the 
County with a large number 

of employees. This would 
grow the tax base without 
paying more taxes, she said. 

Gainesville resident Bill 
Freeman said he'd served the 
County for the past 27 years, 
23 as JP and the last four as 
County Judge. He mentioned 
numerous awards received 
during his time of service, 
some of the boards he served 
on, and a number of his 
achievements. 

Some of the things he was 
instrumental in doing to help 
the County save money or get 
improvements included nego-
tiating a contract with DPS 
for office space that is now 
paid for and previously 
wasn't; joined Public Power 
Pool to save over $20,000 on 
the electric bill the rust year; 
created a County website at 
no cost to taxpayers; created 
theOffice of court compliance 
officer which helped collect 
lOs of thousands of dollars of 
unpaid fines in the County. 

Question 1. As taxes con-
tinue to increase in the 
County, what role can you 
play in tax reduction? 

Freeman: He said that 
taxes actually were down 
slightly because of growth in 
the County. He said that to 
cut taxes would require cut-
ting services somewhere. 
"You cannot give, give, and 
give, and expand government 
and lower your taxes. That 
will not happen. That kind of 
magic just does not work." 

Fiske: Her answer was to 
grow businesses in Cooke 
County and continue to pro-
vide services. The County 
Judge has the opportunity to 
go forward and seek economic 
development opportunities. 
'We need a proactive judge 
who will go out and push for 
those things that will be of 
benefit to the County. We 
want those businesses that 
will really benefit the County 
and widen that tax base so 
that we can spend those 
funds that we need for safety 
and crime reduction." 

Question 2. In your position 
as County Judge, what can 
you do to reduce the crime rate 
in Cooke County? 

Fiske: Provide the means 
to the law enforcement agen-
cies within the County so that 
they can go arrest, try, and if 
convicted, get them to Hunts-
ville. She wants to make 
Cooke a county that criminals 
want to stay away from. 

Freeman: Referring to 
funding to the Sheriff's De-
partment and to the D.A.'s 
office he said, "We have in-
creased the Sheriff's funding 
by a tremendous amount. 
Since 1999, we have more 
than doubled the Sheriff's 
budget from $1.75 million in 
1999 to $3.8 million this 
year." He said that in the  

same span of time the D.A.'s 
office funding went from 
$179,00 to $362,000 or a 
100% increase. "You can't just 
keep throwing money at a 
problem." He feels solving 
crime is the best way to pre-
vent crime and imprison the 
offender. 

Referring to all the talk of 
high crime rate, he said that 
crime is high in Cooke 
County, but it is also high in 
surrounding counties. Talk-
ing about the high crime rate 
some is okay, but to hammer 
and hammer it isn't good pub-
licity for the County. He feels 
that the crime rate isn't much 
worse than that of surround- 
in g counties. 

Question 3. What experi-
ences and qualifications do 
you feel enable you to fulfill 
the responsibilities of County 
Judge? 

Freeman: His 27 years of 
service to the County have 
given him a network of people 
throughout the State of 
Texas, as well as on the na-
tional level."There's not a day 
goes by that I don't pick up 
the phone and call an 800 
number in Austin, Texas and 
ask them about something 
that's happening somewhere 
and get information from 
them." He said that his bud-
get experience from his years 
as JP now help him under-
stand how all the budgets 
work in the County. He said 
that he understands that 
most departments need more 
money to operate. Which of-
fice is more important de-
pends on what service a per-
son is seeking. "All these of-
fices work together like a 
machine to make countygov- 
ernment work. If you fund 
more to anywhere, you have 
to cut another one, then that 
part of the government starts 
to suffer. Being County Judge, 
you have to really worry to 
make sure each department 
is funded properly. 

Fiske: Besides being an at-
torney and municipal court 
judge, Fiske listed her quali-
fications as being a business 
owner, mediator, serving as 
special prosecutor. She said 
that she also has a network 
and would share it if needed 
and hoped that Judge Free-
man would also share his. If 
not, she knows how to find 
things out. 

