Filing time nears for 
local candidates

With local elections 

scheduled to take place on 
Saturday, May 13, it is time 
for anyone considering a 
position on a local entity to 
file. Saturday, Feb. 11 is the 
first day to file an application 
for a place on a local ballot. 
Most offices are only open 
Monday through Friday, so it 
will probably be Monday 
before applications can be 
filed. The final day to file is 
Monday, March 13 at 5 p.m. 

Muenster City Council has 
three positions open. They are 
Place #1 now held by Gary 
Fisher; Place #2 held by John 
Pagel; and Place #4 held by 
Jewel Otto. 

Muenster ISD has three 
positions open. They are 
currently held by Jim Endres, 
Place #5; Ronnie Felderhoff, 
Place #6; and Neil Huchton, 
Place #7. 

Muenster 	Memorial 
Hospital also has three 
positions open. It is an at 
large election with the three 
candidates with the most 
votes being elected to the 
board. The three board 

members with terms expiring 
in May are Kenny Klement, 
Dr. Walter Knight, and Dan 
Hamric. 

The Lindsay City Council 
also holds an at large election 
for its aldermen. There are 
two aldermen positions up for 
election and also the position 
of mayor. Currently serving 
as mayor is Steven K. 
Zwinggi. Aldermen with 
expiring terms are Wilbert 
"Sonny" Block and Robin 
Rose. Packets will be 
available at Lindsay City 
Hall for candidates beginning 
Monday. 

Lindsay ISD will be 
accepting applications for two 
candidate positions. Those 
seats are currently held by 
Bruce Bezner and Lloyd 
Reiter. 

Most entities have the 
option of canceling an election 
if there is no opposition in an 
election. Elections are usually 
only called if there is at least 
one candidate with an 
opponent or for the Hospital 
District, more than three 
candidates for the Board. 
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City cuts paving project to balance budget

Muenster Memorial Hospi-

tal and Family Health Clinic 
have announced the addition 
of skilled health care profes-
sional Yvonne Ambrose, FNP-
C, ACNP-C to their staff. She 
began her work hours with 
Muenster Hospital on Mon-
day, Feb. 6. 

'"The Board, the Physicians, 
and the employees are all 
very pleased to have Yvonne 
join our local medical family," 
remarked MMH Administra-
tor Lynn Heller. "For a little 
over two years, I have been 
observing the care and love 
our staff gives Our patients. 
For the most part it is local 
folks taking care of local folks. 
Yvonne brings this same car-
ing attitude towards her job, 
and her joining our medical 
community is indeed a win 
win for the hospital, the clinic, 
and for the people of this area 
of North Texas." 

Since 1974, Yvonne has 
worked as a registered nurse 
primarily in the critical care 
setting taking care of a wide 
variety of critically ill pa- 

tients. The patients suffered 
from acute illnesses such as 
heart, lung, gastrointestinal, 
circulatory problems, heart 
attacks, respiratory distress, 
bleeding, high blood pressure, 
strokes, and diabetic emer-
gencies." Although as a nurse 
I was not prescribing the care, 
I was delivering the care, and 
this gave me valuable on the 
job training for what I do 
now," she related. 

Yvonne decided to further 
her medical education and 
enrolled in the nurse practi-
tioner program at the Univer-
sity of Texas at Arlington. She 
graduated from there in 1998. 
She is now nationally board 
certified in family practice 
and acute care and has prac-
ticed in both since becoming 
certified. 

"I believe the most impor- 
tant work that I do as a nurse 
practitioner is in disease pre- 
vention,"Yvonne commented. 
"By identifying and modify- 
ing risk factors that cause 
serious illness in a patient's

Taking on a couple of 

projects that hadn't been 
planned for in Muenster's 
City budgetcreated a deficit. 
Knowing the carefulness of 
the Mayor in trying to keep a 
balanced budget, and realiz-
ing that some recently com-
pleted projects were not in 
the 2006 budget, Street Com-
missioner John Pagel said 
he'd discussed ways of cutting 
the deficit now existing in 
Muenster's budget. Those in-
cluded the new City storage 
building, a proposed fence to 
go around the City yard, and 
repair to the Park street 
where it was curbed. 

"There are a number of this 
year's paving projec ,:s that 
are marginal," Pagel noted. 
"They are going to need do-
ing eventually. They're not in 
any kind of bad shape." He 
said he'd rather see the work 
done at the Park. 

According to Pagel, the 
Street budget this year is 
$132,000. He then defined 
which projects he felt needed 
to be done and which could 
wait. 

