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Diagnosis changes small 
Dakota Lamkins world

His blue eyes sparkling 

with merriment, young Da-
kota Lamkin dashed around 
the living room of his family's 
home near Hood. It was one 
of his good days and he was 
taking full advantage of the 
unusual energy he had that 
day. He is a typical five-year-
old who loves to play out-
doors. be with his classmates, 
work the controls of his 
Nintendo game, and is fasci-
nated with magnets. 

Last summer his world re-
volved around tee ball and 
other outdoor activities. As 
summer drew to a close, his 
body began to exhibit un-
usual symptoms. His legs 
ached. He hurt in various 
places. The bottoms of his feet 
hurt to walk on. He said it felt 
like walking on glass. 

His parents Eddie and

At approximately 7 p.m. on 

Monday, March 20, Cooke 
County Electric Cooperative 
(CCEC) servicemen were 
called out on outages. Accord-
ing to Kathy Boone, public 
relations person at CCEC, the 
outages were due to high 
winds and equipment failure, 
which occurred first on CR 
426 and included electric 
lines from south of Saint Jo 
to north of Muenster. She 
said, "CCEC's primary line 
burned down at a point of 
vandalism to the line (wires 
that appeared to have been 
shot), and arcing from the 
downed line set pasture land 
on fire on CR 423. To repair 
the damaged line, service was 
disrupted in some areas for 
more than four hours. -  

Carol Lamkin grew con-
cerned. Carol said at first she 
thought he just had a low tol-
erance for pain. Seeking a 
cause, they took him to local 
doctors. In the beginning, it 
was attributed to growing 
pains or stress from not want-
ing to play soccer. Eventually 
possible diagnosis of illnesses 
such as rheumatoid arthritis 
and multiple sclerosis were 
made. 

The family tried to get him 
in to see doctors at Scottish 
Rite, but was told he wasn't 
sick enough. A doctor in 
Sanger was consulted, but he 
wanted to see Dakota for two 
months before proceeding. 
His frustrated mother noted, 
"I said that there was no way 
that we could wait another 
two months. For about six 
weeks in there he didn't walk. 
Then he woke up one morn- 

Muenster Volunteer Fire 
Department responded to the 
fire on CR 423. Muenster Fire 
Chief Herbie Knabe reported 
that about four acres burned 
in the fast moving blaze.

That led to his grand-
mother, Mary Lamkin, taking 
Dakota to visit with a pedia-
trician in Denton. Dakota 
was also running a fever. The 
pediatrician couldn't see any-
thing wrong, but knew some-
thing wasn't right and sug-
gested that they take him to 
either Cook's or Children's by 
that evening. A decision was 
made to take him immedi-
ately to Children's Hospital in 
Dallas. That was Nov. 30. 

ER doctors examined Da-
kota and gave Carol news 
that shocked her. He was in 
critical condition. His blood 
pressure was 140 over 40, and 
doctors couldn't figure out 
why the top number was so 
high and the bottom number 
so low. 

Left alone for a time, Carol 
placed her hand on Dakota's 
chest and was stunned by 
what she found. There was a 
knot the size of a baseball on 
his chest. That was about 10 
p.m. She said that at 3 p.m. 
that afternoon it wasn't there. 
He spent the night in a room 
in the ER as attempts were 
made to stabilize his blood 
pressure. 

By 9:30 a.m., Dakota was 
moved to IOU. During the two 
days spent in ICU, Dakota 
had a blood transfusion be-
cause his was anemic. His 
blood pressure became more 
stable and he was moved onto 
the medical floor. An MRI and 
a bone marrow test were or-
dered. 

"They said he had so many 
different symptoms that they 
didn't know what was wrong 
with him," recalled Carol. 
Doctors initiated a treatment 
with antibiotics for a bone 
infection, but said that they 
still didn't know what was 
wrong. The fever left and the

His happy playful mood that 
day was because he hadn't 
had a treatment in three 
weeks due to low blood count. 
That was Monday and he is 
scheduled to have a chemo 
treatment on Thursday. He 
should get to go home that 
day, but returns for another 
on Friday and will be admit-
ted to the hospital. Since the 
drug can have negative af-
fects on the body such as 
damage to the kidney and 
heart, he must stay until only 
a small percentage of it is de-
tectable in his blood.

