lice Chief Bob Stovall, the 
Muenster Police Department 
will be prepared to enforce 
the law at the Lake. Officer 
James Elliott is attending a 
school in Fort Worth this 
week to become certified as a 
Marine Safety Enforcement 
Officer. 

Chief Stovall said it deals 

Sunfish: no limit, no mini-
mum length. 

Approximately 32,000 
black bass fingerlings will be 
added to the Lake within the 
next few weeks. Because 
crappie and white bass are 
aggressive eaters and will eat 
the forage intended for bass 
and catfish, anglers are re-
quested to refrain from add-
ing stock fish of any species 
to the Lake. Texas Parks and 
Wildlife biologists have asked 
that they be allowed to man-
age the fishery for proper de-
velopment. 

Over 90,000 fish have been 
stocked so far, mostly finger-
lings; of those 90,000 fish, 
3,000 were mature catfish 
added early last year. As the 
fishery continues to improve 

with Parks and Wildlife 
codes, fishing and boating 
regulations, search and res-
cue, etc. The school is held 
once a year, so the time was 
perfect with the opening of 
Muenster Lake to fishing and 
motor boat traffic. "We can go 
out there and write citations," 
he said. Currently the Game 
Warden can enforce rules and 
regulations at the Lake.

The two nominee from the 
Water Board were Waltersc-
heid and Bob Walterscheid. 
Since Bob serves on the City 
Council he could not be ap-
pointed until his term ex-
pires. 

Mayor Pagel announced 
that Wayne Grewing had ten-
dered his resignation after 
the meeting. He asked the 
Council to consider who 
might be appointed to replace 
Grewing. It was noted that it 
might be good to have some-
one familiar with budgets 
and grant writing since Pat 
Stelzer who had done that for 
many years has resigned. 

The City Council approved 
entering into an Interlocal 
Cooperation Contract with 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety for a Failure to Appear 
Program. With this in place, 
if someone fails to appear in 
court or to pay a fine their 
name is entered into a data 
base. When they apply for a 
driver's license or fishing or 
hunting license anywhere in 
the state of Texas, a flag 
comes up. According to City 
Secretary Micallee Matson, 
you might wait a while before 
the name comes up and you 
get the money, but now there 
is no way of getting it when 
they don't pay voluntarily.

A soft margarine spread is 
the healthier choice in the 
long-debated butter-or-mar-
garine battle, says Dr. Jo Ann 
Carson, a clinical nutrition-
ist at UT Southwestern Medi-
cal Center. 

Margarine, made from veg-
etable oil, is cholesterol-free 
and higher in polyunsatu-
rated and monosaturated 
fats, which help reduce a 
person's "bad" LDL choles-
terol level. Butter, made from 
animal fat, contains dietary 
cholesterol and saturated fat, 
which tend to raise that "bad" 
cholesterol level. 

But not all margarines are 
created equal, Dr. Carson 
warns. 

Stick margarine contains 
trans fats, which are created 
when oils are hydrogenated 
to make the margarine solid.

If you're having trouble se-
lecting which soft margarine 
might be best, the best thing 
you could do is look for a prod-
uct that is low in both satu-
rated and trans fats, she 
adds. 

And, or course, people 
aren't required to use butter 
or margarine. 

"Another option is to do as 
the Mediterraneans do," Dr. 
Carson says. "Dip your bread 
in seasoned olive oil instead 
of butter or margarine."

The best way to get 
the luck o' the Irish is to eat a 
well-balanced diet, with 
plenty of green fruits and veg-
etables, nutrition experts at 
UT Southwestern Medical 
Center say. 

While Popeye's love of spin-
ach catapulted that vegetable 
to stardom, there's a veritable 
cornucopia of green fruits and 
vegetables that pack many 
nutrients but hardly fly out 
of the produce section. 

Here's a sampling of some 
green foods UT Southwestern 
dietitians recommend: 

Avocado - Also known as 
an alligator pear, the avocado 
is a good source of 
monounsaturated fats, which 
help lower cholesterol. Avoca-
dos also are good sources of 
both vitamin E and lutein, a 
natural antioxidant that may 
help maintain eye health. 

Broccolini - A cross be-
tween broccoli and Chinese 
kale. broccolini is sometimes 
sold under the name 
asparation. It's packed with 
the cancer-fighting nutrients 
isothiocyanates. 
sulforaphane, and indoles -
all linked with reducing the 
risk of breast, prostate, cer-
vical, lung. and other cancers 
- and offers as much vitamin 
C as orange juice. 

