School personnel 
contracts approved

What looks and sounds 

good on paper may not be as 
effective as it should be. That 
is why disaster drills, such as 
the one played out on Friday, 
March 14 in Era, are held. 

Planning for the event be-
gan months ahead of time. It 
was an orchestrated effort 
between Era Volunteer Fire 
Department, Valley View Vol-
unteer Fire Department, 
Cooke County Emergency 
Management, Cooke County 
EMS, Era ISD, Valley View 
ISD, Muenster Memorial 
Hospital, North Texas Medi-
cal Center, Department of 
Public Safety, CareFlite, and 
others . 

Action began Friday at 
10:15 a.m. in Era as volun-
teers set the scene for the be-
ginning of the drill. An hour 
later, participants gathered 
for final instruction and a 
safety briefing. At 11:30 it 
was reported that there had 
been a vehicle accident in-
volving an Era ISD school 
bus, a Valley View ISD bus, 
and an auto. Era VFD, Cooke 
County EMS, and DPS were 
dispatched and CareFlite put 
on "stand by." The disaster 
drill was in full swing. 

Era VFD arrived at the 
scene and took command. 
They requested Valley View 
VFD to assist. 

Triage began and "victims" 
were extricated from the ve-
hicles. MMH and NTMC 
were alerted that a mass ca-
sualty had occurred and to 
expect patients soon. 

The hospitals began prepa-
ration to triage and treat the 
"victims" being transported 
for medical attention. At 
MMH although Administra-
tor Lynn Heller and Emer-
gency Preparedness Coordi-
nator Michael Kent were ob- 
servicne the event, they were 
"awa at the time. This al- 
lowe others to step into lead-
ership roles and practice 
what to do when those in 
charge are not present. 

Doors to the Hospital were 
locked at MMH to control 
who entered. In a real situa-
tion this would keep the fa-
cility from being overcrowded 
with those just wanting to see 
what was going on and keep 
unnecessary visitors out 
while the patients were being 
treated. 

As the first "victims" ar-
rived by private vehicles, tri-
age was initiated to deter-
mine which patients needed 
care most urgently. Staff 
other than nursing personnel 
are called on to do this to al-
low the medical staff to give 
full attention to the patients. 
First responders and EMS 
had already done triage on 
the scene and sent those with 
more minor injuries by pri-
vate vehicle. 

Era had 10 "injuries" and 
all were transported to Muen-
ster Memorial Hospital, one 
by CareFlite, three by EMS, 
two by private vehicle, and 
four by school bus. 

Students playing the part 
of accident victims from Era 
were all seniors. They were 
Amanda Arend, JoAnna 
Bulloch, Aaron Fortenberry, 
Trent Jarvis, Tony Miller, 
Cierra Renteria, Justin 
Smith, Katie Sutton, and 
Daniel Wiersema. Susan 
Bryant, head custodian, was 
the CareFlite transport. Par-
ticipating parents were 
Nancy Bulloch, Kim Miller, 
and Brian Sutton. 

Valley View had 18 "inju-
ries" and all were sent to 
North Texas Medical Center. 
One was sent via CareFlite, 
three by EMS, three by pri-
vate vehicle, 11 by school bus.

It was a good experience. W, 
found a couple of things that 
we plan to change." 

Cooke County Emergency 
Management Coordinator 
Ray Fletcher commented this 
week, "It went great! It's al-
ways good to be able to work 
on your plans in as near to 
real life as possible. We use 
these drills to assess our ca-
pabilities and identify areas 
that we can improve on. The 
process was tested recently 
by EMS, Gainesville FD, and 
both hospitals with an actual 
incident that sent 14 victims 
to the hospitals." 

Fletcher was referring to 
an incident that occurred Fri-
day, March 21 at K&D Plas-
tics in Gainesville. A small 
fire created fumes that 
caused breathing problems in 
the employees there. About 
14 people were transported to 
local hospitals for treatment. 
1bn were sent to North Texas 
Medical Center and the other 
four to Muenster Memorial 
Hospital. 

The incident Friday was 
treated as a mass casualty 
event. Coming just a week af-
ter the Disaster Drill, all in-
volved in both were well-pre-
pared and knew what to do. 

Reports from Muenster 
Memorial said that the four 
patients were treated and re- 
leased. MMH Radiology Di-
rector/Emergency Prepared-
ness Coordinator Michael 
Kent said that everyone 
stepped up Friday and did 
what they were supposed to 
do. He was pleased with the 
drill the week before and the 
overall performance when 
Friday's mass casualty event 
occurred.

To reduce expenses in-

All polling places remain 
the same as for the March 
Primary with the exception of 
the one for Precincts 15, 17, 
and 18.

"Veterans with a service-
connected disability may re-
duce their property taxes in 
2008 by filling out a simple 
exemption form at the Cooke 
County Appraisal District of-
fice," Chief Appraiser Doug 
Smithson said. 

