Charlotte Bartush read the 
Responsorial Psalm 104.

In his Homily, Bishop Vann 
told of his youth growing up 
in central Illinois where he 
was surrounded by cornfields 
and soybeans. He learned 
about growing things from 
his father. Later, when he 
was pastor to a number of 
farming families, he had the 
opportunity to drive a com-
bine. He noted that he wasn't 
very successful at it. When he 
would get off track, he was 
able to get back on track by 
keeping his eyes fixed on the  

road ahead and the instru-
ment panel. 

He said that they had good 
years, and years of drought, 
flood, and tornados. Bishop 
Vann noted that the farmers 
exemplified the Gospel cho-
sen by the graduates. Each 
year the farmers faithfully 
planted seed for the crops and 
trusted that regardless of the 
weather, the good Lord would 
see them through. 

As in the First Reading, 
Bishop Vann said that the 
people knew that they had 
been sent by God for a task 
and a mission to cultivate the 
land and thus to feed people. 

"Each of you has a mission 
given you by God," said the 
Bishop. "You are sent now to 
begin to live that. To go as the 
Readings would say with gen-
erous and good hearts and to 
persevere. To not let the al- 
lurement of what we heard in 
the Gospel, whether it be the 
thorns or the rocky ground, 
or all the daily distractions 
that can come our way to take 
you away from what must be 
the focus of you lives. ...Keep 
going with joy and gladness. 
God has given each of you a 
purpose and a mission to do 
something for someone in 
your life. Live your faith in 
the church and out of it." 

Bishop Vann said that 
there are no accidents in life. 
He said that they would meet 
people that God would send 
their way and it would be 
their mission to influence 
those people for the goo, and 
witness to the fact that God 
is faithful to them in this 
world that questions that. 

"I ask all of you to keep 
your eyes and your hearts 
fixed on the road ahead like 
tried to do when I was driv-
ing a combine," Bishop Vahn 
requested of the graduates.

After approving the resig-

nation of High School - Jun-
ior High Principal Curtis El-
dridge, the Muenster ISD 
Board of Trustees approved 
moving Brandon Peavey from 
assistant principal to the jun-
ior high/high school principal 
position beginning July 1. 
Also at the May.16 meeting, 
the Board approved the res-
ignation of Karissa Rohmer, 
first grade teacher.

Walterscheid added. "It's 
everybody's responsibility to 
take care of the buildings.

Building projects discus-
sion took up much of the 
Board's time. Paul 
McCullough from ACI Archi-
tects, construction manager, 
showed progress drawings for 
the cafetorium. Discussion in-
cluded possible split level due 
to slope of land, possible 
storm shelter in hallway and 
giving 14 square feet per child 
with table and chair or seven 
square feet per person, chair 
only. Manley noted that the 
District hopes to hold gradu-
ations, plays, and award cer-
emonies on the stage instead 
of using the band hall and 
gym. 

Also present were four rep-
resentatives from W.B. Kibler 
who discussed the construc-
tion at risk contract, which is 
still under negotiation. 

Ag teacher Daniel Waneck 
displayed blueprints of the 
Muenster ISD Agricultural 
Center. The building is closed 
on three sides, with the south 
end open. The building will be 
wheelchair accessible, and all 
the pens under roof. Waneck 
noted the Muenster FFA had 
55 projects this last year and 
nearly half had to find places 
to keep their livestock 
projects. Cost is estimated at 
$200,000, depending on vol-
unteer help.

Other discussion was the 
preliminary spring testing 
results. Elementary Principal 
Lou Heers shared with the 
Board a three-year look on 
how MISD fared on the TAKS 
scores. Eldridge noted that 
the junior high science is do-
ing well, but math is strug-
gling. "This year's seniors all 
passed, so all will graduate." 

The Board voted 7-0 to ap-
prove the auditor's bid from 
Schalk and Smith, certified 
public accountants, to audit 
MISD for $8,950. The other 
bid was $17,500 from 
Freemon, Shapard, & Story. 

