Recent rainfall in Cooke 

County caused much of the 
vegetation to green up suf-
ficiently to deem lifting the 
ban on burning in unincorpo-
rated areas of Cooke County. 
At their Monday, Aug. 25 
meeting, Commissioners 
Court voted unanimously to 
lift the Burn Ban. 

-Cooke County Emergency 
Management Coordinator/ 
Fire Marshal Ray Fletcher 
reported that the KBDI 
(Keetch-Byram Drought 
Index) is a high of 556 in 
the northwest area of the 
County along the Red River. 
The low is 73 and the Mean 
is 329. The drought index 
ranges from 0 to 800, where  

a drought index of 0 repre-
sents no moisture depletion, 
and an index of 800 repre-
sents absolutely dry condi-
tions. Fletcher said, "It puts 
us in very good really good 
shape in all areas. Last week 
it greened up significantly." 
He recommended terminat-
ing the Burn Ban. County 
Judge Bill Freeman asked 
the public to be very careful 
when burning. 

The last order of busi-
ness conducted at the Aug. 
25 meeting was the instal-
lation of Judith Hess as the 
Precinct #4 commissioner. 
She is serving in place of her 
late husband Virgil Hess. 
Judge Freeman officiated for 
the swearing in ceremony.

With many needed repairs 

looming, the Board of Muen-
ster Memorial Hospital Dis-
trict made a tough decision 
last Tuesday evening. They 
voted 6-1 to approve a pro-
posed tax rate that is higher 
than the rollback rate. 

MMH Administrator Lynn 
Heller explained to the 
Board that this year's total 
adjusted tax base, which is 
what the tax rate is based on, 
is $39,616,832. The rollback 
rate is $0.16799000, down 
from $0.1889. The effective 
rate is what it would take to 
collect the same amount of 
money as the previous year. 
That amount is $621,606. 
This year the effective rate 
is $0.15550000. 

Board Vice-President Dr. 
Walter Knight conducted the 
meeting in the absence of 
President Kenny Klement: 
He commented, "An awful 
lot of the increased valua-
tion this 'ear was based on 
minerals." 

Board Secretary John Ay-
tes said the Executive Com-
mittee met and discussed the 
proposed tax rate. Their rec-
ommendation was $0.16790 
per $100 valuation. 

Aytes said that in 1998 he 
had a new house that went 
on the tax roles and each 
year the appraised value of 
the home rose. Looking back 
to the year 2000, his taxes to 
the Muenster Hospital Dis-
trict were more than what 
his taxes were to the District 
last year. He stated that if 
the recommended rate were 
applied, his taxes this year 
would be less than in the 
year 2000. In 2000, he said 
his taxes for the Hospital 
District were $232. In 2001 
they were $222, then $211, 
$211, $220, $219, $218 and 
in 2007 they were 221. 
This year with the Executive 
Committee's recommended 
rate, they would be $223. 
The home's appraised value 
has gone up 41% since 2000, 
he said. 

"If we apply the tax, it will 
remain nght in line with 
where it has been," Aytes 
continued. "It basically has 
held steady all of those years 
because we have dropped the 
rates as the valuations have 
gone up. 

"I think that is appropri-
ate with what we are seeing 
in operations of the Hospital 
right now and what is likely  

to happen over the next year 
just based on economic pres-
sure that we are going to be 
seeing." 

Dr. Knight asked, "Despite 
our increased health care 
costs and other costs that 
seem to be inflating quite 
rapidly for the Hospital?" 

Aytes said they chose that 
figure because they couldn't 
go any further without hav-
ing a rollback possibility. Dr. 
Knight said it looked like 
that was the only reason 
that figure was chosen, not 
needs, just avoiding a roll-
back possibility. 

Angelo Nasche remarked, 
"If we need more money, 
then we could take a chance 
that the rollback rate would 
go through. We've been low-
ering that rate ever since it 
was 25 cents." 

Administrator Heller com-
mented, "If you wanted to 
lower the rate over what it 
is now, but have it above the 
rollback rate, you could col-
lect quite a bit more money. 
The question you have to ask 
is what's the history in the 
community towards setting 
tax rates above the rollback 
rate?"

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COUNTY 	 from page 1 MMH 	 from page 1 
find a location. "We were try-
ing to keep everybody in the 
same building. Now we're 
trying to keep everybody in 
the same proximity.' 

