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Stormer unexpectedly resigns 
By Janet Felderhoff 

Cooke County's District 
Attorney for the 235th Dis-
trict Court Cindy Stormer 
tendered her resignation 
last week. She resigned via 
a letter sent to the office of 
Texas Governor Rick Perry 
last week. 

In the letter Stormer said 
her resignation was immedi-
ate as of Oct. 13. She gave no 
reason for her decision. The 
Governor sent her a letter on 
Oct. 14 accepting the resig-
nation. 

Cooke County Judge Free-

He was 
sent copies of both letters. 

Judge Freeman said the 
Governor's office assured 
him last Tuesday that they 
would expedite the applica-
tion process and a new Dis-
trict Attorney should be in 
place in a couple of weeks. In 
the duration, Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney Martin Peter-
son will act as the DA and is 
conducting business as usual 
in the DA's office. 

In your home, and brush, 
trees, and clippings from 
your property. Tires, shingles, 
siding, furniture, and other 
items that are manmade 
should not be burned.

The Muenster ISD Board 

of Trustees held their regular 
monthly meeting on Wednes-
day, Oct. 15. Of the four ac-
tion items on the agenda, only 
one was approved, the others 
were put on hold. 

The proposal for a walk-
way for elementary students 
to the new cafetorium was 
discussed. The cover has to 
be approved by the electric 
company whose lines will be 
over the walkway. It also has 
to be ADA approved, have the 
plans drawn up, and bid it 
out. The Building Committee 
will bring the information to 
the next Board meeting. 

Also put on hold until all 
other building projects have 
been completed or for one 
year, was the building of a 
new football/track conces-
sion stand. There are several 
major issues with the present 
building. Ronnie Felderhoff 
proposed that a new weight 
room/dressing room be built 

on the north end of the foot-
ball field, and the new con-
cession stand take over the 
existing weight room that 
was built on the stadium 
parking lot. 

Other "action items" were 
the choice of one of three 
dates for Team of Eight train-
ing and the approval of the 
Board joining the resolution 
to improve school financing 
from the Texas Association of 
Rural Schools. 

The School Board took 
a walk through of the con-
struction before the business 
meeting, noting a few items 
of concern. Project finish 
date is late February or early 
March. 

An update of the Ag Barn 
was given. A formal dedica-
tion is being planned. 

Reports were given by 
principals and directors, in 
cluding the following: 

• ELEMENTARY: Tots 
enrollment to date is 261 
compared to 276 last year 

in the first six weeks, 74 stu-
dents (grades 1-6), or 36%, 
were on the "A" Honor Roll, 
and 96 on the "A/B" Honor 
Roll. Four students did not 
pass at least one class. 

The first six weeks dis-
cipline report noted there 
were 17 student conferences/ 
office referrals. Of the 17, 
only four were referred more 
than once. 

• JUNIOR HIGH/HIGH 
SCHOOL: Current enroll-
ment is 78 junior high and 
153 high school students; 38 
junior high students are par-
ticipating in UIL; FFA stu-
dents were busy at the State 
Fair exhibiting livestock; the 
new MISD Ag Center was 
officially broken in Oct. 18; 

Muenster High was honored 
by the Today Foundation 
for its participation in the 
Anti-Drug Program, awarded 
$500, and a plaque. 

• TECHNOLOGY: The 
bell/intercom system is work-
ing at about 80%; 34 tech 
assistance requests were 
completed during the month 
of September. 

• ATHLETIC: First six 
weeks grades did not hurt as 
much as in the past, with the 
loss of one JV, two 8th, and 
three 7th graders. 

Other business: 
Delinquent tax collection 

for September was $6,030.22, 
and a proposal was intro- 
duced to award employees for 
not missing days from work. 

Priority directed to present building project 

Thurman hopes to unseat Compton in Sheriff's race

Incumbent Sheriff Mike 
Compton is the Republican 
candidate for Cooke County 
Sheriff. He seeks election 
to his fourth term in office. 
Democrat Ben Thurman of 
Valley View is his opponent. 

