Of those 
children, three have cystic fi-
brosis (better known as CF). 

, They received their devas-
tating diagnosis for their 
two youngest daughters 
while Mandi was pregnant 
with their fourth child. Two 
weeks after the birth of their 
son, they learned Cale, too, 
had CF. You can only imag-
ine how their lives have been 
turned upside down and in-
side out. It was overwhelm-
ing early on for the Proffers. 

Cystic fibrosis is a life-
threatening genetic disease 
that causes mucus to build 
up and clog some of the or-
gans in the body, particularly 
the lungs and pancreas. It is 
the most common inherited 
genetic disease affecting chil-
dren in the United States. 
When mucus clogs the lungs, 
it can make breathing very 
difficult. The thick mucus 
also causes bacteria to get 
stuck in the airways, which 
causes inflammation and 
infections that lead to lung 
damage.

Commencement held for 
Lindsay ISD Class of 2009

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City swimming pool repairs 
should allow weekend opening

Summer vacation kicked 

off in Muenster this past 
week without a City pool to 
swim in. Repairs to leaking 
pipes were still ongoing as 
of the regular meeting of the 
Muenster City Council on 
Monday, June 1. According 
to City Administrator Stan 
Endres, they hope to be open 
on Friday, June 5. 

As of Monday evening, 
new pvc pipe replaced the 
old leaking pipe, fencing was 
being replaced around the 
pool, a diving board frame 
was anticipated so that the 
diving board could be put 
back up, cleanup was expect-
ed to be completed Tuesday, 
and water put in the pool in 
anticipation of opening on 
Friday. 

Alderman Greg Bohl re-
ported that he has filled out 
a form that will allow Chish-
olm Trail RC&D to look into 
grant possibilities for the 
purpose of either repairing 
or replacing the pool. Bohl 
remarked, "It is so old that 
if there is money for it, why 
not?" 

Leo Lutkenhaus is train-
ing to take over the respon-
sibilities of Chris Yosten who 
retired after 35 years of ser-
vice. Endres said that Lut- 

kenhaus took and passed the 
test that allows him to oper-
ate the wastewater plant. 

There is another change in 
plans for curbing along Mag-
nolia and Fourth Streets. 
Property owners Jerry Hess, 
Waylon Poole, and Grewings 
wanted to go ahead with the 
curbing. Grewings then de-
cided that they didn't want 
to curb if the street wasn't 
being paved. Endres noted 
that there is no way that it 
would be paved at this time. 
If Grewings aren't getting 
curbing, then Endres said 
Poole is by himself and it 
didn't make sense to do his. 
Hess is getting curbing, but 
is hiring his own contractor 
to be done according to City 
specs. 

The City is moving forward 
on using the 2008 TXCDBG 
Construction Grant from the 
Office of Rural Community 
Affairs (ORCA). Pat Dillon 
of Southwest Consultants 
was at the City Council 
meeting to answer questions 
and help move forward with 
steps necessary to acquire 
and use the grant funds. 
They will use it to put in 
larger drainage culverts on 
Mesquite and Fifth Streets. 

A committee of Dillon, 
Mayor John Pagel, and Ad- 

ministrator Endres met to 
review and rank RFQs for 
the project. Four responses 
were received. The commit-
tee's ranking was explained 
to the Council. Morris Engi-
neering got the top ranking. 
The Council unanimously 
voted to negotiate the project 
with Morris. It is expected 
to take most of the summer 
to get the project to the con-
struction phase. 

Endres reported on prog-
ress of drilling a new water 
well. A fence must be con-
structed around the site. The 
Council approved advertis-
ing for bids to construct the 
fence. 

Lutkenhaus updated the 
Council on mechanical prob-
lems with the City's Ford 
tractor. It is used for larger 
mowing projects. The cost of 
repairing it is higher than 
the actual value of the trac-
tor. The possibility of con-
tracting the mowing or rent-
ing a tractor when needed 
was discussed. 

