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Heavy rains erode roadways 
and fields in Muenster area

Rains drenched north-

ern Cooke County through 
the afternoon and night on 
Wednesday, April 29. By 
late afternoon, creeks were 
overflowing, many streets 
and roads covered with wa-
ter were closed, and the rain 
continued to fall off and on 
through the night. 

Rainfall as high as 13.5 
inches was reported. Some 
areas in northwestern Cooke 
County averaged 11.5 to 12 
inches of rainfall. 

The rushing water pushed 
its way through pastures and 
fields taking down fences as 
it went. Some likened the 
damage to that of the flood 
of 1981. 

In Cooke County, Pre-
cinct #4 bore the brunt of 
the deluge. "Every road has  

damage," reported Precinct 
#4 Commissioner Leon Kle-
ment. "The first day or two, 
we just made a trail to make 
the roads passable." He said 
that roads that were washed 
out and closed were CR 351, 
CR 411, CR 460, CR 459, CR 
421, and CR 409. On CR 451 
it was washed, but not closed. 
County Roads 351, 409, and 
411 had bridge damage. 
No bridge was completely 
washed out. They had gravel 
washed and need to be back 
filled before being re-opened. 
This was not addressed until 
Monday due to the predic-
tion of more rain that would 
just wash it away again, Kle-
ment said. Water came over 
the top of the bridge on CR 
411 east of Marysville. This 
caused damage to the bridge 
railing. 

A big tin horn was washed 
down the creek on CR 460 
near Marysville. This road is 
not yet open. Washed out tin 
horns were also the cause for 
closing CR 411 and CR 459. 
Both are now open. 

Klement said that all tin 
horns are either part to fully 
plugged with debris. 

Precinct #4 crews worked 
after hours and on Saturday 
to make the roads as pass-
able as possible. "I'm proud 
of them," praised Klement. 
We're working to get the 
roads repaired as quickly 
as Mother Nature will al-
low." He expressed apprecia-
tion for the patience shown 
by residents who travel the 
damaged roads. 

Muenster fared better. 
Only two streets were closed 
due to high waters. City 
Administrator Stan Endres 
said that Sixth Street by 
Weinzapfel Lake was closed 
for two days until the Lake's 
overflow diminished enough 
to allow safe passage. Cher-
ry Lane was barricaded for 
a short time due to rushing 
water in that area. 

Endres noted that the 
heavy rain caused some pot 
holes to wash out more and 
the culvert on Ninth Street 
washed out. Muenster Lake 
is as full as it has ever been, 
he observed. 

Muenster Volunteer Fire 
Department went out on 
two water rescue calls. The 
first was a car rescue on CR 
459 northeast of Saint Jo. 
Muenster VFD Chief Herbie 
Knabe said that the second 
call came around 6 p.m. to 
help three people get out of 
their home on CR 459. Muen-
ster Police Officer James El-
liott brought the City's boat 
to the scene, but it was not 
needed. 

Another type of rescue 
was needed instead. One of 
the fire trucks mired down 
in the mud to the bumpers. 
It was stuck until about 10 
p.m. Precinct #4 came to the 
rescue with a trac loader.

Muenster VFD offers public viewing of 
Shattered Dreams program, May I2 

Germanfest, Inc. seeks support for new permanent grounds

The idea of creating permanent grounds 

for Germanfest gains traction and continues 
to move forward. 

What's needed? - More local support in the 
form of donations. 

At a meeting held recently to update the 
public on Germanfest, Inc.'s progress, Board 
Chairman Alvin Fuhrman noted that they 
could not accomplish the project without 
community support. "We need a show of sup-
port to continue," he remarked. "We need 
$113,000 for this to become a reality." 

It was noted that there are potential do-
nors who want to see local support before 
actually making a donation. 

Fuhrman himself is not waiting for others 
to get on board. He has pledged to donate 
$1 million to build the main building on the 
site, if it becomes a reality. 

The group has an option to purchase 92.6 
acres of land from Bayer Brothers for $5,000 
an acre ($463,000). The Muenster Industrial 
Board would purchase 20 of those acres on 
the west side of the proposed Germanfest 
Park area for $350,000. The land would 
be used as an Industrial Park. That leaves 
$113,000 as the remaining amount required 
to purchase the property. 

The total cost of the project is estimated 
at $3 million, with a large portion of the to-
tal expected to come from grants. The grants 
cannot be applied for until Germanfest, Inc. 
owns the ground free and clear of any debt. 
In fact, the group plans for the new German-
fest home to be debt free once it is complet-
ed. 

