Jewel honored with 
O.P. Schnabel Award

heed of the requests of Keep 
Muenster Beautiful and var-
ious citizens and will again 
offer a recycling program. It 
was decided at the April 5 
regular meeting that it will 
be for paper and cardboard 
only. A bin will be placed in 
the City's north lot by the 
water tower. It will only be 
open on Saturdays from 8 
a.m. until 1 p.m. A sign will 
be placed there asking that 
only people who have a wa-
ter meter use the recycling  

bin. This should happen in 
the next few weeks. 

Recycling will be on the 
honor system since the City 
Council did not wish to pay 
someone to oversee it on 
Saturdays. Steve Broyles of 
Keep Muenster Beautiful 
(KMB) attended the meet-
ing. He said that if it had to 
be, KMB would have a vol-
unteer at the recycling cen-
ter. 

This may change later in 
the year. City Administra-
tor Stan Endres is in con-
tact with IESI Waste Man- 

agement. That company is 
working with other local 
municipalities hoping to get 
some type of recycling pro-
gram going with them. This 
would make it more finan-
cially feasible. Endres said 
that IESI doesn't expect to 
have a plan to present until 
possibly August. 

If you are convicted of a 
traffic violation in the City 
of Muenster, your fine will 
be $4 higher now. The Coun-
cil adopted a Municipal 
Court Technology Fee Ordi-
nance that allows the City 
to collect $4 per ticket. This 
money may only be used to 
purchase items such as com-
puter programs, hardware, 
software, etc. for Municipal 
Court. 

A Public Hearing set to 
hear comments on the pos- 
sibility of changing City code 
10-4A-4:E "Height Limit" 
drew no public comment. 
The code deals with the 
height'limit of any structure 
in an R-1 Single Family Dis-

entire length of the fence for 
Christmas. 

Also, Jewel finds time to 
serve with the Golden Old-
ies, a group that helps pick 
up litter twice a year, par-
ticipating in the KMB/KTB 
statewide cleanup cam-
paigns in April and October. 

"KMB is proud of Jewel's 
energetic service to keep 
Muenster Beautiful," re-
marked KMB member Gary 
Fisher.

Historic Muenster business closes its doors

For the first time in more 
than six decades, Muenster 
does not have a livestock 
auction. Although there have 
been several owners through 
the years, Muenster farmers 
and ranchers could always 
count on having a place in 
town to sell their livestock. 

Muenster Livestock con-
ducted its last auction on 
Thursday, April 1, with more 
than 800 cattle being sold 
that day. 

The business is now 
owned by James "Redbone" 
Peyrot. He also owns the 
New Gainesville Livestock 
Auction. Letters sent out to 
customers announcing the 
closing of the Muenster fa-
cility said that it would be 
used as a place where they 
could drop their cattle off on 
Thursdays or Friday morn-
ings to have them hauled 
to the Gainesville Livestock 
Auction. There are receiv-
ing pens at Nocona and Pilot 
Point also. 

Redbone's wife Katie said 
that those who want to do 
that can contact one of the 
haulers listed on their web-
site gainesvillelivestock. 
info. 

According to information 
in the Muenster Centennial 
History Book, John Bayer 
ran Muenster's first livestock 
auction. It was held every 
Saturday in lots where Orr 
Construction Company now 
parks vehicles. Gus Stelzer 
auctioneered and Victor 

Hartman was the clerk. Alvin 
Hartman, John's grandson 
and Victor's son, recalls that 
it was in the early 1940s. He 
was a high school student at 
the time and was allowed to 
take off from farm work to 
go to town where he opened 
and shut gates at the live-
stock auction. There were no 

buildings, only pens at this 
facility. He said that they 
mostly sold baby calves. 

Then in 1946, E.A. Felker 
and W.F. Solomon built a fa-
cility east of town with con-
crete and metal buildings 
and pens that was said to be 
the most complete facilities 
within a radius of 60 miles. 

Besides a cattle auction, 
they also auctioned farm 
machinery, tools, household 
items, etc. 

The first sale for the new 
Muenster Livestock Auction 
took place on Sept. 21, 1946. 
There were more than 300 
bidders and spectators in 
attendance. They sold 179  

head of stock in less than 
two and a half hours. 

In December of 1946, Dick 
Cain bought Solomon's share 
of the business. In may 1948, 
Cain bought Felker's share 
of the Livestock Auction to 
become the sole owner. 

Business continued here 
until July 28, 1957 when a  

fire destroyed the sale are-
na. Cain sold that location 
to Community Lumber Com-
pany. He wanted a different 
layout for the facility and 
decided to rebuild in a new 
location to accomplish that 
plan. He built a mile west of 
town where Muenster Live-
stock is to this day. 

