To the Editor,

If you’ve heard any commercials lately, you have the im-
pression that America is sitting on huge supply of natural
gas. If that’s the case, why don’t we convert our cars to run
on compressed natural gas (CNG) instead of gasoline? Fleet
operators currently do so, but it doesn’t work for individu-
als, because gas stations don’t carry CNG, because there is
no market for it. There is no market for CNG cars, because
gas stations don’t carry the fuel. So we are unable to have
the equivalent of $1.50 a gallon gasoline, domestically pro-
duced, which would not only save money for us as individu-
als but would also slash our trade deficit and stimulate our
economy.

The solution is obvious. If a populous state like Texas
(currently second only to California in population) passed a
law stipulating that any company that wants to sell cars in
the state must offer a CNG model by a certain date, fuel dis-
tributors would have a strong incentive to gear up for CNG.
They could be given additional incentives through govern-
ment policy, but we’d only need one CNG station every 150
miles or so to make it a viable alternative. Producing CNG
cars would not be a great challenge for auto makers. It
would use existing technology, and I don’t think it would
be much more difficult than was the change from carbure-
tors to fuel injection. Once CNG got started in one state, it
would quickly spread to other states. This solution seems so
obvious that one has to wonder why it hasn’t already been
implemented. The only possible reason I've heard, from one
of our state politicians, is that only “free enterprise” can
solve our problems. That seems like an example of rigid
ideology short-circuiting the thought process. Why hasn’t
free enterprise solved a problem that has such an obvious
solution?

Navigating construction can be difficult, not to mention
risky for both drivers and workers.

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) man-
ages more than 1,000 highway projects at any given time on
80,000 miles of Texas roads. To remember victims and raise
safety awareness for workers and motorists, TxDOT will
join the Federal Highway Administration and other trans-
portation partners April 23-27 to observe the 13th annual
National Work Zone Awareness Week.

Work zones can be hazardous for both motorists and high-
way crews working to improve Texas’ highways. However,
because of increased safety measures and public outreach,
TxDOT has seen a decline in work zone fatalities for two
consecutive years.

In 2010, 100 people were killed in highway construction
and maintenance zones in Texas, down from 108 the previ-
ous year. While there has been a decline in work zone fatali-
ties and crashes, there is still work to do. Since 1938, there
have been 270 TxDOT employees killed, with 200 of those
deaths occurring in work zones.

In 2010, the Wichita Falls District had six work zone fa-
talities and 55 crashes. More than four out of five, or 85%,
of those killed in work zones are drivers or their passengers.
Speeding and inattention are the most common causes cit-
ed. Rear-end collisions account for one in three crashes.

Safety is TxDOTSs first priority, no matter what job—Dbe-
hind the desk or on the highway.

* Slow down and follow posted speed limits. Traffic fines
are double in work zones.

* Pay attention. Workers are often close to traffic.

* Be patient. Delays can be frustrating, but it only takes
a few minutes to slow down in a work zone.

* Plan ahead. Leave early to reach your destination.

* Drive safe to be safe.

NCTC Equine Department to offer mini camp

Children who want to
learn to ride a horse can
learn from one of the best at
the North Central Texas Col-
lege Equine Department’s
Youth Mini Summer Camps
in June.

The camps, for children
ages 8-14, are limited to
eight campers per session
and cost $150 per camp. The
Beginner I camp will run
June 5-7 and June 12-14,
the Beginner II camp will be
June 19-22, and the Begin-
ner III camp will run June
26-28.

“Our summer riding camps

drought losses total $7.62 billion

Texas agricultural loss-
es due to the 2011 drought
reached a record $7.62 bil-
lion, making it the most
costly drought in history,
according to updated totals
by Texas AgriLife Extension
Service economists.

“2011 was the driest year
on record and certainly an
infamous year of distinction
for the state’s farmers and
ranchers,” said Dr. David
Anderson, AgriLife Extension
livestock economist. “The
$7.62 billion mark for 2011 is
more than $3.5 billion higher
than the 2006 drought loss
estimates, which previously
was the costliest drought on
record. The 2011 losses also
represent about 43% of the
average value of agricultural
receipts over the last four
years.”

