They practiced things
like putting out base oil field
fires, positive pressure ven-
tilation, and forcible entry.

Bayer remarked that they
were working in tempera-
tures on the fire field that
reached 126°.

Commissionerscontemplate
action on necessary repairs

Even as Commissioners
Court stands in the midst of
preparing an operating bud-
get for FY 2010-11 that has
many cuts, they had deci-
sions to make on repairs to
several County buildings. At
the Monday, Aug. 9 meeting,
the Court addressed needed
repairs for the County build-
ings.

Precinct 4 Justice of the
Peace Jason Brinkley told
of structural and safety is-
sues with the Precinct 4
JP office building in Val-
ley View which is owned by
the County. He submitted
a proposal of $30,433.60 by
Mages Group, L.L.C. Judge
Brinkley also requested two
other things - exit signs for
$690 and an upgrade of elec-
trical service for $4,025. He
added, “They have noted that
the current electrical system
doesn’t meet code standards
and that we should have the
exit signs and do not.” The
structure was built in 1914
or 1916 said Judge Brinkley.

Besides roofing and other
problems, the building may
have plumbing issues. It
backed up, causing flood-
ing during last winter’s
snowstorm. It is suspected
that the Valley View system
couldn’t handle the snow
and ice. The building’s car-
pet was ruined as a result
of the flooding. This will be
investigated, he said.

Money for the repair
work is available in this
year’s budget. The amount
of $35,148.60 was approved
for the building repairs and
must be completed by Sept.
30, the end of FY 2009-10.

Another County building
with roof problems is the
Adult Probation building.
Maintenance Supervisor
Ricky Kerr presented quotes
from Cooke County Roof-
ing and Gainesville Roof-
ing. Cooke County Roofing
included quotes on different
types of roofing material.
Gainesville Roofing’s quote
was only to put clay roof-
ing back on. Cooke County
Roofing’s cost estimate was
$37,421.12 and Gainesville
Roofing quoted a price not to
exceed $22,000.

Commissioners voted to
authorize Judge Roane to
enter into a contract with
Gainesville Roofing to repair
the Adult Probation office
roof with work to be com-
pleted by Sept. 30.

Cooke County Library
Director Jennifer John-
son-Spence noted that the
County has been working on
needed repairs and improve-

ments to the County Library
since 2008. There are prob-
lems with water leaking into
the building both from the
roof and the outside brick.

The department of library
architect for PSA - Dewberry
Architectural Firm present-
ed cost estimates for two op-
tions. One was for a whole
new building at a cost of
$3.5 million plus a 15% con-
tingency for a total of about
$5 million with moving fees,
etc. To correct the structural
problems with the existing
building such as changing
the slope of the roof, remov-
ing outer bricks and putting
up a vapor barrier, reconfig-
uring the interior with mod-
ernizations, etc. would cost
around $760,453.13.

The Court took no action
on the Library.

At the County Auditor’s
request, $840 was added to
the Library’s 2010-11 budget
for fringe benefits.

Commissioner Gary Hol-
lowell made a motion to not
fund Noah’s Ark. He felt that
with the County not funding
some positions, it was not
proper to fund the animal
shelter. He got no support
and the motion died.

County Court At Law
Judge John Morris was out
of town when Commission-
ers Court made a decision
to not fund the clerk’s posi-
tion in the County Court.
He asked them to reconsider
because it would change the
entire work structure of that
Court that has existed since
the Court was created.

The Cooke County Court
at Law began in December
2001 when Bill Harris ap-
pointed as judge for this
court. Harris was serving
as County Judge at that
time and Bill Freeman was
appointed to finish Harris’
term as County Judge.

Judge Morris explained,
“The job was set up for two
people. The Court handles
five different dockets - men-
tal health, juvenile, probate,
civil, and a criminal docket.
Presently those dockets are
divided so that the court co-
ordinator handles the crimi-
nal and the juvenile dock-
ets, and the clerk handles
the probate, mental health
docket, and the civil docket.
We handle over 800 cases,
more than twice as many as
the District Court.” He said
that this work structure has
existed for nine years with
docket calls on six days of
a 20 day work month. The
docket calls range from 20 to
60 cases each time. He said
that a docket call can take

from an hour to more than
half a day.

