Principal Rondon added,
“We view this recognition as
a call to continually improve
the quality of the Catholic
education we provide our
students.”

There are nearly 1,300
Catholic high schools in the
nation.

Sacred Heart first applied
for the award in 2005. The
local school earned a place
on the honor roll that year,
as well as in 2006 and 2007.
In 2009, the Honor Roll was
not done in order to revise
the criteria and make it
more difficult to achieve. It
also changed it to be made
every two years.

Wolf Ridge payment

Muenster ISD’s Board of
Trustees met Wednesday,
Nov. 10 for its regular meet-
ing. Superintendent Clay
Richerson reported that the
District anticipates a pay-
ment from the Wolf Ridge
Wind Project as previously
arranged in a tax agree-
ment.

Superintendent Richerson
explained, “The $621,402 is
the first check the District
will receive from the wind
farm. The District will re-
ceive nine more payments to
average just over $500,000
per year. The money is not
specifically earmarked as of
this time, however with the
current funding shortfall in
the State and a real possibil-
ity that the State will reduce
funding by 10% next year,
the District will have to use
the wind farm monies to
maintain the current levels
of service.”

Construction plans for
the practice gym/field house
were discussed and changes
made. Bids for the gym will
be submitted before Christ-
mas.

Superintendent  Richer-
son agreed to meet with the
PTO regarding the new con-
cession stand to determine
space for equipment and
space to work. Mark Jones
attended the meeting to ex-
press his concern regarding
the new concession stand.

The Board approved a $10
increase in pay for substi-
tute teachers. The new pay
will be from $65 to $75 for a
four-year college degree and
from $55 to $65 for others.

Superintendent  Richer-
son also informed the Board
that the District is 100% as
Highly Qualified for certified
employees. Team of eight
training will include the Su-
perintendent’s  evaluation
and Board goals.

Elementary Principal Lou
Heers reported that every
student, teacher, and aide re-
ceived bus evacuation train-
ing in October. Author Eddie
Bowman from Missouri vis-
ited grades PK-4th, sharing
important things he learned
from life experiences and
hoping to inspire students to
do their best.

Cains’ ranch yields trophy whitetails

Educated as a reproductive physiologist, Dick Cain
now applies that knowledge to the ranch that he and his
wife Maurine operate west of Saint Jo. Dick taught the
science of wildlife poultry at Texas A&M for 20 years. He
was the quail expert there, doing considerable research
with game birds such as quail. He holds a Master’s de-
gree in Genetics and a PhD in Physiology.

“Myself and a couple of guys from Parks & Wildlife
are responsible for establishing Eastern wild turkeys
in east Texas,” commented Dick on his first career. “We
retired to do this.” Maurine was raised on a dairy farm
and Dick on a diversified farm operation.

The “this” is Trophy Ridge Ranch. They purchased the
property from William and Sue Redman several years
ago and with a plan to raise deer, began building deer
pens, high fences, and clearing some of the brush. It was
2003 when they got going in the business.

Cattle, wheat, and deer are the main money crops of
the Cains’ 1,100 acre ranch operation. “Some years we
break even, and some years we don’t,” Dick explained.
“That’s what farming is all about. But, without the deer
there’d be no hope for us to do it here.” About 800 acres
are high-fenced for the deer.

“It’s a diversification of farming that’s been very suc-
cessful,” noted Maurine of raising deer.

Although Maurine said Dick’s inspiration for the deer
project is his passion for it. He said that he’s a life-long
hunter, likes deer, and while at A&M he had a wildlife
management consulting practice with a partner. “We
were managing wildlife back in the old days,” reflected
Dick. “We're talking 25-30 years ago where you helicop-
ter flew a ranch, made recommendations on what the
harvest would be. A lot of it is still being done. We were
part of the pioneer group that did it.”

It was on the ranch of one of their clients that Dick
first saw penned deer. That sparked a dream for the fu-
ture.

There is a wealth of history entwined in the many
years the Trophy Ridge Whitetails property has been
used by man. From the days when tribes of Indians
hunted it, to the laying of tracks for a railroad, to be-
ing farmed and ranched, to today’s modern methods of
farming, the land provided food and shelter for deer..

Dick proudly shows pictures of several trophy deer he
has raised at Trophy Ridge Whitetails. The deer boast
magnificent racks and are usually shown while still in
velvet. The reason is that the annual deer convention is
in August and the pictures are taken in early August.

semen.

