According to the Consum-
er Product Safety Commis-
sion (CPSC), approximately
21,692 people were treated
for injuries related to fire-
works in 2011.

“Many people view these
mini explosives as harm-
less, when in fact they can
be very dangerous to people
of all ages,” said orthopaedic
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surgeon and AAOS spokes-
person William Obremskey,
MD. “Take it from one who
picked up a ‘dud’ as a kid and
suffered minor burns. You
can also lose a finger, dam-
age your eyes, or worse. To
avoid injury, people should
not use fireworks at home,
but instead find a park or
outdoor location that show-
cases fireworks.”

There are plenty of ways
for you to enjoy fireworks
this summer without put-
ting yourself or your family
at risk. In an effort to reduce
the number and severity of
firework-related injuries, the
Academy offers some safety

guidelines for adults who do
choose to use fireworks:

® Check with your local
police department to deter-
mine if fireworks can be dis-
charged legally in your area.
If so, determine which types
are legal.

* Never buy or use illegal
fireworks. Their quality can-
not be assured.

* Never hold lighted fire-
works with your hand or
place them near the body.

e Always have water
handy in case of a fire. For
example, a hose hooked to a

Beautiful hand-crafted wooden frames hold
each of those photos. Rudy Koesler, a local
carpenter and woodworker, fashioned each of
the frames from locally grown walnut wood.
Koesler said that then Hospital Administrator
David Bright requested his assistance with
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already hanging on the walls.
Koesler noted that the frames are unique
in the fact that the wood from which they
are made comes from a local source. He
said that it came from walnut trees grown
on Alphonse Hoenig’s farm southwest of

Muenster. Leo Becker sold the wood to \\\\\\y
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available to make more frames.
“No two are alike,” said Koesler. It
takes 25 to 30 hours including gluing,
hand finishing, staining, and varnish-
ing to complete a frame. He said it re-
quires five machine set ups for all the
curves that comprise the design.
Koesler has made 12 or 14 of the
walnut wood frames. He and his
wife Martha donated six of them
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and the Hospital District pur-
chased the remainder.

Creating objects from wood has
been a craft enjoyed by Koesler for many
years. As the Shop teacher at Muenster ISD,
Koesler shared his knowledge of carpentry and woodwork-
ing with students for numerous years.

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1 R To avoid future confusion as to how to get on the Muen-

ster Hospital District’s Board agenda, a proposed policy was
presented for Board consideration. The Board discussed
these proposed guidelines at their regular meeting held on
Tuesday, June 19.

This was done by Administrator Michael Kent at the
request of Board President Ronnie Weinzapfel. “It is ba-
sically to maintain some order within the meeting,” Kent
commented. It limits comment time to three minutes per
person and requires those intending to speak to sign up for
that purpose.

Board member Bob Ambrose felt that policy should be
stated on how to get specific items on the agenda and what
the deadline is to do so. Board member Danny Walterscheid
agreed.

There were some other things that some Board members
felt should be studied further prior to adopting a policy. The
Board voted to table the policy and study it further.

Vice President Don Richardson conducted the meeting
in the absence of President Weinzapfel. All members were
present except Weinzapfel and Jon Reed.

The Board considered a policy that would offer employees
covered by the Hospital’s insurance an incentive to use the
local Hospital, Clinic, and pharmacy.

The incentive was to waive their co-pay at the Clinic
and on generic prescriptions at the Pharmacy. Ambrose ex-
pressed concern that this might have a negative impact on
the budget since some drugs have a very small profit mar-
gin and the co-pay helps offset this.

Richardson noted that if it didn’t work out, it would
be \éery hard to take it back. Most agreed it would not be
good.

