  The first of two required public hearings took place last 
Thursday for the Muenster Hospital District on its proposed 
tax rate. The second hearing is set for Tuesday, Sept. 11 at 
6:30 p.m. The vote to set the tax rate will take place at the 
regular Board meeting on Tuesday, Sept. 18 at 7 p.m.
  Two residents of the Hospital District attended the meet-
ing, but both said they supported the proposed tax rate. 
  Former Board member Kenny Klement noted that he 
supports the proposed tax rate for several reasons includ-
ing the insecurity of not knowing what will happen after the 
first of the year.
  Danny Walterscheid remarked that many people saw a 
drop in their property value. Even if the proposed rate is 
adopted, those people would pay less tax money to the Hos-
pital District. 
  Board President Ronnie Weinzapfel read information 
published in a Public Hearing Notice printed in the Aug. 24 
issue of the Muenster Enterprise. It said, “The average tax-
able value of a residence homestead in Muenster Hospital 
District last year was $122,424. Based on last year’s tax 
rate of $0.175000 per $100 of taxable value, the amount of 
taxes imposed last year on the average home was $214.24. 
  “The average taxable value of a residence homestead in 
Muenster Hospital District this year is $120,426. If the 
governing body adopts the effective rate for this year of 
$0.148600 per $100 of taxable value, the amount of taxes 
imposed this year on the average home would be $178.95.
  “If the governing body adopts the proposed tax rate of 
$0.17500 per $100 of taxable value, the amount of taxes 
imposed this year on the average home would be $210.75.” 
“So it’s actually $4 cheaper. That’s an average,” noted Wein-
zapfel.   
  At the previous meeting, it was the consensus of the 
Board to maintain last year’s rate of $0.175 per $100 valua-
tion. If left at last year’s rate of $0.175 per $100, the amount 
of taxes would be around $187,511 more. The effective tax

  Cooke County Republi-
can Party Chairman Robert 
Eggleston explained, “Judy 
Hunter resigned her office, 
mid-term so to speak. Tim-
ing is everything, so had she 
not resigned until Aug. 31, 
the Commissioner’s Court 
would appoint a Treasurer 
to complete her term.

If the thumb is gone, you learn to live without it, but you 
would always miss it. That’s the way it is losing a child ... 
the mother will always miss the child she lost for the rest 
of her life.”

  Being happy doesn’t 
mean that everything is 
perfect. It means that 
you’ve decided to look be-
yond the imperfections.

  Tom Boggus praised Texas 
volunteer firefighters, call-
ing them his heroes at the 
annual meeting of the Ch-
isholm Trail Resource Con-
servation and Development 
in Bowie on Aug. 21. “Volun-
teer fire departments are our 
first line of defense in Texas,” 
said Boggus,  director of the 
Texas Forest Service. His 
agency became known as the 
Texas A&M Forest Service 
on Sept. 1.
  Boggus reviewed last 
year’s record-breaking 
drought, which covered 75% 
of the state.  A strong grow-
ing season had resulted in 
abundant fuel on the ground, 
resulting in record-breaking 
fires. He pointed out more 
than four million acres were 
burned and 2,947 homes de-
stroyed. “But 38,962 homes 
were saved, thanks to fire-
fighters,” he noted.
  Texas Forest Service funds 
for fire departments have 
been cut dramatically, but 
Boggus said he plans to ask 
that the funds be restored. 
He encouraged the Chish-
olm Trail Board to work 
with their volunteer fire de-
partments to be ready with 
grant requests once those 
funds are made available. 
Requests for those funds, he 
said, will show the legisla-
ture that they are needed.
  Sen. Craig Estes said in 
his brief remarks that he 
has “no idea” what to expect 
in his sixth legislative ses-
sion. He expects transporta-
tion to be the main issue and 
“water issues will be on the 
top of my list.”

