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Diggin’ up dirt in  Muenster

  Residents and businesses in Muenster will pay slightly 
more for City services. During the Monday, Oct. 1 meeting, 
the City Council agreed to increase fees for waste disposal 
and water and sewer.
  Last month, Progressive Waste Solution (formerly IESI) 
requested a 3.11% increase in its fees. The Council approved 
the request. In recent years, the City increased fees to cus-
tomers to cover the difference. City Administrator Stan En-
dres suggested that they make another increase to cover 
the increase. 
  Mayor Joey Anderson commented, “We had the discus-
sion about the tax rate last month, and Tim (Felderhoff) 
and Jack (Flusche) both had feedback on the tax rate. One 
thing we discussed was the ability to increase fees as a use 
component where the more you use, the more you pay. It 
particularly comes into play with the water and sewer.”
  Endres suggested an increase of 10% which would give 
the City an additional revenue of about 7%. “That would 
help cover some of these future expenses that we know we 
are going to have,” he said.
  That would be $17.88 plus sales tax and added fuel sur-
charge per month and would be an increase of $1.63 per 
household. Anderson said last year’s rate was $16.25 and 
IESI charged the City $14.68 to give the City $1.57 from 
that charge. With a 10% increase, the City would  get $2.74 
out of the new rate of $17.88.
  Larger commercial and industrial accounts will be 
charged per month: three cubic yards once weekly pickup 
$98.62 and twice weekly $197.18; four cubic yards once 
weekly $115.50 and twice weekly $230.89. 
  The Council voted unanimously in favor of Ordinance 
#332 with the 10% increase. 
  Endres also suggested raising the water and sewer rates. 
Muenster’s rates are considerably less then most neighbor-
ing communities. He pointed out an article on Blue Mound, 
a small city northwest of Fort Worth. Currently, the aver-
age Blue Mound resident pays $146 water and sewer while 
using an average of 5,000 gallons of water a month. Muen-
ster’s current rate for the same amount is $48. With the 
suggested 10% increase they would pay $54.60.
  Alderman Greg Bohl inquired about last year’s increase. 
Anderson said that in 2010, the charge for 5,000 gallons 
was about $19 and in 2011 it was raised to $26. With a 10% 
increase, that would go to $28.60 or an increase of $2.60 per 
month on 5,000 gallons.
  The vote to approve Ordinance #331 to increase the water 
and sewer rates by 10% passed 4-1. Alderman Bohl cast the 
nay vote. He stated, “I think it’s the wrong time to raise it. 
Raising our trash rates and water at the same time - I don’t 
like that. Though I understand the long-term vision.”
  Mayor Anderson and City Administrator Endres met 
with City Planner Karen Mitchell on Sept. 19 to discuss the 
City’s Zoning Ordinance. She presented a proposal to redo 
the City’s outdated Zoning Ordinance.  
  Anderson said that she suggested starting fresh with a  
new up-to-date ordinance and bring in elements of the old 
one. It is expected to cost $9,500. That includes a workshop 
with the City Council to review the new ordinance and one 
meeting to hold a public hearing to receive public com-
ments.

  On Sept. 10, at a special 
meeting of the Cooke Coun-
ty Republican Executive 
Committee, long-time Cooke 
County Republican Robert 
“Bob” Eggleston tendered 
his resignation as chairman 
to the Committee.

  During his monthly report 
to the Muenster City Coun-
cil, Muenster Police Chief 
Mark Blankenship told of a 
scam that cost a local resi-
dent several thousand dol-
lars. He said it is similar to 
a scam from last year when 
an individual called to say, 
“Grandma, I’m in Mexico. 
I’ve had a wreck and I need 
$5,000 to get my car fixed so 
I can get back home.” They 
are told to Fed Ex or West-
ern Union the money to an

