Barqaet commemorates Maerster Jaycees’ SOth

Many memories stirred in
the minds of those attend-
ing the Muenster Jaycees’
50th Anniversary celebra-
tion this past Saturday eve-
ning. Plaques, awards, pho-
tos, vests, T-shirts, and more
filled tables along one wall.
A slide show gave glimpses
of Jaycee history from the
beginning to the present
with newspaper clippings
and photos.

The Banquet was held
Saturday, Feb. 23 in the
Muenster VFW Hall. Outgo-
ing President Josh Walter-
scheid served as master of
ceremonies and opened the
event by recognizing special
guests and dignitaries.

Rev. Ralph Gourley, pastor
of First Baptist Church, of-
fered the invocation. Patrick
Lutkenhaus led the Pledge
of Allegiance.

Muenster Mayor Joey An-
derson welcomed guests. He
added, “When I think of the
Jaycees, I think of a begin-
ning place of our leadership
in our community and think
of all that they do around
town. You drive anywhere
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and you see projects and ac-
complishments that they've
had. If you look around the
community, you also see the
leaders out on the School
Board, the City Council,
any group that we've talked
about. Many of them have
come through the Jaycees
along the way. We really do
appreciate their leadership,
their contributions to the
community, and I don’t know
how we would do it without
them.”

JCI (Junior Chamber In-
ternational) Senator Wayne
Klement then presented a
50-year history of the Muen-
ster Jaycee organization,
then the Junior Chamber of
Commerce, from its incep-
tion in 1963. Klement noted,
“the men who joined learned
how to establish the needs
of their community with
actions and money mak-
ing projects. The proceeds
mainly went right back into
the community. There were
also programs that initiated
leadership, speaking, and fi-
nancial management.”

Darren Bindel read the
list of 34 charter members
and officers for the first
year. Serving as the first
slate of officers were Presi-
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dent Joey Galloway; 1st VP
Donald Bayer; 2nd VP Jerry
Wimmer; Secretary Hen-
ry Weinzapfel;, Treasurer
Tommy Herr; District Rep.
Joe Moster; Trustees Ar-
thur Bayer, Bill Pratt, Wil-
lie Walterscheid, and Dan
Haverkamp. All attending
were asked to stand and re-
ceived a round of applause.
Included in the Jaycee
program were the names of
those serving as president
over the years, recipients
of the Key Man Award be-
ginning in 1964, and Out-
standing Citizens of the Year
beginning in 1965. These
people were also asked to
stand and be recognized.
The 10 JCI senators were
recognized by Bindel. Willie
Fisher was a charter mem-
ber, the first Muenster JCI
senator, and is still active in
the organization. The other
JCI senators are Wayne Kle-
ment, Ross Felderhoff, Jack

Flusche, Claude Klement,
Dave Flusche, Jr., Neal
Flusche, Shawn Flusche,

Doug Hermes, and Tim Fel-
derhoff.

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Election called for sale of
alcoholic beverages in |P 4

Will the sale of alcoholic
beverages, including mixed
beverages, be legalized in
southern Cooke County?
That question will be an-
swered with the results of a
special election called for on
May 11.

Tax Assessor/Collector Bil-
lie Jean Knight showed a pe-
tition presented to her office
on Jan 24. It requested a lo-
cal option liquor election for
JP Precinct 4. Knight noted
that there were 1,316 valid
signatures, more than the
required 1,158. The amount
needed to qualify is 35% of
the 3,308 voters of the JP 4
2008 election. There were
more signatures, but not all
were valid.

The Court approved the
certification of the election
and ordered the election to
be held on May 11.

County Clerk Rebecca
Lawson requested that Com-
missioners Court combine
voting precincts 12, 14, and
15. That would have Myra
and Rosston voting with
Era in the Era Community
Center, 102 Malone Street.
This is because there is not
a place available in either of
those communities to hold
this election. It was unani-
mously approved.

