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City Council approves ordinances

With the amending of its zoning ordinance, sign ordi-
nance, and the adoption of a Sexually Oriented Business
Ordinance, City Administrator Stan Endres advises City
property owners to check with City Hall prior to making
any changes to structures, fences, roofing materials, and
signs.

At the Monday, March 4 City Council meeting, Mayor
Joey Anderson explained, “We’ve been through a process of
taking an old ordinance and starting with something brand
new and shaping it a little bit for our community and bring-

ting torch.

The Muenster Volunteer Fire Department responded to a grass fire in the vacant corral lots behind the
old sale barn west of Muenster Monday around noon.

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Speed limit upped on parts of U.S. 82

The speed limit on U.S.
82 West of Henrietta in-
creased to 75 MPH on
Wednesday, March 6. U.S.
82 (in Clay, Montague, and
Cooke counties) between
Henrietta and Lindsay will
change from 70 to 75 MPH.
The speed will decrease
through the cities of Ring-

gold, Nocona, and Muen-
ster.

A new law went into ef-
fect Sept. 1, 2011 allowing
roads that were signed 70
MPH to be considered for
an increase to 75 MPH.
After a series of traffic and
speed studies, it was de-
termined that many State

and U.S. highways in the
Wichita District of TxDOT
should be converted. The
Texas Transportation Com-
mission approved the speed
limit change in December.
Nine thousand miles across
the state are part of this
round of increases.

Reminder: The speed

limit isn’t 75 MPH unless
you see the new sign up. In
the meantime, State troop-
ers and local law enforce-
ment can write tickets at
the lower speed. Some cit-
ies along these highways
have lower speed limits.
Those limits will remain in
place.

Candidates named by area entities

Muenster Memorial Hos-
pital was set to hold an at-
large election for three three-
year term Board of Director
positions. Candidates who
filed were incumbents John
Aytes, James Walterscheid,
and T.J. Walterscheid, and

former Board member Ken-
ny Klement. James Walter-
scheid withdrew his name on
Monday, the last official day
to withdraw from the elec-
tion. That left three candi-
dates to fill three places and
the election was canceled.
Muenster ISD will not
have an election. Incum-
bents Neal Flusche, Place 1,

and Mel Walterscheid, Place
2, signed up to run. There
were no others signing for
those Places and the election
was canceled.

Muenster City Council will
not hold an election. There
were three positions open on
the City Council. Muenster
City Council has two Places
and the mayor position open

to election. They are Place
5 currently held by Jack
Flusche and Place 3 held by
Tim Felderhoff, and Mayor
Joey Anderson. All filed for
another term and nobody
else filed.

Lindsay ISD has two at-
large positions up for elec-
tion. Incumbents Jill

ing it up to modern standards and modern rules of law.”

A public hearing was opened, but there was nobody pres-
ent who had comments or questions regarding the proposed
amendments. Endres noted that they wanted wind genera-
tors outlawed completely in residential districts. This was
not addressed in the ordinances amendment. According to
Karen Mitchell and Steven Cook, who assisted with rework-
ing the ordinances, it could be changed during the vote that
evening.

The Council approved the new Zoning Ordinance as writ-
ten with the exception of wind generators in R1 and R2
(they will not be allowed).

Endres stressed that these new ordinance changes will
not affect anything that is on property at this time. How-
ever, those who plan to add on to their present structures
or to add accessory buildings, such as a shop or carport,
should first check with the City to be sure it will meet with
the new ordinance.

Inregard to roofing materials, that should also be checked.
Metals roofs will be allowed, but they must be of a color and
appearance that blends with surrounding homes. Fences
and buildings must also follow new set back regulations.

The adopted Title 10 of the Muenster Code of Ordinances
regulates and restricts the location and use of buildings,
structures, and land for trade, industry, residence, and oth-
er purposes, and provides for the establishment of zoning
districts of such number, shape, and area as may best be
suited to carry out these regulations.

