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Balloon Spectacular set for Gainesville Sept. 13-15

The Balloon Spectacular is expected to draw a large crowd again this year.  The family-friendly event pro-
vides 3 days of entertainment from September 13-15.

  With the turning of the calendar page to September, Ter-
ry Gilbert moves into his ninth month serving as Sheriff 
of Cooke County. He has made a number of changes in the 
Sheriff ’s Office to make it more proactive than in the past. 
“We changed a few things around - changed some shifts 
around, moved some people around to where I think that 
we are better able to serve the public,” remarked Cooke 
County’s new sheriff. “And that’s what it’s all about. Every 
day when we come to work, we try to figure out how we can 
better serve the public and the citizens of Cooke County. 
That’s what the Sheriff ’s Office is charged with doing, and 
my job is to see that it gets done in a proper way.”
  Sheriff Gilbert noted that his goal is to better serve the 
public. He aims to accomplish that by seeking a better way 
every day “through training, through contacts with the pub-
lic asking people what they need, what they want, and do-
ing our best to see that those needs are met.
  “We’ve gone into  training mode that we want all our guys 
to have as much training as we can. We want the Sheriff ’s 
Office to be the center hub for training in the County. We’ve 
opened our doors to all the smaller agencies. Every time 
that we have a training session, the smaller communities 
are asked to come. Muenster, Valley View, Lindsay, Oak 
Ridge, Gainesville - it’s a co-op where everybody is helping 
everybody and we want to increase that concept and want 
the smaller departments that if they need assistance, all 
they have to do is contact us. We’ll help them do anything 
that we can whether it be manpower, training, whatever 
they need, we’re there to help them.”
  People express their concerns to Sheriff Gilbert when he 
visits with residents. There are two main concerns that he 
heard and is working to address. Those are narcotics and 
patrol. “I think with the narcotic unit that we have, I hope 
that the people are realizing that we’re doing a good job 
there. We’ll never catch them all, but we are doing what we 
can to catch as many as we can. Patrol wise - patrol depu-
ties are out in the County more where I get compliments 
through the course of time that they are seeing patrol cars 
where they have not seen patrol cars in a while. We want

the citizens to know that we are patrolling the County. A lot 
of times it’s at night and they don’t get to see where we’re 
at, but in the daytime, we want them to know we are out 
there.
  “Again, it’s communications. The public is our eyes and 
ears. If they see something that they think we need to know 
about, please call and tell us and we can come look and see.” 
That number to call is 665-3471.
  Cooke County Commissioners Court also apparently took 
note of the positive efforts of the Sheriff ’s Office. At the re-
quest of Sheriff Gilbert, they allowed a sizeable increase in 
the Sheriff ’s budget for FY2013-14. He said that he request-
ed over $1 million dollars over last year and Commissioners 
approved about $800,000 of the requested amount. 
  “I’m thankful to the Commissioners for having faith in 
our Department to give us the things that we needed. They 
are tools of the trade. The increase in manpower will allow 
us to patrol more. Also, with the boost in the  CID (Criminal 
Investigations Division) division, it will allow us to put more 
investigators on the crimes that do occur so that, hopefully, 
we can come to a resolution and catch the bad guys and put 
them in jail.”
  The funds will be used to hire more deputies and to equip 
them. Gilbert explained, “For every new hire, you have to 
buy the equipment so he can work. That includes vehicles, 
weapons, uniforms, radios, everything that you see a depu-
ty wear in Cooke County belongs to the County except his 
gun belt and his weapon (handgun).”
  Added to the Sheriff ’s Office will be a patrol deputy and 
three in CID. One of the CID crew will be assigned to evi-
dence. This is a new position in Cooke County. That person 
will take care of the evidence room. He or she will eventual-
ly be cross-trained to collect and catalogue evidence at ma-
jor crime scenes. Gilbert stated, “There’s a lot to evidence. 
It has to be properly done under the chain of custody and 
everything has to be letter by letter by letter. Nearly all of 
our evidence will go to the crime lab in Garland.” That per-
son will also go to court with the evidence when necessary. 
There will only be the one person handling the evidence. 
The evidence person will be in charge of disposing of evi-
dence once the case is adjudicated. The property is either

At 6:30 p.m., hot air bal-
loons will rise from airport 
grounds in a mass ascen-
sion as they begin the first 
of three competition flights. 