The candidate said she be-
lieves in conservative spend-
ing. "You almost wouldn't 
think so when you hear me 
say we need to hire another 
sheriff's deputy and another 
assistant district attorney. 
However, sometimes you 
have to spend some money on 
one thing and work really 
hard to find it somewhere else 
so that you can make sure 
that these citizens in Cooke 
County have a decent quality 
of life." 

Questions submitted by the 
audience followed. 

Whether the post of County 
Judge should be limited by 
law to and only to an attor-
ney was asked. Fiske, being 
an attorney, liked the idea. 
She said that the training 
and expereince gained in law 
school allows attorneys to do 
a more effective job than 
those without that education. 

Freeman countered by say-
ing he didn't think attorneys 
had all the answer and 
doesn't think that should be 
a requirement. "Going to law 
school does not make you un-
derstand county govern-
ment," said Freeman. "Our 
forefathers in our national 
Constitution by one vote, 
tried to keep attorneys from 
even holding office in this 
country." Also only about 
eight to 10 people in this 
County would be eleigible to 
be the county judge, he noted. 

Holding Commissoners

Currently Bobby is shoot-
ing a 45. He dropped back to 
45 from 55 because his shoul-
der suffered when shooting 
a 55 at tournaments. 

Another individualized 
thing is the draw length. 
Draw lengths may be 26, 27, 
28, and 29. "You've got to be 
able to build a bow at 50 
pounds whether its 26 
inches, or 27, or 28, or 29," 
he said. "There is a formula 
to follow. When you order a 
bow out of a book that is a 
factory built bow, everything 
is based on 28 inches. 

All the local bowyer's cus-
tom bows stay within the 
Traditional Bowhunters of 
Texas (TBOT) guidelines. 
These dimension specifica-
tions are required of bows 
used in the tournaments. 

Bobby prefers a longbow to 
a compound. "I killed a few 
animals with and it wasn't as 
much fun," he remarked on 
using the compound bow." It 
took the fun out of bow hunt-
ing. They are accurate and 
they are fast, but they're not 
as much fun." 

He told of the last time he 
hunted with a compound 
bow. There is a peep used to 
aim. A deer appeared and 
Bobby tried to see it through 
the peep, but couldn't. He 
pulled back enough to spot 
the reason. A small spider 
was in the peep hole. He con-
tinued,"He'sjust big enough 
that I can't find the pins or 
the deer, so I pulled the peep 
off to the side of my eye and 
moved the pin over to where 
I think it is supposed to be 
and shoot. I got the deer, but 
that was the last time I 
hunted with it." 

Each has its upsides and 
downsides. "I like the 
longbows over the com-
pounds because I don't have 
anything to go wrong. If I 
miss, I can't blame anything 
but myself. I don't need a 
range finder. I don't worry 
about my sights being on or 
off, and most shots on an 
animal are taken at 20 yards 
or less and in that range tra-
ditional equipment generally 
is sufficient. Of course, like 
anything else, people get ner-
vous and people miss." 

Weight is a consideration 
for some. The longbow 
weighs around three pounds 
while the compound weighs 
about six and a half pounds. 

Competing in tourna-
ments has become a Lutken-
haus family pastime. Bobby's 
wife Linda, and their 14-
year-old son Jeremy also 
compete. Linda started last 
year. Linda lends Bobby a 
hand with the bow making 
from time to time. She now 
makes all the bow socks for 
the finished product. 

"Jeremy does really well in 
tournaments," noted Bobby. 
"I started him shooting a bow 
when he was three years old, 
so you can see why he does 
really well." They are consid-
ering entering Jeremy in 
World Class tournaments. 

"He has shot in the Fort 
Worth State Championship 
twice," recalled Bobby. "He 
got second the first time and 
first the second time." He 
was 12 and 13 at the time 
and competed in an age 
group that ranged from 12 to 
16 year olds. 

Linda and Bobby have 
three other children, Brandi, 
Jason, and Crystal. Bobby 
works the day shift at Supe-
rior Machining & Fabrica-
tion of Muenster.