City Council members 
were divided on their opin-
ions of the use of hot mix on 
some streets and oil and chip 
on others, especially if Maple 
Street by the Park received 
hot mix. Another mix of opin-
ions were expressed on the 
proposed fence around the 
City yard. The old one, which 
was considered very un-
sightly by some, had been 
taken down while the new 
building was constructed. 
Some wanted an all-new 
fence that was more attrac-
tive. Others felt that the old 
one should be put back and 
only replaced where neces-
sary. 

Gary Fisher stated on the 
fence, "It doesn't look pretty, 
but if you are talking about 
taking any money away from 
maintaining the streets, you 
are crazy to put up the fence. 
It doesn't make sense." He 
said the priority should be the 
streets where people live. 

It was unanimously agreed 
to pave with hot mix Maple 
Street from Fifth Street to 

Seventh Street; Second Street 
from Main to Oak; Oak Street 
from Hwy. 82 to Fourth Street 
and to pave with oil and chip 
the road through the City 
Park and Maple Street from 
Hwy. 82 to Cross Street. The 
City hopes to get assistance 
with the Park paving from 
Precinct #4, as it did on Ash 
Street. This saves money as 
it only costs the City the ex-
pense of the materials. There 
is $15,000 budgeted for Park 
paving. 

Building inspection poli-
cies were set as submitted. All 
buildings being built or re-
modeled within theCity lim-
its or its Extra Territorial Ju-
risdiction (ETJ) will be re-
quired to have a building per-
mit and to be inspected by a 
certified building inspector. 
The City contracted with Bu-
reau Veritas at the last meet-
ing to perform the building 
code inspections. Certain 
small buildings without gas 
or plumbing are not required 
to have inspections. This re-
quirement is now in effect. 

Rick Hanning, TXU public 
relations manager, informed 
the Council that with the 
adoption of the Building Code 
Inspections, TXU would no. 
longer be able to set a meter 
until the City provides them 
with an inspection report. 
City Manager Stan Endres 
said that it wouldn't be a 
problem and had already 
been discussed with Bureau 
Veritas. 

Mayor Weinzapfel called an 
election for three Council po-
sitions. Those holding terms 
that expire this May are Gary 
Fisher in Place 1; John Pagel 
in Place 2; and Jewel Otto in 
Place 4. Anyone interested in 
seeking election to one of 
these positions can file at City 
Hall between Feb. 13 and 
March 13. . 

Bids were opened on mate-
rials for the new fence around 
the City yard - all new fence 
and partial fence. Community 
Lumber submitted the only 
materials bid. It was for 
$6,329.15 or about $9 a foot 
with three gates included. 

There were two bids on the 
labor to install the fence. Earl 
Charles bid $9.50 per linear 
foot on the six-foot cyclone 
fence. Jon Anderle bid 
$811.25 for 255 feet of fence 
that must be replaced and for 
the other 318 feet $938.10 or 
a total of $1,749.35. 

Fisher said he didn't think 
that what was installed had 
to be pretty since it would just 
get run into anyway. Pagel 
countered, "It would be a dis-
grace for the City to do a half 
ass job." 

The bid from Community 
was approved 4-0-1 with Pa-
gel abstaining. Anderle's bid 
was approved unanimously.

The carbon monoxide (CO) 
poisoning incident recently 
that sent 13 Dallas residents 
to hospitals is all too common. 
Each year, more than 250 
people die and 10,000 seek 
medical attention after 
accidental carbon monoxide 
poisoning, primarily because 
they don't recognize the 
warning signs of exposure or 
because their residence is 
among the 80% of U.S. homes 
that don't have a CO alarm. 
If not maintained or used 
properly, gas-burning 
appliances such as water 
heaters, ranges, and clothes 
dryers as well as fire places, 
gas or kerosene space heaters 
and oil and gas furnaces can 
generate CO. 

Safety 	experts 	at 
Underwriters Laboratories 
(UL), the not-for-profit 
product safety testing 
organization, are offering 
advice for consumers on CO, 
often called the silent killer. 

John Drengenberg, 
manager of consumer affairs 
for UL, said, "One way to 
protect yourself and your 
family is to install UL-Listed 
CO alarms. They're designed 
to detect elevated levels of CO 
and sound an alarm to alert 
you and your family of a 
potential poisoning risk." 
The UL safety 

professionals suggest 
consumers take the following 
measures to prevent CO 
poisoning: 

• Have a qualified 
technician inspect fuel-
burning appliances at least 
once each year. Fuel-burning 
appliances such as furnaces, 
hot water heaters, and stoves 
require yearly maintenance. 
Over time, components can 
become damaged or 
deteriorate. A qualified 
technician can identify and 
repair problems with your 
fuel-burning appliances. 