They have been told that Da-
kota faces at least six months 
of chemotherapy, and then for 
the next two years he will 
undergo maintenance chemo-
therapy. 

Carol noted that the

treatment they will be given 
another roadmap or plan for 
the coming round of treat-
ments. 

Kelly remarked, "You don't 
think that anything like this 
will happen to you or some-
one in your family. When it 
does, it is really humbling. 
When something like this 
happens, you find out just 
how strong your family is." 
She remarked that being so 
close to someone going 
through what her nephew is, 
has given her a lot more em-
pathy for her Home Hospice 
clients and their families.

They re never too young: 
talk to your kids now 
about drugs and alcohol 

By Luke Cotton 
Working in the drug reha-

bilitation and education field 
for the last several years, I've 
heard or seen just about ev-
erything imaginable when it 
comes to addiction and the 
related lifestyle. From hid-
eous crimes that strip people 
of their dignity and families 
of loved ones, to stories of per-
sonal loss beyond the level of 
comprehension for most 
people. 

After a while you learn to 
not be shocked anymore 
while maintaining your abil-
ity to be empathetic. The in-
tent certainly is not to become 
calloused, but to be a stable 
positive influence on those 
you're trying to help regain 
their personal integrity and 
responsibility to lead a 
healthy and productive life 
that contributes to society 
once again. 

If there is a particular sce-
nario that's the most difficult 
to deal with, it is when young 
kids are exposed to drugs. 
There are countless stories of 
children being hurt because

of their parents or siblings' 
drug use, from leading a life 
of poverty or a broken home 
to exposure to the hazardous 
chemicals used to manufac-
ture methamphetamine. 

For example, two sixth 
grade students in Louisiana 
were arrested for possession 
of marijuana and six other 
students were involved in 
some way or another. I also 
had the displeasure of trying 
to work with two sisters in el-
ementary school who were 
caught bringing drugs to 
classmates, acting as runners 
for their older brothers, and 
admitted to smoking mari-
juana at home on a regular 
basis. 

In the same town, a third 
grade girl brought me a pic-
ture that she drew of a pipe 
and other drug parapherna-
lia. I asked where she saw 
these items and she replied 
with great fear in her eyes, 
"At home." For a moment I 
was lost for words. Third 
grade. It is absolutely heart-
breaking. 

Education and prevention 
efforts must start at earlier 
ages, and must start at home. 
Our children need to know 
everything about drugs and 
the damage they cause, and 
this can be done without 
building their curiosity or 
using scare tactics. Simple 
two-way communication with 
the truth is what works. 

Our -aivilization is plagued 
with drugs, from mind-alter-
ing or painkilling prescrip-
tion drugs, to illicit street 
drugs that were once consid-
ered safe as well. The legal 
drug industry markets to our 
children well before most of 
us are aware of it. We must 
counter their efforts with the

The following are excerpts 
from recent Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department law 
enforcement reports. 

Tip: don't poach in front 
of the warden's house 

—On Dec. 11, a Shelby County 
game warden met a small 
pickup on a state highway 
just south of the warden's 
residence. There was nothing 
odd about the vehicle, but the 
warden continued to watch it 
in his rearview mirror. 
Shortly after it passed, the 
warden noticed the driver-
side mirror appear to "light 
up." The warden quickly 
turned around and caught up 
to the vehicle, which now had 
a light out each window, one 
of which was shining into the 
warden's father-in-law's 
pasture. A .30-06 rifle, a 12-
gauge shotgun, and three 
lights were found in the 
vehicle. The suspect quickly 
admitted that he had been 
traveling thelelmy to get 
to work in the ey morning 
hours and had repeatedly  

seen deer there and wanted 
to shoot one. Case pending. 