Brussels sprouts - Part of 
the cabbage family, brussels 
sprouts are another crucifer-
ous vegetable with cancer- 
fighting phvtochemicals. 
"They're also high in vitamin 
C and are a good source of 
folate, vitamin A, and potas-
sium," said Lona Sandon, as-
sistant professor of clinical 
nutrition at UT Southwest-
ern and a spokesperson for 
the American Dietetic Asso-
ciation. "Look for small, com- 

sprouts for 
the best Mayor. -  The veg-
etable can he boiled, braised, 
steamed, or microwaved. Just 
avoid overcooking, as they get 
mushy. 

Kale - A good source of vi-
tamins K. C. and beta caro-
tene, kale is a form of cabbage 
in which the central leaves 
don't form a head. A half-cup 
of cooked kale packs 1.3 
grams of fiber but just 20 
calories. 

Nopales - Popular in the 
Mexican diet, nopales - also 
known as nopalitos or cactus 
pads - offer numerous nutri-
tious advantages and are a 
great option for those manag-
ing diabetes or high blood 
pressure. "Not only is it low 
in calories at 22 calories per 
cup. the vegetable is also low 
in sodium and high in fiber," 
Dr. Carson said. "In addition, 
a cup contains more calcium 
that an ounce of cheese and 
about half the potassium of a 
banana." 

Okra - This staple of 
Southern cuisine is naturally 
low in calories and a good 
source of soluble fiber. It also 
provides some vitamin A. "It 
can be cooked whole until ten-
der. then marinate it for 
about three hours in a small 
amount of vinegar in the re-
frigerator," said Joyce Bar-
nett. clinical assistant profes-
sor of clinical nutrition at UT 
Southwestern. "Top the 
drained okra with chopped 
onions and tomatoes for an 
out-of-the-ordinary salad." 

Tomatillo - A common in-
gredient in Southwestern or 
Mexican cooking, the toma-
tillo looks like an unripe to-
mato covered in a paper-like 
leaf. The vegetable, which is 
a good source of vitamin C 
and potassium, is used in 
salsa verde and can be eaten 
raw.

tips for homebuyers Inspection 
Approximately five million 

Americans are expected to 
buy an existing home this 
year. Volatile prices, a record 
number of foreclosures, and 
an uncertain economy make 
this an uneasy time to enter 
the homeowner market, 
which is why it is all the more 
important that homebuyers 
are aware and informed be-
fore signing on the dotted 
line. 

Although licensed Texas 
home inspectors can provide 
a detailed analysis of many 
aspects of a house, experts 
agree the buyer should not let 
the inspector go it alone, ei-
ther figuratively or literally. 
"Be sure to accompany your 
home inspector to see prob-
lems first hand," said Ray 
Palermo, director of public 
relations for Response Insur-
ance. "Take notes and ask 
questions about mechanical 
operations and emergency 
shut offs so you can familiar-
ize yourself'before you have 
a problem." 

He noted several of the' 
most common issues to watch 
for: 

Maintenance - Observing 
an overall pattern of poor 
maintenance is often a sign 
of trouble. Crumbling ma-
sonry, makeshift wiring, peel- 

ing paint, cracked cement 
surfaces, broken fixtures and 
appliances may indicate that 
other, even more important 
items have been neglected. 
Ask for life expectancies on 
major appliances, HVAC, and 
the roof'. 

Electrical  -  Electrical ser-
vice that is inadequate to 
meet the demand of the 
household can cause wires to 
overload and start a fire. 
Older homes in particular 
tend to have electrical service 
patched together and added 
on as the demand grew. 
Today's lifestyles place addi-
tional demands on home elec-
tric not anticipated when first 
built, including computers, 
microwave ovens, larger re-
frigerators, air conditioners, 
more lighting, and television/ 
video centers. 

Roof - Old or damaged 
shingles, improper flashing, 
and broken gutter and drain-
age systems can all contrib-
ute to roof leaks and water 
damage around the house. 

Heating system - Old and 
inefficient heating systems, 
old ductwork, malfunctioning 
thermostats and controls can 
pose costly problems through-
out the heating season. 
Blocked chimneys and poorly 
vented heating systems can  

pose a health threat to occu-
pants. 

Plumbing - Faulty and in-
efficient fixtures, lead water 
pipes, non-compliant gas 
lines, inadequate or old waste 
pipes, and a mix of incompat-
ible piping materials can 
present problems. Water 
heaters should meet the 
needs of the occupants. 