A veteran's percentage of 
service-connected disability 
determines the size of the ex-
emption. The exemption 
ranges from a $5,000 to a 
$12,000 deduction from the 
veteran's property value. 
Smithson explained that 
those who are eligible for the 
application include: disabled 
veterans; surviving spouses 
of deceased disabled veter-
ans, as long as the spouse re-
mains unmarried; surviving 
minor children of deceased

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Use moisturizing eye drops on long flights Montague County group's 
goal is cemetery upkeep 

Getting on a plane to visit 
friends and relatives during 
the coming holidays? If your 
eyes feel dry or gritty while 
flying, try using over-the-
counter moisturizing eye 
drops before boarding flights. 
Use drops at regular inter-
vals, perhaps even hourly, 
while in the air. 

New research at UT South-
western Medical Center 
shows that the relative low 
humidity typical on planes 
makes tears evaporate faster 
than usual, causing the dry-
eye sensation. 

The symptoms have a 
direct correlation with the 
duration of the flight and oc-
cur in many people who oth-
erwise do not have dry-eye 
complaints or problems, re-
searchers have found. 

"Low relative humidity 
alone is sufficient to cause 

large increases in evaporative 
rates in patients with and 
without dry eye," said Dr. 
James McCulley, chairman of 
ophthalmology at UT South-
western and senior author of 
the study involving 29 pa-
tients with and without dry 
eye syndrome. "These find-
ings could account for a sig-
nificant portion of dry-eye 

symptoms in situations such 
as commercial airline travel 
and outings in arid climates." 
The effect on contact lens 
wearers could be even 
greater, Dr. McCulley said, so 
consider removing contact 
lenses in conjunction with the 
eye drops until the flight is 
over or you are out of the arid 
environment.

In October 2004, MCHC

He proposed that MCHC 
would raise money to buy 
materials for fencing, remove 
brush, repair tombstones, 
and pay for labor. The First 
Annual Awards Banquet was 
instated November 2004 and 
the hope was expressed that 
it "should help with operat-
ing funds." 

To accomplish these goals, 
the MCHC began forming a 
"Cemetery Board," applied 
for a non-profit status, kept 
trying to choose a name ac-
ceptable to the state, and to 
acquire a tax number from 
the I.R.S. These all came to-
gether in January 2007, and 
Montague County Cemetery 
Preservation Corporation 
was recognized as a non-
profit corporation, with its 
own tax number, under the 
direction of MCHC.

JUDGE FINDS FORMER 
PROSECUTOR BROKE LAW 

These were the headlines in Associated Press. This article has been reported by the 
Dallas Morning News, the Fort Worth Star-Telegram, NBC5i, XXII Channel 12, the 
Denton Record Chronicle; Houston Chronicle; KDFA Channel 10, Amarillo; 
KRISTV.com  - Corpus Christi, TX; kvia.com  - El Paso, KWTX Ch 10, Waco: KTRK. 
ABC, Austin, Paris, Brownwood ...) 

The article describes how Janice Warder, a former prosecutor, now running for Cooke 
County district attorney broke the law by not disclosing evidence favorable to a man 
accused of raping and killing a woman. The decision was recently reached by a Dallas 
County judge. The Judge found that Warder failed to turn over statements and dis-
cussions to the defense. The judge found Warder did not disclose inconsistent state-
ments given by a man whose testimony was crucial in the conviction. The testimony 
used to convict came from the real rapist. 

A woman was tied up, raped and shot in her home. The testimony at the original trial 
indicated that Pabst tied the woman up and robbed her. Warder reduced Pabst's mur-
der charge to misdemeanor theft and he was given credit for time served - 30 days in 
jail. 

Warder also provided different accounts about when a deal was made with Pabst for 
his testimony, according to court records. At a federal hearing in 1994, Warder testi-
fied that her previous affidavit was false. 

Warder ran an inefficient and costly court and was rejected by Dallas voters in 2006.

Higher retail beef prices 
caused by rising production 
and transportation costs 
Rising feed and transporta-

tion costs continue to keep 
retail beef prices edging 
higher, a Texas AgriLife Ex-
tension Service economist 
said. 

One of the big stories this 
year as we start 2008 is we're 
seeing higher prices for con-
sumer beef, whether it's at 
the grocery store or restau-
rants," said Dr. David Ander-
son, AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice livestock marketing 
economist. 

The annual average retail 
beef price for 2007 was $4.16 
per pound, which was 5% 
higher than 2006 and ex-
ceeded the previous 2005 
record of $4.09 per pound, 
according to U.S. Department 
of Agriculture-Economic Re-
search Service data. Factor-
ing into the high beef prices 
is record-priced crude oil, 
which is increasing transpor-
tation costs for many beef 
suppliers, he said. 

"There are higher costs of 
getting it to the store,"Ander-
son said. "When we talk 
about $100 per barrel oil, it 
ripples through the economy. 
Everything you get at a res-
taurant or grocery store, we 
have to get it from some-
where else." 

Another reason is a level-
ing of beef production across 
the U.S., Anderson said. With 
fewer cows and calves in na-
tional inventory, and in-
creased export demand for 
U.S. beef, "that's keeping 
pressure on beef prices," he 
said. 