Depository bids were re-
ceived from Prosperity Bank 
and Muenster State Bank 
with only about a $200 differ-
ence per year. The Board 
voted to stay with Muenster 
State Bank, "the home town 
bank that supports the Dis-
trict." 

No action was taken on the 
81 student transfers for the 
2007-08 school year. Delin-
quent tax collection for April 
was $13,790.14. 

Manley discussed the bud-
get process for 2007-08, not-
ing that what the Board has 
done should work out all 
right. "Success costs money," 
he told the Board, noting that 
playoffs and advancement in 
academics add extra ex-
penses. "What is eating us up 
this year is fuel. We had to 
move some money around to 
take care of it." 

State funding support, or 
lack of it, was also discussed. 
"We'll have to figure out 
where we are going to cut," 
Manley added, noting that 
Muenster had seven to nine 
teachers more than most 
schools in the area, and has 
more of a variety of subjects 
then any of the 1A schools in 
the UIL district. "We may 
have to make alterations in 
our staff. We're already a year 
behind to buy a new bus." 

Using numbers from the 
State Comptroller and the 
State's compressed (about 1/ 
3) tax rate, with enrollment 
down, State funds will be a 
couple of hundred thousand 
dollars short this next year.

What's the difference? 
Most people don't need a liv-
ing trust (a substitute for a 
will that lets your family skip 
probate court after your 
death) until they are older or 
seriously ill.

Don't forget the obvious

will do a bit of good if your 
family can't find them after 
you're gone.

The Church's Love Letter to the World 
by Rev. Richard John Neuhaus 
Part 2 of 12 

Sometimes the truth is painful. Prophetic love does not 
pander. It tells us not what we want to hear but what we 
need to hear. The Old Testament prophets, such as 
Jeremiah and Isaiah, were sometimes harshly critical of 
the people of Israel, but always because they thought so 
highly of them. The prophets were calling them back to 
their high destiny as the elect people of God. Criticisms 
and warnings were driven by a love that could not betray 
the truth without betraying the beloved. Throughout his-
tory, this has been the mark of prophetic love. 
This is also true in our own time and in our country. What-
ever the alleged moral failings in his personal life, Martin 
Luther King Jr. was a prophetic figure in American his-
tory. Dr. King was fond of saying, "Whom you would change 
you must first love, and they must know you love them." 
Every good parent knows that, every good teacher knows 
that, every good priest knows that. People do not accept 
criticism from those whom they see as enemies. In 
Evangelium Vitae the Holy Father says a firm no to this 
and a firm no to that. It is a great mistake, however, to 
think the message is essentially negative. Every no is pre-
mised upon a prior and greater yes. 
The Church's yes is nothing less than a yes to the human 
project itself, a project to which God has irrevocably com-
mitted himself by becoming one of us in Jesus Christ. 
Therefore the teaching of Evangelium Vitae and of the 
Catholic Church is aptly described as prophetic human-
ism. In this encyclical John Paul II quotes St. Irenaeus 
(130-200): "The glory of God is man fully alive" (Gloria 
Dei vivens homo).

The same virus that causes 
chicken pox can cause 
shingles in adults, said a 
Texas Cooperative Extension 
specialist. 

"After recovering from 
chickenpox, the virus does 
not leave your body; rather it 
continues to live in some 
nerve cells," said Andrew B. 
Crocker, Extension gerontol-
ogy health specialist. "For 
reasons not totally under-
stood, the virus can become 
active and cause shingles." 

Shingles is a disease that 
affects nerves and causes se-
vere pain and blisters, 
Crocker said. 

Although most adults live 
with the virus in their body 
and never get shingles, about 
one in five people who have 
had chickenpox will get 
shingles later in life — usually 
after the age of 50, he said. 

"Right now there is no way 
of knowing who will get the 
disease," Crocker said. "How-
ever, the risk of getting 
shingles increases as you age 
due to increased difficulty 
fighting off infections with 
age." 

In 2006, the Food and Drug 
Administration approved a 
shingles vaccine, Zostavax, 
for people 60 and older who 
have had chickenpox, he said. 