"We have been scolded 
by the State of Texas on not 
moving faster than we are in 
terms of the restoration. We 
are responding to that scold-
ing," noted Commissioner 
Smith. Judge Freeman said 
that the scolding came in the 
form of a letter from the TCA 
stating that they were in vio-
lation of their funding agree-
ment. This was because they 
have not started the restora-
tion work within six months 
of signing the money agree-
ment. He said that the illness 
and death of Commissioner 
Hess slowed them down. Hess 
was originally in charge of 
the restoration project. Also, 
each time they thought they 
had found adequate space to 
house everyone, something 
happened and they didn't get 
to issue a contract. 

A second Public Hearing 
was conducted on the Pro-
posed Tax Increase. Nobody 
spoke. After closing the 
hearing, Commissioners set 
Monday, Sept. 8 at 10 a.m. 
in the Commissioners Court-
room as the time and place 
of the meeting to vote on the 
Tax Rate. 

Cooke County Sheriff 
Mike Compton requested cell 
phone allowances for his staff 
who already have County 
issued cell phones. It is in-
cluded in his budget. He said 
they are on call 24 hours a 
day, seven days a week.

Paul Becker said, "I don't 
think it would go over too 
good." 

Aytes said, "I don't know 
if my house is representa-
tive of everybody's property, 
but essentially that will be 
the 10th year that my prop-
erty taxes have been lower 
then what they were back 
in 2000." Knight added that 
he has a house in Dallas and 
he has never ever paid lower 
taxes in any consecutive pe-
riod. 

Becker made a motion to 
set the proposed tax rate 
below the rollback rate. Na-
sche made the second. That 
would bring in about $60,000 
more than the previous year. 
Knight asked, 'Can we do all 
of this stuff that we are going 
to do with the Hospital as far 
as capital improvement of $3 
million? Where are we going 
to get that money?" 

Knight noted that there 
were only two ways to get 
money to put in capital im- 
provements for the Hospital. 
"We're not going to make it 
by operating, so you have 
to either have a bond elec-
tion and float a bond and 
get the community to stand 
behind it and approve it, in 
which case you have to have 
an election. Or you've got to 
raise taxes and have them 
call your hand if they want 
to and have an election. 
Those are the only two ways 
you are going to do it. If you 
keep doing this every year, 
you're never going to get any 
tax money to do that. 

Becker said, "A lot of peo-
ple don't want to improve 
the Hospital, they just want 
to keep it going." 

Knight commented, "What 
is the risk if they roll it back? 
They've made a statement 
that they don't want any im- 

provements to our Hospital. 
I, as a Board member can 
live with that. I can't live 
with being afraid to ask." 

Aytes said he thinks that 
a 35% to 39% increase in tax 
base is projected when the 
wind generators come on to 
the tax role. Dr. Knight not-
ed, "Next year if you looked 
at the combined affect of al-
lowing them (tax rate) to go 
up now, plus allowing them 
to go up when the wind mills 
come, you will likely be much 
better off in terms of your 
collections at that point and 
you can afford to do some-
thing. If you limit yourself 
every year to this 10%, then 
we'll get a jump there, but 
not nearly as big a jump as 
we might have otherwise." 

Heller recommended a rate 
that was below last year's 
rate of $0.1889. "That would 
decrease most people's taxes 
and still bring in $751,250." 

Knight set the scenario of 
setting the proposed tax rate 
at a number that would be 
subject to a rollback. When 
the public hearings are held, 
if a lot of people come to ask 
why the money is needed, 
the Board can explain. "If 
they are not happy with our 
explanation and they are up-
set, we can always go right 
back down," he said. 

Danny Walterscheid com-
mented, "At least we'd get 
the community involved." 
Knight said, "I think it is im-
portant to ask the communi-
ty in various ways what they 
want, and this is one way 
we can do that." Waltersc-
heid added that if the public 
didn't want the Hospital to 
be improved, then the Board 
didn't have to worry about 
getting it done. 

When the vote was tak-
en on the proposed rate of  

$0.1679, which is below the 
rollback rate, it was one for, 
five against, and one abstain-
ing. Becker voted for that 
rate. Aytes, Nasche, Walter-
scheid, Mary Dangelmayr, 
and Ronnie Weinzapfel vot-
ed against, and Dr. Knight 
abstained. 

Walterscheid made a mo-
tion to set a proposed rate 
of $0.187900 per $100 valu-
ation. Weinzapfel seconded 
the motion. It passed with a 
vote of six for and one against 
with Becker casting the nay 
vote. That rate is projected 
to bring in $759,880 in tax 
revenues. 

Heller remarked, "An in-
teresting statistic is that 
in 2007, the tax rate de-
creased .53%. This tax rate 
decreases it .53% exactly." 
Walterscheid noted that last 
year that amount gained 
$114,000 in tax revenue last 
year and this year, it's gain, 
ing $129,000. 