Compton resides near 
Gainesville with his wife 
Lynne. They have three chil-
dren, Amy, Cody, and Mat-
thew. He began serving as 
sheriff of Cooke County in 
1997. He was a Commis-
sioned Special Texas Ranger 
from 1995-1997. Prior to 
that, he was a Texas State 
trooper with the Texas High-
way Patrol from 1968-1995. 

Thurman lives in Valley 
View. He is semi-retired and 
serves on the Valley View 
City Council. He is a former 
police chief and holds an ad-
vanced peace officer certifi-
cate. Thurman is a graduate 
of an advanced crime pre-
vention school, the National 

Institute of Corrections, the 
Drug Enforcement Admin-
istration, and is certified in 
Law Enforcement Science. 

Each candidate was given 
five written questions. Their 
answers follow: 

How is the new Jail af-
fecting the County? 

Compton - The newjail 
has had a positive effect 
on Cooke County. Not only 
was a new jail constructed, 
but also complete new Law 
Enforcement facilities were 
built along with it. This 
space has allowed better dis-
patching for all the County 
entities that we dispatch 
for. New equipment was in-
stalled that has improved 
the dispatching capabilities. 
The addition of space has 
given a good work environ-
ment for all employees. This 
improves morale, which 
translates into better service 
for the County. 

The increased capacity of

the jail has given us the abil-
ity to house out-of-county 
prisoners which has brought 
in much needed revenues 
into the County budget. 

The location, layout, and 
design of the new Criminal 
Justice Center will rend it-
self to enlargement in the

future without the difficul-
ties presented in the original 
construction. As time passes 
and circumstances permit, 
the decision by the Commis-
sioners Court to build the fa-
cility in its location now will 
assist in improving all as-
pects of county government. 

Thurman - It serves its 
purpose. It is a shame that 
we must have a jail, but then 
that's the culture we live in. 
I would love to see the day 
when jails were not needed. 
Just think of the money we 
would save. The one thing 
that concerns me is the 
staffing of our jail. In case 
of an emergency, or times 
when employees are sick, 
vacations, etc. Do we have 
enough to get by and still 
meet state standards? At the 
present time, all we have is 
the minimum and no plans 
for any more. The minimum 
number never works. 

Define the duties of 
Sheriff, and what, in 
your opinion, is the most 
important duty? 

Compton - The Statute 
definitions of the duties of 
a Texas Sheriff are so nu-
merous and lengthy that 
they would take up most of 
this page, if not all of it, to  

list them. The Sheriff's sec-
tion of the Cooke County 
website has a link that will 
give a partial list ( HYPER-
LINK "http://www.co.cooke. 
tx.us/ips/cms/countyoffices/  
sheriff.html" http://www. 
co.cooke.tx.us/ips/cms/coun-
tyoffices/sherifflitml) . But 
it is easy for me to tell you 
what I perceive the duties of 
the Sheriff to be and those 
duties can best be defined 
with the one word "Ser-
vice". The Sheriff's Office is 
diverse enough that it is a 
full time job to monitor all 
of the different aspects of 
it. There . are 70 employees 
spread throughout the jail, 
dispatch, patrol, criminal 
investigations, records, en-
vironmental, and civil divi-
sions. It is the Sheriff's duty 
to supervise these different 
divisions and to see that they 
provide the required service 
that each one represents.

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Thurman - The duties 
of the Sheriff are many, too 
many to list here. In my 
opinion the most important 
duty is to serve the public 
and that covers many things. 
That's what my campaign is 
all about, "It's all about serv-
ing you." At the top of things 
I will do is to have a strong 
and active crime prevention 
program. To some this seems 
like a small thing, but it is 
so powerful if conducted the 
right way. Another thing I 
feel is very important is to 
offer help to those cities in 
Cooke County that have lit-
tle police help of their own 
and to our constables. This 
again pays great rewards for 
everyone. 

What do you see as the 
Sheriff's Department's 
weak point, and how 
would you remedy it 
without spending an ex-
orbitant amount of mon-
ey? 