Alderman Jack Flusche 
suggested selling the Ford 
tractor and a Case tractor 
that is not used and then 
purchase a new tractor for 
mowing. Mayor Pagel ap- 
pointed a committee of

Signal upgrades to start in 
Muenster and Nocona 

Improvements to left hand turns in downtown Muen-
ster and Nocona will be installed the week of June 8. 
TxDOT crews will be working on the intersections of US 
82 and FM 373 in Muenster and US 82 and Grayson in 
Nocona. 

New signal heads will provide better access to motor-
ists accessing the cross streets off of US 82. The signals 
over the left turn lanes will be upgraded to 5-head sig-
nals. 

The additional lights will allow vehicles to turn left off 
of US 82 during a green arrow or solid green. The green 
arrow will provide a protected left turn while the solid 
light will allow motorists to turn when a safe gap exists 
in oncoming traffic. 

Various lane closures will be needed to move vehicles 
safely around the work crews. This job is dependant on 
good weather and will be rescheduled if needed.

Mass of Christian Burial 
for Elsie H. Sanchez Hoe-
debeck. age 88 of Muenster, 
was held at 10:30 a.m. on 
Wednesday, June 3 in Sacred 
Heart Church with Rev. Ken 
Robinson officiating.

Elsie died at 2:29 a.m. on 
Sunday, May 31, 2009 in 
Muenster Memorial Hospital 
surrounded by her family. 

She was born on April 
13, 1921 in Avard, Okla-
homa. She was the sixth of 
seven children born to Jose 
and Antonia Sanchez. Elsie 
graduated from Avard High 
School and then attended 
Wichita Business College 
for several years. With the 
event of WWII, Elsie went to 
work for Boeing Aircraft of 
Wichita, Kansas as a "Rosie 
the Riveter" working on the 
B-29 Bomber Aircraft. A co-
worker suggested she write 
one of his four brothers serv-
ing in the military as a pen 
pal. And that's how she met 
and married her husband 
of 60 years, Eugene Hoede-
beck.

Brandan observed that it 

was time to be their jour-
ney into adulthood. Some 
think of graduation as an 
ending, but actually it is the 
beginning. He said, "The be-
ginning of a lifetime of op-
portunities ,just waiting to 
be explored.

With the job market be-
ing as it is, she said that af-
ter graduation, they might 
have to settle for a job doing 
nothing related to their field 
of interest, taking whatever 
employment they can just to 
support themselves.

Being the world's 
fastest texter on a cell phone 
is not something that looks 
good on a resume." 

"The future is wide open. 
It is a clean slate regardless 
of the past, and you are the 
only one responsible for your 
future. Destiny is not a mat-
ter of chance; it is a matter 
of choice." 

To the parents, Dan-
gelmayrrecommended:"Stop 
enabling your children. If 
they forget their lunch, they 
forget their lunch. They are 
not going to starve. If they 
forget an assignment, they 
will not die of lethal injec-
tion. They will simply learn 
from the consequences. 

"Mach them to be respon-
sible human beings with 
good moral values, a good 
conscience, and a desire to 
do their best." 

Addressing the gradu-
ates Dangelmayr remarked, 
"Always answer to a higher 
being. Be prepared to accept  

the consequences of your ac-
tions. You have been taught 
the difference between right 
and wrong. Should you 
choose to do what is wrong, 
and that is a choice; then, 
be prepared to face whatev-
er consequences come with 
that choice and accept them. 
Stop blaming others for your 
mistakes." 

In conclusion Dangelmayr 
said, "May I challenge you 
to do great things, be great 
people, accomplish tasks we 
never thought possible, make 
this word a better place for 
all of us, and be appreciative 
of what you have and what 
you have accomplished."

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TPWD increases most license 
and boat registration fees 5% 

The Lady Knights took a 
loss in the first game in the 
Regional playoff season last 
week Wednesday, falling 6-3 
to North Hopkins.

other small game to TPWD. 