Reasons listed by Germanfest, Inc. to move 
the Germanfest from its present location in 
the Muenster Park included: 

It is outgrowing the City Park; 
Many vendors are turned down due to lack 

of space (35 vendors turned away this year); 
More than 30,000 visitors attend German-

fest each year and the only parking is along 
Hwy. 82 and on the streets of Muenster. Ger-
manfest receives no revenue from the thou-
sands of cars parked on the streets and in 
private parking lots; 

Carnival rides and Barbecue Cook-Off are 
held on private property with no guarantee 
of how long that property will be available; 

The City Park is tied up for two weeks as it 
is prepared for Germanfest and for clean-up 
afterwards. The City has gotten complaints 
about not being able to use the Park for that 
time; 

It takes $33,000 annually to prepare the 
Park for the Germanfest and this money is 
not recouped. It is for tents, temporary fenc-
ing, and labor for preparing the Park. 

Fuhrman told those present that each year 
more than $1 million is spent in Muenster 
over Germanfest weekend and this money 
is re-spent about seven times in the commu-
nity. 

Some local organizations earn their an-
nual budgets during Germanfest. Those or-
ganizations include Muenster KCs, Sacred 
Heart Alumni & Supporters, Jaycees, Muen-
ster Library, Gainesville and Muenster Ki-
wanis. 

Funds earned based on the 2008 German- 
fest were listed as: City of Muenster 5% of

Members of Commission-

as is versus the cost of build-
ing a new building. Expand-
ing medical staff was listed 
as one reason that a new 
clinic is being considered. 
Another physician is slated 
to join the medical staff in 
about 15 months. Heller and 
the Executive Committee 
recommend having an archi-
tect firm complete an initial 
evaluation and drawings of 
a new clinic building and 
parking lot. 

The Board authorized the 
administrator to get an ar-
chitect firm to do the evalu-
ation and drawings for com-
parison. 

More space is needed for 
the thriving rehab therapy 
area. The current space is 
crowded and patient demand 
for the service is increasing. 
Options are being consid-
ered to expand the space, 
which would include a hy-
drotherapy unit. Heller said 
that great success is being 
seen in some patients where 
hydrotherapy is available. 

The Board authorized Ad-
ministrator Heller to explore 
different financing options 
and to get the project to the 
bid stage. 

After an executive session, 
the Board authorized Ad-
ministrator Heller to negoti-
ate the price of the land ad-
joining the Hospital grounds' 
west boundary with Juanita 
Bright, and authorized the 
Executive Committee to af-
firm the final price in order 
to expedite the finalization 
of the purchase. 

Statistics 	for 	March 
showed an acute inpatient 
average daily census of 1.71, 
down from 2.46 in February. 
Long-term care daily census 
average dropped from 7.86 
in February to 6.52 in March. 
The combined average daily 
census for April was 8.23 or 
45.70% occupancy. 

Heller commented, "We've 
been busier. I think April is 
going to be a busier month. 
Several days we were full. 
We actually had to turn 
away three patients who 
were trying to get in the 
Swing Bed Program and we 
didn't have any place to put 
them. We continue to see ,, 
lot of demand for our Swine 
Bed Program."

Muenster ISD's new cafe-

torium buzzed with excite-
ment Saturday, May 2 as 
80 teachers from around 
the area gathered to learn 
about wind energy. They 
were guests of NextEra En-
ergy Resources, the largest 
generator of wind and solar 
energy in North America. 

Michael Arquin, KidWind 
Project founder, and Lind-
sey Hunt of NextEra Energy 
presented the hands-on sci-
ence workshop. Arquin guid-
ed the educators through 
the process of building min-
iature wind generators on 
small PVC turbines. They 
learned how blade size and 
pitch make a difference. 

A trip to the Wolf Ridge 
Wind Farm located north 
of Muenster gave everyone 
an idea of how massive the 
wind generators are. Many 
commented that they were 
amazed at the size. 

Hunt remarked, "We were 
able to get out there and see 
and experience those. They 
generated some really good 
questions. We talked about 

the myths that they'd heard. 
It is nice to be able to talk 
about it and to actually go 
out there and see and under-
stand it." 

Hunt said that what par-
ticipants were learning as 
he spoke was blade design. 
"Which is very, very interest-
ing because the GE turbines 
that we've got out on site are 
the latest model of GE. One 
of the things they tweaked 
about the turbine was the 
blade design. If we can get 
the kids thinking in that di-
rection, it just keeps getting 
better." 

Each was given an assort-
ment of materials to work 
with and they proceeded to 
crimp, snip, measure, and 
clip until they had their wind 
generators ready to test. The 
hand-made wind generators 
were attached to a device 
that measured wind speed. A 
box fan provided the wind. 

At the end of the session, 
anyone who wished could 
compete to see whose gen-
erator created the greatest 
voltage. The top five received 
prizes.