Cain eventually sold the 
business to Bill Miller in De-
cember 1965. Carl Mullins 
acquired an interest in the 
business in July 1966 and 
took over as full-time man-
ager. The next owner was 
Bill Hamer who operated the 
Livestock Auction for many 
years. He sold it to Ronnie 
Austin who owned it for 11 
years. It was sold to Redbone 
Peyrot about a year ago. 

Chris Cain's family has 
been deeply involved with the 
livestock auction business 
most of their lives. Chris was 
eight or nine years old when 
the facility west of Muenster 
was built. He recalls watch-
ing Julian Walterscheid and 
another Walterscheid weld 
the steel pens. "They guar-
anteed Daddy that there 
wouldn't be any cow or bull 
knock them apart," recalls 
Chris. "They stayed really 
well, but not long after we 
opened up out there some-
body brought in this old billy 
goat and he would butt any-
thing that walked by. We put 
him in a pen out there and 
he just tore it to pieces." 

According to Chris, Gertie

Wimmer took over the res-
taurant in the Livestock 
Auction not long after the 
facility opened west of town. 
She managed it until just a 
couple of years ago. "She was 
one of the mainstays," Chris 
said. "She was always there 
taking care of all those cow-
boys. Half of Muenster would 
go out there on Thursday 
and eat when she had it." 

Chris noted that when his 
dad was running the live-
stock auction, 1200 to 1400 
head of livestock was really 
a huge run. "After Ham-
er sold it to Austin, they 
built a lot more pens and 
handled a lot more cattle," 
Chris explained. "They got 
it up where you could handle 
2500 instead of 1200 to 1400. 
It's a shame they had to shut 
down. Our last sale we had 
nearly 800 head and there's 
a lot of sales around strug-
gling to get 500 head." 

Chris felt that the closing 
of Muenster Livestock Auc-
tion had a lot to do with the 
EPA. He said that some of 
the newer pens were built 
on the south side towards 
a creek, and the closer the 
pens are to the creek the 
more concerned the EPA 
seemed to get. He thought 
that they wanted a big dike 
built in front of it to divert 
the water to a place where 
it could be caught and car-
ried off to another location. 
It would be cheaper to build 
a new facility somewhere he 
said. 

When Dick Cain owned 
the Muenster Livestock Auc-
tion, Chris said it was pretty  

much a family thing. His 
mother worked in the office. 
Mildred Biffie was secretary 
at the facility that burned 
and then at the new one 
west of town. Jimmy Jack 
and Herkey Biffie and Chris 
all worked at the Livestock 
Auction when they were 
what he described as "little 
twerps." 

Chris recalled that he and 
Herkey liked to go down to 
the hog pen and ride the hogs. 
His Dad warned them not to 
be riding the hogs. "So, the 
next week we snuck down 
there and did it anyway. 
We walked back up there 
and Daddy grabbed me and 
kicked me in the butt pret-
ty hard. I said, 'What's that 
for?' He said, 'Riddin' those 
hogs.' I said, 'What do you 
mean riding the hogs?' He 
said, 'Don't deny it. You've 
got hog chalk all over your 
rear ends.' The hog chalk 
gave us away." 

Chris' sister Rita married 
Wendell Richey and moved 
to West Maas. His dad hired 
Wendell to come and work at 
the sale barn and Rita start-
ed writing tickets. "They've 
been writing tickets now for 
50 years," noted Chris. 

Due to illness, Rita quit 
last March, but Wendell is 
still weighing and penning. 
They worked sales all over 
including Gainesville, Bow-
ie, Overbrook, and Waurika. 

Chris finds it ironic that 
his dad built the Muenster 
Livestock facility when Chris 
was just a kid, and now as it 
is closed, Chris is the auc-
tioneer at Muenster Live- 

stock and has been for about 
the last four years. "I never 
would have in my wildest 
dreams ever believed that I 
would be auctioneering when 
it closed," he remarked. 

From its very beginning, 
the local Livestock Auction 
seemed to draw family into 
the business. Besides John 
Bayer and Dick Cain's fami-
lies, the Hamer and Miller 
families were also involved 
helping at the weekly sales. 
Hamer's wife Doris worked 
in the office and his son 
Mike was active in the busi-
ness also. Bill Miller's wife 
Terese worked in the office. 
Her daughter Linda Flusche 
recalls as a young child she 
carried tickets sent from 
the arena to the office. Bill's 
sons Robert, ihrry, and Alan 
opened gates in the pens to 
move the cattle from place 
to place. Alan remembers 
cleaning the arena and seat-
ing area each Wednesday in 
preparation of Thursday's 
sale. 