“No one alive has seen
single-year drought damage
to this extent,” said Dr. Travis
Miller, AgriLife Extension
agronomist and a member
of the Governor’s Drought
Preparedness Council. “Texas
farmers and ranchers are not
strangers to drought, but
the intensity of the drought,
reflected in record high tem-
peratures, record low precipi-
tation, unprecedented winds
coupled with duration — all
came together to devastate
production agriculture.”

“When you are one of the
biggest agricultural produc-
ing states in the nation, a
monumental drought causes
enormous losses,” Texas Ag-

riculture Commissioner Todd
Staples said. “While the pain
and damage this drought has
caused cannot be overstat-
ed, our state’s farmers and
ranchers are determined in
their commitment and fierce
in their resolve. We will re-
build and continue delivering
the safest, most reliable, and
most affordable food supply
in the world.”

Miller said millions of acres
of Texas crops never received
enough rain to germinate the
planting seed.

“Evenirrigated farmers ex-
perienced huge losses as wa-
ter supplies that they could
deliver were not adequate to
produce crops under these
conditions with no rain,” he
said. “The drought started
in the fall of 2010, resulting
in very little winter grazing.
Many of our pastures and hay
meadows never greened up
after the winter.”

Diminishing water supplies
and no local hay production
dramatically increased the
cost of maintaining livestock
herds, resulting in massive
culling and unprecedented
runs at livestock sale rings
beginning in June, Miller
said.

“Hay was purchased as far
away as Montana, dramati-
cally driving up the cost of
supplemental feed. While
much of the state began to
receive some relief from this
drought in late fall or early
winter, most of the large ar-
eas of the plains and West

Through August of 2011,
AgriLife Extension econo-
mists previously reported
$5.2 billion in drought loss-

The following are summa-
ries by specific commodities:

Livestock — Losses due
to the 2011 drought are esti-
mated to be $3.23 billion. The
estimate includes the previ-
ously reported $2.06 billion
in August.

“Losses include the in-
creased cost of feeding live-
stock due to the lack of pas-
tures and ranges, and market
losses,” Anderson said. “Mar-
ket losses include the impact
of fewer pounds sold per calf
and the impact of relatively
lower market prices due to
the large number of cattle
sold in a very short time
period.”

Grains and Hay — The
drought of 2011 lowered grain
production in Texas to about
half of normal levels and is
estimated to have cost wheat,
corn, and sorghum grain
farmers in Texas over $1.4
billion.

“Recent production revi-
sions by the USDA lowered
harvested acres and yields,
and resulted in a doubling of
the August loss estimate of
$600 million,” said Dr. Mark
Welch, AgriLife Extension
Service grains marketing
economist.

Wheat — Since August,
USDA lowered the number of
Texas wheat acres for harvest
by another 100,000 acres.
Texas wheat production in
2011 was 49.4 million bush-
els compared to a five-year
average of 92.4 million, down
47%, according to Welch.

“Wheat yields were down
from a five-year average of
30 bushels to 26 bushels per
acre and abandonment is up,”
he said. “The five-year aver-
age of wheat planted acres
that are harvested for grain
is 50%; 36% of planted acres
were harvested in 2011. That
reduced the number of wheat
acres for harvest by over a
million compared to normal
years. The combination of
yield losses and reduction in
harvested acres put Texas

wheat for grain losses at $314
million.”

Corn — Compared to the
August estimates, Texas corn
harvested acres have been re-
duced by more than 100,000
acres and yields cut from 112
bushels per acre to 93, Welch
said. Texas corn production
is now an estimated 136.7
million bushels compared to
a five-year average of 255.4
million, down 46%.

“Harvested acres are down
23% due to higher abandon-
ment rates, and yields are
down 30% statewide,” Welch
said. “The combination of
yield losses and reduction in
harvested acres put Texas
corn for grain losses at $736
million.”