The court coordinator is
in the courtroom with the
judge during docket -calls.
During that time, the clerk
handles all the telephone
calls and contacts with the
public. He said if the clerk’s
office is not funded, then for
at least one hour to a half a
day, on six days a month, his
office would be closed to the
public.

Judge Morris remarked,
“The clerk’s office that you
are contemplating not fund-
ing has a total package of
$37,200. In saving the Coun-
ty about $100 a day you are
going to close our office for
about 1/3 of the month to the
public...a disservice to the
public will be created and
this court will not run as ef-
ficiently as it has in the past
nine years.”

Precinct #3 Commissioner
Al Smith expressed concern
over possibly causing a tre-
mendous disservice to the
citizens of the County. “Next
year, we could have another
5% or 6% reduction in the
kind of monies that we have
to provide the services,”
Smith stated. “We’re in a
tough situation in terms of
ad valorem valuations drop-
ping and what the County is
going to be able to afford. You
are weighing not only this
year, but next year what are
the cuts going to be? We're
looking at a shrinking base
of money to deliver services
with.”

No action was taken on
the request made by Judge
Morris.

During public comments,
Cindy Johnson spoke rep-
resenting the County’s se-
nior citizens. She said that
some senior citizens have
been given tickets for traffic
violations such as driving at
night when they shouldn’t.
The fines are quite expensive
on limited incomes. She said
they have only the choice
of deferred adjudication or
pay the fine. Doing commu-
nity service is not offered
in Cooke County as it is in
other counties. It is offered
to kids under 18, but not for
seniors over 65, she said.
Judge Roane asked John-
son to make an appointment
with him after the meeting
and they would try to work
something out.

In other business, Com-
missioners Court:

Cooke County Judge John
Roane advised residents at
the Aug. 9 meeting of Com-
missioners Court that a
burn ban is something that
will have to be considered
within the next few weeks.
He said that he’d discussed a
burn ban with Cooke County
Emergency Management
Coordinator/County Fire
Marshal Ray Fletcher last
week.

Fletcher informed him
that the numbers were still

above what is required to do
a burn ban. That is in most
parts of the County. “Keep in
mind there are some parts
of the County that are still
very dry and could qualify
for a burn ban, but not the
County as a whole,” noted
Judge Roane. He added that
it seems to rain every time
they talk about a ban on out-
door burning.

Nice amounts of rainfall
in some areas of the County
in the later part of last week
erased the immediate need

Know the signs of physical bullying

Although bullying often
takes a mental and emo-
tional toll, it also can become
physical.

Dr. Jennifer Buchanan
Walsh, a pediatrician at UT
Southwestern Medical Cen-
ter, said caregivers should
keep an eye out for these
possible warning signs of
physical abuse:

* Unexplained bruises,
scratches and/or cuts;

* Anxiety and fear of going
to school or camp and/or be-
ing sad, depressed, or teary
when coming home;

¢ Child returns home with
torn, damaged, or missing
clothing, books, or other be-
longings;

e Complains frequently
about stomach aches, head-
aches or other physical ail-
ments, especially prior to
school; or

* Has low self-esteem.

Dr. Walsh said that care-
givers who notice any of
these warning signs should
talk with the child and the
staff at his or her school to
determine if bullying is in-
volved.

“Bullying can have seri-
ous effects on children, so
be supportive of your child’s
concerns but never advise
them to hit or bully back,”
said Dr. Walsh, who works in
the adolescent/young adult
clinic at Children’s Medical

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Test the forage before you cut!

Hot dry summer weath-
er brings about heat and
drought stress on summer
annuals. Stressed plants
such as the forage sorghums
can occasionally accumulate
dangerous concentrations of
nitrates. These high nitrate
plants, either standing in the
field, or fed as hay, can cause
abortion in pregnant cattle,
or death if consumed in
great enough quantities. Ni-
trates do not dissipate from
sun-cured hay (in contrast to
prussic acid), therefore once
the hay is cut, the nitrate
levels remain constant.