At the convention, they have a booth to sell deer and
Deer at Trophy Ridge are bred for big, wide-open

frames with extra kickers and stickers, which seems to
be what the majority of hunters seek to shoot. Dick,
who prefers a big, clean typical rack, said, “We’re in the
business to sell deer, so you breed what your customers
want.”

Two purposes exist in Cain’s deer business. Ultimate-
ly, the end product, like beef, goes for the hunting in-
dustry. Beef goes for the meat market business. Dick
commented, “We sell some of our offspring for hunting
either to be released on our ranch or other ranches. We
also sell a lot of breeder stock to other ranches. It’s the
breeder stock that we really work towards because,
frankly, like registered cattle, that’s where the money
is.” This year they sold several two-year-old breeders for
between $25,000 and $50,000.

“You don’t sell a lot of those, but sell some of those ev-
ery year because that’s the registered breeder business
we're in.”

Every deer on Trophy Ridge is several generations
DNA pedigreed. Maurine noted that when the fawns are
born between mid-May and the first of July, they ear tag
them, number the other ear, and take a DNA sample
of their hair. Each registration paper indicates the dam

Oh, look at the

pretty deer!

There are an estimated
1.5 million deer-vehicle col-
lisions annually in the U.S.,
resulting in damages of
about $1 billion, according to
a Texas AgriLife Extension
Service wildlife specialist.

And deer aren't the only
large mammal apt to cross
against traffic. Research
has shown feral hog-vehicle
collisions may occur at an
average rate of about 1% of
the hog population or more
yearly, said Dr. Billy Higgin-
botham, AgriLife Extension
wildlife specialist.

"This means an estimated
10,000 hog-vehicle collisions
for each one million hogs,"
he said.

Though there have been
"guess-timates" published on
the number of feral hogs in
Texas, no one really knows
how many there are, Higgin-
botham said.

While car collisions with
feral hogs are a constant
threat, drivers are more
likely to have a too-close
encounter with whitetailed
deer during the animals'
breeding season, called the
"rut,” than any other time of
the year. Rut begins in early
November in Texas.

"November and December
mark the breeding season
for whitetail deer for most
of the state of Texas," Hig-
ginbotham said. "It can run
through Christmas in Deep
South Texas.

"This is the time of year
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when drivers need to be
particularly vigilant as they
drive in rural areas or any
area that has high deer pop-
ulations."

During the breeding sea-
son, whitetail bucks "throw
caution to the wind" as they
chase does, he said. This is
why drivers often see a deer
cross the road safely ahead
of them, usually a doe, but
then get hit by the buck
that's blindly pursuing the
doe.

The peak of the breeding
period varies from one re-
gion of Texas to another, but
there's one sure way to know
when it's happening in your
area, he said.

"If there's any doubt when
the peak of the breeding sea-
son is in your area, check
with the local auto-body
shops," he said. "That's when
the number of deer accidents
usually top out."

Feral-hog vehicle colli-
sions are more likely in late
summer or late winter as the
animals cross and feed along
roadways and rural roads in
search of food, Higginbotham
said. The risk is not tied to a
specific breeding season be-
cause hogs breed 12 months
out of the year.

But there's no question
that hog-car encounters are
always a danger, and the in-
cidences are increasing year-
ly, he said.

Know the
signs of
physical
bullying

Although bullying often
takes a mental and emo-
tional toll, it also can become
physical.

Dr. Jennifer Buchanan
Walsh, a pediatrician at UT
Southwestern Medical Cen-
ter, said caregivers should
keep an eye out for these
possible warning signs of
physical abuse:

e Unexplained bruises,
scratches and/or cuts;

* Anxiety and fear of going
to school or camp and/or be-
ing sad, depressed, or teary
when coming home;

¢ Child returns home with
torn, damaged, or missing
clothing, books, or other be-
longings;

¢ Complains frequently
about stomach aches, head-
aches or other physical ail-
ments, especially prior to
school; or

* Has low self-esteem.

Dr. Walsh said that care-
givers who notice any of
these warning signs should
talk with the child and the
staff at his or her school to
determine if bullying is in-
volved.

“Bullying can have seri-
ous effects on children, so
be supportive of your child’s
concerns but never advise
them to hit or bully back,”
said Dr. Walsh, who works in
the adolescent/young adult
clinic at Children’s Medical
Center Dallas. “While it’s
important to take action to
stop the bullying, parents
should never confront the
bully or the bully’s parents,
but rather go through teach-
ers or other school staff.”