COO Richard Hoeth remarked, “I think you are not talk-
ing about the whole picture here. You look at the budget
that was just approved. There are negative revenues in the
Clinic. If you increased the business in the ancillary service
areas, you could pick up a couple of inpatients who are go-
ing somewhere else now. That’s where the bigger revenues
are. So, that’s what the purpose of the policy is to steer peo-
ple back to the Hospital and to the Clinic. By doing that,

To the Editor,

As you know, EOG has applied for an air quality permit
#95412 from TCEQ in order to operate a frack sand mining
and processing facility about 12 miles north of Saint Jo and
about 15 miles northwest of Muenster. The air permit per-
tains only to the facility that is a permanent establishment.
You say to yourself, “What does that have to do with me?
That is so far away. Why should I be concerned?”

There are many aspects to EOG’s frack sand mining op-
eration. For example, the frack sand once mined and pro-
cessed has to be transported by truck to the drilling sites
throughout Texas and maybe beyond. Try Googling Earth
to see the more than the numerous gas/oil drilling sites
within a mile radius in our sister county of Montague. One
site alone takes a tremendous amount of sand and water to
frack. That means a tremendous number of sand trucks will
be on FM 373 through the city of Muenster and on FM 2382
through the city of Saint Jo.

The permit allows the operation to function 24/7. Howev-
er, we were told that the mining would be done in one eight
hour shift and that the trucks would run two eight hour
shifts. If this is true, that will give the city of Muenster and
the city of Saint Jo 16 hours of an enormous amount of traf-
fic, noise, and diesel pollution. Our narrow roads are being
prepared for all this traffic with patches and overlays. But,
with the constant barrage of weight load soon to come, the
roads will be in a constant state of repair, or disrepair.

Safety may be a realized issue with semi’s driving close
to the narrow edge or crossing the middle line on the curves
to keep from flipping over. Noise and pollution from this
amount of traffic (not addressed in the air quality permit by
the way) will surely impact our quiet rural communities to
a great extent.

I have been told that Cooke County is still considered a
“green” county, pollution-wise. However, the pollution from
Dallas County, labeled a “brown” county, is finding its way
north toward us. With the future increase of the frack sand
trucks on our roads, Cooke County, on the edge of becoming
a “brown” county, may be soon labeled a “brown” county.
What impact will that have on Cooke County’s traffic and
industrial regulations? Even if EOG places ambient air
monitors to assure emissions compliance at the perimeters
of their land at each geographical direction, the pollution
from the diesel trucks idling while being loaded with frack
sand will not be addressed. All of this is definitely food for
thought.....proposed 16 hours a day, but permitted 24/7,
seven days a week, 365 days a year of traffic, noise, and
pollution.

It will be interesting to find out what will happen at the
case hearing to be held at 10 a.m., July 12 at the Cooke
County Court Annex Building on 112 South Dixon in
Gainesville, Texas.

Editor,

After looking over TCEQ’s
draft permit for EOG’s “in-
dustrial sand processing
plant” in Bulcher, I have
even more questions than I
did before. The biggest ones,
though, are still the same:
how much water is this facil-
ity going to need, and where
will EOG get it?

The revised application no
longer mentions the figure
of 3,700 gallons per minute
that concerned so many peo-
ple in the middle of last sum-
mer’s record drought.

TCEQ’s draft permit does
require EOG to install ad-
ditional sprayers to keep the
sand wet, so it seems that
EOG should now need even
more water than it original-
ly planned. So far, though,
it still hasn’t even shown
that it can pump the amount
specified in the original ap-
plication.

TCEQ staff stated repeat-
edly during last August’s
public meeting that they
would only take questions
about air quality — but if
their strategy for safeguard-
ing air quality depends on
constant spraying of water,
then it seems to me that wa-
ter ought to be included in
the public review.

EOG says that it will get
all the water from a brack-
ish aquifer well below the
fresh water in the Trinity.
Even supposing that were
true, it only raises another
whole set of questions about
how the company proposes
to keep the salt in the brack-
ish water from contaminat-
ing soil, water, and air at the
surface.

In addition to these ques-
tions, many others remain,
including the amount of
heavy truck traffic that will
run in and out of the plant.
EOG is still silent on those
numbers, the hours that the
trucks will run, the routes
that they’ll take, and what
— if anything — the company
will do to pay for the damage
to area roads and streets,
or to compensate local busi-
nesses if its industrial op-
erations drive off the tourist
business they’ve been work-
ing so hard to attract.