Volunteer fire departments are 
focus of Chisholm Trail meeting

  “Incredible” oil and gas 
business has made for some 
good news on the financial 
front, he added.
  Newly elected Dist. 68  
State Rep. Drew Springer of 
Muenster and James Frank 
of Wichita Falls, who faces 
a Libertarian opponent in 
November for the District 69 
representative, also spoke 
briefly.
  James K. Brite Jr. of Bow-
ie was re-elected chairman 
of Chisholm Trail. Other offi-

  Brite pointed to Cantwell’s 
annual treasurer’s report, 
noting the decrease in fund 
balance following the end of 
federal funding to RC&Ds a 
year ago. Brite said Chish-
olm Trail is committed to 
keep serving its 11 counties 
in the North Texas area with 
grant searches, grant writ-
ing, and promotion of eco-
nomic development in rural 
areas. He said many other 
RC&Ds around the country 
have closed their doors, but 
Chisholm Trail will continue 
as long as funds are avail-
able. He encouraged cities, 
counties, fire departments, 
and other non-profits to con-
tinue their sponsorship of 
Chisholm Trail.

The HOT month of August brought forth 39 CALLS FOR 
SERVICE resulting in five INCIDENT REPORTS being 
generated.

I feel that cooperation 
with other nearby agencies is important as there are times 
when we need help also. Another issue brought to my at-
tention is our method of working traffic. We focus on areas 
that seem to be the most important depending on the time 
of day and amount of traffic present. We do not work in only 
one area. Also, we are very lenient when it comes to issuing 
citations as our CITATION count indicates. Our goal is to 
control the flow of traffic in our city and make it a safe place 
to work and live, and be inviting to our visitors. I encour-
age everyone with any questions or suggestions about our 
methods of operation to contact me anytime.

Police Notes

  Texas Department of Public Safety (DPS) troopers made 
more than 1,200 DWI arrests during a nine-day special en-
forcement period, including the July 4th holiday. The tar-
geted DWI enforcement took place from June 30 – July 8 
and included additional patrol hours funded by a Texas De-
partment of Transportation (TxDOT) grant.
  “DWI enforcement by our State Troopers made Texas 
roads safer and undoubtedly saved lives during this year’s 
July 4th holiday,” said DPS Director Steven McCraw. “We 
are grateful for the men and women of our Texas Highway 
Patrol who work every day to keep our communities safe.”
  DPS Highway Patrol troopers made 1,262 DWI arrests 
during the July 4th enforcement effort, and 361 of those 
arrests were a direct result of the increased patrols. The 
TxDOT grant allowed increased patrols in high-risk loca-
tions during the times when alcohol-related crashes are 
most frequent.
  DPS enforcement also resulted in nearly 13,700 speeding 
citations, more than 2,200 seat belt/child safety seat cita-
tions, 695 fugitive arrests, and 499 felony arrests during 
this time period.

Start of school brings CASA added caseload
children who’ve been in very 
tough situations haven’t had 
the watchful eyes of their 
teachers on them throughout 
the summer. Once kids go 
back to school, teachers and 
administrators are watchful 
of all of their students and 
are required by law to re-
port abuse or neglect when 
they suspect it. When the 
state investigates, some of 
these children will require 
protective foster care. My 
fear is that right now, we 
don’t have advocates for the 
children who are already in 
the system.  If more children 
come into foster care, it may 
well overwhelm our ability 
to provide volunteers to be 
‘there’ for our kids.”
  “Our current new vol-
unteer training class will 
graduate in about a week. 
We’ll be assigning those vol-
unteers cases as soon as we 
can after they are sworn in 
by the Court,” said Rob-
ertson. “We are set to com-
mence new volunteer train-
ing again in late September, 
simply in an effort to keep 
up with the need for volun-
teers. Some CASA programs 
only train volunteers two 
or three times a year. Right 
now, we’re starting a new 
training class about once a 
month in an effort to keep 

from turning away children. 
We’re not willing to turn any 
child away if we don’t have 
to. I don’t want any abused 
or neglected child in our 
County to miss having the 
laser-like, consistent focus 
that a CASA volunteer can 
give their case and the voice 
that they can provide for 
that child.”
  “That’s why we again ask 
that people consider wheth-
er they can get involved with 
CASA to help abused and ne-
glected children” says Rob-
ertson. In order to become 
a CASA volunteer, one must 
be one must be 21 years of 
age, have a clean criminal 
background, no prior history 
with Child Protective Servic-
es, and complete a 33-hour 
training. CASA is an equal 
opportunity volunteer pro-
gram. Being a CASA volun-
teer doesn’t take any special 
degree or experience.  It just 
takes a heart for children 
and time (around 10 – 15 
hours a month) to dedicate 
to the case.