Local resident reports theft by scam
attorney in Mexico City. And 
Grandma does it. He noted, 
“There is nothing, absolutely 
nothing that law enforce-
ment can do about that. If 
we knew exactly who it was 
and exactly where they were 
and they’re in Mexico City, 
there is nothing we can do.”
  The Police Chief stressed, 
“Each and every one of 
us who have elderly fam-
ily members and friends we 
need to just drive it into their 
heads - don’t give anybody 
any money without talking 
to someone, either your fam-
ily or your banker or some-
one. They are just making 
very poor decisions.”
  There is no way to stop the 
phone calls, but when the 
calls come, they need to talk 
to someone before sending 
any money. “We’ll be glad to 
talk to them. If someone gets 
a call, we will walk them 
through it. If it’s a real deal, 
we’ll walk them through it 
and if it’s not a real deal we’ll 
put the brakes on it.”
  Alderman Greg Bohl add-
ed, “It’s real easy. There’s 
no cost. A criminal can find 
somebody’s grandchildren’s 
names. It is very easy on the 
Internet.” Blankenship said 
that Facebook is a source of 
information that everyone 
who wants to has access to 
and the criminals just start 
digging to find their victims.
  City Administrator Stan 
Endres said that in the same 
time frame, two people in 
town were called and anoth-
er in Valley View.
  Chief Blankenship issued 
the following statement for 
residents:

WARNING
  “As always, scammers 
are busy trying to get your 
$Money$. Most of the time, 
their attempt is by phone. 
However, the method their 
motive is the same. Senior 
citizens are the most likely 

targets. So, if you or anyone 
you know is contacted by 
someone unknown to them 
or by someone claiming to be 
a relative, before you hand 
out your money, verify the 
caller by some type of infor-
mation known only to you 
or contact another family 

member, bank official, or the 
police department to help in 
the verification. Remember, 
once your money is gone, IT’S 
GONE. Most of the scams 
originate out of the country, 
so trying to investigate and 
prosecute is impractical if 
not impossible.”

  For decades I’ve voted “re-
ligiously,” to no avail.

Candidates who 
meet petition signature re-
quirements become eligible 
to submit their birth certifi-
cates, educational qualifica-
tions and grades, personal 
dossier, and a clear criminal 
record can get on the ballot. 
The people vote, and the top 
three vote getters are in the 
run-off, whether left, right, 
or middle of the road. No 
parties - no problem!
  4. Political Action Com-
mittees are banished. Can-
didates may spend only a set 
amount per election or state. 
Buying an election via me-
dia is evil!
  5. Lobbying and lobbyists 
are banned. If an elected per-
son can’t decide what’s right, 
we need a smarter one. Paid 
lobbyists can resign and run 
their own race to see if vot-
ers agree.
  6. National candidates 
should post a list of poten-
tial subordinates (vice presi-
dent for instance), Cabinet 
picks, and staff members 

before the election. Think of 
all those winners who have 
creeps running their office 
who were never mentioned 
earlier.
  7. Pollsters are limited in 
the amount of data they can 
distribute until a month be-
fore the election.

  “Our goal right now is to 
get this into this century 
and move forward,” said the 
Mayor.
  Endres noted that Mitch-
ell feels it would be best to 
keep the zoning map as it is 
now with no changes.
  The Council voted unani-
mously to accept her propos-
al to do the update.
  There was no opposition 
to renewing the City con-
tract with Friends of the 
Muenster Library for the 
operation of the Library. The 
Council approved a three-
year contract that leases to 
the library building for $1 a 
year. The City pays an annu-
al fee of $18,000 a year from 
its General Fund to Friends 
of the Muenster Public Li-
brary. The funds are used 
to pay operating expenses. 
The City also provides use of 
the City fax machine when 
needed and yard mainte-
nance. The Friends of the Li-
brary agree to provide minor 
maintenance of the building, 
provide for a supervisor to 
oversee the Library, and set 
up a fiscal operation which 
uses sound fiscal manage-
ment and internal controls, 
among other things.
  Muenster Police Chief 
Mark Blankenship present-
ed his monthly report. (See  
Police Notes on page 2.) He 

do about the situation.
  Administrator Endres re-
ported that the Ash Street 
paving is finished. “It’s still 
pretty rough driving over it 
right now, but it will get bet-
ter as there is more traffic on 
it,” he said.

said that the part-time of-
ficer resigned due to family 
matters, making the citation 
total down some.
  The Council discussed the 
drainage ditch that runs in 
the alley on the north side 
of Block 38.