Other voting places for the
alcohol election and the pol-
ing places are: Precinct 10 at
Mountains Springs Commu-
nity Center, 173 Mountain
Springs Lane; Precinct 11 at
First Baptist Church in Val-
ley View, 504 N. Lee: Precinct

17 Muenster VFW Hall, 136
Ash Street; and Precinct 22
Lake Kiowa Lodge, 905 W.
Kiowa Drive.

Polling places will be open
from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. on May
11. Early voting will be held
in the County Courthouse,
first floor, from 8 a.m. to 5
p.m. weekdays beginning on
April 29 and ending on May
3. Lawson is the early voting
clerk. Applications for ballot
by mail must be received no
later than the close of busi-
ness on May 3.

Emergency Management
Coordinator Ray Fletcher
reported on the CodeRED
test to be conducted the fol-
lowing day, Tuesday, Feb.
26. All phone numbers listed
in the entire system will re-
ceive a test call. He said it
is a chance to test and see
if the calls can be gotten out
quickly and to validate num-
bers in the system. There
may be numbers no longer
in service.

Hickey honored as 2012
Jaycee Outstanding Citizen

“Each year, the Jaycees
choose to honor someone as
our Citizen of the Year,” stat-
ed Outgoing Jaycee Presi-
dent Josh Walterscheid.
“Our motto is ‘Service to hu-
manity is the best work of
life’ and this year’s recipient
exemplifies service to others
and our community.”

The announcement of the
Jaycees’ 2012 Citizen of the
Year Kay Hickey took place
at the Jaycee Banquet on
Saturday, Feb. 23.

Walterscheid noted that
Hickey serves the communi-
ty in a number of capacities.
A member of Keep Muenster
Beautiful for more than 10
years, Hickey served as its
president and secretary over
the years and was instru-
mental in helping the orga-
nization win the Governor’s
Community  Achievement
Award in 2005 and 2008.

Hickey is a school teacher
by profession and has a dai-

ly impact on students in the
community. He said, “The
youth of Muenster have seen
her show her positive energy
and passion for our commu-
nity during community-wide
clean-ups, KMB planting
days, Christmas decorating,
and most notably as Auntie
Litter. For the past 10 years,
she has dressed in the offi-
cial ‘Auntie Litter’ attire to
walk in the Christmas Pa-
rade, talk with students at
the schools, and read to chil-
dren at the Muenster Public
Library.

“Her true passion is her
recycling efforts throughout
the city. She has been in-
strumental in placing drop
off boxes at the local stores
for used ink cartridges, eye
glasses, and cell phones...
She has used recycling funds
received from these projects
to help purchase new ta-
bles and chairs for the new
KMB building and also some
needed school items for her
students, such as classroom
stereos, DVD players, chairs

for the computer lab, and
most recently cameras for
all the classrooms. She has
set up recycle bins in each
classroom to encourage her
students to recycle paper
and cardboard, and with
the help of her 5th and 6th
grade students, she collects
and bundles it and drops
it off at the local recycling
station. For several years,
she has been taking around
24,000 pounds of cardboard
a year to the local bailing
machine. On average, she
collects one ton of cardboard
each month.”

Josh told of Hickey’s work
with the Muenster Histori-
cal Commission of which she
has been an active member
since 1999. She keeps the
Muenster Museum open at
least one day a month, works
their Germanfest booth, is
responsible for the display
of Museum items in the win-
dows at the former Christi’s
Jewelry Store, helps with
fundraisers, and created a

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der. At the Tuesday, Feb. 19
Board meeting, the Board
approved the purchase of a
stress treadmill, worksta-
tion, and blood pressure sys-
tem for a cost of $18,203.73.
The fiscal year 2012 audit
report was presented by Mi-
chael Oatman of BKD, LLP.
A clean report was given,
with no deficiency or mate-
rial weakness listed.
Oatman updated the
Board on community hospi-
tals in the area from public
information to which he has
access. He said, “They are all
losing significant amounts
from operations. The last re-
ported information, they are
all negative on the bottom

line, as well. What’s going on
is most of those hospitals are
PPS (Paid on fee Per Service).
They see the revenues go flat
and their expenses creep up
2% or 3% a year and without
cost-based Critical Access re-
imbursement absorbing that
additional expenses, it eats
up their bottom line.

“They are hurting, primar-
ily, for inpatient business.
Hospitals are geared to treat
patients and when you don’t
have inpatients showing up,
you can’t make a go just on
outpatient alone.”