Mayor Anderson remarked, “It was pointed out in the

Jan Cain lobbies
for women’s cause

Muenster resident Jan Cain traveled to Austin where she
joined other members of the Mary Kay independent sales
force and Mary Kay employees to raise awareness with law-
makers at the State Capitol in regard to funding needs for
family violence programs and rape crisis centers across the
State. They, in partnership with the Texas Council on Fami-
ly Violence (TCVF) and the Texas Association Against Sexu-
al Assault (TAASA), visited with State legislators to remind
them of the importance of funding for these programs.

Jan remarked, “The walk was basically to lobby and to
talk to our legislative people and senators just to let them
know that we need full funding for domestic violence and
sexual abuse. They had cut that funding in half. We had
three speakers that day who were victims of domestic vio-
lence. They spoke on how shelters helped them get through
and survive what they’ve gone through.

“It was very touching. One lady was getting her MBA.
It was neat to see women who actually go through that,
when they get help, they can make steps forward. Most of
the time, people don’t know where to get help, or if they left
the abuser, if they could get help or even be able to take care
of their family.”

Referring to a local situation, Jan noted that in July
2012, Abigail’s Arms Cooke County Crisis Center received
90 clients who came needing help. Cooke County currently
must send women in need of a shelter to either Grayson or
Denton counties for help.

The Abigail’s Arms Shelter to house 44 women is slated
for completion some time this summer. The staff there is
aware of women just waiting for a place to go to escape their
abusive partners.

Hummer hits four
parked vehicles

According to Muenster Police Chief Mark Blankenship,
there was a five vehicle accident on Muenster’s Main Street
Saturday afternoon at 2:43 p.m. The driver of a 2007 silver
Hummer was southbound on Main Street when he veered
across the street hitting four cars parked in front of Girl-
friends Boutique.

The vehicles were unoccupied at the time and nobody was
in the vicinity. All four vehicles were heavily damaged and
included a 2013 white Lexus, 2011 Ford Fusion, 2008 Chevy
Tahoe, and a 2007 Ford Expedition.

Muenster Police Officer Dan Lintner investigated the ac-
cident and the Department of Public Safety is handling the
criminal investigation.

Chief Blankenship said that the driver of the Hummer
was taken by DPS officers for a blood draw to determine if
he was intoxicated. Results will not be known for five to six
weeks. There could have been a number of causes including
the driver falling asleep, having a seizure, or being under
the influence.

process of evaluating our
zoning ordinances that we
are somewhat wide open to
having a sexually oriented
business come to town and
basically locate in any area.
With that, we were advised
and accepted the recommen-
dation that we create an or-
dinance that would control
such businesses and limit
their impact on the commu-
nity. By law, we are required
to provide a location under
some set of guidelines and
standards that prevents us
from discriminating against
a sexually oriented busi-
ness.”

The ordinance restricts a
sexually oriented business
(SOB) to a certain process of
approval and they could only
be located in a heavily in-
dustrial district. The Coun-
cil unanimously approved
the SOB Ordinance hoping
never to have to deal with
such a business.

Although the City has an
existing Sign Ordinance, An-
derson noted there were a
great many parts of it that
needed to be brought into
compliance with current Tex-
as code and the standards of
surrounding communities.
The new Sign Ordinance
passed unanimously.

Anderson quipped, “I feel
sorry for the next person
who comes in and needs a
sign. That first one may be a
challenge.”

Catching dogs running
loose inside the City limits
has always been a problem.
Leo Lutkenhaus and Police
Chief Mark Blankenship
went to the City of Bowie to
visit with the animal control
officer. He uses a tranquil-
izer gun on a daily basis.

Lutkenhaus described the
problems of catching dogs.
“We had four dogs in a row
where any one of us could
have been bitten,” he said.
“If we get this tranquilizing
gun, it will change the way
we chase dogs. In the past,
you have seven people chas-
ing a dog. That’'s what we
do is catch him, but if he’s
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a mean dog, you don’t want
to catch him. If you get this,
then one or two people can
go to try to catch the dog by
hand, and if you can’t catch
it, then get the tranquilizer
gun. It is safer than trying to
catch a dog. Somebody is go-
ing to get bit.”

Lutkenhaus has used a
tranquilizer gun in his cattle
operation when pens were
not available. The cost of
the gun is around $600. The
Council approved the pur-
chase of the gun and needed
supplies, about $800.