They will return to the field 
at 7:30 p.m. for a traditional 
balloon glow. This event fea-
tures the balloons tethering 
on the field and lighting their 

burners to create a beautiful, 
sparkling spectacle of color 
on the ground – a photogra-
pher’s dream.

If conditions are favorable 
and officials deem it safe, 
spectators will be invited 
to walk among the balloons 
and view the beautiful cre-
ations up close.  

New to the Spectacular 
this year is a Wine Tast-
ing Event on Friday eve-
ning, Sept. 13, hosted by the 
award-winning Blue Ostrich 
Winery of Saint Jo.

returned to the rightful own-
er, destroyed, or put up for 
sale.  
  Some of the additional 
funds will go towards up-
grading communications. 
They plan to install com-
puterized radio consoles. 
According to Sheriff Gilbert, 
it should make the dispatch-
ers’ jobs easier. The new sys-
tem will be touch screen. The 
current system was installed 
in 2005 or 2006, but technol-
ogy has progressed a great 
deal in that time.
  Gilbert said the new sys-
tem will help dispatch pa-
trols, EMS, and fire depart-
ments, all at the touch of a 
finger. “It’s new era stuff and 
it’s time that we update,” he 
added. “It’s not the Cadillac. 
We can’t afford Cadillacs.” 
He said the dispatchers are 
pleased and anxious to work 
with the new system. He 
feels that the fire depart-
ments will also be pleased 
with it once they start using 
it. 
  A part of the update is to 
the CAD system. “That is our 
in-house tracking software. 
We are able to complete, with 
the monies Commissioners 
Court gave us, the CAD sys-
tem which is in five sections. 
When they bought it, they 
only put two sections in. It 
will help dispatch. It will 
enhance the whole Depart-
ment by going to the CAD 
system just by data. It will 
be a difference of night and 
day. Data and stats will be 
just clicks away.” They hope 
to have the system installed 
and employees trained by 
the first of the year.
  Asked what his philoso-
phy of law enforcement is, 
Gilbert remarked that it is 
simple - to protect and serve. 
“We have the concept at the 
Sheriff ’s Office that it’s all 
about public service,” he 
said. “I want people to feel 
free to call us whenever they 
need something. Let us help 
you when we can. I think our 
calls for service are way up 
since January 1 and I want 
the people to continue to 
call. We can’t solve all the 
problems, but unless they 
call and talk to us, there is 
no way we can solve it for 
them. We’re there. We’re a 
phone call away. Please, call 
us.” 
  In working with residents, 
Sheriff Gilbert said that 
they are looking into bring-
ing back the Crime Stoppers 
program. Cooke County had 
that program years ago. “We 
would love to have a citizens 
group like the Gainesville 
PD does the Citizens Acad-
emy where people come in 
and see how the Sheriff ’s 
Office works,” continued the 
Sheriff. “We just can’t get it 
all done the first year. We 
are looking at involving the 
public more. We’re looking 
at increasing the reserve 
division. Getting qualified 
people to be in the reserve 
division is hard because 
they have to be certified po-
lice officers. They have to 
have all of the accreditation 
that a full-time officer has 
and we’re looking for people 
who have that, but we can’t 
pay them. They’re a little bit 
tough to come by.”
  Do you want to help the 
Sheriff ’s Department? If so,

be their eyes and ears. Sher-
iff Gilbert said that nobody 
knows a neighborhood as 
well as those who live there. 
They know which vehicles 
belong and notice strange ve-
hicles and odd behavior. He 
encourages residents to take 
down license plate numbers 
of suspicious vehicles. Or 
even better, take a picture. 
He noted that almost every-
one has a cell phone with a 
camera. Then, if a deputy 
needs information, you can 
share the picture with them.
  “Public involvement is nec-
essary. We can’t do our job 
without them,” stressed Gil-
bert. “We just want everyone 
to understand that we are a 
friendly-based department. 
We’re there to help and if 
they’ll call us, we’ll do what 
we can do help.” He laughed, 
noting that they have even 
been called to get a few 
snakes out of houses.
  In conclusion Sheriff Gil-
bert remarked, “I’m proud to 
be the Sheriff of Cooke Coun-
ty and I’m happy to serve the 
citizens. I have a very good 
crew that we’re working 
with and everybody comes 