Safety advocates urge par- 
ents of children ages four to 
eight to use booster seats. 
Small children who outgrow 
their child safety seats are 
often at risk for serious injury 
from the very things that par- 
ents think will protect them:

According to the Texas 
Transportation Institute, two 
out of three children between 
five and nine years old rou- 
tinely travel in Texas without 
being buckled up, putting 
them at risk of crash-related 
injuries or death. 

"Putting kids who are over 
40 pounds in booster seats 
can save their lives," said 
Carol Rawson, Deputy Direc- 
tor of TxDOT's Traffic Opera- 
tions Division. "We're asking 
parents to buckle up their 
children using the safety re- 
straint that best fits their 
kids  -  and to secure them in 
the back seat." 

Safety advocates recom- 
mend that children who 
weigh between 40 pounds 
and 80-100 pounds or who are 
less than four feet nine inches 
(57 inches) tall ride buckled 
in the back in a booster seat.

Hunting fatalities dropped 
to just two in 2005, down 
from four the previous year, 
and matched all-time lows in 
1996 and 2002. Only 2004 
had fewer total hunting 
accidents, 29, compared to 
last year's total of 30. 

"We like to say that 
'hunting is safe and getting 
safer,' and it really is," said 
Steve Hall, education director 
for the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department. 

The state's worst year on 
record for hunting accidents 
was 1968, when 105 
accidents were reported, 
including 37 fatalities. 

For the decade of 1966-
1975, TPWD recorded one 
hunting accident per 10,858 
hunting licenses issued. The 
incidence of hunting 
accidents has gradually 
fallen, until — in the last 
decade — only 1 hunter per 
26,250 licenses was involved 
in a hunting accident. 

In the fall of 1988, hunter 
education in Texas became 
mandatory for anyone born 
on or after Sept. 2, 1971. 

"We're still on a trend that 
is taking us downward," Hall 
said. "Whether we bump it up 
next year or not, the 10 year

trend is what I look at, and 
it's coming down. Mandatory 
hunter education is really 
having an impact." 

In 2005, more than 3,000 
volunteer hunter education 
instructors trained more than 
30,000 hunters across the 
state. 

Hall said even hunters who 
are not required to take the 
education course are more 
aware of basic safety 
principles than before. 

"It's things like the '10 
Commandments of Shooting 
Safety,' the very basic safety 
principles that are promoted 
a whole lot more now than 30 
or even 20 years ago," Hall 
said. "Highlighting the 
accidents is an education in 
and of itself." 

The two hunting fatalities 
of 2005 included a Mason 
County deer hunter who 
accidentally discharged his 
rifle into his own chest, and 
a Limestone County hog 
hunter whose shot ricocheted 
and resulted in shrapnel 
hitting a child in his truck. 

According to Hall, both 
accidents were preventable if 
the hunters had only followed 
some very basic safety 
principles like those taught in 
the hunter education courses.

Lindsay ISD hires 
new athletic director, 
football head coach

There were more than 30 people attending the 

Monday, Feb. 20 meeting of the Lindsay ISD Board of 
Trustees. Most present anticipated learning who would 
be the new coach hired to replace Coach John Irwin who 
was reassigned from his position as athletic director and 
coach at the January meeting. He continues as a teacher 
with the District. It was by mutual agreement between 
Irwin and the LISD administration. 

Dr. Jason Ceyanes, LISD superintendent, recommended 
that the Board hire Cody Bounds. After an Executive 
Session, the vote was a unanimous 7-0 to hire him. The 
superintendent indicated that the Board overwhelmingly 
supported the recommendation and indicated that they 
looked forward to having Bounds in Lindsay. 

Coach Cody Bounds is currently the assistant head 
football coach, defensive coordinator, and head baseball 
coach at Prosper High School. According to school officials 
Coach Bounds possesses the professional skills and 
personal qualities that they are seeking in Lindsay ISD. 
According to school officials, "Coach Bounds is a man of 
faith who is a natural born leader with high ethical and 
moral standards. In addition, Coach Bounds places a high 
priority on academic performance and is a strict 
disciplinarian for his athletes." 