• Be alert to the danger 
signs that signal a CO 
problem: streaks of carbon or 
soot around the service door 
of your fuel-burning 
appliances; the absence of a 
draft in your chimney; 
excessive rusting on flue 
pipes or appliance jackets; 
moisture collecting on the 
windows and walls of furnace 
rooms; fallen soot from the 
fireplace; small amounts of 
water leaking from the base 
of the chimney, vent or flue 
pipe; damaged or discolored 
bricks -at the top of your 
chimney and rust on the 
portion of the vent pipe 
visible from outside your 
home. 

• Be aware that CO 
poisoning may be the cause 
of flu-like symptoms such as 
headaches, tightness of chest, 
dizziness, fatigue, confusion 
and breathing difficulties. 
Because CO poisoning often 
causes a victim's blood 
pressure to rise, the victim's 
skin may take on a pink or 
red cast. 

• Install a UL Listed CO 
detector outside sleeping 
areas. A UL Listed CO 
detector will sound an alarm 
before dangerous levels of CO 
accumulate. CO indicator 
cards and other devices are 
also intended to detect 
elevated levels of CO, but 
most are not equipped with 
an audible alarm, and cannot 
wake you at night, when most 
CO poisonings occur 

• Read the manufacturer's 
instructions carefully before 
installing a CO detector. Do 
not place the detector within 
five feet of household 
chemicals. If your detector is 
wired directly into your 
home's electrical system, you 
should test it monthly. If your 
unit operates off of a battery, 
test the detector weekly and 
replace the battery at least 
once a year. 

• Avoid placing your 
detector directly on top of or 
directly across from fuel-
burning appliances. These 
appliances will emit some CO 
when initially turned-on. 
Never use charcoal grills 
inside a home, tent, camper, 
or unventilated garage. Don't  

leave vehicles running in an 
enclosed garage, even to 
"warm up" your car on a cold 
morning. 

• Know how to respond to a 
CO detector alarm. If your 
alarm sounds, immediately 
open windows and doors for 
ventilation. If anyone in the 
home is experiencing 
symptoms of CO poisoning — 
headache, dizziness or other 
flu-like symptoms — 
immediately evacuate the 
house and call the fire 
department. If no one is 
experiencing 	these 
symptoms, continue to 
ventilate, turn off fuel-
burning appliances, and call 
a qualified technician to 
inspect your heating system 
and appliances as soon as  

possible. Because you have 
provided ventilation, the CO 
buildup may have dissipated 
by the time help responds and 
your problem may appear to 
be temporarily solved. Do not 
operate any fuel-burning 
appliances until you have 
clearly identified the source 
of the problem. A CO detector 
alarm indicates elevated 
levels of CO in the home. 
Never ignore the alarm.

The mild winter has plants 
and flowers confused. Many 
are already leafing, budding, 
and blooming. And that has 
many homeowners starting 
their spring yard rituals 
early. 

Extension entomologists 
said one thing every 
homeowner should continue 
doing this spring is treat for 
fire ants. They said its the 
one thing homeowners may 
nob think about doing right 
now because the usual tell-
tale signs of fire ants are 
missing. 

"Fire 	ants 	are 
subterranean, so when you 
have a drought it just forces 
them to go deeper and deeper 
into the soil until they find a 
water table they can use for 
a source of water," said Kim 
Engler, Texas Cooperative 
Extension Program 
Specialist-Urban Integrated 
Pest Management. 

Engler said mounds that 
are usually evident in yards 
are not prevalent this year, 
because the ants are putting 
their efforts into burrowing 
and not mounding. The 
rainfall that has come in 
recent weeks has not been 
enough to entice the ants to 
move back closer to the 
surface. 

Engler said fire ants 
emerge only in search of food, 
and that means they are still 
a potential hazard for anyone 
working or relaxing in yards 
where the ants have made 
their home. 

Engler said because there 
are no new mounds popping 
up right now, many 
homeowners will forget to 
treat their yards, and that's 
a mistake. 

-We recommend the Texas 
Two Step Method," Engler 
said. "Step one is to broadcast 
the fire ant bait over the 
entire area. Most 
homeowners can use a 
handheld spreader, but for 
large acreage a Herd Seeder 
(mower-mounted spreader) 
can be used. Step two is to go 
back a couple of days later 
and treat each individual 
mound." 

Engler said if homeowners 
don't want to use a bait 
treatment, another option is 
a granular insecticide. 

'It is broadcast just like a 
bait would be, but it needs to 
be watered in by rain or with 
sprinklers. This option will 
kill the fire ants without 
having to do the additional 
treatment of the individual 
mounds," Engler said. "This 
option also lasts longer, 
typically one year, compared 
to the baits which can last a 
month or several months, but 
have to be repeated at least 
once during the year.", 

Engler said the down side 
of granular insecticides for 
some homeowners is their 
cost. 