What caliber arrow was 
that? — On Dec. 8, a call was 
received from a deer 
processor stating that a deer 
that had been taken the 
previous night needed to be 
inspected. The processor 
stated that he thought that 
the deer could have been 
taken illegally. Grayson 
County game wardens 
inspected the deer. A large 
hole in the back of the deer's 
head was observed. The 
wardens put a hold on the 
carcass and took the head to 
a local taxidermy shop where 
an autopsy was performed by 
an experienced wildlife 
surgeon. After several 
attempts, a large slug was 
removed from the deer's 
head. Grayson County is an 
archery-only county, making 
this an illegal kilj. Upon 
interviewing the suspect, he 
admitted to killing the deer 
with a -Mgauge"glug. Tlfe 
deer scored 161 5/8 Boone & 
Crockett. Case pending.

he said. 
"Rain in some of these 

areas, such as Wichita Falls 
and maybe the Panhandle, 
could turn things around and 
the wheat could end up better 
than it looks now," Mosier 
said. "If it doesn't rain, we're 
not going to have a crop." 

He said with the high 
natural gas prices, many 
producers who irrigate just 
can't afford to water, so the 
statewide situation with 
irrigated wheat is not looking 
much better. 

Dr.. 	Travis 	Miller, 
Extension program leader for 
soil• and crop sciences in 
College Station, said he 
expects to see much larger 
than usual abandonment of 
wheat statewide. 

The wheat east of Paris 
between Texarkana and the 
Red River was established in 
the fall and vernalized 
(chilled) properly, Miller said. 
He explained wheat requires 
a certain number of chilling 
hours, between 32° F to 45° 
F, before it can produce a 
head. Otherwise, it just 
comes up as a grass. 

It will make a decent crop 
if it gets one more rain 
between now and when the 
head begins to fill with grain, 
he said, adding it is probably 
the best around the state. 

A lot of wheat in Central, 
North, and parts of Northeast 
Texas was planted in dry soil 
and received no moisture 
until late January, Miller 
said. The stands came up but 
have almost no yield 
potential because of lack of 
vernalization. 

A lot of wheat in West 
Texas was overgrazed, Miller 
said. Good stands came up 
with early moisture and 
producers turned the cattle 
out on it to graze. But no 
moisture fell and they had no 
hay, so the wheat was grazed 
off. 

Miller said while the state 
normally harvests 55% or 
more of the wheat crop for 
grain, it will probably only be 
about 25% if conditions don't 
improve. 

Two factors will determine 
whether wheat fields are 
abandoned, he said. 

"In 	the 	northern 
Panhandle, if they still have 
a good stand and get rain 
within a couple of weeks, they 
still have a chance of making 
a reasonable wheat yield, 
Miller said. "But in South 
Texas, it's gone or dying. It's 
too late for a rain to help it." 

But at this point, without 
a rain, it won't be planted to 
cotton or other crops either, 
he said.

Farmers experienced as 
much as a 28% hike in fuel 
input costs in 2005, which 
also increased the likelihood 
of negative net cash flows, 
according to the report. 

By contrast, commodity 
price increases projected 
through 2010 won't be 
enough to offset increased 
input costs, said Dr. James 
Richardson, study co-author. 

"The high price of fuel and 
fertilizer has played a 
significant factor in net 
returns to farmers," 
Richardson said. "This will 
cause many farmers across 
the country to look for new 
ways to cut costs while 
maintaining yields." 

The report, presented to 
both the U.S. House and 
Senate agriculture 
committees, includes 66 crop 
farms, 23 dairies, and 13 
cattle ranches in major 
producing areas of 28 states. 

Of the 20 cotton farms, 18 
operations were projected to 
experience severe cash flow 
problems in the next five 
years. Rice farms are facing 
an even bleaker outlook. 

The cost of land is also 
contributing to net worth 
decline, Richardson said. 
Producers who have land 
debt, or are paying cash rent, 
are in a "cost-squeeze" 
because of increasing interest 
rates and rising rental rates. 