Structure - Foundation 
walls, floor joists, rafters, 
windows and doors and sky-
lights should all be examined 
for cracks and air/water leak-
age. An improperly graded 
property that slopes toward 
the house can result in water 
penetration in basements 
and crawl spaces, and dam-
age to foundation walls. 

Insulation - Inadequate or 
cracked caulking around win-
dows and doors, and insuffi-
cient wall and attic insulation 
drive up heating and cooling 
costs. However, over-sealing 
a house can cause excessive 
interior moisture. 

Additional tests - Sepa-
rate inspections for termite 
infestation, asbestos, radon, 
well-water contamination, 
and other potential hazards 
are often advisable.

tion; and exercising. 

"A person doesn't have to 
miss another day of work or 
a social outing because of a 
manageable condition," Dr.

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Cancer free at any age: checklist for your next checkup 
It's time for all Texans to 
pursue a healthier lifestyle According to the latest re-

port from the Health Infor-
mation National Trends Sur-
vey, the majority of Ameri-
cans are not aware of when 
they should see a doctor for 
cancer screening exams, such 
as mammograms and 
colonoscopies. Screening ex-
ams allow cancers to be diag-
nosed at the earliest stages 
and then treated when treat-
ment will be the most effec-
tive. The screening guidelines 
below offer recommended 
timing for specific ages, gen-
ders, and cancers. 

Every Age 
Keep an eye on your skin 

and check for changes in 
moles, freckles, and other 
marks on your skin once a 
month. 

Women should conduct 
regular breast self-exams and 
know how their breasts nor-
mally feel, and report any 
changes to their physician. 

20s 
Women should begin 

checking their breasts for 
lumps every month and have 
a clinical breast exam every 
1-3 years. 

Women with an increased 
risk of breast cancer should 
discuss beginning screenings 
earlier with their doctors. 

All women should have a 
Pap smear to screen for cer-
vical cancer at least once ev-
ery year beginning at age 21 
or approximately three years 
after a woman begins having 
sexual intercourse, which-
ever comes first, regardless of 
whether they have received 
the HPV vaccine. 

30s 
Women should have a clini-

cal breast exam and Pap 
smear every 1-3 years. 

Women in their 30s with 
three consecutive normal Pap 
smears may limit screenings 
to every two or three years. 

Women with an unusually 
high lifetime risk for breast 
cancer (greater than 20%) as-
sociated with defined genetic 
profiles should discuss with 
their physician the use of 
MRI for screening. 

40s 
Women age 40 and older 

should begin having an an-
nual mammogram. 

Women should continue to 

have an annual clinical 
breast exam, Pap smear, and 
if recommended by their doc-
tor, a MRI screening. 

Men at a high risk of pros-
tate cancer (African Ameri-
can men and those with a 
family history of the disease) 
should begin screenings at 
age 45. 

Men with even higher risk 
of prostate cancer should be-
gin testing at age 40. 

Men and women with in-
creased risk factors for 
colorectal cancer should dis-
cuss beginning screenings 
earlier than the normal age 
50 with their doctors. 

50s 
Women should continue to 

have an annual clinical 
breast exam, mammogram, 
Pap smear, and if recom-
mended by their doctor, a 
MRI screening. 

Beginning at age 50, both 
men and women should begin 
screening for colorectal can-
cer with one of the options 
below: 

Annual fecal occult, blood 
tests (FOBT) or fecal immu-
nochemical tests (FIT), which  

can detect small amount, 
blood in stool samples, alon 
with a flexible sigmoidoscopy 
every five years. 

Every five years, a flexible 
sigmoidoscopy, an internal 
examination of the rectum 
and lower colon for polyps. 

Every five years, a double 
contrast barium enema; x-
rays are then taken of the 
colon and rectum to detect 
polyps. 

Every 10 years, a 
colonoscopy, the only test that 
directly examines the entire 
colon. 

Beginning at age 50, men 
should have the prostate-spe-
cific antigen (PSA) blood test 
and a digital rectal examina-
tion (DR' E) annually to screen 
for prostate cancer.

Texas-sized tracks 
By U.S. Sen. John 

Cornyn 
A Texas boy named 

George Adams was wander-
ing along the Paluxy River 
near Glen Rose in 1909 
when he was stopped short 
by huge animal tracks cal-
cified in the stone. George's 
sharp-eyed discovery of 
what turned out to be dino-
saur footprints helped open 
an exciting chapter in 
Texas and U.S. natural his-
tory. 