At the producer level, calf 
prices have been forced low-
est by rising feed costs which 
are tied to ethanol produc-
tion. Lighter-weight calves 
are getting the most dis-
counts because they require 
more feed to add weight be-
fore slaughter, Anderson said. 

Anderson described the 
current calf market as a "tug 
of war." USDA inventory in-
dicates 1% fewer beef cows, 
which will lead to a smaller 
calf crop, he said. 

From a supply standpoint, 
that means fewer calves, and 
fewer ral•• ,  o•aiallv  

better prices for calves," 
Anderson said. "I like to de-
scribe it as a tug of war going 
on in the calf market this 
year. You have feed on one 
side and high prices pressur-
ing calf prices lower, then 
tight supply of calves on the 
other side pushing them 
higher. 

"Still for 2008, we should 
see calf prices where they 
were in 2007, but a little bit 
lower due to the high feed 
costs. Given where we are in 
inventory, we should expect 
to see fewer cows in 2009, so 
tighter supplies keeping up-
ward pressure on calf pnces." 

Meanwhile, profit margins 
have also been tough for 
stocker producers. Recent 
USDA data indicated there 

or the week ending March 
22, feeder cattle prices at 
Texas auctions were steady to 
mostly lower. Large numbers 
of cattle coming off wheat 
pasture and high feed costs 
continue to pressure the mar-
ket. Fed cattle prices were 
steady in limited holiday-
week trade. 

Grain and cotton cash 
prices were sharply lower 
amid concerns that a weaker 
general economy would re 
duce demand. As for future-
markets, cotton, wheat, corn 
feeder cattle, and lumber 
prices were lower, while fin 
lobed cattle prices were mod-
estly higher. 

Much of Central and 
North-Central Texas received 
rainfall last week with some 
locally heavy amounts in ex-
cess of six inches. Other ar-
eas recorded little to no rain. 
Across the state, soil mois-
ture was rated from mostly 
short to very short in West 
and South Texas, and ad-
equate to surplus in Central 
and Eastern counties. 

The winter wheat crop ben-
efited from the rainfall, but 
remains in mostly fair to poor 
condition. Corn planting  

were fewer calves on wheat 
pasture. 

"That (report, confirmed 
what we all knew," Anderson 
said. 'That's down 30% or 
basically one-third fewer 
calves. What that means for 
stocker producers is typically 
they see the lowest prices for 
700-800 pound steers in 
March. They come off wheat 
then and go to feedlots. 

"There were not a lot of 
calves on wheat pasture this 
year, so what is a seasonal 
low may hold up and we could 
see some moderation in the 
springtime that we usually 
don't see. Consequently, we 
could see some heavier calf 
weight prices over the next 
couple of months simply be-
cause there's not that much 
supply."

Sapsucker damage may 
occur in the Spring 

Damage from a wood-
pecker, known as a sap-
sucker, is very common in 
Live Oak trees in the Cooke 
County area. Sapsuckers 
bore a series of rows of 1/4 to 
3/8 inch closely spaced holes 
in the bark of limbs or trunks 
of trees and use their tongues 
to remove the sap. The birds 
usually have a few favorite 
trees which are fed upon ex-
tensively. Nearby trees may 
be untouched. Often the dam-
age they cause is mistaken for 
borer damage. Sapsucker 
damage is easily identified by 
the fact that the holes are 
usually in a line, the line can 
be either horizontal or verti-
cal on the tree. 

In a few cases especially on 
younger trees, sapsucker 
damage can be quite severe. 
In these cases it may be wise 
to try to stop future damage 
from occurring. All woodpeck-
ers are listed as migratory, 
non-game birds and are pro-
tected by state and federal 
laws. Therefore, non-lethal 
methods of control are recom-
mended. 

Visual and auditory repel-
lents may be effective in de-
terring woodpeckers from 
pecking on trees, especially if 
used soon after the damage 
begins. Hawk or falcon sil-
houettes can be constructed 
from plywood, cardboard, or 
construction paper, then 
painted black and hung from 
a tree limb near the damage 
site. 

Aluminum foil strips or 
brightly colored plastic strips 
2 to 3 inches wide and 2 to 3 
feet long can be attached to a 
6 inch long string and nailed 
above the damage site. Other 
types of frightening devices 
include pie pans, to plastic 
twirlers, and wind chimes. 

Loud noises from hand 
clapping, toy cap pistols,  

banging on a garbage can lid 
or a pot, or a radio placed 
near the damaged area may 
frighten the bird from the 
area. 

Pulsating water sprinklers 
sometimes can be effective in 
repelling _a woodpecker from 
a tree. The stream of water 
should be directed to hit the 
area the bird is damaging. 
The sprinkler can be turned 
on whenever the bird begins 
pecking and left on until it 
flies away, or it can be turned 
on at frequent intervals 
throughout the day. The idea 
is to harass the bird until it 
decides to seek a more peace-
ful area. 

Ornamental and fruit trees 
can be protected by covering 
the damaged areas with 1/4 
inch hardware cloth or by 
draping netting over the en-
tire tree. It is often a good 
idea to treat the damaged ar-
eas with insecticides to pre-
vent insects from entering.