Researchers found that 
vaccinating older adults 
halved the expected number 
of shingles and, in people who 
still got the disease despite 
immunization, reduced its 
severity and complications, 
Crocker said. 

The shingles vaccine is a 
preventive therapy and not a 
treatment for those who al-
ready have shingles, he 
warned. 

"While the vaccine is cur-
rently approved only for those 
60 and older, you may still 
wish to discuss this option 
with your health provider," he 
said. 

Symptoms of shingles may 
vary, but these are the most 
common:  

- Burning, tingling, or numb-
ness of the skin. 
- Chills, fever, upset stomach, 
or headache. 
- Fluid-filled blisters. 
- Skin that is sensitive to 
touch. 
- Mild itching to strong pain. 

A few days after the tin-
gling or burning, a red rash 
will come out on the body, 
face, or neck, Crocker said. 
The rash will turn into fluid-
filled blisters, which will dry 
up and crust over after sev-
eral days. Most cases of 
shingles last from three to 
five weeks. 

"It is important to see your 
health provider no later than 
three days after the rash 
starts," he said. "He or she 
needs to see the rash to con-
firm what you have and make 
a treatment plan." 

Although there is no cure 
for shingles, early treatment 
with virus-fighting drugs 
may help shorten the length 
of infection and lower the risk 
of other problems, Crocker 
said. Medications also can 
help lessen the pain. 

After the initial outbreak of 
the disease, some people may 
be left with long-lasting pain 
called post-herpetic neural-
gia, he said. The sharp, throb-
bing or stabbing pain is felt 
in the same area where the 
rash had been and can leave 
skin so sensitive that wear-
ing even soft, light clothing is 
painful for some people. 

"The older you are when 
you get shingles, the greater 
your chance of developing 
post-herpetic neuralgia," 
Crocker said. "This pain can 
last for weeks, months, or 
even years." 

He advised talking to a 
health provider about medi-
cines that may help. 

In some cases, blisters can 
become infected and leave 
scars, Crocker said. An anti-
biotic treatment may be 
needed. 

"Keep the area clean and 
try not to scratch," he said. "If  

blisters occur near or in the 
eye, lasting eye damage or 
blindness may result — see an 
eye doctor right away." 

Other potential problems 
include hearing loss or a brief 
facial paralysis, Crocker said. 
In a small number of cases, 
swelling of the brain may oc-
cur. 

Shingles is not contagious; 
however, chicken pox can be 
contracted from someone 
with shingles, he said. People 
who have never had chicken 
pox are advised to stay away 
from anyone who has 
shingles. 

Shingles sufferers should 
get enough rest, avoid stress, 
eat well-balanced meals, and 
apply a cool, wet washcloth to 
blisters to ease the pain and 
help them dry, Crocker said.

Drivers and passengers 
who aren't buckled up should 
expect to meet Texas law en-
forcement officers on the side 
of the road from May 21 
through June 3, when hun-
dreds of police agencies 
across the state participate in 
the "Click It or Ticket" en-
forcement mobilization. 

Pickup trucks will be a par-
ticular target for enforcement 
because they roll over twice 
as often as passenger cars in 
fatal crashes. Wearing a 
safety belt will reduce the 
risk of dying in a rollover 
pickup truck crash by up to 
80%. 

"Wearing a safety belt is 
the cheapest form of insur-
ance," said Col. Thomas A. 
Davis, Jr., director of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety. "It just doesn't make 
sense not to buckle up." 

Texas law requires every 
person sitting in the front 
seat of a vehicle to wear a 
safety belt. The law also 
states that all children under 
17 must be secured with a 
safety belt, or in a child safety 
seat, whether they are sitting 
in the front or in the back 
seat. A child less than five

Basic intelligence de-
parts with sobriety — On 
May 5, a Marion County 
game warden arrested a sub-
ject on Lake 0' the Pines for 
a BWI.

Shortly after he passed 
two young men, he noticed 
them leaving in a hurry. He 
had seen them arrive just a 
few minutes earlier. It was 
quickly discovered that nei-
ther had a license. 