The first of two required 
Public Hearings on the pro-
posed tax rate is scheduled 
for Thursday, Sept. 11 at 
7 p.m., and the second for 
Tuesday, Sept. 16 at 7 p.m, 

Asked after the meeting 
what some of the needed 
changes were at the Hos-
pital, Administrator Heller 
stated, "Last fall we com-
pleted an MEP analysis of 
the hospital. It stands for 
mechanical, electrical, and 
plumbing. The hospital, be-
ing 45 years, old is having 
age issues." 

The Board thought that' a 
new roof and HVAC system 
(heat and air) might be a pos-
sibility. The cost they antici-
pated was about $750,000. 
It came back to be quite a bit 
more at $2 to $2.5 million or 
more.

• The athlete should con-
sume fluids at a rate suffi-
cient to replace all the water 
lost through sweating or con-
sume as much as the student 
can tolerate. Two guides are 
"five for 20," and "nine for 
20": For each 20 minutes 
of physical activity, a child 
weighing 88 pounds should 
drink five ounces of cold tap 
water or a flavored salted 
beverage such as a sports 
drink; someone weighing 
132 pounds should be offered 
nine ounces of those liquids. 

- Even if the participant 
does not feel thirsty, he or 
she should consume liquids. 

Clothing should be light-
colored, lightweight, and 
limited to one layer of ma-
terial. Sweat suits should 
never be used as a means to 
lose weight. 

Limit the intensity of ac-
tivities that last longer than 
15 minutes or more when it 
is very hot or very humid. 

Students should take 
breaks often during exercise 
periods.

Japan, but we don't have the 
environmental plans. We can 
learn something from that." 

Other places in Texas vis-
ited by Madoka and her fam-
ily included the Fort Worth 
Stockyards, Fort Worth 
Zoo, and Frank Buck Zoo in 
Gainesville. 

During their stay here, 
the Thomas family took a 
couple of days and drove to 
San Antonio where they vis-
ited the River Walk, Alamo, 
Sea World, and other places 
of interest.

Along with driving up the 

costs of inputs such as nitro-
gen fertilizer, high fuel prices 
are raising the cost of seed 
for ryegrass and other small 
grains, according to a Texas 
AgriLife Research scientist. 

Ryegrass seed, which is 
used in winter pastures, will 
probably be about $60 a hun-
dredweight this year, said Dr. 
Lloyd Nelson, AgriLife Re-
search small grains breeder. 

"That's up about $10 a hun-
dredweight compared to last 
year," he said. "I'm talking 
about premium varieties." 

Though based in East Tex-
as, Nelson has the seed of his 
varieties grown in the Wil-
lamette Valley of northwest 
Oregon. Climate and other 
fact rs make that region 
ide for growing seed crops, 
Ne on said. 

go to Oregon to the Wil- 
I ette Valley every year to 

ok at various varieties that 
have released... to make 

sure that they are being in- 
creased and with good care 
...so that we know we are hav- 
ing high-quality seed coming 
back to Texas," he said. 

Nelson said the most likely 
cause of the premium seed 
cost increase is from higher 
transportation costs. 

"They are having to ship 
that either by rail or truck 
from Oregon, so that makes 
it a lot more expensive," he 
said. "Where they can, they 
will ship it by train railroad 
car, and that's not too bad 
because the prices are pretty 
good there. If they have to 
ship by truck, then it is prob-
ably another $5 or $6 a hun-
dredweight."

TDA market 
update 

For the week ending Aug. 
22, feeder cattle price trends 
at Texas auctions were mixed, 
with most prices steady to $3 
per hundredweight higher, 
but some locations as much 
as $8 higher to $5 lower. Fed 
cattle prices were lower as 
beef prices declined. 

Grain and cotton prices 
finished the week higher. 
Ongoing concerns about the 
lagging maturity of the Mid-
west crop boosted corn prices. 
Cotton markets rose on con-
cerns that heavy rains in the 
Southern U.S. would hurt the 
size and quality of the crop. 

As for futures markets, 
finished cattle, cotton, wheat, 
and corn ended the week 
higher, while feeder cattle 
and lumber were lower. Much 
of East and South Texas 
received additional rainfall 
during the week with lo-
cally heavy amounts up to 
six inches. Scattered showers 
fell in many other areas while 
the Trans-Pecos and Edwards 
Plateau recorded very little 
rain. 

Corn harvest progressed 
to 61% complete, ahead of 
the normal 51%. Seventy 
percent of the state's rice crop 
has been harvested, slightly 
ahead of the average pace. 