Compton - The ever-pres-
ent enemy, or weak point if 
you will, of law enforcement 
in general is manpower. The 
Cooke County Sheriff's Of-
fice is not exempt from this 
condition. With that be-
ing said, this "Weak point" 
must always be considered 
in relationship to cost. Any 
and all solutions are totally 
controlled by budgetary con-
straints. The easiest way 
to overcome any manpower 
shortages is through the ju-
dicious use of overtime. This 
will allow a great increase in 
service potential at the low-
est possible cost. An example 
of this philosophy would be 
in the area of general police 
patrol of Cooke County. By 
taking existing personnel, 
who are in an off duty capac-
ity, and plugging them back 
into predetermined times of 
the schedule, through the 
use of overtime, would allow 
for an increase in manpower 
without the associated costs 
of hiring additional person-
nel. Utilization of this ap-
proach would be guided by 
times and locations of previ-
ously reported criminal ac-
tivity. 

Thurman - I, along with 
many others, feel our cur-
rent Sheriff is not respon-
sive, caring, or even aware

Do you believe in keep-
ing officers at their best 
for the job through physi-
cal training, practice, 
and exercise' 

Compton - This is a ques-
tion that cannot be answered 
by a simple yes or no. Train-
ing in law enforcement, for 
example, goes beyond the 
label of just "physical". Law 
requires that a Peace Of-
ficer in Texas must have 
40 hours of formal training 
every two years in order to 
maintain the required li-
cense. So all Peace Officers, 
Sheriff included, must re-
ceive continuous training 
to maintain their license. 
Certain aspects of what the 
Sheriff's Office provides in 
the way of services does re-
quire literal physical train-
ing. Our Special Emphasis 
Squad has certain require-
ments that mandate that a 
Deputy maintain a certain 
level of physical fitness and 
demonstrates that fitness on 
a periodic basis. This Squad 
handles special instances 
such as hostage situations, 
intense manhunts, stand-
offs, etc. The normal day-to-
day workings of both the jail 
and law enforcement require 
that an individual have a 
certain level of self-motivat-
ed exercise. The job itself 
weeds out those who can-
not perform their assigned 
task. And tasks are ve ry  
much varied in even a small  
Sheriff's Office like ours, as 
are the methods of exercise 
and practice. Another very 
important aspect of train-
ing or practice is in the use 
of firearms. Peace Officers 
and Corrections Officers of 
the Cooke County Sheriff's 
Office regularly are provided 
strictly supervised training 
in the use of firearms and 
their application. And all Of-
ficers are tested on their pro-
ficiency in the use of these

Thurman - It goes with-
out saying that physical fit-
ness is very important for an 
officer of the law. However, 
I believe an officer should 
have enough pride in his 
profession to keep in shape 
on his own without any type 
of exercise forced upon them. 
Of course, I would encourage 
officers, but not force them. 

Are there areas in 
County law enforcement 
that you feel need im-
provement? 

Compton - I would as-
sume that any person who 
cared about their position or 
job would always acknowl-
edge that there was always 
room for improvement. To 

say otherwise would bear 
the appearance of proclaim-
ing perfection, which has a 
rather distasteful sound to 
it. Having stated this fact, 
I always have and always 
will continue to strive for 
improvement in all areas of 
my required duties as Cooke 
County Sheriff. And if I ever 
arrive at the level of perfec- 

Fire 
outdoor burning in Texas 
include: 

- Burning shall be com-
menced and conducted only 
when wind direction and 
other meteorological condi-
tions are such that smoke 
and other pollutants will not 
cause adverse effects to any 
public road, landing strip, or 
off-site structure containing 
sensitive receptors (people, 
animals, etc.). 

- If at any time the burning 
causes or may tend to cause 
smoke to blow onto or across 
a roadway, it is the responsi-
bility of the person initiating 
the burn to post flaggers on 
affected roads. 

- Burning must be conduct-
ed downwind of or at least 
300 feet (90 meters) from any 
structure containing sensi-
tive receptors located on ad-
jacent properties unless prior 
written approval is obtained 
from the adjacent occupant 
with possessory control. 