"We are looking for prop-
erties that are at least 50 or 
more acres where hunting 
is legal, with access, food, 
water and cover to attract

dove," said Kelly Edmiston 
with TPWD's public hunting 
program. "Ideal sites have 
a good food source such as 
grain crops; sunflowers, cro-
ton (goat weeds), water, or 
that have become recently 
fedlowed." 

Additionally, each tract 
must have a public access 
point where hunters can 
park their vehicles, from 
which they will walk to the 
hunting area. 

Game wardens and other 
departmental staff will mon-
itor the units to ensure com-
pliance with all regulations. 

This is a short-termed 
lease usually for 45 to 60 days 
in length - the equivalent of 
the first split of the dove sea-
son. Only those hunters who 
purchase the $48 Annual 
Public Hunting Permit (ap-
proximately 31,000 are sold 
annually statewide) from 
TPWD are allowed to hunt 
and only at times the area 
is open to hunting under the 
terms of the contract. 

Price per acre is depen-
dent on size, habitat, game 
species, and hunt dates in-
cluded. Location is also very 
important. They would like 
to find areas that are along 
the corridors of interstate 
35, 45, 10, and 20 within 
about 100 miles of major ur-
ban areas.

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Commission has 
approved increases to hunt-
ing and fishing licenses, as 
well as boat titling and reg-
istration fees. Most fees will 
increase by 5% and the in-
creases take effect with the 
2009-10 license year, start-
ing this fall for recreational 
hunting and fishing licens-
es. 

Hunting licenses will in-
crease from $23 to $25, while 
the popular Super Combo 
all-inclusive license increas-
es from $64 to $68. 

Non-resident hunting li-
censes increase by $15 from 
$300 to $315, which also re-
flects a 5% hike. 

Fishing packages will also 
increase by $2. The resident 
freshwater fishing package 
increases from $28 to $30 
and the saltwater fishing 
package increases from $33  

to $35. 
The biggest increase in 

license fees approved by 
the commission affects life-
time licenses. The resident 
lifetime fishing and hunt-
ing licenses will increase to 
$1,000 and the lifetime com-
bination license increases to 
$1,800. 

Boat registration, which 
is valid for two years, for 
vessels less than 16 feet in 
length increase from $30 
to $32, and those in the 16-
26 foot range go from $50 
to $53. Boats 26-40 feet in-
crease from $70 to $110, and 
boats greater than 40 feet 
increase from $90 to $150. 

The Department received 
less than 400 comments re-
lated to the fee increases 
during the public comment 
period, with only 16 com-
ments resulting from a series 
of 19 public meetings ached- 

uled around the state. Over-
all, comments ran more than 
2-to-1 against the increases, 
citing bad economic times as 
the primary reason. 

Fees for none of the special 
endorsement stamps were 
increased. 

In addition to the fee in-
creases, the Commission ap-
proved a new administrative 
fee of $100 for reinstatement 
of any recreational or com-
mercial license that has been 
revoked or suspended. 

The Commission also au-
thorized staff to implement 
a drawing for a package that 
includes a lifetime hunting 
and fishing license and one-
year subscription to Texas 
Parks & Wildlife magazine. 
Entry fee for the drawing 
will be $5 and will go on sale 
Aug. 15 wherever licenses 
are sold.

Swine flu name 'hogwash,' 
Texas pork producers say 

What's really in a name? 
For Texas pork producers, 
labeling the H1N1 influenza 
as "swine flu" is hogwash. 
Pork producers say its time 
to set the record straight. 

All the hoopla and mass 
attention the misnomer un-
willingly attracted is taking 
a bite out of an already low 
profit industry. 