Flu fears prompt new bans 

eminent domain bill 

Up to 20 countries world-
wide have banned imports 
of pork and other meat in 
response to an outbreak 
of a new flu virus, accord-
ing to documents from the 
World Health Organization 
(WHO). 

Although the H1N1 strain 
is not food-borne, fears that 
it may spread through ani-
mal products have prompt-
ed restrictions on live pigs, 
pork, cattle, poultry, live-
stock, feed, and animal se-
men from countries with re-
ported infections, according 
to the list obtained by Reu-
ters on Monday. 

More than 1,000 people 
have been infected with 
the virus that is thought 
to spread through sneezes, 
coughs, and droplets like 
the common flu. WHO labs 
have confirmed 26 deaths 
from H1N1, all but one in 
Mexico, the epicenter for the 
outbreak. 

Canadian authorities on 
Saturday also reported the 
presence of the virus in a 
swine herd, which was ap-
parently infected by a farm 
worker who had been to Mex-
ico. That caused the WHO to 
called for extra caution in 
handling live animals. 

The WHO's pork import 
restriction list was compiled 
from official statements and 
media reports. 

Global trade in pork meat 
is worth about $26 billion a 
year. 

The three countries most 
affected by the bans -- Mex- 

ico, the United States, and 
Canada -- are among the 
world's top pork exporters. 

The H1N1 virus is geneti-
cally a mixture of two swine 
flu strains, with bits of hu-
man and bird genetic mate-
rial. 

News about its emergence 
and spread caused a drop 
in the market price of hogs 
and caused Russia, China, 
Ecuador and other countries 
to prom,ptly block imports 
of pigs and pork, despite re-
assurances from the World 
Trade Organization (WTO) 
that they posed no sanitary 
risks. 

The new WHO list shows 
the number of restrictions 
has risen as the virus has 
continued to spread. 

The Canadian swine herd 
infection was announced 
just days after the WHO said 
it would change the virus 
name to "A-H1N1" to clarify 
it was passing directly per-
son to person instead of from 
a pig to a person. 

Before that animal infec-
tion made headlines, the 
WTO and three United Na-
tions agencies including the 
WHO said there was no jus-
tification for the imposition 
of trade restrictions on ac-
count of the H1N1 flu. 

A food safety expert said 
that while pork meat posed 
no risks, extra precau-
tions should be taken when 
handling live pigs to avoid 
spreading and catching the 
virus that is on the brink of 
causing a pandemic. 

Trading meat, whether 
processed or raw or frozen 
meat, should not be restrict-
ed because there is virtually 
no risk of transmission that 
way," the WHO's Peter Ben 
Embarek said. 

'You might have a risk 
with the live animals or 
when slaughtering it, but on 
the other side, as soon as you 
are dealing with the final 
product there is no big risk." 

Under international trade 
rules, countries are allowed 
to stop imports of goods that 
are seen to pose health risks 
or fall short of sanitary stan-
dards. 

Egypt has ordered the 
slaughter of all its 300,000 
to 400,000 pigs as a precau-
tion against H1N1, a move 
the United Nations said was 
"a real mistake." 

Chance Fenoglio, Ex-
ecutive Director of USDA's 
Farm Service Agency in 
Cooke County, reminds pro-
ducers that as of April 27 en-
rollment in the Average Crop 
Revenue Election (ACRE) 
program is underway. ACRE 
is a provision of the 2008 
Farm Bill. 

The Average Crop Rev-
enue Election program is 
an innovative alternative to 
the traditional farm safety," 
Fenoglio said. "This new op-
tion presents an opportunity 
for producers to review both 
programs and decide which 
one will work best for their 
operation." 

Producers have until Aug. 
14 to make their decision for 
the 2009 crop. USDA will not 
accept any late-filed applica-
tions. 

Producers who elect the 
ACRE program for a farm 
agree to: forgo counter-cycli-
cal payments; accept a 20% 
reduction of the direct pay-
ments; and accept a 30% re-
duction in loan rates for all 
commodities produced on 
the farm. 

Commodities eligible for 
ACRE payments are wheat, 
corn, grain sorghum, bar-
ley, oats, upland cotton, 
long grain rice, medium and 
short grain rice, peanuts, 
soybeans, sunflower seed, 
canola, flaxseed, safflower, 
mustard seed, rapeseed, ses-
ame seed, crambe, dry peas, 
lentils, small chickpeas, and 
large chickpeas. 

The ACRE program was 
created in the 2008 Farm 
Bill to give producers an 
option in lieu of traditional 
counter-cyclical payments. 
Producers may elect and 
enroll in ACRE for the 2009 
crop year even if they have 
already accepted advance 
direct payments under the 
Direct and Counter-cyclical 
Program. 