The Cain family will not be 
the only ones sad to see the 
Muenster sale barn close. 
Chris observed, "It's going to 
be hard for the people of the 
community because the sale 
barn business has been part 
of the Muenster community 
for many years. Back in the 
earlier days that was the 
gathering place on the week-
end. It used to be on Satur-
day and that was the thing 
to go to town and go to the 
sale. It was on Saturday for 
years." 

Chris said of having a 
sale barn in the community,  

"It's been a blessing to have 
a place to take their cattle 
and go watch and see what 
cattle are bringing. There 
are other sale barns around 
now, but it was Muenster 
and Gainesville for a long 
time. It's really nice to have 
around when you are in the 
ranching business or the 
farming business." 

Chris added that it brought 
a veterinarian to Muenster 
for the last 40 years. 

Through the decades, the 
Muenster sale barn has 
brought people to town, been 
a place to see the neighbors 
and catch up on news, la-
ment over low prices or lack 
of rain, rejoice when things 
were going well, and enjoy 
a tasty meal prepared in 
Gertie's kitchen. Although it 
is a chapter closing for Muen-
ster, memories will linger of 
the people and events that 
passed through its doors.

A 
high profile individual mentioned to another high profile 
individual that he wanted to thank him for the hard work 
KMB (Keep Muenster Beautiful) had done on the lake proj-
ect. The recipient of the compliment, being one of the unpaid 
volunteers for Keep Muenster Beautiful, was involved in 
planting trees and clearing areas for the purpose of garner-
ing hours for a Keep Muenster Beautiful project. I thought 
this praise was spectacular, thus this letter to the Editor. 

KMB involvement in the Lake is a worthy volunteer en-
deavor both for their cause and for the Lake. However this 
involvement was only made possible because of the dogged 
persistence of the various Water Boards who ultimately 
produced Muenster Lake.

2) Understanding that surface water is the only solution 
f  r Muenster to survive as a viable town without having to 
buy water from another source. Not to mention going to 
court with Dallas and winning a David vs Goliath battle 
over the water rights. 

Along the way, all these volunteers have had things hap-
pen that were criticized. Lately the criticism of the current 
board had been short sighted and very selfish at the best. 
We have a history of selfless volunteers working for noth-
ing, donating their time for the good of the cause. 

This should be recognized, after all I don't see a line of 
people at the courthouse wanting these high paying jobs. 

I served on this board for 13 years and know that deci-
sions have to be made both long range and immediate and 
this board needs to be commended for their selfless dedica-
tion to the City of Muenster.

trict. It allows any structure 
attached to the :round to be 
no more than 35 high.

Discussion followed, but 
the Council did not seem to 
favor approving something 
that could be a possible haz-
ard to neighbors. Endres 
told of what he learned when 
contacting TML in Austin. 

Alderman Greg Bohl sug-
gested that this would be 
an opportunity to change 
the language in the ordi-
nance which seems vague. 
Mayor Pagel said he felt it 
was written to be vague and 
interpreted. With no motion 
made, there was no action 
taken and the ordinance 
height remains 35'. 

On the recommendation of 
the Park Board, the Council 
approved hiring Bret Wal-
terscheid as pool manager. 
He has worked at the pool 
for several summers and 
last year served as assistant 
manager. He has his certi-
fication to train life guards 
and did so for Muenster last 
year. 

May 29 is the anticipated 
date for opening the pool 
this summer. City work-
ers plan to paint and get it 
ready soon. Water should go 
in after Germanfest. 

Damage was done to ceil-
ing tiles in the Muenster City 
Library meeting room dur-
ing one of the winter snow 
storms. Snow is thought 
to have blown under the 
shingles, causing the dam-
age. Alderman Jewel Otto 
said that the Library Board 
doesn't want to replace the 
ceiling tiles until they are 
certain of what caused the 
roof to leak. 

Mayor Pagel commented 
that he thinks there is a de-
sign problem with the build-
ing. 

Gutters weighted down 
with snow fell from the Li-
brary building and will be 
replaced. 

The budget has $1,000 
for repairs at the Library. 
Repairs are estimated at 
$1,100. City Council ap- 
proved allowing thillorNbrary 
Eoard to use the $T;rKtO for 
repairs at their diseretion 

This winter's excessive 
moisture, cold, and snow 
worked considerable dam-
age to City streets. Street 
Commissioner Greg Bohl 
said he's driven the streets 
and they are a mess. 