Sorghum — Since August,
Texas grain sorghum harvest-
ed acres have been reduced by
an additional 150,000 acres.
Texas grain sorghum pro-
duction is estimated at 56.4
million bushels compared to
a five-year average of 119.5
million, down 60%.

The 1.6 million acres plant-
ed in the Spring of 2011
was the fewest in Texas’
history,” Welch said. “Then
the drought further lowered
yields and raised abandon-
ment rates. The combination
of yield losses and reduction
in harvested acres put Texas
grain sorghum losses at $385
million.”

Hay — The value of hay
production lost due to the
drought is estimated to be
$750 million. The lack of rain
throughout the year led to the
lack of hay to harvest.

“Corn stalks, grain sor-
ghum, and wheat stubble
from either failed grain crops
or post-harvest residue is
often baled during drought
years, as was commonly done
in 2011,” Anderson said. “The
quality of these feeds is often
very low, and its value is com-
mensurate with its quality.
Although, in years like this
even the lowest quality feeds
are used along with other
supplemental feeds.”

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Pasture management

When considering the economics involved in livestock pro-
duction, managing pasture so that return to profit exceeds
expenditures can be difficult. The key to success is dependent
on several factors, including holding down costs and on get-
ting both, forage production and successfully converting the
forage into pounds of gain by the livestock.

Pasture management is a complex subject. First, a pro-
ducer needs to protect the capability of the soil and the grass
to produce by stocking at a proper rate. Next, research by
Texas A&M on Bermuda pastures is conclusive that the most
cost effective measure that can be implemented to manage
for greater forage production is the control of weeds. Left
unchecked these weeds will rob the desired grass of nutrients,
sunlight, and water and thus reduce the amount of forage
available to your livestock.

Beyond weed control, fertility and pasture rotation are
extremely important. Not all pasture grasses require the
same amount of fertilizer. Also, remember that grasses use
Nitrogen, Phosphorous, and Potassium in a 4-1-2 ratio — the
only way to make sure all nutrients are in line is to soil test!
As for bermudagrass, a rule of thumb for pasture fertility
has been that you harvest an additional one pound of gain
on a calf or yearling for every one pound of nitrogen fertilizer
applied to improved grass pastures — assuming the weather
cooperates. If you are looking at reducing fertilizer inputs, it
is generally wisest to apply fertilizer at recommended rates
to the fields with the most production potential and cut back
or eliminate fertilizer on the areas with less potential.

As for pasture rotation, Nebraska Extension research, has
offered some useful guidelines. They suggest beef producers
use pasture rotation, giving cattle access to no more than
25% of a pasture at one time. The idea behind the utilizing
“rest” for certain a section of the pasture is to reduce tram-
pling because of hooves and bedding and to reduce fouling by
defecation and urine. With continuous grazing systems, less
than one-third of the grass ends up inside your livestock.
It is always important to evaluate weed pressure and manage
accordingly. But if you are taking a hard look at expenses this
coming growing season, you may want to evaluate the best
use of your resources for fertilization and/or development
of cross-fencing and additional watering sites.

Insect Update

Caterpillars in Oak — Most recent information from Dr.
Mike Merchant, Urban Entomologist says, “Trees can gener-
ally stand about 20% defoliation with little or no stress in
the spring; anything over that will stress trees. Our native
trees will re-foliate if they need to, and probably do just fine.
Pesticide applications are only recommended if the trees
are high-value and under previous stress that would make
them at-risk. Remember tree spraying can be costly. Do-it-
yourselfers armed with a hose-end sprayer can spray lower
tree branches with spinosad or Bt for control, if desired.”

Army Worms - Army worms are certainly present in Cooke
County, but there have been very few reports of the need
to apply pesticides at this time. Widespread occurrences of
moths were observed several weeks ago. Pasture and grain
producers are encouraged to continue to scout fields for
damage. The economic threshold for this pest is four to five
medium sized larvae per square foot, with easily observed
feeding damage on the leaves.