Therefore, producers
should test summer annual
hay fields before they cut
them for hay. Testing before
cutting gives producers an
additional option of waiting
and allowing for the nitrate
to lower in concentration be-
fore harvesting the hay. The
major sources of nitrate tox-
icity in the South and South-
west will be summer annual
sorghum type plants, includ-
ing sudan hybrids, sorgo-
sudans, sorghum-sudans,
millets, and Johnsongrass.

Other plants also may ac-
cumulate nitrates. See OSU

Some of the management
techniques to reduce the risk
of nitrate toxicity (Note: the
risk of this poisoning can-
not be totally eliminated)
include:

1) Test the crop before
you harvest it. IF it has an
elevated concentration of
nitrates, you still have the
option of waiting for normal
plant metabolism to bring
the concentration back to a
safe level. Experience tells
us that we cannot estimate
nitrate content just by look-
ing at the field.

2) Raise the cutter bar
when harvesting the hay.
Nitrates are in greatest
concentration in the lower
stem. Raising the cutter bar
may reduce the tonnage, but
cutting more tons of a toxic
material has no particular
value.

3) Do not rely on the pres-

ence or absence of a white
powdery mildew on the
plants to determine the like-
lihood of dangerous nitrate
concentrations. The mildew
is not related to nitrate con-
centration in the plant.

4) Know the extent of ni-
trate accumulation in the
hay. If you still have doubt
about the quality of the
hay, send a forage sample
to a reputable laboratory for
analysis, to get an estimate
of the nitrate concentration.
This will give some guide-
lines as to the extent of dilu-
tion that may be necessary
to more safely feed the hay.

5) Allow cattle to become
adapted to nitrate in the hay.
By feeding small amounts of
the forage sorghum along
with other feeds such as grass
hay or grains, cattle begin to
adapt to the nitrates in the
feed and develop a capabil-
ity to "digest" the nitrate
with less danger. Producers
should avoid the temptation
of feeding the high nitrate
forage for the first time after
a snow or ice storm. Cattle
will be stressed, hungry, and
unadapted to the nitrates.
They will consume unusu-
ally large amounts of the
forage and be in high risk for
nitrate toxicity.

Be sure to read OSU Fact
Sheet PSS-2903 closely be-
fore cutting and feeding any
sorghum forage hay.

Government support to U.S.
farmers less than other nations

A new report released last
week by the Organization for
Economic Co-operation and
Development (OECD) shows
an interesting finding: U.S.
farmers get much less gov-
ernment support compared
to farmers of other nations.

The report, Agricultural
Policies in OECD Countries,
says government support to
farmers in the United States
rose to 10% of total farm re-
ceipts in 2009, up from 8% in
2008. This compares to 24%
in the European Union in

2009, up from 22% in 2008.

The sharpest rises in sup-
port to farmers (in relation
to total receipts) in 2009 oc-
curred in Canada, where the
producer support estimate
rose to 20% from 13% of farm
receipts, in Korea (52% from
46%), Norway (66% from
60%), and Switzerland (63%
from 57%). In each of these
countries, the main cause
was increased price support
for dairy products.

The report says the pro-
ducer support estimate rose

TDA market
recap

For the week ending Aug.
7, feeder cattle price trends
at Texas auctions were un-
even, from $5 lower per
hundredwelght to $5 high-
er. Higher grain prices and
steady fed cattle prices pres-
sured the feeder market.
Fed cattle prices were near
unchanged with wholesale
beef prices lower.

Wheat prices rose because
of the drought in Europe and
an announcement that Rus-
sia will ban grain exports
April 15 through the end of
the year. That should boost
demand for U.S. wheat and
help sustain the market’s re-
covery from very low prices
earlier in the summer. Corn
and grain sorghum followed
wheat higher.

As for futures markets,
fed cattle, cotton, wheat, and
corn were higher, while feed-
er cattle and lumber were
lower.

Some of the hottest tem-
peratures of the season and
widely scattered showers
dominated weather during
the week. Soil moisture was
reported in adequate to short
supply in most areas, though
flooding remains a problem
in parts of the Lower Valley.

Corn harvest progressed
to 13% complete and grain
sorghum was 32% harvest-
ed. Corn and peanuts were
rated in mostly good condi-
tion while rice, cotton, sor-
ghum, and pastures were
rated mostly good to fair.