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1 NCTC pro-

fessors hit
the books

Three professors at North
Central Texas College are hit-
ting the books as hard as their
students this year, doing re-
search connected with their
participation in the 2010 Land-
marks of American History and
Culture Workshops funded by
the National Endowment for
the Humanities (NEH).

This past summer, NCTC
Government Professor Donna
Hooper and History Professors
Pat Ledbetter and Jane Eng-
land were awarded research
grants allowing them to partici-
pate in special NEH workshops
organized exclusively for com-
munity college faculty.

“The grants are very competi-
tive,” said England, “and we are
grateful to have been chosen to
receive these stipends to assist
with the cost of travel, lodging,
books, and food.”

But the real beneficiaries, she
said, will be their students, not-
ing that she and her colleagues
all view this research as some-
thing that will enable them to
enrich the learning experience
they are able to provide in their
respective classrooms.

Donna Hooper was selected
to participate in the “Revolu-
tion to Republic” workshop in
Philadelphia.

“What an amazing learn-
ing experience for me, and one
that I can’t wait to share with
my students,” she said. “I had
the opportunity to expand my
knowledge regarding trade, Na-
tive Americans, and slavery in
the region, as well as the growth
of this new political realm dur-
ing that time period.”

Jane England was chosen to
attend the “Plymouth, Massa-
chusetts: Landmark of Pilgrims”
workshop and the “Wampanoag
Indians” workshop.

“The workshop provided me
with a wonderful opportunity to
generate academically challeng-
ing course materials, which will
be incorporated into my US His-
tory to 1865 courses,” she said.
“It will also expand the perspec-
tives of my students regarding
the primal events and groups
which molded the character and
nature of the colonial American
experience.”

Pat Ledbetter participated in
the NEH workshop, “African-
American History and Culture
in the Georgia Lowcountry:
Savannah and the Coastal Is-
lands.”

This program offered an op-
portunity to meet with leading
scholars and folklorists in one
of the most fascinating histori-
cal communities in America. As
a result of this experience, Dr.
Ledbetter will be able to share
with her students a broader
view of the richness of African-
American culture both during
and after slavery times.

The three NCTC profes-
sors said the NEH Landmark
Workshops provide an invalu-
able intellectual opportunity
for participants to study with
noted scholars, interact with
colleagues, and devote time to
focused research.

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Tigers shoot down Waco Stars

The Texas Christian Acad-
emy Stars from Waco trav-
eled to Muenster last Friday
night to tangle with the Ti-
gers of Sacred Heart. The
Waco team was the 3rd place
finisher of District 2, and the
Tigers finished 2nd in Dis-
trict 1. A strong 2nd quarter
by Sacred Heart boosted the
Tigers to a 52-0 Bi-District
win. Sacred Heart now ad-
vances to the next level of the
TAPPS playoffs - Regional.

“Credit has to go to both
the offensive and defensive
lines,” noted Tiger Coach
Dale Schilling. “They totally
dominated Waco up front. We
played a very physical game.
Hopefully we can carry that
over to this week’s game.”

Sacred Heart held the
Stars to only 12 yards rush-
ing and 62 passing yards.
The Tigers also took three
turnovers, not losing any in
the game.

The Tigers took the open-
ing kick, couldn’t get a 1st,
and punted. The Stars got in
seven plays before tackles by
Justin Brown, Matt Hesse,
Greyson Evans, and Alex
Turner stopped the drive on
the 20. A 37 yard field goal
attempt failed and the ball
was returned to the Tigers.

A run by Hesse gained 17,
with Josh Biffle getting 5
more to midfield. Two unsuc-
cessful plays followed and
the Tigers booted the ball
away.

Tackles by Biffle, Turner,
and Benjamin Yosten, pass
defense by Bob Bartush,
and a flag dropped the Stars
back deep inside their own
10 yard line. An end zone
punt placed Sacred Heart on
the Waco 37. Biffle carried
the ball to the 18, followed
by Hesse to the 3. With 35
seconds on the clock, Hesse
scored and Biffle added the
PAT for an 8-0 score.