The TCEQ permit may
only consider air quality,
but I'm concerned about this
plant’s potential impacts on
other kinds of quality — in-
cluding the quality of the
groundwater we all depend
on, and our rural quality of
life.

Because of that, I've writ-

ten TCEQ, as well as Sena-
tor Estes and Representa-
tive Hardcastle, to ask for
a second public meeting to
address these questions.
I'd encourage anyone who
shares these concerns to do
the same. In addition, I hope
they’ll join me at the prelim-
inary hearing phase of the
contested case hearing at 10
a.m. on July 12 in the Cooke
County Court Annex in
Gainesville. (More informa-
tion on all of these is avail-
able online at trinityaquifer.

‘Muenster Junior High Structure Challenge

Junior High Math students of Muenster ISD were in com-
petition on the last three days of school. Both the 7th and
the 8th grade math students participated in the 3-day File
Folder Structure Project in Coach Amy Binder’s class. Their
task was to construct a strong but tall structure out of just
10 manila file folders and white school glue.

byt
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studied the laws of equilibrium, understanding that the
structure must not move while the force of weight is applied
to it. They had to understand the materials being used, con-
sidering the weight and grades of paper and the adhesive
and cohesive qualities of glue. The groups also looked at
packing materials to get ideas of how to cut and fold paper
for more strength.

From start to finish, the students had almost five hours
to complete their structure. Their competitive spirit was
challenged. The winning group would receive cake and ice
cream as the prize. They received points for the amount of
weight that was held, the height of their structure, guessing
the amount of weight their building would hold, along with
points for creativity, use of geometry, and neatness.

At the completion of the construction phase, all of the
students met in the weight room to put their designs to the
test. Starting with a 25 1b. weight, they were allowed to add
more weight plates in any order after that.

The winning group “smashed” the competition with a
simple design of triangles and cylinders. Seventh graders,
Bryce Herr, Zina Haverkamp, and Carrie Nasura designed

and built a structure
that was 11.75 inches
tall and held a total of
195 pounds!

Senate passes farm bill,
attention turns to the House

The Senate farm bill
seemed like an impossible
task to some but found a
way to push through last
week as senators voted 64-
35 to pass it, meeting the
required 60-vote threshold.
The vote was preceded by a
marathon of amendments
after a list of 73 was agreed
to for votes. The Senate floor
kick-started the amendment
voting process Tuesday after-
noon and didn’t finish until
noon Thursday. While some

amendments passed, the
sorghum community worked
strongly to oppose, the Na-
tional Sorghum Producers
(NSP) is still pleased with
the passage of this bipartisan
bill as it takes yhemone step
further in the process, and
NSP commends Chairwoman
Debbie Stabenow and Rank-
ing Member Pat Roberts for
their leadership.

Federal reptile
dysfunction defeated

Texas Land Commissioner Jerry Patterson claimed victory

in an initial battle after U.S. Secretary of the Interior Ken
Salazar announced federal bureaucrats will not list the dunes
sagebrush lizard as an endangered species.

“Texans stood up and were heard,” Patterson said. “The
drive to list this lizard wasn’t based on science, but was in
response to abusive lawsuits filed against the federal govern-
ment by a radical environmental group — and Texans showed
that we don’t get intimidated so easily.”

Oil and gas production in the Permian Basin is safe from
overreaching federal entanglements for now, Patterson said,
but more work needs to be
done to fix the Endangered
Species Act.

“Today it’s the % dunes sage-
brush lizard, tomorrow it’s
another species to settle another lawsuit,” Patterson said.
“The real problem is how the Endangered Species Act is be-
ing abused.”

Patterson is going to D.C. next week to testify before the
U.S. House Natural Resources Committee hearing on “Tax-
payer-funded Litigation: Benefitting Lawyers and Harming
Species, Jobs and Schools.”