  Glaucoma is a leading

  Thomas Galante, a vice 
president at the Bank of New 
York Mellon Corporation and 
registered NLS user, says, 
“People sometimes say to me, 
‘I’m not working—why do I 
need to know about personal 
finance?’ It’s in everybody’s 
interest to understand per-
sonal finance. It’s even more 
important for people who 
have fewer resources.
  “One way the NLS pro-
gram has helped me is by 
providing popular business 
books—the self-help books, 
the management books.

  It’s common to see athletes coughing and wheezing on 
playing fields and in gyms as they go through intense con-
ditioning drills prior to the start of their fall seasons. But 
for asthma sufferers, gasping for air is a serious concern.
  A near-perfect trifecta – the scorching heat, poor air-qual-
ity conditions, and demanding exercises – together creates 
the threat of increased attacks for asthma sufferers. Before 
fall sport schedules begin, they need to ensure their condi-
tion is well-controlled.
  Dr. Rebecca Gruchalla, who leads the division of allergy 
and immunology at UT Southwestern Medical Center, rec-
ommends the following:
  · See a pediatrician, internist, or asthma specialist (for 
individuals with moderate to severe cases) to ensure that 
asthma is properly controlled.
  · At the appointment, be prepared to answer questions 
about the frequency of symptoms, use of an albuterol (short-
acting inhaled bronchodilator), and sleep interruptions 
caused by asthma.
  It is imperative that school nurses, trainers, and coaches 
know about and pay close attention to athletes who suffer 
from asthma. Dr. Gruchalla recommends that athletes be 
allowed to ease into practice to see how well they tolerate 
exercising in the heat or in demanding conditions.
  Coaches should be alert for the signs and symptoms of 
asthma, which include shortness of breath, fatigue, chest 
tightness, coughs, and wheezing. Everyone should exercise 
extra caution on extremely hot days and high-pollution 
days.

  Dehydration happens 
when you lose fluid rapidly 
through sweat and don’t re-
place it by drinking enough. 
Signs of dehydration include 
sluggishness, dizziness, fa-
tigue, nausea, high body 
temperature, and poor coor-
dination.
  People begin to feel the 
effects of dehydration with 
just 1-2% of weight loss from 
fluid loss in sweat, according 
to Lona Sandon, assistant 
professor of clinical nutrition 
at UT Southwestern Medical 
Center. For a 150 pound per-
son, that is just three pounds 
of fluid loss during exercise. 
Heavy sweaters and those 
exercising outdoors during 
the summer months can eas-
ily lose this much or more in 
just one hour of exercise.

  Where those with normal 
pheromones can tread along 
the lake shore or the stream 
edge without fear of the little 
bloodsuckers, I will bring 
home a half-dozen of them, 
swollen up like little mar-

pain, urinary problems, loss 
of libido, upset stomach, stiff-
ness in the joints, back, and 
neck, muscle pain, cramps, 
twitching, headaches, tin-
gling, numbness, burning 
and stabbing sensations - you 
name it. It is a disease tailor 
made for hypochondriacs, 
malingerers, and disability 
cheats, and many doctors 

it in the trash or flush it down 
the toilet.
  The CDC says that even 
though mouth parts may 
remain temporarily embed-
ded in your skin, they can 
no longer transmit the Lyme 
disease bacteria once they’re 
separated from the body.
  Clean the spot with soap 
and water, then blot with al-