Storm water 
from Main Street collects 
in the ditch. It usually has 
standing water that attracts 
mosquitoes and makes it dif-
ficult to mow.

The tinhorn 
would have to be about 155 
feet long and would cost 
more than $4,000. It is a 
very rocky area that would 
require a jackhammer. Also 
a gas line and a fiber optic 
line are buried there.
  Schilling Tire owners plan 
to add on to their building 
and would like to see the 
ditch fixed. They want to 
build up to their property 
line and the repaired ditch 
would provide a more stable 
foundation. Jon Schilling 
told Endres that they would 
consider assisting the City 
with the project.
  Since there were no defi-
nite cost estimates, a deci-
sion was tabled. 
  During public comments, 
resident Bob Knauf request-
ed that the City consider an 
agenda item for November. 
He suggested that they think 
about putting a load limit on 
traffic traveling Ash Street. 
“You’ve spent the money to 
repair it and you’ve got oil 
trucks running up and down 
that road,” he explained. “I 
don’t mind them going down 
the road empty, but when 
they are going up towards 
the north loaded, they are 
the ones playing hell on that 
road. It’s not designed for a 
heavy load. If you don’t do 
something with Ash on the 
load limit, in six months you 
will have to spend the money 
again.”

  Q:  We know it’s not pos-
sible to rain cats and dogs, 
but sometimes you hear 
about frogs and other ani-
mals coming down from the 
sky. Is this possible?
  A: It is, and it’s happened 
many times throughout his-
tory, says Brent McRoberts 
of Texas A&M University. 
“There are reports of it rain-
ing frogs, fishes, and even 
snakes going back almost 
2,000 years,” McRoberts 
says. “In the past 300 years, 
many of these have been 
carefully documented and 
witnessed by hundreds of 
people. Most of these have 
involved frogs and fish, but 
others have seen such things 

Texas A&M Weather Whys
as corn, snakes, flowers, and 
other materials. In 1873, it 
was reported that parts of 
Kansas City were covered 
with frogs that had dropped 
from the sky. In 1997, a Japa-
nese fishing vessel was sunk 
by one of several cows falling 
from the sky, in an almost 
unbelievable tale that was 
later verified by the Russian 
Air Force.”
  Q: What causes these 
things to fall from the sky?
  A: The most generally ac-
cepted answer is that small 
creatures, such as fish or 
frogs, are sucked up high 
into the air by either very 
strong thunderstorms or 
tornadoes, McRoberts ex-

plains. “Over the ocean, a 
waterspout — a tornado that 
forms over water — can pro-
duce strong enough winds to 
carry small fish into the air. 
There are instances of some 
of these creatures being car-
ried long distances because 
there was no water nearby. 
Maybe one of the strangest 
occurred in 1877 when The 
New York Times reported 
that several small alliga-
tors had fallen from the sky 
onto a South Carolina farm, 
and in August of 2001, the 
Wichita, Kansas, area ex-
perienced rain mixed with 
cornhusks, some of them 30 
inches long.”

  If your high school athlete is 
heading out to the practice field 
this month, UT Southwestern 
Medical Center sports medicine 
doctors urge parents to review 
guidelines about concussions.
  Look over the equipment and 
make sure it fits properly, par-
ticularly the helmet. Make sure 
your athlete knows how to wear 
it properly and does so even in 
practice.
  “Parents, coaches, and stu-
dent athletes should know what 
symptoms to pay attention to,” 
notes Dr. Robert Dimeff, direc-
tor of primary care sports medi-
cine at UT Southwestern. “The 
signs and symptoms can come 
immediately after the impact or 
even days later.”
  Athletes need to let a parent, 
coach, or other adult know if 
they are feeling signs such as 
headache or “pressure” in their 
head, nausea or vomiting, bal-
ance problems or dizziness, 
blurry vision, sensitivity to light 
or noise, drowsiness or fatigue, 
and concentration problems or 
confusion, Dr. Dimeff says.
  Parents should note mood or 
behavioral changes, including 
athletes appearing stunned, 
dazed or confused about home-
work, particularly work that 
was not difficult before. 
  “Those symptoms justify a 
doctor’s visit so a concussion 
isn’t overlooked,” Dr. Dimeff 
adds.