Oatman noted that the
Affordable Care Act result-
ing in $700 billion in Medi-

Mexico-bound assault weapons

confiscated in Cooke County

On Tuesday, Feb. 19, the Cooke County Sheriff’s Office,
assisted by members of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and
Explosives (ATF), disrupted the sale of fully automatic as-
sault weapons enroute from Cooke County to the country
of Mexico.

Deputies established surveillance in the 13000 Block
South I-35E, Valley View and observed four males driving
two vehicles meet and exchange weapons and U.S. curren-
cy. Deputies arrested four individuals, one from Oklahoma
City, Oklahoma, one from South Texas, and two from Den-
ton County, and seized 20 fully automatic AK-47 assault
rifles, $16,000 U.S. currency, and two vehicles. The defen-
dants were brought to and placed into the Cooke County
Jail with charges pending in the Federal Court of the East-
ern District of Texas.

“We are working closely with the ATF to protect the citi-
zens of Cooke County and to ensure that any offender caught
is prosecuted to the maximum extent of federal law,” stated
Cooke County Sheriff Terry Gilbert. “We are continuing the
investigation and expect more arrests in the near future.”

care cuts over time will affect hospitals.

MMH’s Critical Access Hospital (CAH) designation has
more than a $2 million a year benefit. CAH designation has
been on and off the chopping block at various times. “You
would have trouble filling up a $2 million hole as would 40
other Critical Access hospitals in Texas,” commented Oat-
man. “If they do away with that program, they will close 30
plus hospital and I'm not sure the politics will exists to do
that.”

Oatman encouraged them to talk to their U.S. senators
and representatives about how important this program
(CAH) is to the hospital.

A looming shortage of physicians is another potential
problem. In Texas, there is one physician per 1,000 people.
By 2025, it is projected that about 1.7 million physicians
will be needed and they only expect to have about 785,000.
He added that the projection is driven by the idea that more
people being insured are going to require more physician
treatment.

In his report, Administrator Michael Kent stated that
Dr. Ammar began seeing cardiology patients on Monday,
Feb. 11. He is ordering echoes and arterial studies from
ultrasound and some people are lined up for stress tests.
He added that Dr. Ammar is happy to be seeing patients in
Muenster.

Dr. Khaira will schedule patients as soon as all the equip-
ment is ready for him to do so.

CNA Diane Neu reported a daily average census of 11.9
patients in January. There were 13 patients in the Hospital
that day.

RNs Jessica Walterscheid, Renee Connor, and Diane Neu,
PT Tim Pembroke, and Melissa Trubenbach, FNP-C attend-
ed a training seminar in Boston for the new EHR system.

Currently, there are student nurses from NCTC doing
clinicals at MMH this semester. There are semester one
registered nursing students three days a week and third
semester licensed vocational nurses two days a week.

Mary Josephine Cox scholarship reunion planned

An English teacher at the
Newsome Dougherty Memo-
rial High School in Gaines-
ville made some financial
decisions that would impact
the availability of education
to thousands of Cooke Coun-
ty students.

Mary Josephine Cox was
an English teacher at News-
ome Dougherty Memorial
High School and then per-
formed double duty in 1924
with the opening of the
Gainesville Junior College
that was located on the high
school’s campus.

According to a May 1965
article from The Hilltop
News by Mary Jo Graham,
Cox was the chairman of the
English departments at the
high school and the college.
“Miss Cox was a book lover.
Her personal library was
large. It was hard for her to
pass a book store without
making a purchase,” Gra-
ham’s story stated.

Cox’s library became the
foundation for the current
North Central Texas College

Library.
In the late 1920s, a na-
tional financial recession

decimated financial markets
and Cox asked her financial
adviser about investments.
He suggested that she invest
in land — which she did.
After her death in 1934,
Cox left her entire estate to
Gainesville Junior College.

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Much of Texas wheat is
unlikely to make a crop

Despite recent rains that
greened up much of the wheat
crop, a Texas A&M AgriLife
Extension Service agrono-
mist is expecting a below-
normal crop this year.

“There were lots of troubles
with stand establishment
and drought through the fall
and winter,” said Dr. Travis
Miller, AgriLife Extension
agronomist and Texas A&M
University soil and Crop Sci-
ences associate department
head. “Stands are skimpy
and weak.”