Endres said that in the
last couple of years since the
City raised its water, sewer,
and garbage rates, some of
the renters leave town and
skip out paying the last one
or two bills. At present, the
City requires a $125 deposit
from renter. There is not a
deposit required when the
account is the home owner or
in the name of the home own-
er. The average residential
bill is around $70 a month.
Since $125 does not usually
cover what they owe, En-
dres recommended that the
Council consider raising the
deposit fee to at least $150.
Commercial businesses that
do not own the real estate
where the business is locat-
ed might also need to be in-
creased to cover two months
of what the trash pick up bill
would be, he added. The cost
of a dumpster is at least $100
per month. There has been
one incident where the City
was left to cover that bill.

It was decided that Endres
should create an ordinance
for consideration at the April
meeting.

The three drying beds at
the City’s waste water plant
have been there since 2003.
There are three plastic fil-
ters on each bed that allow
liquid to drain away while
the sludge remains behind
to be hauled to a landfill.
The filters are starting to
deteriorate from the sun and
wear and tear from tractor
tires.

Endres explained that a
tractor is used to scoop the
sludge up. The tractor has
special tires that are made
to protect the filters, but
the tires pick up rocks from
the gravel road there. Lut-
kenhaus explained that the
rocks are creating holes three
and four inches in diameter.
He recommended purchas-
ing enough filter squares to
replace one bed and to use
the remaining good squares
to fix the broken squares in
the remaining two beds. The
cost of replacing the filters
one bed is about $6,600.

“If we replace this, we
need to get rid of that gravel
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somehow,” said Lutkenhaus.
“That is what is causing part
of the problem.”

The Council considered
several solutions. Alderman
Tim Felderhoff suggested
concrete which would last
a long time. The concrete
would also need to be placed
around the roll away.

It was agreed to seek in-
formation on the cost of
concrete and how thick it
needs to be to hold up in the
situation. The Council ap-
proved Endres spending up
to $10,000 to purchase new
filters with instructions to
get the best available ones.

In his report on City proj-
ects and activities, Endres
said that the water taps
have all been installed in the
mobile home park. The resi-
dents will receive their first
bills in April.

On Feb. 18, KMB mem-
bers, Alderman Jewel Otto,
and Endres met with Tx-
DOT representatives to dis-
cuss a use for the $90,000
GCAA prize. KMB would
like to build a walking trail
in the area on the west side
of the City Park. TxDOT will
be determining the cost of
the sidewalk and how long
the trail can be. They hope to
make it as long as possible,
going all the way around the
area. Items such as lights,
picnic tables, benches, and
trees can be added.

Terry Rohmer and Kirk
Klement purchased land
from Jerry Fleitman that is
in the City’s ETJ (extrater-
ritorial jurisdiction). They
asked to be annexed into the
City to receive City water
and sewer services. Klement
has built a shop and Rohmer
has started on an office and
shop building. The land own-
ers would pay to have the
water and sewer extended to
their properties.

The properties are located
east of Magnolia Street and
north of East Fourth Street.
The City limit ends at Mag-
nolia Street, said Endres.

Endres said that the
property owners would be
in touch with City Attorney
Chuck Bartush to get the an-
nexation paperwork started.

“In the future, before Jer-
ry (Fleitman) can get any-
thing going out there, he is
going to have to get it plat-
ted. That is the only way we
can have some control over
where stuff is going to be
located - where we want the
roads to be or something like
that,” stated Endres.

In other business, the City
Council:

* Approved payment of
bills totaling $123,110.03.

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Jansaid thatin order to get
grant funding, there must be
a shelter. Already over a $1
million has been raised for
the Abigail’s Arms Shelter.
That is in-kind money, said
Jan. She added, “Now we
are going to have to furnish
it and have some money to
run the place, so we are still
asking for donations.” Jan is
serving on the fundraising
committee for the Shelter.