to work every day eager and 
ready to serve the public. We 
want to make sure that’s the 
way it stays. We take the 
good with the bad. If some-
body sees something that 
they think we need to know 
about, they need to call us 
and talk to us.
  “I’m looking forward to 
serving. This has been a 
long-time goal of mine to 
become the sheriff of Cooke 
County. I’m going to do ev-
erything that I can to pro-
tect that goal and see that 
the citizens are satisfied in 
doing it.” 
  Sheriff Gilbert said that 
his gauge of how things are 
going comes from comments 
he hears from people. When 
someone thanks him and 
says he’s doing a good job, he 
is quick to thank them and 
let them know he has a good 
crew and can’t do the job 
alone.
  “I’d like to be leaps and 
bounds down the road, but it 
takes time,” he said. “It’s not 
going to happen overnight. 
We’re building a foundation. 
We’ll do it a brick at a time. 
That is not a problem.”

The Cavanaugh, with 
over 60 total aircraft, from 
World War I fabric airplanes 
through the start of the jet 
age and supersonic flight, 
will be bringing to Gaines-
ville the most famous war-
bird fighter in history, the 
P-51 Mustang. Known as 
the aircraft that won the 
war, the P-51 was the fast-
est single engine fighter of 
WWII with speeds over 400 
mph. In addition, pilots will 
be flying the Douglas AD-5 
Skyraider, a Vietnam fighter 
bomber; a 1928 Travel Air 
vintage bi-plane; and the 
helicopter made famous by 
the TV show M*A*S*H, the 
OH13 or Bell 47, among oth-
ers.

Pairing perfectly with 
the Warbird Air Shows will 
be a display of classic mili-
tary vehicles, presented by 
the Camp Howze Military 
Vehicle Preservation Asso-
ciation.  The local group will 
have military vehicles of all 
types, perfectly restored and 
ready for appreciation by the 
public.

The evening session be-
gins with a mass ascension 
and fly-out of balloons at 6 
p.m.  At 7:30, the balloons

  The Texas Department of 
Public Safety (DPS) high-
lighted notable traffic and 
criminal laws that went into 
effect on Sept. 1.
  “As a result of these new 
provisions, Texans now have 
additional protection while 
traveling our roadways, and 
individuals who disregard 
our laws will face tougher 
penalties for a variety of 
crimes,” said DPS Direc-
tor Steven McCraw. “DPS 
encourages all residents to 
educate themselves about 
the laws affecting their lives 
and to do their part in keep-
ing Texas safe.”
   Please note that the fol-
lowing is not a compre-
hensive list of all new laws 
passed by the Texas Legisla-
ture.
   HB 347 expands the cur-
rent limitations on wire-
less communication device 
(cell phone) use in an ac-
tive school crossing zone 
to include the property of a 
public elementary, middle, 
or junior high school for 
which a local authority has 
designated a school crossing 
zone. The use will only be re-
stricted during the time a re-
duced speed limit is in effect 
for the school crossing zone. 
Further, it will not apply to 
vehicles that are stopped, or 