As Lindsay ISD welcomed Coach Cody Bounds to its 
staff, Dr. Ceyanes remarked, "Cody Bounds was by far 
the most qualified applicant and is exactly what Lindsay 
ISD needs during this time of transition. Anytime you 
have a change in leadership, emotions can run high with 
the staff, parents, and community. I am confident that 
Coach Bounds will help unite our community and provide 
a structured program that will assist our athletics in 
continuing to strive toward excellence both on the field 
and in the classroom." 

Coach Bounds is married to Holly Bounds and has two 
daughters, Ali age eight, Emma age three, and another 
baby on the way. 

Coach Bounds will begin his new position as athletic 
director and head coach during the first week of March. 
He was at Lindsay ISD Wednesday to introduce himself 
the staff and students. 

The mutual decision for Irwin to be reassigned to 
teaching duties came after apparent pressure from a small 
group of individuals. His comment in the Jan. 20 edition 
of the Enterprise was, "It's not worth the fighting. Most 
(people) here in Lindsay are great.... Maybe we can blend 
in and just be a part of the community." 

Since that time there has been a great deal of 
controversy within the community as people reacted to 
the outcome. 

Hoping to reunite the community, Dr. Ceyanes 
commented after the meeting, "Many times when a 
husband and wife are in a major conflict, they may say or 
do something that is extremely hurtful to the other and 
they wish that they could take it back. If the marriage 
survives the hurtful and unacceptable behaviors, it often 
strengthens the relationship and brings the couple closer 
together. Now is the time for all of us in Lindsay to put 
the past behind us and move forward for the kids. We are 
too great of a community to do anything less." 

"Our youth and inexperi-
ence finally caught up with 
us," said Muenster Coach Jeff 
Presnall on the Lady Hornet 
46-44 Area playoff loss to the 
Bogata Rivercrest Lady 
Rebels.

Cooperative Extension State 
Horticulturist, says success 
with onions under Texas 
climatic conditions depends 
upon knowing the right 
varieties to use, and the 
correct time of the year to get 
them started. Listed below 
are some good guidelines 
taken from the Texas Master 
Gardener Handbook: 

Light: Sunny (green onions 
tolerate partial shade). 

Soil: Well-drained loam. 
Fertility: Medium-rich pH: 

5.5 to 7.0. 
Temperature: Cool (45' to 

60°F) during development; 
medium-hot (60' to 75°F, 
during bulbing and curing. 

Moisture: Moist, but not 
waterlogged_ 

Planting Use sets, seeds, 
or transplants in spring for 
bulbs and green or bunching 
onions: seeds may be started 
indoors eight weeks before 
setting out; use sets in fall for 
perennial or multiplier onion 
types. 

Spacing Standard - one to 
four inches X 12 to 24 inches; 
wide row - four inches X four 
inches in rows up to two feet 
apart; plant close, then thin; 
use thinnings as green 
onions. 

Fertilizer needs: Heavy 
feeder; apply four to five 
pounds of 10-10-10 per 100 
square feet before planting 
and side-dress three weeks 
after trans-planting and 
again when bulb 
enlargement begins (two or 
three tablespoons of 21-0-0 
per 10 feet of row). 

For bulb production, set out 
transplants in early spring, 
spacing them four to six 
inches apart and one to two 
inches deep in the row. 
Planting too earl, and

Plant four inches apart in 
rows one to two feet apart. 
Distance between rows is 
determined by available 
space and cultivating 
equipment 

Onions have shallow root 
systems and compete poorly 
with weeds. Shallow 
cultivation is necessary; do 
not mound soil on onions as 
this may encourage stem rot. 
Ensure ample moisture, 
especially after bulbs begin to 
enlarge. 

	

Onions 	should 	be 
harvested when about two-
thirds of the tops have fallen 
over. Careful handling to 
avoid bruising helps control 

storage rots and thoroug 
curing increases storage lift 
Onions can be pulled and lel 
in the field for several day 
to dry. then cured in a weft 
ventilated attic or porch fo 
one or two weeks where the 
are not in direct sunlight 
Tops may be left on or cut of 
but leave at least one inch c 
the top when storing 
Perennial onion relative 
such as shallots. multiplyim;