For instance the cost is 
roughly $200 per acre for To 
Choice versus Amdro, which 
was $12-$15 an acre. But 
again, Amdro has to be 
applied more often. In the 
case ofAmdro, four times per 
year is ideal," Engler said. `'So 
it really comes down to 
preference, time, and cost." 

Engler said just because 
the focus is on treating yards 
to keep the fire ant 
population as low as possible, 
that doesn't mean fire ants 
have no redeeming qualities. 

"Fire ants eat ticks,  

cockroach larvae and eggs, 
fleas and other urban outdoor 
pests," she said. "They also 
eat pink bollworms and corn 
earworms which negatively 
impact cotton and corn row 
crops. Plus, their burrowing 
also aerates the soil." 

Engler said the drought 
has not significantly 
impacted the fire ant 
population but some ranchers 
are reporting reductions, 
based on an increase in the 
tick population. 

But Engler said despite the 
benefits, homeowners should 
still treat their yards, 
especially in urban areas, and 
she said they should start 
treating soon.

Report 

Landowners 	whose 
property has 'suffered fire 
damage can make the best of 
a bad situation where some 
weeds are concerned, said Dr. 
Allan McGinty, Texas 
Cooperative Extension range 
specialist at San Angelo. 

"Prickly pear that has been 
burned becomes highly 
susceptible to reduced 
broadcast rates of herbicide," 
McGinty said. "When 
treating unburned prickly 
pear with herbicide, the 
recommended rate of Tordon 
22K is 1 quart per acre. But 
if the prickly pear is burned 
first, and there is significant 
damage to the pads two 
weeks after the fire, the rate 
can be reduced to 1 pint per 
acre, a 50% decrease in 
herbicide cost."  . 

Prickly pear b irned this 
winter should be sprayed 
within five months, McGinty 
said, preferably when the 
burned parts begin to sprout 
new thumb-sized pads. 

Throughout much of the 
state, extremely,, dry 
conditions continue -'ancl,,fire 
potential is great, according 
to Extension reports. 

These conditions were 
reported by Extension 
districts this week: 

NORTH: Soil moisture is 
adequate to very short. 
Wheat, pastures and ranges 
are fair to very poor. Light 
rains, from one to three 
inches, have helped pastures 
and ponds as well as some 
emerging wheat and oats. 
Winter pastures and crops 
are beginning to grow. The 
hay shortage remains a 
problem and is causing some 
producers to sell cattle. 

CENTRAL: Beneficial 
rainfall fell, but most of the 
area still is in a drought. Hay 
is still very short and 
supplemental feeding of 
cattle continues. Some small 
grains are emerging. 

Wheat Issues This Year 
Wheat fields that have a 

good stand still have 
potential to produce 
moderate yields, if more rain 
occurs in the near future, 
according to Dr. Gaylon 
Morgan, Extension Small 
Grains Specialist and Dr. 
Todd Baughman, Extension 
Agronomist. Yield estimates 
for wheat that has adequate 
tiller counts (greater than 25-
30 tillers/ ft of row on 8" drill 
rows) may still yield around 
25 bushels/a. See the 
publication entitled 
"Estimating Wheat Yield 
Potential" at http:// 
varietytesting.tamu.edu/ 
wheat/docs/mime-6.pdf for 
specific details on yield 
potential (remember this 
publication will only estimate 
wheat yield potential and 
therefore, should only be 
used as a guide in making 
cropping decisions). 

When estimating wheat 
yields, one will most likely 
want to use the formulas 
developed with 15 seeds/ 
head. This will especially be 
true for wheat that is stressed 
and has very little 
underground moisture. Care 
should also be taken to use 
live tillers and not ones that 
have already died in these 
estimations. Additionally, 
areas with low or no wheat 
stand should also be 
considered when estimating 
the overall field yields. In 
wheat fields with poor stands, 
newly emerged, or non-
emerged wheat, the 
producers may expect no to 
low yields. Low yields will be 
the result of poor 
vernalization (plant will not 
convert to the reproductive 
stage) and moisture stress. 
Additionally, wheat maturity 
will likely vary within the 
field and will cause non-
uniform maturity, which will 
likely delay harvest. 

Vernalization refers to 
winter wheat's need for 
adequate chilling days. 
Winter wheat varieties 
require between 5 to 45 days 
of accumulated exposure to 
temperatures between 45 to 
32 degree F at the growing 
point to vernalize. Without 
adequate vernalization, 
winter wheat plants will 
remain vegetative and will 
not produce grain. Fields 
that are inadequately 
vernalized exert heads later 
than normal and heading is 
very erratic. Vernalization 
requirements are different 
for each variety. The exact 
number of vernalization days