The outlook for the cow-calf 
and dairy operations is 
stronger due to recent 
favorable prices for cattle and 
milk, Outlaw said. However, 
beef cattle prices are expected 
to decrease moderately, in 
part due to cattle herd 
expansion nationally.

workers 
A report from the Pew 

Hispanic Center released 
March 7, estimates that there 
are 11.5 to 12 million 
unauthorized migrants living 
in the United States, up from 
8.4 million in 2000. They 
account for about 4.9% of the 
civilian labor force, or 7.2 
million workers out of a labor 
force of 148 million. They 
make up 24% of all workers 
employed in farming 
occupations, 27% of butchers 
and other food processing 
workers, 12% of food 
preparation, 36% of 
insulation workers, 29% of 
roofers and drywall 
installers, 21% of private 
household industries, 14% of 
construction, and 17% of 
cleaning and maintenance. 

Nearly two-thirds (64%) of 
the children living in 
unauthorized families are 
U.S. citizens by birth, an 
estimated 3.1 million 
children in 2005. Most of the 
unauthorized migrants (6.2 
million or 56%) came from 
Mexico. 

Grazing too early this year 
could perform the 'coup de 
grace, further damaging 
already stressed bermuda-
grass pastures, said a Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
expert. 

Beset by drought and 
wildfires, north central Texas 
producers may be tempted to 
turn cattle into their bunch 
grasses or coastal and 
Tifton85 bermudagrass 
pastures as they green up 
from recent rains. 

But don't "jump into 
pastures" just yet, cautioned 
Dr. Yoana Newman, 
Extension forage specialist 
based at the Texas A&M 
University System 
Agricultural Research and 
Extension Center at 
Stephenville. 

"Just because they green 
up, doesn't mean pastures 
have recovered," she said. 
"The green color is 
accentuated by the dark color 
of the burnt ground giving the 
impression that there is more 
herbage than there actually 
is. Whether they have bunch 
grasses or sod-forming 
coastal or Tifton85, they need 
to allow more time to ensure 
restoration of the sugar 
reserves that foster growth 
before the animals graze the 
pasture again." 

Though bermudagrass 
pastures should recover with 
proper management, they 
have been severely stressed. 
But to graze these north 
central Texas pastures now 
might further damage the 
stands, especially those of 
ranchers who did not de-stock 
their pastures, Newman said. 

At particular risks are 
pastures burnt by wildfire, 
she said. The ash left from the 
fire only provides a 
temporary boost of plant 
nutrients. So with a few 
inches of rain, the green-up 
process is accelerated, 
Newman said. • 

Most native bunch grasses 
propagate through seed 
production, but sod-forming 
bermudagrass stands can 
recover and fill in open spots 
from their below-ground 
reserves stored in roots and 
rhizomes (underground 
stems) and from sugars in the 
stubble. 

This characteristic makes 
bermudagrass 	highly  

resistant to both drought and 
wildfire. 

But after such events, 
"plant reserves become more 
critical for long-term 
recovery," Newman said. "For 
full recovery from stress, 
overgrazed bermudagrass 
needs a certain amount of 
time to build back reserves." 

In the initial green-up 
stage, the plant pulls reserves 
from both rhizomes and 
stubble to form new leaves. If 
the stressed plant is grazed 
during this stage, before it 
can replace some nutrient 
reserves via photosynthesis, 
there is a danger of depleting 
the rhizome reserves. 

Newman made the 
following recommendations: 

• Wait longer than usual 
before turning cattle into 
pastures. Bermudagrass 
stands should be at least 
eight inches tall before 
grazing. 

• Collect soil samples now 
if you have not done so 
already, and base pasture 
fertilization on soil test 
results. 

• Wait until the nighttime 
temperature reaches 60° F for 
several days in a row before 
fertilizing. 

"Fertilizing too early will be 
the equivalent of 'fertilizing 
weeds' since warm-season 
grasses are still dormant 
when nighttime 
temperatures are below 60° 
F," Newman said. 

• Wait until rain is forecast, 
and target fertilization until 
just prior to a rain. 

• Control weeds when 
moisture is present. 

"Moisture is necessary for 
many herbicides to work 
properly and to be 
translocated inside the weed 
plant." 