Much later, researchers 
from across the country 
poured into the area south-
west of Fort Worth, putting 
Glen Rose at the center of 
the world of paleontology. 
This area today is home to 
Dinosaur Valley State 
Park. At this sprawling pre-
serve, a National Natural 
Landmark, visitors can see 
dinosaur tracks as large as 
three feet long by two feet 
wide. 

This tranquil terrain 
along the Paluxy River, 
once home to the Caddo and 
Tonkawa tribes, today dif-
fers markedly from the era 
when dinosaurs roamed. 
The shores of the Gulf of 
Mexico came close to Glen 
Rose some 100 million 
years ago. 

"Abroad, shallow coastal 
lagoon allowed dinosaurs to 
cavort and feed in the shal-
low water, leaving foot-
prints in the limey muds, a 
perfect physical setting for 
making many fossil 
trackways. The second in-
gredient needed to preserve 
the tracks is a gentle filling-
in of the prints by sediment 
to keep the shape intact," 
writes Charles E. Finsley in 
his book, Discover Texas Di-
nosaurs. 

A ranch near Glen Rose 
eventually yielded remains 
of what was thought to be 
the Pleurocoelus, desig-
nated in 1997 as the "State 
Dinosaur of Texas" by the 
Texas Legislature. These 
were plant-eating, short-
necked, and long-tailed ani-
mals, 30 to 50 feet in size. 

But more recent research 
suggests the remains were 
actually those of a previ-
ously unrecognized dino-
saur, the Paluxysaurus. 
The legislature might have 
to revisit its 1997 designa-
tion. 

Remains of ancient ani-
mals have been found 

throughout Texas. Dino-
saurs were most prevalent 
in Central Texas. in the 
plains areas including Lub-
bock and Amarillo, and in 
the Big Bend region, where 
remains of the great Tyran-
nosaurus Rex were found. 

In his book Lone Star Di-
nosaurs, Southern Method-
ist University Professor 
Louis Jacobs marvels at the 
variety of Texas discoveries: 
"They represent a varied 
sampling of dinosaur diver-
sity. They lived at three dis-
tinct intervals during the 
Age of Dinosaurs. And they 
lived in such different ar-
rangements of the conti-
nent and oceans that they 
may as well have lived in 
different worlds." 

As Professor' Jacobs 
noted, many Texas dino-
saur breakthroughs came 
from unlikely explorers. 
"The story of Texas dino-
saurs is made up of a 
myriad of smaller tales ... 
about everyday people who 
make one-in-a-million dis-
coveries." A seven-year old 
boy and his dad found skel-
etal remains in Parker 
County in 1988, which led 
to identification of a new 
species of dinosaur. A year 
later, a 12-year old boy 
made an important discov-
ery of dinosaur fossils in 
Fort Worth. 

One site from a more re-
cent era created substantial 
buzz in the scientific com-
munity. In 1978, near Waco, 
two local residents found 
skeletal remains of 25 
mammoths thought to have 
lived "only" 68,000 years 
ago. Researchers believe 
more mammoths may have 
died at this one place, from 
the same cause, than at any 
other place in the world. 

Fragile conditions at the 
site have thus far prevented 
public access, but the Na-
tional Park Service last 
year determined the Waco 
Mammoth Site met its cri-
teria for park system sta-
tus. I am among those sup-
porting the effort to make 
this site a federal park. 

Texas is a young and vig-
orous state. We take great 
pride in our traditions and 
accomplishments of our hu-
man history. It's worth re-
membering that Texas's 
natural history is far longer, 
and contains many myster-
ies that remain to be re-
solVed.

Coy, MD, president of the 
Texas Dermatological Society. 

The U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Services 
has declared ultraviolet (UV) 
radiation from the sun and 
artificial sources, such as tan-
ning beds and sun lamps, a 
known carcinogen. Carcino-
gens cause cancer. Yet on an 
average day in the United 
States, more than 1 million 
people tan in tanning salons, 
70% of whom are Caucasian 
girls and women, aged 16 to 
49 years. A 2002 study pub-
lished in the Journal of the 
American Academy of Pediat-
rics showed more than half of 
the 14- to 17-year-old girls 
surveyed reported having 
used tanning beds. 

What they may not know 
is that indoor tanning lamps 
emit UVA and UVB radiation 
at levels that can be as much 
as 15 times stronger than the 
sun. Young tanners are put-
ting themselves at greater 
risk. A Swedish study pre-
sents strong evidence that 
indoor tanning increases the 
risk of melanoma, especially 
when indoor tanning begins 
at an early age. 