Padded game warden 
takes on hawk — In late 
April, a priest in Milani 
County received stitches in 
his head after being attacked 
by a red-shouldered hawk . 

The hawk was protecting her 
nest in a nearby tree and was 
a constant threat to the pa-
rishioners and the priests. 

A Milam County game war-
den was called to solve the 
problem. Faced with the di-
lemma of protecting wildlife 
while also protecting the 
people, he came up with a 
plan. The warden used the 
city's lift-bucket truck to get 
him high enough to secure 
the fledging hawks and relo-
cate them to a rehabilitator 
so the female would leave the 
area. Dressed in the city dog 
trainer's padded suit and his 
ATV helmet and goggles, the 
warden fended off two at-
tacks by the mother hawk 
before securing the fledg-
lings. No harm came to the 
warden or the hawks during 
the encounter. 

Always check the safety 
—A Gonzales County warden 
responded to a hunting acci-
dent in a rural portion of the 
county in early May. An indi-
vidual who was walking 
through his property hunting 
varmints leaned his loaded 
rifle against a barbed wire 
fence before attempting to get 
beyond it. The gun's safety

A group of farms included 
in a recent study would fail 
to qualify for government 
subsidies if a proposed 
$200,000 adjusted gross in-
come limit is approved by 
Congress. 

The Agricultural and Food 
Policy Center at Texas A&M 
University, which uses 64 
representative farms as part 
of its policy analysis, simu-
lated the current farm bill 
with and without the pro-
posed adjusted gross income 
cap. U.S. House agriculture 
committee members are us-
ing the study's findings to 
help craft a new federal farm 
program. 

The current farm bill ex-
cludes producers from farm 
program payments if their 
average adjusted gross in-
come for three preceding 
years exceeds $2.5 million. 
Less than 75% of their ad-
justed gross income must also 
come from farming, ranching,  

servation, Credit, Energy, 
and Research will be the first 
subcommittee to markup, 
and will cover the four Farm 
Bill titles that fall under its 
jurisdiction. 

Language for the Conser-
vation, Credit, Energy, and 
Research Titles has been re-
leased. Highlights include: 
• A doubling of EQIP funds 

to $2 billion over the next five 
years. 
• A retention of the statutory 

division of EQIP funds giving 
60 % to livestock. 
• A provision that will allow 

or forestry operations. 
One proposal for the 2007 

farm bill would reduce the 
adjusted gross income limit 
to $200,000 and include in-
come from all sources in de-
termining adjusted gross in-
come and eligibility for farm 
program benefits. 

The farms used in the 
study were simulated from 
2005 through 2014 using his-
torical price and yield vari-
ables in each region. A three-
year moving average of ad-
justed gross income was cal-
culated for each year and 
used to determine if a farm 
was eligible for commodity 
credit program, deficiency 
payments, and loan defi-
ciency payments. 

Even though an Iowa feed 
grain farm had an average 
adjusted gross income of less 
than the $200,000 limit, it 
had a 22.57% chance of be-
ing ineligible for government 
payments and over the seven

years would average 1.58 
years of ineligibility. 

When the farm was ineli-
gible, it lost $46,340 in gov-
ernment payments, resulting 
in an average $20,380 or 1.5% 
decline in net worth due to 
the adjusted gross means 
test, according to the analy-
sis. 

Of the 17 farms that lost 
eligibility, a large North Da-
kota grain farm lost $192,710 
in government payments dur-
ing the years when the farm 
was ineligible and a large 
Nebraska grain farm lost 
$189,000 in government pay-
ments.

Beetles 
Tiny beetles have been rav-

aging North Texas elm trees 
this spring, said experts with 
Texas Cooperative Extension. 
Requests for information 
about the elm flea weevil 
have poured in from five 
counties in the Dallas-Fort 
Worth area, said Dr. Mike 
Merchant, an Extension en-
tomologist in Dallas. The 
beetles seem to be feasting on 
leaves of all types of elms in 
the region, Merchant said. 
The insects appeared early 
this season and have been 
spreading quickly. When they 
are done with a leaf, the 
beetles leave little more than 
.1 skeleton, he said. 