Pastures benefited from 
the recent rains, but remain 
in mostly fair to poor condi-
tion statewide.

of the most widely grown 
forage varieties in Texas and 
the South. 

More recently, he released 
several turf grasses for home 
lawns and sports fields: Ax-
cella, Axcella 2, and Panterra. 
He has also released TAMBO, 
a forage ryegrass he says will 
be superior to TAM 90. 

Despite high seed costs, 
investing in some sort of 
winter pasture is still a sound 
economical venture, particu-
larly for areas where the hay 
reserves have been depleted 
this year, said Dr. Ray Smith, 
AgriLife Research legume 
breeder, also based at the 
Overton center. 

But the higher costs of 
production means producers 
will have to make some tough 
choices, he said. As with any 
agricultural venture, choices 
are based on managing risk, 
with the least risky ventures 
often being the more ex-
pensive. For example, there 
are several alternatives to 
planting a ryegrass-clover 
mixture, Smith said. 

A rye/ryegrass mixture is 
the least risky because it is 
easy - in comparison with 
clover - to get a good stand, 
Smith said. But the mixture 
does require high nitrogen 
rates, and that makes it the 
most expensive. 

The next lower risk level 
is the ryegrass-clover mix. 
Clover is harder to establish 
than rye because timing and 
seed depth are critical for a 
good stand. As with the rye,' 
ryegrass mix, good stands of 
both ryegrass and the clover 
will supply extended graz-
ing in the winter and early 
spring. 

Smith did not recommend 
cutting back on the standard 
nitrogen rate of 60 pounds per 
acre when planting ryegrass-
clover mixes. If the producer 
finds the cost of nitrogen 
prohibitive, he or she should 
instead just plant a clover 
by itself. 

"They'll lose about 30 days 
of grazing, but they will offset  

winter feeding costs, and the 
clover will provide N (nitro-
gen) for the warm-season 
grasses the next summer," 
he said. 

One way to offset annual 
seed costs for clover is to 
manage some as reseeding 
stands, Smith said. Doing so 
entails suspending grazing 
on clover until it has time to 
make seed. 

As an example, crimson 
clover could be grazed until 
about April 15 and then re-
move the cattle for about 30 
days to allow seed production. 
By mid- to late-May, grazing 
could resume or the mature 
clover-grass mix could be 
harvested for hay. The pro-
ducer will lose 30 days of 
grazing if he or she chooses 
this option, Smith said. 

Another cost-saving mea-
sure is to plant only what one 
would use, Smith said. 

"I wish we had some easy 
formula for folks that would 
help them make these choic-
es," Smith said. "But the 
truth is, every operation is 
different, and each producer 
has different expectations. 
They're going to have to make 
their choices based on how 
much risk they're willing to 
take " 

Deciding how to manage your volunteer wheat 
Recent rains have led to the emergence of large amounts of volunteer wheat. Destroying 

volunteer wheat is a difficult task for many producers. Oftentimes, producers accept the 
higher risk of disease and insect pressure with volunteer wheat, especially when the crop 
is going to be used for grazing instead of grain. 

Allowing volunteer wheat to act as a "green bridge" from one season's crop to the next, 
increases survival of the wheat curl mite. 

The wheat curl mite is a vector for wheat streak mosaic virus, which caused severe 
problems in parts of Thxas last year. There is no economical treatment for the mite or vi-
rus; therefore the best management practice is tillage or herbicide burn down of volunteer 
wheat for at least three weeks prior to planting. 

Early wheat planting can also lead to greater insect problems. The Hessian fly, which 
we have seen in Cooke County, is probably the most notable of these. The first generation 
of Hessian fly may cause weak, stunted plants, or even stand loss in the fall. In the spring, 
the second generation may cause lodging of plants. The earlier the green wheat, the more 
likely infestation will occur. The only control measure for Hessian fly is to plant no earlier 
than mid-October. Armyworms and aphids can also be a nuisance with volunteer wheat. 
Aphids can spread diseases like barley yellow dwarf. 

These factors may not be as important to producers needing small grains for grazing 
purposes only. There has been little research on the effects of volunteer wheat and forage 
production. However, it stands to reason that the higher risk of insects or diseases could 
cause negative forage yields. 

One last thought on volunteer wheat comes from Dr. Gaylon Morgan, small grains spe-
cialist at College Station. Dr. Morgan has been studying the effect of seed quality on both 
grain yield and forage production of wheat. Poor quality seed has a significant effect on 
production.One should assume that the quality of the seed causing the volunteer wheat 
would be inferior to stored or purchased seed. Even with earlier green-up, this could 
cause later planted wheat, from superior seed sources to outperform the volunteer, even 
in grazing situations.