- Burning shall be con-
ducted in compliance with the 
following meteorological and 
timing considerations: 

(A) The initiation of burn-
ing shall commence no earlier 
than one hour after sunrise. 
Burning shall be completed 
on the same day not later 
than one hour before sunset, 
and shall be attended by a 
responsible party at all times 
during the active burn phase 
when the fire is progressing. 
In cases where residual fires 
and/or smoldering objects 
continue to emit smoke after 
this time, such areas shall 
be extinguished if the smoke 
from these areas has the po-
tential to create a nuisance 
or traffic hazard condition. 
In no case shall the extent of 
the burn area be allowed to 
increase after this time. 

(B) Burning shall not be 
commenced when surface 
wind speed is predicted to be 
less than six miles per hour 
(mph) (five knots) or greater 
than 23 mph (20 knots) dur-
ing the burn period. 
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tion y'all will be the first to 
know. Until then my goal 
will be to always try to pro-
vide better service than I 
provided in the past. 

Thurman - I believe there 
are several areas that could 
be improved. Just to name a 
few: 

1. More teamwork between 
county law enforcement de-
partments. 

2. More assistance to the 
office of constable. 

3. More visibility of patrol 
units. 

4. Response time on calls 
for assistance must be re-
duced. 

I am in this race to pro-
vide you with the services 
that our department should 
be providing. I know there 
are some that are not for me. 
But, rest assured, I am for 
you.

(C) Burning shall not be 
conducted during periods of 
actual or predicted persistent 
low-level atmospheric tem-
perature inversions. 

- Electrical insulation, 
treated lumber, plastics, non-
wood construction/demolition 
materials, heavy oils, asphal-
tic materials, potentially 
explosive materials, chemical 
wastes, and items containing 
natural or synthetic rubber 
must not be burned. 

The commissioners court 
of a county by order may 
prohibit or restrict outdoor 
burning in general or out-
door burning of a particular 
substance in all or part of the 
unincorporated area of the 
county if: 

(1) drought conditions have 
been determined to exist or 

(2) the commissioners court 
makes a finding that circum-
stances present in all or part 
of the unincorporated area 
create a public safety hazard 
that would be exacerbated by 
outdoor burning. 

For more information, there 
are a few different statutes 
that cover outdoor burning 
in Texas; Local Government 
Code chapter 352, Texas 
Administrative Code title 30 
chapter 111, and Texas Water 
Code chapter 7.183. A burn 
ban violation carries a fine 
of up to $500 and individuals 
cited for illegal burning could 
be fined up to $1,000,000 if 
found guilty! 

Please contact the Cooke 
Count Sheriff's Office, 940-
665-3471, to log your con-
trolled burn (before starting 
it). This will help reduce the 
number of false alarms we 
must respond to!

c Reports of armyworms 
devouring pastures and newly 
planted wheat increased 
in many parts of the state 
as producers attempted to 
finish the cotton harvest and 
plant small grains, according 
to reports from the Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service. 

Most of the Rollin Plains 
reported infestations. In some 
counties, they were severe 
enough to cause producers to 
replant winter wheat. 

"Wheat planting continues 
and some are going to have to 
replant due to armyworms," 
said Heath Lusty, AgriLife 
Extension agent for 
agriculture in Jack County, 
south of Wichita Falls. 

"Some pastures and wheat 
did see some fall armyworm 
damage, but with cooler 
temperatures those problems  

should decline," said Miles 
Dabovich, AgriLife Extension 
agent for agriculture in 
Wichita County in North 
Texas. 

"The county received 
about 1.25 inch of rain on 
Monday," said Wes Utley, 
AgriLife Extension agent 
for agriculture in Haskell 
County, north of Abilene. 
"Many wheat producers who 
have wheat up are having to 
fight armyworms. Others are 
beginning to plant again." 

"Farmers have been 
spraying their wheat for 
armyworms that have 
been seen throughout the 
county," said Adam Bonner, 
AgriLife Extension agent for 
agriculture in Knox County, 
southwest of Vernon. "Many 
farmers have been trying to 
spot spray around fence lines  

where there has been quite a 
bit of activity." 

'Wheat planting is wellpast 
70% completed, said John 
Senter, AgriLife Extension 
agent for agriculture in 
Mitchell County, east of Big 
Spring. "However, stands are 
still slow to emerge and are 
still trying to recover from 
early armyworm pressure 
and above-average temps for 
much of September." 