The implications could be 
huge cause the markets have 
dropped," said Ken Horton, 
executive vice president of 
the Texas Pork Producers 
Association. Some of the 
trading partners around the 
world have said they don't 
want pork products from 
the United States and/or 
Texas and other states that 
have the virus in humans. 
We don't know the economic 
impact at this time but we 
suspect it could be fairly sig-
nificant." 

This is all for an "out-
break' that has the blame 
pointing at humans more 
than any other warm blood-
ed creature. 

No American infected with 
the disease had any contact 
with pigs, and pork produc-
ers nationwide stepped up 
farm security to ensure the 
disease would not be intro-
duced to their animals. 

The biosecurity measures 
are common practice in the 
pork industry, and many 

Maintaining the 
vegetable garden 

This year has been a ban-
ner year for people to be-
come involved in vegetable 
gardening. Many experts 
are associating this activity 
with the recession, but it is 
also possible that we enjoy 
eating fruits and vegetables 
that have had the chance to 
ripen on. the vine. ,  We like 
the idea of knowing exactly 
where and how the food was 
grown and that we enjoy the 
challenge of growing and 
producing our own food. 

As many new gardeners 
will discover and as many 
experienced gardens/home 
maintainers will remem-
ber, insects and diseases 
can wreak havoc on a home 
garden. Our long growing 
season with relatively mild 
winters encourage relative-
ly large insect populations. 
Gardeners are encouraged 
to avoid spraying when pos-
sible, but use recommended 
and approved chemicals if 
the situation warrants. Re-
member to be careful when 
deciding which chemicals to 
apply. Spray only those crops 
listed on the chemical's con-
tainer. When used according 
to the manufacturer's direc-
tions and label, chemicals 
pose no threat to the home 
gardener. 

Disease control is really 
a preventive rather than an 
eradication procedure. Cool, 
damp conditions are condu-
cive to foliage diseases. 

Carefully watch your gar-
den for symptoms of diseas-
es. If necessary, spray with 
approved fungicides. 

Often implementation of 
a proper watering sched- 

producers are worried their 
hogs would get sick from an 
infected person. 

Case in point—Canada. 
Pigs in the province of Al-
berta have contracted the 
H1N1 virus from a farm 
worker who recently trav-
eled to Mexico. 

Canadian government of-
ficials reported the discovery 
of the disease the first week-
end in May, describing it as 
the first known case of pigs 
with the H1N1 virus. The 
farm has been placed under 
quarantine. 

Every major health or-
ganization worldwide and 
even President Obama have 
backed the overwhelming 
evidence that "The Other 
White Meat" is safe to eat. 

Although bearing some ge-
netic similarities to the flu 
strain commonly called the 
"swine flu," this new virus, 
H1N1, is a hybrid disease, 
containing swine, bird, and 
human genes. 

So far this latest strain has 
but one host in the U.S.-
humans, and it spreads like 
the common cold, human 
to human, at what can be 
clocked as no faster than a 
snail's pace. 

Despite the name change 
and dwindling threat, inter-
national trading doors have 
been shut.

ule will help to minimize 
disease problems. Proper 
watering will also promote 
healthy plants and increase 
their yield. It is possible to 
both overwater and under-
water your garden so, re-
member you must monitor 
the weather conditions and 
soil moisture and apply wa-
ter accordingly. Slow deep 
irrigation is best. 

When irrigating vegetable 
gardens, apply enough water 
to wet the soil to a depth of 
at least six inches. For best 
production, most gardens re-
quire about one inch of rain 
or irrigation per week during 
the growing season. Light, 
sandy soils usually need to 
be watered more often than 
heavier, dark soils. If you 
use sprinklers, water in the 
morning so plant foliage has 
time to dry before night. 
This helps prevent foliage 
diseases, since humidity and 
cool temperatures encour-
age disease development on 
most vegetable crops. A drip 
irrigation system is best be-
cause it keeps water off plant 
foliage and uses water most 
efficiently. Drip irrigation is 
ideal for use with mulches.