The bill to provide a more 
property owner friendly 
eminent domain process 
was unanimously approved 
by the Texas State Senate. 
Senate Bill 18, introduced 
by Senator Craig Estes (R-
Wichita Falls), reforms the 
process of eminent domain 
and condemnation for prop-
erty owners in the state of 
Texas. SB 18 now moves to 
the House for consideration. 

"Property owners know 
that Texas is growing and 
that our land and water will 
be needed to accommodate 
future growth, but that ac-
commodation shouldn't be 
at the expense of property 
owners," Texas and South-
western Cattle Raisers As-
sociation (TSCRA) President 

To elect ACRE for a farm, 
producers must complete 
Form CCC-509 ACRE, which 
irrevocably elects ACRE for 
the farm through crop year 
2012. Form CCC-509, the 
contract to participate in 
ACRE, must then be com-
pleted each year the produc-
er intends to participate and 
receive benefits. 

According to Fenoglio, the 
ACRE decision tool devel-
oped by the Agricultural and 
Food Policy Center (AFPC) 
at Texas A&M University

"This ACRE Decision Aid 
will assist producers in ana-
lyzing the impact of ACRE 
participation on their indi-
vidual operation," said Feno-
glio.

Dave Scott said. 
"Members of the Texas and 

Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
strongly believe that Texas 
property owners do not have 
enough protections under 
the current eminent domain 
law. Senate Bill 18 levels the 
playing field for property 
owners," he continued. 

SB 18 prohibits condem-
nation of land for private 
use. It improves procedures 
to initiate eminent domain 
proceedings by requiring 
any actions by governmental 
entities to be done in public 
and by a record vote. 

Additionally, the bill re-
quires a bona fide offer by 
the condemning entity. If no 
bona fide offer is made, SB 
18 requires the condemnor 
to pay all fees incurred by 
the property owner. 

The bill also allows for a 
property owner to be com-
pensated for a material im-
pairment of direct access on 
or off the remaining property 
if it affects the market value 
of the remaining property. It 
goes further to define "direct 
access" as ingress or egress 
on or off a public road, street, 
or highway at a location or 
locations where the remain-
ing property adjoins that 
road, street, or highway. 

The bill allows for a prop-
erty owner or their heirs to 
repurchase the property at 
the price paid to the owner 
when the property was ac-
quired if the land is not used 
for public use in a timely 
manner. 

What are your odds of

Cindy Bartush Del Omo 
voiced concerns about how 
to draw Germanfest visi-
tors downtown if the event is 
moved. She suggested a nice 
trail for biking and walk-
ing that could be used at all 
times. 

Gary Fisher suggested 
that the merchants put 
something together to hold 
in front of their businesses 
and bring people downtown. 

It was also noted that the 
Fun Run and the Bike Ral-
ly would continue to start 
downtown, thus bringing 
many people through the 
shopping district. 

Joe Bright questioned the 
judgement of purchasing 
the large acreage if the big 
concern was the possibil-
ity of losing property for the 
carnival rides and barbecue 
cook-off. He suggested try-
ing to buy those parcels of 
land and continuing to use 
the City Park. 

How many years would 
it take to make that invest-
ment pay off, Bright ques-
tioned. 

Bright inquired about 
the park manager position. 
A park manager would be 
hired at a cost of $30-40,000 
per year. 

Representatives 	from 
some of the organizations 
were in attendance. They 
asked for assurance that 
their organizations would 
have involvement in the 
future. Contracts with the 
organizations are on an an-
nual basis only. 

They were told that it 
would still take volunteers to 
make the event happen. Ger-
manfest, Inc. Board mem-
bers are currently schedul-
ing presentations to the local 
non-proft groups in hopes of 
alleviating any fears the or-
ganizations may have about 
their continued involvement 
with Germanfest and their 
budgets. 

Germanfest, Inc. was in-
corporated in May 2007. It 
received federal non-profit 
status in May 2008 and state 
non-profit status in January 
2008, so it has a 501 (c) 3 
non-profit company status. 
All donations to it are tax ex-
empt, and it is exempt from 
property taxes. 

Excess funds from the an-
nual event will be used to 
fund the Chamber of Com-
merce and many other func-
tions throughout the year, 
the Germanfest, Inc. Board 
said. It (funds) could be used 
to provide college scholar-
ships, help the needy, fund 
industrial growth, etc. 

These facilities could 
be used for other events 
throughout the year such as 
weddings, fundraisers, and 
auctions. 

Those wishing to show 
support for the project are 
asked to contact the Muen-
ster Chamber or anyone on 
the Board of Directors of 
Germanfest, Inc.