' "From what I can tell, and 
we've only had it one year, 
where we came back in with 
the concrete base, I didn't 
see anything not stable in 
there," noted Bohl. "It seems 
to be better than what we 
have where it's really tear-
ing up." The concrete meth- 

od is more expensive to do. 
He said that he feels that 
long-term, it would be better 
to use the more expensive 
method to avoid having to 
continuously redo just paved 
streets. Endres said that is 
what TxDOT is doing on the 
highways. 

There is $50,000 bud-
geted for street repairs and 
$80,000 for paving. Of that 
amount, about $18,000 has 
been spent. Bids were adver-
tised for, but only Bolen re-
sponded. Bolen's bid total is 
$90,400 for the cement sta-
bilized method covered with 
hot mix. The Council ap-
proved the bid. Repairs will 
be done to Elm Street from 
Fourth Street to Seventh 
Street 12 feet from the curb 
on both sides of the street; on 
Fifth Street from Oak Street 
to Main; on West Eighth 
Street from Main to Maple 
Street south side only; and 
on East Seventh Street down 
the middle of the street. 

At the request of a resi-
dent in the 500 block of Oak 
Street, the City will replace 
clay lines in that area as 
soon as the City workers can 
get to it. The resident's home 
was flooded with sewage 
when a blockage occurred 
in the system there caus-
ing all the home's carpet to 
need replacing. Estimated 
materials cost to replace the 
clay lines on the entire block 
from man hole to man hole is 
around $2,000. This is not in 
the budget, but the Council 
approved the replacement. 

Administrator Endres up-
dated the Council on activi-
ties in the City. Problems at 
the sewer plant continue as 
the aerators are in constant 
need of repairs. Much dis-
cussion took place on pos-
sible solutions. It was de-
cided that something must 
be done and to contact a 
company from Weatherford 
that will do repairs in Dallas 
if the equipment is brought 
there. 

Endres reported that cer-
tified letters were sent to the 
owners of the four mobile 
homes located in Sylvan's 
Trailer Park that were de-
clared hazardous structures 
at the March City Council 
meeting. Two letters were 
returned. One owner came 
to City Hall to say they 
didn't want the home and 
signed a release AR could 
be removed. Another wisbas 
to keep the home and Reit 
up. Permission was given 
for this, but he was given 
60 days to get it into livable 
standards. Sylvan Waltersc-
heid will remove the other 
three mobile homes. 

In other business the 
Council: 

• Approved an agreement 
with the Muenster Cham-
ber of Commerce for use of 
the City's west Park land 
for Germanfest. They will 
charge $400 this year. 

• Approved payment of 
bills totaling $129,735.37.

"Texas 
consumers are seeing food 
prices trend lower during 
these tough economic times," 
said Kenneth Dierschke, 
TFB president. "Despite 
tough economic times, they 
continue to enjoy a steady 
source of safe, nutritious, 
and affordable food." 

A total of 23 shoppers 
searched for the same 16 
items in their respective 
hometown grocery stores the 
week of March 11-19. Select-
ed grocery items ranged from 
ground beef to grapefruits. 

TFB launched its quarter-
ly survey in March 2009, al- 

Texas Farm Bureau 

lowing the current survey to 
give a full year comparison 
for the first time. 

"Prices have been awful 
for both the dairy and pork 
producers over the last year, 
so any price increases are 
a good sign for their indus-
try," said Dierschke. "Farm-
ers and ranchers generally 
receive about 19 cents for 
every dollar spent, but con-
sumer prices have stayed af-
fordable and even decreased 
over the past year." 

The typical family earns 
enough money to pay for an 
entire year's worth of food in 
only five weeks.

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Wanted — serious lawmakers 
to tackle immigration reform

Immigration is one of 
those issues that almost 
always cause an eruption 
of emotion. Emotion is the 
wellspring of our humanity 
but it can be the enemy of 
reason. This is the case with 
immigration reform. 

The two poles of this de-
bate stand light years apart. 
On the one side are the ad-
vocates of open borders and 
unlimited services to waves 
of poor people leaving un-
fortunate circumstances. 
Some in this camp lobby for 
an easy path to citizenship, 
believing these immigrants 
will vote in a predictable 
way. On the other side are 
those that advocate an en-
forcement only policy. They 
believe that the estimated 12 
million people here illegally 
should be found, rounded 
up, and ejected by whatever 
means necessary. Both sides 
are wrong. 

The murder of an Ari-
zona rancher by a perpetra-
tor believed to be an illegal 
alien exacerbates an already 
charged situation. It also 
points out how the volatile 
illegal drug trade near the 
U.S.-Mexico border has com-
plicated immigration issues. 