The Stars’ next drive was
cut short when B. Bartush
intercepted the ball. His
long return was removed
by a flag, placing the Tigers
on their own 20 yard line.
Michael Davis picked up a
quick 40 yards. Biffle gained
5, then Hesse 25 to the Waco
10. Mark Bartush ran for
5, with Biffle carrying the
ball into the end zone for 6
points. The extra run failed
for a 14-0 score with 8:40 re-
maining in the 2nd period.

The Stars moved the ball
to midfield and punted, put-
ting the Tigers on their 27
yard line. A Hesse to M. Bar-
tush pass moved the ball 18
yards. Biffle ran for 8, fol-
lowed by a Hesse run to the
21. Two more runs by Biffle
and the Tigers were on the
3 yard line. Davis took the
ball into the end zone for the
score. B. Bartush ran in the
extra points and with 3:44
on the clock, Sacred Heart
led 22-0.

Texas Christian gained 16
yards in seven plays. A 4th
and 5 pass play on their own
36 failed and the Tigers took
over. Six plays later with 7
seconds on the clock, a Hesse
to Biffle pass added 6 more
points to the score. Hesse
ran in the PAT for a 30-0
halftime Tiger lead.

The 2nd half opened with
a Waco fumble, covered by
Brown. Sacred Heart got to

the Waco 21 but ran out of
downs.

Defensive plays by Hesse,
Phillip Vogel, Davis, and
Yosten, dropped the Stars 15
yards, forcing a punt. B. Bar-
tush returned the ball to the
Waco 11. Three Biffle carries
later, Sacred Heart was up
38-0 with 6:19 remaining in
the 3rd quarter.

The Texas Christian of-
fense went nowhere their
next possession. The punt
put the Tigers on their own
40 yard line. Biffle, Davis,
and Hesse carried the ball to
the Waco 15. A Hesse to Da-
vis pass found the end zone
at the 2:50 mark. M Bartush
added the extra points to put
the Tigers on top 46-0.

On the kick return, Davis
covered a loose ball on the
Star 25 yard line. Runs by
John Paul Hesse and Austin
Aldriedge carried the ball
into the final period. Penal-
ties pushed the Tigers back
to the 35, but runs by Keith
Metzler and Vogel made
gains before Sacred Heart
ran out of downs.

It was three plays and
punt for Waco. From the Star
45, J.P. Hesse quickly moved
the ball to the 23. Metzler
and Austin Miller made
gains to the 3 yard line. Vo-
gel had the honor of carrying
the ball across the goal line
to give Sacred Heart a 52-0
lead with 4:48 remaining in
the game.

The Stars’ last offensive
drive ended when Metzler
intercepted a ball. The Ti-
gers then ran out the clock,
earning the Area Champion-

ship title.

and sire, grand sire, grand
dam. Several years ago, only
bucks were DNA charted, al-
though the dams are listed.

A well-documented doe
that has produced several
outstanding buck fawns
sells for much more than the
bucks do, said Dick. “The
last auction I was at, a doe
sold for $155,000 and she
was a seven-year-old doe,”
he said.

In the Fall, Trophy Ridge
offers guided hunts for deer.
The weekend usually begins
on Thursday afternoon when
the hunters arrive. After set-
tling them into the bunk
house, the hunters are taken
to a shooting range. This has
a dual purpose. First, to be
sure the gun shoots straight
enough to allow them to hit
their target, and second,
to discuss gun safety and
what the hunter can expect
to see. “It gives us a chance
to see how they handle a
gun,” Dick stated. “Some
guys don’t pay much atten-
tion. You see them flinging it
(gun) all around and so you
have to talk to them about
gun safety.”

Next, the hunters get a
driving tour of the ranch,

Bl
(g

and if they have arrived
early enough, they can hunt
that evening. Most hunt Fri-
day, Saturday, and Sunday.

“They get a chance to see
a good number of deer,” Dick
said. “We charge them a
basic fee to go hunting. We
get $2,500 for the week-end.
That’s for a deer up to 145
inches. We get a trophy fee
above that for a bigger deer.
For a deer over 200 inches,
which we’ve killed two so far,
this year, we get a $10,000
trophy fee. Most everybody
is going to shoot one that is
in the 160 to 180 range, and
that in the $2,000 to $4,000
trophy fee.

“If you go hunting most
any place, deer leases now
where you have a chance to
kill a really big deer - prob-
ably about $5,000. That’s
about the same thlng it costs
here - $2,500 and a $2,500
trophy fee, and you don’t
have to put a blind. You don’t
have to fill feeders. You don’t
have to make food plots. You
don’t have to cook or do any-
thing else.”