Patterson will explain how taxpayers are being forced to
fund the very lawsuits being filed by radical environmental
groups that result in proposals to declare more species endan-
gered. “While Texas landowners may be shocked to learn they
paid the legal fees for these groups, they should be horrified
to learn these very same radical environmental groups are
funded with grants from you and me,” Patterson said. “We, as
taxpayers, are paying for them to sue our federal government
and work against our interests and that’s just dumb.”

From 2007 to 2011, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service gave
$680 492 in tax money to the Wild Earth Guardians, accord-
ing to congressional testimony. During that same t1me the
Wild Earth Guardians sued U.S. Fish and Wildlife 76 times,
including the lawsuit that triggered the proposal to list the
dunes sagebrush lizard.

mark-up of the House bill
will start July 11. Chairman
Frank Lucas had intended to
mark up the farm bill prior
to the July 4 recess, but his
timing changed when plans
were made to bring the House
agriculture appropriations
bill before the entire cham-
ber. Lucas said the agricul-
ture committee has to be “all
hands on deck” with the ap-
propriators.

For the week ending June
23, feeder cattle price trends
at Texas auctions were mostly
steady to $7 lower per hun-
dredweight (cwt), although
a few locations also noted
prices as much as $5 higher
on a portion of their offerings.
Lower fed cattle and beef
markets, dry pastures, and
variable quality offset small-
er supplies. A Texas direct
feeder cattle trend was not
available due to light trade
volumes as sellers passed up
the lower bids in hopes of a
recovery. The Oklahoma City
auction was $1 to $5 lower.
Fed cattle cash prices were
down $3 in very light trade
as the market followed beef
values lower, leaving many
sellers unwilling to accept the
lower bids.

The weekly USDA NASS
crop progress and condition
report showed that corn was
rated in mostly good to fair
condition with 59% of the
crop silking, slightly ahead
of the average pace. Grain
sorghum planting progress
was slightly behind normal
at 91% complete, but 68%
of the crop was headed, well
ahead of normal. The crop
was reported in mostly good
to fair condition. The state’s
wheat crop was 84% har-
vested, much above the 63%
average for this date. The
crop was rated in mostly fair
to good condition. Pastures
remained in mostly good to
poor condition and need rain
in many areas.
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Inexpensive ways to add color to your home

Having colorful summer flower gardens or container plants
provides personal satisfaction and adds value to your home.
There are many things a home gardener can do to improve
the look of their ornamental beds without spending much
money at all. Dr. William C. Welch, Professor & Landscape
Horticulturist withTexas AgriLife Extension Service shares
some tips on “increasing your bounty of summer color.”

“Rooting cuttings at home can transform a garden quickly
with annuals such as coleus, begonias, perilla, ornamental
sweet potatoes and purple heart setcreasea. All of these are
easy to start on your own. You can put them in pots or directly
into beds. The important thing is to keep them moist dur-
ing the rooting period. This requires about two weeks. After
that normal watering practices will usually sustain the new
plants. This is a fun project for new gardeners or children. As
the season progresses some of the plants you selected earlier
in June will not be available and it is satisfying to turn some
of your “trimmings into treasures”.

Cuttings should be 4-6” long and have several leaf nodes.
After taking the cuttings remove the first set or two of leaves
and any flowers or buds that are forming. Rooting hormones
are not usually necessary for these types of cuttings. Use
a pencil or small stick to punch holes in the media before
firming the soil around the base of each cutting. The newly
stuck cuttings will wilt during the day but usually recover
at night.”

Fresh Texas fruit
combating obesity

Fresh fruit is a summer-
time favorite, and new stud-
ies from Texas AgriLife Re-
search suggest that eating
more peaches, plums, and
nectarines could fight diabe-
tes, cardiovascular disease,
and obesity in America.

Data from the studies will
be presented at the American
Chemical Society in Phila-
delphia next August and

shows that the compounds
in stone fruits could be a
weapon against “metabolic
syndrome.”

“In recent years, obesity
has become a major concern
in society due to the health
problems associated to it,”

drome,” Cisneros-Zevallos
said. “Our work indicates that
phenolic compounds present
in these fruits have anti-