bles as they suck 
out my life fluids. 
They wait in gangs 
at the corner of 
deer trails to mug 
me. If I sit down 
on a stump, you 
can bet it’s a tick 
condo. They pile on 
me like Japanese 
workers f itting 
themselves into a 
Tokyo train when 
I walk through a 
cane break or a 
clear cut.
  Tick bites are more annoy-
ing than dangerous most of 
the time, but there is some 
reason for concern. Accord-
ing to the National Center 
for Disease Control, a small 
percentage of the ticks carry 
Lyme disease.
  According to the American 
Lyme Disease Foundation 
(ALDF), there’s one case per 
million people in Alabama, for 
example, in an average year. 
However, it’s a sure thing 
that hunters, hikers, shore-
line anglers, and campers 
are more likely to get it than 
those whose feet never step 
off the sidewalks; there are 
a lot of ticks in the woods in 
some areas, epidemic practi-
cally, so it pays to be vigilant. 
Some deer are loaded with 
ticks, and when a hunter har-
vests one and hauls it out of 
the woods, the little vampires 
have an excellent chance to 
change hosts.
  Lyme disease has been 
ascribed so many symptoms 
that they become meaning-
less; fever, sweats, chills, 
flushing, fatigue, swollen 
glands, sore throat, pelvic 

are reluctant to diagnose it 
because of that outside the 
core areas of occurrence in 
the northeastern U.S.
  Even if a tick infected with 
Lyme disease bites you, that 
does not mean you’re going to 
get the disease. Doctors say 
it takes hours for the trans-
mission to take place, and if 
you get the tick out promptly, 
odds are good there will be no 
problem.
  According to the U.S. Cen-
ter for Disease Control (CDC), 
best way to get a tick out is 
with tweezers, grasping the 
body as close to the skin as 
possible. With a steady mo-
tion, pull on the tick until it 
either lets go or its head pops 
off (yecchh!). Avoid crushing 
or touching the body - throw 

cohol and you’re done. 
In a few days the head 
will work its way out of 
your skin.
  That’s the way it’s 
supposed to go-but how 
will you know if you’re 
that one in a million 
who caught the dis-
ease?
  Look for the bulls 
eye. In most cases, an 
infection from a bite 
soon shows a red ring 
around the bite-loca-

tion. The ring may be any-
where from a couple inches 
to the size of a softball. If you 
see this pattern, you need 
to see a doctor, pronto. And 
sometimes, even when the 
disease is present, there’s no 
ring - first real symptoms are 
achy joints and headaches, 
doctors say.
  Early stage Lyme disease 
can be cured by heavy doses 
of antibiotics. Allowed to 
progress, however, it can 
hang on for years and be 
very hard to suppress. Use 
insect spray any time you’re 
in the woods, shower imme-
diately when you get home, 
and check your skin regularly 
and odds are you’ll have few 
problems this summer with 
ticks.         --The Fishing Wire

  Research from Oklaho-
ma State University (OSU) 
suggests that excessively 
long-lasting and hot summer 
temperatures can shorten the 
gestation of beef cows.
  “Producers may need to 
adjust their herd manage-
ment so as to help cows that 
require birthing assistance; 
OSU research shows that 
cows exposed to 90 degrees 
Fahrenheit or greater during 
the last two weeks of gesta-
tion calve an average of four 
days earlier than what is 
considered normal,” said Bob 
Wettemann, OSU Regents 
professor and animal science 
researcher, in a Southern 
Livestock Standard report.
  The OSU animal science 
studies strengthen consid-
eration for ranchers to use 
a fall-calving system with 
first-calf cows, instead of a 
spring-calving system.
  “Lighter birth weights for 
fall-calving first-calf cows 
should decrease difficulties 
associated with small cows 
giving birth to large calves,” 

Heat affecting livestock gestation
Wettemann said.
  In most mammals, the 
fetus determines when the 
birth will occur. Recent scien-
tific studies demonstrate that 
high temperatures can speed 
up the “time clock” during the 
last two weeks of gestation, 
because of hormonal changes 
in the cow and fetus.
  “This is not automatically 
a bad thing as it can provide 

certain animal health bene-
fits, but it does require earlier 
observation of cows during 
late gestation,” Wettemann 
said. “When used in conjunc-
tion with selection of bulls 
whose genetics promote lower 
birth weights, producers po-
tentially can see increased 
calf survival, and getting a 
live calf on the ground is the 
whole point.”