  The Sacred Heart Tigers 
out-scored the Hornets of 
Era 27-6 last Friday night 
on the road. All points were 
made in the first half of the 
game. The Tigers got on 
track after a week off, with 
the Hornets buzzing after a 
big 52-14 victory over Bells.

  It’s Homecoming night in 
the Tiger Den this Friday 
as Sacred Heart plays host 
to the Fort Worth Temple 
Christian Eagles to begin 
District play.
  These two teams should 
be evenly matched, as they 
both lost to Frisco Legacy.

  For the week ending Sept. 
29, feeder cattle prices report-
ed by Texas auctions ranged 
from $6 lower to $6 higher 
per hundredweight (cwt) 
compared to a week earlier, 
with a few as much as $10 
higher. Texas direct feeder 
cattle sales were steady to 
$2 higher early in the week, 
but sales came to a standstill 
later when bids declined. At 
the Oklahoma City National 
Stockyards, feeder cattle 
were steady to $2 higher, but 
calves were $2 to $4 lower. 
The feeder cattle situation 
remains unchanged with 
tight supplies offset by high 
grain prices and poor cattle 
feeding margins. Fed cattle 
cash prices were $3 lower 
per cwt in response to lower 
beef prices. 
  Wheat and corn prices 
ended the week higher af-
ter USDA released a bull-
ish grain stocks report on 
Friday morning. According 
to the weekly USDA NASS 
crop progress report, the 
condition indexes declined 
slightly last week for cotton 
and peanuts, but remained 
unchanged for corn, rice, 
and grain sorghum. Corn 
was 75% harvested, higher 
than the average, while grain 
sorghum harvest was 66% 
complete, behind the normal 
70%. Winter wheat planting 
advanced to 43% complete 
compared to the normal 38%. 
Eleven percent of the acreage 
has emerged.

  A Texas A&M Forest Ser-
vice survey of hundreds of for-
ested plots scattered across 
the state shows 301 million 
trees were killed as a re-
sult of the devastating 2011 
drought.
  The number was deter-
mined by a study of both 
on-the-ground tree health 
assessments collected during 
a three-month period earlier 
this year and satellite imag-
ery from before and after the 
drought.
  The findings fall right in 
the middle of original esti-
mates gathered last fall that 
indicated roughly 100 million 
to 500 million trees had died 
as a result of the drought.
  “The drought produced 
traumatic results, especially 
for individual landowners. 
But the good news is the for-
est is resilient. When a dead 
tree falls over, a young, new 
tree eventually will grow 
back in its place,” said Burl 
Carraway, department head 
for the Texas A&M Forest 
Service Sustainable Forestry 

department. “Tree death is 
a natural forest process. We 
just had more last year than 
previous years.”
  The findings represent 
the number of trees in rural, 
forested areas that died as a 
direct result of the drought, 
as well as those that suc-
cumbed to insect infestation 
or disease because they were 
drought-stressed.
  The figure does not include 
trees in cities and towns. 
Another 5.6 million trees in 
urban areas — along streets 
and in yards and parks — 
also died as a result of the 
drought, according to a study 
done earlier this year by the 
Texas A&M Forest Service 
Urban Forestry program.
   The drought assessment 
of rural, forested areas was 
done in cooperation with 
the U.S. Forest Service For-
est Inventory and Analysis 
program and the Texas A&M 
University Ecosystem Sci-
ence and Management De-
partment. 
  As part of the analysis, 