There are parts of the state
where wheat does look good,
Miller said, but big parts of
the Rolling Plains and the
western/northern parts of the
High Plains may not make
a crop.

North and east of Dallas,
it’s a different story, he said.

“From the Metroplex north
and east, it looks like a pretty
darn good crop,” he said.
“There was some segregation,
by which I mean, part of the
stand coming up in Novem-
ber and part coming up in
January. But overall, that’s
the best looking wheat in the
state, northern Blacklands,
northeast part of the state.”

For other areas, the future
of wheat depends upon the
future of rains.

The projections are for
above—normal temperatures
and below-normal precipi-
tation for the spring, with
chances for either above- or
below-average summer pre-
cipitation a coin flip, Miller
said.

“For the temperatures, it’s
not a coin flip, and higher

temperatures mean there
will be need for above-aver-
age precipitation because of
higher evapotranspiration
rates,” he said.

In the South Plains, there
was a “substantial acreage”
of wheat planted because of
the high grain prices, said
Dr. Calvin Trostle, AgriLife
Extension agronomist in
Lubbock.

There’s also a lot of acres
planted with wheat purely
for a cover crop to prevent
wind erosion, and despite
light planting rates, there are
some producers who have de-
cided to try for grain harvest,
according to Trostle.

“I looked at one of those
fields that a farmer wanted
to take for grain and won-
dered whether to increase
irrigation and top dress (with
nitrogen),” Trostle said. “He
had a good wheat variety,
the planting date was decent
in mid-November, it had
already tillered a little bit,
and I said, ‘yes, I don’t think
your yield potential is down
that much.’

“That gives you a picture of
how much folks would like to
take a wheat crop to grain,”
Trostle said.

There are a lot of other
considerations that have to
be made, such as available ir-
rigation water, and, of course,
future rains, Trostle said.

But a lot of wheat in his
area is “just hanging on,” and
needs a good rain.

“You can have wheat that
doesn’t look very good, but we
can pick up a rain in March
and then again in April and

be very surprised of how
productive it can be,” Trostle
said.

According to the U.S.
Drought Monitor, about 75%
of the state remained under
severe to extreme drought.

More
farmers
turning to
wheat for
cattle feed

The rising cost of corn in
the United States may have
some farmers and ranchers
turning to wheat to feed their
cattle. Gerry Bange, U.S.
Agriculture Department Out-
look Board chairman, reports
that because wheat prices
are lower than the price of
corn, wheat has become a less
expensive feed ingredient for
farmers and ranchers.

As a result, the USDA has
raised its wheat for feed fore-
cast to 375 million bushels.
That’s up 129% from last
year.

The situation is looking
good for U.S. wheat grow-
ers, according to Bange. He
reports that around the world
wheat production is down 8%
while the U.S. crop is about
13.5% larger than last year.

Bange indicates that this
could mean a larger market
for U.S. wheat - making the
U.S. more of a player in the
global livestock food market.

Wheat prices are estimated
at $7.90 a bushel. That’s up
from $7.24 last year.

State rep proposes tax on
vehicles

State Representative Ryan
Guillen of Rio Grande City
has proposed a bill to the
Texas House that would im-
pose a tax on vehicles based
on their monthly mileage.

If approved, House Bill
1309 would tax vehicles
weighing 10,000 pounds or
less one cent per mile. Ve-
hicles weighing more than
10,000 pounds would be taxed
1.25 cents per mile. Vehicles
with a fuel economy of over 35
miles per gallon and electric
vehicles would only be taxed
0.75 cents per mile.

According to the bill, tax-
payers would receive a credit
for paid motor fuels tax to
offset the proposed tax. The
revenue generated by the tax
would be used to fund new
road construction.

Senate bill would require
well owners to
report usage

Senator Kel Seliger of
Amarillo has introduced a
bill in the Texas Senate that
would require owners and
operators of wells to report
groundwater withdrawals to
their groundwater conserva-
tion district.

The bill also allows the
Texas Water Development
Board to require the owners
and operators of wells outside
a water conservation district
to report their usage directly
to the Board.