“I feel that we in Muenster
lead a very sheltered life.
We mostly come from loving
families and have good rela-
tionships. We need to make
people aware of what really
goes on in our world and how
we can touch somebody’s life
just through answering a
call to help women through
domestic violence or a child.
It has just become a priority
in my life. It is something
that I want to do and help. I
feel that’s where God is lead-
ing me right now.”

Jan spoke of the people in
Muenster and how it is a giv-
ing community that steps up
and helps with overwhelm-
ing support when needed.
“That’s the beauty of Muen-
ster and the community, but
I do think that they need
to be educated on domestic
violence and sexual abuse.
Those are the things that
I'm working on.”

It has always been Jan’s
feeling that she was called to
make women feel better, She
remarked, “I always felt that
God was calling me to be in-
fluence an in women’s lives
to make them feel better in-
side and outside through my
speech or through giving a
facial and making them feel
better about themselves.”

With no personal expe-
rience or knowledge of a
person who needed help be-
cause of domestic violence,
Jan said, “It’s really been
tugging on my heart to be a
part of it and it’s a dream to
see that place get finished.

The thing about it is, it is
not only to give some shelter
for the person, but to end the
abuse. One of the things at
Austin was the BIPP where
the perpetrator is court or-
dered to get anger manage-
ment counseling and maybe
that will help to put an end
to the domestic violence.”
Last year, Mary Kay gave
out over $3 million to domes-
tic violence shelters across
the country. Jan has been
with Mary Kay for more
than 40 years. She now man-
ages a unit of 150 plus. She
is also a licensed esthetician
and does hands-on facials
out of Girlfriends Boutique.
On Friday, March 8, Jan
will be at the First State
Bank Conference Center
in Gainesville from 10 a.m.
until 5 p.m. She will be giv-
ing free facials to women
to make women feel better
about themselves. Also, the
proceeds from any products
purchased will be donated to
Abigail’s Arms. Jan said the
goal is to do 50 facials that
day. Mary Kay has a make-
over contest going on. The
make-over voted the Dbest

will get a $5,000 check writ-
ten to the shelter or charity
of their choice. “We’re trying
to win that. I want to win
that money,” Jan said. “It’ll
be a fun event and take an
hour out of your day.”

Jan is married to Chris
Cain. They have four chil-
dren and six grandchildren.
She remarked, “I've always
tried to live my life God,
family, career. Career being
Mary Kay. My life has al-
ways been called to service.
I feel that as I grew up as
an oldest child that I was
taught to be a servant. So, I
like to make people feel bet-
ter about themselves.”

Jan enjoys watching kids
play sports, especially her
grandchildren who range in
age from 17 to two months.

In conclusion, Jan com-
mented, "I just wish that
people would take a special
interest in serving and see
what they could do to make
this world a better place.
And really listening and
hearing from God on what
He has for us to do and how
we can bless people.”

Disabled veterans may have
some property taxes waived

Veterans with a service-
connected disability are en-
couraged to file an exemp-
tion form to have their 2013
property taxes lowered.
Some veterans may even
qualify for a 100% exemp-
tion of their taxes.

The law provides partial
exemptions for any property
owned by veterans who are
disabled, spouses and sur-
vivors of deceased disabled
veterans, and spouses and
survivors of military person-
nel who died on active duty.

A veteran’s percentage of
service-connected  disabil-
ity determines the amount

of the exemption — from a
$5,000 to a $12,000 deduc-
tion from the veteran’s prop-
erty value.

Any eligible person who
has not received this ex-
emption should apply before
April 30. An applicant may
claim the exemption on only
one piece of property, such as
a home or any other property
the applicant owned on Jan.
1. The applicant must also
be a Texas resident.

A disabled veteran who re-
ceives 100% disability com-
pensation due to a service-
connected disability and a
rating of 100% disabled or of
individual unemployability
from the United States De-
partment of Veterans Affairs
or its successor is entitled to
an exemption from taxation
of the appraised value of the
veteran’s residence home-
stead. Beginning this year,
this benefit has been extend-
ed to the surviving spouse
upon the veteran’s death
with certain restrictions.
The residence homestead
application must be filed if
this exemption is claimed.