  Lifelong Learning, the non-credit division of North Cen-
tral Texas College, is introducing two new training pro-
grams for the Fall 2013 semester: Machining and Indus-
trial Mechanics. Both programs will be held at the Career 
Technology Center on the Gainesville campus.
  The Machining Technology program consists of three 
tracks that are taken sequentially. Students will learn Ma-
chine Shop, Blueprint Reading, and Computer Numerical 
Controls in class and also online. Each track costs less than 
$2,000 and includes textbooks and materials. The Indus-
trial Mechanics program teaches students how to maintain 
and repair electrical, mechanical, pneumatic, hydraulic, 
and pump systems. The course, which includes in-class and 
online lectures, costs $2,750.
  Students who successfully complete these programs re-
ceive Marketable Skills Achievement Awards and can start 
working in machine shops, industrial and institutional pow-
er plants, the oil industry, and in manufacturing facilities.
  “Jobs in these fields are in high-demand,” explains Ken-
ny Smith, coordinator of vocational programs for Lifelong 
Learning. “The Department of Labor indicates that job 
openings will far outpace the supply of qualified workers, 
and we want to make sure that our training is quick, and 
our students are well-prepared.”
  Classes will start at the beginning of October. To enroll, 
potential students must be 18 years or older, possess a high 
school diploma or GED ,and must take a math assessment. 
Admissions sessions take place at the Gainesville Campus, 
CTC 2100 every Thursday at 10 a.m., and at the Corinth 
Campus, Pinnell Square #307, Tuesdays at 10 a.m. or 6 
p.m., or Saturdays at 10 a.m. Questions should be directed 
to Djuna Forrester, dean of Lifelong Learning, at 940-668-
4272 ext. 4405.

New traffic, criminal laws took effect Sept. 1
drivers using a hands-free 
device or making an emer-
gency call.
  HB 1174 amends cur-
rent statute to increase the 
minimum fines for the mis-
demeanor offense of passing 
a stopped school bus load-
ing or unloading children. 
The minimum fine increas-
es from $200 to $500, and 
the maximum fine for such 
an offense increases from 
$1,000 to $1,250. The bill 
also enhances the penalty 
for a second or subsequent 
conviction of that offense 
committed within five years 
to a misdemeanor punish-
able by a minimum fine of 
$1,000 and a maximum fine 
of $2,000. 
  SB 181 allows a motor 
vehicle operator the option 
of using a wireless commu-
nication device (such as a 
cell phone) to display motor 
vehicle financial responsi-
bility (proof of insurance) 
information as evidence of 
financial responsibility. The 
display does not constitute 
effective consent for a law 
enforcement officer, or any 
other person, to access the 
contents of the wireless com-
munication device except to 
view the financial responsi-
bility information. This bill 
is effective immediately.

  SB 510 requires drivers to 
move over or slow down (as 
required depending on the 
roadway) when approach-
ing a stationary Texas De-
partment of Transportation 
vehicle with its lights ac-
tivated and not separated 
from the roadway by a traf-
fic-control device. This pro-
vision expands the state’s 
Move Over/Slow Down law, 
which already requires driv-
ers to yield to tow trucks, 
police, fire, and emergency 
vehicles. Violators would 
commit a misdemeanor of-
fense punishable by a fine 
of up to $200; punishable 
by a fine of $500 if property 
damage occurs; or a Class B 
misdemeanor if the violation 
results in bodily damage.
  HB 2304 lowers the popu-
lation requirement from 2.2 
million to one million for 
counties where sheriffs or 
deputy sheriffs can be certi-
fied by DPS to enforce feder-
al commercial motor vehicle 
regulations. This will open 
the opportunity to Bexar, 
Tarrant, and Travis coun-
ties.
  HB 625 clarifies that the 
penalty for operating a ve-
hicle on a public highway 
without displaying the two 
license plates assigned to 
the vehicle is a misdemeanor 
offense punishable by a fine 
not to exceed $200.
  HB 3668 amends current 
statute to require the opera-
tor of a vehicle involved in 
an accident that results or 
is reasonably likely to re-
sult in the injury or death 
of a person to immediately 
determine whether a person 
is involved in the accident, 
and if so, whether the per-
son requires aid, in addition 
to other existing statutory 
requirements.
  SB 275 increases the pen-
alty for leaving the scene of 
a motor vehicle accident re-
sulting in the death of a per-
son and failing to render aid 
from a third-degree felony 
to a second-degree felony. 
A second-degree felony car-
ries a punishment of two to 
20 years in prison and an 
optional fine not to exceed 
$10,000, whereas a third de-
gree felony carries a penalty 
of two to 10 years in prison 
and an optional fine not to 
exceed $10,000.
  HB 1284 increases the 
penalty for the offense of 
initiating, communicating, 
or circulating a false report 
of an emergency (such as a 
bomb threat) involving an in-
stitution of higher education 
from a Class A misdemeanor 
to a state jail felony. This bill 
is effective immediately.
  HB 124 adds Salvia divi-
norum (unless unharvested 
and growing in its natural 
state) – including all parts of 
the plant, seeds, and extracts 
from a part of the plant – to 
Penalty Group 3 of the Texas 
Controlled Substances Act.
  HB 2637 provides that 
an individual fraudulently 
using identifying informa-
tion to avoid registering as a 
sex offender to be punished 
at the next highest degree 
felony.