Farmers may be "out of 
feed and grazing the green-
-up is very attractive," she 
said. But buying hay for a few 
more weeks will more than 
offset the potential damages 
and expenses (such as weed 
control, replanting, etc.) that 
will result from grazing too 
early. 

"Delaying grazing now, 
controlling your weeds and 
fertilizing your pastures will 
translate into solid summer 
pastures," Newman 
concluded. Texas Farm Bureau 

Don't expect a bumper 
yield on this year's wheat 
crop, even if it rains. 

While crop specialists 
agree that some wheat will 
pull through the drought, the 
surviving wheat will likely 
have severely reduced yields, 
said Dr. Brent Bean, Texas 
Cooperative Extension 
agronomist in Amarillo. 

The amount of reduction 
will depend on what happens 
in the next couple of months," 
he said. He estimated 60% to 
70% of the crop planted for 
grain in the Panhandle will 
still be harvested. 

"Of those (harvested) acres, 
however, we can expect them 
to have reduced yields," Bean 
said, attributing 80% to 90% 
of that loss to drought. 

Wheat streak mosaic, 
green bugs, and Russian 
wheat aphids all could 
potentially reduce yields 
further, he said. About 50% of 
the wheat grown in the 
Panhandle region is under 
dreand conditions. 

Some of it is still hanging 
on and will make something,' 
he said. "It still looks decent. 
But then there's some 
dryland that will be plowed 
up. 

Rodney Mosier, executive 
vice president of Texas Wheat 
Producers Association, said 
statewide conditions are not 
looking good, but some of the 
wheat can be brought around 
with a rain. The statewide 
crop report estimates 3% is in 
good shape, 8% is fair, 63% 
poor, and 26% is in very poor 
condition, Mosier said. 

In a typical year, about half 
of all the wheat planted will 
be harvested. 

Last year, producers 
harvested 3 million acres out 
of 5.5 million planted acres. 
This year, 5.8 million acres 
were seeded to wheat, but 
with current crop conditions, 
it's hard to say whether even 
one-third of that crop will be 
harvested, Mosier said. 

"I think we may be seeing 
a 50-million-bushel crop this 
year, compared to a 96-
million-bushel crop last year,"

trying to keep these termites 
from going farther," he said. 

Texas has quarantined the 
shipment of used railroad 
crossties, or products, articles 
or conveyance that could 
bring the termite - at any of 
its developmental stages -
into the state, according to 
the Texas Administrative • 

Code. This includes mulch. 
TDA also has a quarantine 

in place to prevent the 
movement of Formosan 
termites and any 
quarantined article, such as 
railroad ties and mulch, from 
certain states and areas 
unless the items have been 
fumigated M a TDA-approved 
method and a proof of 
treatment accompanies the 
shipment. 

Louisiana has quarantined 
the movement of all wood 
material from areas affected 
by hurricanes. 

Formosan termites cause 
the same type of damage as 
other subterranean termites, 
but they are voracious eaters, 
attacking more than 47 plant 
species in addition to homes 
and other wooden structures. . 

Gold recommended that 
consumers be wary of generic 
or unlabeled wood products -
including railroad crossties -
even though they appear to 
be a good deal. Care needs to 
be taken through inspections 
or treatment of these 
materials before they are 
placed around structures in 
Texas, he said. 

Any purchased mulch that 
appears to have insects in it 
should be returned to the 
retailer or distributor for a 
refund. 

Concerns About Termite 
Infested Mulch 

If wood mulch is being 
shipped into Texas from 
hurricane-ravaged areas of 
Louisiana - as a recent flurry 
of e-mails alleges - it is being 
done so illegally. No wood 
debris has been approved to 
move outside the quarantine 
area. 

The mulch is going to 
landfills, all but one of which 
is in quarantined parishes in 
Louisiana. The other landfill 
is in Mississippi but in an 
area quarantined for 
Formosan termites. 

"The fact is, we do not know 
whether these materials are 
infested with Formosan 
termites," said Dr. Roger 
Gold, Texas Cooperative 
Extension entomologist in 
College Station. "We are 
concerned, and through 
education and alerts, we are 
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