Moreover, a review of seven 
scientific studies found that 
exposure to tanning beds be-
fore the age of 35 caused the 
risk of melanoma to increase 
by 75%. "Using tanning beds 
is dangerous," says Dr. Mc-
Coy. "Is tanned skin from a 
tanning bed worth surgery, 
medical treatments, or pre-
mature death? I think not."

Evaluate your fertilizer 
use 

Texas AgriLife Extension 
forage experts, Dr. Tony 
Provin, director of the Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service 
Soil, Water, and Forage Test-
ing Laboratory and Dr. Larry 
Redmon, Texas AgriLife Ex-
tension Service State Forage 
Specialist, have recently pro-
vided very useful information 
concerning fertility recom-
mendations for producers. 
They advocate planning for 
fertility needs, acting in ac-
cordance to the plans, and 
caution about unproven prod-
ucts. 

During the past three 
years, the cost of traditional 
nitrogen (N), phosphorus (P) 
and potassium (K) fertilizers 
has increased dramatically. 
This has left many forage pro-
ducers looking for alterna-
tives to traditional inorganic 
fertilizer. Basically, the only 
alternatives include manures 
such as broiler litter (N-P-K), 
biosolids (waste water treat-
ment sludge, N-P), and the 
use of forage legumes (N). 
Producers most impacted by 
high fertilizer prices are those 
who own property with a poor 
history of appropriate soil fer-
tility and hay producers. 
Many producers are being of-
fered non-traditional nutri-
ent sources or application 
systems. Some of these ap-
proaches are based on ques-
tionable science or highly in-
flated claims of effectiveness. 

Planning 
The first step an agricul-

tural producer should take 
prior to fertilizer application 
is to evaluate their property 
for production potential. The 
evaluation should include 
determining the yield poten-
tial of the acreage, obtaining 
soil samples and an analysis 
of each unique area of each 
field. Based on this evalua-
tion the best use for each par-
cel of land should be deter-
mined. Dr. Tony Provin, 
strongly recommends collect-
ing 10-15 individual soil cores 
for each individual area of 
land that should be managed 
and fertilized separately. 
Provin also encourages pro-
ducers to sample hay fields on 
a 10-acre basis, while grazing 
pastures should be sampled 
on a basis of not more than 
40 acres per composited 
sample. Instructions for 
proper field sampling can be 
found at http:// 
soiltesting.tamu.edu . 

The physical process of col-
lecting soil samples can pro-
vide important additional in-
formation to the producer. 

Provin stated that when 
obtaining soil samples, pro-
ducers are encouraged to map 
their fields with regard to 
weed pressure, percentage of 
cover, and level and depth of 
shallow compaction, if any 
compaction is present. Fail-
ure to address these addi-
tional issues may reduce the 
overall economic response to 
fertilization. 

Once producers have ob-
tained soil test recommenda-
tions and have developed 
field maps of their acreage, 
they should then consider 
both short-term and long-
term management plans. 
Regarding some short-term 
management options, Dr. 
Larry Redmon, has been a 
strong proponent of reducing 
hay acreage to only the high-
est yielding areas, maximiz-
ing hay yields through good  

nutrient and harvest man-
agement, while using other 
less productive acreage as 
grazing areas. The price to 
produce well-fertilized hay 
this year will likely approach 
$125 per ton. Many pro-
ducers, especially smaller 
producers, generally cannot 
justify the cost of purchasing 
and maintaining hay har-
vesting equipment. Couple 
this aspect with the cost for 
soil fertility associated with 
hay production, and most 
producers will be better 
served simply purchasing 
their hay from reputable hay 
producers. Another cost sav-
ings approach that may be 
accomplished in the short 
term involves the construc-
tion of a round bale hay stor-
age barn. Hay, even in tight 
round bales, loses dry matter 
and nutritive value rapidly 
when exposed to rainfall and 
poor storage conditions. 
Given the high prices of 
today's hay, Redmon has 
noted that hay barns often 
pay for themselves in just a 
few years simply by decreas-
ing dry matter loss and for-
age nutritive value. Properly 
stored hay has been known to 
maintain its nutritive value 
for longer than 20 years. If a 
barn is not utilized, hay tarps 
can help minimize hay loss 
during storage. 