Though small – abbut one-
fourth the size of a grain of 
rice – the beetles are hard to 
miss, he said. Their numbers 
are so large in some areas, 
they fall out of trees onto 
lawns, sidewalks, and people. 
The beetle would appear as a 
black speck on the tip of a fin-
ger. It's long snout can be seen 
under a magnifying glass. 
"It's not hard to tell that 
they're there," he said. But 
fortunately the pests are easy 
to kill, Merchant said. The 
insecticides acephate, 
Malathion, and permethrin 
should work well. The biggest 
challenge would be applying 
the insecticide to tall trees, he 
said. Some homeowners may 
need to hire a pest control 
professional. 

Elm flea weevils will harm 
only elms, Merchant said, so 
it won't be necessary to spray 
other types of trees. Most 
elms will recover well, he 
said. But some that have 
been stressed by a lingering 
drought might struggle. 
Records at Texas A&M Uni-
versity entomology 
department's insect collection 
suggest a second generation 
of the beetles could appear in 
August, Merchant said. En-
tomologists don't know much 
about elm flea weevils, he 
said. But they know the in-
sects aren't normally a big 
pest. Recent rain in the area 
may have helped the beetles 
flourish, Merchant said. 

"Rain is a good trigger for 
outbreaks like this," he said. 
"There's lots of vegetation out 
there. That means lots of 
food." Although a problem for 
property owners, this year's 
outbreak is an opportunity 
for entomologists, Merchant 
said. "You can learn from 
these outbreak years," he 
said. "They help us make pre-
dictions and recommenda-
tions in the future." 

Grasshoppers 
Large numbers of small 

grasshoppers are being de-
tected in areas of weeds and 
tall grass. As they mature, 
they may become a nuisance 
later in the year. The best 
time to implement a control 
program is now, while they 
are small. 

Grasshopper eggs are de-
posited in the soil to two 
inches deep in weedy areas, 
fence rows, ditches, and hay 
fields. The eggs hatch in the 
spring and early summer. 
Eggs of different grasshopper 
species hatch out at different 
times, so young grasshoppers 
can be seen throughout the 
spring and early summer. 

Young grasshoppers, called 
nymphs, feed for about six 
weeks. Once nymphs reach 
the adult stage, they can fly. 
As weedy plants are con-
sumed or dry in the summer 
heat, adult grasshoppers can 
fly from weedy areas and pas-
tures to more succulent crops 
and landscapes. Dimilin 2L is 
a product for grasshopper 
control, but as of May, 2001, 
it is labeled only for use in 
rangeland and non-crop ar- 

eas (roadsides, wasteland, 
fence rows, CRP). Rangeland 
is defined as land with pre-
dominantly native grasses. 
Dimilin disrupts the normal 
molting process during which 
young grasshoppers shed 
their skins. Thus, Dimilin is 
only effective on immature 
grasshoppers and does not 
kill adults. 

Control may be slow be-
cause grasshoppers must 
first eat Dimilin and then 
molt (shed their skin) before 
dying. However, Dimilin is 
rain-fast and can provide re-
sidual control of hatching 
grasshoppers for several 
weeks. 

Fire ant management 
There are many ways to 

manage fire ant problems. 
Texas Cooperative Extension 
recommends what is known 
as the "Two Step Method" for 
the best results. This method 
involves first applying a 
broadcast bait to an area and 
allowing ants to take it back 
to the mounds to distribute 
among their colony. The sec-
ond step is to go back and 
treat any remaining mounds 
individually. Some means of 
controlling these pests in-
clude— 

You can manage fire ants 
by pouring very hot water on 
the mound, using insecticide 
mound drenches, spreading 
insecticide granules approved 
for fire ants on the mound 
and watering them in, or us-
ing bait-formulated insecti-
cides. Be advised, however, 
some "home remedies" don't 
work as well. Spreading grits 
or sugar on a fire ant mound 
will only make 
them move to another spot 
rather than kill them. Laying 
orange or grapefruit peels on 
a fire ant mound will do the 
same thing. It might make 
them move to another spot, 
but it probably won't kill 
them. 