"Armyworms continue 
to devastate small grain 
fields and some coastal 
fields," said Marty Gibbs, 
AgriLife Extension agent 
for agriculture in Runnels 
County, northeast of San 
Angelo. "The harvest is 
underway on some of the 
earlier cotton with good yields 
reported." 

Time to plant trees and 
shrubs 

Fall is the time to add woody 
plants to the landscape. Now 
,s a perfect time to add a new 
tree or a grouping of shrubs 
to your yard. Fall may be 
the best season to plant, 
surpassing even the spring. 

Dr. Douglas Welsh, 
Extension horticulturist, has 
written some information that 
gives gardeners cause to get 
outdoors and start planting. 
He says many people prefer 
January through March 
for planting, but the fall 
months of September through 
December have distinct 
advantages. Fall planting 
follows the heat of summer, 
before a cool winter season, 
and trees and shrubs planted 
in the fall use this to good 
advantage. Plant roots grow 
anytime the soil temperature 
is 40 degrees or higher, which 
may occur all winter in Texas. 
During the winter months, 
the root systems of the fall-
planted specimens develop 
and become established. 
When spring arrives, this 
expanded root system can 
support and take advantage 
of the full surge of spring 
growth. 

Fall is the optimum time to 
plant balled and burlapped 
trees and shrubs. Balled 
and burlapped plants have 
ample time to recover from 
transplanting and proliferate 
roots before spring growth 
begins. Remember, however, 
all bare root plants, including 
roses and pecan and fruit 
trees, should be planted in 
late winter when they are 
completely dormant. When 
buying plants for your 
landscape, be sure to get 
healthy, well-grown plants. 
Always buy from a reputable 
dealer. Those in the plant-
selling business year-round  

depend on repeat customers, 
and only by selling customers 
quality plants can there be 
assurance of future business. 
Beware of plant bargains. 
They can easily turn out to 
be real headaches. A bargain 
is no good if it dies. The price 
tag, especially the cheapest 
one, is not the best guide to 
quality 

"Plan before you plant" is 
always a good rule of thumb. 
Whether you are planting 
a single plant or an entire 
landscape, plan first, then 
plant. Good planning is a 
worthwhile investment of 
time that will pay off in greater 
enjoyment of attractive and 
useful home grounds, and in 
increasing the value of your 
home. Its much easier to 
move plants on paper then 
to dig them after planting in 
the wrong place. A plan saves 
many planting mistakes. 
Every plant in the landscape 
should serve a purpose. Ask 
yourself if you want a plant 
for screening, for privacy, 
or for shade. How large will 
it be five years from now? 
Plants, like people, grow 
up. Remember, that a small 
one-gallon-size plant will 
look entirely different after 
a few years of growth in your 
landscape. 

Here are some planting 
guidelines: 

• Dig a hole large enough 
in diameter so that the root 
system has at least six inches  

of clearance on all sides. The 
root ball should rest on a solid 
soil foundation, so don't dig 
the hole much deeper than 
the ball. 

• Plant the tree or shrub 
slightly above the level of the 
surrounding soil. 

• Carefully place the tree 
or shrub in the hole. Handle 
the plant by the root ball, not 
by the trunk. 

• Backfill the hole, using 
only the native soil removed 
from the hole; do not use soil 
amendments when planting 
large shrubs and trees. Fill 
the hole, and firm the soil 
around the plant. Water 
thoroughly to settle the soil 
around the roots and to 
eliminate any air pockets. 

• Do not fertilize your tree 
or shrub after planting. Wait 
until early in the spring to 
do this, and even then, go 
lightly. 

• Watering has been 
and remains paramount in 
transplanting. At the time of 
transplanting, soak the root 
ball and surrounding soil. 
A thorough watering every 
seven to 10 days dramatically 
increases the success ratio. 
More frequent watering may 
encourage root rot. 

• Before calling it a day, 
add four to six inches of 
mulch around the base of 
newly planted trees and 
shrubs. This helps to keep 
down weeds and conserve soil 
moisture.