Our porous border has 
allowed criminals to enter 
the U.S. It has also allowed 
some to slip through to have 
children here. Those chil-
dren are the so called anchor 
babies, since birth on U.S.

soil entitles U.S. citizenship. 
The majority of the illegal 
aliens came here to work. 
And there are jobs for them. 
Even in these difficult eco-
nomic times, U.S. agricul-
ture has a labor crisis. Most 
farmers and ranchers still 
struggle to find all the work-
ers they need. 

The American Farm Bu-
reau Federation estimates 
there are about 15 million 
people in the United States 
who choose non-farm jobs 
at wages that are actually 
lower than what they could 
earn by working in agricul-
ture. Yes, many could earn 
more on the farm, but choose 
not to. Some of the work is 
seasonal and it can be hard. 
For whatever reason, many 
Americans choose not to do 
it. 

The appetite of U.S. con-
sumers for fresh fruits and 
vegetables will not diminish 
regardless of how the labor 
scenario works out. Whether 
or not those fruits and veg-
etables are grown in the U.S. 
or imported from other coun-
tries is very much in doubt. 
This is still a labor intensive 
industry. 

U.S. workers can choose to 
work in whatever jobs suit 
them. By the same token, 
willing workers from other 
nations who want only to 
work and be paid a fair wage 
have a place in the labor 
market too. 

Comprehensive immigra-
tion reform is needed, so 
that America's farmers and 
ranchers can continue to 
produce an abundant supply 
of safe, healthy food, fiber, 
and renewable fuels. 

A framework for coin re- 
hensive immigration reform  

has been offered by Sens. 
Charles Schumer (D-N.Y.) 
and Lindsey Graham (R-
S.C.). It's a good starting 
point. Both senators have 
shown political courage by 
addressing the issue. 

It's time to tackle immigra-
tion reform. A workable and 
enforceable guest worker 
program should be part of it. 
Solving that part of this po-
litical quagmire would allow 
us to devote more resources 
to securing our borders. 

Using fish to control 
pond problems 

Tilapia will consume fila-
mentous algae but are a 
warm water species that 
cannot survive in tempera-
tures below 55° F. Therefore, 
tilapia usually cannot be 
stocked before mid-April or 
May and will die in Novem-
ber or December. Recom-
mended stocking rates are 
15 to 20 pounds of mixed sex 
adult Mozambique tilapia 
(Oreochromis mossambicus) 
per surface area. 

Tilapia are used for sup-
pression of mosquitoes, that 
eat algae and help to clean up 
Duckweed and WatermeaL 
Tilapia feed your bass, ease 
the pressure on the bluegill, 
do not require a permit to 
stock in Texas, and will re-
duce chemical use, and ulti-
mately your labor. 

Tilapias are often not ef-
fective for vegetation control 
if the pond has a robust bass 
population due to intense 
predation. In Texas, stocking 
of Mozambique tilapia does 
not require a permit from 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department. Any other spe-
cies of tilapia would require 
a permit. 

Grass carp are another 
species of fish that aid with 
some vegetative problems 
in ponds. Grass carp will 
seldom control aquatic veg-
etation the first year they 
are stocked. They will con-
sume filamentous algae but 
is not a preferred food item. 
Therefore, they will usually 
consume other types of sub-
merged vegetation before 
they consume filamentous 
algae. 

Grass carp stocking rates 
that will control filamentous 
algae are usually between 
10 and 20 per surface acre. 
In Texas, only triploid grass 
carp are legal and a permit 
from the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department is re-
quired before they can be 
purchased from a certified 
dealer.

Cow/calf genetic 
selection 

Commercial cow-calf op-
erators must become more 
cost-efficient to maintain 
or improve profit margins, 
making matching animals 
to forage resources more im-
portant than ever. Matching 
the genetics of your cow herd 
to your management style is 
a logical goal for any cattle-
man. 

Industry trends have led 
to increases in weaning and 
yearling growth, marbling 
and rib eye area for many 
cattle breeds. Likewise, cow 
size and milking ability have 
increased. 

To keep a cow productive 
and healthy, the inputs into 
the cow have to match her 
genetic potential. Produc-
ers should consider input 
costs, such as land, labor, 
fuel, feed, and fertilizer as 
they consider they are se-
lecting for genetics to con-
tinue to improve their herds. 
Reduced stocking rates may 
be necessary on improved 
pastures if lower amounts of 
fertilizer are applied. 

With these considerations 
in mind, I want to remind 
cattlemen of the "Breeding 
Seminar" being offered on 
April 14 near Era.