Only about one third of
their hunters come from
Texas. The majority come
from outside Texas.

The Cains noted that they
usually shut down the pub-
lic hunts over the Christmas
holidays and just family and
friends hunt. Culling does
must be done and this falls
to the Cains, Ranch Manag-
er Rick Cox, and the guides.
This results in having a
plentiful supply of venison,
which they eat like most
people do beef. Dick said
they might grill backstrap
or brisket, and grind a lot up
and use it just like they do
hamburger. Maurine said it
is very lean.

Deer farming in the U.S. is
in excess of $3 billion indus-
try, according to a study done
by Texas A&M in 2007, and
in Texas it was more than
$650 million. Dick stressed
that this is just the breed-
ing side and does not include
the money made from hunt-
ing the deer. There are more
than 1,200 deer breeders in
Texas followed by Pennsyl-
vania with over 1,000.

“On a smaller piece of
ground, that’s what you
have to do to make a living,”
remarked Dick. He added
that in the last 20 years in
Texas, with so many of the
big ranches being broken

Brown 1-1b venison in 3 tsp oil w/1-small onion chopped and 1

clove garlic.

Add 24 oz. jar of favorite marinara sauce. Simmer for 15 min-
utes. Meanwhile cook 8 oz. pkg. lasagna noodles. In separate
bowl mix 1 pt. small curd cottage cheese, 4 raw eggs, Y2 cup par-
mesan cheese, and 1-tsp dried parsley. Place layers of noodles,
cheese mix, meat sauce, and grated mozzarella cheese (about
1-1b). Layer three times in 9x13 baking dish. Bake at 365° for 20
minutes or until bubbly and cheese starts to brown.

Two prize bucks at Trophy Ridge died a slow painful death one winter after locking their antlers in a

deadly battle. Their remains, found during spring mowing, told their sad tale.

into smaller ranches due
to inheritances and such,
people are forced to come
up with innovative ideas for
their ranches. This allows
them to continue to live in
the country on smaller par-
cels of land.

Cain outlined the schedule
they follow each year at Tro-
phy Ridge Whitetails. With
the rut over in January, the
bucks are returned to their
own pens where they will be
fed a special diet. This is to
help them recover the weight
lost during mating season.
The year’s fawn receive their
last vaccination. There are
several trade shows to be at-
tended.

In February, they begin to
deliver bred does to buyers.
They sell about 50 a year.

March and April are fairly
quiet. They take this time to
travel or just relax and catch
up with ranch chores.

Fawns are born from mid
May into June. Ten does are
housed in every 100’x200’
pen. Each morning, someone
walks the perimeter of ev-
ery pen looking for newborn
fawns. When one is found,
it is taken outside the pen
where it is ear tagged, a hair
sample pulled for DNA, the
navel treated with iodine, a
weight recorded, and each
receives an oral dose of co-
lostrum. The baby then goes
back to its mother. The ex-
ception is an underweight
doe fawn. They are bottle
raised. Because about half
of the does are bred by arti-
ficial insemination, they get
a number of triplets. Often,
one of the triplets will be
smaller and a candidate for
bottle feeding. Buck fawns
will not be bottle fed unless
it is a matter of life or death
for the baby. “The bucks, we
try to keep as wild as pos-
sible and the does we try to
keep as tame as possible,”
Dick said.

Bottle raising requires a
lot of time and goes to the
end of August.

September kicks off a busy
time. Bucks are delivered to
buyers by mid September,
just as soon as they rub their
velvet off. They remove ant-
lers from the bucks that will
be remaining in the pens at
Trophy Ridge. He said that
the reason this is done is
that with 15 bucks kept in
half to one acre areas, there
will be pushing and shoving
just like with bulls. When a
bystander buck decides to
stick one of the two push-
ing and shoving in its side,
is when you lose one or have
one injured. Removing ant-
lers is also a safety factor for
those caring for the deer.

Weaning fawns takes place
at the end of September into
October. Does are separated
into breeding groups for the
Fall. The does then have four

to six weeks to recuperate
from nursing their fawns.

At the end of October, in-
trauterine devices (IUD)
are inserted in the does to
synchronize their breeding
cycles. These stay in for 18
days. Sixty hours after the
IUD is pulled, the deer is
artificially inseminated (AI).
Rut peaks in mid November
for this part of the country,
so this is often done the week
before Thanksgiving. This
year they plan to breed 40
does by Al and 45 naturally.