  The Texas Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) announced that 
calendar year 2012 brings 
several changes to the way 
FSA reports a producer ’s 
farm program payments to 
the producer and the IRS, 
said USDA Texas FSA Acting 
Executive Director James B. 
Douglass.
  In past years, IRS Form 
1099-G would be issued to 
show all farm program pay-
ments received from FSA, 
regardless of the amount.
 “Starting with calendar year 
2012, producers whose total 
reportable payments from 
FSA are less than $600 will 
not receive IRS Form 1099-
G (Report of Payments to 
Producers),” Douglass said. 
“Additionally, producers who 
receive payments from more 
than one county will only re-
ceive one Form 1099-G if the 
total of all payments from all 
counties is $600 or more.
 “Producers who receive less 
than $600 in combined pay-
ments should consult a tax 
advisor to determine if these 
payments must be reported 
on their tax return,” Douglass 

continued. “If the payments 
were subject to voluntary 
withholdings or subject to 
backup (involuntary) with-
holdings, a Form 1099-G 
will be issued regardless of 
the total amount of the pay-
ments.”

Texas FSA changes reporting 
of farm program payments

  The same changes will ap-
ply to producers and vendors 
who normally receive IRS 
Form 1099-MISC from FSA.  
  For more information re-
garding IRS reporting chang-
es, please contact your local 
Texas FSA office.

  Some Texas cattle ranchers 
are seeing greener pastures 
as producers prepare to head 
into fall with good market 
prices, but the rest of the 
nation is struggling against 
drought conditions.
  “The drought cuts two ways 
for the cattle industry, and 
they both have to do with feed 
prices—for forages and for 
feed to grow out steers and 

heifers for beef,” said Chris 
Hurt, an agricultural econo-
mist at Purdue University, in 
a Beef Today article.
  Herd expansion seems to 
be possible for some Texas 
cattlemen, even after last 
year’s epic drought that sent 
more than 600,000 head of 
cattle out of the state. How-
ever, for Iowa cattlemen like 
Ed Greiman, a cow-calf and 

feedlot operator, holding on 
to cattle will be a tall order 
during the winter months.
  “We reduced our budgets 
for the bank, and we see the 
cow-calf side getting hurt. It 
will take $100 per cow more 
in feed for the next 12 months, 
compared to last year,” Grei-
man said. He also feeds 2,500 
head in monoslope facilities 
but said that he plans to keep 

the feeding pens full. “We 
only had one bad turn before 
corn went up. We’ll find a 
way to get through and buy 
extra cornstalks and other 
alternative feeds to finish 
cattle out.”
  For cattlemen who can hold 
out against Mother Nature, 
there may be a silver lining 
this fall. With the drought, 
this year’s typical fall calf 
run actually occurred in the 
summer, said Derrell Peel, 
Oklahoma State University 
livestock economist. Fall calf 
prices may trend up since the 
glut of movement occurred 
earlier.
  “Short pastures meant 
that calves headed to feedlots 
sooner than normal. It also 
meant that the cowherd was 
culled more than normal and 
heifer retention declined,” 
says Ron Plain, University of 
Missouri agricultural econo-
mist.
  Increased cow slaughter 
and reduced heifer retention 
will mean a smaller calf crop 
in 2013, and consequently 
tighter beef supplies and 
higher beef prices.

  For the week ending Sept. 1, feeder cattle prices at Texas 
auctions were mostly steady to $4 higher per hundredweight 
(cwt) to $10 higher, with a few to $3 lower and some as much 
as $8 higher. One location noted that prices on replacement 
heifers were $10 to $20 higher. Texas direct feeder cattle sales 
were steady to $2 higher and at the Oklahoma City National 
Stockyards feeder cattle were steady to $5 higher. Tight 
feeder supplies and prospects they will get even tighter this 
fall continue to support higher prices while variable quality 
and high grain prices limited gains. The fed cattle cash trade 
was $2 to $3 higher, but wholesale beef prices were lower. 
 Wheat prices increased at midweek on rumors that Russia 
might limit exports, but then retreated after Russian agen-
cies decided that restrictions are not needed at this time. 
Corn and grain sorghum prices were lower mostly due to 
weak export demand.
   According to the weekly USDA NASS corn was 73% mature 
and 61% harvested, both higher than the average for this 
date. Grain sorghum was 72% mature and 58% harvested, 
also ahead of the normal pace. Rice harvest was 80% com-
plete compared to 84% on average. Pasture conditions were 
near unchanged 17% of the acreage rated in good to excellent 
condition; 52% was rated poor to very poor; and 31% was 
rated in fair condition.