the state was divided into 10 
sections: Panhandle, Trans 
Pecos, North, Central, South, 
and the Brazos Valley, as well 
as four East Texas regions. 
  Some forested areas suf-
fered worse than others. The 
Brazos Valley region was hit 
the hardest, losing almost 
10% of its trees on forested 
land. North Texas and west-
ern Northeast Texas suffered 
similar fates, losing 8.3% and 
8.2%, respectively.
  Trees in far East Texas 
seemed to fare the best with 
just 1.3% of trees succumb-
ing to the drought in eastern 
Southeast Texas and just 
3.9% dying in eastern North-
east Texas.
  “So what’s the fate of these 
trees? The vast majority are 
going to stand out there — 
until they eventually fall 
to the ground,” Texas A&M 
Forest Service Analyst Chris 
Edgar said, stressing that 
standing, dead trees located 
near homes or recreation ar-
eas should be removed.
  Edgar estimated that an 
existing 272 million standing 
dead trees already littered 
the landscape before the 
drought. That number is ex-
pected to double now, which 
will produce both positive and 
negative effects.
  The standing, dead trees 
will provide additional habi-
tats for insects, birds, and 
wildlife. Fallen trees will do 
the same, while also adding 
structure to the forest floor 
which helps prevent soil ero-
sion.
  Conversely, they’ll also 
begin to release their stored 
carbon back into the atmo-
sphere and could become po-
tential hazards during times 
of high winds and dangerous 
fire conditions.

  A Texas A&M AgriLife Ex-
tension Service soil fertility 
expert advised beef producers 
to get a soil test as residual 
nutrients from previous fer-
tilizer applications may still 
be in reserve.
  “We are still facing drought 
conditions as we did last year, 
and if producers applied fer-
tilizer last year or this year, 
they didn’t grow much of a 
forage crop,” said Dr. Mark 
McFarland, AgriLife Exten-
sion state soil fertility special-
ist in College Station, at the 
recent Beef and Forage Expo 
in Bryan. “As a result, there 
can be a substantial amount 
of that fertilizer remaining in 
the soil for next year.”
  McFarland said to be cer-
tain, producers are advised to 
soil test each field they plan 
to fertilize.
  “Fertilizer prices remain 
very high,” he said. “We are 
looking at 50 cents to 70 
cents per pound of nutrient 

for nitrogen, phosphorus, and 
potassium. It is a significant 
part of the overall input cost 
for forage production.”
  A soil test is a “tried and 
tested method” for determin-
ing the correct fertilizer prod-
uct  and rate of application, 
he said. Applying unneces-
sary nutrients is expensive 
and does not improve forage 
yield or quality.
  “A soil test allows us to 
credit any carryover fertilizer 
due to the drought and can 
save producers a significant 
amount of money,” McFar-
land said.
  In areas where soil acid-
ity is a concern, soil testing 
should be done in late fall 
so that limestone, if needed, 
can be applied and allowed to 
react and increase pH by next 
year. In other areas, soil test-
ing for warm-season forage 
production should be done in 
winter or early spring.
  Meanwhile, McFarland 

also discussed alternative 
fertilizers for producers to 
consider. There are several 
viable options, including 
livestock manures, poultry 
litter, composts, and mu-
nicipal biosolids. Producers 
should request a nutrient 
analysis for any product they 
are considering and compare 
the cost to standard fertilizer 
on a pound-of-nutrient basis, 
McFarland said.
  “Good quality poultry litter 
may be worth $62 or more 
per ton,” he said. “But you 
also will need a good soil test 
to determine if an alterna-
tive fertilizer has a nutrient 
content that is an economical 
fit for a particular hayfield or 
pasture.”
  McFarland also said to con-
sider delivery and spreading 
of products as well.
  “Hauling and spreading 
costs are extremely high, so 
you also need to consider 
those in any product com-
parison.”
  McFarland said soil sample 
forms and other information 
related to forage fertility are 
available online at http://
soilcrop.tamu.edu.
  “There you will find de-
tailed information that will 
assist your forage production 
program,” he said. “Another 
good source is the AgriLife 
Extension agent in your coun-
ty. They are a great resource 
if you have questions on how 
to respond to the drought.”