The bill, Senate Bill 272,
provides exemptions for do-
mestic and livestock wells
and wells that produce less
than 100 gallons a minute.

County Agent’s Report I

Vegetable planting time: rules and resources

The fact that Texas gardeners can produce tasty, nutritious
vegetables year-round is helping home gardening continue to
grow in popularity. Conservative estimates indicate that one
of every three families does some type of home gardening. To
be a successful gardener, you will need to follow a few basic
rules and make practical decisions.

Some of the basic rules include: making sure the garden
gets plenty of sunlight, that the soil is prepared properly and
fertilized properly, that planting occurs in a timely manner,
proper watering is applied, weeds are controlled, mulch is
used when possible, pests are controlled, and harvesting is
conducted when ready. Each one of these “rules” could be a
newsworthy article. Many of them are discussed frequently
and most avid gardeners are aware of the basic principles
associated with each.

One topic that does not receive as much attention is “mak-
ing practical decisions.’ The first practical decision that must
be made is when to plant your crop of choice. The second is
“Which varieties work well in Cooke County?”

In order to answer these questions, Texas A&M AgriLife
Extension Service in Cooke County has a publication which
was prepared by our local Master Gardeners which tell us
when to plant each crop. You can get a copy of this by sending
us an email or giving us a phone call to request it (wbhecker@
ag.tamu.edu or (940) 668-5412). Second, a very handy tool
is the “Vegetable Variety Selector” available at: http://aggie-
horticulture.tamu.edu/publications/veg_variety/ . This tool
allows you to select your county, and then it gives you a list
of preferred vegetable varieties for many popular types of
food crops, from asparagus to watermelon. This will give
the informed gardener a great resource when they head to
the store to purchase their seed or transplants.

Plant your garden as early as possible in the spring or fall
so that vegetables will grow and mature during ideal condi-
tions. Use transplants instead of seeds when possible. Also,
it is important to select the right variety of each vegetable.
If you plant the wrong variety for your area, you may not get
satisfactory production, no matter how much care you give
the plant. Try new varieties and hybrids on a limited basis
until you become familiar with them.

permanent form of identifi-
cation at change of owner-
ship.

“According to Dr. Dee El-
lis, the executive director of
that TAHC, the tagging rule
is not new. Ellis reports that
the TAHC is simply rein-
stating the existing rule that
was temporarily suspended
when the brucellosis test-
ing was stopped,” said Rob-
ert Klement, Cooke County
Farm Bureau president.
“The tagging requirement
was reinstated in order to
help the TAHC track animal
diseases.”

The requirement includes
beef cattle sold for slaugh-
ter, unless they are moved
directly from a premise to
slaughter.

“Dr. Ellis indicates that if
cattle are already properly
tagged, they don’t have to be
retagged to be in compliance
with regulation,” Klement
said.

The rule does not apply to
dairy cattle, as that indus-
try already has its own rules
and standards that are more
strict than those set forth by
the TAHC.

CCAD reminds
businesses to render
taxable property by

April 15

If you own tangible personal
property that is used to produce
income, then a rendition must
be filed with the Cooke County
Appraisal District by April 15.

A rendition is a report that
lists all the taxable property
you owned or controlled on Jan.
1 of this year. Property includes
inventory and equipment used
by a business. Owners do not
have to render exempt property,
such as church property or an
agriculture producer’s equip-
ment used for farming.

“The Appraisal District may

use the information submitted
in the rendition to set property
values,” said Chief Appraiser
Doug Smithson. “If more than
one appraisal district appraises
a property, the property owner
should render in each appraisal
district office.”

You can also file a report of
decreased value to notify the
district of significant depre-
ciation of your property. “For
example, if your property was
damaged by a storm, flood, or
fire last year, you should file a
report of decreased value. The
District will look at your prop-
erty before assigning a value in
2013,” said Smithson.

The last day to file a rendition
or report of decreased value is
April 15. If a rendition is filed
late, incomplete, or not at all, a
10 or 50% penalty may be im-
posed. Property owners who
need more time to file their
renditions may file a written
request with the chief appraiser
on or before April 15 to receive
an automatic extension to May
15 or the next business day. The
chief appraiser may also grant
an additional 15 days after the
postponed deadline, if neces-
sary.