MMH staff for
surgical procedures

General surgeon Bhupin-
der Khaira, M.D. FACS now
offers his patients the op-
tion of having certain sur-
gical procedures performed
at Muenster Memorial Hos-
pital. “We have always had
quite a few patients from
the Muenster, Saint Jo, and
Forestburg area, and some
of them mentioned that if we
could do these procedures
here in Muenster, that it
would be a little bit easier
for them. That is why I de-
cided to come here and pro-
vide that service.”

Dr. Khaira has an office in
Gainesville where he sees his
patients. He plans to come to
Muenster on Tuesdays when
his patients request that
their surgical procedures be
done at the Muenster Hospi-
tal. He is a general surgeon.
Most of the surgeries that
he plans to do at MMH are
colonoscopies and gastros-
copies. “If there is demand
or if there is a possibility,
we could always do some of
the general surgery cases
here too,” said Dr. Khaira.
“Mostly now it is going to be
colonoscopies and upper en-
doscopies.”

The general surgeon has
practiced in Gainesville for
more than 25 years. He was
trained in Michigan and at-

tended medical school in In-
dia.

In response to what in-
spired him to become a doc-
tor, Dr. Khaira responded
with a chuckle, “Interesting.
I was visiting our grandpar-
ents at the ranch, which was
always hard work. My Dad
said, ‘Well, do you want to do
this for the rest of your life or
do you want to do something
else? One of his friends was
a doctor and I thought I am
going to be a doctor like his
friend. So, it was sixth grade
when I decided to become a
doctor.”

Dr. Khaira and his wife
Bunny have two sons Aaron
and Julian. He enjoys out-
doors sports such as golf,
fishing, and hunting. He
also does wood working, a
craft he learned from Muen-
ster resident Eugene Yosten
many years ago.

“This is a nice hospital
and I think it is a good facil-
ity,” observed Dr. Khaira. “I
like what they’ve done here.
They’'ve come a long way
from last time I was here.
They've got a good facility,
no doubt about it. I think the
rehab has been wonderful
for this area.”

USDA reminds producers of
March 15 closing date for
non-insurable crops

Cooke County USDA Farm
Service Agency (FSA) Execu-
tive Director Scott Tiemann
urges producers who want to
purchase coverage through
the Non-insurable Crop Di-
saster Assistance Program
(NAP) to do so before the
sales closing date of March
15.

NAP provides financial
assistance to producers of
non-insurable crops when
low yields/grazing loss, loss
of inventory, or prevented
planting occur due to normal
disasters.

The following crops have a
NAP application closing date
of March 15: sorghum forage
(haygrazer) for grazing and
hay, pecans.

“Purchasing a crop insur-
ance policy is an easy way
for producers to practice risk
management,” said Tiemann.
“The 2013 crop year has
proved that natural disas-
ters can directly affect the
profitability and recovery of
agricultural operations,” he

said.

In the event of a natural
disaster, NAP covers the
amount of loss greater than
50% of the expected produc-
tion based on the approved
yield and reported acreage.

Eligible producers can ap-
ply for coverage using form

CCC-471, “Application for
Coverage.” Producers must
file the application and ser-
vice fee of %)250 by the March
15 deadline.

Farmers pay about $4 billion for insurance premiums each
year. About 85% of the corn, soybean, and wheat acreage had
crop insurance coverage in 2012; for cotton acreage it was

The economy, immigration,
and education are top of mind
for most. Yet water—that life-
giving resource—registers as
a top issue with only 4%.

That’s a real concern.

Rural Texans understand
burn bans, dry wells and
short pastures. Drought is
not a word. It is a reality they
live with every day.

For most urban Texans, wa-
ter is something that comes
out of the tap.

Urban areas are an oasis in
a sea of Texas brown. And
that’s a dangerous mirage for
our future.

How long this lack of con-
cern continues is a $53 billion
question.

That’s the amount the
Texas Water Development
Board estimates it will take
to fund the State Water Plan,
a roadmap to meet the needs
of a booming Texas popula-
tion for the next 50 years.

Fortunately, the Texas
legislature is paying atten-
tion, and both Texas House
and Senate leadership has
expressed the need this ses-
sion to kick-start the plan
with revenue from the Rainy
Day Fund.