  Beef producers entering 
into a lease contract for graz-
ing, use of breeding bulls, 
or other business activities 
are advised to have a writ-
ten agreement, according 
to a Texas A&M AgriLife 

‘Get it in writing’: AgriLife 
expert advises beef producers 

to have lease agreement

Extension Service 
agricultural law 
specialist.
  Tiffany Dowell, 
an assistant profes-
sor and agricultural 
law specialist with 
AgriLife Extension 
in College Station, 
told beef producers 
at the recent Texas 
A&M Beef Cattle 
Short Course, a 
written lease pro-
vides protection to 
both parties.
  “Some of you may 
not think you need 
a written lease, but 
you will wish you 
had one if there is 
ever a problem,” 
she said. “Addition-
ally, in order to be legally 
enforceable, any real estate 
lease for a year or more has 
to be in writing.”
  Dowell advised to have 
limits in a lease. For example, 
if you lease property, Dowell 
said to be clear on what you 
are leasing.
  “If the lease is for grazing 
and you want to reserve hunt-
ing rights, you need to have 
that spelled out,” she said. 
“If the landowner wants to 
reserve the right to go in and 
inspect anything, then the 
landowner has to specify that 
in the agreement.”
  Additionally, a pasture 
lease should specify which 
tracts are included in the 
agreement.
  “A legal description is good, 
but you may want to include 
additional information as 
well,” she said. “For example, 

if you want to lease a specific 
pasture, but not the peach 
orchard in the back of the 
property, you need to spell 
that out.”
  The lease should also in-

clude provisions specifying 
who is responsible for main-
tenance items such as pas-
ture shredding, fence repair, 
barn maintenance, and other 
items that could become is-
sues.
  For cattle producers leas-
ing bulls, Dowell advised to 
include liability issues in the 
agreement. For example, if 
a bull is injured during the 
time that he is being leased, 
it is a good idea to have pro-
visions in the agreement to 
handle that situation.
  “One term to consider when 
leasing out a bull is whether 
it might be prudent to require 
a monetary deposit from the 

lessee that will be returned 
upon the bull’s safe return at 
the end of the lease.”
  Finally, Dowell said there 
should be inclusion of pen-
alties and consequences for 

late payment in the 
lease agreement. 
“There should be a 
set penalty for late 
payment,” she said. 
“These provisions 
can be drafted in 
a variety of ways. 
For example, you 
could have a set late 
fee of so much for 
each day, and once 
the fees add up to 
a certain amount, 
the lease will ter-
minate.”
  Overall, Dowell 
said it’s a good idea 
to have a lawyer 
review the agree-
ment.
  “Prior to taking it 
to your lawyer, you 

can do some things that will 
save you some money,” she 
said. “For example, if you 
go online, there are sample 
leases that will help you draft 
an agreement. Once you have 
taken a first crack at it, then 
take it to a lawyer for review.  
The lawyer will not have to 
start from scratch and will 
likely bill less hours to simply 
review and revise.”
  For additional information

Muddy road
  There were no paved or even graveled roads back in 
Muenster’s early years. Some roads were clay and they 
would get real sticky. Cars could drive the sloppy roads 
with chains over the rear tires, but it wasn’t as easy 
after the roads dried a little and they got very sticky. 
Then the mud would roll up in chunks a foot wide on 
each wheel. If one could keep up a good speed, the mud 
was thrown off, but on some occasions, even the Model 
T got stuck.