Longer-term manage- 
ment 

Fertilizer prices are un-
likely to drop in the future. 
Some producers are looking 
toward the use of manures 
and biosolids to provide their 
soil nutrient requirements. 
While manures and biosolids, 
where available, can provide 
nutrients at a substantial 
cost savings, producers need 
to realize that P typically will 
begin to accumulate where 
these materials are used. 
Careful monitoring of the soil 
test P is necessary to ensure 
that the level does not build 
up beyond the accepted 
threshold of 200 ppm. 
Biosolids of interest should be 
those classified as Class A. 
These biosolids do not pose 
risks associated with heavy 
metals or pathogens. Provin 
recommends the application 
of manures and biosolids in 
late winter or very early 
spring, as there is some lag 
time in the breakdown of the 
organic compounds before the 
nutrients can be taken up by 
plants. 

The use of forage legumes, 
which fix atmospheric N in 
their root systems, in grazing 
systems should be considered 
by all livestock producers. 
Provin suggested planning 
for legume establishment six 
to 12 months prior to the ac-
tual seeding of the legumes. 
Soil testing and correction of 
pH and nutrient deficiencies 
are critical in the establish-
ment of legumes. Most le-
gumes require a higher pH 
and a higher level of available 
P. Additionally, carryover of 
broadleaf herbicides contain-
ing picloram or metsulfuron 
may inhibit germination of 
legume seedlings and should 
not be used the year of le-
gume establishment. Most 
forage legumes are cool-sea-
son clovers and medics. 
These are often planted in 
mid-fall, germinate and make 
most of their growth in early 
spring in a fashion similar to 
ryegrass. Redmon cautions 
producers that any cool-sea-
son annual, legumes in  

eluded, can inhibit warm-sea-
son grass production in the 
spring and should be removed 
via grazing in a timely man-
ner. While more money has 
probably been lost due to fear 
of bloat than actual bloat 
death loss, Redmon advises 
producers to be aware of the 
potential for bloat and under-
stand the management impli-
cations necessary to reduce 
the incidence of bloat issues. 

While the legumes provide 
high value late winter and 
early spring forage grazing, 
the fixation of N by Rhizo-
bium bacteria associated 
with legume roots has been' 
the major reason producers 
have adopted legume sys-
tems. The amount of N fixed 
and made available to the 
warm-season grass via nutri-
ent recycling is dependent on 
the biomass production of the 
legume. This amount varies 
by soil, soil fertility and le-
gume species and ranges 
from 25-100 lbs of N per acre 
per year. At the Texas 
AgriLife Research and Exten-
sion Center at Overton, some 
bermudagrass pastures have 
not received N fertilizer for 
over 24 years. Clover has 
been established each fall in 
the pastures and has pro-
vided the N requirement for 
the warm-season grass dur-
ing the summer months, al-
beit at a slightly reduced 
stocking rate. 

Fertilizer sources and 
application methods 

Redmon has received nu-
merous questions from pro-
ducers about reducing fertil-
izer application rates. In 
some cases, producers who 
have practiced good nutrient 
management maybe able. to 
reduce P and K applications 
for one or two years of hay 
harvests. In the long-term, 
however, failure to replace 
nutrients removed during 
hay harvests will signifi-
cantly reduced yields and will 
result in decline of introduced 
forage stands. As a rule of 
thumb, each ton of forage re-
moved in hay harvests will 
remove 14 lbs of P205 and 48 
or more lbs of K20 per acre. 
Nitrogen requirements to 
produce 12 percent crude pro-
tein hay are generally consid-
ered to be 50 lbs of N per ton. 
Redmon noted that typically, 
forage stand loss problems 
have been traced back to low 
soil pH and very low available 
soil P and K levels. In these 
cases, producers often failed 
to soil test their hay fields 
until these nutrients had 
been mined to low levels. The 
result was a significant stand 
decline, loss of production, 
and increased weed infesta-
tion. 

Redmon also cautioned 
producers to the claims of 
some fertilizer dealers about 
the use of foliar fertilizers. 
While the fertilizer grade liq-
uid formulations percent N, 
P205 and K20, may be guar-
anteed, claims of super plant 
uptake efficiency of these nu-
trients is not backed up by 
research. In fact, most re-
search suggests the opposite 
is true. Some claims of the 
use of foliar fertilizers also 
come with statements about 
reduced costs. This is usually 
obtained by using reduced 
amounts of actual N, P205, 
and K20 applied. Produc-
ers should also be warned 
against attempting to apply 
foliar fertilizers themselves. 
Usually there are problems 
with delivery rates and po-
tential corrosion of the 
pump. Producers should be 
aware regardless of form of 
fertilizer used, the correct 
amount of nutrients must 
still be required to achieve 
the desired yield. As they say, 
there is no such thing as a 
free lunch.