Hot water treatment. Pour-
ing two to three gallons of 
very hot or boiling water on 
the mound will kill mounds 
about 60% of the time. This 
method should only be used 
after rain has fallen and fresh 
mounds have been built. Oth-
erwise, the ants will be too 
deep and probably just move 
to another location. Remem-
ber one thing about this 
method: very hot or boiling 
water will kill the grass or 
surrounding vegetation that 
it is poured upon. 

Other natural or "organic" 
methods include mound 
drench products that contain 
d-limonine (citrus oil extract), 
pyrethrins plus diatomaceous 
earth, (silicon dioxide), pine 
oil or rotenone. 

Individual 	mound 
drenches. Using individual 
mound treatments can have 
good and bad results. Indi-
vidual mound treatments are 
used to treat one mound at a 
time, therefore concentrating 
insecticides in one place. In 
the case of mound drenches, 
follow the label directions to 
assure the proper amount of 
insecticide is applied. When 
using granular insecticides 
on individual mounds, be 
sure to water the granules 
into the mound after apply-
ing as directed. Failure to 
water in the granules does a 
poor job of killing the ants, 
and more importantly, may 
contaminate runoff water af-
ter a rain because the gran-
ules will be washed away and 
end up in sensitive areas like 
creeks, streams, and drinking 
water. Individual mound 
treatments, when adminis-
tered according to label direc-
tions, will suppress fire ants 
for three to six weeks depend-
ing on environmental condi-
tions and ingredients. Wet 

conditions will shorten the 
effective period of the treat-
ment, and dry conditions may 
lengthen it. 

Bait-formulated insecti-
cides. Another method of 
managing fire ants comes as 
bait-formulated insecticides. 
These baits come in the form 
of defatted corn grit coated 
with soybean oil to attract the 
ants. The active ingredient is 
dissolved in the.soybean oil. 
Generally, these 
baits are collected by forag-
ing worker ants and are 
taken back to the colony 
where they are distributed. 
The bait is fed to the queen, 
and she dies or is prevented 
from producing viable eggs. 
In general, baits are slower 
acting, but provide 80 to 90% 
suppression for 12 to 18 
months. Be sure to use fresh 
baits because ants are not 
attracted to spoiled bait. One 
advantage of using baits is 
their low application rate and 
extremely low amount of ac-
tive ingredient. The amount 
of active ingredient in some 
baits applied per acre equals 
the weight of a nickel 
down to less than a dime! The 
benefits to the environment 
are much greater, and baits 
provide the same suppression 
as individual ant mound 
treatments. 

Choosing which method to 
use when managing fire ant 
problems depends upon per-
sonal preferences and beliefs, 
the type of problem, and the 
affected area. If there are 
very few mounds, maybe an 
individual mound treatment 
is best. This protects popula-
tions of native ants and al-
lows them to compete with 
fire ants on more even terms. 

If the problem is more 
widespread and involves 
more than 20 or 25 mounds 
per acre, or about five 
mounds per average 1/4 acre 
or less yard, then maybe a 
bait formulation broadcast 
over the area is a better op-
tion. This will slow the re-in-
festation by fire ants and al-
low native ants to repopulate 
as well. Use a crank-type 
seeder set on the lowest set-
ting to broadcast the bait. 

Just a note about native 
ants. In areas where there 
are relatively few fire ants, 
native ants slow the, estab-
lishment of fire ants by at-
tacking very small colonies or 
new queens that are trying to 
establish new colonies. 
Therefore, it is important to 
preserve these ants as a part 
of the management scheme. 
Most native lawn ants are not 
pests in houses or in general. 

Fire ants stir deep emo-
tions in all of us. They attack 
us, our children, our pets, our 
homes, and other things we 
hold dear. The trick 
to managing them is to find a 
strategy that fits the situa-
tion and your own comfort 
zone and stick with it. Even 
better, get your neighbors in-
volved and attack the fire 
ants as a group or a neighbor-
hood. The potential for suc-
cess is greater and the results 
may last longer.