Cain said that they Al
through a  laparoscopic
method meaning that the se-
men is placed directly into
the ovaduct by a veterinar-
ian. “By doing this method,
we get more than 80% con-
ception every year,” Dick
noted. “With deer, you don’t
do it again because they only
breed in a very short window
of the year.”

Another reason for the lap-
aroscopic method is that one
straw of semen can be split
to Al two does rather than
the usual one doe by the vag-
inal method. Each straw of
semen costs between $1,000
to $10,000! Most of their’s
are in the $2,000 to $5,000
price range. A good reason to
stretch one as far as possible
Dick said. The price is jus-
tified by the returns in the
price paid for the offspring.
One straw should produce at
least four offspring. Allowing
for the cost of the veterinar-
ian, feeding, the does, etc.,
Dick estimates about $2 000
invested in each fawn. Bach
fawn should sell for $5,000
to $10,000 apiece.

Dick explained that the
doe is given a sedative and
the procedure takes place
under full anesthesia. They
used a modified stretcher
to carry the doe. It tips up
so that the intestines fall
away allowing a better view
of the ovaduct. He estimates
it takes five minute per doe.
The whole process requires
15 or 16 people. The special
handling facility creates a

smooth system of handling
the deer.

During October, Novem-
ber, and December, the deer
are monitored. This can be
done from a second story
window in the office build-
ing.

About half of yearlings
(about 18 months) have one
fawn and the rest have two.
According to Dick, age two
and a half and beyond, they
have two every year. In the
wild, they do not always
raise two. “If it’s poor range
conditions, they generally
just leave one as soon as it’s
born,” explained Dick. “They
just take care of one fawn.
They usually have one fawn
in one location and one some-
where else, so if a predator
comes by they don’t get both
fawns.” He said that if condi-
tions are really poor, the doe
will not raise any fawns be-
cause her health is primary.
He gleaned this information
from studies done at A&M
where they did a compara-
tive range study with deer,
sheep, and goats.

Dick feels that the genet-
ics are as good as any in the
State. He pointed out one
of the trophy mounts on a
wall of deer, and noted that
the dark antlered buck was
in the top five in the nation
last year. “What we raise are
trophy quality deer at three
years of age because every-
body will tell you a mature
buck is five or six years of
age. But, you can’t afford to
keep them five or six years
because there’s a mortality
curve on them,” remarked
Dick. A trophy deer is 150
to 200 inches on the Boone
and Crockett score card. A
waiting list exists for deer
from Trophy Ridge. Recent-
ly, a hunter shot a deer that
scored 218 6/8 inches, and
two weeks before a 204 inch
buck was shot.

“We enjoy going to work
every single day. We just look
forward to going to work ev-
ery day,” Dick said of his re-
tirement career.

Cattle prices to stay strong, but
keep a watchful eye on corn

A Texas Agrilife Exten-
sion Service livestock econo-
mist has forecasted contin-
ued strength in cattle prices
heading into 2011, but has
warned to keep a watchful
eye on the corn supply.

Dr. David Anderson said
that cattle numbers will be
fewer over the next decade,
but the price of corn will dic-
tate the level and spread in
calf prices.

"I think we will continue
seeing beef production and
cattle numbers drop off in
the next couple of years,"
Anderson said. "We are fore-
cast to produce 25.4 billion
pounds of beefin 2011 versus
25.9 billion pounds in 2010.
That will lead to increases in
price, but it also depends on
corn prices and (their effect
on) calf prices."

With the nation's corn sup-
ply receiving more attention
in recent weeks as a result
of declining harvest yield
estimates, Anderson said he
has backed off somewhat on
his price outlook for the calf
market heading into 2011.

Anderson said produc-
ers can expect to see higher
calf prices next year, but
not as high as he first esti-
mated earlier this year. His
2011 forecast has 600-pound
calves priced at $104 to $112
per hundredweight and 700-

800-pound calves priced
at $99-$105 per hundred-
weight.

The first quarter of 2010
resulted in the least amount
of beef supplies, net of beef
exports, since 1997, and
each quarter through 2012
will continue to decline, An-
derson said. Overall, beef
demand has been hurt by
the recession, but has been
strong due to consumers
"trading down" to stretch
their income. That's led to
more grinding of specific cuts
of beef — chucks and rounds
— to "take advantage of the
hamburger demand."