Agriculture—
with a stellar record of im-
proving efficiency and con-
servation and doing much
more with less over the last
two decades—is still the top
water user in the state.

And as water gets more
expensive and sources disap-
pear, a clamor could arise to
take agriculture’s water—
drying up livelihoods, a rich
agriculture heritage, and
ultimately, the food supply.

That’s why water needs to
be a top concern of all Texans.
Conservation and planning
for future water needs is a
conversation all Texans need
to be engaged in now.

Waiting until the tap runs
dry is far too late.

Drip irrigation

Drip irrigation is the pre-
cise application of water
where and when plants need
it. It is the most efficient
method for irrigation, with
efficiency of up to 90%. Con-
version to drip irrigation is
potentially a great water
conservation tool for hom-
eowners. The most practical
applications for drip irriga-
tion in the home landscape
are in gardens, hedge rows,
flower beds, trees, and/or any
combination of these. The
water conservation achieved
by drip irrigation comes from
the precise application of
water, minimal runoff, less
evaporation from an essen-

tially closed system, and
less water lost to weeds and
undesirable plants, because
the system is placed exactly
where the desirable plants
need it.

Installing a drip irrigation
system does not have to be
expensive or complicated.
You can install drip irriga-
tion by using the existing
pipes, valves, and controller,
and installing a conversion
or retrofit kit, or by simply
attaching the tubing to the
outdoor faucet. If you are
short on time, or intimidated
by the process of converting
your irrigation system, hiring
a Licensed Irrigator is always
an option.

Foreign investors
up the stakes in U.S.

The amount of agricultural
land owned by foreign inves-
tors rose by more than 1.5
million acres in the most-
recent reporting period, says
United States Department of
Agriculture’s (USDA) Farm
Service Agency.

Foreign owners are re-
quired to report purchases
to USDA, according to the
Agricultural Foreign Invest-
ment Disclosure Act of 1978.
As of the end of 2010, the
most recent data available,
foreign investors held an in-
terest in 24.2 million acres of
U.S. agricultural land (forest
and farm land). That is an
increase of 1.53 million acres
from Feb. 28, 2010.

Of that, forest land ac-
counted for 56% of all for-
eign-held ag land; cropland,
17%; and pasture and other
ag land, 27%. Foreign-held
land represents 1.9% of all
prigately-held ag land in the
U

Foreign holdings were
relatively stable from 2000
to 2006, but jumped nearly
eight million acres since,
due to acquisitions by Ca-
nadian timber firms. Maine
has the largest amount of
foreign-held ag land-2.87
million acres, mostly timber.
Texas has the second largest
amount with 2.79 million
acres, which is only 1.8% of
privately-held ag land. Ala-
bama is the third highest at
1.57 million acres, 5.5% of
privately-held ag land.

Sequestration
could lead to
temporary
shut-down of
meat plants

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) is report-
ing that the effects of seques-
tration, or mandatory budget
cuts, at the end of the month
could have a wide range
of effects on the American
people. In a letter to legisla-
tors, Secretary of Agriculture
Tom Vilsack states that the
cuts would force the USDA
to place up to one-third of its
workers on furlough, which
would prompt meat plants
across the nation to also close
during that time due to loss of
meat inspection personnel.

Vilsack said cuts could
also mean the closure of 670
recreational sites across the
nation during the spring and
summer.

Other effects, according to
Vilsack, could include a pause
on the Census of Agriculture
and a slowdown in USDA aid
to landowners.

There are many drip irriga-
tion products on the market.
The basic component parts
of any drip irrigation system
are similar: water source
(well or city), filter, delivery
lines, and emitters. There
are different types of drip
systems, some use higher
pressure than others, some
come with holes already in
the line, some without.

There are different types
of lines also. In general, all
systems are basically good,
and there is no great advan-
tage of one over another. Drip
systems must be maintained
and cared for, as with other
water systems; hence, it is
best to leave the emitter and
loops on top of the ground so
they can be checked regu-
larly. Maintaining two to four
inches of mulch covering over
the tubing and the plant root
zone keeps the system work-
ing at its highest efficiency.