Country roads
  Country roads were “graded” every few years. A big 
tractor, like an Oil Pull Hart Parr, pulled a grader. The 
ditches were cleared out and the grade rose. Without 
any gravel, this made a muddy mess when it rained, 
but in a year, the roads drained better and were much 
improved.
  After rains, a farmer was hired to pull a road drag 
with his 4-horse team to fill in ruts and make the road 
smooth until the next rain. The farmer would have three 
to five miles to maintain. This method of roadwork 
continued until later years when the county took over 
all road maintenance and used crawler tractors to pull 
large graders.

Duesman’s Hill
  Duesman’s Hill, located southwest of Muenster, has 
always been a sharp hill. The “dip” at the bottom used to 
be sharper, so sharp that a driver of a Model T car could 
not hit the bottom of the hill too fast before attempting 
to go up the other side. Some of the early cars did not 
have enough power to make the hill with a load of people. 
When the engine pulled down, the passengers jumped 
out and put rocks behind the wheels (emergency break). 
Everyone then pushed as the driver slipped his clutch 
and tried again. The driver would finally find the top of 
the hill and wait for his tired passengers to reload. 
  Most fuel tanks were under the front seat and the gaso-
line flowed by gravity to the carburetor. The tanks needed 
to be over half full for Duesman’s Hill. If the car ran low 
going up the hill, with enough manpower, you would 
simply turn the car around and go up backwards.

Tires
  The first car tires were clinchers and would roll off 
at a high speed on a curve. The last Model T’s had the 
demountable rim, which allowed for a spare tire and 
rim. The bead of the clincher tire had very few wires in 
it and could be stretched enough to get the tire off the 
wheel. The outside of the bead pushed back (outward) 
under the V shaped place in the rim.
  About 1922, tires contained more wire and would not 
stretch. They were mounted  on the drop center rim. The 
rim was bolted to the wheel. The next wheels were also 
drop center, but all one piece for better balance. Back 
country roads caused lots of blowouts. People often drove 
to town or home on a steel rim.    

  Eight months after the Car-
gill plant in Plainview tempo-
rarily closed its doors due to 
the drought and a decreased 
number of cattle in the state, 
the city of Plainview is still 
working to recover.
  According to WFAA, the 
city is working to attract 
businesses and jobs to the 
community that lost approxi-
mately 2,300 jobs when the 
Cargill plant went idle.
  Plant officials helped their 
employees to find employ-
ment at other Cargill plants 
across the nation. About 180 
employees transferred from 
Plainview to other Cargill 
locations following the plant’s 
temporary closure.
  According to WFAA, Pla-
inview city leaders are dis-
cussing construction of a new 
business park and are work-
ing to recruit new companies 
to the region to help the city 
recover.

USDA 
report:

up

  Beef, pork, and lamb pro-
duction across the United 
States is up according to a 
new report from the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA).
  An article in Brownfield 
Ag News outlines the in-
creases over the past year. 
Commercial meat production 
for July was up 5% over the 
2012 number to 4.158 billion 
pounds.
  Beef production and beef 
slaughter were both up 4% 
over the year while pork 
production was up 7% over 
the year. Pork slaughter was 
up  6%.
  Lamb and mutton saw the 
highest jump in production 
numbers with 13%. Lamb 
and mutton slaughter in-
creased 19%. 

TxDOT to 
convert 
certain 

FM roads 
to gravel

  The Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT) last 
week began its conversion 
of over 80 miles of Farm-to-
Market roads in South and 
West Texas to gravel. Accord-
ing to the Texas Tribune, Tx-
DOT is converting FM roads 
to gravel in Live Oak, Dim-
mit, La Salle, Zavala, Reeves, 
and Culberson counties due 
to funding concerns.
  According to the article, the 
roads were chosen by TxDOT 
for the conversion, in part, 
because they’re rural roads 
ineligible for federal funds. 
  TxDOT’s announcement 
of the conversions was met 
with some criticism from 
lawmakers, farmers, and 
homeowners.
  Texas Farm Bureau (TFB) 
sent a letter to Gov. Rick 
Perry urging him to intervene 
because FM roads and state 
highways are vital to rural 
communities.