Cull cattle have also been
fetching premium prices —
a result of the demand for
ground beef.

The export markets also
continue to show strength
with Vietnam emerging as
a top customer for U.S. beef
exports.

"What I'm suggesting is
that booming exports tight-
en domestic beef supplies
even more and should lead
to higher cattle prices for the
next couple of years," Ander-
son said. "Supplies keep cut-
ting back because we're not
making enough money to
build herds back."

The last few years have
been one of transition for
the cattle industry, Ander-

son said, as beef cattle num-
bers are at the lowest since
the 1950s. However, pounds
of beef produced per cow
are much higher compared
to that period as a result of
feeding, improved breeding,
and overall technology and
science.

"We're not using the same
type of cattle we were us-
ing in the 1950s," Anderson
said.

With higher corn prices,
one of the important things
to do in the current calf
market, is to put purchased
calves on grass to cut down
on the amount of costs to add
pounds, Anderson said.

"Putting them on grass
becomes cheaper when you
look at the cost of corn,” he
said. "The price spread, or
slide, becomes compressed
as corn prices move higher.
The hardest hit are often the
lightweight heifers since it
takes more feed to put gain
on them."

Overall, there are fewer
replacement heifers being
held back, Anderson said.

"We're also slaughtering
more cows as a percent of
the herd than in a decade,"
he said. "We're going to have
fewer cows in 2011-12, but

also higher prices."

October may mark the beginning of Texas’
next serious drought, warns the Texas A&M
University professor who serves as state cli-
matologist.

Citing data from the U.S. Drought Moni-
tor released Oct. 21, Professor John Nielsen-
Gammon says Texans can anticipate a warm
and dry winter and drought conditions are
already occurring in much of the state.

The U.S. Drought Monitor shows develop-
ing drought conditions in the Texas Panhan-
dle and the Big Bend region. In East Texas,
along the Louisiana border, drought condi-
tions have already been present for some
time, Nielsen-Gammon explains.

“The winter forecast is based primarily
upon current and expected conditions in the
tropical Pacific,” Nielsen-Gammon says. “A
La Nina event has been developing since
the spring, and it seems that a moderate to
strong La Nina is shaping up for this win-
ter.”

A La Nina occurs when sea surface tem-
peratures in the Eastern and Central
Tropical Pacific Ocean are at least a half a
degree Celsius cooler than normal for sev-
eral months. Currently, ocean temperatures
average 1 to 2 degrees cooler than normal,
Nielsen-Gammon notes.

“The Climate Prediction Center, part of
the National Weather Service, is predicting
that La Nina conditions will persist at least
through the winter, and possibly much lon-
ger,” he says. “That means the winter out-
look calls for increased chances of warm and

dry conditions across most of the southern
United States.

“This outlook is consistent with past La
Nina events. I have examined previous in-
stances of strong wintertime La Ninas, and
the most similar years from the past seem to
be 1916, 1917, 1955, 1973, 1975, and 1999.
In most of those winters, Texas had unusu-
ally dry and warm conditions.”

Warm and dry conditions may be good for
those who like outdoor sports, but several
problems can arise, Nielsen-Gammon says.

One problem could be more wildfires this
winter.

“Much of northern Texas, between the
Panhandle and the Metroplex, had a wet
summer, allowing plenty of fuel growth,” he
says. “Now, as the grasses dry out, the fire
danger grows. The danger is most acute on
days with very strong winds.”

A few of the similar years from the past
are actually memorable for their dryness,
Nielsen-Gammon confirms. The winters of
1916-17 and 1917-18 were the driest years
in recorded history for Texas, he points out.
The winter of 1955-56 was the beginning of
the most intense drought year of the 1950s,
when most of Texas established its drought
of record.

“Texas as a whole has been unusually dry
since late September, causing drought con-
ditions to expand,” he adds. “With the pros-
pects of a warm and dry winter on the hori-
zon, it is possible that this month marks the
beginning of Texas’ next serious drought.”

Farm Bill 101

As the U.S. House of Representatives begins the process
of organizing itself in the wake of an historic election, Amer-
ican farmers realize that the next federal farm bill will be
written amidst a sea change in ideology and attitudes to-
ward government.

Normally a conservative lot, farmers have been living
with a system that many of them don’t like, but understand
that survival depends on it. That is, of course, the federal
farm bill. It is a system that seeks to preserve a safety net,
moderate food prices, and keep enough farmers in business
to avoid losing national food security.

Most of the farm bill has nothing to do with payments to
farmers. On the day the current farm bill became law, nu-
trition programs like food stamps accounted for more than
60% of it. Conservation programs clock in at about 9%. Pay-
ments to farmers are about 14% of the bill, less than one
half of 1% of the overall federal budget. This report from the
Congressional Research Service is a pretty good explana-
tion of the spending.

Many of the payments to farmers in the farm bill are
countercyclical, meaning that when prices are low, support
payments kick in. When commodity prices rise as most have
now, payments decline.

0Oddly enough, with the ideological lines in Washington
drawn more sharply than ever, the farm bill has always
been a bipartisan affair. Will that continue? Passing the
next farm bill, either in 2011 or 2012, will be hard work. Re-
ductions in spending in it are probably inevitable. However,
it is very likely that a safety net farm bill will be enacted,
though this will occur in a din of ill-informed opposition.
It could be a lot different than previous farm bills, but we
need something to protect our ability to grow food and fiber.
Here’s why.

The European Union subsidizes their farmers at more
than twice the levels of U.S. farmers. In Brazil, farmers
receive huge subsidies for equipment that their American
counterparts buy retail. Tariffs, seldom mentioned in this
debate, are taxes imposed on goods imported into a country
to make the home grown product more competitive. In the
U.S., these tariffs average around 14%. U.S. commodities
entering other nations average around 63% worldwide.

Here in the U.S., we long for a free market that does not
exist. The prospects for a global free market remain very
dim. Every country seeks to protect its ability to grow its
own food. Should we do less? We could, but it’s a huge gam-
ble.

We can leave U.S. farmers competing against the trea-
sury of a foreign government, a contest they are certain to
lose. Another way of describing the risk is potentially out-
sourcing our food and fiber production to other countries.
We can negotiate free trade agreements, and we should, but
agricultural trade continues to be something of protection-
ist affair. The European Union and Brazil have no stomach
for competing with U.S. farmers in a free market.

The 2008 Farm Bill expires in 2012, so it’s likely the
112th Congress will write its replacement. It’s safe to say
this legislation will be very different from previous ver-
sions. Dollars are scarce, though there’s not enough money
in payments to farmers to even scratch the deficit.

If the two political parties are looking for a way to cooper-
ate and compromise, this historically bipartisan and very
important legislation might be a good place to start.

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For the week ending Now.
13, feeder cattle price trends
at Texas auctions were mixed
with some locations steady
to $5 higher per hundred-
weight and others steady to
$4 lower. Demand remains
strong for the available cat-
tle, but volatile feed grain
prices applied downward
pressure. Fed cattle prices
were higher than a week ago
and remain well above last
year’s levels.

Grain prices were lower
to sharply lower after Chi-
na raised interest rates to
slow economic growth and
reduce inflation. China is a
major destination for global
exports and anything that
might reduce its demand for
commodities has an impact
worldwide.

As for futures markets,

feeder cattle, fed cattle, and
lumber were higher, while
cotton, wheat and corn were
lower.
The corn crop was 97% har-
vested and grain sorghum
harvest is 90% complete.
Winter wheat seedings are
90% complete and 72% of the
acreage has emerged, both
slightly behind normal.

In many areas, the crop
needs additional rainfall to
boost emergence and growth.
Cotton, corn, grain sorghum,
and peanuts were reported
in mostly good to fair condi-
tion, while wheat and pas-
tures were rated mostly fair
to good.

Number of
illegal
immigrants

down

According to the statistics
reported in the Wall Street
Journal, illegal immigrants
numbers have declined from
a high of 12 million in 2007,
to 11 million in March 2009.

The information comes
from Pew Hispanic Center, a
non-partisan research group
that is based on information
from the Census Bureau.
Based on that information,
illegal immigrants repre-
sented 28% of the foreign-
born population in the U.S.,
nearly half of them arriving
since 2000. The Pew study
also found that Mexicans
represent 60% of all illegal
immigrants in the United
States. The decline of the
number of illegal immi-
grants in the U.S. has been
on a downward trend for the
last four years.

Texas 1s the second lead-
ing state with the highest
number of undocumented
immigrants in 2009 with
1,600,000, 6.5% of the state’s
population. California is
number one with 2.5 million,
making up 6.9% of the state’s
population. Third is Florida,
3.7%, followed by New York
at 3.3%.
